Dear Yitzhak:

Thank you for your kind words concerning our efforts
on behalf of Anatoly Shcharansky. It was a moment of
joy for us all when Mr. Shcharansky stepped to freedom,
and a triumph for individual hope and courage. You
know of our deep concern for the tragic plight of
Soviet Jewry and for human rights in the Soviet Union.
Let us pray that the release of Anatoly Shcharansky
will lead to further steps toward redressing these
grave problems. These issues will continue to be an
important factor in our relationship with the Soviet
Union.

With regard to your comments on the peace process, I
want to reemphasize the importance for the United States
of working to find ways to move forward. We believe
King Hussein has been engaged in a dedicated and serious
effort to move toward direct negotiations with Israel,
working within the political constraints he faces. We
have encouraged his efforts, recognizing that he must
find a way to work with his Palestinian constituency on
a formula that could be accepted by all parties concerned.
If the peace process collapses, I believe the interests
of Jordan, Israel and the United States will all suffer.
A breakdown could have adverse results for the stability
of the region. It could work against efforts Israel and
Egypt are making to overcome differences and improve
relations and it could strengthen our mutual adversaries
in the region. For all these reasons, we think we must
persevere.

As for the position of the United States toward the
guestion of Palestinian representation in the peace
process, it has been our consistent position that
Palestinians must be involved in every stage of the
process. We are equally firm that those who advocate
violence have no place at the peace table. As you are
well aware, the attitude of the United States Government
toward the PLO remains as set forth in the 1975 Assurance
to Israel: We will not recognize or negotiate with the
PLO so long as the PLO does not recognize Israel's right
to exist and does not accept Security Council Resoclutions
242 and 338.




I agree that there is a connection between these two
great issues of individual freedom for all men, symbol-
ized by Anatoly Shcharansky's liberation, and a compre-
hensive peace. There are no ‘worthier goals, and the
commitment of the United States to both causes will

remain strong.

The Arab Boycott is, infact, unique among boycotts. It operates on two levels:

a. The direct or primary boycott, aimed at Israal‘ and its eitizens, and s a
direct result of Arab hostility against Israel with the exception of Egypt.

b. The Indirect, or the secondary and tertiary boycott, is directed against

companies, personalities, institutions of other parties in third countries because of theif

doing business with Israel.

The Arab Boycottforce companies, and even governmental and public bodies

which are outside the Arab-Israel dispute, to boycott the State of Israel and its

citizens despite the fact that their country has normal relations with Israel. .
JAPAN AND THE ARAB BOYCOTT

Japanese tusiness have openly givenin to pressures by the Arab boyeott authorities
to refrain from maintaining economic contacts with Israel. Furthermore, Japanese
companies frequently preempt such pressure by voluntarily boycotting Israel,

In Japan the boycott 'is excercised mainly by the large Japanese
conglomerates. Most of them refuse to deal with Israel altogether,
directly or indirectly, In Israel's efforts to develop trade and establish
closer economic cooperation with Japan, the Arab Boycott emerges as a
significant obstacle which limits the scope of business in both directions

to a level by far below its potential.

In 1985, Israel's exports to Japan amounted to only 200 million dollars.
while its imports from Japan were about the same. :

80 percent import component, so that the balance in terms of value added is
heavily in Japan's favour. Only 1.7 percent of all Israeli exports of goods wa;
directed to Japan and 1. 2 percent of its imports came directly from it. Israel's
share in Japan's exports and imports is around 0. 1 percent only.

At the same time, other forms of economic ccoperation such as direct
COmMMON programes
investment, joint industrial projects, R & DVand exchange of know=-how have been

extremely limited.

As far as imports from Israel are concerned, there is a reluctance amongst
Japanese importers to purchase Israeli-made consumer goods which receive
public exposure. Even in the field of imports of Israell raw materials into Japan,

Israel exporters frequently come across difficulties.

Strangely enough, the boycott is also evident in Japan's e.ipurts to Israel.
Several major Japanese exporters, especlally of consumer durables, such as ca
manufacturers, refuse to sell to Israel altogether. Others, trade with Israel only
indirectly, and do not have direct agencies In it. It is not uncommon for Japanese
firms approached by potential Israell customers to inform them openly that due to
the Arab Boycutt they are unable to supply the desired items. Amongst the items
which Japanese companies have refused to sell to Israel, one miy find photographic
equipment, pocket computers and even barber chairs = hardly items which one
would consider of strategic value to the Israeli economy and thus objectionable

from the boycott authorities' point of view.

GATT AND THE ARAB BOYCOTT

The basic ai.t;l of GAT7 is to liberalize world trade, and place it on a secure
basis. The General Agreement is the only multilateral instrument that lays down
agreed rules for international trade. These rules govern the trade of all the
organization's members and the conduct of their trade relations with each other:
