Jews, Moslems nearly clashed at Jerusalem

‘JERUSALEM — A potentially ex-
plosive confrontation occurred here
last week. It sprang from a funda-
mgental nerve of the Middle East con-
flict that s sometimes forgotten in
the face of more dramatic events,

"That s: Who Is the rightful pos-
sessor of Jerusalem the maoat
important shrines of the wogld's
three great monotheistic religlons
here?

.The question has Inspired war-
rigrs and frustrated peacemakers for
centurfes. It has never been an-
swered to the satisfaction of Christl-
anity, Jugaism and Islam. Over the
centuries, the poasessor, rightfully
or not, has been the most recent
COnGqueTor,

The lsraelis currently fill that role
— more magnanimously than most
of their predecessors, but still not
without the sort of occasional prove-
cation that can lead to bloodshed,

50 It was last week, when a dele.
gation of Israell parllamentarians
wenlt o viait the most imposing of all
the shrines here. It is known to them
as the Temple Mount. beneath
which the ruins of Herod's Second
Temple are believed to exist. Its
western wall is called the Wailing
Wall, revered by Jews over the cen-
furies

The mount is known to Moslems
as the Haram el-Sherif, where Mo-
hammned s said to have ascended to
heaven and where the great golden-
domed moaque bullt in his memary
domthates the ancient city's akyline.
It is ‘also there that the crusader
kingg of Jerusalem kept their palace
when they ran the place in the name
of

Last week's visiting lsraell dele-
gation was led by Dov Shilansky,
chatrman of the Interior Committee
in the Knesset, lsrael's Parllament.
He went with several of his col-

Everything might have gone
smoothly if the Wagf, their security
oflicers and some Moslems In the
area had not become suspicious that
the visit was being used to advance
the lsraell ultra-nationalist proposi-
tion that the mount is Jewish,

Mr. Shilansky, it turned out, was
accompanied not only by members
of his committee, but by some other
ultra-rightist members of the Knes-
set and by Gershon Solomon, the
leader of a group known as the
Falthful of the Temple Mount, which
has been trying to organize Jewish
prayer meetings in the Moslem-con-
trolled area. More provocative still,
the, group wanted to be photo-
graphed at the site.

A melee ensued in which Israel
border police had to use clubs and
tear gas to quell the angry Moslems
and extricate the lsraelis,

Mr. Shilansky. evoking the mem-
ory of massacres of Jews in Russia
and Eastern Europe, told the Knes-
set later, "It was like a pagrom. They
could have finished us off in a flash.”

former member of the Jewish pre-
statehood underground, stormed in-
lo the Knesset chamber and loudly
testifled that “Knesset members
were chased away from the Temple
Mount by a terrifying demonstration
of thousands and thousands of Mos-
lems.”

She was called out of order and
removed from the floor of the Knes.

at the site. Exchanges were recorded

“We are the masters of this site, and
we will decide whether or not to take
plctures.”

Dear Yitzhak:

Our veto in the Security Council January 30 was based
on our view that the initiative against Israel was
entirely unfair. The general challenge to Israel in
the resolution on the basis of the recent unfortunate
incidents in Jerusalem was wrong, and we could not
support it.

We are conscious of the deep emotions which the holy
places of Jerusalem stir in Muslims, Jews and Christians.
The public reaffirmation of Israel's policy that existing
arrangements insuring free access to and protection of
the holy places and ‘that there will be no change in their
status was important to the position we took in the
Becurity Council. Maintenance of these policies is
critical to our common effort to find a way toward peace
and accommodation between Israel and the Arab states and
between Muslims and Jews.

I therefore hope, as I know you do, that all possible
measures will be taken to avoid a repetition of the
recent incidents which would harm our mutual interests
in maintaining an atmosphere that supports our efforts
for peace.

JERUSALEM [UPIl]—Police
fired tear gas Tuesday at hundreds
of irate Moslems who burned tires
and hounded a group of Knesset
members at the Temple Mount,
prompting the legislators to cut
short their visit.

“Sanity has prevailed,” Lahor
Party member Jacques Amir said
of the decision to end the tour of
the third holiest Moslem shrine
and the site of ancient Jewish
temples.

About 15 parliament members,
including members of the Knesset
Interior Committee and the right-
wing Tehiva Party, toured the site
protected by hundreds of white-
helmeted riot police carrying clubs
and plastic shields,

Witnesses said hundreds of po-
lice fended off the demonstrators,
who surrounded the Knesset mem-
bers and chanted, “*“With blood and
fire we shall redeem you, Al
Aqgsa."

The Al Agsa Mosque on the
Temple Mount inside Jerusalem’s
walled Old City is the third holiest
shrine in Islam. The spot also is
revered by Jews as the site of the
biblical first and second temples.

During the incident, demonstra-
tors burned tires and police used
tear gas to disperse a group of
protesters who gathered near one
of the gates to the Temple Mount,
a police official said. He said po-
H.’:CE closed the gates during the
visit.

An almost complete commercial
strike was in force in Jerusalem’s
Old City in protest of the visit.

Interior Committee Chairman |

Dov Shilansky of the right-wing
Likud Party said the visit was
intended to investigate “‘illegal
construction and other illegal ac-
tivities at the site,"

The demonstrations began after
a Knesset member, Rabbi Eliezer
Waldman of Tehiva, began the
tour by reciting a biblical psalm.

Al Aqgsa religious director
Muhammed Jamal Rifai charged
that the recitation violated the
agreed guidelines for the visit and
ordered the closure of structures
under the Temple Mount known in
Jewish tradition as King Solomon's
Stables,

“If force is used, much blood
will be spilled, which we don't
need,” he said.

After consultation, the commit-
tee members voted 83 to end the
visit without seeing the under-
gound sites.

Meanwhile, Egypt Tuesday wel-
comed the Israeli povernment's
decision to endorse binding arbi-
tration on a border dispute while
continuing attempts at conciliation,
saying the plan was “positive and
constructive."”

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THE TEMPLE MOUNT INCIDENTS

Two visits by members of the Knesset Interior Committee on the
Temple Mount in Jerusalem - on 8 and 14 January 1986 - were
the occasion of near-riots by Moslem Arabs, who, on both
occasions, attacked the visitors as well as policemen assigned
to maintain order in the area.

The Arabs on the Mount were urged on to acts of violence by
calls charging that "the Jews are out to capture our Holy
Mosque," a charge later repeated by the media of several Arab
countries,

The purpose of this paper is (a) to state, for the record,
what actually happened; (b) to re-state Israel's policy re-
garding the Temple Mount, as enunciated and practised since
the reunification of Jerusalem in 1967.

A. THE FACTS

1. On B January 1986 members of the Knesset Interior Committe conducted a
routine tour of the Temple Mount, as has been the Committee's practice,
from time to time (similar visits took place a year ago and two years ago).
The tour was coordinated with the directorate of the Wakf, the Moslem
endowment fund that administers Islamic Holy Places, and the Knesset
members were accompanied, on their tour, by representatives of the Wakf.

2. As the group prepared to descend into one of the historical sites on
the Mount, known as Solomon's Stables, the Wakf representatives objected
to the group's entry because of the presence among them of Jewish photo-
graphers, (The photographer of the Arabic newspaper Al-Fajr was not inter-
fered with.)

3. An altercation ensued when the Knesset members insisted on their right
to visit the site, and at that point the powerful loudspeaker of the
nearby Al-Aksa Mosque (designed for the muezzin's use in calling the
faithful to prayer) began to emit calls to the effect that "Al-Aksa is in
danger" and "The Jews are marching on our Holy Mosque!"
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4., At these calls, hundreds of Arab youths armed with knives and clubs
began to close in on the visitors, shouting such slogans as "Kill the
Jews!" The small police contingent present managed to hold back the mob
until reinforcements arrived, at which time the group was evacuated by
police vans. The police acted with the greatest restraint, so that blood-
shed and the spread of violence were prevented. No one was hurt, and no
property was damaged.

5. Following this incident, it was decided to reschedule the visit for the
following Tuesday, 14 January. On this occasion, too, scores of young Arabs
were present at the time of the visit, which was also coordinated with the
Wakf. This time, objection was raised to the reading of Psalms by one of

the Knesset members, a rabbi. Again, the group was denied entry to Solomon's
Stables, and, when threats were directed at the group, it decided to with-
draw.

6. That this incident, in its two "installments," was an exception, rather
than the rule, is demonstrated by the following facts:

(a) On 12 January, Minister of Industry and Commerce Ariel Sharon visited
the Temple Mount without incident,

(b) On 13 January, a similarly uneventful visit was conducted on the Mount
(including Solomon's stables) by the Speaker of the Knesset, Mr. Shlomo
Hillel, and the Mayor of Jerusalem, Mr. Teddy Kollek.

(c) Visits of this kind - as well as visits by other Israeli individuals

and groups and by pilgrims and visitors from all over the world - take place
regularly the year round, year in year out, without incident and to every-
one's complete satisfaction, in an atmosphere of peaceful coexistence.

B. THE POLICY

"Israel's sovereignty over all of Jerusalem, including the Temple
Mount, is a fact that is in no need of further proofs or tests. ...
4All the arrangements made in the past, in regard to the Temple
Mount, are valid for all religions, and there has been no change

in the government's policy on this subject."

(Prime Minister Shimon Peres, 14 January 1986)
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"On the Temple Mount, arrangements exist that have been made
by previous (Israeli) governments, and we will not change
them,"

(Vice-Premier and Foreign Minister Yitzhak
Shamir, 16 January 1986)

Jerusalem was reunified, and placed under Israeli sovereignty and admin-
istration, in June 1967, after 19 years of political division and military
tension, One of Israel's first acts, following the reunification, was the
enactment of the Protection of Holy Places Law, on 27 June 1967, which
states, among other things:

"The Holy Places shall be protected from desecration and any

other violation and from anything likely to violate the

freedom of access of the members of the different religions

to the places sacred to them or their feelings with regard
to those places."

Millions of pilgrims and other visitors, religious functionaries and jour-
nalists, from Israel, from Arab lands and from all over the world, who have
come to Jerusalem since then bear witness to the fact that this policy has

been scrupulously implemented.

Three principles, then, form the basis of Israel's policy in all that con-
cerns the attitude towards Jerusalem, in general, and the Temple Mount, in
particular:

1. The sovereignty of the State of Israel extends to Jerusalem and to all
the sites and areas that form a part of this city, including the Temple
Mount.

2. The Temple Mount, and its Western Wall in particular, are considered
the holiest places of the Jewish people - as has been the case ever since
the destruction of the Second Temple nearly 2,000 years ago. This does not
denigrate, in any way, the religious feelings of Moslems for this site and
for the Moslem places of worship located there.

3. Israel respects all of the faiths represented in Jerusalem, which in-
clude the other two great monotheistic religions, Christianity and Islam.
By law and in actual practice, Israel fully guarantees the right of the
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adherents of all faiths to visit and worship at their Holy Places, as well
as the right of their authorities to administer their respective Holy
Places themselves. (This in sharp contrast to the situation prevailing in
Jerusalem before 1967, when the eastern part of the city, including most
of the Holy Places, was under Jordanian rule. Jordan, in flagrant violation
of its international obligations, barred access to their Holy Places to all
Israeli citizens - Moslems as well as Jews - while Christians were allowed
entry only twice a year.)

Coexistence and Mutual Tolerance

The result of this policy has been a situation, by and large, of peaceful
coexistence and mutual tolerance - between Jews and Arabs, as among all
the religious denominations represented in Jerusalem - over the nearly two
decades that have elapsed since the city became one again in 1967.

Very rarely has the peace of Jerusalem been disturbed and, when this has
happened, those responsible have been apprehended and punished.

Prayer on the Mount

Freedom of access to the Temple Mount is assured, by law, to Jews as well
as to Moslems. In a judgement handed down by Israel's Supreme Court in
1970, the right of Jews (as of others) to recite prayers on the Temple
Mount was recognized in principle - with the added proviso, however, that
the Israeli government could, if it considered it prudent, circumscribe
that right, in what may be described as an act of self-denial or self-
restraint for the sake of the common weal. It has indeed been the policy of
all Israel's governments, since 1967, to prohibit Jews from praying on the
Mount - not because of any lack of their right to do so, but only in order
not to provide anyone with a possible pretext-for inflaming passions on
ostensibly religious grounds.

Stil1, prayer is certainly a non-violent act and one that, in the first
instance, is an expression of the worshipper's faith and philosophy of life.
1f, however, some would regard such prayer as "a demonstrative act" and,
therefore, "a provocation," the way is open, to such a person, in a demo-
cracy like Israel's, to publish his complaint or, if he so wishes, to

present it to the duly constituted authorities, including the courts, for
adjudication. Attacking the worshipper and those with him, or throwing
stones at the police whose task is to maintain law and order, is certainly
not the way to react to such a situation - nor will it be tolerated by the
authorities.

Those who trample the law, regardless of what side of the dispute they
represent, will be prosecuted under the law.

In Sum:
No propaganda or diplomatic campaign can undo two elementary facts:

1. By right and by law, the Temple Mount, as indeed all of Jerusalem, is
sovereign Israeli territory.

2. The Government of Israel will continue to maintain and protect the
rights of all religions, including freedom of access to all Holy Places,
on the Temple Mount as elsewhere in Jerusalem.

Palice were expacted to remain on
alert on the Temple Mount during
Meoslem pravers today amid reports
that more Jewish demonstrations are
planned there for next week.

Jerusulem Branch and Southern
District palice remained on “full
alert” throughout the week follow-
ing Tuesday's repeal visit w the
Temple Mount by Knesset Interior
Committee members and party fac-
tion representalives,

Ower 600 policemen and Border
Palice reinforcements, armed with
tear gas, truncheons and shields,
managed (o restore order after three
riots that broke out on the Temple
Maount on Tuesday.

Police were forced to use tear gas
and clubs on angry Arab protesters
following & public pray-in initiated
by Rabbi Eliezer Waldman of
Tehiya in the courtyard of the Tem-
ple Mount.

Police intervened & second time
when wisiting MKs demanded that
Wakf authorities allow them access
to Solomon's Stables, The third riot
came after the MKs' departure when
several hundred worshippers tried to
break through police lines.

Nineteen people were arrested
and 12 suffered the effects of tear-
gas inhalation in Tuesday's rioting.
East Jerusalem merchants held a
one-day solidarity strike with some
300 striking Birzeit University stu-
dents who came to Jerusalem this
week to protest the visit,

Meanwhile, tension is high in the
Old City market, the Damascus
Gate area and the Temple Mount.
Municipal officials said the tension
had spread to ather parts of the city,
as well.

Jewish residents of Neve Ya'acov,
French Hill and Ramat Eshkol
blamed the Arab-owned Jerusalem
District Electricity Company for
an almost daylong electricity black-
out Tuesday. The power shortage

The hate-filled atmosphere during
the blackout was *'a direct result” of
Tuesday’s visit to the Temple Mount
by MKs, said Rafi Davara, an aide to
Mayor Teddy Kollek.

Kollek refused to participate in
Tuesday's visit to the mount, choos-
ing instead to visit it Monday with
Knesset Speaker Shlomo Hillel,
Kollek condemned what he called
“hombastic plans and rdiculous ac-
tions” by MKs who “'refuse to recog-
nize that our sovereignly is based on
careful diplomacy and peaceful co-
existence,”

Kollek accused a small “radical™
group of MKs of obstructing the

Jerusalem Branch deputy com-
mander Ami Fleissing refused to
confirm or deny Israel Television
reports that one of the three examin-
ers arrested was, in fact, a police
undercover agent,

It is alleged that mstructors al the
licensing bureau were paying the
examiners 5o that students would
pass their theory and driving tests.
Payment is said to have been made in
dollars, Jordanian dinars and free
hotel stays. The guard at the burcau
is suspected of coordinating the illicit
deals between the instructors and
the examinets.

A police spokesman said that hun-
dreds of driving students paid their
instructors extra so that they would
be tested by the “right” examiner.
The result, he said, “is that hundreds
of mcompetent drivers are now on
the road endangering themselves
and others.”

The special investigating team, led
by Inspector Amir Solomon, is still
gathering evidence into whal has
become known by police as: the
“licence scam."”

visit by MKs
sparks riots

Over 600 police and Border
Police, armed with hand-
grenades, icar gas and trun-
cheons, yesterday quelled three
riots on the Temple Mount dur-
ing and immediately following a
visit to the holy site by members
of the Knesset Interior Commit-
tee and other MKs, Tension,
sparked by public pravers led by
Tehiva MK Eliezer Waldman,
grew more acute during a
Maoslem-Jewish confrontation at
Selomen’s Stables, and reached
fever pitch after the MKs had left
the mount,

Police used tear pas and trun-
cheons in all three incidents, arrest-
ing 19 people, Twelve people, some
of them women and children, were
taken to al-Makasa Hospital for
treatment after inhaling tear gas;
they were later sent home.

Trouble started immediately the
group entered the mount when, at
the request of committee chairman
Doy Shilansky (Likud), Waldman
took out a book of Psalms, read from
it and then began to say Kaddish.

A group of 150 Arabs, mostly
local residents and striking Birzeit
University students, promptly tried
to break through the tight police
cordon arcund the MKs, Tear pas
wis used to disperse them.

Wakf (Moslem Truost) authorities
then protested against what was
térmed “‘an organized, public prayer
session in the courtyard of our holy
mosque.”

Al the same time, four Citizens
Rights Movement MKs, led by Shu-
lamit Aloni and Yossi Sarid, left the
tour in protest against what they
described as Waldman's “‘provoca-
tive and senseless move.™

Yesterday's visit followed last
week s frocas at the same spot when
an angry crowd of Moslems attacked
a similar Interior Committee group
that was accompanied by a number
of persons, including Gershon Solo-
mon of the Faithful of the Temple
Mount, and some photographers,
On Monday, Knessel Speaker Shlo-
mi Hillel and Jerusalem Mayor Ted-
dv Kollek paid a separate and peace-
ful visit to the mount, which is holy
to both Jews and Moslems.

Trouble escalated again yesterday
at Solomon's Stables, an under-
ground chamber at the south-cast
corner of the mount, to which the
Wakf authorities denied the MKs
access.

In response to Shilansky's insisi-
ence that police secure the key to the
chamber, Southern District Police
Commander Rahamim Comfort

Israeli sovereignty over all of Jeru-

Shilansky maintained that the pre-
arranged itinerary included the
stables and said that one purpose of
the visit was to check whether the
site. was being used s 4 weapons
cache.

The MKs huddled in a police post
at the entrance to the mount to vote
on whether to proceed — (eight were
against, and three for, with one
abstention), Throughout, some 60
police in full riot gear stood at alert
outside Mugrabi Gate.

At the same time, hundreds of
local mnrahipperb on the mount
chanted “ftbah al-Yahud" — slaugh-
ter the Jews.

Police later said that the MEs
decision to withdraw had prevented
anot of “disastrous proportions.”™

Mearly an hour after the commit-
tee members withdrew, hundreds of
Muoslem worshippers stoned the
police post at Mugrabi Gate. Pro-
tecting themselves with their shields,
police again used truncheons and

“tear gas to disperse the angry crowd.

In a separate incident, 22-vear-old
Avyelet Bahar, a Petah Tikva woman
arrested last week after unfurling an
Israeli flag and singing Hatikva on
the: Temple Mount, again tried to
demonstrate what she called “lsraeli
sovercipnty.”” She was arrested
yesterday after attempting to break
through police barricades near the
Chain Gate.

Police Minister Haim Bar-Lev
vesterday barred reporters and
photographers from accompanying
the MKs. But several MKs talked to
reporters afler the visit.

ME Yuyal Ne'eman reiterated his
suspicions that Solomon’s Stables
were being used by Moslem author-
ities for “their private arsenal.
There's a jot more than construction
going on at the site,” said Ne'eman.
“They're busy erusing Jewish syme-
bols and any historical Jewish con-
nection to the place.”

Shilansky praised police efforts
during yesterday’s “many tense and
frightening confrontations.” He
urged that a solution be found
whereby Israel, as the Jewish state,
would have. *if not control, then an
equal partnership™ in the daily op-
eration of the mount.

The report of a police investiga-
tion into last week’s fracas was given
to Kraus and Bar-Lev yesterday.

Drug perfected to aid heart attack victims

The Weizmann Institute of Scien-
ce’s Yeda Research and Develop-
ment Company has signed a contract
with pharmaceutical companies in
Swiden and Japan to perfect 4 prom-
wing drug that dissolves blood clots
and could prove a boon 1o hear
nteack and stroke victims,

The aim 15 10 improve Weizmann-
designed.big-technalogy for produc-
ing the clot-dissolving enzyme
known as human hssue plasminogen
activator (IPA), which exists natur-
olly, but in small quantities, in the
body,

American resesrchers have been
tredating heart attack victims with

1PA produced in cultures of tumour-
derived eells. Weizmann scientists
are producing tPA by stimulating
normal human eells grown in tissue
eulture, and believe that avoiding
genetically engineered tumour cells
will hasten approval of tPA for cli-
nical tests,

It is hoped that tPA will rapidly
reduce the size of clots in blood
vessels and thus limit the damage
clots cause to surrounding fissue.

Some 13 to 20 companies around
the world ure actively involved in the
race to perfect and market tPA.

With two exceplions, existing
anti-coagulants prevent the formi-
tion of clots but don’t dissolve ex-

isting ones, The exceptions ane uri-
kinase and streptokinase. But the
former is in short supplv and very
expensive [since it must be extructed
form huge ampunts of human urine)
and streptokinase. obtained cheaply
from bacteria. has severe side
effects.

Weizmann scientists hope their
tPA will prove & cheap nnd safe
treatment for blood clots. Other
medical scientists here believe (PA
could be a significant breakthrough
for clotting problems, '

Yitzhak Rishin,

Mount yesterday under the lead-
ership of Herut MK Dov Shilansky
feared for their lives when they were
confronted by bundreds of agitated
Moslem youth who crowded around
them, shouting that the Jews had
come to seize the holy places.

The flare-up came at the end of a
tour of the area arranged by the
Wakf, the Moslem religious trust,
when the group reached the entr-
ance to the underground chambers
known as Solomon’s Stables. There
Moslem guards and workmen block-
ed the way of the MEKs and others in
the group, punching and shoving
them. Shilansky threatened to force
his wey in, and asserted his right ac
chairman of the Knessei Interior
Committee to decide who enters and
in what manner.

Shilansky, who was extricated by
police along with two dozen other
members of the group, later told the
Knesset: "It was like a pogrom.
They could have finished us off in a
flash. The police were unable to
cope with it.”

Jerusalem police branch Assistant
Commander Ham Albildes, who
accompanied the group, smd, “*We
had a full force — about 20 border
patrolmen and policemen on hand to
eseort the group. If all had gome
according to schedule, without the
complications largely inspired by the
Knesset membérs themselves, this
number would have been more than
sufficient.™

Several policemen on the scene
criticized the MKs' “overly rowdy

Yesterday's visit to the Temple
Mount by Knesset members was a
provocation because of the nature of
the group, a member of the Wakf
(Moslem trust) told The Jerusalem
FPost, Moslems feard that the visit
might turn into something more

Referring to the leader of the
Faithful of the Temple Mount who
had accompanied the MKs, Husseini
said: *"We all know who Gershon
solomon 15" Selomon’s group has
repeatedly tried to organize Jewish
prayers on the holy site.

The Waki member added that the
Moslem officials had asked the
group not to enter the Solomons
Stables area, But the group tried to
force their wayin, he alleged,

At that point, Husseini said, the
officials felt that “*something danger-
ous™ was about to happen. They
therefore went to the minaret and
called the people to come and de-
fend the mosque. Then, he added,
the police and the border police
closed the gates to the Haram, for-
bade Moslems to enter and threw
tear gas, “hurting people living in
the area.”™

“If there was anv arrangement

broken," Husseini told The Post

N‘ew dental clinics get ‘free hand’

Commercial dental clinics, legalized this week by the
Knesset, will neither be closely supervised by the Health
Ministry nor subject to the ministry’s priee control, The

Jeriisalem Post has learned.

The Knesset passed by 20 to 0 the private member’s
bill, proposed by Herut ME Meir Shitrit. But the Health
Ministry has not allocated any extra money for the
supervision and inspection of the 50 clinics, whose
number can be expected to grow as a result of the

legalization.

The commercial clinics, owned by non-dentists and
established to make a profit, have proliferated in recent
years, many of them advertising illegally that they charge
less then private and health-fund dental clinics.

Shitrit, the mayor of Yavne, welcomed the opening by
Shoresh company of & commercial clinic in his develop-
ment town, which previously lacked dental-care facili-

ties,

As a result of press reports that the advertjsing was
illegal and following pressure by the Health Ministry,
only few commercial clinics have been advertising re-
cently. But the ministry has still not taken any legal
action against four or five dentists in commercial clinics
whose cases have been pending for over a year,

The ministry's'dental health department, with a staff
of six, has three pari-time inspectors to cover the entire
country, They are supposed to inspect the work of the

nearly 2,500 dentists in 250 public clinics, and in private

and commercial ¢linics,

*The situation after the passing of the law is a bit
better than before, since our office now has the right 1o
determine which commercial clinics will be licensed,”

says Dr. Moshe Kelman, head of the dental health

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Europe won’t
follow Reagan
on sanctions

against Libya

NEW YORK (AP). — Several
LIS, allies yvesterday refused to
accept LS. President Ronald
Beagan's call for an economic
boycott of Libya in retaliation for
its- alleged backing of terrorist
attacks on passengers-at Rome
and Vienna airports.

Others expressed serious re-
serviations and even displeasure
at the U5, for not consulting its
allies before acting.

West Germany will not join the
LS. economic boveott of Libya, the
Bonn government's chief spokes-
man said vesterday. “Itis our experi-
erice (odate that economic sanctions
do not lead to the desired results,”
the spokesman said,

The British Foreign Office suid
yesterday it was studying Reagan’s
proposuls, but did not believe such
sanetions 1o be effective.

Anti-gravity force ‘discovered’

NEW YORK (AFP), — A team of
physicists sav they believe they have
discovered a fifth force in the uni-
verse that oppeses the foree of grav-
ity, The New York Times reported
vesterday.

The force — called “hypercharge”
- was detected through re-
examination of results of experi-
ments conducted in the early part of
the century and published in 1922 by
Roland Von Eotves, a Hungarian
scientist

The fndings contradict Galileo’s
assertion that if a feather and a
penny were dropped through a
vaieuum, each wonld full at the same
speed,

Hypercharge works agamst grav-

ity, and is a function of mass and the
atomic camposition of a given ob-
jeet, according to the scientists. The
hypercharge 'is greater for the coin
than for the feather, and thus the
feather would fall faster, they smd,

The study was published in the
January issue of Phusical Revien
Letters ‘'by Ephraim: Fischbach,
Daniel Sudarsky. Aaron Szafer and
Camek Talmadge of Purdioe Uni-
versity, and 5. H. Aronson of
Brookhaven National Laboratory,

This would affect Ocoidental Pet-
roleam, Ouasis, Conoco, Amarada
Hess umd the Houston-based Brown
and Root construction firm that is
building a giant irigation system in
the Libvan desert.

Except for journalists, exempted
from the order, all Americans must
be out of the country by the end of
the month or face criminal charges,

The State Department estimates
there are 1,000 to 1,600 American
citizens in Libya, many of them
dependents of petroleum enginsers
and others whose skills are much in
demand in Libya's oil fields.

Administration officials said
Reagan’s order means no American
compitny or LS. citizen may con-
tinue to buy, sell, lend or borrow
anything in Libya or contribute to its
ECONDMY 10 4Ny Wiy, not even to
purchase groceries on which to live.

The northern border settlements
are to receive the same benefits and
privileges as are awarded 10 new
settlements in the administered ter-
ritories, the minmisterial committee
on border settléements decided
vesterday. Its decision follows the
recent barrages of Katvusha rockets
in the north.

The heads of border settlements
yesterday met the ministerial com-
mittee and asked it to speed up
implementation of the security-
linked development projects the
cabinet decided on last May.,

In recent months, shelters and
border roads have been constructed
and lighting has been installed
around the settlements. The settle-
ment heads asked that the develop:
ment work be completed,

The ministers of finance :ind in-
dustry agreed to make loans avail-
able 10 the settlements to set up
industriaf plants.

The head of the Metwlln local
counctl, Yossi Goldbere, said thar
the educadonal, emplovment and
secunity-problems of the settlements
must Be solved,

Prime Minister Pares; who chairs
the committee, decided that the min-
isterial proposals made at the meet-

ing, which were passed without a
vote, should be brought to the full
cabinet for ratification.

The proposals would give pri-
vileged status and additional finance
ing to schools in the area; Nahariya
would be upgraded to a *“first prior-
ity" area: and financial benefils
accorded the settlements in the
administered territories “in every
field,” would be “‘automatically
given to the Galilee border settle-
ments, "

Since last May, said Housing
Minister David Levy, his ministry
had built shelters and security rooms
at a cost of NIS 9.5 million, Anothet
NIS 25m. would be spent umtil
March,

Levy also proposed redistributing
the land in the border moshavim o
solve the problem of second and
third sons who are left without plots,
He also asked that municipal rates
b reduced.

The workmen pun-
ched and slapped us, some of them
brandishing work tools. and they
msulted us with all manner of foul
language. Meanwhile the Wakf
guards and the police rushed from
behind and there was pandemo-
nium.

Shilansky sard that they were not
physically touched after they
reached the open air.

Technicians stop
screening on TV

Television technicians last night
blacked out a five-minute segment of
the Mabat news programme, refuy-
ing to permit the screening of film
showing the disturbance at the Tem-
ple Mount yesterday, The action was
taken because the film had been
prepared by Visnews, an interna-
tional news organization, and not by
Israel TV.

This was not the first ime that
technicians have prevented the
screening of local news filmed hy
outside camera crews,

Isrdel TV news division head Yair
Stern said that an TTV camera crew
had been on the scene, but had not
prepared enough footage,

through the loudspeakers atop the
