This listing of different interests shows that the up-
coming presidency faces a tortuous task. Politically as
well as economically. Politically, a dividing line
between northern and southern member countries is clear-
ly discernible. The presidency will spare no effort to
reconcile opposite interests and to prevent outright
conflicts between the two groups which would, if allowed
' to develop, leave deep dents in the future cooperation.

On 1 July 1987, concurrently with the start of the
+ Danish presidency, the Single European Act is expected
to enter into force following the delay stemming from

the constitutional problems of Ireland.

The Single European Act is a tool which it is up to the
member countries to utilise.

The Act should be seen above all as an attempt to pave
the way for establishment of an internal market in the
Community by means of majority votes for uniform, tech-
nical standards, while at the same time greater emphasis
is placed on health, external environment and working
environment.

The Single European Act, especially Article 100A, should
be seen as an attempt to avoid having to choose between
either the internal market or the environment etc. and
instead go for both.

Now it is up to the member countries and the institu-
tions of the Community to make the best of the Single
Act in line with the political decisions underlying this
' negotiated result.

In this respect the presidency will have a very impor-
tant task. The Danish presidency will be in charge of
the realisation of the Act for the first six-month
period, to be succeeded by the presidency of the Federal
Republic of Germany.




There is no reason to deny that the Danish Government is
content at the prospect that precisely Denmark and the
Federal Republic will take care of the presidency during

L

" the first year of the Single Act since these two coun-
‘tries were the prime movers of environmental protection

' and related subjects while the Act was being negotiated.

In the negotiations of the Council of Ministers the
presidency will do its utmost to do justice to the
objective of the Single Act, viz. to merge efforts to
establish an internal market with efforts to protect
the environment.

The presidency expects both the Commission and the
Buropean Parliament to be prepared to cooperate in
the realisation of this objective.

Through its proposals the Commission must ensure a high

level of protection.

The European Parliament must be consulted twice and will
thus have more ample opportunity than in the past to
convey its views although the decision-making continues
to rest exclusively with the Council.

The presidency therefore sets great store by a smooth
working relationship with the other institutions.

This applies also to the cooperation procedure with the
. European Parliament which is one of the innovations of

the Single Act. It is important for the future EC

. ;. cooperation that this cooperation procedure is applied
properly, namely for businesslike and sober negotiation
and is not turned into a new tool for institutions in
their struggle to gain more influence at each other's
expense.

International trade policy will be the third big issue
during the Danish presidency.




In international trade policy, the climate is clearly
becoming harsher with each passing day. The USA is
adopting a more restrictive attitude, notably towards
Japan, and there is no denying that the American Cnﬁgreas
seems to be leaning more towards protectionist views

than it has for many years.

No doubt the huge Japanese surplus on the trade balance
works as a destabilising factor in world trade, both in
economical and trade policy terms. But also from psycho-
logical and political points of view.

It would be disastrous for all parties concerned if
underlying protectionist trends were allowed to prevail
and thus disrupt the world trade liberalisation which

has contributed so heavily to the economic progress of
the last 40 years.

The forthcoming Danish presidency will strive to add
impetus to the international trade negotiations under
what is known as the Uruguay Round which opened - for-
mally - in September 1986. It is important to get this
round of negotations moving since an impasse may be
exploited by the protectionist forces.

The world economic summit on 8 and 9 June 1987 of the .
seven leading industrial countries in the world is
likely to affect the duties of the presidency during the
latter half of 1987 in the fields of economic, monetary
and trade policy. At present it is not entirely clear
what will be the outcome of the summit and what will be
its impact on the role of the EC and the tasks of the
presidency. But the presidency will naturally be fully
aware of any opportunities which the world economic sum-
mit may generate in order to promote economic growth,
sustain monetary stability and counteract protectionist
trends.
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On 1 July 1987 Denmark will take over the presidency not
only of the cooperation provided for in the Treaty of
Rome, but also the EPC, the European Political Coopera-
tion, in which EC countries consult each other on issues
of foreign policy.

The relevant rules are now laid down in the Single Euro-
pean Act. The Act includes the rules and practices
observed in the past, particularly the need to achieve
consensus in cases where the twelve EC member countries

wish to declare a common position on foreign policy
issues.

Contrary to cooperation within the EC, where the Commis-
sion holds a special competence as initiator, it is the
presidency of the EPC, possibly at the request of one

or several member countries that takes initiatives in
foreign affairs. This task makes heavy demands on a
presidency. In this area Denmark will draw on the

administrative assistance of the newly established EPC

secretariat in Brussels.

As activity in EPC has intensified, so has the establish-

ment of common positions by the Twelve in a growing
number of fields. Typical examples are joint statements

on matters of foreign policy, joint interventions and

concerted voting in international organisations and at

international conferences. The EPC has also produced

joint demarches to foreign governments in specific mat-
ters, as for instance human rights.

Characteristically, none of the Twelve member countries
considers the EPC consultation commitment as a restric-

“tion on their freedom of action in foreign affairs. On

the contrary, the EPC is perceived by all as a forum in
which members collectively can ensure for themselves a
greater influence on international developments than if
they acted individually.




. :
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Third countries, too, recognise the growing importance
of EPC. More and more third countries, most recently

the Soviet Union, see the Twelve as a political unit_and
recognise the usefulness or maintaining current contact
with them.

The Danish Government views the performance of the EPC
with optimism and will during its presidency try to

~contribute actively, flexibly and efficiently to further

developments in this field of European cooperation.

In foreign policy, East-West relations are expected to
rank prominently during the Danish presidency. They
always have commanded great attention in the EPC context.
The prospect of achieving results in the arms control
negotiations between the United States and the Soviet
Union will no doubt help to improve the climate in other

aspects of these relations.

It might especially affect the CSCE follow-up meeting in
Vienna where the Twelve, with their particular interest
in strengthening East-West relations, could play an
active and constructive part. The Twelve will have to
seek a positive outcome to the Vienna meeting in the
form of a final document which strengthens the human
dimension of the Helsinki Final Act, enhances confidence
and security in the military sector in Europe, and opens
the way to an expansion of economic cooperation. Thus
the Danish presidency must work for a realisation of the
Western proposal for a plan of action which features,
among other items, the holding of a conference on the
human dimension of the CSCE, aimed at achieving also the
desired balance in the CSCE process between efforts
devoted to military security and those devoted to better
human conditions.

Progress at the CSCE follow-up meeting in Vienna could
go hand in hand with progress on other aspects of East-




West relations, including particularly the conventional
balance of forces and disarmament in Europe.

Other foreign affairs topics which will be on the agenda
of the Danish presidency are the areas or regional cri-
ses.

There is the Middle East where the prospects of an inter-
national peace conference on the Arab-Israeli-conflict

may see some progress this year. The Twelve support this
process and may help to bring the parties directly

involves to the conference table. .

The Twelve must also search for a peaceful and durable

solution to the conflict in Lebanon, which respects that

country's sovereignty, unity, territorial integrity and
o independence.

In the war between Irag and Iran the Twelve must continue
to support any realistic effort of mediation, especially
the efforts of the United Nations Secretary-General.

The Twelve must also continue to cultivate their co-

operation with the Arab countries under the auspices of

the Euro-Arab Dialogue and with the Gulf Cooperation

Council. £

The situation in Afghanistan is being closely watched
Tal% within the framework of the EPC. The Twelve must help to
3 bring international pressure to bear on the Soviet Union
in order to bring about a withdrawal of the Soviet forces
iy n and at the same time support United Nations efforts to
reach a negotiated solution which guarantees the right
81 of the Afghan people to self-determination.

Developments in southern Africa are also discussed at
length in the EPC. The Twelve must contribute actively
} to international pressure for the complete abelition of

apartheid and must further expand their positive measures




to the benefit of the victims of apartheid in South
Africa as well as of the Front Line States and the SADCC
countries.

L

The Twelve continue to support the peace process in Cen-
tral America begun by the Contadora countries in 1985.
This has now resulted in a Costa Rican peace proposal
which all five Central American states have agreed to
discuss at meetings in Honduras and Guatemala in the
months ahead. The Twelve must endeavour to encourage
this commendable trend which might bring a solution to
the numerous problems which exist in the region.

Human rights is a concept of growing importance in
international politics. So far it has not played a
major role in EPC. In recent years human rights have,
however, come into greater focus, especially through
demarches made by the Twelve to involved governments
in an effort to further respect for human rights, both
specifically and generally. The Danish presidency will
L sustain and intensify the commitment of the Twelve in
" the field of human rights.

‘Within the EPC the Twelve have stepped up their internal
consultations in the combat against international
 terrorism. In addition, technical cooperation between

"f police forces is taking place within the so-called TREVI

group, headed by the Ministers of Justice or of the

o Interior of the Twelve. The Danish presidency will con-

‘tribute to discussions on terrorism in a large number of
other fora, including the United Nations, ICAO and the
Council of Europe. As president, Denmark will also main-
tain contacts with the other Nordic countries in matters
related to the combat of terrorism, such as border
controls.

The role of the EPC presidency will be particularly
pronounced during the United Nations General Assembly




when Denmark must frequently speak on behalf of the
Twelve and on a day-to-day basis seek to coordinate
the positions of the Twelve concerning the many draft

resolutions to be voted on.

There will be many resolutions on disarmament. In this
area, too, progress in US-Soviet negotiations in Geneva
may have a positive influence on the general atmosphere
of the debate on disarmament issues in the United

" Nations.

Prior to the opening of the United Nations General
Assembly in September, a United Nations Conference on
Disarmament and Development will be held in New York at
which the EPC presidency will coordinate the positions
of the Twelve on the outcome of the Conference.

. The Danish presidency, representing the openness of the
Twelve towards third countries, will have a special role
to play in maintaining close contacts between EPC and a
number of third countries. These are first and foremost
the Nordic countries but included are also other like-
minded countries in the West as well as various groups

' of third countries, such as the ASEAN countries and the
Front Line States.

It follows that the EC, and hence the Danish presidency,
,is faced with an important task in the second half of
1987. The Danish presidency will strive for a consolida-

. tion or the results so far achieved and for an expansion

and reinforcement of the processes now under way in
various fields. It is in the interest of all European
countries that both the EC and Political Cooperation
follow a positive course.

2nd April:—In national student elections the New Democracy affiliated DAP receives 31.38% of the
votes, Communist Party affiliated PSK 30.38%, PASOK affiliated PASP 18.27%, and Communist
Party of the Interior affiliated DA 7.96%.

3rd April—Aktion air base in western Greece is formally incorporated under Greek command in the
NATO radar network AWACS (Airborne Warning and Control System).

6th April:—Chairman of Olympic Airways Alexandros Akrivakis announces that the company's
limited charter flight operations will be boosted from next year with the establishment of a
subsidiary company running charters only.

29th April:—Commerce Minister Panayotis Roumeliotis announces that as of 1st May the system of
advance deposits on imports will be abolished.

2nd May:—It is announced in Nicosia that the Cyprus government has decided to raise the Cyprus
problem once more at the UN General Assembly in New York this September.

~Industry, Energy and Technology Minister Anastassios Peponis announces the founding of a
National Research Institute for Marine Biology in Heraklion, Crete.

6th May—Accompanied by National Economy Minister Costas Simitis and Deputy Foreign Minister

CULTURAL NOTES

Xenakis at 65 A week of events will be held in Glasgow to celebrate the 65th birthday

on 29th May of the composer lannis Xenakis, who has lived in Paris for
the last forty years. Opening with a concert by the Paragon Ensemble on 26th May, the Festival
includes performances by the John Currie Singers and the New Music Group of Scotland, and
culminates in a birthday concert by the BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra. In addition to Xenakis,
the other composers featured will be Messiaen, Varése, John Maxwell Geddes, and Zbigniew
Penherski (whose Scottish Chronicles will be a world premiere). The Festival — whose patron is
Ambassador Stefanos Stathatos — also includes lectures, exhibitions and film shows, while a high
point will be the seminar on techniques of composition to be given by lannis Xenakis himself.

Callas plus 10 Another event being held under the patronage of the Greek ambassador

and Mme Stathatos is an exhibition of more than one thousand rare
photographs of Maria Callas, which is being held at the Royal Festival Hall in London to mark the
tenth anniversary of her death. Devised by opera impresario Alan Sievewright as part of the London
International Opera Festival, this exhibition illustrates Callas’s life and art through images gathered
from the major opera archives and private collections, most of them contemporary pictures of the
singer in performance. It opened on 7th May and will run until 9th June.

Centenary and a half On 3rd May Athens University (formally known as the National and

Capodistrian University of Athens) celebrated its 150th anniversary ata
ceremony attended by Greece's political and academic leaders and by representatives of overseas
and international educational institutions. Among the latter were the President of New York
University, former Congressman John Brademas; Rector of the Sorbonne Professor Helen Glykatzi-
Ahrweiler, the President of the Permanent Congress of Rectors of European Universities, Professor
Carmine Romanzi; and the President of the International Association of University Professors,
Justin Thorens. Addressing the gathering President Sartzetakis dwelt on the history and
accomplishments of the University, and the leading role of its students in democratic struggles such
as the 1973 uprising of the Law School against the then military dictatorship. For his part Prime
Minister Papandreou spoke of the University's contribution to the intellectual development of post-
Independence Greece and, regarding the relationship between the academic community and the
State, pointed to his government’s achievement in freeing the former from the direct and indirect
paternalism of the latter — an invitation to academics “to contribute to the ereation and cultivation of
a truly free democratic State.”
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EEC leaders had publicly declared their opposition to another enlargement at this time there were
also the particular objections of Greece to consider. Among other factors, he singled out the
disputation by Turkey of Greece's sovereign rights and territorial integrity in the Aegean, Turkey’s
repeated and provocative violations of Greek air space and infringements of air traffic regulations,
and above all Turkey's continued illegal occupation of a part of the territory of the Republic of
Cyprus. When the Turkish application was brought before the EEC Council of Ministers’ meeting in
Luxembourg on 27th April, Deputy Foreign Minister Theodore Pangalos argued that in view of the
special circumstances (in addition to Greece's own specific reservations, there are of course more
general considerations of human rights and democracy on one hand, and economic preparedness on
the other) the question was a political one that required full discussion before further action could be
taken. In the event, however, it was decided to treat it strictly as a matter of procedure and to refer the
application forthwith to the European Commission, which is now required to draft an opinion on its
merits. After the meeting Mr Pangalos told the press that this decision was a pure formality, and that
no EEC member believed Turkish accession was possible. Given this, he declared, Greece believed
that “instead of taking shelter behind procedures it would be more consistent with Community
principles if the EEC presented Turkey with the inevitable rejection of its application at once”.

Unorthodox moves The legislation on church property, which had been given a first reading

five days earlier, was passed by Parliament on 8th April. The Holy Synod
of the Church of Greece at once announced that it would resist the implementation of the law, and in
a circular accused Education and Religious Affairs Minister Antonis Tritsis of creating “a terrible
crisis” in relations between Church and State, which had been brought to the point of collision. On
21st April, in search of external support, a delegation of Church leaders opened discussions in
Istanbul with representatives of the Ecumenical Patriarchate. At the same time the Holy Synod
issued a statement pointing to the desirability of a return by the hitherto autocephalous Greek
Church to the fold of the Patriarchate, a move which would automatically put both its property and
its administration beyond the reach of the Greek State, In response the government declared on 22nd
April that any talk of abolishing the Church’s autonomy showed contempt for the Constitution and
for the will of the free Greek people. Nevertheless, three days later a joint communique issued in
Istanbul after the talks there stated the Patriarchate's willingness to examine the question should a
formal proposal be submitted that the Church of Greece give up its autonomy and be incorporated.
Interviewed on the subject by a US TV network on 28th April, Mr Tritsis commented that despite
anyone’s ideas or intentions, even those of the 78 Bishops at present comprising the Holy Synod. the
Church of Greece was and would remain autocephalous.

Eyes left A majority decision of the 4th Congress of the Communist Party of the

Interior (KKE-int) held in Athens in May 1986 paved the way for the
emergence last month of a new party on the left. Euro-communists joined forces with a number of
small left-wing, feminist and ecology groups to hold a Congress in Athens from 23rd to 26th April,
attended by 800 delegates, which gave birth to the “Greek Left”. Described as an alternative for
disaffected voters from both the orthodox Communist Parly of Greece (KKE) and the ruling
Panhellenic Socialist Movement (PASOK), the new party claims 12,000 founding members, about
one half of whom belonged to KKE-int, while a minority of the latter under former General Secretary
Yannis Banias stood firm and refused to join. Leonidas Kyrkos. the Greek Left's sole MP, was elected
its General Secretary, and subsequently announced his decision to resign his parliamentary seat in
arder to concentrate on winning support for the party. A 101-strong Central Committee was elected
at the founding Congress, and this in turn elected a thirteen-member Executive Bureau. Meanwhile,
in another development on the left of the political spectrum, the independent MP and former
PASOK NMational Economy Minister Gerassimos Arsenis addressed a conference of some 600
followers — mainly PASOK dissidents — on 13th April, and announced the establishment of another
new party, to be known as the Greek Socialist Party, This too aspires to provide an alternative way
out of the country’s political and economic difficulties, and will hold its founding Congress in the
autumn

Holidays galore Despite the difficulties faced by the region during 1986, the number of

tourist arrivals in Greece rose by 4% over the previous year, from
7,040,000 to 7,340,000. This was the message given to a press conference in Athens on 10th April by
the Secretary-General of the National Tourist Organisation (EOT), Professor Pantelis Lazarides,
marking a further improvement on provisional figures released last December. The 56% decrease in
the number of American tourists last yvear (4.6% of the total as against 9.4% in 1985) resulted in a
32.5% drop in cruise passengers, but demand has already surged ahead for 1987, and US arrivals are
expected to go up by 20%. As usual EEC countries dominated the holiday market, with 63.3% of the
total number of tourists as against 57.8% in 1985, The United Kingdom continues to be the biggest
single customer, and arrivals from this country are expected to increase by 15% in 1987, which it is
anticipated will also see a 20% rise in foreign exchange earnings from tourism, to over £1.3 billion.




ECONOMIC OVERVIEW

Governing concerns As usual, one of the major events of the economic year has been the

Annual Report of the Bank of Greece. Delivered to the Bank's share-
holders by Governor Dimitris Halikias on 30th April, this year’s report addresses both the current
situation and the underlying structural problems of the Greek economy. In the first place Mr Halikias
stated that the targets set by the government for reducing the rate of inflation and the balance of
payments deficit in 1986 had largely been met (see our Bulletin No. 16: 29th January). The
implementation of the economic stabilisation programme, he went on, had had a profound influence
on the course of the economy, particularly during the second half of 1986, in terms of lowering
domestic expenditure, improving the competitiveness of locally produced goods, and maintaining
consistent incomes and monetary policies. In consequence, the real disposable income of wage and
salary earners in Greece dropped on average by 8.9% last year. At the same time the public sector
borrowing requirement (PSBR) was brought down from 17.6% of GDP in 1985 to 13.7% in 1986, a
considerable achievement. However, as a proportion of total bank credits, loans to the public sector
rose to 60.3% from 58.4% in 1985, reflecting a continuing pressure for public borrowing and an
impediment to the implementation of an effective monetary policy. In harmony with the
government's stabilisation programme the Bank aims to cul the rate of money supply increase
furtherin 1987 to 15.4% as against 19.2% last year, while the rate of overall credit expansion (private
and public) will be brought down from 18.6% to 13.2% this year. Turning to more general problems
Mr Halikias underlined the need for an industrial policy that will reform and enlarge the productive
base of the economy rather than relying on an outdated structure that cannot possibly adapl to meet
future needs. He identified certain encouraging signs regarding private investment, and expressed
the beliel that the future of the economy lay in large part with those medium-sized companies that
have a dynamic and forward-looking management. On the prescriptive side, Mr Halikias called for
less state intervention in the economy, a broader taxation base, and lower basic tax rates, without
which and without overcoming the problem of tax evasion fiscal policy could not make the
contribution it should to bringing public finances into balance. It was also necessary, he said, to
restore Lhe financial balance in social security funds, and especially in the National Insurance Fund
(IKA). He welcomed the presence of foreign banks in Greece as positive in so far as they help Lo create
a competitive environment and to promote financial reforms. Finally the Governor forecast that the
maintenance of present policies will continue to bring inflation down, but at a cost. a reduction to
10% by the end of this year is likely to be accompanied by a further decline of 2% in real disposable
incomes

Seasonal disturbances While a combination of factors — the introduction of VAT on 1st January,

the unexpected heavy spring snowfalls damaging crops throughout
Greece — has given a temporary boost to the inflation rate, concern was also caused by a sudden
increase in the balance of payments deficit in February of 16.5% over the corresponding month last
year, from $280 million (£175 million) to $326 million (£204 million). Despite this, however, the
overall deficil for the first two months of the year was reduced by 211% to $403 million (£251
million) as against $510.5 million (€319 million) for January-February 1986. Imports fell by 5.2% and
exports by 3.6% giving rise to a trade deficit 6.4% lower than last year at 5907 million (£567 million),
while invisibles showed a surplus of $504 million (£315 million), an improvement of 10% on 1985,
Commenting on 28th April on these ups and downs, National Economy Minister Costas Simitis said
that one could not expect all the imbalances in the economy to be put right by the end of the year,
when the present stabilisation programme formally finishes. Certain difficulties over the
implementation of the programme, occasioned by the ambitious targets set, did not, he said, mean
that it would be abandoned. They rather underlined the need for it to be vigorously and consistently
maintained. especially as there was no credible alternative to it. Mr Simitis repeated this view a week
later with reference to the new surge of labour unrest, partly provoked by public utility price rises
announced on 7th April but largely in response to the continued strict application of the incomes
policy. He recognised that working people were faced with increasing difficulties, but insisted that
the government was doing its best to distribute the burden fairly. The first sign of better news ahead
came when the Prime Minister told a cabinet meeting on 8th May that, although it was essential to
continue the stabilisation programme until the end of the year, the emphasis would shift from
stabilisation to development in 1988. This, he said, would especially benefit wage-earners, who have
felt the greatest impact of the present policy

Turkey knocks On 14th April the Turkish government lodged its application for full
membership of the EEC, the request being delivered to Belgian Foreign
Minister Leo Tindemans in his capacity as current President of the EEC Council of Ministers.
Greece's attitude to a likely Turkish bid for accession has been well known for some time, and on 16th
April government spokesman Yannis Roubatis stated that it had not changed in any way. It was a
question that concerned the Community as a whole, he said, and not only Greece, but while several
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MESSAGES ACROSS THE AEGEAN

After the easing of the latest crisis in the Aegean Sea — which came to a head during the last week of
March and brought Greece and Turkey to the brink of war (see our Bulletin No 18:9th April) — the
Prime Ministers of the two countries have so far exchanged four notes in pursuit of a peaceful
resolution of the issue of continental shelf delimitation. Turkish Premier Turgut Ozal's most recent
reply was handed to Prime Minister Andreas Papandreou by the Turkish ambassador in Athens on
27th April, and was described by the director of Mr Papandreou’s diplomatic office, Mr Christos
Mabhairitsas, as “serious..... requiring an in-depth study by the Prime Minister and the Government
Council for Foreign Affairs and Defence (KYSEA) before a reply is given to the Turkish side”. In fact
the KYSEA proceeded to consider the contents of Mr Ozal's message at its session on 5th May, after
which it was announced that another meeting would be held in a few days’ time as further discussion
was felt necessary. Yet, while these exchanges appear to afford some hope that Turkey may now
accept Mr Papandreou’s repeated proposal to refer the delimitation of the continental shelf to the
International Court of Justice (IC]) at the Hague on the basis of conventional and customary
international law, the tension has notl yet completely cleared from the Aegean. This is due on the one
hand to Ankara's insistence on putting all Greek-Turkish problems inlo a purely political basket, and
on the other to the numerous violations of Greek air space carried out by Turkish military aircraft
since the crisis. On 8th April the Turkish Foreign Ministry stated that the continental shell “is
basically a political issue and can be resolved only by bilateral negotiations”, and that Greek-Turkish
problems in the Aegean “involve not only the continental shelf but also the illegal militarisation of
the eastern Aegean islands and disputes over air and sea space arising from unilateral and arbitrary
actions”. It added that a substantial dialogue was necessary on the various Aegean issues, and even
more discouragingly accused Greece of “creating doubts about its intentions for an improvement in
relations by still discussing recourse to the 1C]." In an interview with Cumfurivet Mr Ozal himself
described the two countries' problems as “not legal but general political issues”, and again invoked
“the fact that Turkey with its 52 million inhabitants has a long coastline on the Aegean” (11th April)

However, he did not rule out recourse to the ICJ, merely describing it as one of the possibilities to be
discussed whereas Greece “insists that this is the only road to follow.” Indeed, in response Lo similar
statements about the proposed dialogue by Turkish Foreign Minister Vahit Halefoglu at the Council
of Europe's Assembly in Strasbourg on 6th May, government spokesman Yannis Roubatis reiterated
once again (7th May) that the only object of talks can be Greece's oft-repeated proposal to refer the
legal issue of the delimitation of the continental shelf to the IC] and her invitation to Turkey to
discuss the drafting of the necessary joint legal submission (compromisswm). Support had already
been given to this position by the European Parliament when on 9th April it unanimously approved a
resolution calling for a peaceful settlement of differences on the basis of international law and for “an
immediate agreement (to) refer the legal problem of the delimitation of the continental shelf of the
Aegean Sea to the IC] at the Hague" Predictably, while Greece welcomed the resolution. it was
condemned by the Turkish Foreign Ministry as an “untimely initiative... which will in no way affect
the stance and approach of Turkey”. At the same time tension has been kept up by frequent Turkish
violations of Greek air space in the Aegean. According to a statement by the National Defence
Ministry on 16th April, the previous day seven formations of Turkish fighter aircraft carrying air-to-
air missiles had entered the Athens Flight Information Region (FIR) without warning and committed
eight infringements of air traffic regulations and eleven violations of Greek air space, which led to
mock dog-fights where “the Greek aircraft maintained the tactical advantage”™, A further statement
by the Defence Ministry on 21st April revealed that Turkish aircraft had committed thirteen
infringements of FIR regulations and seven violations of Greek air space during the Easter weekend,
while the latest provocations occurred on 5th May when Turkish fighters violated Greek air space on
four occasions and infringed FIR regulations nine times. Meanwhile, in a separate development
Parliament passed the bill on 4th May which will enable the State to acquire a majority holding in the
North Aegean Petroleum Company, exploiting the Prinos oil and gas field off Thassos island.

The United Kingdom Presidency

SECTION I: INTRODUCTION

1.1 This White Paper covers the period of the third United Kingdom Presidency of the
Council of Ministers from | July to 31 December 1986. The previous United Kingdom
Presidencies covered the periods January-June 1977 and July-December 1981. The
Government's hopes for the Presidency and how they were realised are summarised in the
Foreign and Commonwealth Secretary’s speeches 1o the European Parliament of 8§ July
and 10 December and are printed at Annexes G and H respectively.

1.1 The United Kingdom Presidency was characterised by a desire to make practical
progress on a wide range of issues, and in particular in areas which would directly benefit

the people of the Community as a whole. The United Kingdom Presidency gave priority
to—

{e) The achievement of intensified co-operation between the member states against
terrorism, drugs and illegal immigration. The United Kingdom has constantly stressed
the need for better co-operation on these issues and a strengthening of external
frontiers if freer movement of bona fide travellers within the Community is to go
forward. The European Council held in London on 56 December agreed on a policy
of no concessions under duress to terronsts or their sponsors and on solidarity
between member states in their efforts to prevent terrorist crimes and to bring the
guilty to justice. On drugs, the European Council endorsed a seven-point plan
covering intensified co-operation between police and customs authorities; a decision
that illicit drug traffickers’ assets would be liable 1o confiscation throughout the
Community; exchanges of drugs lizison officers and exchanges of information on the
treatment of drug addiction and on education about the dangers of drug abuse.

(I} The achievement in political co-operation of a common position vis-g-vis South Africa

and agreement on measures against Syria following the cvidence revealed in the
Hindawi trial.

1.21 ©On Ewropean Political Co-operation the Twelve devoted particular attention to
East/West issues. They worked together for the successful outcome of the Stockholm
Conference on Disarmament in Europe and achieved a common position on all the issues
at the CSCE Follow Up meeting in Vienna. Terrorism was a major concern: on
10 Movember a clear signal went to Syria that her involvement in the Hindawi case had
been absolutely unacceptable. The Twelve reached a common position on South Africa.
They continued to consult and co-operate on a wide range of other issues. A Programme
of Action on drugs was launched. The new Political Co-operation Secretariat was installed
in Brussels ready to start work under the incoming Belgian Presidency.

SECTION X: EXTERNAL RELATIONS, TRADE AND AID

West Bank and Gaza

10.12 The Foreign Affairs Council on 27 October agreed to grant (o the Palestinians
living in the West Bank and Gaza preferential access to the Community market on the
same terms as the access already enjoyed by the neighbouring states. It was also agreed to
establish a new aid programme for the West Bank and Gaza which would bring together
existing Community ai1d to the occupied territories,




SECTION XI: EUROPEAN POLITICAL CO-OPERATION (EPC)

Introduction

1.1 Under the United Kingdom Presidency the Twelve continued to consult and
co-operate on a wide range of international issues. East/West relations have remained a
central concern of EPC. The Twelve worked closely together on the problem of
international terrorism. Joint action was taken against Syria following the Hindawi case.
Common action on South Africa was agreed in September. The new Treaty Provisions on
European Co-operation in the sphere of Foreign Policy (Title 111 of the Single European
Act) will come into effect during the Belgian Presidency. The practical groundwork, in
particular the installation of the new EPC Secretariat in Brussels, was undertaken during
the United Kingdom Presidency.

East/West Relations

11.2 The Twelve worked together for the successful outcome of the Stockholm
Conference on Confidence and Security Building Measures and Disarmament in Europe.
They have welcomed the outcome of the Conference as a significant step forward from the
modest Confidence Building Measures in the Helsinki Final Act. Mr. Renton addressed
the Stockholm Conference on behalf of the Twelve on 18 July.

11.3 At the Yienna Conference on Security and Co-operation in Europe (CSCE) follow-
up meeting which began on 4 November the Twelve insisted on a thorough review of
compliance with existing commitments before moving on to consider any new proposals.
They attach importance to maintaining balance between the different baskets covered by
the CSCE process and particularly to the balance which ought to exist between securnity
questions and human rights.

11.4 Incontact with the governments of the Soviet Union and the countries of Eastern
Europe the Twelve underlined their collective voice in international affairs by conveying
joint statements of position and making joint demarches eg on human rights. On
13 September the Twelve expressed their concern to the Soviet authorities at their
treatment of Mr Daniloff at a time when broad efforts to improve East/West relations were
under way.

Terrorism

11.6. The threat of international terrorism was a major preoccupation within EPC. The
Twelve spoke and acted together on a number of occasions. In particular joint measures
were taken on 10 November in response to Synian involvement in the Hindawi case— see
paragraphs 8.15 to 8.20,

The Middle East

11.7 The Venice Declaration remained the basis for policy on the Arab/Israel conflict,
The United Kingdom Presidency remained in active contact with the parties concerned
looking for ways in which 1o help them make progress towards negotiations for a
comprehensive, just and lasting solution.

11.8  The Twelve welcomed the important measures adopted by the Community on
27 October for improved aid to the Occupied Terrorities and for preferential access for
industrial and some agricultural products to the Community market, as well as the increase
in Community support for the work of the United Nations Relief and Works Agency for
Palestinian refugees.

Iran/lraq

11.9 The Twelve continued to pay close attention to the Iran/Iraq conflict and to support
moves lowards a negotiated settlement.

11.10 On 6 August the Twelve issued a statement calling on both sides to respect their
undertakings to the UN Secretary General not 1o attack targets in civilian areas. The
Twelve welcomed the adoption of United Nations Security Council Resolution (UNSCR)
588 on B October calling for immediate implementation of UNSCR 582, and on the United
Mations Secretary General to renew his efforts. The Twelve have also been concerned at
the escalating attacks on shipping in the Gulfl and supported a demarche, initiated by
Norway, in Tehran and Baghdad on 27 September.

1111 The Twelve also maintained their interest in the human rights situation in Iran and
made a demarche on the treatment of minorities, including Baha'is, on 26 August.

11.12 A joint demarche was made by the Twelve to the [ranian authorities on 10 October
1o protest against the attack on the German Embassy in Tehran.

11.13  Foreign Ministers of the Twelve and of the Gulf Co-operation Council countries
held a useful meeting in New York on 26 September.

Human Rights

11.29  On 21 July Foreign Ministers of the Community adopted an important statement
on the place which human rights occupy in relations between the Twelve and the world at
large. The Twelve have continued to pay the closest attention to human rights issues both

in international fora and in their contacts with Governments in countries where human
rights are a problem.

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Declaration of the Foreign Ministere ol the Twelve Member States
of the European Community on the Middle East, made at Brussels,
on 23 February 1987

1, The member States of the European Community have particularly important
political, historical, geographical, economic, religious, cultural and human links
with the countries and peoples of the Middle Easrt. They cannot therefore adopt a
passive attitude towarde & region whieh is so close to them nor remain indifferent
to the grave problems besetting it. The zrepercussions of these problems affect the
Twelve in many waysS.

2. At the present time, tension and confliet in the Near and Middle East are
continuing and worsening. The civilian population is suffering more and moré
without any prospect of peace. The Twelve would like to reiterate their profound
conviction that the search for peace in the Near ard Middle East remains 2
fundamental objective. They are profoundly concerned at the absence of progrese in
finding a soiution to the Israeli-Arab conflict.

ki Consequently, they have a direct interest in the search for negotiated
solutions te bring just, clohal and lasting peace to the region and good relations
betwsen neichbours, and to allow the ecosomic, social and cultural development
which has been teco long neglected, Thev have stated the principles on which
solutione should be based on several occasions, in particular in their Venlice
declaraticn.

q. Accordinaly, the Twelve would like to state that they are in favour of an
international peace conference to be held under the suspices of the United Naticns
with the participation of the parties conecerned and of any party able to make a
direct and positive contribution to the restoration and maintenance of peace and tc
the region's economic and social develooment. The Twelve believe this conference
should provide a suitable framework for the necessary negotiations between the
parties dirently concerned. -

5. For their part, the Twelve would be prepared to play their part with respect
to such a conference and will endeavour to make Bn active contribution, both
through the President-in-Office and individually, to bringing the positions of the
parties concerned closer to ope another with a view to such a conference being
convened.

2. LE PROCHE-ORIENT ET LE DIALOGUE EURO-ARABE.

Le conflit israélo-arabe est, depuis la fin de la dsuxiéme guerre
mondiale, & l'origine de crises successives dont les répercus-
sions dangereuses s'étendent au monde entier. Les pays euro-
péens sont indirectement impliqués dans ce conflit en raison de
leur proximité géographique, de leur dépendance patroliére et du
rble que plusieurs d'entre eux ont joué historiquement dans I'éla-
boration de la situation politique et psychologique qui prévaut
dans cette région. Rien d'étonnant & ce que la question du Pro-
che-Orient ait été choisie, avec la CSCE, pour servir de thame de
rétiexion privilégié dans la coopération politique, et cela dés la
premiére réunion ministérielle en novembre 1970,

L'harmonisation des points de vue des pays européens sur la
question du Proche-Orient est une tAche qui s'est toujours rave-
lée ardue. L'orientation apparente des politiques des Etats mem-
bres diverge sensiblemant méme si leur intérét commun dans
une solution juste et durable du contlit palestinien ne fait de
doute pour personne. Dans les années 1960, la France a inflechi
sa politique dans un sens qui la rapproche du monde arabe.
L'Allemagne fédérale continue a éprouver, dans ses relations
avec Israél, le poids psychologique de I'holocauste nazl. Les
réactions de I'opinion publique, fortement sensibilisée dans la
plupart des pays, ne sont pas & l'unisson: aux Pays-Bas, par
exemple, elles sont fréquemment plus favorables a Isragél que ce
n'est le cas dans d'autres pays. Les membres de |a Communauté
qui bordent la Méditerranée sont, dans une certaine mesure, plus
directement impliqués dans le conflit que d'autres. Les pressions
extérieures qu'elles soient américaines, arabes ou Israéliennes,
rencontrent des échos différents.

Tous ces facteurs de divergence, connus et abendamment
commaentés, sa reflétent inédvitablement dans la polilique étran-
gére et se traduisent parfois par des votes différents sur les
résolutions de I'ONU. lls sont particulidrement difficiles a sur-
monter dans les périodes de crise comme |'ont montré les événe-
ments qui ont entouré, en 1973, la guerre du Kippnur.l

Mais les Neul, puis les Dix, ont mnsacrgepulﬁ 1973 beaucoup
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de temps et d'efforts a I'harmonisation de leurs points de vue,
plus sans doute que pour tout autre probléme international. Ces
efforts ne sont pas restés inutiles comme on peut le constater en
parcourant rapidement les déclarations successives sur le Pro-
che-Orient et le développement du dialogue euro-arabe.

Le 13 octobre 1973, alors que les hostillités étaient en cours au
Proche-Orient, les Neuf lancérent un appel collectif au cessez-le-
feu. Ce document présente I'intérét historique d'étre la premiére
déclaration commune des Neuf concernant une situation de crise
internationale, mais il est peu explicite sur I'attitude des pays
membres quant au fond du probléme. Par contre, un mois plus
tard, une déclaration beaucoup plus détailliée indiquait les princi-
pes sur lesquels devraient se fonder un accord de paix. Parmi ces
principes, empruntés aux résolutions du Conseil de Sécurité,
figurait la mention des droits légitimes des Palestiniens.

En 1976, le ministre des Affaires étrangéres des Pays-Bas, par-
lant au nom des Neuf a I'Assemblée Générale des Nations Unies,
déclarait que le peuple palestinien devait pouvoir donner une
expression effective & son identité nationale. |l ajoutait que les
pays de la Communauté étaient disposés a participer a la recher-
che d'un réglement et qu'ils envisageaient de s'associer & des
garanties internationales.

En 1977, le Conseil Européen reconnaissait la nécessité d'une
patrie pour le peuple palestinien et son droit de prendre part aux
négociations. Au moment de la visite du Président Sadate 4 Jéru-
salem, en novembre 1877, une déclaration ministérielle tout en
saluant cette initiative courageuse, rappelait la nécessité d'un
reglement global, juste et durable. Ce point de vue a été réaffirmé
en 1978, a l'issue de la conférence de Camp David, et en 1979,
lors de la signature des accords israélo-égyptiens. En méme
temps, les Neuf condamnalent la politique israélienne d'implan-
tation dans les territoires occupés.

La declaration de Venise de juin 1980 apporte deux précisions
nouvelles: |e droit & |'autodétermination du peuple palestinien at
la nécessité d'associer I'0.L.P. & la négociation. Cette déclaration
fortement w‘iquéa par Israél et les Etats-Unis, indiquait égale-

ment la volonté des Neuf de prendre contact avec les parties
intéressees, ce qui a2 donné lieu & deux missions d'information
meneées respecxtivement par M. Thorn at M. Van der Klaauw. M.
Thorn prend d'ailleurs la parole au nom das Neuf lors de I'Assem-
blée Générale extraordinaire que les Nations Unies consacrent &
la question de Palestine, en juillet 1980, et il répéte et détaille les
points de la déclaration de Venise. Parallélement les instances de
la cooperation politique poursuivaient leur travail sur les diffeé-
rents éléments du probléme et soumettaient un document de
réflexion au Conseil Européen & la fin de I'année. A partir de 1981
la coopeération politique est moins active : I'arrivée au pouvoir du
Président Reagan, I'entrée de la Gréce dans la coopération paoliti-
que, la constitution d’'un gouvernement de gauche en France
changent quelque peu les données du probléme. Néanmoins les
Dix prennent position sur les événements qui se succedant (éva-
cuation du Sinai, annexion du Golan, invasion du Liban) et, apras
une période d'hésitation, les Conseils Européens successifs, a
partir de 1982, rappellent les principes qui doivent, aux yeux des
Dix, favoriser une solution globale, équitable et pacifique de la
question du Proche-Orient.

Enfin il faut noter que les Dix ont affirmé & diverses reprises
leur inquiétude devant la situation au Liban et leur attachement
a l'unité, I'intégrité et I'indépendance de ce pays. lls ont égale-
ment souligné la gravité des risques que fait courir la lutte san-
glante et prolongée entre l'lran et I'lrak, et appelé au cessez-le-
feu.

Ainsi, &4 chaque tournant de |'affaire du Proche-Orient, les pays
de la Communauté ont pris position. Cette position est équilibrés,
ce qui leur a valu a I'occasion des critiques des deux parties, Elle
est également stable et cette stabilité est peut-dire en elle-méme
une contribution utile dans wne situation volatile et explosive.
Elle est cependant devenue de plus en plus précise avec le temps,
plus précise sans doute que celle de la plupart des pays tiers, ce
qui n'est pas sans meérite compte tenu des divergences de vues,
d'appréciation, de sensibilité, qui continuent d'exister entre les
pays membres. |

Elle est, bien slr, principalemant gaclaratoire et le professeur
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Kohnstamm la qualifie méme de verbeuse, en reprochant aux
pays européens de ne pas avoir fait un effort sérieux pour cher-
chgr les moyens de rompre le cercle vicieux de la viclence et de la
haine. La vérité est que la solution échappe depuis quarante ans
aux efforts de la collectivité internationale comme a ceux des
pramgon}stgs et il serait surprenant que les pays de la Commu-
nauté réussissent isolément 12 ol tant d'autres ont échoué. Dans
le monde contemporain les déclarations et les prises de position
ne sont pas simplement des manifestations verbales. Elles sont
aussi un des instruments habituels de la diplomatie et celles des
pays européens sur le Proche-Orient ne sont pas insignifiantes.
La violence de certaines critiques suffirait & le prouver.

Parallelement aux prises de position sur la Question du Proche-
Orient Ila coopération politiqgue a mis en route et developpé un
mecanisme multilatéral auquel participent les pays de la Commu-
naute ,Bt les membres de la Ligue Arabe. Le dialogue euro-arabe,
Issu d'une initiative frangaise reprise avec intérét par plusieurs
pays arabes, a été lancé par un sommet europeen, réuni a Copen-
hague en decembre 1973, auquel plusieurs ministres arabes
étanerﬂ_ Venus apporter un message d'ouverture. Son inspiration
est pnhpque: il s’agissait de remplacer le climat de confrontation
qui avait regné en 1973, par la pratique d’'une collaboration fc-n-'
dée sur I'évi_danta complémentarité des deux régions. Son objet
est economique et technique: il concerne 'industrialisation, le
développement de I'agriculture, du commerce, des infrastructu-
res, la coopération scientifique, culturelle et financidre. Toute-
fois, & partir du Conseil Européen de Venise en juin 1980, les Neuf
ont a_d mis la nécessité de développer aussi la dimeansion politique
du dialogue, et une réunion au niveau politique a d'ailleurs eu
lieu & Luxembourg & la fin de cette année.

La mise en route de ce projet ambitieux a été assez lente. La
Communauté avait peu d'expérience de dialogue structuré avec
une autre institution, et la Ligue Arabe n'en avait aucune. Les
grubramas d'organisation ont été nombreux. Les problémes poli-
r!quas aussi: forte opposition initiale des Etats-Unis, volonté de

structure muiltilatérale a été mise en place qui comporte un nom-
bre important de groupes de travail spicialisés, coiffés par une
commission générale. Les pays européens et les pays arabes
constituent, chacun de leur cote, une seule délégation, et ils la
composent comme ils I'entendent, ce qui a permis d'éviter quel-
ques problémes épineux, notamment |3 questicn d'une déléga-
tion palestinienne.

Cet effort diplomatique a été ralenti par la crise provoquée au
sein de la Ligue Arabe par les accords israélo-égyptiens. Mais
I'objectif politique de donner une tonalité nouvelle aux relations
euro-arabes a été atteint. Le dialogue, plusieurs fois interrompu,
s'est toujours rétabli et les deux parties y sont attachées. C'est un
résultat qui n'aurait pu étre obtenu sans l'existence d'un centre
politique de concertation et de décision du cété européen. Un
des mérites de la coopération politique est d'avecir fourni ce
centre.

Il faut noter d'ailleurs que I'ampleur de la tiche, et l'interpéné-
tration du politique et de I'économique, ont amené les pays euro-
péens & amenager leurs propres structures internes. Le dialogue
euro-arabe est en principe pris en charge, du cbté européen, par
les instances de coopération politique, mais, en raison de son
contenu économique, le groupe de travail qui coordonne les
activités fait rapport a la fois au Comité politique et au Comité des
représentants permanents auprés de la Communauté. Dans les
réunions de la commission générale du dialogue euro-arabe,
c'est le président de ce groupe de coordination qui prend la
parole, du coté eurcpéen, pour les questions politiques et
d'orientation générale, tandis que le représentant de la Commis-
sion européenne traite des questions économiques et techni-
ques. La présidence des groupes de travail spécialisés ne suit pas
le systéme semestriel de rotation ; pour des raisons pratigues on
a préféré une présidence de longue durée. Certaines de ces
présidences sont exercées par des fonctionnaires de la Commis-
sion européenne, d'autres par des représentants des Etats mem-
bres. Pour alléger la tachs, qui reste lourde, du pays qui exerce la
preésidence de la coopération politique, on a prévu qu'il pouvait
se faire assister, notamment dans ses contacts avec les pays
arabes, par le pays qui le précéde et celui qui le ait dans l'ordre
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alphabétique de rotation donnant ainsi naissance au systéme de
la «troika=. La pression d'un ensemble de travaux & accomplir
pPlus ou moins simultanément, sur des sujets trés divers, a donc
torcé les participants & innover, notamment dans le domaine
délicat des relations entre la coopération politigue et les institu-
tions de la Communauté européenne. C'est un résultat surpre-
nant, mais pas sans intérét, du dialogue euro-arabe.

Les ministres des Affaires etrangéres des
Etats membres de la Communautd euro-
péenne déplorant vivement la décision
du gouvernement et da la Knesset
d'Isragél d'étendre le droit, la compétance
et I'administration d'lsraél aux hauteurs
du Colan, territoire syrien occupé. Une
telle extension, qui équivaut & une an-
naxion, est contraire au droit intarnatio-
nal et par conséquent, & nos yeux, nulle
et non avenue.

Pour les
Dix, cela signifie qu'lsragl doit, confor-
mément aux résclutions 242 et 338 du
Conseil de Sécurité, metire fin 4 I'occu~
pation territoriale qu'il maintient depuis
le conflit de 1967.

Les Dix marquent leur inquiétude devant
la retombée des espoirs qu'avaient fait
nanral. en septembre 1982, des initiatives
de paix convargentes et prometleuses et
constatent que l'absence de tout pro-
gres, depuis cette eépoque, dans la voie
d'une solution négociée, exacerbe les
antagonismes et conforte dans leur posi-
tion les partisans de I'affrontement.

lls notent cependant le caractére encou-
