Futurist’s scary forecast for Israel—all downhill -

WASHINGTON. — A professional
forecaster who predlicted the
Mosiem revolution in Iran and who
is conaldered to be a close friend of
Ierael has arrived at a conclusion
that has shocked him — Israel will
be one of the most unstable coun-
tries In the world In a decade.

Dr. Marvin Cetron considers
himself to be & good Jew. In his of-
fice, there I8 A ploture of himself
and his son, wearing traditional
prayer shawls, as they stand In
front of the Weatern Wall in
Jerusalem, where his family had
gone to celebraie the son's bar
mitzvah.

Since 1864, Cetron sald In an In-
terview recently, he has been
vigiting Iarael "on the average' of
about three times & year. He has
lectured at Tel Aviv University and
the Weizmann Institute. He knows
many Israelis, Including govern-
ment and military officials.

Thuza, when his Arlington,
Virginia, firm — Forecast Inter-
national, Lid. — fed a computer
with all sorts of sophisticated data
on 21 countries to determine each
one's likely stability in the years
18680-2000, Cetron was stunned when
Israel emerged as the second most
unstable, behind only India. The
study showed that Israel currently
ranks 11th In terms of stabllity, but
would slide to 20th during the last
decade of this century. The most
dramatic fall waa Japan, from se-
cond to 14th, largely because of its
depen @ on foreign energy.
Cétron*tock his raw statistics —

involving various Indicators deslgn-
cd to project such trends as
pollitierl and social stabillity,
nntional prestige and self-image,
cconomle developmentl and
national security — to Israel, where
he went over all the figures with the
country's experts, They did not
challenge hia flgures.

“It"s not a very pleasant pleture,
especially to someone llke me who
cares about Tsrael and her future,”
he said. "“Indeed, the results are
very scary."”’

In recent weeks, Cetron has
become somewhat of 4 media star
because "'The Washington Post"
reported on January 8 that three
years Ago he had warned about an
Islamic revolution in Iran. (Few of
his corporate clienta lstened to his
advice by relocating their In-
vestments, ) 8ince then, Cotron and
his predictions have been featured
in "'People” magazine and on NBC
television's "Today'" show.

“A person has vital signs — blood
pressure, temperature and so
forth,”” said Cetron, an industrial
engineer with an M. A. in economics
from the Unlversity of Penn-
sylvania and a Ph.D. in research
and development from American
University here In Washington.
"The same ia true of countries."”

Cetron, 49, retired from the U.S.
Navy in 1871, after 19 years as a
high-level planner, to open his own
business.

A ploneer in the field of
forecasting, he has won contracts
from such prestigious
organi 18 as  the National
Aer nd Space Administra-

tlon, the National Science Founda-
tion, the European Economic Com-
munity, the Atomle Energy Com-
mission, the U.8. Coast Guard and
the Department of Housing and Ur-
ban Development.

He has been a consultant to First
MNational City Bank, General
Motors, Unfon Carblde, Xerox,
IBM, and other major corporations.
He has also worked for the
Brazilian Ministry of Planning, the
Kenyan Minlstry of Finance and the
Yugoalavian Ministry of
tconomiecs. He s an adjunect
professor at American University
and has taught graduate courses at
MIT, Georgla Tech and George
Washington University.

“In 1977, he said, “1 did a study
suying that Iran, Turkey,
Afghanistan and Saudi Arabla
would begin to crumbie — in that
order. 1 should have reversed
Afghunistan and Turkey.”

Dear Hanan:

I am enclosing a copy of a letter to
the Editor which, for a change, got published
in the Post. I am also enclosing a copy of
a letter of comment from Fritz Mondale (I had
sent him a copy of the same letter addressed
to the Times, which did not print it), an
article which will be published in the next
JINSA newsletter, and a Safire column on Reagan,
which shows Reagan espousing the JINSA doctrine.

As I see it, something truly earth-
shaking has to happen to change the line-up for
the forthcoming election. It's going to be

| Carter versus Reagan. While the public opinion

| polls indicate that Carter is leading at the
moment, there is no assurance that it will re-
main that way. The outcome of the election may

| very well be decided on the basis of which of
the two candidates makes the fewest number of
errors between now and November.

As for the Jewish vote, I believe it
will be up for grabs more than ever before. I
find it absolutely amazing as to how many Jews
seem to be prepared to vote Republican this
year, even for Reagan. I have discussed this
with my Orthodox friends in Brooklyn and they
tell me that there is absolutely no gquestion that
there will be a sharp increase in the Republican
vote in that community. These people had initially
been for Carter in the primary, but have been
turned around by the U.5. wote at the UO.N. 1
am told that hardly anyone believes the Presi-
dent's explanation that it was an error and that
the anger over the vote is almost unpredecented.
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What a Reagan victory would ungquestion-
ably produce is a layer of Washington foreign
policy and defense officialdom that will be
more intent on countering the Soviet threat than
are the incumbents, It will then be the task of
some of us to prove to these officials that it
is in the best interest of the United States to
work closely with Israel in the military and
political sphere and not to be intimidated by
some sheikhs who don't understand where their
true interests lie.

The change in American public opinion
on foreign and defense policies has been so
sharp, Hanan, that you would have a difficult
time thinking that this is the political scene
of the country that you left less than a year
ago. Kennedy, who was, after all, expected to
be the candidate of the Left, is trying to carry
water on both shoulders. The point that he is
trying to make is that our foreign policy should
be better coordinated and that our defense ap-
propriations could be spent more wisely.

It is in this new climate that Israel's
needs would be far better understood than they
were in the recent past if they were expressed
purely in defense terms and in the context of the
needed collaboration to withstand the threat posed
by the Soviet Union. The continued stories about
settlements are, regrettably, a diversion which
makes it more difficult to advance the programs
of great importance to Israel.

As for the local scene: vyou will be
pleased to know that we have worked out full-time
employment for Stewve Bryen in the connection of
my pet projects. He is serving as Executive
Director of JINSA and will be handling the media
monitor project, which ADL has agreed to fund.
The JINSA newsletter, incidentally, appears at
monthly intervals now. During the last half year
we have collected over $25,000 in contributions
and the name of the organization is gradually
getting around.
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I do hope all is well with both Alisa
and you and that the personal relationships in
the Foreign Ministry leadership continue to
be satisfactory under the new auspices.

I hope to be able to get to Israel
some time this year.

The difference between President
Carter’s handling of “the failure of
commuhications” between him and the
State Department and his predecessors’
handling of their relations with the
State Department s that he candidly
admitted what his predecessors, when
{aced with similar problems, cavered
up.

The Delusion

We have heretofore referred to the thesis ad-
vanced by certain circles of our Foreign Policy Establish-
ment that the problems of the Middle East would disap-
pear or, at least, be significantly ameliorated, if Israel
returned to the 1949 Armistice lines (usually referred
to as the 1967 borders) and "solved" the Palestinian pro-
blem (by allowing the establishment of a Palestinian
state). We have also noted that no less an authority
than Henry Kissinger has pointed out the fallacies on
which this thesis is based.

Observers such as Henry Kissinger have stressed
that it is essential to understand and analyze the ideo-
logical currents in the Moslem world. Broadly speaking,
we can identify the radicals on the left, the moderates
in the center, and the Moslem fundamentalists on the
right. Advocates of the aforementioned thesis assume
that concessions by Israel will moderate the radicals
and mollify the fundamentalists and thus make both groups
friendlier to the United States.

What advocates of the Establishment thesis,
such as George Ball, fail to recognize is that the ex-

treme leftists and rightists in the Arab world are

anti-American and anti-Western in terms of their




fundamental beliefs and would be so if Israel had never
existed. They are anti-capitalist, opposed to the basic
principles of liberal democracy, and reject Western
life styles.

The suggestion is often advanced that one
must distinguish, in discussing the P.L.0., between the
Popular Front for the Liberation of Palestine, led by
George Habash, a "radical", and Fatah, left by Yasir
Arafat, a "moderate". Arafat, it is said, could be won

over to our side, Yet all the available evidence in-

dicates that the difference between the two groups is

over tactics, not over fundamental beliefs. Arafat is,

if anything, more amenable to Moscow direction than is

Habash. And for the individual members of the Fatah

leadership group, the personal goal is clearly not the

control of Nablus, Hebron, or Bethlehem, nor even of

Jerusalem, Haifa, and Tel Aviv, but the seizure of the

levers of world power through a take-over of Saudi Arabia, y

Kuwait and the Emirates. Not only is the capitalist

United States ideologically antithetical to the P.L.O.
leadership but our very ties to the existing order in

the moderate Arab states form an obstacle to the attain-
ment of the P.L.O. leaders‘.perscnal ambitions. There

is no doubt that as long as the Middle East is of interest

to the Soviet Union, the P.L.0, leaders will be loyal to

Moscow.




And what about the fundamentalist right? Don't
these religious people consider the atheistic Soviet
Union a greater threat than the United States? The an-
swer is that they do not. They are far less concerned
about the Soviet Union's position on theological issues,
which the Communist leadership does not attempt to ex-
port, than they are about Western lifestyles, which |
reach into the Arab world through movies, magazines,

Western visitors, and the "corruption" of their youth

through visits to the Western world, The social conser- . |
vatism of the Soviet Union is much more acceptable to |
Moslem fundamentalists than is the free lifestyle of
the West. It is folly to believe that this group, of
which the Ayatolla Khomeini and Colonel Qaddafi are
prototypes, can be won over to the West.
That leaves us with the moderate center, with
President Sadat, with Sultan Qabus of Oman, with those
members of the Saudi leadership whose basic sympathies 3
lie with the West. If America's vital interests in the
region are to be protected, we must not labor under the .
delusion that we can win over those who are our ideo-
logical enemies. We must, instead, give strength and
credibility to our friends, by being credible ourselves,
And to be credible in the region we must be present there,

with sufficient military strength to command respect.




A corollary of this proposition is that Israel,
America's most reliable and militarily most effective
ally in the region, must not be weakened. Our interests
in the region can best be protected through political
and military collaboration among the United States,
Israel and the Arab moderate$. Concessions to the ex-

tremists will buy us neither time nor friends.
