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HEBRON, WHERE violence
recently erupted at the Tomb of
the Patriarchs, has a history
which spans over 4,000 years. The
market town, with a population of
some 30,000 Araba and about 1,500
Jews in the suburb of Kiryat Arba,
is situated 35 kilometres south of
Jerusalem on the ancient Way of
the Patriarchs running from
Mesopotamia to Egypt. Hebron
stands on the watershed between
the Mediterranean and the Dead
Sca, with fertile valleys to the
west and the Judean Desert to the
east.

Surrounded by carefully tended
vineyards, Hebron's economy is
based on agriculture and on
marketing produce to the villagea
round about. Other occcupations
are glassblowing, pottery and
woodearving, while there are also
a number of light industries. Only
one extraordinary structure — the
Cave of Machpela — differen-
tiates Hebron from dozens of
other townlets scattered through
Judea, S8amaria and Galilee.

Hebron was already a thriving
Hittite city about 2000 BCE, when
Abraham came with his family.
his flocks and his herds and
“‘dwelt in the plain of Mamre,
which ia in Hebron, and built there
an altar unto the Lord." (Genesis
13:18). Abraham's linka with
Hebron were close, for here, tradi-
tion says, he was visited by the
angels “'‘as he sat in the tent door
in the heat of the day' (Genesis
18:1).

Sarah died "in Kiryat Arba —
that ia, Hebron" (Geneais 23:2),
and Abraham bought a burial
place for 400 shekels of silver from
Ephron the Hittite and “‘buried
Sarah his wife in the cave of the
field of Machpela before Mamre
— that is Hebron'' (Geneais
23:19). Genesia 49: 28-31 relates
how Jacob asked to be buried with
his fathers in the cave of
Machpela: *“There they buried
Abraham and Sarah his wife;
there they buried Isaac and
Rebecca his wife; and there 1
buried Leah.* -

HEBRON MAINTAINED its im-
portance throughout the centuries
following the Patriarchal Age.

Around 1250 BCE. when Moses
was preparing to lead the
Chlldren of Israel into the Promis-
ed Land, he sent the 12 scouts to
investigate the country. They
“*ascended by the south, and came
unto Hebron," (Numbers 13:22),
where the Anakim (the Giants)
lived, and where the land flowed
with milk and honey. Except for
Joshua and Caleb, the resat of the
scouts were afraid to tackle the
“Giants,” so when the Israelites
eventually conquered the land,
Caleb was allotted Hebron and ita
environs. Hebron later became
one of the three hill-cities of
refuge west of the Jordan, the
others being Kadesh in Galllee
and Shechem in Mount Ephraim.

Around 1000 BCE Davlid,
descendant of Ruth and Boaz, was
born in Bethlehem, midway
between Hebron and Jerusalem.
David spoke directly with God,
and in II Samuel 2:1, he asks:
“8hall I go up into any of the cities
of Judah? And God said, '‘Go up...
unto Hebron'." Here David reign-
ed as King of Judah for seven and
one-half years, and here six of his
song were born. David's favourite
son. Absalom, whose mother was
Ma'acha, princeas of Geshur, was

also born in Hebron; and in this
same town, Absalom mounted his
rebellion against his father,

After David moved his capital
to Jerusalem, Hebron declined,
although it was still an Important
trading centre and road junction.

After Solomon's death, when the
kingdom was divided, his ason
Rehoboam kept Judah, the
southern kingdom, including
Hebron. 11 Chronicles 12 tells how,
in the fifth year of King
Rehoboam, Shishak King of
Egypt...look the fenced citiea per-
taining to Judah.'' Shishak's
record of the conquered towna, in-
scribed on the walla of the Temple
of Karnak in 925 BCE, was found
to include Hechal Avraham — the
Tent of Abraham, or Hebron.

JEWS CAME BACK to the city
with the Return to Zion, for
Nehemiah 11:25 describes how
“some of the children of Judah
dwelt at Kiryat Arba, and in the

villages therecef;'' bul the
Edomites soon overran Hebron,
holding for nearly four centuries,
till it was re-incorporated into
Judah by John Hyrcanus.

Herod the Great, bullder ex-
traordinary and a conforming
Jew despite his Edomite anceatry,
re-shaped the Cave of Machpela
into its present form Above the
cave he constructed a quadrangle
measuring 80 by 34 metres, the
enclosing walls, nearly three
metres thick, rising to a height of
over 12 metres. The ramparts are
made of beautifully worked, huge
bordered ashlars, some over
seven metres in length, similar to
those used in the Herodlan
building on the Temple Mount.
They are reinforced with graceful
pilasters, excellently preserved.
Originally the enclosure was un-
roofed, and the great red stone
paving blocks, still vislble inside
the main chamber, were channel-
led with shallow gutters to carry
off the rain.

When Jerusalem fell, Hebron
suffered, too. The sacred Cave of
Machpela, last resting-place of
the Jewish Patriarchs and their
wives (except Rachel), was al the
mercy of every fleeting power,
particularly as Abraham was

venerated as a saint by the
Christians and as a holy man by the
Moalems. The Byzantines roofed
over Herod's enclosure and turn-
ed the hall into the Church of St.
Abraham. A happy interlude was
recorded in the sixth century CE,
when the church was divided into
two parts — one for Jews, the
other for Christians.

Mohammed's victorious
followers, when they entered the
town in 638 CE, allowed the Jews
to be supervisors of the Tomba of
the Patriarchs, although ap-
parently part was used as A mos-
que — the Mosque of Ibrahim.
With the Crusader conquest In
1100 CE, the Mosque of Ibrahim
became once more the Church of
Bt. Abraham, and both Moslems
and Jews were expelled from the
town. i

Saladin regained Hebron iIn
1187, restored the Mosque of
Ibrahim and added the cenotaphs,




a mihrab (Mecca-orientated
prayer niche) and a minbar
{pulpit) on the south wall. He
probably also added four
minarets to the corners of the
enclosure, of which two remain
The Mameluke ruler, ex-slave
Beybars, who galned control of
the town In 1287, did not permit
either Jews or Christians to ap-
proach the place for prayer

This last blow was one from
which Jewish Hebron never really
recovered. In 1400, aome
Jerusalem Jews did attempt to
settle, introducing the glass (n-
dustry taught them by Jewish im-
migrants from Venice, whose
forefathera in turn had learned it
from the ancient glasshiowers of
Acre and Tyre. Four hundred
years later there were still barely
300 famlilies, living in a closed-off,
ghetto-like section of the town. its
single entry gate leaving them
completely dependant on the
good-will of thelr Arab
neighbours.

THE 1929 SLAUGHTER of &7 and
wounding of 60 of the town's 700
peaceful Jewish citizens and
veshiva students is still an un-
forgotten, painful wound, Thirty-

five Jewish familles returned to
Hebron in 1931, but when the 1936
riots broke out the British
authorities evacuated the town's
Jewn, only cne remaining there
till 1947

ACCORDING TO LEGEND, the
Tomb of the Patriarchs is also the
hallowed aite where Adam and
Eve are buried.

There are few descriptions of
the actual grave, but the account
of the Jewish pilgrim, Rabbi Ben-
jamin of Tudela, who visited it in
1163, is of particular interest: "If
a Jew gives a fee to the keeper of
the cave, an iron door is opened, ..
and the visitor descends into a
first cave, which is empty, a se-
cond cave in the same state, and
reaches a third which contains six
sepulchres of Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob and their wives one op-
posite the other. In the caves were
tubs fllled with the bones of
Israclites; for it is the custom of
the house of Israel to bring thither
the bones of their forefathers and
to leave them there."

Entry to the cave is outl of the
question, but you can reach the
upper level either by the rounded,
decorative staircase on the south-

weat corner, or more usually by
the ateps skirting the enclosure’s
north wall, then along a broad cor-
ridor with the eastern Herodian
wall to the right. A gap in the wall
brings you to Sarah's tomb, then
turning left between the
cenotaphs of S8arah and Abraham,
yvou find yourself in the hall where
conotaphs of pink-and-white
layers of stone cover the graves of
Isnac and Rebecca. A mikrab and
minbar have been added, with a
blocked trapdoor, said to descend
into the cave, close to the minba
In the central section are the
massive cenotaphs of Sarah and
Abraham, a corner of which is
known as Makam Adam — the
Place of Adam. Acroas an inner
court, attached to the inside of the

north wall of the enclosure, are

the cenotaphs of Jacob and Leah,
while the smaller, so-called Tomhb
of Joseph liea outside the ram-
part.

Last Friday night, a group of Jewish worshippers, mostly
students at religious seminaries, were returning from their .
~ Sakbath eve devotions at the Tomb of the Hebrew Patriarchs
(the Cave of Machpelah) in Hebron. on foot, in accordance with
Jewish religious law regarding the Sabbath. While thay
were walking Jdown a narrow alley, PLO terrorists attacked them

As I have just said, six parsons were killed in that brutal
and cowardly attack and 16 others were wounded, among them women

and children; two of the wounded remain in critical condition.

for this outirage in a statement broadcast on the terrorists'

It will be recalled that in 1929 the existence of the millenia-
old Jewish community of Hebron was virtually brought to a close,
as a result of a brutal pogrom staged by the foresrunners Sf the
terrorist PLO. At that time the community consisted mainly oé
plous scholars and students. More than 60 of them were brutally
murdered and scores of others were wounded and tortureé. their
homes pillaged and their places of worship desecrated. That
pogrom was instigated by the notorious Mufti of Jerusalem, Haj
Amin al-Husseini, who during World War II collaborated with
the Nazis in the extermination of the Jews of Europe and was

The Governmaent of Israel, liie any Government, has
a primary duty and responsibility for Lhe preservation of law and
order and for the maintenance of security.

These steps
included the deportation of the Mayors of Hebron and Halhul ;nd

the Qadi of Hebron.

Over Lhne last few months, these three individuals1have,
on instructions of the PLO and the Arab rejectionist states,
been actively and systematically engaged in inciting the local
Arab population to acts of violence and subversion against
Israel and Israelis alike. In so doing, they have abused their
public offices and evenchanneled PLO funds for these purposes.

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Letter of the Chairman of the Islamic Com-
mission in Jerusalem Addressed to the Prime
Minister of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan
dated December 12, 1978 Concerning the Mosque
of Hebron (Al-Haram Al-Ibrahimi Ash-Sharif)

Excellency:

The subject is Al-Haram Al-Ibrahim. This Mosgue
is considered one of the most sacred sites of the Islamic
World. 1Its history of fourteen centuries, as an Islamic
Mosque,was never for a one day a Jewish Synagogue, nor
were the Jews allowed entrance to it all these centuries.

What became of it now is the result of
Israeli practices since the occupation in 1967. In
spite of protestation and complaints Al-Haram Ash-Sharif
had been transformed into a synagogue by all means. Every
day the settlers of Qiryat Arba in Hebron, and with them
large numbers of Israelis commit new aggression
and foul practices in all parts of the Mosque. They
molest people coming to pray and pronounce foul language
at the recitations of the Qura'an and at the teachers
during classes. They molest the guards and prevent them
from performing their duties. They deny us Al-Azan (the
call for prayer) with no consideration in regard to the
feelings of Muslims in their prayers. They storm the
gates and the walls of Al-Haram day and night. All this
takes place with the encouragement and protection of the
occupation forces and their superiors.

After every incident of aggression a meeting of
protestation is held with the Military Governor of Hebron
by the Sharia Judge and with him the Mayor of Hebron, the
Director of Awgaf, and the guardian of Al-Haram Al-Ibrahimi.
Alsc the Council of Awgaf and Islamic Affairs in Jerusalem
filed numerous protestations and complaints with the Military
Governor. The Islamic Commission issued many statements
explaining to public opinion inside and outside the new
sad situation of transforming Al-Haram Ash-Sharif by the
authorities into a Jewish synagogue by all means.




Following the violent events in Al-Haram Ash-Sahrif
in October of 1976 along with the desecration of the Holy
Qura'ans, the institution of curfews in the City of Hebron,
the prevention of Muslims from entering Al-Haram Ash-Sharif
which fell into the hands of the authorities and the settlers,
it was discovered after lifting the siege that the Israelis have
desecrated the contents of the Mosque and burned the office
of its guardian. A Committee to carry out an inventory

The Committee began its work under the supervision
Oof the Chairman of the Awgaf Council and Islamic Affairs,
Sheikh Hilmi Al-Muhtaseb, and the Director General of
Awgaf in Jerusalem, Mr, Hassan Tahboub. It started the
inventory on January 3, 1977 and ended in March 8, 1977,
It discovered that Priceless articles have disappeared
sometimes after the Muslims were denied entrance tp Al-
Haram Ash-Sharif ang during the curfew which lasted
Seventeen days.

The Committee Feported to the Chairman of the
Awgaf Council concerning the missing articles who in turn
Wrote to the Military Governor in June 28, 1977 with a 1list
of the missing articles. The Chairman requested that the
articles be returned but the Military Governor never replied,
Again, the Chairman wrote in September 24, 1977 to the Mili-
tary Governor and despite the frequent requests for an
answer concerning the Persons responsible for the missing
articles, no reply was forthcoming from the Governor,
except unfulfilled promises that the matter was still
under investigation. This indicates an attempt on the
part of the authorities to relieve itself of any reponsi-

Over a period of two months an intensified campaign
was begun by the Israeli settlers under the protection of the
Occupation troops in Al-Haram Al-Ibrahim, to Create a situya-
tion by which they would complete transformation of the
Sacred Mosque into a Synagogue, and deny the Muslims even to
pPraying on time especially on Saturdays. They have brought

Al-Haram Ash-Sharif they are creating a new fact. This,

in fact, is a robbery of rights and an attempt to change
the situation by which the Mosque would be transformed into
4 synagogue.

The Chairman of the Council of Awgaf sent a letter
to the Minister of Defense explaining the latest desecration
of the Mosque and requesting an end to it. This was on the
22 October 1978. The desecration did not stop but in fact
increased which again the Chairman of the Council wrote in
that regard to the Minister of Defense on 19 November 1978,
explaining to him the worsening of situation day after day.
A copy of the letter was sent to the Military Governor
General of the West Bank. Also the Mayor of Hebron wrote
similar complaint to the Minister of Defense deploring the
events taking place in Al-Haram reaffirming the complaints
by the Chairman of the Awgaf Council, and demanding an end
to these practices and provocations.

The situation in Al-Haram Al-Ibrahimi, this great
Islamic Mosque, is becoming unbearable. We have not spared
any possible means available to us to Stop the desecration.
Therefore we put this matter into your hands to take what
measures Your Excellency see fit to present it to the
highest of international forums, Security Councils and the
Commission on Human Rights. We beg you to give it its
deserved attention, publicity by news media and other
means you see fit. We assure you that Al-Haram Al-Ibrahimi
is on its way to loss and transformation into a synagogue
before the eyes and ears of the world.

The overriding principle of Israeli policy regarding all Holy Places has always been
to guarantee free access to members of all religions and to ensure orderly conditlons
of worship to members of every faith. This policy, as successfully applied in the
Cave of the Machpelah, lies in starik contrast to that of the Government of Jordan,
until 1967, which continued the tradition of recent centuries of granting access to

the site only to Muslims,

1. Historical Background

The Cave of Machpelah is one of the holiest places in the Land of Israel. The purchase .
of the Cave from the sons of Heth by Abraham and the burial of the Patriarchs on the site
is recounted in the Book of Genesis (23:2-20; 25:9-10; 49:29-3]: ED:12-13).

Over the ages, the Jewish community of Hebron has regarded itself as the guardian of

the Cave, which has always been a focus of Jewish pilgrimage.

Islamic tradition has sanctified the memories of the ""prophets'’, Abraham, lsaac and
Jacob, and the Cave therefore became sacred to believers in Islam. Christians regard
the Cave of Machpelah as holy since it is mentioned in the 01d Testament: churches

were built over it during the Byzantine and Crusader periods.

During the Byzantine, early Muslim and Crusader periods, the site served as a place of
worship for believers of all three religions residing in Hebron and its environs; it .
was a focus of tolerance and mutual respect among members of the different faiths.

However, following the Muslim reconquest of the country from the Crusaders, Sultan
Rukan-al=Din Baibars decreed (1266) that Jews and Christians were forbidden to enter

the Cave. This prohibition was maintained for centuries, and nejther Jews nor Christians
were allowed, as a rule, to enter the Cave. Those rare visits which were allowed were

usually made possible thanks to bribery, and depended on the whim of the local ruler.

Jewish pilgrims during those centuries all testify that Jews were permitted to ascend
the south stairway only as far as the seventh step, to an opening in the wall of the
buildings over the Cave, and no further. There they would pray, and throw in written
pleas to the Patriarchs.

This deplorable situation persisted until the Six-Day War of 1967,




Thereafter, the Cave was once again upeneqﬁfur the first time in literally hundreds
of years, to worshippers of all religions It Is now visited annually by thousands

of Christians as well as Jews.

2. The Requlations of 8 August 1975 concerning the Cave

These new regulations are based on Israel's experience since 1967, as regards both prayer
and visits in the Cave. They provide full consideration and respect for the requirements

of religious ritual as well as for the feelings of all believers.

The aim was not to divide the Cave, but to arrange schedules and areas of worship, within
the Cave, which would enable believers of all faiths to pray in their own way and visit

their holy tombs without inconvenience.

The regulations are as follows:

a) Entry and exit

I. The eastern gate will be used for entry and exit by Muslim worshippers.
2. The southwestern gate will be used by Jewish worshippers.
3. The western gate will be used by tourists and visitors of all faiths.

b) Areas of Worship

[ Muslims - Hall of Rebekah and lsaac, Jawliya Hall, Yusufiyya Halls.

2, Jews - Hall of Abraham and Sarah, Hall of Jacob and Leah, balcony and courtyard

linking the two halls.

3. Visitors and tourists will be able to visit all areas at times when no prayers

are in progress.

c¢) Times of Worship

I. Muslims will be able to pray in their areas 24 hours a day, every day of the week.
2. Jews will be able to pray in their areas on weekdays and on the Sabbath, as
well as on Jewish Holydays, in accordance with the accepted hours of prayer.

However, on Fridays - the Islamic special day of prayer - Muslims will be

able to pray throughout the whole day, whereas Jews will be limited to evening

The need for these new regulations arose after a series of Muslim harassments to Jewish
prayer, including the holding of Muslim funeral processions during the Jewish prayers

and Dervish rituals during Jewish prayers, as well as damage to Jewish ritual objects such
as the tearing of the ceremonial mantle from the Holy Ark and setting fire to objects

in an adjacent storercom used by Jews praying in the Cave. (It should be noted that

Muslim funerals generally leave from a mosque, while Jewish tradition forbids the pres-
cence of a corpse in a synagogue.)

It should be emphasized that no existing priviliges of the Muslim community were in- .
fringed.
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A HOUSE OF PRAYER FOR ALL THE CHILDREN OF ABRAHAM
by B.C.Luria *

This survey will not deal with the protracted periods of the First and
Second Temples, when Hebron was a city in Judah and the Cave of Machpela a
sanctuary for the entire people, It will deal, rather, with the history of
the Cave after the rise of Christianity, and later of Islam, and show that
cooperation between believers in different faiths is a fact of antiquity.
In every epoch in which the population of Hebrom and its surrounding villages .
was composed of Jews and Christians, or of Jews and Muslims, the Cave was a
place of prayer for both faiths. Here, more than in any other venerated
site, an atmosphere of tolerance and respect between members of various
religious groups prevailed. A short historical synnpsiﬁ-will prove that
the Muslim fanaticism, which brooked no entry to others, is only a few

generations old and has no historical precedence.

Under Byzantine Rule

Antoninos Foacentinos, on pilgrimage from 560 to 570, writes: "In that
place (Hebron) there is a basilica with four lines of columns, with the
centre uncovered. JInside Is a dividing wall and the Christians enter on
one side and on the other side the Jews enter and burn much incense... .
And in this manner Jews come from the whole surrounding area and bring much

incense and, many candles and give alms to the caretakers."

Yehuda Elizur finds proof of this division in the present positions of
the tombs: "The contemporary visitor to the building over the Cave of
Machpela finds that the mosque (originally a Byzantine-Crusader church)
contains only two markers, indicating the tombs of Isaac and Rebecca (the

graves themselves are, of course, in the Cave under the building). The

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markers for Abraham and Sarah are in the north entrance to the courtyard

and the markers for Jacob and Leah outside the mosgue across the courtyard.
According to Antoninos' description, the site was divided between the ruling
Christians and the Jews, descendants of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. The
division was, therefore, not purely technical in nature, but rather subjective.
The Christians allowed the Jews their forefather Jacob (also known as Israel).
The resting place of Jacob and Leah accordingly remained outside the church.
The Christians took the other Patriarchs and build a church over their tombs.
It is probable that the division agreement included access for the Jews to
the burial sites of Abraham and Sarah, which are thus to be found in the
entrance to the church and not entirely inside. After the Arab congquest, the
church was transformed, unchanged, into a mosque. The Muslims made no effort
to alter the internal division of space and it testifies to a Jewish presence

fifteen hundred years before."

Following the Arab Conquest

An Arab source, four hundred years old, recounts that, when the Christ-
ians of Hebron were forced to hand the city over to the Caliph Omar (638),
they completely destroyed the magnificent church which had stood over the
Cave and hid the gates with earth so that the Arabs would not know the loca-
tion of the holy Cave, (We now continue with a Christian 5ourcez, evidently
from the end of the tenth century, but referring to the same period and
events.) But when they (the Arabs) who came to Hebron marvelled at the strong
and beautiful building and at the walls (around the Cave) and at the fact
that there was no entrance open to them, Jews who had remained under Greek rule
in that area came up to them and said to them, "Give us your protection to live
in similar conditions among you and allow us to erect a synagogue before the
entrance (to the Cave), and we shall show you where to erect the gate. And

so it was."

Alfasi and A.ﬁwissar3 conclude that the demand must have been based on
some earlier right or precedent. Thus, it is probable that, even before this,




there had been a synagogue and burial place on the site, in the fifth or
sixth century, but that these had been destroyed by the Byzantine rulers
and the request made to Omar the conquerer was based on an earlier situation.

With evidence from fragments found in the Cairo genizah, I.Barsla*.ry4
concludes that, immediately after the Arab conquest of Hebron, the Jews
obtained permission to remain as residents and were allowed to build a
synagogue at the entrance to the Cave. A Christian historian of the Crusades
relates: "They (the Jews) erected an entry there and this infidel people
passed through there with bare feet. Inside the Jews built themselves a
prayer-house and they decorated it in a marvellous manner.” The four-century-
old Arab manuscript also speaks of Jewish rights during that period: "A long
time after (the conquest) a synagogue and Jewish burial place were to be found

in the courtyard of the Cave of Machpela."

The genizah fragments mention a number of Hebronites with the honorific
title, "Servant of the Patriarchs" - this indicates that the Cave was partly
in the hands of the Jews and that their notables were appointed to "serve

the Patriarchs", that is, they looked after the synagogue there.

It is said of one Hebronite, "He rests with the eternal fathers,"
that is, he was interred beside the Cave. This burial shows that the custom
of using the Field of Machpela as a cemetery prevailed at that time.
Benjamin of Tudela recounts: "And there (in the Cave or the Field) are many
containers full of the bones of Israel, for they would bring their dead
there to this very day.” Rabbi Shlomo the Orphan, a Palestinian who lived
at the time of the First Crusade, also writes of this custom: "Even today,

all those around Hebron send their dead to Hebron."

The Arabic author al-Mukadesi (end of tenth century) writes that within
the haram of Hebron was a guest-house, a well-established institution with
cooks, bakers and even servants who passed out portions of lentils and olive




oil to all who came. It seems that adjoining the Jewish synagogue was a
Muslim guest-house and the two institutions existed side by side for generations.

Under Crusader Rule

In the year 1100 the Crusaders conquered Hebron. They transformed the
mosque and the synagogue into a church and monastery and expelled the Jews.

Sixty-six years passed and it seems that the Crusaders' hatred of the
Jews diminished. When Maimonides visited the Holy Land in 1166, he went to
Hebron as well, and writes: "I went out from Jerusalem to Hebron to kiss the
tombs of the Patriarchs in the Cave. And that day I stood in the Cave and
prayed..."” Obviously a Jew was able to visit the Cave of Machpela even though
the entire building served as a Christian hospice and monastery, Five years
after Maimonides, Benjamin of Tudela,too,visited Hebron. From what he says,
we find that the Crusaders had not removed the Jewish burial place, because,
as we have mentioned, he saw "many containers filled with the bones of Israel".
Evidently the cemetery was still in use under the Crusaders because, dagain
we have mentioned, Rabbi Shlomc the Orphan, who lived during the First Crusade,

writes that "all those around Hebron send their dead to Hebron".

Entry to the Cave for Jews was not then strictly forbidden, as it was
from the nineteeth century to the Six-Day War. Benjamin ralatass: "There is
the great platform which they call St.Abraham (the Crusader church) and it was
the gathering place of the Jews in the days of the Ishmaelites (the Arabs) and
the non-Jews made six tombs there and named them after Abraham and Sarah, Isaac
and Rebecca, Jacob and Leah. And they tell the erring that these are the
graves of the Patriarchs and there they give gifts. But if a Jew comes there
and gives payment to the guard of the Cave, he will open an iron door which is
attached to the building of our fathers and the man will go down the stairs
with a lit candle in his hand and he will descent into the Cave..." Benjamin
paid the watchman because he wanted to go below, but the visit to the upper
storey was free to all,




We hear similar testimony from Rabbi Petahia of Regensberg, who visited
Hebron in 1176, From his tale it is clear that the Jews of Acre were in the
habit of visiting the Cave and knew it in detail. They warned him not to
believe that the markers in the building above were the graves of the Patriarchs,
the real tombs being in the Cave, and he paid the guard, who opened the gate

to the Cave for him.

In the last years of Crusader rule, hatred of the Jews triumphed and
they were, it seems, forbidden to enter the Cave. Rabbi Natanel the Priest
relates that, to enter the Cave, he disguised himself as an "erring one" in

other words, as a Christian pilgrim,

The Second Arab Conquest

Arab tolerance ebbed following the expulsion of the Crusaders., At
first, the Muslims were harsh only with Christians. Then their venom was

directed against Jews as well.

Rabbi Shmuel, son of Rabbi Shimunﬁ, visited the country in 1210, in the
first generation of renewed Muslim rule. He attached himself to a group of
Jewish pilgrims from Egypt led by the Rosh Golah,(Exitarch), who carried a
letter from the Caliph Mohammed., "And the man (the Rosh Golah) entered and
we could not enter.” But Rabbi Shmuel was persistent. He and two others from
the group appealed to Hatzbah (a Hebronite Jew), who helped them, presumably
by paying the guard. Rabbi Shmuel writes: "We entered in the middle of the
night when the guard came for us and we went down about twenty-four steps in
a narrow place where there is no room to go right or left and there we saw
the sanctuary. And we saw three markers and the place was six hundred years

old. And it is beside the Cave and we prostrated curselves and asked for mercy."

The traveller John of Mandeville (1336) writes that, because Christians

end Jews are as (little) important to them (the Muslims) as dogs, they say that




they cannot go into such a holy place. Another traveller, Ludolf von Sochem
(1340) tells of a different attitude: "They do not allow any Christian to enter
it (the Cave) but they permit them to pray at the entrance. They allow Jews

to enter, who in my time paid to do so." -

The right to maintain a synagogue within the Cave was not re-extended
to the Jew after the overthrow of the Crusaders. Rabbi Ovadia of Bartenura
(1488-90) says: "There is a small window in the wall before the Cave and they
say that this window goes down opposite the grave of Patriarch Abraham, and
Jews are permitted to prostrate themselves and pray at this window. But
beyond the wall before the Cave, they cannot enter, and I prayed before this

little winﬂaw.“?

Of the waqf (Muslim religious trust) of the Cave of Machpela, Rabbi
Ovadia said: "All of Hebron and its fields and property are of the Cave of
Machpela. Every day they distribute bread and cooked lentils or some other
pulse to the poor, whether the poor of Ishmael or the Jews or the uncircum-

cised, for the glory of our Father Abraham."

Muslim bigotry and dislike of Jews continued to grow, and, from the
nineteenth century until the Six-Day War, the Cave was closed to all non-

Huslims.E Jewish pilgrims of that period all testify that Jews were permitted

to go up the south atairwayg to the seventh step, to the opening in the wall

and no further. There they would pray, and throw in written pleas to the

Patriarchs.

After the Six-Day War, the Cave was opened to everyone, irrespective of
religion, and thousands of Christian tourists, also now visit it. No one will
cast doubt on the claim that the site should serve as a place of prayer for
both Jews and Muslims. Our common ancestor Abraham, purchaser of the Cave of

Marchpela, was known for his love of humanity and tolerance for his fellow-men.

Another Important difference lay
in the farm types.

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A third document discovered In
the Calro Geniza attesting to the
fact that a Jewlsh settlement near
the Cave of Machpela had actusl-
Iy existed in the 11th and 13th
centuries 1 also mentioned by the
suthor in his paper. It is stated
that this document, addressed to
Rabbl Evyatar Hakohen, head of
the Yeshiva OGeon Ya'akov, was
written by Rabbl Sa‘adya of Hebron,
who was “appointed over the Tombs
of the Patrirnchs” and lived in He-
bron in 1082, This document was
the subject of a historical study by
Dr, Joseph Braslavi who demon-
strated that the Jews of Hebron
had not only prayed in the Caves
but that some of them had been
appointed to provide services tto pil-
grims to the shrine.
