I cannot therefore accept that through our vote in the Gounci’
on 8 December Iarael has been "let down by its most trusted
friendsg". Our voting record at the United Nations shows that
we are always ready to stand up for Israel's rights and interests
and for the liiddle East peace negotiations, in circumstances
which have not always been easy for us. That will continue to
be our attitude although we cannot undertake always to vote for
you even when you are wrong.

THE WORK OF THE ERETS ISHAEL COMMITIER

A subjective assessment

Since the advent of the present Govermment, we have enjoyed a fortunate set of
cireunstances which haove ereated a favourable operational environment for the Board's
activities in support of Israsl. The sympathetic personal predispesitions of Labour
policy-makers,the fact that Britain has maintained a low Profile in the MNiddle last
because of the dominance of the super-powers in the peace-making process and the

generally improved diplomatic climate in the area, have all contributed to creating

cordial relationships between the Board and HMG. However, even within this
&nvironmenf, we have not been successful in closing the "perception gap" between

the Jewish community and British policy-makers on relatively peripheral issues such
as the politicization of U.N. Agencies. Sympathetic hearings from the Prime Minister
and Foreign Secretary have not been reflected in positive policy outputs. Abstention
has, for the most part, been preferred to confrontation, e even when the issue has
been clearly one of cynical political manipulation by the Arabs - as in the case of
the UNESCO decisions of November 197% and May '75, the W.l.0. resolution in June '75

and, most recently, the decision to grant the PLU observor status in the I.L.0.

The coming months will witness what we will perceive as a further erosion in Erituin's.
support for Israel. What are the reasons? Firstly, the Arabs are tempting Britain

into deeper economic involvement in them expfanding Arab market (for example the L
Egyptian announcement of an initial contract to buy £4L50 million worth of British

arms), an opportunity which Britain will not wish to pass up in its present econcmic
condition. This economic involvement is paralleled hy efforts to draw DBritain and

other parties into the peace-making process through a re-convened Geneva Conference.
Secondly, the cooling of relations between Israel and the United States and the

increasing American pressure on Israel must have indirect effects on Anglo=Israel

relations.

The end result of these developments will be a widening gap between British
"national interests" as perceived by HMG and the interests of Israel and,
consequently of Anglo-Jewry., Under these circumstances, the lloard will find it
increasingly difficult to bring its influence to bear in a meaningful way. We do
not have the sort of situation which exists in the United states, whw where the |
Legislative branch can be used by interest groups as a lever on the Executive branche.

In iritain, the formulation# of foreign policy is oligarchical, limited to the

Cabinet and the Foreign Office bureaucracy.

In these circumstances what targets should the EIC set itself for the coming
months? It must ensure that any influence which the Board does have should ba

used with discretion and only brought to bear on vital issues where it may have some

chance of making an impact: the Arab Boycott and the General Assembly =zession are two
such issues. Thought should be given not merely to making representations by cable,
letter or delegations, but by presenting the Govermnment with reasoned and detailed
memoranda as is the practice in the United States, Such memoranda, if of a high
enough standard, do much to enhance the credibility of the group submitting them and
help to persuade policy-makers to study the recommendations carefullve Even if such
memoranda do not always succeed in influencing policy, they force the Government into
making a detailed defence of iis mmiikix policies and thus promote a viable on-going

dialogue between the Govermment and the interest-group.

Since the boycott and the politicisation of the U,N. are the dwo issues looming on I
the horizon, I would suggest that serious consider.tion bhe given to the drafting of

NEXT THURSDAY the electorate will
be asked lo express ils view on con-
Yinued British membership in the Euro-
pean Economic Community.

"Dear Yigal

Harold and I were most grateful for the very full
account from you, which Gideon Rafael has passed on to us,
of the circumstances in which the latest round of negotiations
broke down this last weekend. We were of course extremely
disappointed to learn of the breakdown and earnestly hope
that it will prove to be only a temporary set-back.

Uther ways of pursuing the search for peace in the
Niddle East must now be urgently sought. The role of the
United States will continue to be absolutely indispensable
and I was relieved to hear from Henry Kissinger when he
passed through London that he is as determined as ever to
look for ways of making progress, I very much hope that all
the parties in the area will be equally determined to continue
to look for a peaceful solution in the weeks ahead. We, like

you, are making our own assessment of the situation and we
will keep in touch.

I know that Harold has sent You & separate message
about the death of your elder brother, 1 add my sincere
sympathy at this time.
