(n Wednesday February 2lst it has been decided to devote the
meeting at the Royal Socisty of Arts to Parliament Looks at Israel, (see
the enclosed card) The meeting on Hefugees has been postponed for the
moment. The speakers will include Mr. Reginald Paget, M.P., member of
the recent Labour Group visit to Israel and an old friend of Israel; MNr.
John Biggs-Davisen, M.P., Conservative M.P. for Chigwell, and the newly-
created Baroness Birk, who has just returned from Israel. This meeting
should complement the carefully judiecial and forthright lecture given by
Professor Goodhart on 24th January, which will be published shortly.

e A R R
Clearly Anglo-Israel and Anglo-liddle East relations are now .
at a turning point, in view of Government Policy in the Gulf, the
Security Council Resolution, and the eppointment of lr. Jarring as U.N. .
Mediator. Apart from the recurring outbreak of violence between Arasbs

and Israelis at different points (during which Isxael has lost 21 killed
and 76 wounded, while infiltrators and saboteurs have lost 45 killed and
35 wounded since the Six Day War) there appears to be a political deadlock
on the main issues which affect Israel's security, namely new frontiers, .
freedom of shipping, the refugee problem and the cancellation of the
economic boycott. In a word, neither side seems to have faith in the
United Nations, even when they appoint such a distinguished mediator as
Ambassador Jarring of Sweden. According to Professor Goodhart, Israel
has every reason to suspect the U.N., but nobody can accuse the U.N. of
not being helpful to the Arabs, It would be a trogedy if no alternative
attempt at a political settlement was found posaible.

(If you would like
to be keptinformed of the aetivities of this group, please let Mrs. Benson
know. ) Dr. Carlebach has been looking at the Youth Aliyah organisation .
and Dr. Dayan will be studying the scope of pathologieal services in Israel.
le are now considering the awardsfor 1968/9 Wyndham Deedes Scholarships.
