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For the Government ef Iesrael, and for all its citizons of every
faith, this is a unique occasion and one that deserves to be unigquely
headed.

On 27 June 1967, virtually on the morrow of the reunification of
Jerusalem, the Knesset, Israel's Parliament, passed by unanimous veote
a law io safeguard the Holy Placoe of the Holy City and to guarantee

free access to them, The law was brought into immediate effect,

In terms of this law, Jerusalam's Holy Flaces , and, with them,
ite many Churches, are entitled to and have been enjoying an inviolate
status of reaspect and reverence,; ecach under its own effective
dispeneation and management, and with the full and benevolent interest
and cooperation of the competent agencies of the Government of Tarael
and of the City Council.

As & token and an expression of this interest and cooperation,
and in sincere mutual goodwill, the Government of Israel and the
Churches of Jerusazlem decided in unison to take the steps necessary
to make good the damage suffered by Christian religious edifices in
the Holy City during these sad, past, years of strife, On the streng%h
of that decision, agreements hsve been signed whereunder the
Government of Isrmel has undertalken to pay to the churches the sums
necessary for the repeir of those edifices, damaged as a result of
war, whatever the source of that damage. The monies thus made
available to the Churches are today underwriting the cost of the
extensive work of reconditioning that has begun.

We may, thersfore, hope thet, in the nearest future, the ugly
scare of conflict and clash will be healed and Jarusalem will once
again, as befits its history and the universal veneration in which
it is held, be a Capital unmarred and of shining glory.
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On 27 June 1967, Prime Minister Levi Eshkel, in his Office in
Jerusalem, Welcomed forty—one rsligious leaders, including Israel's
two Chief Rabbis, ‘he Greek-Orthodox, Latin and Armenian Patriarchs and
the Crand Mufti of Jerusalem. He addressed them as follows:

L]

’I warmly greet you, leaders and representatives of the religious
communities of the Land, here in Jerusalem, the capital of Israel.

It is my pleasure to inform you that the Holy Places in Jerusalem
are now open to all who wish to worship at them-members of all faiths,
without discrimination. The Government of Israel has made it a
cardinal principle of its policy to preserve the Holy FPlaces, to
ensure their religious and universal character, and to guarantee free
access, Through regular consultation with you. Heads of the commu-
nities, and with those designated by you, at the appropriate levels,
for this purpoee, we will continue to maintain this policy and to see
that it is most faithfully carried out. In these consultations, I
hope that you will feel free to put forward your proposals, since the
aims that I have mentioned are, I am certain, aims that we share in
common. Zvery such proposal will be given full and sympathetic consid-
ration.

It is our intention to entrust the internal adminisgtration and
arrangements of the Holy Places to the religious leaders of the
communities to which they respectively belong: the tasl of carrying out
all necessary procedures is in the hands of the Minister of Religious
Affairs.

From the horrors of a war openly launched to obliterate the State of
Israel a situation has emerged that is full of hope and of almost
unlimited possibilitiss for the peoples of our region-given the will,
on all sidee, to cast away the rancours of the past and start building
together for a better future,

The God-sent oppertunity thus given us must not be forfeited. Many
of us, in different walks of life, will feel called upon to do our
part in attaining that harmony and brotherhood which are so essential
to & peaceful settlemont of Israel-Arab diffeorences.

Surely the desire for peace and 2 better life for humanity i= common
to the spirit of all the great religions represented here.

In reply, His Beatitude Benedictos, the CGreek-Orthodox Patriarch
said:

n
We have heard with pleasure of the free access to gll holy sites and

we deeply appreciate your kind words... I believe that I speak on
behalf of all my brothers and fellow-leaders here tonight if I say
that we are pleased with the behaviour of the Israel Army. All of ite
men have shown us kindness and a willingness to serve us. Zverybody
has displayed respect for the Holy Places and churches... As religious
leaders, it is our duty to beseech God Almighty to grant us peace,
Jjustice and freedem to worship... We are happy and grateful that the
Israel Army has respected the Holy City, our convents, churches and
pur religicus institutions. Let us hope and pray that God will

bestow His peace and goodwill upon all of us."

74 Israel casualties were direct result of restraint

FL’JR eight hours on the mnight of
June 6 last year, the Hinnom
Vallcy was lit by fire consuming the
massive leaden roof of the Dormition
Abbey on Mount Zion. In the morning,
anly the skeleton of the conleal struc-
ture remained. The lead plates which
covered it had completely melted, the
molten metal running down the drain
pipes or hanging from the sides of the
building like wax from a dripping
candle,

The Dormition fire, caused by a
Jordanian shell, was the most specta-
cular instance of damage to church
roperty in Jerpsalem during the Six
My War, In the 18 monlhs since then,
the roof, and most other war deamages
in the cily have been repaired, but &
Fﬂldehnnk to Christian aites in Jerusa-
e wolilld have to be rovised signifi-
eantly to-include the physical changes
which have taken place since the war.

Most of the changes have oceurred
in npno-man's-land and on its fringes
whore Israeli and Jordanian soldiers
faced each other for 19 years. Some
property which had been inaceessible
Bince 1948 ja aguin in the hands of
the churches which are busy cleaning
off the debris of CLhe decades and
resloring the bulldings to use. Other
puch Serelict property has bheen com-
pletely razed to make way for a park
around the Old City Walls, providing
Jerusalem with oneé of it8 most im-
pregsive settings,

Damage to ecclesinstleal property in
the war itself was remarkably amall,
considering the hifter artillery duels
nnd strest fizhting that swirled for 48
hoprs around the hollest sites in Chris-
tendom. It is all the more amazing
gince the infantry and tank ‘Battles
weora fought entirely on the Eastern
gide of the city, where the great majo-
rity of holy sites are localed. M=gr,
Abrahmo Frescht, president of the Pon-
tifien] Ajd Organization, reported - in
Bome following o wvisit to Jerpsalem
fmmedintely after the war that damage
“wog ro minimal it hardly seems pos-
Eible there was a fierce house-to-holwse
fight."

One of the principal reasona for the
relatively light damage was that while
Jordanian artillery from the first hour
of the war opencd a genernl bhombard-
ment that reached every corner  of
Jewish Jerusnlem, the Jsraeli response
was puided by tactical, not punitive,
purposes, The Isracll artillery and mor-

tar concentrated on purely military
targety such as the Miviar Hill and
Ammunition Hill, They were used in
mixed civillan-military areas only to
aoften them up immediately prior to an
infantry attack. Thus only a few sec-
thons of Hasl Jerusalem were hit—oprin-
gipally the henvily fortified area around
the American Colony Hotel, where Is-
raeli paratroopers made their major
breakthrough; and the strategically
dominant Mount of Olives,

Some parts of East Jerusalem — the
Nublus Hoad amdl Wadi Joz aredas
were hit by Jordanian mertars trying to

halt the parstroopers after the broak-
through.
The Ol City ltself was off lmits to

Israell artillery and mortars for two days
despite heavy Jordanian small arms and
morkr fire from within the walls. (Le-
glin mortar positions were even found on
the Temple Mount.) This restraint which
spared the bolle of the Christinn and Maos-
lem holy places was to cost the Israclis
& price which oan bhe rockoned ot 24
paratroopers killed and about 50 wounded.

Twelve of the paratroopérs wers kill-
ed and 30 wounded by Legitonnairea fir-
ing from the parapets of the wall be-
tween Damasous and Lion's Gatea dug-
ing the siege of the Old City on June 6.

The open parapets could probably have
been swept clear by shelling — If it
were permitted. The otheér casualtice
weore guffered juet prior Lo the final
nasault.

It was on the morning of June 7
as the paratroopera poised to break im,
that shellfire was tinally called down
upon o portion of the Old City itself.
The barrage, which lasted 10 minutes,
was limited to the Moslem Quarteér, the
area  immadiately behind Lion's Gate
through which the paralroopers were
to mnttaeck. The moagues on the Temple
Mount and the Holy Sepulehre Church

were salfely outside the sirike zone
However, in atlempting to avoid an
overshoot of the tiny targel aroi

which would hit the Temple Mount to
the 8outh, the Isrmell mortarmen crred
in the other direction.

The initinl Israeli salvos fell about 1
yards north of the target area. The shells
eaploded squarely in the midst of a para-
troop  battalion deployed opposite  the
north wall of the city betwesn the Roecle-
feller Musenm amd the Schmhll  Scehoal,
killing 12 amd wounding st least n soors
befure the range was shifted.

The sheélling of the Moslem Qunrier
stunned its defenders, most of whom
Inid down their arms a8 the Tsraeli
troops burat in, In the Christion Quunr-
ter, which was spared the shelling,
there was still resistance severnl hours
after the break-in and the Israclis
suffered a number of dead and wound-
ed. Beveral Legiondaires were killed. in
small arms skirmishes on the Temple
Mount. No paratroopers were hit in
these actions and damige {o the mos-
ques wna neglisible.

TOMPENSATION totalling ILS millipn

' has so far been paid by the Israeli
Governmant to 15 churches and rell-
gions orders for damage sustained by
22 church-owned properties in both Elast
and West Jernsalem. A few claims lor
relatively minor amounts are still out-
standing.

The compensation was pabl withoul re-
gard for which side cawsed the damage as
“a matter of national responsibility,” ac-
cording to vl Terls of the Justice Minis-
try, who condocted the negotintions.

Appraisal of the damage waia made
by Jerusilem arcnitect wmd planner Fe-
lix Darmell who had served during World
War II as an officer in the Monuments,
Fine "Arts and Archives section of the
British Militury Governmoent, Compared
to Lhe domage to churches he had wit-
negsed in Morope, Mr. Darnell said the

finitesimal,” Much «of it consisted of
broken windows and chipped mascnry,
easily repalrable.

The most heavily damaged chureh in
the Six Day War was 5t Anne's just
inside Lion's Gate. Standing on Lhe Lras
ditional birthplace of Mary, the church
dates from the Crusader perviod. Shells,
probably from heavy mortars, crashed
through the roof and badly damaged
the intericy. The French Government,
which owne the church, declined to
make w cloim for damages. “We don't
need vour monevy,” a French Consular
official reportedly explained to an Is-
rechi offigial.

Also declining to ask for compensa-
tion wns the Young Men's Christian
Asgocintion on Nablus Road, which drew
point-biank tonk and small arme fire
when Legion snipers on the upper stories
engaged the parntroopers moving down
Nablus Hond

Claims met

Most of the damaged churches in Jeru-
aalemi, howeover, did pat in a claim with
the Israell Government which was met
to their satiafuction. One compensation
ngreement, in foct, was too satisfaclory
for the church involved, The (White)
Russion Eoilealaaticn]l Mission, in oarry-

ing out repair work, found that the
cost wns one-third less than the total
agrecd Lo by the Israell Government
and actordingly reduced its claim. Tha
church tower, the most prominent fen-

ture on the Mount of Olives, had been
neatly hit on each of ita six landings,
probably the work of some tank gun-
ner noting its ideal sullability for a
mortar obsarver. The G-ton bell in the
tower, which had been brought from
Fussin and dragged from Jaffa by Rug-
ginn womon pilgrims, wns undamaged.

I was very surprised at reading your letter of July 5§,
1967 (File N° 80/67, NB "A"), concerning a building we owned
on Seleiman Road, Let me therefore state a few facts, and
draw the logical consequences.

1) On June 22, 196T, by letter Prot. 119/67, I requested
the Ministry of Religious Affairs to give us back the two pro-
perties we owned on S#leiman Road: the building formerly used
as a Boys School, and the garden of St, Savior's Convent. As
it appears from the photostatic copy attached hereto.

2) The building, which you deseribe as "in a dangerous
state", was on the contrary in excellent condition. To this
all can vouch, including the engineer of the Municipality. And
we have pictures to prove it. There was not a single crack in
the structure; only five or six tiles of the roof were broken,
and a few window panes and some wall plaster had fallen off in .
the rooms. The wrecking crew had to work for two full days,
using extremely powerful charges of dinamite to bring it down,
And after the second day, part of the building was still stan-
ding. The dinamite used to destroy this very strong and well
preserved costruction caused more damage to our convent and
church,; than all the shooting and shells of the three days
war for the capture of Jerusalem. Am enclosing a list of the
damage caused to our property by said destruction.

3) On July 2, 1967, at exactly 12.21, a frightful explo-
sion destréyed part of the front part of our school on Soleiman
Road. Later that day, and next day, other charges of dinamite
continued the destruction.

4) On July 5, 1967, the Mayor of Jerusalem "on behalf of
the Municipal Council" wrote a letter to the "Franciscan Con-
vent", reguesting us to demolish our building on Soleiman Road,
and thereatening penalty and fines il we did not comply. This
was three deyvs after the Municipality, by unilateral decision,

had destroyed our propertyl..
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
