When and where does it meet?

The full commission gathers once a
year for several days, rotating the
meetings among the three areas rep-
resented. The annual meetings are
closed to the media and public and
are reported in a quarlerly magazine
published b}r the commission.

This veur's meeting was held in

London March 23-25. The program,

underscoring the importance the
British attach to the group, included
dinner with Prince Philip, a recep-
tion with Prime Minister Margaret
Thatcher and speeches by former
Prime Minister James Callaghan and
Foreign Secretary Lord Carrington,

Who finances the commission?

The North American share of the
current three-year budget totals 1.67
million doellars. OF this, 5644000
comes [rom foundations, $330,000
from corporations, 220,000 from in-
dividuals and $584,000 from invest-
ment income. The Rockeleller name
is conspicuous on the list of donors:
£180,000 from the Rockefeller
Brothers Fund, $100,000 from the
Rockefeller Foundation, $150,000
from David Reckeleller's personal
funds. There is no government mon-
ey involved.

How are members of the commis-
sion chosen?

An 11-member American execu-
tive committee nominales candi-
dates for the North American delega-
Hon. Nominatons are made on the
basis of interest in international af-
fairs but with an attempt to strike a
balance nmong areas of the country
and professions.

Who serves on the commissicn?

Among the 76 U.S. members are §
congressmen, 3 stale and local gow.
ernrment officials, 17 businessmen, 13
academicians, 7 bankers and finan-
cierg, 10 officials of nonprofit organi-
zations and institutes, 7 lawvers, 4
trade-union officials, 3 journalists or
media executives and 1 representa-
tive of agriculture interests. Commis-
sion members who join the executive
branch of government must resign,
but they often rejoin when their offi-
cial service ends.

What about conspiracy charges?

George Bush, who resigned from
the organization in 1978, says: “To
sugeest that those that belong Lo the
commnission . . . are invelved in a con-
spiracy is absurd" Reagan lovalist
Weinberger, who deseribes himself
a5 “wery conservative,” says "the Tri-
lateral Commission is performing a
very valuable service in strengthen-
ing ties between the US and our
natural allies.”

How influential is the commission
in shaping government policy?

Its vpice is undoubitedly heard. Be-
sides Carter, former Trilateralists in-
elude Viee President Mondale, Sec-
retary of State Cyrus Vance,
Secretary of Defense Hirold Brown
and Brzezinski—the entire foreign-
policy and national-securily team.

Still, foreign-affairs experts make
this argument: The policies pursued
by the Carter administration have
produeced resulls that conflict with
the commission’s goals of closer coop-
eration ameng the non-Communist
industrial regions and between this
group and the Third World, Rels-
tions bebween the U.S. and its indus-
trinkized allies, these experts say,
have frayed seriously over the past
three years, and ties with a number
of Third World nations—such as
Iran—have rarely been worse,

In connection with your June 6, 1980 meetine with Ceorpe Mranklin, Coordinator [ )
of the Trilateral Cormission, you have asked for backeround information about the
Commission and rFranklin and have inguired specifically whether any of their activities
are or have been of direct concern to the ADL,

The bottom-line answer is that althoush we have had some past involverment with
David dockefeller, Chairman of the ‘hase !lanhattan Sank (sce Attachments A), who crestad
the Trilateral Oormission, the Commission qua Cormission, has not directly collided
with the ADL or the american Jewish community on issues of priority concern to the
agency or the community. That, however, is an over-simple and one-dimensional response
%o the guestions you pose and does not tell the whole story.

In reality, the Trilateral Commission, like the Council on Foreign Relations (in
which David Rockefeller is also influential) and some other institutions of the foreizn
policy "establishment" in the U.S,. is drawn from elements and espouses viewnoinis in
the American politico-sconomic power structure that are in hasic conflict with the
~diddle «“ast concerns we in ADL share with the rest of the Jewish community and with
other friends of Israel, The "Trilateralists" and like-minded elements in the foreign
policy "corunity” perceive American self-inter=st in the Middle East in terms of =
accommodation to the drabs in general and Saudi Arabia in particular. We, on the E
other hand, see the natiomal interest as best served by strong support for Israel
as America's only truly reliable friend in the area.

Trilateralism, Carter and the liddle Zast

The Trilateral Commission is a major -- perhaps the major -- ideological well-
spring from which has emerged today's "conventional wiscom" about the iddle -ast
trat is heavily reflected in the policies of the Carter Administration toward Israel,
Saudi Arabia and the Palestinians, not to mention to the PID,

The basic policy framework was set forth in various articles and speeches
by Zbigniew Erzezinski during 197h, 1975 and early 1976 when 3rzezins'< was serving °
as Lirector of the Trilateral Commission althourh the articles did not bear re
Commission's own irmprimatur. (A major Srzezinsid article on the Middle iast, puplished
in the Summer, 1975, issue of Forsirn Policy marazine, has all the earmarks of a
study prepared under Trilateral Cormiscion ausplces: Zrzezinski's colleapues and
co-authors were a Zuropean, Francois Duchene, who has participated in one published
study by the Trilateral Jormission, and “ichi Saeki, a Japanese, Trilateral studies :
always are produced by such teams -- one .lorth American, one uropesn and one Japanese.

The basic !'iddle tast apzroach espoused by Zrzezinsikd in his 197L-1976 articles
an. speeches wast 1) the notion that a "comprehensive" settlement of the Arab-Israsli
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was both urgently necessary and possible (in contrast to rdssinger's step-by-step
approach); 2) the notion that the Arab Falestinian issue is the crux of the conflict
(rather than Arasb and 210 intransigence); 3) The concept that territorial (and othrer)
concessions by Israel were essential, especially with respect to the West Bank, Gaza,
and probably Jerusalem; L) the esiavlishment of an Arab Palestinian "entity" or state
in the territories manetioned was necessary for an overall settlament; and, 5) that

a U.S. guaranty for such a settlement would probably be necessary and that a parallel
Soviet guaraniy would be desirablc if Moscow was willing,

These were the major aspects of the Carter Administration's !Middle Fast nolicy
as it emerged during the early months of 1977. This apuroach reached its climax
and in most respects was embodied in the UsS.=3oviet Joint Declaration of October 1, 1377,
The Declaration, however, caused a furor and set in motion the chain of events that
produced 3adat's visit to Jerusalem, the Sadat-Berin talks, and forced the Middle
Eagt negotiations into a bi-lateral framework with the U.3. as a mediator (and vpset
the Carter Administration's "comprehensive" acproach,) The process led to the Camp
David accords and eventually to the Zgyptian-Israeli Peace Treaty.,

It is worth remenbering, however, that durine much of the process, the U.S,
consistently tilted toward the Arab (Sadat) side and.that even while the process
toward the bi-lateral treaty was roing forward, Drzezinsld sirove desperately to
develop an ideological and theoretical basis for reconciling bi-laterals tallks
with the Administration's quest for a "comprehensiva™ settlement; his effort
resulted in his so-called concept of "econcentric circles" -- the bi-lateral peace
effort broadening out to wider circles in the dircetion of a "comerehensive" settlemens,

To a disturbing degree, the Prgzezinsic dppreach” remains the Carter Administration's
“basic ideast policy, and the Erzezinski apsroach reflects the Trilateral Cormission's
concerns for secure oil supplies for the UdSey Western zurope and Japan and thus

the impertance of Saudi Arabia as one of the "new influentials" on the world scene --

In short, if the Trilateral Commission did not in fact write the entive U.S.
Middle zastern policy of the vears since 1977, that policy reflects basic Trilateralist
thinking, The 1link between the Trilateral Cormission and the Carter Administration
is Zbigniew Ergzezinski, if not Jimmy Carter himself. Brazezinsiki was an original
Trilateralist; Jimwy Carter became a member long before he took the oath of office
as Fresident, and in any case, Srzezinsid was his rain "tuter" on foreign affairs,

The Trilateral Commission: Brief History and Overview J

The Trilateral Commission was launched in July, 1973, pursusnt to an idea
enunciated on several occasions during 1972 by Lavid Rockefeller himself, Its basie
aim is to promote cooperation and harmony among the industrialized democracies of
orth America, Vestern Zurope and Japan -- hence the trilateral concepts It seeks
Jointly to approach the problems confronting these *rilateral nations to promote
free trade, the free flow of capital and the elirination of barriers thereto, The
idea of trilateralism vas advanced by David Hockefeller at a time of growing and
increasingly serious economic strains among the industrialized democracies of the
three geographical areas.

“hile the focus of the Trilateral Commission is primarily economic, iks interests
and work, as noted, have inevitable political rapifications, as in the Middle Fast.
The Commission reflected, and reflects, Rockefeller's underlying belief that governnents
and political leaders are not necessarily the instruments best-siited for generating the
changes, reforms and adjustments necessary for "trilateral" harrony and cooperation

and for accormodating the needs of the Third and Fourth Worlds and defusing the ,-)
revolutionary forces at work there. :

In fockefeller's own words (Attachment B, Wall Street Journal, ipril 30, 1ot0),

Attachment C) have been focused on thendislceations-in.the'morld'eﬁonpmi stemiing
from tne Arab and OF:iC oil production and pricing policies since 1973 and the monetary
imbalances resulting from the massive transfer of wealth to the Arzb oil-producing
states, ecpecially the need to "recycle" these petrodollars to oil-irporting nations,’
especialiy the poverty-stricken. Thus the Trilateral Comrisczion has produced studies
aimed at renovating such institutions as the International llonetary "und to meet the
new protlems, to find ways of aiding lesser-developed countries, to deal with
tiorth (rich,= outh (poor) trade relations, to exrand rice production, to work out

preblems invelvinz the Law of the 3ea, and a varisty of other relevant and pressing
challenges confronting tihe Trilateral nations.

The work of the Trilateral Commizgion is funded by various foundations, by corrorat
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and by a certain very few individuals -- David Hockefeller, Ceorge Franklin and
David Fackard (retired from hewlett-Packard) amoni them,

Among the Cormissinn's corporate supporters ar: some with heavy interests and
involvement in the Arab world: the Zank of America,which suprorts the Cormission
through the Bankimerica “oundation; Eechtel Foundation and Pechiel Fower Corporation;
Caterpillar Tractor; Zxxon; Standard Cil of California; and Time Inc. (see Attacheent
D for full list of Trilateral Commission supoorters., )

The North American membership roster of the Cormission is drawn fron the business,
professional and academic elites and ineludes former government officials and sitting
members of the Youse and Senate.

kxtremists of the Far Right and Far Ieft who espouse the conspiracy-theory-of-hiciom
view the Trilateral Commission and the “ockefellers as the core of a plot to contr
the U.5. Government. The Far ieft says the liockefellers and the Trilateralists are a
corspiracy of "big business,”" the "multi-national corporations" and/or "the military-
incustrial complex" while the Far Hipht views them as "the Insiders" plotiing to
surrender U.S. sovereignty to a "world povernment! that would be controlled by Noscow.
While such fantasiec are predictable from these sources, it i1s nevertheless a fact
‘that Jimmy Carter's assoclation with the Trilateral Commisc-ion and with srzezinski
and fockefeller personally helpea to catapult him from the status of a relatively
obscure Southern political fipure to the national scene as an eventially successiul
candidate for Fresident. It is also obvious that he has drawn heavily on Trilateral
Commission members for a substantial number of his major aprointees.

All this would not be esvecially noteworthy -- where else does a President
look for talent to staff an Administration than to experinced members of the
"Establisrment"-- but in 1976 Carter carpairmed as an "anti-Washincton" candidate
and an "outsider," Scme, perhaps many, liberals ani left-liberals who supported
him then as some kind of "anti-EZstablishment" Soutbern "pooulist" have in the
last four years eXperienced a sense of disillusion, if not betrayal, Many of
these will probably be found this year in the John Anderson camps The irony, as
can be noted from the Trilateral Commission's 1list of American members, is that
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Rep, John Anderson himself is a merber of the ‘rilateral Commission - one of
only four Representatives out of L35 wro is a Commission member,

fockefeller himself also visited. rresident Fixon privately on the very day

defunct, an interiever askeds "Tou have always favored a Separate Palestinian
state.

The Chase Bank is a depository for billions in Arab, especially Saudi and
~Uwaiti petrodollars ans is one of perhaps a half-dozen tor U.S. banks favored by



the Arabs, does extensive business witi the Arabs and has a larpe number of branches
in Arab countries.

The Chase bank votes the Rockefeller family's shares in Exxon,"the family being
Exxon's larrest single stockholder as it is in the Chase Bank itseif. Chase is the
second largest stockholder in Mobil. =acton and Mobil are two of the four Ameriecan
oil company partners in the Arabian-American Uil Co, (ARAMQ0), the other partmers
being Standard Cil of California and Texaco -~ and the hincdom of Saudi Arabia.
There is reportedly substantial interlocking of _x:on and ¥obil directors.

George Franklin

Franklin, as noted, is the former director of the Council on Foreign felations
and presently serves as Cocrdinator for the Trilateral Commission.

*ranklin was David Rockefeller's ccllere roormmate and is married to a first
cousin of David Jockefeller. He left the CFR in 1970 during a pericd of internszl
conflict there. Also as noted, Franklin and David hockefeller are two of the four
individual financial supporters of the Trilateral Cormission, but whether he (or
Lavid hockefeller, for that matter) are "current" or "former" sucporters of the
Commission is not known. It can be speculated that they at the very least put up
the initial seed money to get the Trilateral Cormission started,
