As the Lebanon operation increased in scope, it occurred to me that it
would be apprap?féte for Israel, when hostilities have subsided, to
offer to participate substantially in a multinational fund which would
help rehabilitate the population of Lebanon. This would be s good
humanitarian act; in addition, hopefully this and other efforts will

help to bring about a stable and strong Lebanese government.

This initiative should not come from Israel, but rather Israel should
encourage the United States Government to project such a multinational
fund, with Israel at the appropriate moment offering to partic!ﬁate.

This fund should have the participation of voluntary agencjes as well

as governments. |t should be a people-to-people, ecumenical, humanitarian

enterprise,

The projected fund should be meaningful — somewhere between half a billion
to a billion dollars. Israel should offer to participate with a substantial
sum — e.g., $100 million — even if her own costs of the war are being

estimated between 5600 million and possibly 51 billien.

From the United States' point of view, it would be an appropriate political
response. Israel would have to time its announcement to remove any
attribution of guilt for the Lebanon operation, and in order to give the
proper humanitarian construction for her gesture.

effort, giving recognition to Israel's role and providing for Diaspora

Jewish community support, not only will a great humanitarian act be achieved,
but the Jewish people will be more united — and hopefully will result also

in greater amounts of cash.

It is necessary to distinguish today between emergency relief and long-
term rehabilitation. The former is a1feady attracting immediate mass
organizational responses. | believe that it is important to plan without
delay a long-term program which is sufficiently imaginative in scope of
participation and resources to achieve the desired objectives and attract
the attention of the world.

Dougherty Supports Israel’s Actions to Free Lebanon

Mr. Speaker, 1 rise to express my
dismay and shock at the comments
made by some Members of this body
and the other body relating to the Is-
raeli move into Lebanon.

Mr. Speaker, these apologists for the
PLO and diplomatic ineptness do not
want to recognize the reality of the
world in which we live. The Syrian oc-
cupation of Lebanon was an insult to
those who believe in a free Lebanon.
Syria never recognized the existence
of Lebanon as a nation, never sent an
Ambassador to Beirut.

The tolerance of the Syrian occupa-
tion of Lebanon by the United States
was part of a charade in diplomacy.

Mr. Speaker, the removal of the
Syrian forces from Lebanon can only
be seen as a positive move to peace
and stability in that nation.

Mr. Speaker, the PLO are rank ter-
rorists, brutal, willing executioners of
innocent people. Their presence in
Lebanon was a presence by force. By
what right can the PLO demand
standing among people of good will?
By what right can the PLO demand to
negotiate with the United States?

They cannot, Mr. Speaker, and the
Israelis have done themselves and the
world a favor by removing them from
Lebanon and hopefully from the
world.

Mr., Speaker, last July, I and three
other Members of this body stood in
an Israeli observation post at Metulla
on the Lebanese border with Israel. As
we stood there talking with Mayor
Haddad, the PLO initiated an artillery
barrage on a Christian village in South
Lebanon.

When one has been there, when one
has stood on the border as I have, and
seen this tragedy firsthand, then and
only then can one come to one conclu-
sion: The Israelis would be out of their
minds to tolerate the continued pres-
ence of the PLO and their supporters,
the Syrians, in South Lebanon.

Mr. Speaker, a diplomatic policy
based on the tacit recognition of a
status in Lebanon that included an ac-
ceptance of Syrian occupation forces,
a diplomatic policy based on the tacit
recognition of a status for Lebanon
that included a recognition that the
United Nations forces in Lebanon were
neither willing nor able to stop the
PLO, 2 diplomatic policy based on the
tacit recognition of a status for Leba-
non that included the “turn our back”
syndrome while the PLO launched at-
tacks, terrorist attacks, on innocent
people in Israel was a policy that invit-

ed the Israelis to do what they did, a
policy lacking in realism or any hope
of resolution of this issue.

Perhaps now the diplomats will recog-
nize that Israel will no longer tolerate
being the whipping boy for an inept
Western policy for the Middle East.

It is my hope and my belief that Is-
rael’s action will bring stability, self-
government and peace to the people of
Lebanon and, God willing peace to the
people of Northern Israel who live on
the border with Lebanon.

HIS IS THE moment of truth for Yasser Ara-
fat, chairman of the PLO. He is, or last night
he still was, with his men, having just been photo-
graphed carrying a gun in Beirut. Such of his forces
as hﬂd survived sat in a tightening ring held by the
lsraeli army and the Lebanese Christian militias.
The Israelis were allowing speculation to mount on
whether they would wait out Mr. Arafat’s possible
breakout, escape or surrender, or try to kill or cap-
ture him in order to complete the decimation of the
“terrorist infrastructure” in Lebanon.
The isolation of the PLO is awesome. Every one
of its Arab friends has abandoned it, politically as
well as militarily. So indifferent are most of them, or

. so distracted by the larger twin threats of I[ranian

imperialism end Islamic fundamentalism that the
usual litany of threats against Israel and the United
States is simply not being recited. Syria, the patron
best situated to help, last week put its own interests
first. The Soviet Union waited until the PLO was all
but gone before expressing concern—in terms offer-
ing no relief. Other states, though alarmed by Is-
rael’s thrust, have shrugged at the impact on an or-

ization known after all for its contempt for

and for its terror.

The most telling sign of PLO isolation is that so
few people anywhere have mourned the thousands
of civilians, Palestinians and Lebanese killed and
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wounded in the Israeli attack. True, the PLO uses -

civilian cover. But Israel has fired indiscriminately,
kept the United Nations and Red Cross from minis-

tering to survivors and even ousted Palestiniam doe--
tors from hospitals as “FLO.” The United States, -

though it has offered humanitarian aid, has done
nothing one can detect to soften Israel's crueities to

civilians. Captured Palestinian soldiers, meanwhile,

are falling under Israel's longtime policy of denying
PLO soldiers the formal protections of the Geneva
POW code.
