MIEE SMARTT

Today the Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, takes his peace plan to
Spain - a plan which calls for Palestinian elections in the occupied
territories. In Britain Mr Shamir got only qualified support from Mrs
Thatcher. In short the Prime Minister told him to tal% to the Palestinians
direct and to swap territory for peace - both are things Israel refuses to do.
Hell in a moment I°11 be talking to Faisal Aweidah, the PLO's representative
in London but first the background from Peter Mayne:

Mr Shamir's peace plan offers elections for Palestinian representatives who
would then negotiate some form of self-rule for the West Bank and Gaza Strip.
The PLO opposes this. It wants intermational supervision for any settlement.
After his meetings with Sir Geoffrey Howe and Mrs Thatcher, Mr Shamir said
yesterday that he thought be'd received some measure of British support:

YITZHAK SHAMIR
I have not the impression that the answer of Mrs Prime Minister, Mrs Thatcher,

was pegative. She accepted our initiative and she said that it is a sign of
Progress.

PETER MAYNE
But Mrs Thatcher said the plan offered no magic solution. The oroposals
nesded more detail and she stressed the need for immediate progress. She also

suggested Israel should be prepared to give up territory and talk to the
Palestinians.

dritish relations with the PLO have improved recently. The Foreign Office
Minister, William Waldegrave, went to Tunis to meet the PLD Chairman, Yasser

Arafat, last January. But Mr Shamir re-affirmed that Israel would not talk to
the PLO.

YITZHAK SHAMIR

We don't want to negotiate with them because their main demand is to get a
Palestinian State and we don't accept it because we are convinoed that the
existence of the State of Israsl will not be possible if there will ke [al
Palestinian State.

PETER MAWNE

Well at the emergency Summit meeting of the Arab Leagque which opened in
Casablanca last night, the PLO will be presenting its own peace proposals for
the occupied territories.

MIKE SMARTT
Well Joining me now is Faisal Aweidah, the representative of the PLO here in
London.

Mr Aweidah, bhow do you interpret what Mes Thatcher had to say yesterday after
she'd seen Prime Minister Shamir?

FAISAL AWEIDAH

[ believe she has told him that what he has as a plan is not sufficient. He
has to go further to talk to the Palestinians and he has to bring samething
more acceptable where peace can be made possible.  what he has, in my kelief,
15 not a plan of peace really and Mrs Thatcher made it clear that it must go
beyond just talking [ think.




MIKE SMARTT
But has she accepted the crinciple of what Mr Shamir had to say?

FAISAL AWEIDAH
I believe she acospred the idea that he has a plan but that plan is not
aufficient to make peace.

MIKE SHARTT
And totally rejected By you?

FALSAL AWEIDAH

Definitely it's rejected by us because it does not give the Palestinians
anything and if you recall what.bhe said yesterday on television, that even
when he was asked that those elected would be PLO representatives anywavy, he
said before they will be elected they will have to accest the conditions,
which means it's mothing of an election. It's a 'whip' (?) election I call it
and it doesn't call for any peace.

MIXE SMARTT

Of course the United States Secretary of State Baker was much more forthright
than Mrs Thatcher. What do comments like his and Mrs Thatcher - what chance
do they have of making Shamir think again?

FAISAL AVEIDAH

I think they will make him think again quite soon too because when the United
States makes its position so clear as Mr Baker said it, coming along from Mrs
Thatcher that she wants something more viable - she wants talks with the
Palestinians — I think Shamir have no alternative but to come amnd acospt these
due proposals from the British and the Americans. Otherwise he is ona limb
by his owm.

MIEE SMARTT
Isn't thers a danger that in fact they may have the opposite effect and
further entrench the Israelis®

FAISAL AWEIDAH

I don't think they can be entrenched more than they are already. They have
been doing everything possible to stop the intifada. ‘They have been doing
everything possible to challenge internaticnal public opinion but now when the
United States and Britain come forthwhile and demand something to be dope
peacefully I think the Israelis will only have to accept.

WTHE SMARTT
how you're going to put your own peace initiative to the Arab League mesting
in Casablanca today. Can vou tell me what that will contain?

FATSAL N’!EEIDA!_;[

I would say generally it will have ideas of election supervised by a multi-
national Fforce or internaticnal. We call for the election as a part and
parcel of the peace process but this election has nothing to do with the West
Bank itself. It has to do with electing cur members, deputies in the BNC,
which we have 186 there. Such mambers do not have the right to negotiate on
bethalf of the Palestinians.

MIKE SMARTT
But what kind of support do you think you can expect outside the Middle East
for that proposal?

FAISAL ANETIDAH

1 think we already have a very good support internationally. I think in
Europe we have a substantial support. There has been announcements in the ERC
yesterday. The position of Mrs Thatcher and Mr Baker to the proposals of
shamir show a progressive step forward. So I think we have a lot of foroe (2]
going on and what we are asking really is the right of our peeple to existing
peace side by side with the Israsli State.

MEMSREADER

The Israeli Prime Minister, Mr Yitzhak Shamir, has rejected some of the key
demands made by the American Secretary of State, Mr James Baker, who last
night outlined Washington's blue-print for peace in the Middle East. Mr
Shamir sald he couldn't accept the call for Israel to recognise the political
rights of the Palestinians. He was speaking at a news conference during his
visit to London. Our Correspondent, Gerald Butt, reports:

GERALD BUTT

Mr Shamir was at pains to distinguish between the support he's sesking in
Britain and elsewhere for the principles of his peace initiative on the one
hand and the details of the oroposals on the other and Mr BRaker's call to
Isra=l to forswear annexation; to stop settlements in the occupied territories
and to reach to the Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political rights,
wera in Mr Shamir's view details. And the Israesli Prime Minister said he
couldn't accept these points and it didn't think it had been useful for Mr
Baker to raise them at this moment.

However, it's these details that concern the Palestinians and those outside
like the leaders of the British Goverrment who are trying to get a peace
process off the ground and the fact is that, as the Foreign Secretary, S5ir
Geoffrey Howe said after his meeting with Mr Shamir this morning, big
differences still remain.

PRESENTER

The Israell Prime Minister, Mr Shamir, has rejected calls by the American
Secretary of State, Mr Baker, for Israel to give up claims over the cocupied
territories. Mr Shamir was speaking in London where he's been having talks
with the British Prime Minister, Mrs Thatcher. Cur Foreign Affairs
Correspondent, Jack Thompson, says Mr Shamir appears to think that Mrs
Thatcher has accepted in principle his plans for elections in the territories,
even though she may disagree with scme of the details.

JACE THOMPSON

Mr Shamir said he couldn't accept what Mr Baker had said about recognising the
political rights of the Palestinians. He wasn't useful, he said, to raise
such an issue when it wasn't directly related to what he calls his peace
initiative = plans for elections in the occupied territories leading to a
transitional period of self-rule for the Palestinians. He firmly rejected anv
calls for Israel to give up its claim to the sccupied territories or stop
building settlements there. HNevertheless Mr Shamir appears have detectsd same
sympathy for his plans among British leaders - at least in principle.

He said his talks with Mrs Thatcher had been friendly although clearly there
wera differences owver details. Mr Shamir said Mrs Thatcher had raised the
"land for peace' issue - exchanging territory in the occupied territories for
specific guarantees from Israel's Arab neighbours but he said again, this was
a detail to be discussed later. FEe also turned down Elat any talks with the
PIO. 'We are not asking anything from them', he said. ‘what they say doesn't
have any importance.' As for an indeperdent Palestinian State, it would
become a base for bitter aggression against Israel = in effect a new Lebanon -
unable to abscrb all the Palestinian refugees and exploited by radical Arab
States as a fifth column.

HUGH SYRES

The Israeli Prime Minister, Mr Shamir, said in Londen today that he would not
talk with the Palestine Liberation Organisation and that he did not believe
what they said when they said that they'd rencunced terrorism. Listening to

nim at a press conference was our Israel Correspondent, Gerald Butt, who's now
with us.

It was a hard lime from Mr Shamir, wasn't it?

GERALD BUTT

Yes, as one would expect from the Israeli Prime Minister it's exactly the kind
of line he's been peddling all along. What's really made his job much harder
as he's come to London to try and sell his ideas for a peace initiative has
been the statement last night from the American Secretary of State, Mr Baker,
and he's in turn spelt ocut some pretty hardline facts. I mean be's said that
the Israelis should first and foremost recognise the Palestinians as
neighbours who deserved political rights. He zaid that the Israelis should
stop building new settlements in the occupied territories and so on. So
there's some fairly unpalatable views that Mr Shamir had to deal with at the
press conference today.

HUGH SYKES . .
And Mr Shamir still insists that it is PO aim to destroy Israel, isn't he?

GERALD BUTT

Oh yes. This is a fundamental platform in his Party's thinking and his owm
political philosophy. He says that every statement that is made by the PLO is
worth no more than the paper it's written on. He says that time will tell
that the moves on the part of the United States, of Britain and other
countries to take seriously their statements of moderation, their statements
that they've abandoned terrorism and so on will be proven to ke absolutely
empty words.

HUGH SYRES
Mr Baker did like one of Mr Shamir's proposals - the proposals for elections,
didn't he?

GERALD BUTT

Ch yes, I think the world community, indeed the Palestinians in the occupied
territories, Palestinians around the world, like very much the idea of
elections. The question is the context of those elections. IF those
elections are simply going to give the Palestinians autonomy, to run civie
affairs in the occupied territories, that's not good emough. That's how the
Palestinians think. That's how the world community, including Britain,
thinks.

HUGH SYKES

Is Mr Shamir negotiating anything concrete with anybody or is he on a kind of
Israel publicity tour to counter good publicity for the PLO ower the last vear
or 507

GERALD BUTT

It's an effort to try and get the initiative back on Israel's side. He
recognises that the PLO has taken the initiative in the search for Middle East
peace and he's also got to try and get the pressure off Israel, particularly
pressure  from the United States. What he wanted to do was come up with an
initiative that had broad outlines, broad principles, but left a lot of the
fine details vague. What has gone wrong for him is that because of what Mr
Baker said, because of what his opponents within Israel have said, he's been
forced to spell out the fine details.

FRANCES QOVERDALE

vell Mr Baker's comments last night were the subject of discussion too among
Arab heads of state arriving in the Moroccan city of Casablanca this
afternoon. They're there for an emergency Summit which is due to start within
the hour. There for us is our Middle East Correspondent, Tim Llewelyn, so I
asked him how the Palestinians had reacted to Mr Baker's speech:

TIM LLEWELYN

The Palestinians here including Yasser Arafat I know are delighted with the
part of the speech in which James Baker wacged a very stern finger at the
Israelizs 1in the awesane presence of the main Jewish Lobby in the United
States, the American/Israeli Public Affairs Committee. I think they see that
as quite a sericus move by the Americans in telling the Israelis that they
must stop settlements on the West Bank, they must let the Palestinians open
their schools and take certain official security measures in dealing with the
Palestinians and generally try and open up a political dialogue., That is seen
by the Palestinians as very positive.

What they're not at all happy about is the downside in their view of the
speach which is that there is no mention of an independent State of course.
There was no mention of total Israeli withdrawal from cccupied territories.
Thers was no mention of an international confersnce. There were lots of
things that wers not given to the Palestinians and there was no recognition,
in their view, of the fact that they have made enormous political leaps in the
past year. They have accepted Israel. They have accepted a two-State
solution. Most of the Arab States in the region back this now. They're
trying to forge a unified position on this. So I think that not surprisingly
the Palestinians like the anti-Israeli bit but didn't like the bits which
concerned them,

But their general attitude at the moment is to be positive about what the
Americans say. ‘They're not in an attacking mood. They're feeling rather
confident.

FRANCES COVERDALE
Will there be official backing at this Sumit of Yasser Arafat's peace moves
towards Israel?

TIM LLEWELYN
The short answer to that is yes. We don't know what the cutcoms of the Summit
will be but I've been assured by Palestinian officials here that the paper
they've delivered here, the resolution they want which calls basically on the
Arabs to give them much more political and Financial backing in their struggle
for an independent State and to make it much clearer that they accept the way
in which Arafat has gone about things, they are very positive that this is
going to be agreed by all the Arabs and I think the generality of the Arabs do
back the Palestinians on this now and realise that to give the Palestinians
another push there has to be a more coherent Arab attitude,

... has ended a visit to Britain during which be tried to gain support for
his new peace plan for the ococupied territories. He told a news confersnce in
London that both Britain and the United States had accepted in principle his
proposals for elections in the occupied West Bank and Gaza Strip bus the
Foreign Office here denied this, saying there were clear differences betwesn
Mr Shamir and the Foreign Secretary, Sir Geoffrey Howe, during their talks
today. Sir Geoffrey also repeated Mrs Thatcher's line yesterday, that the
Israelis must in the end be willing to trade land for peace in the occupied
territories.

The Israeli Prime Minister is on a diplomatic mission to counter the bad
publicity Israel has been receiving over its handling of the Palestinian
uprising or intifada. His main selling point is a new Israeli peace plan for
the occupied territories. The essence of the plan is to allow for direct
elections among the Palestinians of the West Bank and Gaza. The elected
candidates would then enter negotiations with Israel. Jordan and Bgypt would
also take place and agree a five year transitional settlement during which a
permanent solution would be worked cut but the Palestinians are suspicious of
this plan. They say it cannot succeed unless it involves recognition of the
PLD ard envisages an independent Palestinian State as the ultimate objective.
They also say the elections wouldn't be free or fair.

Then there's the exclusion of East Jerusalem from the election process. The
Palestinians say that is their capital city and must be allowed to vote.

while Mr Shamir was in Lenden the Arab League was meeting in Casablanca to
discuss the Palestinian situation also. FPor the First time since 1979 BEgypt
took part. The Arab countries are split over how to react to the erisis in
Falestine. The Syrians in particular are opposed to the recognition of Israel

but the Summit has tonight agreed a unanimous statement calling for a
Palestinian State.

These various diplomatic and political moves come at a time of growing tension
inside the occupied territories with some Israeli settlers now taking the law
into their own hands and striking back against Arab attack with stones, petrol
bombs and occasionally qunfire.

Earlier this evening I spoke to Prime Minister Shamir and I asked him what his
reaction was to the British Government's view that his new peace plan doesn't
go far encugh:

YITIHAK SHAMIE

I have not the impression that the answer of Mrs Prime Minister, Mrs Thatcher,
was negative. She accepted cur initiative and she said that it is a sign of
progress but what else, we have discussed some principles accepted by Mrs
Thatcher and I don't think it's a matter of a confrontatien of wviews, of
ideas.

CONALD MacOORMICK

Last night in Washington the American Secrstary of State, Mr Baker, indicated
also that he didn't think your present plans went far emough and he called on
Istasl and I quote 'to forswear annexation; stop the expansion of Jewish
sattlements; re-open schools in the territories and lay aside the unrealistic
vision of a greater Israel'. What's your response to Mr Baker on that?



YITTHAE SHAMIR

Yes you know, what you have mentioned it is nothing to say with ocur peace
initiative. It's outside, it's beside the peace initiative but I think that
what 15 said about us or against us was useless to say. I don't think that
there is any reason to accuse us to be expansionist. We agreed to disagree
because it's normal sometimes among allies to have some differences of views.

DOMWALD MacOOBRMICEK

Isn't the truth that the only peaceful way to end the conflict there is for
the Palestine Liberation Organisation to call the intifada off, why therefore
won't wou deal directly with them?

YITZHAK SHAMIR

well first of all we are not willing to use too much force. It's not our way,
it's net our way. We want to live in peace with this Palestinian population.
We know them., We know them for many years and we want to live in peace with
them. We don't want to negotiate with them because their main demand is to
gst a Palestinian State and we don't accept it because we are convinced that

the existence of the State of Israel will not be possible if there will be [a]
Palestinian State.

DONALD MacCOORMICK
Is it npot gquite likely however, if you get your elections in the occupied
territories, for a Falestinian delegation to negotiate with you that most of

these elected Palestinians will at the very least be sympathisers with the
PLO?

YITZHAK SHAMIR

Maybe. “Maybe but before they will be elected and hefore they participate in
this proposed process of negotiations, they will have to agree on the
procedure of this neqotiations.,

DOMALD MacOUEMICK

Don't all Palestinians in the epd aspire to proper self-rule, not Israeli
control, which is precisely what again in this conversation you seem to be
saying will never hapoen?

YITZHAK SHAMIE

Let us negotiate and then we say to our partners what will be the cutcome of
the negotiations - we don't know? There will not be any pre-conditions. Any
partner will be entitled to propose anything he wishes,

DONALD MacOORMICK
S50 some kind of homeland for the Palestinians could be on the agenda?

YITSHAE SHAMIR

They can propose it. Nobody will not refuse them to propose it. They can
propose it but the solution that will end the conflict will have to be
acceptable to both parties - to Israelis and to Palestinians.

PETER SISSONS

The Israell Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, has bluntly rejected a call by the
American Secretary of State, James Baker, to begin a pelitical dialeogue with
the Palestinians. Last night Mr Baker urged Israsl to lay aside for once and
all the unrealistic vision of a greater Israel, to stop settlement of the
occupied territories and abandon annexation.

Mr Shamir who's in London as part of a Furcpean diplomatic offensive dismissed
the proposals as useless but said he welcomed American support for his plan
for elections in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip. Gaby Rado reports:

GABY RADO
The Becretary of State, James Baker, made his and the Bush Administration's
fFirst important statement on the Middle East conflict and surprised everyone
with the bluntness of his approach.

JBMES BAKER

For TIsrasl, now 1is the time to lay aside once and for all the unrealistic
vision of a greater Israel. Israeli interests in the West Bank and Gaza,
security and otherwise, can be accormodated in a settlement hased on
Resolution 242, Forswear annexation; stop settlement activity; allow schools
to re-ocpen; reach out to the Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political
rights.

GABY RADD

Mr Baker also appealed to the Arab world to compromise and to Palestinians in
particular to end their ressurection but that wasn't emouwh for the Israeli
Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, who's visiting Lendon. He dismissed much of
what Mr Baker said, though the Secretary of State's comments are widely seen
as a change of style for US Mid Bast policy.

FPHILIP ROBINS - Royal Institution of Internatiomal Affairs

It was a shove to the Israelis telling them that they would have to maks
definite concessions to the Palestinians and I think the interesting thing was
both the fact that it was going beyond the previous quiet diplomacy of trying
to behind the scenes engineer confidence measures, building measures, between
the communities and secondly it was actually James Baker going into the lion's
den and addressing AIPAC, the principal Israeli lcbby group in Washington.

GABY BADO

The Arab League met in Casablanca today with President Mubarak representing
Egypt's return to the Fold after a decade in the wilderness. The emergency
Summit was called with the express purpose of rallying arcund the PIO's new
peace moves. The Sumit's designed to make a show at least of Arab unity, set
against Israel's increasing isolation.

The deaths last Friday of three Palestinians and an Israeli Officer on the
West Bank saw Palestinians using guns for the first time in the uprising and
showed  up the hardening of attitudes on both sides. Inevitably Right Wing
voices in Israel, against any concessions by Prime Minister Shamir, are
getting louder,



PHILIP ROBINS

I think that there iz definitely a very strong Right Wing element that isg
worried about the sgecurity implications of giving up large parts of the
occupled territories but I suspect that more and more Israelis are waking up
te the fact that the PLO have made substantive concessions and are perhaps
starting to believe that the PLO should be given the chance to show whether
these are just fine words or whether they actually mean it, about a two-state
solution and peaceful co-existence with Israel.

GASY RADO
With growing acceptance of Yasser Arafat on the international stage - earlier

this month he was received by President Mitterrand in Paris - the Israelis
mist be concerned that the FLD is, f[or the moment at least, winning the
propaganda war .,

PETER SISS0NS
Well earlier I spoke to Mr Shamir at his London hotel. I began by asking him
to elaborate on his reaction to Mr Baker's speech.

YITZHAE SHAMIR

Well yvou can imagine I'm not very happy about it but I have to say I've heard
all his speech and I agree to 90% of it. I don't agree about what he said
about Israel or against Israel but he accepted, in this speech he accepted all
the principles of our peace initiative and this is a very positive and useful
fact and I'm glad about it. What I don't accept is what he said against
Israel. That's all.

FPETER SISSONS
He did say, he called upon you to lay aside the unrealistic wvision of a
greater Israel.

YITZHAE SHAMIR
What does it mean a greater Israel? I've already said that Israel is [a] very

amall country you know. ‘Ten thousand square miles. How can you speak about
it as a 'great Israel'.

PETER SISSOHNS
Well let me ask you a straight guestion and I think this is probably what he's
getting at? Is the Biblical vision of Israel still a political reality?

YITZHAE SHAMIE

Well the Biblical vision you know is a part of many of us because our link,
our ties, with this country is based on the Bible. The Bible is a part of our
culture, of all our being. There are many views about our borders. There are
people who think that Jordan too is a part of Israel. According to the Bible
it is so and in spite of it, nobody talks now about occupying the territory of
Jordan that is much bigger than the territory of all of Israel.

I think it's not realistic. It's not a part of our reality.
PETER S5ISS0NS

And yet you say you won't give land for psace. What do you give for peace?
What's on offer for peace?

Y¥ITZHAE EHAMIR

I will explain to you. First of all who says that we have to pay For this?
There are many countries in the world, I would say most of the countries of
the world, who want peace. Does it mean that all these countries are ready to
pay for it with parts of their territory? How are you going to settle
conflicts? There are two ways - confrontation or negotiation. We have encugh
with these confrontations. We have seen it and without any result. Then let
us prefer, let us accept negotiation.




PETER SISSONS

But what is the vision that you offer the Palestinian? What do you say to
him? 'You go down my road in ten years time or twenty years time - this is
what you have.' Can you say what 1s on offer in that big broad historical
sanse?

YITZHAK SHAMIR

We are comutted to this promise that the Palestinians, in the lanquage of the
Camp David Agreements, will participate in the determination of their future.
This is what we propose now, Let us determine together a future of you and of
us what we promised and I think it will be a great progress for the
Palestinian Arabs without doubt and then please, take in consideration, a
great part of these Palestinians live in Jordan. The majority of the
Jordanian population is composed of Palestinian Arabs - approximately two
million - and it's two—thirds of the population, maybe even more, and Lf they
will one day decide about it they can make of their country a FPalestinian
State.

PETER SISSINS
Is that the principle reascn you're in London to persuade Mrs Thatcher to put
some pressure on King Hussein?

The Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, will call at the Foreign Qffice
this morning to meet Sir Geoffrey Howe. Mrs Thatcher had talks with the
Israeli leader yesterday though as our Middle East Correspondent, Keith Graves
reports, their differences do remain:

KEITH GRAVES

It was never expected that once the diplematic niceties were done with there
would be a meeting of minds and there was not. Mr Shamir came here to try and
sell a peace package that falls far short of Mrs Thatcher's ideas, She wanted
to persuade him to compromise. Neither are for turning and Mrs Thatcher
herself commented afterwards that 'a great gap between us remains; we haye
found no magic solution'.

The Shamir peace plan described by one British sources as "never a starter’
seems to be getting the cold shoulder in Washington as well. Israeli Defence
Minister, Yitzhak Rabin, was charged with selling it there. The US Sscretary
of State, James Baker, who's been sitting on the fence had some harsh and
unpalatable words for Israel:

JAMES BARER

Israeli interest in the West Bark and Gaza, security and otherwise, can be
accommodated in a settlement based on Resolution 242. Forswear annexation;
stop settlement activity; allow schools te re-open; reach out to the
Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political rights.

FEITH GRAVES

Even as Israel's leaders wers talking peace their soldiers were clashing again
with unarmed Palestinian civilians. Two children were amongst the wounded and
the Israelis threaten even tougher measures if their plan is rejected.

KIRSTY WARK

The Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, will be having talks with the
Foreign Secretary, Sir Geoffrey Howe, later this morning. Yesterday Mrs
Thatcher told the Israeli leader that his plans for elsctions in the occupied
territories offers no magic solution to end the conflict with the
Palestinians. She calls the initiative 'a useful step forward but that Israel
must give up land for peace’'.

Mearwhile the American Secretary of State, James Baker's added his voice
saying it's time Israel talked to the Palestinians. Our Middle East
Correspondent, Keith Graves, is in London this weeX. He's been following the

progress

KEITH GRAVES

There never was much chance of Yitzhak Shamir and Margaret Thatcher seeing eye
to eye on the steps necessary to further the peace process. They are in some
respects too alike. Both believe fervently in the ‘rightness' of their
arguments, so although they smiled for the cameras, the diplomatic niceties
could not hide the fact that they were and still are poles apart.




Phrases like ‘'the two sides have a greater understanding of each other's
positions' belie the fact that the British Government is at odds with almost
every point of the Shamir peace plan. There are considerable doubts in
Whitehall whether Mr Shamir himself believes in it. He's going through the
motions ko bty and keep the Americans off his back, was one comment. If
that's so, he's not succeeding because whilst Mr Shamir is in Lenden, his
Defence Minister, Yitzhak Rabin, is trying to sell the plan in Washington and
U5 Becretary of State, James Baker, has had some uncharacteristically hard
words to offer Israel:

JAMES BAKER
Forswear annexation; stop settlement activity; allow schools to re-open; reach
cut to the Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political rights.

KELITH GEAVES

Pictures like these do ncthing to help Israel's case. Whilst the leaders were
pushing their peace plan, the soldiers were clashing with Palestinians,
wolrnding elght including two children with the promise that unless the plan is
accepted the going will get even rougher.

KRIRSTY WARK

well a short while ago Keith Graves spoke to Mr Shamir's spokesman, Mro Avi

Pazner. He asked him how successful a meeting between the two leaders had
baen;

AVI BAINER

I have to say that Mr Shamir went out of the meeting with a feeling that he
met a friend of Israel. That of course does not mean that Mr Shamir and Mrs
Thatcher see every issue eye to eye and it also hasn't to be so. Those are
two countries - each one has its own interest - but basically I think there is
& greater understanding and a good friendship between Israel and Britain.

KEITH GRAVES
Did they discuss for example the question of land for peace?

ANT PAZMER

There 1s no operational need right now to go in depth inte this cuestion
because in the first stage of our peace plan that question has not been
tackled. What we are now logking for is to £ind an Arab partner for those
principles that Mr Shamir has annunciated in his pease plan - to find an  Arab
partner - and this is what we are concentrating on right now and I think that
Mrs Thatcher understands that very well and I think that she hinted to that
when she said that she has now a better understanding of Israel's position.

KEL'TH GRAVES
But Mrs Thatcher has said that she believes that Arab partner has to be under
ane guise or ancther the PLO - right? She's on record as saying that.

AVYI PAZNER
Yes but you know that we are trying to find another partner ...

EETTH GRAVES
But we've established two points on which you differ. The PIO; the question
of land for peace; so there is a big difference between you.

AYVT PRZMER
There 15 a difference in sare details.

KEITH GRAVES
Major details.

DAVID McNEIL

There was warm applause when he declared that the Palestinians should end
their economic beycott of Israsl, stop challemging Isracl's standing in
various international organisaticns and repudiate what he called the odicus
line that Zionsim was racism. But there was stoney silence when Mr Baker used
blunt language to spell ocut what the Bush Administration expected from Israel,

JAMES BARER
Forswear annexation; stop settlement activity; allow scheols to re-cpen; reach
out to the Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political rights.

DAVID McNEIT
Mr Baker said it was also time for Arabs and Israelis to show a more
conciliatory attitude towards each other's interests. That was the way to

begin a sericus negotiating process.

HERSHEADER

The Isracli Prime Minister, Mr Yitzhak Shamir, will be having talks with the
Foreign Secretary, BSir Geoffrey Howe, later this morning. ‘They'll continue
discussion of Mr Shamir's proposals for peace in the occupisd territories
which were the main subject of yesterday's talks at Downing Strest. Our
Jerusalem Correspondent, Gerald Butt, is in london for Mr Shamir's three day
visit and reports that Britain and Israel are no closer to agreement on how to
achieve psace:

GERALD BUTT

Britain's view is that the conditions in the occupied West Bank and Gaza Strip
are a major cause for concern and what's needed is early progress towards a
political solution. Mr Shamir's ideas were never likely to win ungualified
acceptance in London but in as much as they represent even a slight change in
Israel's position, Mrs Thatcher clearly didn't want to dismiss them out of

hand. Indeed she's said to have told Mr Shamir that they were a useful step
Forward.

The flaw, in Britain's view, is that they're not founded on the principles of
land being exchanged for peace - a concept that Mr Shamir rejects totally, as

he continues to reject any role for the PLO. In short, as Mrs Thatcher put
it, she and Mr Shamir had not come to any magic conclusion.

When Mr Shamir meets Sir Geoffrey Howe later this morning, he'll find out that
there's no fundamental difference in thinking on the Middle East between

Downing Street and the Foreign Office and so another round of polite
disagreement can be expected.

And “as Mr Shamir was seeking Mrs Thatcher's support in Downing Street last
night for his plans to hold elections in the cecupied West Bank and Gaza Strip
his ears must hawve been burning because at about that time the American
Secretary of State, James Baker, was calling on the Israelis to open serious
dialogue with the Palestinians - to reach ocut to them, be said, as neighbours
who deserve political rights. Last night our Diplomatic Correspondent, Paul
Reynolds, asked Mr Shamir how his talks with Mrs Thatcher had gome:

YITEHAK SHAMIR

Well our talk was very friendly and I think that Mrs Thatcher made everything
possible to give to our talks a very friendly ... I have explained our peace
initiatives; the principles of it and Mrs Thatcher expressed its general
suppart for this initiative without going into details.

PAUL REYNOLDS
When you say she expressed general support, did she ask you to add to  this
plan af yours?

YTITZHAE SHAMIR
She has not asked for anything specific. She has explained its points of view
about many issues for the Middle East like Lebanon and similar issues.

PAUL REYNOLDS
Some pecple say this is less of a peace initiative than an attempt to head-off
Western criticism of Israel.

YITIHAR SHAMIR
I think it's time to settle this ... and what we propose is the most realistic
and just way to do it.

PAUL REYMOLDS

But 1it's already being rejected by the Palestinians. Can you explain how it
can be a peace initiative if it does not address the central demand of the
Palestinians, that is for an Israsli withdrawal?

YITZHAE SHAMIR

Well what we propose is a way to get peace and of course there are many
questions in which we don't agree with the Palestinian Arabs. There is a
conflict in the Middle East,

FAUL REYNOLDS

Many Western Governments and public opinico are sympathetic to the PLO when
their representatives write, as one of them did in the British press, that the
State of Israesl can live in peace side oy side with the State of FPalestine.
Mow that is the PLO message to the West. What is wrong with that message?

YITZHAK SHAMIR

It's nonsense. The PLO - we know what is their ideal; what is their
philosophy;: what is their goal. They want to create a Palestinian Arab State
instead of the existing State of Israel. Israel will not be able to exist
together with a Palestinian PLO State.

The Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, has been holding talks with Mrs
Thatcher on the first of his three days in London. Mr Shamir is seeking
diplomatic support from Britain for his proposal to hold elections in the
occupied territories of the West Bank and Gaza but to do so without the
participation of the PLO. ‘Tonight Mrs Thatcher indicated that there's still
clear differences between Britain and Israel and George Bush's Administration
has also given these proposals for limited Palestinian autonomy only a  like
warm welcome.  Today the American Secretary of State, James Baker, criticised
Israel by urging the Israeli Government to lay aside what he called the
‘unrealistic wvision of a greatsr Israel'. He urged the abandonment of any
thoughts of annexation of the oocupied territeries and a stop to the creation
in them of mew Jewish settlements,

Unanimous rejection of the Israeli propesals is also expected from the
amergency Arab Sumnit which is gathering in Casablanca. Michael Vesty
reports:

MICHAEL VESTY

With the Israeli Prime Minister in London tonight talking to Mrs Thatcher, his
Foreign Minister, Moshe Arens, in Brussels explaining the peace plan to Common
Market Foreign Ministers and his Defence Minister, Yitzhak Rabin, in
Washington justifying his role's position to the Bush Administration, the
Israeli Government has clearly gone on the offensive after more than a year of
criticism of its handling of the Palestinian uprising, the intifada, in the
occupied territories. But will all this sudden diplomatic activity work?

The PLO which is excluded from the Shamir peace plan despite being recognised
by most Palestinians as their sole representative does not believe Western
countries will be impressed. I asksd the PLO's British spokesman, Faisal
Pweidah, what he thought of Mr Shamir's visit to London:

FALSAL AWEIDMH

Well I think he is trying to re-create a new public image for his policy and
for Israel. He has with him or in his pocket the idea of elections for the
West Bank and I believe he is trying to sell it to the Prime Minister here.
In the end the British Government is a British decision but what Shamir is
carrying really is not a peaceful plan. What he is carrying is even short of
autonomy  for the Palestinian pegple. ‘The British Goverrment I don't think
will accept something like that because no-cne talks with them. We have
showed that we are willing to have elections, free elections, supervised by
the international force or by any multi-national force, to show that it is
free election and people can be elected and so on. According to Shamir such
thing doesn't exist and I don't think the British Goverrment, believing in a
true peace settlement and belisving true democracy, they will accept such a
plan of Shamir.

MICHAEL VESTY

And David Butter of the Middle Bast BEconomic Digest in London believes the
Isracli Govermment is trying to buy time while it tackles the intifada which
shows no sign of petering out.




DAVID BUTTER

What Shamir has managed to achieve both in the United States and I think here
is for the Western leaders nobt to say an outright 'no' te his proposals which
I think serves his purposes of keeping the ball in the air, keeping the
situation stalled and preventing Israel from coming under direct pressure to
undertake a fundamental alteration of its policies.

The Israeli Government have had the advantage of the US Administration and I
think Downing Street here, not wishing to put too much pressure on Israel with
the argument that Israel has to be a party to any peace negotiations. So if
the aim from the Israeli side is to stall, to hope perhaps that the intifada -
the uprising - in the occupied territories would slowly die out then perhaps
their goal is being served by undertaking these sorts of discussions.

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ITEM BELATING TO YITZHAK SHAMIR'S FROPOSED TALES WITH MRS THATCHER
INTERVIEW WITH GERALD BUTT

VALERIE SINGLETCON

In just a few moments the Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, is about to
begin talks with Mrs Thatcher in Downing Street to try and win her support for
his plan, his peace plan, for Israsl.

Mr Shamir is keen to counter the bad image Israsl has abroad because of its
handling of the Palestinian uprisimg in the occupied territories. Four
hundred and ninety five Palestinians have died in the revolt so far. At least
twenty Israslis have been killed and there was more unrest and trouble this
last weekend.

Our Jerusalem Correspondent, Gerald Butt, in London to follow the talks is on
the line now from the radio car in Downing Street. Gerald, what exactly is Mr
Yitzhak Shamir's peace plan?

GERALD BUTT

The plan 18 to hold elections in the ooccupied territories. ‘Then there would
be a period of three years when the Palestinians ran their own local affairs,
a pericd of autonomy, and the third stage would see talks en a final
setklement and this is really the crucial point. Mr Shamir is saying that
those talks can discuss anything but at the end of the day he's not prepared
to give up any land. The Palestinians say talks under those conditions are

not acceptable.

VALERIE SINGLETON
Why is he talking to Mrs Thatcher? Does he want her support for this plan?

GERALD BUTT

He wants all the support he can get and I think what he's hoping is that he'll
get Mrs Thatcher's personal support quite separate from the attitude of the
Government as a whole. I think he's trying to drive a wedge between Mumber 10
Downing Street and the Foreign Office. The Israelis are not best pleased with
Foreign Office policy in the Middle East but they are very fond, they're great
admirers of Mrs Thatcher herself. I think what they're saying to her is that
she has a role to play, if she wants to play one, a crucial role because she
has good relations in Burope and good relations with the United States.

VALERIE SINGLETCN
why does he need support?

GERALD BUTT

Because there is epposition to the plan inside his own Party in Israel, ameng
other Israelis, certainly among Palestinians and I think what Israel would
like to do is to come back to the Palestinians and say 'vou might reject this
plan but we've got a lot of international support in Europe, in the United
States and so on'. Now clearly while Britain's influence isn't that great in
the world any more it would be very useful indeed to have a leader like Mrs
Thatcher giving his initiative her support.

VALERIE SINGLETON

If the Palestinians don't accept this, is there much future for Mr Shamir's
peace plan?




GERALD BUTT

No 1 don't think there iz, I think these are important days. ‘These are
important talks for that reason. What's more, if the Palestinians centinue to
reject it and the world rejects it, Mr Shamir will zay ‘'well, I came up with a
plan, you wanted a plan, if you reject it we've got no cption but to crack
down harder on the occcupied territories' and I think that's what we're seeing
at the moment and certainly what we'll see in the coming davs.

VALERIE SINGLETCHN
How does this differ fram the UM peace plan for the Middle East?

GERALD BUTT _

Well there've been a number of plans. The basis used to be the idea of having
an interpational conference. Now when Mr Shamir came up with the idea of
elections, the world sat up and took notice because this is a newish idea and
it might be worth exploring. The Palestinian view is, elections are all very
fine but they need to be in the context of some kind of peace agreement that
in the end of the day would see the Israeli occupation come to an end.

Clearly that's not the way it is.

VALERIE SINGLETCH

And briefly Gerald, what is the situation now back in the occupied
territories — more trouble this last weskend?

GERALD BUTT
More trouble this last weekend and much tougher Israeli measures to counter
them. I think this is the stick that comes with the carrot in the Form of the

peace plan.
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CHRIS LOWE
The Israsli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, is to meet the Prime Minister this
afternoon on the first full day of his official wisit to Britain. Mr Shamir
arrived last night amid unusually heavy security at Heathrow Airport. He and
his wife had travelled as ordinary passengers on a scheduled flight from Tel
Aviv but the official welcome at Heathrow took place in a special enclosure,
well away from the main terminal.

Mr Shamir hopes to win British support for his plan for elections leading to
limited self-rule in the occupied territories.

In the cccupied Gaza Strip, Israeli troops have arrested two hundred and fifty
members of a leading Palestinian resistance group. It was the biggest single
round-up of the seventeen month uprising. The Israelis say it will reduce the
amount of vioclence in Gaza but after the killing of a Palestinian youth by
troops on Sunday leaders of the uprising have called for reprissals against
Jewish settlers and soldiers from today.

MIEE SMARTT

Well as we've just seen the Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, has
arrived in London and is due to have talks with Mrs Thatcher in a few hours
time. Mr Shamir, who's been criticised both at home and abroad owver his
hardling of the Palestinian uprising, will try to win support for his plan for
elections in the occupied territories but it's thought Mrs Thatcher will
insist Israel gives up land for peace:

PETER MAYNE

It's exactly three years since the Israeli Prime Minister and Mrs Thatcher
last met. During that time relations between Britain and [srael have become
increasingly strained. PForeign Qffice Ministers have been sharply critical of
Israel's policy towards the occupied West Bank and Gaza Strip. Last year
David mellor wvisited refugee camps in Gaza and called them ‘an affront to
civilised wvalues'. Earlier this year, Israel was dismayed when William
Waldegrave met the PLO Chairman, Yasser Arafat, in Tunis. Then in Israel he
irritated the Goverrment by calling for an end to the military occupation of
Arab territories and stung Mr Shamir personally by recalling his guerrilla
past.

With no end in sight to the seventeen month old intifada or uprising in Gaza
and the wWest Bank Mr Shamir will now try to win Mrs Thatcher's support for his
latest plan for elections in the oosupied territories - a plan that was agreed
by the Israsli Cabinet only last week. The electicns would allow the
Palestinians to choose leaders who would negotiate with the Israeli Goverrment
first on an interim form of self-rule and then a longterm peace settlement.
Palestinian leaders in the occupied territories and the FPLO have already
rejected the plan.

MIKE SMARTT
well I'm now joined in the studioc by Keith Graves, the BBC's Middle East
Correspondent. Keith, what will Mr Shamir be saying to Mrs Thatcher today?



KEITH GRAVES

Well he'll be aiming his message purely at Mrs Thatcher I think. The fealing
iz that the Israelis have given up on the Foreign Office. There 1s a slight
difference of opinion as to how things should procesd in the Middle East
between the Foreign Office and Mumber 10 and I think Mr Shamir will be trying
to work on that, if you like. He will be aiming his message at Mrs Thatcher
personally. I think that what he's probably going to do is to try and flatter
Mrs Thatcher and say to her 'look, wyou personally - Mrs Thatcher - as opposed
to the British Government have got a role to play’.

I think that the message he's going to get back from her and certainly the
message he's going to get from the Foreign Office is that his peace plan is
just a non-starter, it's just not going to work, and I don't think it's going
to be a very happy meeting at all, They're going to spend a lot of time
together - four hours - which is a lot of time for discussion between two
Prime Ministers but I think really it's a lost cause. This peace plan is just
not going to fly.

MIKE SMARTT
How inportant though is Mrs Thatcher's support?

KEITH GRAVES

Well the Israelis have got to try and persuade the world if you lixe and
particular the Americans of course who "hank~-roll’ them that they're making a
serious attempt to try and find a solution to what's going on on the West Barnk
and in the Gaza Strip. Now therefore they do need some international backing
but the plan as it's been put forward doesn't meet anmy of the criteria that
the British Covernment have set: it doesn't meet many of the criteria that the
American Government have set either and so my feeling is that it's just not
going to work. That what they're doing 1s an  enormous public relations
exercise so that the world will say 'well lock, the Israelis did put forward a
peace plan and the Palestinians have rejected it' - the fact is that the paace
plan doesn't meet any of the criteria that the international comunity have
set for trying to bring peace to the Middle East,

MIKE SMARTT
So what does Shamir do then? Does he go home and have these elections anyway?

KEITH GRAVES

T don't think he can hold the elections if the Palestinians won't take part in
them. One of Mr Shamir's quite close advisers was guoted recently as saying
that Mr Shamir will put on a public display because he has to, he's a
pragmatist, but really he likes to go to bed at night knowing that during the
day nothing has changed. I think that's the situation. Tnhe Israslis have no
intentions at the moment in the foreseeable future of giving back land or of
meeting any of the criteria that would bring an end to the intifada and I'm
afraid it's a very gloomy picture. I think the violence is going to continue
and indeed I think it's going to escalate.

MIEE SMARTT
So briefly, where does this leave Mr Shamir at home?

KEITH GRAVES

It leaves Mr Shamir sitting on the Fence which is a position he takes up wvery
very well, He's got pressure from the Left; he's got pressure from the Right
- I think he can hold his position on the fence certainly in the foreseeable
Euture., It's a very gloomy plcture.
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PRESENTER '

In the occupied Gaza Strip the Israeli Army has carried the largest mass
arrest since the beginning of the Palestinian uprising eighteen months ago.
The operation, in which two hundred and fifty members of the Islamic
fundamentalist movement Hamas were detained, was launched at a time when the
Isracli GCovernment is stepping up its promotion of the Israeli Cabinet's
election plans for the occupied territories. Here's Matt Fry in Jerusalesm:

MATT FEY

Hamas i5 the Islamic resistance movement which has played an  increasingly
important role in the uprising in the Gaza Strip o'ten issuing directives
which are more hardline than those published by the PLO leadership of the
intifada. Hamas is regarded as more extreme than the PLO rejecting, for
instance, a two-state solution and claiming the whole of Israsl as Islamic
land.

The arrests were described by the Army as a military operation designed to
reduce popular unrest by uprooting a clearly defined group of activists.
Indeed on FPriday the Army had already arrested the two spiritual leaders of
Hamas, Sheikh Ahmed Yassin a charismatic fiqure who's confined to a wheelchair
and Dr Mahmoud al Zahar, a local surgecn and Dean of a nursing school. The
remaining arrests were made since then but the Army only publicised the fact
today after lifting the general curfew on the Gaza Strip.

According to an Army spokeswoman, Sheikh Yassin is suspected of ordering the
killing of Palestinians who were accused of oollaborating with Israel.
Recently the Army has become increasingly concerned by the growing number of
Palestinians killed for what it calls 'helping [sraesl'. The mass arrests, the
most extensive since the beginning of the uprising, also bear all the
hallmarks of Defence Minister Rabin's two—pronged strategy for dealing with
the intifada. The strategy invelves the vigorous promotion of the Shamir
election proposal in meetings with Palestinians on one hand while ordering a
tougher security clampdown on the other. Indeed only days before he was
arrested, Dr Mahmoud al Zahar met Mr Rabin and apparently expressed his dis-
satisfaction with the election plan as it stands.

Many Palestinians regard the tough security measures of the last week
involving curfews, mass arrests and restrictions on Gazans who work in Israsl,
as a punishment for rejecting the election plan.

PRESENTER

Eqypt has expressed its pleasure at being welcomed back into the Arab [eague
after a suspension of ten years. The Egyptlan Foreign Minister, Mr Emet
Abdul Megid, said at an Arab Foreign Ministers meeting in Casablanca prier to
Tuesday's Arab Summit, unanimously supported Egypt's re-integration. Here's
David Bamford:

DAVID BAMPORD

Mr Abdul Megid said that support for the re-integration of Egypt into the Arab
Leagus had been unanimous. He sald even the Syrians had congratulated Egypt
on its return to the Arab fold. Bgypt has been encouraged to pursue steps
towards resolving the main problems of the Middle East which, he =said, were
the crisis in Lebanon and the Palestime question. If Egypt could contribute
to peace and understanding, Mr Abdul Megid said, that was an important
achievement.

’ Two countries were not represented at the Foreign Ministers meeting, those of
Lebanon - which has two rival administrations both claiming the right to
nominate a delegate - and also Libya. Colonel Gadaffi has til mow strongly
opposed  the re-integration of Egypt and has threatensd to stay away from the
Head of States Summit which opens here on Tuesday but there appears to be a
joint effort by Syria and Algeria to persuade him to come. Both countries
leaders, President Assad and President Chadli, have gone to Tripoli to talk to
Colenel Gadaffi. Syrian sources in Casablanca said there was renswed optimism
that the Colenel would attend the Summit.

Other Arab sources sald that the Foreign Ministers remained unresolved on what
to do about the political crisis in Lebanon. They said it had been decided to
refer the problem directly to the Heads of State when they assemble on
Tuesday. On Palestine the sources said the PLO and Syria had both presented
papers for approval by the Heads of State. These papers were contradictory
and so there is to be a special meeting during Monday to try to prepare a
mutually acceptable series of proposals.

His wery presence in Downing Street enphasised one of the main points Mrs
Thatcher wants to make to Mr Shamir. Terrorists can become statesmen. Yoo
did it", she told the Israeli Prime Minister, “"cnce wantad dead or alive by
the British in Palestine, so why can't PLO leader Yasser Aarafat®? Mrs
Thatcher believes Mr Arafat is a vital ingredient in the search for peace. Mr
Shamir says he will never accept that and it's not the only difference between
the two Prime Ministers. Mrs Thatcher says Israel must give up the occupied
territory in return for peace. Mr Shamir says 'no'. She wants international
supervision of any elections. He says it's not necessary. She says
Falestinians in cocupied East Jerusalem must be allowed to voke. Mr Shamir
says it's pow part of Israel, so no vote for them. She believes the PLO does

represent the Palestinian people. Mr Shamir says Israel will never sit at the
same table.

There is then little common ground between them and to add to Mr Shamir's
woes, the Americans have come out tonight with this Administration's strongest
yet attack on Israsl, Secretary of State, James Baker, reflecting Mrs
Thatcher's impatience.

JAMES BAFER

Israesli interests in the West Bank and Gaza, security and otherwise, can be
accommodated in a settlement based on Resolution 242. Forswear annexation:
stop settlement activity; allow schools to re-open; reach out to the
Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political rights.

EEITH GRAVES

And  today's pictures from the occupied territories show why the internaticnal
condemnation of Israel grows a pace. Whilst Mr Shamir has been talking of
peace, his soldiers have wounded eight more Palestinian civiliams, ineluding
two children, and the message from the Israelis is 'accept our peace plan or
we'll get even tougher®.

The American Secretary of State, Mr James Baker, has tonight delivered one of
the toughest messages to Israel ever to come from an American Government. In
a4 speech to pro-Israel lobbyists in Washington Mr Baker told Israel that they
ascribe the unrealistic vision of a greater Israel: *

JAMES BAKER
Forswear annexation. Stop settlement activity. Allow schools to re-ocoen.
Reach out to the Palestinians as neighbours who deserve political rights.

PETER SMOW

Meanwnlle at Downing Street Mrs Thatcher has been adding her pressure. As the
Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, presented his peace plan in person the
Prime Minister made clear Britain's view of his plans shortcomines and she
stressed the importance of clear promise from Israsl of progress  towards
negotiations and a solution based on territory for peace - something Mr Shamir
has so far rejected.

Julian 0O'Halloran now reports on the growing pressures cn Mr Shamir from all
sides:

JULIAN O'HALLDRAN

In Worth London a group of British Jews who take a very different political
lire from the Israeli Prime Minister were gathering as Mr Shamir flew to
London. At Hampstead Town Hall the British Friends of Peace Now were holding
their annual meeting but this year there was something new - something that
even this 'dovish' group would not have countenanced in years gone by.

Extract from Peace Now Meeti
And our third speaker will be Karma Mabulsi, Deputy Bepresentative of the
Falestine Liberation Organisation in the UK.

JULIAN O'HALIORAN

There was a warm welcome for a speaker who would a year ago have been excluded
as being a member of a terrorist organisation but that was before the PID
rencunced the armed struggle and the implied aim of destroying Israel.

KARMA NABUTST

A couple of days ago I was in Scotland and when Mr Zucker was summing he spoke
to the Jewish Community. He said something like 'I think you have to
acknowledge that here is a humanbeing' - because I'm a PLO official - and
everybody started applauding, you know, that I was a humanbeing.

JULIAN O'HALLORAN
The problem Ffor Karma Mabulsi and the Palestinians is that this audience,
committed to dialogue with the PLO, appears to reflect only a minority of
opinion in Isra=l.

Indeed, the Israeli Prime Minister, Mr Shamir, has in the new peace plan he's
brought to London gone out of way to say that Israel will not talk to the PLO.
As Mr Shamir prepared with his team for the Downing Street talks today the
mast obvious feature of his plan was in contrast its attempt to create a body
of Palestinians with whom Israel could negotiate but who would have no formal
links with the PLO.




The Shamir peace initiative proposes what it calls 'free and democratic
elections in the occupied territories' - the Vest Bank and Gaza. In these
Palestinians would elect a team of representatives to negotiate with Israsl
for a five year transitional pericd of self-rule. Jordan and Eqypt as well as
the elected Palestinians would also be invited to the talks and later to
negotiate a permanent solution. Yet the plan states clearly that Israsl
coposes a Palestinian State.

AVI FAZNER - Israeli PM Spokesman

Thisz 15 the [Lrst time that we are giving the Palestinians through a process
cf free and democratic election, the possibility to choose  their
representatives and their leadership and this is why I think they should jump
en this occasion and not miss that occasion like they have missed so many in
the past.

JULTAN D'HALLORAN
But some Palestinians who've suffered the effects of their own uprising are
not in a mood to buy the plan, at least in the form it's presented.

The case of 21 year old Raji Barra, now in a hospital room in Vestminster,
illustrates the defiant mood. Barra has lost a leg, has no feeling in the
other and has a badly damaged arm after being shot by Israeli soldiers during
an arqument when they entered his home in the West Bank locking for the killer
of an Israeli soldier.

MOTN BAREA

He oushed the three soldiers and one soldier shot in six bullets into him and
after that the ambulance came to help to go to hospital, they say he is not
allowed, the ambulance to help him.

JULIAN O'HALLORAN
Despite his appalling injuries, Barra told us he'd like to go back to take
part in the Palestinian struggle.

The uprising, almest eighteen months old, which has claimed nearly five
hundred Palestinian and twenty two Israeli lives, is now at a critical turning
point and shows alarming signs of escalating. Among those accused of
organising the Palestinian campaign 15 a leading academic, Dr Sari Nusseibeh,
He denies this and says Mr Shamir's peace move is a trick to end the uprising
or intifada.

DR SARI MUSSEIBEH

Well in my view Mr Shamir's peace offer is not really genuine. What he wishes
to do is basically to try and give Israel a cover, an international cover, a
public relaticns cover, a public image kind of cover for what Israel really
wants to pursue and seriously wants to pursue which is simply the crushing of
the intifada.

JULIAN O'"HALLODAN

There's been no voting in the occupied territories since 1976 when, in the
West Bank, a mnicipal election carmpalgn produced Palestinian leaders who in
the end failed Israel's criteria of moderation. Hardly any are left in
office. The former Mayor of Hebron, Mostafa Mathe, 1s mis-trustful of the new
election plan because of what happened to those elected in 1976.

MOSTAFA MATHE - Former Mayor of Hebron

Some of us were d-e;::nrted Same of us were dismissed and many of us were under
city arrest. We can't make political mestings. We can't make press
conferences. Any kind of democracy is prevented for the elected Mayvors and
Councillors.




JULIAN O°HALLORAN

But 1it's In the Israeli Parliament that Mr Shamir faces the most dangerous
criticism. Hawks in his own Party, Likud, say the psace plan will lead to a
Palestinian State and they may challenge his leadership. But leaders of the
Peace Now Movement like Dedi Zucker, not normally friends of Mr Shamir, say
his initiative while hardly a plan is better than nothing.

DEDI ZUCKER - PEACE NOW

I have no doubt, Shamir is one of these Israelis that the last eighteen menths
of intifada, of uprising, was a very clear proof for them, that the occupation
goesn't work. That we cannot rule over the Palestinian pecple with mo price
and he's the Prime Minister and he feels that the price that we are paying,
mainly the Army and the Israeli economy, is a very high price and he's really
trying to start a process. tobody knows where does this process lead to -
neither does Shamir know - but he's genuinely trying to do something.

JULIAN O'HALTORAN

In London, Palestinians picketing the Israeli Embassy, appeared to disagree.
But despite their slogans, PLD rejection of the peace plan is not total. They
just want it radically changed. For instance, there's no mention in it of a
vote for Palestinians living in East Jerusalem though a schems has been
informally floated that they might be allowed to vote elsewhere.

DR SARI NUSSEIRFH

I personally believe that this is an insult to me as a Jerusalemite and as a
Moslem as well as being a Palestinian who lives in Jerusalem and has been
living in Jerusalem for thousands of years. East Jerusalem is part and parcel
of the West Bank. We believe that East Jerusalem must the capital of a
Palestinian State. We are prepared to accept all kimxis of other arrangements
like an open border city between the two parts of the capital so that we will
have two capitals. W%e are prepared to negotiate everything. East Jerusalem,
in terms of sovereignty, in terms of the future, must be and cannot but be a
capital of a Palestinian State.

JULIAN O'HALLORAN

Mr Shamir will alszo have heard from Mrs Thatcher tonight a numbsr of other
queries about gaps in his peace plan. Despite the smiles, Britain regards as
a first step which doesn't yet get the Israelis near to a solution but the
growing momentum of violence in the occupied territories, with children and
civilians beirg injured or killed in greater numbers, may just be checked by
the counter-weight of rising international pressure on the Israelis and
Palestinians to end the blood-letting and talk.

The Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, is meeting Mrcs Thatcher in Downing
Strest tonight to try to win support for his Palestinian peace plan. Mr
Shamir wants elections in the Israeli occupied territories followed by
Palestinian self-rule while a permanent solution is negotiated. The plan
cames as  the number of Palestinians killed since their uprising or intifada
began eighteen months ago nears five hundred.

EEITH GRAVES

His wvery arrival in Downing Street emphasised the point Mrs Thatcher is now
making to Yitzhalk Mr Shamir - terrorists can become statesmen. Four decades
ago Mr Shamir ordered the murder of Lord Moyne, a senior British diplomat in
the Middle East, and close friend of Prime Minister Churchill. Now he comes
to Mumber 10 as a guesk.

Mrs Thatcher believes Yasser Arafat, the PLO leader, can do a Shamir and
abandon terrorism for diplomacy. She believes it's wvital that the Israelis
talk to the PLO. It's a message unpalatable to Israsl's Prime Minister but
cne Mrs Thatcher is determined to drive home.

Mr Shamir has come to try and drum up support for his peace plan for the
occupied territories to win back the initiative from the Palestinians. Mrs
Thatcher will tell him it falls far short of anything she envisaces as  likely
to end the violence but however unpalatable Mr Shamir may find it, he has to
try and persuade her at least not to write-off his plan cut of hand. S0 he's
going to make a personal appeal to her. His message will be: "You, Mrs
Thatcher, have an important role to play if you back my plan’. Foreign Office
and Downing Street officials don't reckon much on his chances of succeeding.

And today's pictures from the occupied territories are hardly likely to
improve those chapces. Owvernight eight Arabs were wounded, including two
children hit, claim the Palestinians, during indiscriminate shooting by the
Isracslis. A large number of children are falling victim to Israeli troops and
that's brought worldwide condemnation. whitehall has been in the forefront
expressing concern.  Another Palestinian was killed today, bringing the total
to four hundred and ninety six and the Israslis say if their psace plan is not
accepted, they'll crack down even harder.

NEWSREADER

Mrs Thatcher bhas indicated that theres are still clear differences between
Britain and Israel on the way forward to peace in the Middle East. She was
speaking cutside Downing Street after talks with the Israeli leader, Mr
Yitzhak Shamir, who's on a three day visit to Britain.

Cur Jerusalem Correspondent, Gerald Butt, is trawelling with Mr Shamir:

GERALD BUTT

Mrs Thatcher said she'd made Britain's position clear and now had a great
understanding of Mr Shamir's peace proposals. It's clear though that while
there was an exchange of views, the wide gap between Britain and Israel on the
nature of any peace process remains.  We did not, Mrs Thatcher said, come to
any magic conclusion - I don't think there is one.

As for the substance of the Shamir proposals, Mrs Thatcher said *they'd not
gone 1nto details' but she'd repeated Britain's position regarding the FLO.

For his part, Mr Shamir said the discussions at Mumber 10 had been very good.

He thought that he and Mrs Thatcher could have further opportunities to work
together.

GEOFFREY STERM

When Israel's Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, came up with a plan for
elections in the occupied territories, it was immediately rejected by the PLO
and given a less than enthusiastic welcome by the Americans. Well now it's in
danger of being rejected by hardliners in Mr Shamir's own Likud Party and on
the eve of a six day visit to London and Madrid, he's threatened to resign if
the Party refuses its endorsement. For a profile of Mr Shamir as he begins
his overseas trip here's the BBC's Middle East Correspondent, Gerald Butt:

GERALD BUTT

Yitzhak Shamir must be unigue among top politicians in that he dislikes
publicity and when he does agree to give an interview, as often as not the
affect is to reinforce the image he's aoguired of being a stern and
uncompromising leader devoid of humour or charm.

YITZHAK SHAMIR

My subject is to solve our problems and not the problems of the Arabs and the
Palestinians. The Arabs have in the Middle East more than twenty independent
countries. T think it's fair enough for them., This small countrvy is to be
the Jewish homoland.

GERALD BUTT

Those who know the 73 year old PBolizh born Prime Minister say his outlock is
still influenced strongly by the Holocaust in which many members of his family
were killed. He's unwilling to place his trust in other people. Mr Shamir
can also be obtusely obstinate in the face of outside pressure and iz not a
man given to taking major political initiatives. So why now has he come up
with a peace plan? I consulted Arich Maor who was Cabinet Secretary for five
yvears when Menachem Begin was Prime Minister:

ARIEH MADR

Well mainly because of two reasons. The one is that he came to the conclusien
that he had to calm down the Palestinians in the territories with their
intifada. The second, related to the first, is that he felt that Israel was
losing on the PR game. If Israel loses on PR, especially in the United
States, then our international political power may be harmed.

GERALD BUTT
Does Mr Shamir take advice when he's deciding Israel's future?

ARTEH NACE
To the best of my knowlaedge he does take advice on matters of tactics, not on

strateqy. But on matters of tactics h2's open to hear advices and to consult
a small and very carefully selected circle.

GERALD BUTT

A prominent figure in that circle is Bhud Olmert, Minister without Portfolio
and one of the high-flying new breed of young Likud politicians. He rejects
any suggestion that Mr Shamir is insincere about his peace initiative:

EHUD OLMERT MK

Mr Shamir firmly and genuinely believes that scomething ought to be dore and I
think that his peace initiative is serious, is meaningful, he means business,
he wants to move ahead. Of course he will move with great care and on a step-
by=step basis. There will be no one strike complete and ocomprehensive and
permanent solution because the situation doesn't allow it.



GERALD BUTT
Mr Shamir's strong will and stubborness are much admired by those on the Right
in Israel and even his political opponents can see that he has positive as
well as negative qualities. Dedi Zucker, the Enesset Meober From the Citizens
Rights Movement, a Party well to the Left of Centre:

DEDI ZUCKER

T would say that the man krows exactly what he wants. Probably sometimes he
would not tell the public what he wants but he knows r::-:a::*l}- what he wants ard
he's stubborn and not always being stubborn has a negative meaning while
you're a Prime Minister. His disadvantages has to do with lack of imaginaticn
arnd he lacks some imagination that every good historically speaking Prime
Minister needs. And he is caught also in a very - and we have to admit that -
in a very populistie, chauvinistic Party. 5o he is not totally free to
handle, to run, to exscute any policy that he would like.

GERALD BUTT

What many people cutside Israel find hardest of all to understand is how Mr
Shamir can shrug off both international criticism and the affects of Israel's
growing diplamatic isolation. If Israel stands strong, Mr Shamir insists,
then time will continue to be on its side. So is he turning a blind eye to
trends like the big growth in the Arab population which suggests that time
isn't Israel's ally? T asked former Cabinet Secretary, Arieh Maor:

ARTEH NACR

He ... believes that everything depends, or mainly depends, on our stromg will
and for ane who sees history from such a perspective it's possible to believe
that even against the will and the beliefs and the pressure of the external
world, a small country like Israel can stand. The problem is for how lang?

PRESENTER

The Prime Minister of Tsrael, Mr Yitzhak Shamir, is due to arrive in London
today for talks with Mrs Thatcher. One of the issues under discussion will be
Israel's plans for elections in the cccupied territories. Our Foreign Affairs
Correspondent, Jack ‘l't::ﬂq::smn says that while Britain does not speciflc-al‘w
endorse these proposals it is prepared to encourage the Palestinians to give
them Favourable considerations:

JACK THOMESON

This will be Mr Shamir's first visit to Britain as Prime Minister. He is
likely to get a reasonably warm welcome from Mrs Thatcher who's thought to be
sarewhat more sympathetic towards Israel's view of its positisn in the Middle
East than some of ber colleaques in Govermment. These include the Foreign
Office Minister, Mr William Waldegrave, who Mr Shamir refused to see during a
visit he made to Israsl and the occupied territories im April. That followed
a mesting between Mr Waldegrave and the FLO leader, Mr Yasser Arafat, in Tunis
ard comments the British Minister made on Mr Shamir's past as one who fought
against British rule in Palestine. Monetheless I understand Mr Waldegrave's

name dos3 appear on the quest list For a recepticn the Israeli Ambassador in
London is holdirg for Mr Shamir,

British officials now say that Israel's proposals for elections in the West
Bank and Gaza at least provide a possible basis for taking the Middle East
peace process further forward. The very fact that the Israeli Government as a
whole, with all its internal divisions and tensiocns, has agreed to hold the
elections is a positive sign. Mrs Thatcher though is already wary of attempts
by Mr Shamir to buy time with these proposals but she still +thinks the
Palestinians in general and the PLO in particular should not dismiss the
elections out of hand even though Israel continues to insist that it will
never negotiate with the PLO and opposes the establishment of a separate
Palestinian State in the ccocupied territories. But fundamental differences
between PBritain and Israel have still to be resclwed, not least over Mr
Shamir's refusal to trade land for peace - that's to say giving up at least
part of the occupied territories for guarantees of permanent peace from
Izrael's Arab neighbours.

It's still the British view that an intermational conference on the Middle
East is the best umbrella under which all the parties toe the conflict can
eventually come together but that's clearly a longterm solution. As one
official in Lendon put it, 'if we keep focusing on the end of this process
w2"1l never get started’'.

ITEM RELATING TO A PREVIEW OF YITZHAK SHAMIR'S VISIT TO LONDON

LAURIE MAYER
Well on Sunday evening the Israeli Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, arrives in
Britain for two days of talks. He'll be talking to Mrs Thatcher and hoping to
boost Britain's role as a peace-maker in the Middle East. Moshe Arens, the
Israeli Foreign Minister, said recently thakt Mrs Thatcher was well known to e
a friend to Israel and that she could play a vital role in the Middle East

peace process.

Well high en the agenda will be the Shamir plan for elections in the West Bank
and Gaza. The plan passed last week, allows Palestinians to choose their own
representatives. It's the Israell Government's first step towards resolving
the eighteen month old intifada, the Palestinian uprising. ‘The Shamir plan
promises free democratic and secret elections to choose representatives who
will then negotiate an interim settlement with Palestinian self-rule until a
final resolution three years later. The PLD have redected the plan. They
complain that defence and foreign affairs will remain in Israeli hands but
they wvant a better quarantee of an independent State. They say the Israslis
are just playing for time. FEeith Graves reports:

FEEITH GERAVES

About the only thing the two sides agree upon is that after a year and a half
of non-stop clashes that have left close to five hundred dead and thousands
injured, a way must be found to end the violence. The Israelis believe their
peace plan providing for the Palestinians to abandon the intifada, the
uprising, for the hallot box is that way and Mr Shamir will be trying to win
support for the plan during his visit to London because if it's to have any
chance of achieving arything it must have international support.

And 1t won't be easy. Nobody should fool itself. Those are not easy
neqotiations. Even on an interim agreement it will mot be an easy negotiation
but I say, let us start talking.

KEITH GRAVES
But even the Israeli Cabinet is deeply divided on the plan and Mr Shamir has
only managed to push it through by fudging many of the vital issues. Lanpd for
peace, for example, is the idea of many Israeli politicians, the Palestinians
and the international commmnity. But even as the plan was being discussed,
Right Wing politicians were joining thousands of other Israelis in taking over
more Arab land for more controversial Jewish settlements.

One hundred and forty thousand Jerusalem Falestinians would not even get to
vote because Israel has annexad, ot Jjust occupled, Arab East Jerusalem, And
thw Palestinians want international supervision of any elections and
quarantess that eventually they will decide their own fate = something Israel
opPOses.

Wegotiations with the Palestine Liberation Organisation, the Israelis insist,
are out yet there's no doubt a4 majority of Palestinians support the FPFLO as
they're increasingly demonstrating. The Israelis have, in the past, deposed
and deported elected Palestinians they've suspected of backing the PLO. So
the new plan is being greeted by the Palestinians with considerable
scepticism.




PROFESSOR SARI NUSSEIBEH
Elections we believe should be part of the exercise of a people's sovereignty.
You have slections as part of your exercise of sovereignty. We do not accept
elections if they are being presented to us as an altermative to cur ability
to exercise our soversignty.

KEITH GRAVES

Soversignty ultimately is what it's all about. Israeliz have qust been
celebrating the anniversary of the founding of their State. Unless the
Palestinians can foresee themselves one day doing the same thing, and there
appears to be little chance of that in the Shamir peace plan, the intifada
will cantinue,

LAURIE MAYER
and Joining us now is the BBC's Correspondent, Keith Graves, in London to
cover the talks. Good morning Eeith., How good a friend is Mrs Thatcher to
the Israslis? Moshe Arens has actually referrsed to her as an Iscaeli national
hero.

KELITH GRAVES

That was something of a 'ved berring' by the Israelis. In fact they had a
very tough talk when Mr Arens came - Mr Arens being an extreme Right Winger in
Israeli terms and so I don't think we're as close, or the British Government
is as close, as Mr Arens would like to publicly make out. OF course we have a
vary stormy relationship, the British Government, at the moment with Israel.
David Mellor when he was a Foreign Office Minister did a lot to draw world
attention to the intifada, to Israsli tactics against the Palestinians., He
was then followed by Mr Waldegrave and Mr Waldegrave met Yasser Arafat earlier
this year and at that meeting made some remarks about Israel and in particular
about the background of Mr Shamir that didn't go down at all well with the
Israelis. 8o at the moment the relationship is not very close.

LAURIE MAYER

In view of that sort of history then, what can Mr Shamir hope to get from Mrs
Thatcher.

KEITH GRAVES

Well he's here as a super salesman. He's got to sell his peace plan. He's
got to try and get support for it. Now it's going to be a very difficult task
because the Palestinians have alreadv redjected it. The peace plan really
doesn't meet any of their requirements. You can't hold free and democratic
elections if you'‘re an occupied pecple like they are with soldiers on the
streets, holding you under curfew, arresting you without trial., You can't
hold free and democratic elections if you're told that we won't talk to the
PLO if vyou elect them and you can't have a hemeland at the end but Mr Shamir
has got to try and sell this peace plan because Israel is increasingly
isolated. So he's here as a super salesman to try and persuade not just the
British Government but he's going to be meeting what they describe as leading
Jews in this country, leading businessmen, leading policy makers, to try and
persuade them that it is a viable peace plan.

LAURIE MAYER

what chance though is there that the PLO will ever co—operate? They just see
the whole election plan as putting the progress to autonomy on ice, don't
they?

EELTH GRAVES

Absolutely. The Israelis are playing for time. There's no doubt abaut that.
They're deeply divided themselves in how to go about handling the intifada.
They are plaving for time in the hopes that this PLO move from, if you like,
to the ballot box from the bullet will break down and it could so easily do
it. So I think they are plaving for time and hoping that in the next vear,
two years, the PLO house of cards collapses and the Israelis can say '"look, we
told yvou so',

Moves to bring peace to the occupied territories will be at the top of the
agenda when Israel's Prime Minister, Yitzhak Shamir, wisits Mrs Thatcher in
London this weekend. He's drawn up a plan for elections in the West Bank and
Gaza Strip. The plan allows Palestinians to vote for representatives who will
negotiate a five year transitional period of sslf-rule. MNegotiations for a
permanent settlement will begin within three years of the elections taking
place.

PRESS COWFERENCE GIVEN BY THE PRIME MINISTER OF ISRAEL, YITZHAE SHAMIR

YITZHAY, SHAMIR

well ladiss and gentlemen, T am now on the third day of my visit in Britain.
We had yesterday an important meeting with the Prime Minister, Mrs Thatcher.
It's my first wvisit in Britain as a Prime Minister and it was for me very
important  to meet Mrs Thatcher and discuss with her all the commen questions
and especially the situation in the Middle Bast and of course cur initiative
of peace. Very very friendly talk in a extremely friendly atmosphere. Madame
Thatcher underlined the friendly relations existing between Britain and
Israel; the very keen interests Britain has for the security of Israel and the
cpenness of the Prime Minister to discuss all possibilities to come nearer to
peace.

I have explained of course at length our peace initiative with the four points
and I have asked the Prime Minister to give her support to the peace
initiative although the details are not yet all of them worked cut and ready
but we are very interested to have the principle acceptance of the Arab side
of the peace initiative in order that we will be able irmediately afterwards
to stody and to negotiate all the details and then to come te real
negotiations because every onme of us is interested, eager, to make real steps
for starting a serious process of negotiations in order to come to the end of
the conflict. &

I have explained to Mrs Thatcher, the Prime Minister of Britain, the specific
situation of the State of Israel in the Middle East as being the only non-
Moslem and non-Arab country in the area surrounded by Arab and Moslem peaples
and nations and the hostility around us and our efforts, our permanent efforts
and constant efforts, to live in peace and stability in this part of the

world,

I have to say that Mrs Thatcher accepted the principles of our peace
initiative although underlining that many details have to be worked out and
prepared for concrete negotiaticns.  She stressed many points related to the
relaticns between Israel and the Arab countries that have to be settled before
any settlement of the conflict.

The question of the Jewish people in Soviet Russia was also raised and it was

for me a wery good occasion to express our gratefulpess to Britain and
rersonally to Mrs Thatcher, the Prime Minister, Ffor the effarts on behalf of

the Soviet Jewry and of many many unhappy individuals who were helped and
supported by the efforts of the British Covernment and of Mrs Thatcher .
herself.

Today I met again the Secretary Howe and we continued our discussion about the
same issues and while this talk also was a very friendly one and we tried to
get conclusions and it was clarified again that Britain is very interested in
any process that could lead the parties of the conflict in the Middle East
towards a peaceful solution. Thank you.

GERALD BUTT

Mr Prime Minister, the Secretary of State in Washington has called on you
specifically to reach out to the Palestinians as neighbours who deserve
political rights. What's your reaction to that call from Mr Baker?

YITZHAK SHAMIR

Well T read the speech of the Secretary of State and there were brought many
arguments addressed to the various factors of the problems of the Middle East
and of the peace process. He said many things about the position of the
Soviet Union, about the Arab position, the Palestinian position, and there
were some phrases about the Israsli position.
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And then we say that after this stage will come the second stage of the
negotiations about a permansnt solutions and we have proposed a formula and
our Fformula was not refused and was not rejected by the United States
Govermment. Maybe during these negotiations of the second stage about a
permanent soluticn, there will be arise various proposals because according to
our initiative, any party will be entitled to propose anything it wishes to
seige a sclution and then the parties will have discuss it and to negotiate
until they get an acceptable solution. I don't see any difficulty now in the
differences of views existing between and in non—Arab parties,

YITEHAE SHAMIR

Well I cannot say now what will be the outcome of the negotiations about a
permanent solution. I =ay only that, that any party will be entitled to
propose anything. It could be proposed, this formula you have mentioned. It
could be proposed in other Formulas and it will be proposed I am sure. Thers
will be many proposals and many ideas because I assume the parties will lock
for a solution, for an outcome. But I say that what will be accepted as the
outcome of the negotiations it will have to be acceptable by both parties and
anything that will be acceptable by both parties will become the definite
solution of the conflict.

Prime Minister, in the first stage of your plan, isn't it very likely that all
the Palestinians elected would be PLD supporters?

It could be and we will have to discuszs the modalities of all these elections
and we say again, and we have said already, that people that will be elected
will be elected. We will not abolish any election because of the personal
views of the elected person. Maybe there will be some limitations if a
certain person elected will have a criminal record.

Our policy on terrorism is the only right one - a policy of no

deals and no concessions ko terrorises, hijackers, hostage
raxers or their sponsors. There is no room for half measures.
We should also stand together in total condemnation of
governments who sponsor terrorists or connive at their
activities. Such behaviour puts them outside the civilised
international community. Since 1986, the Twelve have had in
place a set of measures against both Libya and Syria. Those
measures should not be lifted without canvincing and sustained
svidence that both regimes hawve given up support for

international terrorism.

We should like to be able to have a normal relationship with
Iran. But that depends on Iran. Our position is clear. Ira
must respect accepted standards of international behaviour.
Iranian threats of viclence against a British citizen are
intalerable. We were grateiful for the support we received
from cur European partners in February, leading to the
withdrawal of their Ambass. ors from Iran for consaltation.

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QUESTIONS FOR THE PRIME MINISTER (FOR THE VISIT oP

Question 1

Frime Minister, Anglo-Italian relations aras traditionally very
good and you are much admired in my <Country. However, aftaer
your last meeting with Signor De Miza at Villa Pallanza, a
number of British and Italian Journalists expressed the
opinich that there are now diZfesrences an pelitical priorities
between Rome and London - for example, on the issue of
European integration. Can you tell the Italian people how

committed you are to Eurcpean unity?

Answer 1

Britain has been invelved in Burope for some 2000 Years. Our
destiny is in Burope as part of the Community, a Community
which is built on willing and active co-operation between
independent sovereign states. I want to see the members of
the Community work together more closely on the things we can
do better together than alone, because Eurcpe is stronger when
we do so. But working together more closely does not require
power to be centralised in Brussels. Nor doss jt require ever
more detailed regulation. So my answer is: yes, certainly 1I
want to see Europe more united and with a greater sense of
common purpose. But it must be in a way which allows each
nation to preserve its traditions and characteristics. I do
not want to see a Federal Burope and am certain it will not
come. Nor do I want to see the massive transfer of
soversignty which would be involved in implementing in full
the recent proposals of the Delors Group on economic and

monetary union.

Question 2

How does your concept of Burope differ from General de
Gaulle's dream of "L'Europe des Patries"?

Answer 2
I do not find the parallel in any way unflattering, although
of course the Community has moved on since General de Gaulle's




day. We hava more common policies and we have the Single
European Act. As I have just said, I want to ses Europe more
united. But onity should not mean uniformity. MNo more than
General de Gaulle do I want to ses the suppression of the
diverse political and cultural traditions which give Europe
its strength.

Question 3

Prime Minister, you have been the first head of a Western
government to establish that Michail Gorbachev "is the man
with whom it is possible te do business®., Do you think that
the world is now a safer place?

Answer 3

The world is certainly a safer place now than a fsw Years ago.
There have been fundamental changes in the Soviet Union., I
called it a "peaceful revolution® the other day, when

Mr Gorbachev was in London. The Soviet people are being given
greater freedom, and more room for individual initiative. It
is something many of them want, as we saw in the recsnt
elacticons. I think that many of the changes now go very deep
and would be difficult to reverse entirely.

We have seen the change in foreign policy teo. When

Mr Gorbachev spoke to us at the Guildhall here, he talked
about getting rid of "ossifisd dogmas® and creating a peaceful
order based on freedom of choice and balance of interests. He
said very similar things at the United Nations last December.
And he has shown he wants to co-operate more with the West -
for instance, the Soviet Union has been helpful over Mamibia.
The Soviet Union kept its promise to leave Afghanistan, and we
have made progress on arms control and human rights, as well

as on other regional problems.

So all this has helped to create more trust between Fast and
West. I welcome that. We all do. But that does not mean we
should give up our commitment to a sure, modern defence and to
maintaining HATO's strength and unity. It is because we have

shown our resolve to be unshaksable on those things that the




Soviet Union has come to realise the futility of
confrontation, and started to accept the sort of ideas and
initiatives we have been putting forward f{or many years.
Change in the Soviet Union still has a long way to go. We
must ancourage it, through dialogue, but stay firm on defence
because that has brought us this far, and is our insurance [or

the futura.

Question 4

Prime Minister, President Gorbachev has just been to London to
visit you. What progress has been made in East/West

relations?

Answer 4

I have already said something about this in answering the last
question. The visit was good, very good. We had excellant
talks with Mr Gorbachev and with Mr Shevardnadze on all
aspects of East/West relations, and Mr Gorbachev invited me to
go to the Soviet Union again next vear for a further round of
discussion. Mr Gorbachev emphasised his total commitment to
the process of reform. I do not think he is in any doubt of
the difficulties which lie ahead. But I do believe as he does
that what he is trying to do is the oniy way forward for the
Soviet Jnien. I told him that we support him; because if the
Soviet people are more free, more prosperous, that will be to
the advantage of us all.

There are still many points on which we disagree, not least in
the field of arms control. But as Mr Gorbarhev said, we have
leanred not to dramatise our divergences. There are good
prospects for progress overall in many areas of East-West

relations.

However, do you feel that it is necessary for the West to
remain on guard and therefore that it is important to
modernise nuclear short-range misiles?



Answer 5
Of course. I have said so, many times. A strong defence is

the best way to prevent war. It is something you need to keep
up, even when things are going well. Because once you abandon
highly sophisticated weapons, you cannot suddenly conjure them

up again in a crisis.

If we in Burope are to have a strong defence that means that
we must keep some nuclear weapons. All of us in NATO accept
that. H#History has shown us time and time again that
convantional forces alone cannot %eep us safe from war. It is
our nuclear deterrent which has kept the peace in Europe for

the last 40 years.

If that nuclear deterrent is to be credible, then our weapons
must be kept 2ffective. That means modernising them from
time to time. The Soviet Union has done exactly the same with
its own forces. We balieve that it has modernised some

95 per czent of its short-range nuclear systems in the forward
area over the last five years. NATO Heads of Governments
agreed in March 1988 that we would keep our weapons - nuclear
and conventional - up to date where necessary. We must ensure
that this obligation is honoured, NATO needs to demonstrate
its continuing strength and resolve in its 40th anniversary

ysar.

Question 6

Under your leadership Britain is again one of the most
powerful countries in internmational affairs. You have
recently visited Africa. Can you foresee progress towards
stability in Southern Africa? Does the release of Melson
Mandela represent one of your major suggestions to the South

African Government?

Answer 6
My wvisit to Southern Africa convinced me that we are entaring

a new =2ra in the region. There are already agreements on
Hamibia and on Cuban troop withdrawal from Angola. These show

what can be achieved by patient negotiation., The United




Mations plan for Namibia has had a difficult beginning, with
armed SWAPO forces making a major incursion into Namibia in
contravention of the agreement. In that situation, the key
was to uphold the authority of the Unitad Nations. They are
the only people who everyone can trust., The task now is to
get the independence process back on course. We are doing
what we can to help achieve that. We have some exparisnce
because of Iimbabwe. 1 was there teoo, and I think we would
all be very happy if we could feel that Namibia could come to

independence and be as successful as Zimbabwe.

Britain makes a major contribution to stability in the region,
Wa are giving a great deal of economic assistance to South
Africa's neighbours and to black people in Sooth Africa. We
are giving military training to Zimbabwe and Mozambigque, to
strengthen their ability to defend themselves. We are alse
aiding the refugees from Mozambiqgue too, especially those in
Malawi. I saw some of them. The Malawians are doing a
marvellous job, but they need our help.

We must encourage South Africa to press ahead with the
fundamental changes which the country needs. Apartheid must
go and there should be negotiations with representatives of
the full range of political opinion in South Africa against
the background of the suspension of violence on all sidas,
When 1 saw Foreign Minister Botha in London in March, I urged
him to release Mr Mandela unconditionally, because I believe
this could be the single most important step towards the
opening of negotiations. I would add one f:=-ther point. When
South Africa takes the steps which we have all been urging,
that should be acknowledged and reflectad in our own policies
towards South Africa.

Questiun 7

Your Government is also very involved in the aim of finding
peace in the Middle East. Do you think that the Israelis
should now negotiate with the PLO and what other initiatives
would you recommend to make peaceful co-existence possible
between the Arabs and the Jews?




Answer 7

If one locks only to the history of the PLO, one can see why
the Israslis are reluctant to talkX to them. But important
changes have taken place in PLO policy. After years of
pressure and persuasion, from many quarters including Britain,
Mr Arafat has accepted Security Council Resolutions 242 and
338, recognised Israel's right to a secure 2xistence, and
renounced terrorism. As a result, there is now a dialogue
between the United States and the PLO., 1 know the Israelis

Answer 8

Our policy on terrorism is the only right one - a policy of no
deals and no concessions to terrorists, hijackers, hostage
takers or their sponsors. There is no room for half measures.
Wa should alsc stand together in total condemnation of
governments who sponsor terrorists or connive at their
activities. Such behaviour puts them outside the civilised
international community. Since 1986, the Twelve have had in
place a set of measures against both Libya and Syria. Those
measures should not be lifted without convinsing and sustained
evidence that both regimes have given up support for

international terrorism.

We should like to be able to have a noarmal relationship with
Iran. But that depends on Iran. Our position is clear, Iran
must respect accepted standards of international behaviour.
Iranian threats of viclence against a British citizen are
intolerable. We were grateful for the support we received
from our Eurcpean partners in February, leading to the
withdrawal of their Ambassadors from Iran for consultation.
