Dear Prime Ministar,

The aff+11ate of the International Commissiaon
of Jurists in the occunied territory of the West
jank, Law in the servica of Man, has drawn our attention
to the fact that upon the last occasion when the
tawiihi (matriculation] examinations were held in
the Test 2ank, namely in June 1983, a nunher of students
who were due f£o 5%t the examination were arrested
and haltd 1n detention sSo fhat they were unable to
ng so. The effect of thiqd was that they lost & whole
year nof studies, and h wailt another twelve months
hefare they could s xa2mination again. Matri-
culaticn 95, of cod an essential qualification
for hinher edurcats d to qualify for many fobs
or professicna g,

he purpose of these arrest was

miss their examination. 1 enclose
3 ticulars of over 30 students who
their examinations in this way. HNo reasomns

were niven fop their arrest, and they were not interro-
gated or 3ed witad any offence. In one case when
the student pointed put te the arresting officer

that this meant he would lose a year, the officer
replied in terms: "That 15 the reason that we came

here to arrest you, 50 that you will miss your exams.*™

TAWJIH1 STUDENTS

Ineroductcion

On 1zt February 1984, the firsc sec of chis vyear's TAWJIHI
(matriculacion) exams begin i{n the Wesc Bank. Sctudents have to sit
eighr exams then and another series of exams in the summer. 1In order
to macriculate, students moust pass all exams and failuere to sic &
single exam avtomatically resulcs in the scudent failing and having ko
resit all the exams the following vear. In previous years there have
been reporcs of widespread arrescs of cawiihi scudents ac the time of
cheir exams. On June 19ch, 1983, che second set of last vears exams
began. As the examinacions continued, it came to the attention of LAW
IN THE SERVICE OF HMAN that once again students sicting the exams weare
being &rrested and held by the Israeli authorities for & number of
days, thus causing them co miss cheir exams. LSM felt it important to
erv  and discover the reasons for the arrests and so carried out an
invescigacion of those arreaced in Mablus, Jenin, Ramallah, and Hebron
where cases were reporced to L5M. Having concluded the inguiry  LSM
found no legicimace securicty justification for the arrests.

The findings of LSY's investigation are published here together
with @& bricf introduction to the Tawjihi examimation and a summary of
che relevant milicary order on arrest im the West Bank. An affidavic
sworn by one of those arvested in Mablus is included as an example of
the uvaual seguence of svents on arresac,




Tawiihi

The Tawjihi is che government macriculaction exam, for which
13,871 12cth graders were vegiscered in academic year 1982-3.
Aegulated by Jordanian law, passing the Tawjihi is required for entry
inco West Bank universicies and those in che Arab councries, and is
also often mandacory for many white-collar jobs and professions. The
exams are¢ sat In cwo parcs, in January and Jume, and consist of a
series of compulsory exams. Failure to sit and pass a single wexam
will result in & fallure to matriculate that year. This means the
student has to resic all the exams a year lacer.

Power of Arrest in the West Bank

The military authorities are given broad powers of arrest by
Milicary Order 378 - the Crder Concerning Security Provisions ({(1970).

Section 7B(a) scates cthe following:— "A soldier may, without an
ATresi warrant, arrtest any person who commits, or 15 suspected of
adaving c<ommicced, an offence wvnder rchiz Order.® Arcicle TBIL)

provides chat cthe arresced person musc be handed over to an suthorized
police startlom or place of detention as soon as possible. Following
ATEESt, A person may be held for eighteen days on che warrant of a
police officer. On the eighceench day of detenction che arresced
person must be brought before the Military Court which may order an
extension of decention Eor up te six months [(MD ITR, drciele 785,

Arrest of Tawjihi Studentcs

in  Jun¢, as has happened previously, many af the studencs
Studying® for their Tawjihi were arrested by the Israelf milicary and
decained for sufficient cime fer them o miss cheir gxame. L5M
fieldworkers inwvescigaced Che arrests that oceurred in Nablus, Jenin,
famallan, and Hebron. All the arrests known to LSM took place, with
fsur ewceptions, between the 16cth and Z2nd of June. The students vere
he.d for four or five davs and then released. During their periocd of
gecancion chev were not told the reason for their arrest, they were
not  guescioned, and chev were all reoleaked wicthour being charged.
There faollows a list of those arresced, crcogethér with the daces of
Lheir detentian. A brief description of the situation in the local
drad 1s also glven. Appended to this report is an affidavic given by
ons al Lhe gledents arrested inm Mablus.

It &5 worth Strésding that the fae: that mone 4t tne scudencs
wernr guestioned after their arresc strongly indicates that thev were
nias suspecces  of having committed anv offence and that cheir arcrest
fitl outside che oravisions of che relevanc milicary arder - Military
Oroe= 176, Article 7B

HEBRON

Some 20 gtudents were arrescted in the Hebron area. Some students
were arrested a3 Chey wvere acctually sitting their exams.

JABAR KAMAL ITMESI was arrested ac Raber al-Jamia'ah in Hebrom while
sitcing his exams. He was held one day at Hebron Military
Headquarcers and so missed his exam. Mo reason was given for his
Arrast.

ZAFFU'AN AL-ZI1'ER was arrested on the 23rd June and held for five days
at Fara'ah wichout charge. Heo official reason was given for his
arrest.

FAYED AL-BAJJAR was arrested on the 23rd June and held for five days

at Fara'sh without charge. No official reason was given for his
Arresk .

EHALED AL-KHURAKI was scudving at a friend's house on the 27th  June.
Soldiers went to his own house. Finding him absent, thev arrested his
father and his brocher, Nasser al-Khurani. His Facher was released
the same day, but his brother was taken to Fara'ah and held chere for
five davs without charge, being released on 1sc July.

The only reported discurbance in Hebron during June was the throwing
cf an explosive charge at a house in the centre of Hebron cccupiod by
a Jewish family. Nobody was hurc and the Jerusalem Fost (19.6.83)
reported that no arrests were made. The centre of Hebren was put

under curfew for a week as a result of the bombing.




AFFIDAVIT

1, the undérsigned, MHUSSAM AL-KMALILI, aged 21 years, & student from
Nablus, having been warned to tell the truth and of the penalties for
perjury, swear that the following is true:-

On Thursday, June 16, 1983, at 1:00 a.m., vhile 1 was studying
with my friend at his house to prepare for the Tawjihi éxam which was
to begin on June 19, I heard a lot of noise ourside the house and a
loud knocking at the door. Somebody shouted, "Open the door” and at
the same cime [ heard some words in Hebrew. The knecking concinusd
and 1 opened che door. Qutside the house there were about thircy
soldiers and plainclaches detecrives surrounding che building.

The soldiers and detectives came inco the house and began a
search of the premises, paying particular attention to the books. But
they did not find anyching illegal as all our books were lagal,
academic textbooks for our exams. Having finished the search, rche
officer in charge, Jihad, an officer in the civilian adminiscracien in

Nablus, siad to me, 'What are you doing at your friend's house?" I
answered him, "I am sctudying for the Tawjihi exam with him." He
replied, "You will graduvace from prison.” I asked why and he repliad
simzly, "Because." I told him, "I1f you arrest me I will miss che

Tawjihi and that means my academic life will be delayed for a vear for
no  reason." PBuc Jihad wasn't inceresced and answered, *That (s the
reasan that we came here to arrest you, 8o thar you will miss vyour

Exams.""

After this dialogue, the officer ordered the soldiers te arrase
me and 1 was puc in & jeep and che soldiers took me to Nablus Milicary
Headquarters. There 1 saw nine ocher Tawiihi scudents from Nablus,
e were taken togecher to Fara'ah prison.

In Fara'sh prison we remained without being guestioned, wirhout
ceing charged, in verv bad conditions and we suffered bad creacment.
A human being loses his name in Fara'ah and becomes just & number. Om
tne second day in Fara'ah we had our heads forcibly shaved and we
stayed there unztil our release on June 21. As a resulr, my friends
and [ missed Tawjihi Eor 1983 - we missed our exams afrer a vear of
hard wark in preparation. Hy detention in Fara'ah was complerely
without cause and in opposicion to the simplest human traditions and
laws,

restrictions and regulations were irposed on the water from Spriqqs and wel
for irrigation. Implementing existing Jordanian laws - (Law for Regulating
Hatura] Resources, Mp. 3k, 1966, and Regulations for Controlling Ground
Water, Ho. B&, 1966) - the Israeli administration has been empowered to
require the installation of metres on water sources, to 1imit output and

to prevent overpumping - so as not to damage”the waters of the Kingdom®,
(The Jordanian authorities did not have enough time to implement these
orders themselves).

The rights of the resident population to the use of existing water
sources have been strictly aaFEQuarﬁed since 1967. The Israeli administration
has taken, the following steps towards ensuring the region's water supply
for all its inhabitants and for future gemerations:

* In 1977, the Israeli administration began issuing licences for the
drawing of water in order to reguiate output for frrigation, This was
preceded by installing water metres on all the wells in the region and
recording manthly, over a whole year, the amounts crawn by each owner
without any limitation, Water quotas for each well-owner were Lhen
bascd on Lhe guantities actually drawn, plus a 10 percent increase ta.
of fset possible errors. :

* In areas where in the past overpumping caused salination of water, Lhw
drilling of new wells has been prohibited.

« In areat nol utilized bofore because they require deep deilling, such as
in the Ein Feshkha region, the Israeli water company, MEKOROT, has
carried out research bores, and has invested a lot of i1ts resources in
return for the concession for future drilling. Mekorot sells the water
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” Eruduced from these new wells to Tﬁfﬂétf villages founded in the
Jordan Valley since 1967, which in no way affects the water supply
to Arab localities. At the same time, drilling permits have been
issuéd for the drilling of new wells in the Ramallah-E] Bireh and
Ein §;muya areas,

both sides of the pre-1967 border, and which was fully utilized prior
to 1967, the drilling of new wells has been prohibited. The only
exception has been for the-regulation of water usage, whereby Mekorot
has been permitted to drill additional wells in return for pianned
replacement of water in winter in paralle]l amounts to offset the
depletien,

At present, some 300 Arab wells and 17 Jewish-Dwned wells are operating
in Judea-Samaria. The Jewish-owned wells (sunk since 1967) have only in

one case caused a reduction of the water aupplg available to the Arab
population, the majority of them having been sunk into deep water-bearing
strata that had never before been tapped. In that exceptional case, the
administration made good the deficiency from the new source at the same
cost to the Arab users as they would have incurred in producing the quantity
in question from their own source. In addition, the administration has sunk
new wells for drinking water for the exclusive benefit of the Arab
population of Judea-Samaria.

Waler Sharing

Since 1967, when it took over the administration of Judea-Samaria, Israel
has introduced a water-sharing scheme that makes this resource available
wherever it is needed most, through reciprocal transfers of water between
Judea-Samaria and Israel's territory within the “Green Line®, accordine to
geographic and economic considerations. In 1978/79, for example, water
weasured at 1,069,000 cubic metres was pumped from Judea-Samaria to "Grecn
Line" Israel, while 2,098,000 cubic metres were pumped from Israel to
Judea-Samaria. In 1979/80, a quantity of 2,734,000 cubic metres was pumped
from Israel to Judea-Samaria, as against only 546,000 cubic metres pumped

From Jwdea-Samaria to Israel, making an adverse balance, for Israel, of
2,188,000 cubfc metres.

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" In 1967 there were only two public waterworks in all of Judea-Samaria.
Under Israeli administration these have been enlarged and several now
regiond] systems added. Of the 3,200 cubic metres of water per hour available

today in Judea-Samaria for domestic consumpticn, 1,750 are from works

developed and maintained by the Israeli administration, as detailed below:

*  The administration has dug three large wells near Herodion, supplying
some 700 cubic metres of water per hour to the Hebron and Bethlehem
areas, which had been receiving only 150 cubic metres per hour until
1970.

*  The Ramallah region now receives some 70 percent of its water needs
directly from the Israeli system, thus ending a chronic shortage.

*  Two new wells supply water to Jenin, increasing the supply nearly
five-fold as compared with 1970,

* The perennial water shortage in Nablus was substantially alleviated
by a 200 cubic metre per hour well drilled by the aéministration
and transferred to the municipality. For political reasons Mablus has
refused to accept water from an adwinistration-dug well at Beit [ha,
which would completely alleviate the shortage.

*  Two new east-west pipelines in Samaria have been laid to provide dozens
of villages with a reqular supply of water for the first time.

* A 30-kilometre pipeline was laid in the western Hebron Hill region, to
supply water to 10 villages.

The Israeli administration places no restrictions on the ﬂeuélnpnmri of
water resources for domestic consumption - even if this entails exploitation
of an aquifer that is already being fully utilized. Thus, the authorities
have not only encouraged municipalities in the area to dril) water near
their towns and operate them but, beyond that, have played an actdve role .
in augmenting the supply.

The long-range policy of the Israeli administration has concentrated
on conservation of existing sources, an locating new sources, on instituting
measures to prevent the lowering of the water-table, and on avoiding
penetration of saline water into these sources. Since saline water from the
Mediterranean Sea lies close to the area's freshwater sources, salimation
-would occur if there were prolonged overpumping due to unrestricted
exploitation of these sources,

Since 1967, the Israeli administration has emphasized supervision
and improvement of frrigation methods, for the most efficient and econamical
utilization of available resources. It has also provided consulting services
in Judea-Samaria and the Gaza 'distrTct* which deal with locating new water .

The violation of the international boundaries of Palestine by the Areb
armies havir~ constituted an act of armed mggression, the consequent {llegnl
oceupation by them of anr'territury previngslr'furming part of the [lnndated
Territory of Falestine could not give rise to any legitimate claim of sovereignty.
Tihus the purported “annexation” of Judea and Samaria by Jorden in 1950 was
in violation both of genersl international law and of the Israel-Jordan General
Armistice Agreement of 1949. It is not without interest to note in this
connection that this purported annexation was not recopnized at the timg'hr the
international community, except for one country, the United Kingdom, which had
a very special relationship with Transjordan in those days and that. even the
Arab League, in 1950, threatened Jordan with expulsion from its ranks because of

that purportied aonexation.

Judea, Semaria and the
Gaza district were used repeatedly in the period from 1948 to 1967 as steging
grounds for ceaseless and yprepitting aggression against Isrpel. Israel's
major towns and cities were within easy range of Arab artillery =nd faced
eonstant thrents of attack. The Iaraeli villages in Judea and Bemaris today
are thus an effective form of early warning system, as well as a vital deterrent

to war,

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I NTRODUCT I ON

Jewish public opinion, and particularly those organizatiaons
engaged in a constructive dialogue with the Christian CLhurches,
have been shocked and dismayed by the overt bias displayed in
recent publications of the World Council of Churches' Commission
on International Affairs dealing with fMiddle Eastern issues. Many
of the statements, attitudes and conclusions are one-sided and
unfalir, and contradict the awvowed profession of a great religious

body devoted to the ideals of truth and reconcilation.

We have thought It necessary to comment on the CCIA background
papers because we believe that many within the WLC family do not
subseriba to the contents of these pamphlets - or at least are
open to learning that events in the Middle East have other

explanations.

For all those interested in the search for truth and in the cause
of peace and justice in the Middle East, the following reactions
to the booklet should be of concern.

LEEANDN

The Director's Introduction condemns lsrael's "bloody invasion
and occupation', says that there are growing indications that
Israel intends to stay In Lebanon and states categorically that
Israel is not interested in pesce. Let the facts speak for

themse lves.

Lebanon was bloodied and occupied for seven harrowing years by
the PLO terrorists and some 30,000 Syrian troops, before the
israel Defence Forces entered in June 1382. Chaos and anarchy
had long since replaced the authority of the Lebanese Government.
Th cost in human suffering was horrendous. During that period -
before Israel's entry - nearly 100,000 persons were killed, more

than twice that number wounded amd hundreds of thousands made




homeless by the wanton destruction and havoc. Many of the
casualtles were incurréed In cold-blooded massacres, such as

that in the Lebanese town of Damur, mainly inhabited by Christians,
which was left in ruins, and thousands of Its inhablitants killed

or forced to flee when it was overrun by the PLO in 1976,

Durimg that same period, southern Lebanon was wused as a base,
both for terrorist incursions and for open military attacks by
the PLO against lsrael, and in particular its nerthern region,
Galilee. The primary purpose of the entry of the Israel Uefence
Force intc Lebanon was to remove the menacing PLO presence and
fes military infrastructure from southern Lebanon, and thereby

to relieve Israel from the ongoing threat emanating from that
presence.. In this, It succeeded. It alse removed what had been
a constant source of tormenmt, death and destruction directed not

only against lsrael but also against the local Lebanese population.

Israel has never coveted an inch of Lebanese territory - as is
clear from its actions and from countless statements to this
effect by lts leadership. Hostile speculations and propaganda

to the effect that Israel desires to remain indefinitely In
Lebanon have been adopted by the author as a statement of fact.
The truth is5 that consistent declarations of the Israel Government
have been authenticated by lsrael's signature on an agreement with
Lebanon (Hay 17, 1383} in which Israel undertakes to withdraw [ts
forces from that country within eight to twelve weeks, as part of
a general withdrawal of external forces from Lebanon, which also
Ineludes Syrian and PLO forces. At present, the tragic situation
in Lebanon Is being perpetuated by the refusal of the Syrlian
Government to wlthdraw 1ts troops, as requested by the Lebanese

Government.

As for the Israells "not being interested in any peace plan", that
is 8 patent untruth. Israel's tradition of seeking peace goes back
a long time, as Is evident In every step of the way along the road




of Israell history. For thirty-five years now, it has beep lIsrael
which has pursued peace - consistently and on countless occasions
- and It has bean the Arab states and the PLO which have rejected

peace and made war.

In 1977, finally one Arab country - Egypt - agreed to make peace
with lsrael, and on March 26, 1979 the Israeli-Egyptian peace
treaty was signed, based on the Camp David Agreements of 1978 -
the first and only Hiddle East peace plan to get off the ground.
lsrael's genuwine interest in this plan has been evidenced not only
by its signing of the 1979 treaty, but alse by Tts frultful
Implementation of the treaty (and of the Camp David blueprint of
which It is a part), which involved considerable sacrifice.

WEST BANKE (JUDEA AND SAMARIA)

From 1944 when Jordan attacked and seized the West Bank until
1967, when Jordan again attacked Israel, this time using the
region as a base, these territories were [llegally occupied by
Jordan, This seizure never received international reécognition
(except by Britain and Pakistan}, even by the other Arab states.
Israel, in June 1967, fighting in Tts own defance, repelled the
Jordanian invaders and, In the course of its counter-attack, Look
possession of these areas - which also happened to the part of
the heartland of the historical Land of lIsrael.

The basic problem down the years has not been lIsrael's presence

in these areas but the Arab states' obdurate refusal te come to
terms with Israel's most elementary national rights and, on that
basis, to make peace. During the twenty Years in which Jordan
occupied the region, Israel on numérous occasions offfered to make
peace WwWith its neighbours on the basls of the existing armistice
lines - in other words, with Jordan remalining in possassion of the
reglon. These peace offers were invariably turned down by the

Arab states which persisted in their attitute of non-recognitian
and open hostility, erupting in undisguised attempts to eradicate

Israel by military force.




To this day, |srael is prepared to enter Into negotiations with
Jordan and with Syria, aiming at agreements which will €inally

put an end to the decades-long conflict, but for this to take

place there must be corresponding readiness on the other side as
well. 5Such agreements already exist with Egypt and Lebanon -

with the first, a full fledged peace treaty; with the second, an
agreement terminating the state of war, making a start at

regulating relations and determining the security measures necessary
to prevent a relapse inte the situation which preceded last summer's

wWara.

The highly strategic nature of the West Bank must always be taken
into account. |srael, with its narrow coastal strip (enly 1D - 15
miles agross), Is extremely vulnerable to attacks from Judea and .
samaria by the armed forces of the Arab states, the PLO and perhaps
other hosclile powers that are still not reconclled to |lsrael's VE Y
right to exist. In particular, lsrael is concerned lest the area
come under the control of the PLO, which is on record as having

as its central objective the elimination of the State of lsrael

and its replacement by a PLO-run "Palestine'. |Israel, for its
part, has repeatedly expressed willingness to reach an agreement
based on the rights of the Palestinian people, and has signed a
declaration to this effect in the framework of the Camp Uavid

Peace Treaty.

HUHAN RIGHTS .

Much of the WCC booklet is devoted to criticizing violations of

human rights in the Region, but it fails as much as to mention
Israel's determination that its military and civil organs abide

by the provisions of international law [(notably the Hague Regulations
and the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949). Immediately after the
1967 war, the Israeli Attorney-General announced that all the norms
and principles of natural Justice observed as a matter of course

in Israel would also be Implemented in the territories administered
by lsrael, even where these had not found expression In International
law. The Supreme Court of Israel, sitting as a High Court of

Justice, has assumed jurisdiction over the military commanders in

]




the administered territories although, according to the strict
letter of the law, the Israel High Court of Justice does not have
jurisdiction beyond the territory of lIsrael., By virtue of this
declision, the Israel court may order any military commander or
official in the adminlstered area to perform any act which by

law he is obliged to do, or abstain from doing what by law he
ought not to do. This means, in effect, that whenever the rights
of an Individual are Infringed, effective redress by the court will

be avallable.

If cases alleged to amount to an excess of power have not been

referred to the High Court, this is not because the High Court's
jurisdiction lacks effectiveness or because the population lack
confidence in the lsrael judiciary. It is because of the terror .
employed by certain Palestinian groups against those daring to

have recourse to the |sraeli courts, and because of the propaganda

value of alleged misuse of power which is not judicially probed,

as distinguished from allegations which judicial inquiry might

prove without foundatian.

The lsrael legal authorities rely on internaticnal law as well

as on precedents In British Mandatery and Jordanian law. These
permil nﬂcupyingfuweri to take preventive action to stop sabotage,
cedition and terrorist activities. The types of action attacked
in the booklet are all endorsed by international law, in such

circumstances .

In cases where that authority has been exceeded, the injured parties
can have recourse to the High Court. A notable instance was a case
where land near Nablus was requisitioned in order to establiish an
israell settlement. International law clearly distinguishes

between the right te use public and private land. In this case,

the petitioners claiming ownership of the land brought the matter

to the Court which ruled that the requisition of the land has been
politically motivated, and ordered the removal of the settliers, their

effecrs and constructions, and the re&storation of the land to its Arab




owners. Since that Judgment, the Israel authorities have refrained from

requisitioning private land for the establishment of settlements.

The various issues raised in the booklets are fully considered in

the publication "The Rule of Law in the Areas Administered by

Israel" published by the Israel National Section of the International
Commission of Jurists (Tel Aviw, 1981). In his introduction,

Haim H. Eohn, Member of the International Commission of Jurists and
former Deputy President of Israel's Supreme Court, writes: "I

must admit that | myself am far from happy and complacent about
certaln aspects of the military administration. Not everybody

in Ilsrael subscribes to the prevailing military concepts of

security requirements, but so long as the army has the responsibility
for maintaining security, and so long as the Administered Areas .
are exposed, from within and from without, to terrorist inFluence

and attacks, these concepts must prevail."

Most of the cases cited in the booklet are ascribed, not to

official bodies of the State of Israel or the the Military

Government, but to private individuals, Jewish or Arab. Many of

the alleged violations have never been reported to the authorities

and have therefore not been investigated. They are now utilized

as political propaganda without the possibility of determining

thelr accuracy. The State of |srael's Administered Areas, |lke

any other region In the world, are not immune to lawbreakers, The
solution in these cases s to report sweh wiolations to the author-
ities; an entire Jurldicial system has been established In the .

Region for this very purpose.

The booklet deals with five categories of pollicy:

1. Land and Settlements: Here one must distinguish between

public land and private land. |Israel has acted according to the
Hague regulations which allow an occupying power the right to take
possession of public property and a duty to safeguard it. The Israali
Government has laid down procedure to ensure that any land so taken

possession of is beyond question public land.




As noted above, the rights of private ownership have been

respected and are legally protected. Followling international

law, private property can only be used under circumstances which
would be recognlsed under local law i.e., for public purposes, such
a5 road construction and widening, erection of public buildings, etc.
In such cases, full compensation is paid to the owners. Morever,

the lsrael authorities have laid down that such property can only

be used when it is bevond village and town boundaries.

The case of Sabri Gharib, for example, has been the subject of a

number of legal processes, four of them reaching the Supremes Court.

Some of these cases are still pending but Tn those where declisions

have been given it has been ruled (a) that the complainant's house

had been bullt T1legally; and (b) that lands in guestion were not

in fact the property of the complalinant. He has further been charged .
with encroachment on the property of others. The other cases clted

in this section have been the subject of no complaints to the

authorities and s0 no details are known of them.

2. Village Leagues: The booklet does not allow for the possibility

that there may be another viewpoint concerning the Leagues. It
brands them as ''quislings" and "collaberators" without even weighing
the possibility that they might constitute 3 genuine Palestinlan
Arabs' movememt. They were not set up by the lsrael authorities

who only gave a positive answer to the request of the villages and
village councils toe organize for the benefit of their Inhabitants.
It should be noted that politically these Village Leagues are '.
opposed to the continuance of the Israeli presence in the Region and
they advocate the establishment of an independent Palestinian state.
Hembership In the Leagues [s voluntary and no coercion has been
applied by the Israeli authoritlies to make the inhabitants join.

The Village Leagues are seeking to Improve conditlions in their
villages and enhance their economic development, which had been
neglected by the Jordanlan regime and by the Palestinian leaders

in favour of the development of the cities. The authors mention




Gamil el Habib, head of the Ramallah ¥Yillage League, but fail to
mention that he assumed office after the previous head, his father,
had been murdered, together with his brother, by the PLO. His
"erime" was that he held that the PLD deoes not represent the

Palestinian Arabs.

The attack on the Orthodox Club described in the booklet was carrijed
out by local Arabs. The police have completed their inguiries and
three men from Bethliehem area are being charged for the acts
described. The events at Bethlehem University have also been
investigated but the police Inquiries have been hampered by the
inablTlity of the complainants to identify the attackers.

The other cases listed are unknown to the authaorities, partly
because the names of the complainants are withheld. Any properiy-
made complalnt 18 investigated.

3. House Demolitions and Sealing Up: Following the Hague

regulations and the Fourth Geneva Convention, every attempt [s

made to strike a balance between security considerations of the
military government and humanitarian considerations. Nobody likes
to take measures of this kind, although the possibillty of such
action is acknowledged by international law. Thus, the internatia-
nal law expert, Jean 5. Pictet, explaining the Geneva Conventlieon in
a publication of the International Red Cross (Geneva, 1954) lays
down that "The occupying force may undertake the total or partial
destruction of certain private or public property in the occupied
territory when imperative military requirements so demand."

Hilitary reguirements are of two kinds:
(1) to destroy the physical base for military action;

{2) to serve as a deterrent against terrorlst activity, which
is of special importance In a country where capital
punishment is not used against terrorists,

The booklet Ttself 1s contradictory In its allegations, giving the
ridiculous figures of 16,212 houses destroyad on p.6 and then a
total of 1,265 on p. 30. In fact the number of houses demolished

or sealed wp is small; for example, for the four years, 1977-1980,

twenty-eight houses weére demolished and seventeen sealed up.

Furthermore, every effort is made to avoid demolition, especial ly
if neighbouring houses might be affected or residents of the house
having no connection with terrorists might be affected, Instead,
a section of the house is sealed up which also makes it possible

ta revoke the measure at some future date,

b, Universities: The booklet is similarly one-sided in fts-discussion

of the situvation in the West Bank universities, Activities by
students and sometimes by staff of these universities in support of
organizations seen by Israel as seditious and supporting terror, hawve

FrﬂVDRBd reluctant counter-measures.,

But the authors of the booklet fail to mention that in Jume 1967,

there was not a single [nstitution of higher learning In theée regleon.

It is only under Israeli rule that universitles have been established
there and the Israeli administration has made possible the establish-
ment of four universities in addition toe a large number of other
institutions of higher learning which today have over 11,000 students.
As a result of this development, residents of the region no longer have
to leave For other countries to receive higher education, while a great
number of students from other Arab countries pursue their studies in

the reglon.

Much is made of the regquirement that non=-residents wishlng to teach or
study at these unlversities need a work permit, which involves an '.
undertaking not to help or support any organization which Israel sees
as seditlous or terror-oriented,. It Is hardly necessary to point out
that work permits and entry visas in many lands, East and West, are
regufated by similar provisions. The authors of the booklet fail to
mention that as regards the West Bank, this reguirement de facto
perpetuates Jordanian legislation regarding both locals and foreigners
(Section 25 of the Education and Culture Law) to the effect that
"Teachers are forbidden from becoming members of political parties,

or from any party political activity, both within or gutside the

educational Institutions."




It should be stressed that the closings of Bir Zeit University

have never been for academic reasons but because of disturbances

of the public order by the students, with no attempts at restraint
by the university authorities. |In some cases, the students blocked
public thoroughfares, day after dar, with their stone- throwing.
When a closing order was challenged In the Supreme Court, it was

upheld.

B Town Arrest: The reference is to restriction orders

according to which a person is not allowed to leave his town
without a permit from a military commander. This teo 15 recognised
by international law as a valid preventative measure. 5Such orders
( which do not involve any detention whatever) are Infreguently
applied and only when the military authorities are convinced

that public order may be endangered. The person affected has the
right to bring his case before an Appeals Committee.

In reply to your letter concerning Mr, Ibrahim al-Dagqag, I wish to
inform you as Followa:

Following a review of his case by the authorities, the police supervision

order against Mr, al-Dagqaq was not renewed when it sxpired om 30 June, 1983. .

He i3 thus completsly free to travel within Isrsel, He was, however, served
with s one-year exclusion order under section 112 of the Defenss Emsrgency
Regulations (1945) ("D.E.R."), which requirea him to obtain a permit to enter
the sdministered sreas, that is, Judea, Ssmaris and the Caza Distriect.

It may intersat you to know the circumstances surrounding this matter,
Mr. al-Dagqaq waa one of the most sotive members of the P.L.O.~front crgsnl-
zation called the Nationsl Guidance Committes ("N,G.C."). This Committes took
the lead in organizing sctions to undermime the Camp David Accerds. It did not
satisfy itself with the peaceful ezpression of its poaition, but resorted to
initisting sctions including unlicensed, violent demcnstrations snd a campaign
to single out as traitors those Arabs who devisted from the P.L.O. position,
The N.G.C. published a manifeato approving of “sll waya and meana® purporting
to further its politicsl cbjectives. Violent sctions, including murder and
attempted murder of modearats Arab leadera, resulted, Israel, preferring not to
resort to the ssavers measure of outlswing the N.0.C., had tried to ourb the
sotivities of its lasding members by sarving them with police and specisl
supervision orders., When this step failed to alter the nature of the N.0.C.'s

activities, the sdditional means of ocutlawing it in the sdministered sress was .

taken. Mr. sl-Deggaq wes alsc involved in other sctivitles which oannot b
divulged for security ressons. The decision to impose restriotion orders on
him was based on thase cumulstive fsctors.

An exclusion order was issued againat Mr. al-Daggagq by the 0.C. Central
Commard on 7 August, 1980. This order, which ia suthorized by sectiom 112 of
the D.E.R., reguired him to get permisalon to enter the administered areas.

It was replaced on | Jsnuary, 1982 by a police supervisiom order (D.E.R.
seotion 110), which limited Mr. sl-Daggaq's travel to his town of residenmce,
Jerusalem. Tt was this order which recently expired. At its expirstion, he was
summoned to the police station snd werned to avoid illegal asctivities in the
future. Significantly, none of the orders pravented Hr. al-Dagqqagq from
pursuing his profession or living at home with his femily.

I would 1ike to emphaalize that Mr. al-Degqgag wss not restricted for his
trade union sotivities, and elaibns to thet effect are false and alanderous.
Israel has & well-known record of trade union freedom. Moreover, Isrsel has
ertended ite 1lbersl sttitude on trade unionisa to the sdministered areas.
Since 1967, when Iareal ccaupled Judes and Samaris, the number of reglstered
trade unions has grown from 17 to 31 and union membership has greatly
increased, In the sdminlatarad sress trade unions enjcy oomplete freedom of
mativity and sssccimtion in scocordsmce with tha legisletion applylng toa the
area. They can negotiate ocllectlve sgreementa and ocam Tully represent labor
without any interference from the suthoritiss.

Police supervision and exclusion orders sre ilmposed infreguently and only
when required to pressrve public safety or order. They involve 8 delicats
balance betweesn the freedom of the individual on the one hamd snd the need to
protect public security on the othsr. Ho one is subjeoted to these orders for '
mere sxpression of opinion, however hostile, Such orders are invoked only when
there are solld grounds to fesr that constant incitesment is likely to lead to
sotual violenoe and bresch of the pasoce. Thease orders, issusd pursusat to
sections 110 and 112 of the D.E.R. sre preventive rather than punitive in
nature, and are in conformity with Artlcle T8 of the Fourth Genevs Convention.
Mr. si-Deggaq chose not to exerclse his right to petition against the orders
to the Suprems Court of Isrsel.

Beoause of the grest mmber of letters we have received, we are unsble to
Follow our usual practice of answering sach inguiry. Therefore, I reguest your
assistance in bringing the contentas of this latter to the attention of others
mambears of your organization who might be interssted in this matter.

REPRISALS BY ISRAELI APPOINTED
ADMINISTRATORS IN WEST BANK TOWN

Law in the Service of Man (LSM), a group of lawyers in
the occupied West Bank affiliated to the International Com—
misgion of Jurists, report that the administrators appointed
by the Israeli military authorities in the town of Janin have,
in the last four months, adopted a practice of cutting off
water and electricity services as a means of bringing pressure
on or punishing their opponents.

When the elected West Bank municipal councils began to
oppose the Israeli authorities' so-called 'civilian administra-
tion', several of the councils and their mayors were dismissed
and replaced by Israeli appointees. Cn July 6, 1382, the
mayor and local council of Jenin became the fifth such to be
di ssed. They were replaced by & three man committee headed
by _local businessman, Shehab Sanouri.

The committee took over all the powers and responsibilities
of the elected council, which include the provision of water
and electricity. It is now becoming clear that the committee
is treating the duty to provide these basic amenities as a
favour to be granted or withheld on an arbitrary basis.

The first case to come to the attention of LSM was that
of an engineer, Wafa Fayek Mir'eas. On Qctober &, 1982, water
and eleetricity at his office was cut off by the committee.

No reason was given, but the services were not restored until
November 23, 1982 after Wafa had contacted his lawyer. On
October 9, 1982 a café owner was daprived of both water and
electricity after he had refused to provide coffece for workers
amployed by the committea. Later in the same month the whole

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eastern quarter was left without electricity and water for two
and a half days. Some 3,000 people were affected. This
action was taken as a punishment after slogans denouncing the
committee were found on walls in the area. Recently four
families were left without water and electricity for twelve
days after their teenage sons had quarrelled’ with the sons of
Shehab Sancuri, head of the appeinted council.

In total, LSM has details of 16 cases of similar actien
being taken by the committee, and reports nf similar incidents
are still being received.

These are not the only examples of unlawful or arhnr-ary .
action being taken by the Isracli appointed committee.

November 1982, they ordered the destruction of the Jenin bus
station fullﬂwlng the refusal of the bus companies to pay

vastly increased fees for the use of the bus station. As a
result, public transport in the city and for surrounding areas
has been severely disrupted.

The people of Jenin are Hlthﬂut any means of remhdylng
the situation. Under Military Order 164 no legal action can
be initiated apainst nunlclpal councils appointed by the
military without the prior written permission of the military
government. On November 6, 1982, Adi Khalil Abdul Asreiri
had the water at his house cut off after being accused by the
committee of tampering with the water meter. He denied this,
and when he attempted to challenge the committee's decision
in the courts the committee cut off his slectricity. The
court in turn refused to hear his case as Adi did not have
the permit required by Military Order 164. The incident le
seven people without water and electriecity.

LSM is gravely concernsd by the Israeli military autho-
rities' apparent authorisation or tolerance of the practice
of withholding of basic services on personal and political
grounds by their appointed municipal committees.

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HARASSMENT OF ARAB-AMERICANS VISITING

ISRAEL & THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES

On August 23, 1951 the United States and 1s-
rael signed the Treaty of Friendship, Commerce
and Navigation. The treaty includes the follow-
ing provistons: (with ADC italics)

Nations of either Party. within the territznies
of the other Party, shall be permitted: (a) to
fravel tieerein freely, and to reside ot places of
their choice; (b) to enjoy liberty of conscience;
{c) to hold both private and public religious
services; (d) fo bury their dead according to
their religious cusiome in suitable and con-
venient places; (e) to gather and transmit
material for diesemination to the public
abroad; and (f) to communicate with other per-
song inside and outside each territory by mail,
telegraph and other means open to general
public use, (Article 11, Section 2)

Mationals of either Party within the termitories
of the other Party shall be free from unlaw/ul
molestations of every kind, and shall receive
the mos! constant proteciion and securify, in
no case less than that required by internation-
al law, (Article 111, Section 1)

If. within the territories of either Party, a na-
tional of the other Parly is accussd of crime
and taken into custody, the nearest diplomatic
or consular representatives of his country
shall on the demand of such national be im-
mediately notified. Such national shall: (a) re-
ceive reasonable and humane treatment; (b} be
formally and immediately informed of the ac-
cugaiions againgt him; (c) he brought to trial
as prompily as is consistent with the proper
preparation of kis defense; (d) enjoy all means
reasonably necesgary to his defense, including
the services of competent counsel. (Article 111,
Section 2.

ADC i deeply concerned both that Israe] has
repeatedly broken this treaty and that the State
Department is negligent in enforcing it. In case
after case, Americans of Arab origin visiting [s-
ritel and the occupied territories have been sub-
jected to systematic harassment that violates the
dl<yvear-oid treaty.

Familv reonion vigita for Americans with West
Bank-Gaza relatives are common. Some villa-
ges—such as El Bireh and Ramallah—have a
high percentage of residents and former resi-
dents who are now American citizens, who came
o and thrived in America after the laraeli peiz-
ure in 1967, Some vigil relatives from the half-
million Arabs in lerael’s pre-1967 borders. Others
sumply wish to visit Jerugalem, “the Holy Land”
BE ANY oLher inguisitive or religious American
tourist,

But for many Arab-Americans, or spouses of

Arab-Americans, a visit to Israel and the occus
pied territories is often a harrowing experience.
In the many interviews ADC conducted to pre-
#ent this report, a pattern emerges. Examples of
harrassment abound. Arab-Americans may
encounter:

segregation from passengers into an isolated
van on arrival in Tel Aviv airport; the American
with Arab last name {or Arab-American spouse)
joins leraeli Arabs;

strip aearches for both men and women; lug-
gage cases completely taken apart and dumped;

interrogation and customs checks that last at
lenst three hours;

surveillance by Israeli military authorities at
the home of relatives and/or friends in lsrael or
the territories;

arhitrary (and high) customs fees for any
goods brought in as gifts;

no gpecial treatment at the many roadblock
checkpoinis in the ternlories, and at times worse
treatment; and

extra-long security checks when leaving Israel
vin Tel Aviv or the Allenby Bridge.

In addition, Arab-Americans wha are known
by larael to be political activisis, are not exemp-
ted from the possibility of arbitrary arrest. Such
was the case with Sami Esmail—born and raised
in the LS. —who spent 10 months in 1978 in an
lsraeli prison, and lsa Hanna—an American L
who, in 1980, spent four weeks in an Israeli jail
with no charges or trial.

From the cases recounted here, there iz rea-
#on to conclude that lerael has been violating the
Treaty of Friendship on a regular basiz—at least
with regard to Arab-Americans. Arab-Americans
interviewed report numerous instances of viola-
tions including collective punishment, unwar-
ranted and degrading harassment and strip
searches, illegal confiscation of land owned by
Arab-Americans, and threats of violence. ADC is
deeply concerned that Arab-Americans are not
receiving full protection that is their due as
American cilizens, especially in hght of lsraels
treaty obligations.

With all thig in mind, ADDC issues this paper:

1. To protest the continued silence of the
United States in the face of Israeli violation of
the Treaty of Friendship, Navigation and
Commerce.

2. To protest U5, failure to protect the nights
of U5, citizens in Israel and the occupied
territories.

3. Todemonstrate U.S. callous disregard for
the rights of Arab-Americans vis-g-vis Israel.

Here are & few exemplary experiences of Arab-
Americans and their spouses traveling to Israel
and the occupied territories. The names have
been changed to protect them and their relatives.

DR. HANNA HABIB,

International Business Consultant,
Driando, Florida

Visiting Acre

In talking to you I must agk that you do not
ues my name because we have relatives in Acre,
and we would be jeopardizing them.

Upon arrival, we were segregated: my wife, my
daughter and mysell. We were taken by armored
car rather than the regular bus to the passport
center in Tel Aviv. We were literally taken by the
hand by soldiers to the investigation place. When
my wife went to the bathroom, she was told o
leave the door open.

Our suitcases were literally dumped on the
table, even the skin of the cases were searched.
When there was nothing, they let us go—it took
ot least two hours,

While visiting our family near Acre—from
which | left in 1948 into Lebanon with a gun at
my back—some [sraeli avthorities would come to
the house and keep surveillance. Our village was
not part of the partition given to the Jews: there
was not 8 single Jew within 25 miles of it.

MRS. LEILA HABIB,
Wife of Dr. Hanna Habib,
Orlando, Florida

I'm American-born. I'm half | ebanese, Hanna
and | made our first trip to Istael in the mid-
seventies. The plane landed several miles from
the airport building. As we were getting off the
plane, [ told my 17-year-old danghter to run
ahead and save us a seat on the bus. The soldiers
stopped her and demanded to know her name.
She answered “Habib.” "Are you Jewish?" they
asked. When she said “No'" they made her stand
aside. Before long everyone with an Arab name
was in this separate line, even non-Arab girls
married to Arab boys. Each of us was then taken
and checked individually, like we were criminals.
It was very humiliating—they even searched our
bodics. They made us carry our luggage to a spe-
cial security check. I told them "If you're going to
take our luggage, take it yourself.” They dumped
everything out. They checked our undergar-
ments, and asked il | had a gun in my purse.

On a third trip in 1978, we were visiting rela.
tives in his village and soldiers came to quiz
Hanna's mother in her home about us. It was

very embarrassing; you're just not happy there,
as much a8 you want 1o see everyone, and love
them.

Hanna's mother came running over erying
that the soldiers were demanding to know why
her son was here. It upset her so, It's pathetic to
do this to an old woman. It's a horrible situation
that must be corrected if we're ever going to build
trust for peace over there.

Hanna said to me *l was born and raised here,
how do vou think [ feel?

What | don’t understand is this: how could
they tell we were Habibs immediately when we
got off the plane?

When were leaving they searched our bags
thoroughly and even quizzed me about my
mother-in-law’s homemade olive oil soap, some-
thing that is a Palestinian specialty.

Even as we returned we were segregated—
round red stickers were placed on the boarding
cards of anyone of Arab origin. Even though we
had seats issued they were disregarded on the
plane and we were pushed like cattle to a separ-
ate section.

1 have & brother who is a judge here but I don't
know if he could understand. Our boys stopped to
visit our Senators in Orlando about the situation
in lsrael, But we Arab-Americans are really con-
sidered a minority here.

If you are Anwar, or Hassan,
or Mohammad, you go through this. It takes no
|!Ill than five hours for the whole process at the

airport.
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They charge you enormous customs fees for
gifis to your family, so that I had to leave them.
This happened with four cartons of cigarettes
that they wanted to charge me $50 for, and 20
for four sweaters. They opened up a carton of ci-
garettes and took them out one by one, and
squashed each one at a time in front of me. They
aaid they were looking for “explosives.™ In the
cigarettes! But my feeling is that all they are
doing 18 to make you disgusted 8o you never
come again,

For five to six hours you stand there on your
feet in the airport waiting.

Then in my home in the West Bank, | saw
setilers break all the windows on our street—
which has mostly American citizens, by the way.
The military governor promised to replace them
but never did. If | show them my passport which
says | am American, the Israelis said, "No. You
are an Arab.” Once in customs [ did this and a
guard threw my passport on the ground.

Once there was a demonstration and stones
were thrown in the street. The Israeli soldiers
rounded up the townzpeople. We protested that
we were L5, citizens. “That's what we're looking
for,” they said. “Come with us.” All night we
were forced—becavse we wers [5, cifizens—to
pick up stones in the streets of El Bireh. They
were trying to make an example of us. This is
collective punishment.

You have a visa for no more than two months.
If you want to renew it, you must leave to Cyprus
and come back. Those who own houses and rent
to others have their houses blown up in they sus-
pect the renter of being a commandao, or if he
throws stones.

We've gone to the US. consulate in Jerusalem
before to complain and sk for protection. One
time we got into a fight. The consul told me to go
complain to my Congressman! | don't think it
mattered to them that we are U.S. citizens. What
18 the consulate for? Why don't they de anything
for us? They tell us about consular services, but
we don't see them.

One time a friend of mine came to his daugh-
ter's graduation from Jordan and at the Allenby
Bridge he was made to fly all the way to Cyprus
and back to Lod. | have a brotherin-law who is
an American. The laraelis arrested his son here;
he refused to pay the 10,000 shekel fine and they
put him in jail, too. Why? To discourage families
from keeping young people here, | guess.

Even Americans now must go through the Vil-
age Leagues on the West Bank for every need,
Everyone is forced to use them—there is no
choice,

Now for land and property. Palestinian Ameri-
cans are subjected to 7% sales and inheritance
tax on all transfers. Of course [ want to keep my

land. But gince 1967 I have loet 13 dunums for
“maneuvers” to the lsraeli military; 20 dunums
for the settlement of Beit El, and [ am not al-
lowed to touch it; 16 dunums are a “closed of [
area.” That's 49 dunums, worth $30,000 at least,
and my mother gets exactly $10 a year from ls-
rael. When | go to the U5, embassy they ask:
why don't I offer to sell it. Then [ asked them to
come to El Bireh and meet all the U.S. citizens,
but the embassy people said, “We're scared to go
to the West Bank.” | asked why. They said lsrael
deesn't recognize the East Jerusalem consulate.
It is impossible for us to understand that they
are afraid of lsrael.

We made 50 trips to the consulate and supplied
them with all they required. Sixty percent of the
land of El Bireh is owned by U.5. citizens, and
yet we are blocked from going on that land. We
were told 5,000 dunums were taken off a high hill
in our town, Jebel Taweel. They said they want-
ed to make a "military post” but now Beit El, the
settlement, is there—the place of Menachem Mil-
son’s office! Fifteen houses are built on it though
the courts in Israel ruled no housing was ta be
built,

They can blow up our houses. They ask us to
elean up streets saying “we are looking for U S,
eitizens to do this.” We light candles for Poland
in the U.5. Are Polish and Palestinian twa dif-
ferent species” We don't want candles, all we
want is justice.

Whenever somebody comes back from Israel
we ask, “"How are things at the airport” You can
be sure, if @ bomb has gone off in Jerusalem it is
worse, | think it is worse today than usual, When
you arnve in Tel Aviv with the looks and the last
name of an Arab, you are not treated as the
goodlooking blonds. You are treated as the rest of
the Arabs under occupation in the West Bank.

You know, in the terminal where they strip off
all your clothes, it's not a beating you take. It's
harassment. They talk to you in a way that
makes you feel low. And they go through every-
thing—1 mean everything.

It's 30 miles from Tel Aviv to El Bireh and that
means three to four checkpoints. That means
they stop you and you go through the same
thing. You tell them, “I've done all this glready”™
but it doesn't matter. You speak in English
thinking they will like it. They shout, “Why don't
you speak Arabic?” 1 have on two or three occa-
sions seen people beaten at the checkpoints.

On three occasions—the most recent in 198] —
two men and women had been followed, their




cars and cabs were stopped and they were beat-
en. Money was stolen, We got the conclusion—
when they see how much cash you have in the
strip-search, they follow or tip someone. I have a
good source that says the muggers were army,
but in civilian clothes.

Prosecute them? Are yvou kidding me? JDL
members roam around the West Bank smashing
windows, and this guy shoots up the Muslim
holy places in Jerusalem, and the mayors have
their legs blown off. Progecuted? Teddy Kolleck
says “No evidence . . ." They put me in jail with-
out any evidence at all, but for these terrorists,
“no evidence” keeps them out of jail. If a Palesti-
nians says, “To hell with the occupation” he's
thrown in jaii. How the hell can | prosecute?

There's & "Tall Mountain” in El Bireh iJebel
Taweel). We wanted to make it a resort town like
this Lake Arrowhead we have here in LA, But
since 1967, the lsraelis have allowed no one to
build on that mountain. lsrael has been building
on it for six to seven months now, though at least
helf of it still belongs to E] Bireh residents. There
used to be a Jordanian Army hospital there: now
it's an lsraeli “military training camp.”

Three weeks ago | heard they had shut off all
the telephone service in El Bireh, and the resi-
dents had to go to the military commander Lo
turn it on. Women did a sit-in. The settlers came
by our places with German shepherda.

BUTROS MELHEM,
Restauranteur, Washington, D.C.,
Visiting Hebron

In 1976, | went from Dallas to London to [s
rael. Every non-Jew got searched in Londen. In
Tel Aviv, they separated the Arabs and Arab-
Americans from Europeans and other
Americans,

We were sitting on the plane next to some nice
British teachers, talking and laughing, and I told
them, “When we go out, we'll have to Eo Lo ge-
parate places, even though I'm an American eiti.
zen,” They didn't believe it, but it happened. We
had to go in a amall van and soldiers with ma-
chine guns surrounding you. They take you loa
emall aluminum shed outside the terminal and
search everything in our luggage, piece by piece,
Two or three girls sea rching 50 to 100 pas-
sengers. They even put a metal detector on &
handkerchief! If you say a word, it will take you
an extra three or four hours. Arabs are always
the last to leave the terminal.

In 1880, when Israelis tore the Koran in the
Abraham mosque in Hebron, we had an 18 day
curiew. | went to collect food, some bread, from
Bethlehem in a truck. The lsraelis sto ped me.
They wouldn't let me take bread into ﬁfhfun.'
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I am convinced the Israelis single out Ameri-
can achivists—] myself am with the United Holy
Land Fund.

On the way into the country the first quesiion
always asked is "Who packed vour suitcase?” If ]
tell them anyone but myself 1 won't be leaving
for many more hours.

Sometimes the American passport helps me
when | move from town to town on the West
Bank, but not much. One morning I rented a car
with a Jeruealem tag going from Ramallah to
Hebron. On the way back there was a blockade
and they searched the car piece by piece. "I'm
not from the outside—["m traveling within this
country!" [ said. A soldier asked me, “What state
are you from in the States?" [ asked, “What state
are you from? Where were you born™ He got
angry and aimed his gun st me. He said, “1'm
from lsrael.” The other soldier hit the gun up-
ward from his hand. It looked like he was going
to shoot me.

I've been here in the 1.5, since 1936, | have
five children, one of them debated an lsraeli boy
in 8 Montgomery County school here recently on
the Palestinian quesition. He won the debate,
and later our car was covered with mustard and
ketchup, and go were the walls of our house, Of
course, this is not nearly as bad as what is hap-
pening to our students in the West Bank, where
they are being shot and killed for throwing
stones

Being an American over there is not respected,
believe me. They don't give a damn, especially
when you're of Arab background.

I've & piece of land in my name in Hebron, 1
staried to build a house. They did not permit me
to build, even though I gave them my American
passport, the deed, evervthing. An American Jew
can buy all the land he wants in the West Bank,
but not an American Arab. And [ own that damn
land!

1 went to Amman once. My cousin drove me
around the city. Afterward, he wanted to go four
times Lo the West Bank. Each time they refused,
saying “Mr. Melhem was his relative.”

And the American consulate in East Jerusa-
lem? Look what happened to Alexandra John-
son. She lost her job there for the cables over Is
raeli tortare. There's no help from the American
consulate. They're supposed to protect the land of
American citicens. Look what happened in Santo
Domingo in 1965. The U.S. took over the whole
country because American factories were
exproprinted.

I know that the day | left Hebron for the L8,
the Leraeli soldiers came asking for me. | left at 3
a.m. to go to Tel Aviv, AtB a.m. the soldiers
came,

You know, the harassment goes in cycles. |
suppose | go through the West Bank at least
twice a year. | have one advantage; as 8 member
of the senior foreign service of the U5, | travel
on a diplomatic passport. Even still, 1 am always
singled out on the plane. They monitor the
manifest of incoming flights. They identify you
by coloring codes on arrival at Tel Aviv airport.

When | am alone, | am okay and am not
singled out at the ramp, But if I'm with family, a
buzzer buzzes when she sees my passport and se-
curity comes and accompanies me. There are 12
beoths at Tel Aviv airport and one exit point.
The “guardian angel” accompanies you to a litt]e
room, {or security check (suitcases have alread v
been opened once in London). Once—after a week
on the beach in Cyprus, | had to go through a
strip-search.

But in 1978, they really got under my akin. My
father—who was in business in Virginia here for
many years—was retired on the West Bank,
though a U8, citizen. He came for a vigit here in
Annandale in 1979, and here he passed away. |
Rot emergency visitation travel from the State
Department to bury my father's body in the West
Bank. A funeral director here in D.C. made sure
we had an “international casket"—the right
thickness of metal, 8 hermetic seal, ete. The s
rael consul witnessed the casket sealing and
gave it the seal of Israel so they wouldn't get
worried about PLO explosives. But then | was
told vou can't go through Tel Aviv—because he's
not Jewish. | had to go through Amman, Jordan.
I quickly dispatched one of my brothers, who
shuttied between the Ministry of Health in
Ramle and the Military Governor in Ramallah to
prepare the papers, After one week from the date
of his death, we finally got the permit in Amman
and | took off with the body. The mukhtar of our
hometown, El Bireh, met me in Amman. All of
my family flew to Tel Aviv, except me. Now, the
Jordanians waved me through to the Allenby
Bridge with no trouble. But we had been fore-
warned that the lsraelis will not allow the casket
to cross the bridge because it was metal and they
need to use their metal detectors. Therefore, some
relatives met me at the bridge with a wooden
coffin.

1 got to the bridge at 11:30 a.m., The funeral in
El Bireh was to be in the afternoon. Both
hearses—one from Amma n, and one from the
‘West Bank—were backed up on the bridge. The
bady had to be transferred from the metal casket
1o the wooden coffin. And—the lsraclis wouldn't
let the sons do it! The lsraeli porters manhandled

my father's body. The health officer was a civili-
an leraeli, and he had a crowd of punks with M-
16& nearby.

Finally when we moved forward over the
bridge, a soldier stopped me. "Where are you
going?" He pulled me out of the hearse. | stood in
no-man’s land while my dead father left. I had to
be searched.

There are two bus lines that go over the Al-
lenby Bridge into the West Bank—an air-conditi-
oned luxurious bus and a beat-up bus, The Israe-
lis only allow a certain number (maybe 20) each
day. I wanted to catch the first bus which came
through, which was one of the luxurious tourist
ones, 80 | could make the funeral. An leraeli sol-
dier said, “You can’t do that. You have to take
another bus.”

So they searched me. | wind up going to the
“native” side which is, it seems to me, purposely
dirty and filthy. | couldn’t go—even with a dip-
lomatic passport—to the American tourist pass
port check at the bridge. They took my pants off
and emptied my suitcases—electric razor, glass
bottles, all dumped—Ilucky nothing was broken.
They ook each picce, shook it, put it aside, Dne
of the poriers grabbed my nail clipper from the
shaving kit and started to trim his nails, Every-
thing cracked in me. I jumped on him,

By this time it was 2 p.m. | had spent three
extra hours in security check. The bottom line is
this: the harassment is 8o subtle that if you take
my story at any one point it sounds routine, Yes,
we buried my father. Finally.

I always pay a courtesy call Lo my colleagues
at the East Jerusalem consulate. This time | real-
ly complained bitterly. Don Cruise, who has sent
some cables for me at times, said, *1 hear go
many stories of this." Cruise had just gone
through the Alexandra Johnson cables He asked
me if I'd talk to a reporter, such as Dial Tor.
gensen of the L.A. Times, which 1 did. He took
notes; I showed him all the papers. That was
April 18, 1879, And it took me a long time to live
the whole experience down.

You know, at least 25% of Ramallah and E)
Bireh are now American citizens, Ibrahim
Tawil's (deposed mayor of El Bireh) father ran a
grocery store in Youngstown, Ohio and other
relatives work in the steel mills there, Karim
Khalaf {deposed mayor of Ramallah)—his people
are in California. The booby-trapped cart that
blew off his foot was a 1980 Cadillac, a gift from
his California relatives.

Some American citizens in the West Bank
who've retired there get U.S. pension checks.
They have gone at times to the Israsli Supreme
Court on land claims. We did thiz over a parcel of
land the Israelis wok for Beit E] They have to
pay rent now—my mother gets $700 check a




year, and she keeps the receipts. We emphasize
that the Isrnelis are renting the land—it's not
theirs. But in many cases people have been
forced to sell huge parcels for next to nothing.
The Israelis also expropriate land without a ques-
tion—for instance, Wag/ (Islamic holy lands)
they consider public lands and they take it. The
East side of the road from Jerusalem to Ramal-
lah which is about 6 km. long has been almost
completely expropriated by lsrael and incorpo-
rated into the Jerusalem expanded municipali-
ty—huge sections. We ourselves have about 10
acres on that rond, and 5% are now being used g
by Beit El. The land has been in our family for
hundreds of years, but now it may be loat forever,
