HONG KONG: BRITISH NATIOMALS (OVERSEAS):
FACILITATING TRAVEL TO THIRD COUNTRIES

HISTORY

l. During the negotiations between the British and Chinese
Governments which were concluded by the signing of the
Sino-British Joint Declaraticn on the Ouestion of Hong Kong
on 19 December 1984, a major coneern expressed by Hong Kong
British Dependent Tarritories citizens (BOTCs) was that
they might lose their British naticnality when Hong Kong
reverted to Chinese sovereignty on 1 July 1997, The
British Government therefore negotiated with the Chinese
Government an exchange of memoranda associated with the
Joint Declaration. The effect of the UK memorandum is that
Hong Kong BDTCs c¢an acguire a new form of British
nationality which they can retain for life: thaey can use
British passports showing their new status and will qualify
for British consular protection in third countries, In
addition, under Section XIV of Annex I to the Joint
Declaration, as residents of the Fyuture Hong Kong Spacial
Administrative Region, they are guaranteed the right of
abode in Hong Kong (see paragraph 10 helow) and freedom of
travel. The Hong Kong (British Hationality) Order 1986 has
been made to enable the United Kingdom to implement the
Joint Declaration and associated UK memorandum,

/LEBGISLATION



LEGISLATION

2. The Order in Council was debated in Parliament in
January and May 1986 and finally made on 5 June 1986.

NATIONAL STATUS

3. The Order provides that persons whe are BDTCs by virtue
of a connection with Hong Kong will lose that status from 1
July 19397 when Hong Kong ceases tp be a British dependent
territory and becomes a Special Administrative Region (SaR)
of the People's Republic of China. But beforas 1l July 1937
all Hong Kong BDTCs will have' the tight to acguire a new
form of British nationality, to be called British NHational
(Overseas) (BN(0O)) and to retain this new status For their

lifetimes, (Persons born between 1 January 1997 and 30
June 1997 will have until 31 December 1997 to acgquire the
new status).  BN(D) status will be acquired only if a

person holds or is included in a passport showing that
status.

4. The new status of British Naticnal (Overseas) will be
introduced with effect from 1 July 1987. This arrangemant
will give the issuing authorities sufficient time to cope
with applications for passports, which will be issued from
that date,

3. Persons who acquire BN(O) status will continue to have
British Dependent Territories citizenship concurrently
until 1 July 1997 when the latter will be last. Howevear
they will not be permitted to hold a passport in each

national =status simul taneocusly. A BDTC who applies for
BN(O) status will be reguired to hand in his BDTC passport
(if any) for cancellation. Hong FKong BDTCs who do not

choosa to acguire the status of British National (Overseas)
and who would otherwise become stateless on 1 July 1997
will become British Overseas citizens on that date,

RIGHTS

6. A British Mational (Overseas) will be entitled to hold
a British passport. He will alsc have an entitlement to
full British consular protection and services when
travelling or residing abroad galthough not to consular
protection im the People's Republic of China if he is
regarded by the Chinese Government as a Chinese national or
in any other country of which he is regarded as a
national). He will also be exempt under the UK immigration
rules from any requirement to hold an entry certificate or
visa to wvisit the United Kingdom, as are BDTCs now. [{Tha
passport will carry an endorsement confirming this.) In
addition, a BN(O) will have the right of abode in Hong Kong
(see paragraph 10 below).

PASSPORTS

7. The isssue of passports endorsed with the new status
will commence Erom the introduction of the status on 1 July
1%87.

B. To ensure continuity after 1997 passports issusd to
BN(QO)s in Hong Kong, as in the OUnited Kingdom and at
overseas posts, will be issued by Her Britannic Majesty's
Secratary of State. (Pagsports issued by thea Governor
would be inappropriate For continued use after 30 June
1957.) Passports issued to BN(O)s will have the same 10
year cycle of validity as other British passports.

FSBDTC



9. BDTC pasgssports euérently held by Bong Kong people will
remain fully valid until their date of expiry - or until
they are handed in on application for a BN(O) passport. Ho
BDTC passport issued to a Hong Kong BDTC from 1 July 1987
will be wvalid beyond 30 June 1997, Such passports issued
in Hong Kong until that date will continue to be issued by
the Governor.

BEETURNABILITY TO HONG KONG

10. The British Government have; agreed with the Chinese
Government that the passports of BH(O)s will be endorsaed as
follows:

“The bolder of this passport has Hong Kong
permanant identity card number (xyz) which
states that the holder has the right of abode in
Hong Kong."®

This endorsement will guarantse the holder's returnability
to Hong Kong, both before and after 1 July 1997, BH(O)s
will in fact have exactly the same returnability to Hong
Kong as BDICs from the territory.w It has been agreed
between the British and Chinese Governments that the
permanent identity cards referred to in this endorsement
issued by the Hong Kong Government up to 30 June 1997 will
continue to be used after that date until replaced by
permanent identity cards issued by the Special
Administrative Region Government and that such replacements
will beaar the same number,

CONMCLUSION

12. The arrangements set out above, which have been agreed
with the Chinese Government, meet the expressed wish of the
pecple of Hong Kong to be able to retain British
nationality and the ability to trdvel freely after 1997, as
they do now.

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A CALL FOR UNITY

The aim of this paper is to show that opposition to the Derg is
at crossroads. Leaders of the various opposition grogp must now
decide whether their differences are more important than wndty. It
is suggested that without this unity the Derg will never be defeatsd,
The great majority of Ethiopians want that defeat and that unity.

By 1974, the many-faceted problems accumlated over the centuries
had finally drained the Ethiopian society's reservoir of tolerance. .
Crdinary Ethiopian pecple were in full agreement with the slogan of the
national intellectuals, which called for the destruction of "The
harmful system and culture together with the argans of repression”.

However there were sare ancng ther who were
sC chsessed with power that they changed tactics and created narrow
organizational factions that put in jecpardy the very existence of
Fthicpia as a nation.

Relecting the long history of Ethicpia, they tried to portray the
ration as if it were born only recently, that is during the time of
Menelik, suggesting that ite claim to & long history was merely a
concoction, In 80 doing, they echoed the words of the enemies of
Ethicpia whe, over the ages, were active in vilifying its history and
spreading derogatory and misleading information about it, When this
kind of propaganda was embraced by Ethiopia's own children, it was



-

clear that this attenpt to erase from the minds of young Ethiopians
and foreigners alike the truth of a history that had given Ethicpia a
wique status among African comtries was socceeding,

In this attempt, same of the intelligentsia collaborated with
cutside povers thousands of miles away. These powers have betrayed

the aspirations, traditions and beliefs of their oun pecple, and
are highly skilled in misrepresenting the truth and in misleading the

youth of the world. Versaed in the history of other countries that

bear no relevance to Ethiopia's, these intellectuals sowed confused

and bewilderment among the pecple. Their propasanda shook and swayed

the pecple like a boat in & tempestuous sea. The age old problems
mentioned above were used to manipulate the pecple in such a way so .‘
to induce them to go back to their regions and strengthen the separ-
atist crganizations throogh voluntary or forced enrolment,

These activities together with the econcmic crisis coturring at
the time invited the intervention of the armed forces to salvage the
nation, which they felt wes about to fall into the paws of outeide
powers. Same intellectuals, who now realized that they could not
control the fire they had 1lit, blindly sgxorted the armed forces,
allying themselves with the Derg and providing it with ideclogical
Jjustificatione for its actions,

Thoroogh investigation of the beginnings of the armd forces
intervention reveals that the initial purpose was neither to grab power .
nor to inplant comunism, The Derg seized power only when the wrest
created by the young intellectuals threatened to get out of control
and when it realized that the situation so created favoured foreign
intervention. The Derg erhraced comumisn soon after it had consoli-
dated its power. This move was the result of the advice of the left-
wing extremists who had allied themsleves to the Derg and on whose
guidance it depended since it lacked self-confidence in the ideclogical
theory as well as in the practice of nnning govermment. After same
months of the creeping coup the Derg introduced a policy of execution
and bloodshed which further entrapped them in the snare of these
adviscrs. Today the Derg is even more deeply immersed in these crimes:
and also, because the views of those intellectuals have not change
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much, it is impossible to reverse the situation. One of the reasons
that forced the Derg to ally itself with Eastern Bloc is the refusal by
the West to deliver arms for national defence at a time when these were
needed to repel an external invasion that had been launched to take
advantacse of the volatile intermnal situatien,

Eince 1971 self-sesking intellectuals who would not employ their
education for the camon cood, and who do not kowow or want to learn
about the specific problems of their fellow country-men, have made
several futile attempts to seize power for themselves in the name of
the people. Since there are still same who strive for the same ends
it remains important to expose them and persuade them to adnere to the

true wishes of the Ethiopian pecple. Unless a vigorous attempt is
made to find a swift solution to the existing problems, the sophisti- &

cated intrigues employed both fram within and without will bring upon
the people further extreme suffering.

Today all the pecple of Ethiopia are weighed down by an oppress-
ive régime, and by hunger of the createst severity and magnitude
never before encountered in the entire history of the comtry. Ethiocpian
pecple have fallen like autum leaves caught in the midst of civil wars
perpetuated by the stubbormess, arrcgance and intolerance of their
leaders. Continuously pelleted by borbs and bullets, which the Derg
procures by diverting resources from food for the humgry, and afflicted
by famine, disease and natural follies, the Fthiopian pecple ghock and
distay not only themselves = the multitude victim =, but also those .
beyond the boundaries of Ethicpia., We must acknowledge our gratitude
to the world comunity through whose swift and generous help millions
of livec were saved,

The Derg is now caught in a political vice from which it cannot
escape, and it is insecure and fretful because of the appalling crimes
and mistakes it has comitted. It is forced to consolidate its
authority by spending all availahle human and financial resources on
building its armed forces at the expense of the welfare of the pecple.
The long-term harm of these disastrous measures ie beyond calculatieon,
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It is wnfortunate that the Derg's lack of knowledge and experience
made it dependent on the prescriptions of the so-called Revolutionaries
for the implerentation of the desired sweeping changes. The methods
it employed and the programmes it implemented did not take into account
the positive and negative aspects of the existing system, but concen—
trated sclely on destroying the existing institutions. The rapid pace
with which this was carried out stunned and discriented the pecple and
made life so0 insacure that the country ceasad to belong to the pecple.
Having exhausted the comntry's resources and further impoverished the
pecple, the Derg depends for its survival on foreign powers which it
has effectively made masters of the coumtry.

Today shamelessly pretending that it has npo part in causing the
suffering and trying to deceive the Fthicpian pecple with superficial
reascns, the Derg is clamouring for help to relieve the pecple who,
it says, "are dying becsuse of aberrations in nature®. Ethicopis is
s0 fertile and so endowed with luman and natural recources that with
wise Govermment it can prodoce enough to feed its pecple and savwe more
to help others. But today it is & land of paupers and a nation of

starving pecple in whose name the Derg is collecting alms from the
Western world.

Thus, rather that face the possibility of relinquishing its power
to those who are fighting for the right of the Ethicpian pecple to
choose its own government, the Derg has accepted the danination of
foreign powers in return for their guarantee to maintain it in poeer.
In effect it has sold the sovereignty of Ethiopia, vhich was main-
tained throughout the ages at great cost to life and wealth,

The Derg is still amassing countless weapons fram the East whose
immense cost will be a debit borne by subsequent generations. The
continued conscription for the ever-growing military man-power needs
has depleted the young and productive forces - the fund of young
pecple who should be forces for development.

The time of trial, carmage and suffering may be long. But nothing -
neither these repressive acts nor foreign intrigues - can demoralize the
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Eﬂﬂcpimpa:?leorbrﬁaktmuhﬂltnﬂghtmmﬂlﬁctﬂryu
achieved., Division and internecine strife cannot go on forever. The
pecple's long-established traditions will urge them to respond to these
challenges by searching for a durable solution.

A search for the solution of the problems of Ethiopia must start
with a thorough but cbjective assessment of the educational, social,
cultural, econamic and technological status/standards of the pecple.
Hammtulmfullwtheﬁdﬂﬂdn!ﬂﬁmqﬂeifmmnttnggtﬂdni
foreign domination and win back our independence. If we ask why the
pecole are waging such a long, determined and persistent struggle, we
believe the answer is that they are fighting for a parlismentary
democracy. This was what they wanted before 1974 and what they &
demand now.

So far, however, the many struggles seem to be at variance with
the basic popular demand far improved Govermment. Organizations are
divided over questions of ideclegy, ethnic gropings and class. They
level fierce attacks at each other without lifting the oppressions of
the deprived. W e tries to wmoover the motives for the differ-
erces and recriminations, however, cne readily discovers that they
arise from personal rotives that have nothing to do with the long-term
interests of the pecple. For the interest of the Ethiopian pecple as
2 whole or of any one of its many nationalities, ethnic or linguistic
growping lies in wnity and equality, peace and prosperity and in
dﬂ?mawmﬂhﬂepe.ﬂm-nminﬂivisimmﬂmtﬂmci:EWEMt '
never end. Honest fighters who are comitted to the good of the pecple
must therefore heed the comon wishes of the people. They must con-
centrate on the many aspects of the comon destiny which wnifies Ethiopians
rather than on factors that exacerbate their differences. They must not
be lured by the teptation of gaining temporary perscnal advantages, for
in the end these will only harm the pecple.

Another related line of mistaken thought arises from chauviniem
and lack of sincerity. Mo cne has a monopoly of the concern for the
pecple or of solution for the problems. But there are same who believe
ﬂut&eyueﬂ:emlymsmmtmlymmaﬂah:utﬂfcﬁnmssﬂd
pe:pleuﬂﬂ:att}tyaluﬁemﬂﬂkeytnthemlutimnfthep:ublm.

Thanks to their supporters and their public relations section, they have
grown Strong enocugh to attract world attention; they demand alignment
only to themselves. They denounce, as an agent of the west, and
especially of America, anybody who does not sing to the tune of the left.
But, an the other hand, vhen they receive aid from the West, they
expect us to believe that it is accepted only for tactical reasons.

This attitude is most destructive, Firstly, we must realize that
the plight of the pecple is the concern of every Ethiopian. Secondly,
any group, no matter how strong it may appear temporarily, is bound to
suffer defeat in the end unless it is based on the interest of all the
pecple of Ethiopia, and also unless it accamodates the views of all
other grogps. That is why unity is essential,

Unity and mutual accomodation of the forces opposed to the Deryg
are essential for the salvation of the oppressed pecple. Unity is
possible only if one is ready to recognize and respect the legitimate
views of the cther and the long-term interests of the pecple. The
equality and freedom of all nationalities in a united Fthiopia is a
fundeental condition for any progress. Only acceptance of this
principle can overcare the major differences that separate the
cpposition forces.

It should be pointad out that Ethiopian nationalisn and "local®
naticnzlism are not mutually exclusive., But in view of the permanant
interests of all the pecples, and of the immense challenges at the '
presant time, it scems that all other nationalisms must be subordinated
to Pthicpian naticnalien. This is the only way to achieve an undivided
ard reliable popular support which is essential for victory. Those who
are convinced of the force of this argument must get together and
establisgh a forum of wmity without delay. Time is fast passing; the
opportunity must be taken vhile it is still available.

To disregard the above logic and follow each in its separate way
may satisfy the egotist, and will certainly serve the short-term
interest of foreign powers who are committed to destabilize the region.
But as regards our national problems, it will solve nothing. It will
prove a costly disaster for all concerned. These separate, prolonged
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and inconclusive struggles cannot win victory. However strong it
may appear now, sooner or later each group will be beaten one by one.
In addition, the separate organizations are bound to clash with each
other to their mutual ruin as in the past. Provocation of the enemy
here and there by the separate groups will expose the local population
to repeated reprisal actions, as a resalt of which, they may lose
faith in the opposition altogether. Thus nobody gains in the end
except the Derg who will find all the more justification to perpetuate
its rule, Mor is it in the long-term interest of foreign powers to
aid and abet cne or the other group at the price of wmity.

Unity is the great challenge now for the opposition leaders, but
the young generation should also be prepared for its future respansibility@
It should be given a chance to develop a balanced view of the problems
facing the nation. This is possible only if a young person possesses
a reasonably comprehensive knowledge of all issues. 1f a young persm
is restricted to only cne creed, and if aftenvards he comes to realize
that wvhat he believed in was false, it will not be easy to reconcile
the idiological differences and trust the aims of opposition. On the
other hand, if he grows up inprisoned in only one narrow way of locking
at the wide world, he will become biased and bigoted - and dangsr to
his comtry. 5o, in the interest of bringing uwp properly informed
citizens, it is incurbent upon opposition parties to let the young know
21l sides of the issues and make up their own minde by presenting the
views of the others as cbjectively as possible. lack of cbjectivity is @
one of the most serious obstacles to wnity.

The reasons why the great sacrifices made for so long have not
achieved their objectives should be thoroughly reviewed. 1f we can
acres on our mistakes the struggle can be undertaken with 2 renswed
cpirit and a co-ordinated stratecy to achieve rapid victory.

The Derg derives its strength and public support from a reliance on
the fundamental belief of the pecple in the unity of Ethiopia; this

has been effectively manipulated as a clarion-call to rally support

and build a strong force to enable it to strike at its divided
opponents. The Derg draws its force from all parts of Fthiopia, and




.

even though the people hate the Derg for everything else they are in
camplete agreement with it over the question of Ethiopian integrity.
¥We cannot afford to ignore this fact.

A1l the current opposition foroces, especially the local nationalist
cnes, are restricted to their own particular bases, HNationalist forces
mmﬂwﬁdmﬂﬁymt}emmmﬂqmﬂﬁﬂt&mﬂ
aid they were able to cbtain. I.‘JINI organizations appealing for unity
are weak mainly due to lack of external sympathy. The strength of the
Derg ie the direct result of a disunited oppositicn. The inability of
cpponents to comcentrate on the findamental issues is all the more
conformded by self-seeking foreign propaganda.

Erdorserent of Ethiopian integrity will put the opposition forces
on par with the Derg in attracting public support. Aoction of a broad ..
derocratic program will give them the extra appeal that the people are
locking for. Both of these guestions are of fundamental importance to
the outoame of the struggle. 5o in order to provide a really credible
alternative to the Derg, opposition forces must united for the cbjective
of Ethicpian integrity based on a broad program that will guarantee
the egaality of all natiocnalities. Then, and enly then, can the
opposition forces hope to comand and surpass the popular support that
the Derg enjovs over the question of Ethiopian sovereignty. What better
wmifying opportunity can arise than the present terrible plight that has
befallen all the Ethiopian people without distinction of nationality
or cred?

The attitude of foreign powers should be given due consideration .
as it has an irportant bearing on the oustcare of the struggle, particu-
larly sc since the Derg gets massive support from its allies. It is
troe that there are still a few countries that have a stake in the
inetahility of Ethicpia. But most countries, especially neighbouring
mmbies,mntmmnstablt.mﬂcardpmsgﬂmshhiqﬂa
that respects intermational law and refraine from interference in other
countries affairs. Many countries used to syrpathize with one or other
opposition groups. But lately, most countries have come to entertain
misgivings about the perennial division of the opposition and their
wnwillingness to show an earnest effort for unity. There is a danger



that these comtries might reach the conclusion that there can be no
credible alternative force to the Derg and withdrew their sympathy
altogether, No doubt these misgivings are encouraged by the
propaganda of the Derg and ite supporters. The fact is that the
availability or lack of foreign aid may mean the difference between
victory and defeat. It is up to the opposition forces to reassure
friendly countries by foming one strong united crganization.

As we have tried to show above, the slogan of "Ethiopian integrity”
is the basis for the strength of the Derg, and it is a decisive factor
for victory in any contest. Anyone who exploits it will have the
spport of the masses. Unity within a larger geographical boundary has
also many advantages for the security and well being of its peoples. -.
Without going into a discussion of these widely known advantages, we
want to mention here that there are encouraging signs indicating a
move towards unity, both in its narrow and broad aspects, on the part
of some major organizations. To illustrate, let us take just three
organizations.

The resclution of the Central Committes of the Eritrean People's
Libteration Froont (in its sixth Ordinary Mesting, held from 7 to 10 September,
1984) states the necessity for wmity amongst the Eﬂ'd.'l:pim opposition
forces, and the desirability of waging a co~ordinated struggle to
establish a democratic government in Ethiopia as an essential condition
for the peace and stability of the Region. Its statement of 14 Fel:.-nmr'_.'...
1985 was similarly encouraging. The Tigray Pegple's Liberation Fronmt,
which was fighting for a narrow nationalism and the independence of
Tigray, has taken a turn for the better. It has recently repeatedly
declared, through its various organs and at mass rallies, its adherence
to Ethiopian integrity and the equality and right of self-determination
of all nationalities within that framework. The Ethicpian Pecples’
Fevolutionary Party was comited to comunism as the only solution to
the problems of Ethiopia. It has now modified ite views to accaomnodate
different political parties in a parlismentary democratic system which
is free from exploitation of man by man. Such views gnve the way for
unity, and the EFRP has already formed a united front with the EDU, vhich
both wish to broaden and strengthen.
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A coparison of the declarations of the three organizations mentioned
above raises the hope for unity and democracy. The views of these and
other arganizations show a realisn and moderation acquired from experience,
Every encouragement must be given to such attitudes and these arganiza-

tions are urged to came forth more boldly in favour of wmity in order
to put an end to the suffering of our people.

A word should be addad about the position to be taken regarding the
Super- Powers or, depending on the way one loocks at it, about the
interference from East and West., America and the EEC, as well as the
individual Purcpean powers, are fully awvare of the atrocities cammitted
by the Derg asainst the pecple of Ethiopia. Nevertheless, they provide
it with econamic and other aid. These are usually made in the hope
of courting the favour of the Derg and expanding their trade, Their £
assistance only helps to prop up the Derg, and has time and again
saved it from bankruptoy, without giving them the expected return. It
mgmﬂnllymmtﬂeMQmsarhmmﬁcmmhnﬂnimim
aid for military parposes: to supply ite huge aony and to pay its
immense foreign debt. In other words, these Powers are providing it
with means to supress the pecple., While these Powers claim to be
corpassionate advocates of huran rights, their motives and actions in
providing means to the rfgime are immoral in light of their own claims.
hparsisunteffnrtmmthemdetnm:mﬂyﬂﬁmﬂiwaf
these actions, and to persuade these Powers to desist from contributing
to the misery of our pecples, Even humanitarian aid should be given
anly under intermational supervision to ensure its proper distribution .
to the neady pecple.

Bot attackes on other grounds are unjustified., It is custamary to
luome the Super-Powers together and level vicious attacks on them., This
is comter-productive; the target must be well chosen. At present,
the United States of America has no direct influence on the Derg,
therefore attacks on it are meaningless and miss the target.

These attacke are usually made in the hope of highlighting one's
own undiluted ideclogical purity, and to denigrate and alienate rival
organizations for their alleged association with the USA or some of
ite associates., Yet we find that those who are most vociferous are
usually the very groups who receive aid from America or Europe.
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All told, these attacks miss the point since the USA does not
directly influence the Derg. The fundamental problem of Ethiopia is
not of ideclogy, hut of damocracy and independence - independence not
from Arerica, but from the USSR, Ideology must be relegated to a
secondary place if a camon ground is to be fond for unity. This
mmquu:ﬂismmﬁmbydmmnwmﬂuhﬂ;puﬂmmﬂf
Ethiopia.

But having said this, one has to be realistic. As long as the
Derg enjoys the support and commitment of one Super-Power it is clear
that the Opposition needs the sympathy and support of the other,
without which the necessary foreign aid canmot be cbtained. It is,
therefore, suggested that as an anticipated forum for unity, a .
realistic position should be adopted regarding the guestion of the
Super-PoWers. We need help but we do not need to be capletely in
the pocket of any Power.

In order %o create one big and strong united opposition front
againet the Derg, the vaious forces may group together for the purpose
of discussing matters. This simple idea is supported by a diacram
which is attached hereto.

1. Those croanizations and groups who believe in the unity of Ethiopia
and the equality of all ite pecple
A. If they have a similar ideclogical basis, they should merge
and form one big organization, anc .
E. Those with disparate ideclogical stand group together for the
parposad forum.

2. Those organizations or groups who condem the old régime for
depriving them of their rights, cultures, languages, etc., and
who are fighting for the right of their nationalities while
entracing Ethiopian integrity should, depending on their
ideclogical colours, join with A or B above,

3, Those groups or organizations who are fighting for total independence
on the ground that there is no historical, cultural or racial basis
for wnion with Ethiopia are urged to recomsider their pesition to
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see if in the current critical situation they can after all agree
to the overriding need for unity; then depending on their ideclogi-
cal stands they should align themselves with A or B above.

the Eritrean question which puts the Eritrean struggle apart from the
rest of the forces opposed to the Derg.

1. Eritrea was ruled by Italian colonizers for nearly half a century.

2. ‘Then for the ten years after Italy was expelled fram its East African
colonies, Eritrea was governed by the British,

3. Following the United Nations resolution to solve the Eritrean
question by referendum, the pecple voted for federation with .
Ethiopia. The federation lasted for another ten years at the
end of which the federal constitution was repudiated and Eritrea
became one of the Administrative Regions of Ethiopia,

Tt wae this viclation of the federal constitution which provoked
the armed struggle for camplete independence that has been waged for
the last twenty-four years, During that period, the Eritrean struggle
cantinuously orew, until, despite the split into factions in recent
years, it became and remains the dominant force at the present time.

These factors make the Eritrean struggle so special in nature
that it cannot be lumped together with the other opposition forces. .
1t is, therefore, important that the Eritrean question should be
apcroached and treated differently at the proposed forum.

Fven £0, this plan for national reconciliation firmly adheres to
the principle that a peaceftl negotiated settlement of the Eritrean
gaestion is not only desirable but also possible. The plan recognized
that despite some wnigue historical experiences the pecple of Eritrea
ehare firm bonds of culture, language, religion and history with the
people aligned behind the other forces opposed to the Derg. A fimm
comitment to a peaceful, negotiated solution that meets the legitimate
intuesumﬂaspi:atimsnfmmmmadwﬂlalmfsmmﬁpa:t
of the national reconciliation plan.
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The various types of organizations listed abowe are urged to get
tngetlﬂﬂiﬂmtmypmmﬂiﬂmtﬂdimmh-allnﬂ&tuufﬂn
problem and to establish a basis of mutual trust. Patriotic grogps and
individual statesmen could and should also be invitad to participate
in the dialogue. It is hoped that these talks will overcare the
differences and lead to the foomation of one big united front for the
salvation of Ethicpia and its pecple, as well as for the stability of
the region.

This call for wnity is presented in good will and in the sincere
hope that the opposition parties may overcome their differences and

Would you hope that cther countries in Burope, or indeed the United States,
might take similar acticn?

AVNER

T would hope for an ever increasing degree of active international cooperation
in order to stamp out, I think thoge were the words used by Sir Geoffrey in
the House this afterncon, stamp out the scourge of international terrorism.
Internaticnal terrorism could not exist were it nat for States, in this
inetance such as Syria, that provides a haven for the headguarters of the
terrorist organisaticns - Demascus has got any number of terrorist
crganisations housed there, not least Abu Widal,- and I am gratified to see
that in the case of the Burcpsan Community there is an increasing awareness of
the need for internaticnal cooperation. T believe, almost by definition,
other governments will have to take note of this trial, of the evidence
presented at this trial, and of the decisive action that Britain has taken.

LiWE

What do you think are the implications, though, for Britain’s role as an
nhonest  broker in the Middle East - trying to bring peace in the Middle East.
Isn't there a danger now that the Arab world will gang up on Britain?

HTHER

T am not at all certain - time and again in the last couple of years we have
heard that Arab States are going to gang up against this country or that
country in response to a certain act. I believe that this is a good day for
the ephancement of the peace procese in the Middle East. It sends a very
clear signal to radicel states, to anti-peace states, to states which are in
the game of promoting terrorisam, and by the same token I believe it

strengthens the hand of the moderate states. There is no such thing as that
kind of an Arab unity which is a term which, as one just loocks across the
panorama of the Middle East, has no basis in fact. There are S0 many

Sifferent trends within the Arab world and there are states that oppose
terrorism, there are states that are seeking dialogue with Israel, and I
believe they should be encouraged by today ‘s act.




DORALD MoOORMACK

JoIning us now is the Syrian Ambassador, Dr Heydar.

What do you say to Sir Geoffrey Howe's charge, made both in the House of
Commons  and  in this programme, that there is conclusive evidence of Syrian
official involvement with Hindawi?

DR HEYDAR

Well, with all due respect to Sir Geoffrey Hewe, the Foreign Sscretary, whom 1
personally hold the highest esteem for, I have two comments to make on  his
statement to the House of Commons. The first is concerning the oonclusive
evidence against Syria, and here, if you allow me, 1 am going to goute the
Prime Minister herself, Mrs Thatcher, who stated in the United States ...

McCORMACK
When was this?

DR HEYDAR

It "was on the 23rd of May this yesr, that after five full weske after
investigating this plot - I believe that five weeks are encugh to arrive at a
certain conclusion, and the Prime Minister wouldn 't have made her statement
unless she had actually a conclusicon. The Prime Minister herself said -
despite repeated allegations that GSyria has been inwolved in terrorist
incidents, Britain, at the moment, has no siuch evidence againgt Syria of
state-gponsered terrorism of anything like the kind that cbtained in the case
of Libya.

MoCORMACK,

At the mament is six monthe ago. The evidence has presumably been collected
in the meantime.

DR HEYDAR
Donald, wait a minute. It was after five full weeks after investigating this
affair.

MoOORMACK
Bat 1t had six more months to do it since then.

DR HEYDAR

Nobody 1s claiming that any evidence has been collected after five week of
investigations. Nevertheless the Prime Minister herself went on saying, and
1 am gquoting her, = no conclusive evidence has been uncovered that Syrian

government officials were involved in planning the bombing or knew of it in
advance.

MoOCEMACK
So, are you saying now that Sir Geoffrey Howe is lying today when he =ays that
conclusive evidence has now been established?

[ HEYDAR

Excuse me, 1 seek your pardon, and I have already stated, and this is my
sincere feeling, I have a very high esteem, a personal high esteem, for Sir
Geoffrey and I believe he believes in what he says. But I have now two
statements. One of them made in the Bouse of Commons today, and the other
made by the Prime Minister in the United States, and that i= a fact.




MoCORMACE

They are, as of course this is your point, they are not reconcilable. So,
you must, at least by implication, be saying that Sir Geoffrey, not only that
Sir Geoffrey is lying, but that the British Court and the Judge and the Jury
all got it wrong.

DR HEYDAR

I am jJust =tating facts. It iz a fact that the FPrime Minister stated
publicly and unequivocally in the United States on the 23rd of May this year
what I have just esaid. It is ancther fact that the Foreign Secretary stated
in the House of Commons today what we have just listened to, and it is not for
me to resclve such a difference.

MoCORMACK
Well, T say again that that wasz a leng time ago, Dr Heydar, What about this
meeting that you had with Hindawi after the incident at Heathrow?

DR HEYDAR

Well, if I may, let me comment on another item of evidence made by the Foreign
Minister himself in the House of Commons. The Foreign Minister said, and I
believe that he believes in what he said, there had been an independent
evidence of my sponsership of Mr Hindawi, getting recruited by me to the
Syrian Intelligence. The only thing I can say to this effect is that I have
never heard, never ever have I heard of the name of Mr Hindawi before the 17th
of April. How could 1 have recruited somebody of whom I never heard of -
that is one thing.

MOCORMALE
Do you dispute that Mr Hindawi was travelling on an official Syrian passport,
and if so, how could you not have known about that?

DR HEYDAR

Your government knows as well as we do that there are Arab journalists working
in London who carry and travel with passports belonging to other countries
than the countries they belong to. There are Iragi journalists travelling
with Syrian passports, Syrian Jjournalists travelling with a Jordanian
passport, Egyptian journalists travelling with a Saudi passport, and sc on and
80 foerth, This is not a big deal - it doesn’t indicate anything.

MOCORMACK

So, de you categorically deny then Sir Geoffrey’s statement in the House of
Commons  that, because presumably of British Intelligence efforts, he has
established independent evidence that you personally were involved several
months before the commission of the crime in securing for Hindawi sponsership
back in Syria. You categorically deny that?

DB HEYDAR

Listen Deon, my own view and the way I understand the word “independent’ is
that it is not British, it is something else, some other source, not a
British source, and if there is such an independent socurce then my own view is
that, since it is not true - I mean I have never been in contact with Mr
Hirdawi and never seen him or heard of him before the 17th of 2pril - then
that independent scurce should have the main, or at least one of the main,
perpetrators of this plot.




HCCORMACK

Iz it possible, Dr Hepdar, that all this actually happened as the British
Judge and Jury decided, and as Sir Geoffrey Howe has said, but that just you
didn 't know about it?

Dff HEYDAR
The fact is that I have never ever heard about this plot before it was
anncunced on the radioc.

McCOORMACE

But could it still have happened without your knowledge, that is what I am
asking?

DR HEYDAR

1 don t believe that there is any country in the world, and if you can give me
an example I will be very grateful, no country in the world, with no
exceptions at all, would get her ambassador personally involved in any illegal
activities, because after all the ambassador, any ambassador, is a personal
representative of the Head of State, the King, the Queen, the President,
whoever, and no President, Queen, King or Emir would like to get himself
personally invelved in any illegal activity in any country in the world. So
it is inconceivable that my goverrnment would get me imvolved in this, even if
it were true.

McOORMACE

But what about your Embassy staff though, and the finding that was established
in the trial that after Hindawi sought your advice at the Syrian Bmbassy,
colleagues of yours took him away to a safe house and attempted to disguise
him, Did you know about that?

DR HEYDAR

First of all, Hindawi did not seck my advice. He never revealed his real
identity. He never told me whom he was. He claimed to be a cousin of the
Foreign Minister in need of same funds and a ticket because he was in some
difficulties, and this information, which I took for granted for five or six
minutes before I threw him out, had been passed in due course to the Foreign
Office, with no less and no more at all of any details which I had learnt
about him.

MoCORMACK
So did your colleagues, or did they not, thereafter attempt to conceal,
assiet, and disguise him?

DR HEYDAR

No. When Hindawi went down, kicked out of my office, he met with certain
lower ranking officers at the Embassy and he claimed to be, he claimed to have
some contacts in Damascus and he gave some names = they didn’t take the
rezponsibility of throwing him cut, suggesting or suspecting that be might be
true, so when one of them contacted his superior in Demascus and informed
about a certain Mr so-and-so, claiming to be sc-and-so, that low ranking civil
servant was instructed immediately to kick him cut, and that is exactly what
happened.

McOORMACK

Dr Beydar thank you very much indeed for coming and giving us your point of

Ministers Mrom Z1 West European countries have ended two days of talks in
Strasbourg on how best to Fight international terrorism. Britain's repre-
sentative was the Home Secretary Douglas Hurd who yesterday urged delegates
not to be content with words but Lo take positive action against terrrosim.
Our European correzpondent, Stephen Jessel asked Mr Hurd if he was satis-
fied that he got the action he had called for.

Douglas Hurd

We got some , yes, we got the French commitment te joiln the European n-n-mr{:n-.
tion en the supression of terrorism which is avery practical step we have

been hoping for for some time and we have alsc discussed ways of plugging

into the exchange of information and intelligence. The nine countriea repre-
sented here in Europea, but who aren't actually members of the European
community, 50 that nine more countries, I hope will plug themselves into

our machinery.

Stephen Jessel
But il the twelve member states of the EEC could agree on very little, as

they did agree on wvery little in Luxembourg not long ago, why should 21
statea be more effective?

Dougslas Hurd

I think vou are confusing two thingas. The exchange of information in intellil-
gence is going on all the time, it doesn't require any further agreement,
it's actually happening and that iz absclutely erucially important. I would
2ay the ke¥ to the whole thing, more important than reactions on particu-

lar inecidents and it is important that countries like Austria and Switzerland
who aren't members of the Community but are very important in the struggle
agelinat terrorism could feel that they could, as it were, plug themselves
into that.

Etephen Jegsel

Do you regard the decision taken by the French to ratify the convention on
terrorism a5 an important one?

Dn-ﬂlaa Hisrd

It is important,; because this convention 1la the one which sayvs it's no good
a4 terrorist argulng when he lg caught that he was really s politician, that
he was really serving some political goal and therefore he should not be
Bent to another country to stand trial, it is a very important connection.
The same sort of argument In the United Senate, the American Senate recently
had before they approved thelr pew treaty with us, so the French deciaion ia
of the same aort of calibre as the American decision.

Stephen Jesssl

And in a very different sense the British decision on extradition goes in the
same direction.

Douglas Hurd
Yes it certainly does, we ras held back by cur own traditicnal extradition
laws Crom having the kind of agreements I would like to have with friendly

i




povernments with good legal systems, ie it is difficult for us to send back
thes pecple whom they want to stand trial and therefore obviously they have
difficulty in sending similar people back to us.

dtephen Jessel

You and your foreign ministers bave met here for two deys, is it possible at
the end of this meeting to say, this is golng to be different in the future,
this has changed, or are we at the level of respoluticns and declarations?

Douglas Hurd

I believe that the way in which we have been discussing cooperation between

the meber of the Council of Europe who aren't in the Community and those who

are Is gradually. going to turn cut to be of real practical importance and

goes well bevond the level of declarations and principles. It is not going

Lo be a mesting That 15 going %o change the lace of the world overnight. .
But T think we have extended quite substantially in the course of this mecting
the scope of cooperaticn against terrorism.

I am very much in the hands of the Foreign office when I get back. Whether thay

Lebbie Thrower

Mr Tomicis was taking with him a dozen British embasay staff, about a third of
the diplomats had already left Syria the day before. Today's contingent sald
they were sad to ba going, they atill got on well on a personal lavel with the
Syrians who have repeated assurances that remalning Britaina have nothing to
Fear. As the ambassador left he refused te be drawn on when British diplomats
might be back, beyond saying it could be quite a long time.

In London the Syrian diplomats were up early, too. Outalde the ambaszsador's
resldence they wers loading baggage and finding time for last minute family
snap shots on Sritish acll. Shartly after eight o'clock the ambaszador left his
former home to talk to reporters, with his youngest daughter Dahlia in his arms
he was atill denying he'd evep acted illegally.

Dr Haydar

I give you my word before departing, I have never ever been invelved in any
illegal activities on BHritish 2eil and I can aasure you that the times have gone
wWhen any government in the world , any power on sarth could intimidate Syria

or imposs any conditions on its behaviour or deviate the Syrian peoples and Ehelr
leaders from the course they have choaen.

A Few minutes later the family lelt for London airport to catch flights home

via Frankfurt. The police pressnce at Heathrow was discreet as the sevantean
expelled diplomats said their lfarewells. Only three have been allowed to atay
behind working at the Lebanese embassy. Dr Haydar boarded the aircraft on

time, sc fulfilling the seven days notice he and fellow diplomats had been given
to leave the country.

Reykjavik Summit

3.5 p.m.

The Minister of State, Foreign and Commonwealth
Office (Baroness Young): My Lords, | should like to
make a statement about the Reykjavik meeting
between President Reapgan and General Secretary
Gorhachev on | 1th-12th October. Since that mesting,
the United Kinpdom in common with our other
MATO allies, has received a full bricfing in Brussels on
the outcome of the meeting from the US Secretary of
State, Mr. Shultz. My right honourable friend the
Prime Minister and [ also saw the chief Soviet
negoliator al the Geneva nuclear and space talks, Mr,
Earpov, in London on 14th Ociober.

The Bevkjavik meeting was not originally designed
ag a forum for the conclusion of major arms conirol
agreements. That both sides used 11 10 get so close o
the goalids proof of the value of the mesting and of their
commitment to progress. We warmly welcome the
extent of agreement that did prove possible on the
climination of intermediate-range nuclear weapons
and on substaniial reductions in strafegic weapons,
and on nuckear testing. At the same time, we regrel the
Soviet step backwards, at least in Reyvkjavik, in
making all arms control agreements, including one on
INF, dependent on further constraints on the United
States 5D research programme.,

Arms control 15 not the onlv important element in
East-West relations. We applaud President Reagan®s
determination 1o press the Soviet Union for progress in
resolving regional issoes: and for better respect for
human righis, without which 1€ will not be possible (o
build confidence between East and West.

The United States record on consultations with the
allies has been praiseworihy. The unity of the Atlantic

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afliance has been a major factor in bringing the Soviet
Union to the negotiating toble, and in mypelling 1 50
far down the road towards arms control agreements. [E
is already clear from the meeting in NATO on 13th
October that our unity will not be affected by the
outcome of the Revkjavik meeting.

Her Majesty's Government support the United
States in its continuing ‘efforts to build & more stabie
relationship with the Soviet Union and in East-West
relations by secking propgreéss i1 humanitanan
questions and regional issues and by reaching balanced
and verifiable agreements on arms control. The
Revkjavik meeting was only one siep in the long road
towards these goals. The proposals made there remain
on the table. And we are encouraged by the apparent
determination on both sides 10 buld on the progress
already made. Together with the United States and
our other allies, we shall seek to maintain the
momentum that has been penerated at Revkjavik.

Lord Cledwyn of Penrhos: My Lords, we are grateful
tor the noble Baroness for making that Statement on
the summit meeting. in which this country and the
whole world are deeply involved and acutel
interested. As the noble Baroness has implied, we
been told that the Revkjavik summitl was o be a
preparatory meeling, paving the way to a later
Washingion conference. As it developed, however, it
became plain that it was far more than that, and t!mt
far-reaching proposals of a most encouraging kind
were on the table. For example, it now appears—the
noble Baroness will perhaps confirm this—that the
two leaders had agreed before the conclusion of the
summit on Sunday 1o cut INF by 100 per cent. in
Europe and by 80 per cent. in Soviet Asia, to cut
stralegic weapons by 50 per cent., and to work towards
a comprehensive test ban treaty, This was remarkable
progress, or appeared to be 5o, in a short space of time,
and it raised our hopes considerably.

Thiz 15 why the news of [ailure, when it came
through on Sunday evening, was so profound a
disappointment to s and 1o everyone else. It seemed
then that a glorious and histeric chance had been

missed. It is, however, just as well that we have this.

Statement today and that we did not have it over the
past two days, as the mood scems 1o have changed
once again from one of despair to one of modest hope.
Let us hope that we are not grasping at straws, But
both President Heagan and Mr, Gorbachev now
appear 10 be saving that Revkjavik was nol a failure.
Mr. Gorbachev said yesterday that they must not slam
the door, while President Reagan said that he was
anxious to iry again.

Can the noble Baroness confirm that this was also
the sense of Mr. Karpov's remarks to the Prime
Minister at a meeting at which the noble Baroness, 1
understand, was herselll present? Would she not agree
that after what was, il'l may o0 deéscribe if, a seemangly
paradoxical conference, the situation is now fluid and
that the clear objective of Her Majesty™s Government
should now be 1o work strenuously for some construc-
tive outcome? We obviously need a full debate in this
House on the implications of the summit. This will
become available to us, one hopes, in the debate on the
Address in three weeks' time. However, can the noble
Baroness deal now with two or three questions”
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First, will the Government undertake (o press for
some of the Reykjavik proposals 1o be transferred to
Geneva for early detailed discussion? And is this not
the view of our European NATO pariners? Did Mr.,
Karpov tell the Prime Minister that agreement may be
reached on medium-range missiles independently of
the S0 argument, which scems to have stultified the
summit at the end of the talks?

Secondly. on this crucial SDI problem, the United
Stales and Bntish spokesmen constantly refer to the
Soviet strategic defence initiative. Is there clear
evidence that Russia is working on its own SDI17? And
il this is true, why is it not brought on 1o the conference
table? Why does not the United States, and indeed
why do pot the rest of us, press the Soviet Union to
make disclosures in the same manner that the United
States has disclosed some details on this subject?
Thirdly, the Statement refers to other matters, Can the
noble Baroness say whether there were any specific
undertakings on the question of human rights and
Alghanistan?

Fourthly, what are the preseni prospects for a
mecting in Washington? As 1 said previously, the
objective seemed 1o be a preliminary mecting in
Reykjavik, followed by a fuller meeting in Washing-
lon. Is it sull intended that this meeting should be
held? Finally, can the noble Baroness say whether the
Prime Minister herself is now intending, as has been
reported, to visit Washington for a discussion with the
President? If she does so, what will be the main
ohjectives of the visit?

I conclude by expressing general reliel that the door
5 not closed and that, mercifully, there does not
appear to be any bitterness but rather a desire for some
progress on bath sides.

Lord Kennel: My Lords, we endorse what has been
sard by the noble Lord, Lord Cledwyn, | have certain
further questions o put, The House will remember
that in December 1984 the Prime Minister and the
United States President agreed on the famous Reagan-
Thatcher four points, the second of which said:

Y5 refated deploynsent would, in view of trealy oblgations,
bave g be 0 matier for negotiations™,

Subsequently. the Pnime Minister has said;

“arcal llt'-thlFl‘:l:lEl mis give a lead in keeping Usear treaties™.

In refusing to admit discussion of his freedom Lo test
and deploy SDI, President Reagan is of course
announcing his intention either 1o breach or, more
likely and more legally, o denounce the ABM treaty.
In Reykjavik, Mr. Gorbachev agreed to 50 per cent
reductions of all kinds of strategic weapons on both
sides; 1o the zero oplion in European intermediate-
range weapons;, 10 3 freeze and agreement on
negotiations [or shor-range neclear weapons: 10 3
balance at a lower level of intermediaté-range nuclear
weapons in Asia; and 0 freedom for Britain and
France o increase their nuclear forces in the
meantime, which is completely new. He agreed on
proper  negoliations 10 settle  regionmal  and
hemanitarian isswes.

I the Government are now o back Mr. Reagan’s
beliel that SD1 testing in space is worth all this
together, will they now spell out what they see as its
apparently overwhelming benefits for Europe, for
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NATO and for the world? 1 am asking about SDI-
research and deployment in space, not about “lab™
research or improved air defences in Europe, which
are different matters. After all, the Government
regulirly cite Soviet advances in strategic defence as
justification for Trident's enhanced capabilitics
compared to Polaris and as a condition of British
participation in disarmament. This argument is
unanswerable, [t is correct. Is this argument not valid
in other mouths, even Mr, Gorbachev's?

In view of all these things, will the Government not
agree that we must now quickly develop a proper
European foreign and defence policy that could allow
us 1o be present at negotiations which alfect our very
existence?

Baroness Young: My Lords, [ should like to thank
both the noble Lord, Lord Cledwyn, and the noble
Lord, Lord Kennet, for their reception of this
Statement. Both have asked a number of specific
questions, (o which | shall trv to respond.

First, [ am grateful to the noble Lord, Lord
Cledwyn, for the point that he made that the meeting
at Revkjavik should not be reparded as a failure. We
do not do so. Indeed, my honourable friend Mr.
Renton, who was al the meeting in Brussels, made the
paint immediately that we were encouraged by what
has been achieved bul that we see this as just one
step on a long road to detailed but very important
arms conlrol negotiations and progress towards
disarmament. | think that he was quite right o say that
wie now had hope in this regard,

The noble Lord asked me a number of detaded
questions about the next sieps. We see thess as
building upon what has been achieved at Bevkjavik,
Indesd, we believe it is important that the negotiations
at the nuclear and space talks in Geneva should
continug so thal there can be further progress towards
agreements. The noble Lord asked what Mr. Karpov
had sasd in the course of his talks in London on (hese
matters. As the noble Lord, | am sure, will understand,
it would not be appropriate for me to go into detail on
this matler. Bul the position on INF i5 that the
Russians agreed at the Geneva summit that a deal on
IMNF could and should be negotiated without reference
to strategic weapons or to space issues. We noted what
Mr. Karpov sasd on the subject at his press confcrence
vesterday, In the light of our discussions with him
vesterday we hope that the Bussians will confirm at the

- negotiafing table the commiiment to 4 separale

agreement, This is what we have agreed.,

The noble Lord asked me whether there was any
evidence of Soviet work on some kind of defence
initintive. As he may know there has been a Soviet
rescarch programme since the [560s, Ant-ballistc
missile delences around Moscow are the only tvpe in
existence in the world and are being upgraded. Indead,
the Russians have the only operaional anbi-satellite
weapons i existence, There has been an extensive
programme on ballistic missile defence-related
technologies, including high powered lasers, kinetic
encrgy and particle beam weapons and heavy lift space
launchers.
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The noble Lord also asked me about regional issucs.,
I can comfirm to him that, although it is cléar from
Revkjavik that most of the time was spenl on arms
control matiers, nevertheless, the United States
Government pressed the Soviet Union for progress in
resolving regional issues and for a betier respect for
human nghts. On the point which he made about
Afghanistan, [ can confirm that the most helpful mood
by the Soviet Union would be a rapid and complete
Soviel withdrawal from Alghanisian,

Finally, the noble Lord asked me about the
passibility of a Washington summit. So far the
prospects for a further summil are not clear but we
very much hope that Mr. Gorbachev will pick up the
outstanding invitation 1o visit the United States this
YCAar,

With regard to my right honourable friend the
Prime Minister, as the noble Lord probably would
expeet, 1 am nol in a position 10 comment on her
travel plans, Bul, as be will know, we are in constant
touch with cur American allies on this as on very
many other issues.

The noble Lord, Lord Kennet, asked me two quile
specific points about the American sirategic defence
initiative and the ABM treaty. Perhaps | can confirm
to him, as President Reagan has-repeatedly confirmed,
that SDI research is consistent with the present treaty
obligations, including the ABM treaty. He recently
reaffirmed that SDI wall be conducted in conformity
with a strict interpretation of the treaty. The
Government have repeatedly made it clear thal we
regard the treaty as an important element in preserving
international peace and stability and want to see it
realfirmed and  strengthened. Any  suspicion of
viokations shoulki e pursued according o the
mechanisms provided in the treaty,

Lord Zuckerman: My Lords, the noble Baroness
explained te your Lordships’ House exactly how it is
possible io reconcile the statement made by the
President 1o the American people the night before last
declanng his right to develop, test and deploy against
missiles, with the assurances given to the Prime
Minister at the beginning of last year about nothing
being done which would be in defiance ol the 1972
ABM treaty. One must bear in mind that at that time
we were dealing only with a strict interpretation,
whereas what the President said in his address on the
television related to what is now known as a broad
interpretation, or, according to Gerard Smith who
negotiated the treaty, 4 new treaty.

Baroness Young: My Londs, [ am sure that the noble
Lord, Lord Zuckerman, will have heard the answer |
pave to the noble Lord, Lord Kennet, on a somewhat
similar peint on this matier, Perhaps 1 could say
further that the United States have made clear over an
extended period that the Russians have no velo over
the deployment of SDI. But President Reagan invited
the Russians, should sirategic defénces prove fo be
feasible, 10 move 10 8 more defence-orientated world,
and any deployment should thus be co-operative.
Meanwhile. President Reagan made clear that SDI
continues to be conducted in accordance with the
ABRM treaty, But we are not prepared 1o see the treaty
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rewritten to constrain the United States research while
letting the Soviel activies run free,

Lord Renton: My Lords, was :n:ﬂ.hing. discussed or
agreed at this meeting about inspection?

Baroness Young: My Lords, on this matter of
inspections, particularly with regard to nuclear testing,
the position is that despite Soviet propaganda in the
run up 1o the Reykjavik mecting, we understand that
nucher testing was not a major issue at Revkjavik. But
we have long believed that progress must be sought in
areas where it is most likely, and the first step would be
to seck the verification necessary to ratify both the
threshold test ban and the peaceful nuclear explosions
treaties of the 1970s. We therefore welcome the extent
of the Reykjavik agreement 1o work for that.

We also welcome President Reagan's offer in an
UMGA specch now confirmed at Reykjavik, and
accepted by Mr. Gorbachev, to negotiate on further
constraints on testing on the way to an ultimate goal of
a comprehensive test ban. We believe that thi
practical step by step approach is consistent with

| views.

Lord Brockway: My Lords, | propose o lake
advantage of the Standing Orders which allow
questions to be put and some comments to be made.
May 1 first thank the noble Baroness not only for her
preliminary Statement but for the answers which she
has given o points which have been raised. On the
whaole, 1 think that most of us would regard what she
has said as hopeful.

All of us must have been shocked when the summit
meeting in leeland broke down. At first it was the
greatest disappointment of my pelitical life. The
situation is now mare hopeful_ I think that both sides
are a little ashamed of themselves.

The American Secretary of State, Mr. Shuhz, has
made an extraordinary statement about the potential
agreements which would be reached, My first questi
1o the Minister is: do the Government support th
polential  agreemenis? What he said was s0
astonishingly broad in scope that | think it should be
recorded:

| think the House will agree that those quite
astonishing agreements make it intolerable and
unforgiveable that there should not be a renewed effon
to reach agreement. Both sides are now seeking new
talks.

Lord Brockway: President Reagan has made a
strong, appeal 10 Mr, Gorbachev to move towards
another summit. Mr. Gorbacheyv's speech envoy
Vikior Karpov has said that the Soviet Union 18
prepared 1o negotiate agreement independently of
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political parallel agreement on SDL In view of those
facts, | beg the Government to use their influence to
secure a renewed summil

Baroness Young: My Lords, 1 am glad that the noble
Lord, Lord Brockway, views the outcome of the
Revkjavik meeting a5 hopeful. As 1 indicated very
early on in responding to the noble Lond, Lond
Cledwyn, we believe that there has been some good
news that has come from Revkjavik and that we must
build on what has been said.

As 1 indicated in an answer (0 an earlier Question,
we hope now that the negotiations which have come 5o
far on various limitations on arms, shall be continued.
That is the wish and hope of Her Majesty’s
Government.

Lord Mugent of Guildlord: My Lords, can my nobie
friend tell me how il is that considerations of
humanitarian matlers are connected up with these
very intricate and imporiant matters of defence,
especially as Soviet Russia i in breach of the Helsinki
Agreement in this respect? How is it that these
humanitarian considerations are brought into this as
bargaining counters?

Baroness Young: My Lords, [ think what is very
important in all these humanitarian concerns is that il
progress can be made on these, these would be nod
only nehi in themselves for the individuals concerned,
but they would be confidence-building measures
between both the United States and the Soviet Union,
Of course, we hope that progress will be made on these
issues of human nights,

Lurd Gladwyn: My Lords, | have three very short
guestions to put to the Government. In the first place,
is it mot rather odd that in spite of an unparalleled
propaganda campaign, the President 15 facing
widespread eriticism in the United States, whereas in
this country, where nuclear arms limitation means 5o
much, many pecple, including 11 would seem our own
Prime Minister) are seemingly finding excuses for his
insistence on the full operation of his. as 1 think,
absurd star ward programme, ‘even imputing blame to
Mr. Gorbachev for, as it were, being too clever by half.

We must all hope, along with the noble Lord, Lord
Cledwyn, that progress—preferably owing lo pressure
applied by the European Members of NATO—will be
forthcoming in Geneva, But now, more especially
following on what the noble Lord, Lord Zuckerman,
has said, and failing some suitable compromise on
SDI, should we not, unfortunately, contemplate the
situation arising from the complete collapse of detente
and the irfumph of the tough guys on both sides of the
Iron Curtain who are as we know, opposed to all forms
of arms limitation? Are the Government really
confident that the leelandic Humpty Dumpty can now
be put together again?

My third shorl question 15 when are we going Lo
have a full debate on this very important subject? It is
abviously very unsatisfactory 1o discuss it by question
and answer a8 the result of a Statement,
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Baroness Young: My Lords, one point which has
become very clear about the Revikjavik Summit is that
some of the immediate reactions to it have not been
the same as the reactions which are now apparent two
days later. I think one must make one’s judgments
gboul the matter as time procesds. However, as a
consequence of this, 1 think there is every reason for us
to be hopefiul, That is not just wishful thinking. This is
ground for believing, as | indicated in earlier answers
to the point raised, that the Russians, 100, wish to sec
the progress continued.

The noble Lord, Lord Gladwyn, went on once again
to be highly critical of the Amencans and their SDI
programme. Perhaps I may just say to the noble Lord
on the point about whether or not—and [ believe that
this is what underlay his question—it was worth
preventing some of the arms control agreements for
the zake of SDI, that the fuct is, that the SD1 rmﬂ.'n:Eh
programme is investigating the feasibility of strategic
defences. No one knows whether or not they will work.
The discussions at Reykjavik were about managing the
period until it was clear whether or not strategic
defences would be possible. President Reagan has
spoken on SDI being the insurance policy of |:h-|:
United States and the Alliance, Whether this
insurance policy will be necessary at some future stage
cannol be answered now, Therelore, SDI, particularly
in the light of the Soviet Union's own activites should
not be abandoned now. Perhaps 1 may also make clear
that the United States is not prepared (o sce 'Ehc M?h{
Treaty rewritten (o constrain its rescarch while letting
the Soviet Union's research continue.

Lord Chalfont: My Lords, is the Minister aware that
not all of us were shocked by the result of the
Reykjavik meeting, because not all of us were termibly
surprised by it?

May 1 also ask the Minister a question? It may go 10
the root of this matter and it may run across th
general tenor of the remarks which have been made in
your Lordships’ House this afternoon. Are we not in
grave danger of making the mistake of regarding
nuclear arms control, and nuclear disarmament in 2
vacuum? There are very many other things which are
important in this confrontation. Would not the
Minister agree that one of the reasons for the greal
build up of arms on either side, is the tension that
exists between the two sides in this equation? Arms are
not the cause of tension, they are the result of tension.

Perhaps | may also ask the Minister whether she
would not agree that it would be very foolish indeed to
consider muclear arms control in isolation [rom
conventional arms contrel, in which the Soviet Union
has an overwhelming superiority and in total isolation
from the matters of human rights and the rest of the
Soviet Union’s foreign policy? Would it not be wiser o
examine all these things very carefully and in conjunc-
tion with each other, and not in the contexi of some
hastily arranged and ill-prepared conference at
Reykjavik? Would it not be wiser to look at
conventional Arms contral, conventional
disarmament and the whole context of the Soviet
Union's foreign policy including its expansionist
policies all over the world before we start to tinker
ill-advisedly with the balance of nuclear power.

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Baroness Young: The noble Lord, Lord Chalfont,
has made a number of really very important poinis. [
should like to start by saying to him thal on repeated
occasions the Governmenl have made clear that
nuclear disarmament and the production of
conventional weapons are inextricably linked in the
search for general and complete disarmament. This of
course remains the Government's ultimate objective.

However, nuclear weapons will continue lo have a
role to play in our security for the foresceable luture.
1 also share the noble Lord’s view that it is very
important not 1o forgel not only the conventional
weapons, but also the area of human rights which was
raised earlier by the noble Lord, Lord Nugent. As |
said then, it is important not only for the sake of those
unfortunate people concerned, but also because it will
build confidence between both the United States and
the Soviet Umion, and we would like 1o sce progress
miade.

Of course there are many other issues of a political
nature about which the West could talk to the Soviet
Union. In that connection | should like to say that my
right honourable friend the Prime Minister has made
clear 10 Mr. Gorbachev that she looks forward to
visiting the Soviet Union in the first hall of next year
and that the Reykjavik outcome does not affect that
situation. The dates, of course, are still to be discussed.,

Lord Molloy: My Lords, does the noble Baroness
agree that there are some aspecis of the success
following Revkjavik which must cause grave and bitter
disappointment  to those who are  determined
somehow or other 1o find no joy in the ultimate
passibility of the great nuclear powers of the world
coming 10 some agreement on disarmament? Will the
noble Baroness agree that one of the undamental
features—ihe linchpin to the whole talks—could well
be the total acceptability on both sides of verihication,
both on tests and on manoeuvres, in either theWarsaw
or MATO Mocs, and that that is something for which
wee should be grateful?

Will it now be possible for our Government 10 send
a message to the governments of both the Soviel
Union and the United States of America saying how
moch we welcome the endeavours which have been
made towards achievement and what has been
achieved and how much we warmly welcome the
statement of both President Reagan and Mr,
Ciorbachev that this is not the end, that further
discussions will take place and that we warmly
applaud these ideals?

Baroness Young: My Lords, | point out to the noble
Lord, Lord Mollay, that | think that the views of Her
Majesty’s Government on the Reykjavik Summit are
now quite clear both 1o the United States’
Government and to the Soviet Union.

Lord Mayhew: My Lords, will the noble Baroness
explain a little more fully her two references 1o aspects
of the ABM Treaty which are resiraining on the
Americans but not on the Russians? What did the
noble Baroness mean by ihai?

INTERHATIONAL'S CONCERNS IN THE COUNTRY FOLLOWIKG THE FIGHTING IN JANUARY 1986

During the fighting which eruptied in Aden on 13 January 1986 and spread to
other parts of the country lasting several days, prisoners in Ja'ar, Zinjiban
and Hanfa wvere reported to have been summarily executed. Following the end
of the fighting, an undetermined number of people were detained by the new
government in the People's Democratic Republic of Yemen (PDRY). Some of the
detainees were later relessed as a result of & general smmesty, but others
remain in detention and will reportedly be brought to trial.

Detaills of the killings of prisconers are not available to Amesty Inter-
nacional, Prior to the outbreak of hostilities on 13 Jamuary 1986, the

organization was appealing for the immediate and unconditional release of
eight prisoners of consciénce, They are:

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Ho mention was apparently made in the final verdict of the name of
the twelfth defendant, "Amir 'Abdullsh bin HUMAM, who is alleged te have
died in custody under torture in September 1985. Amnesty International
appealed for the commutation of the three death sentences and urged for
clarification of allegations of death under torture of the twelfth
defendant.

In February and April 1986 Amnesty International wrote to the new
authorities in the PDRY expressing concern st the fate of these prisoners
following the fighting in January 1986 and seeking information on their
whereabouts. The organization fears that some of them may no longer be
alive,

Official information on the exact number of people detained following
the fighting in January 1986 and their places of detention has not so far
been made public. However, on 29 March 1986, the Presidium of the Supreme
Pecple's Council declared the General Amnesty No. 17 of 1986. According to
Article 1 of the amnesty decree, beneficiaries of the pardon are:

"a) everyone who carried arms dering the events of 13 January 1986 bur
did not kill and was not previously convicted for armed opposition
to the revolution and the regime in the People's Democratic Republic
of Yemen

b) everyone who carried arms during the events of 13 January 1986 while
carrying out military orders under chreat or through deception

¢} everyone who supported the conspiracy of 13 January 1986 but did not
participate in its planning or preparation, nor persuaded individuzls
or formed groups to participate in its execution, nor supplied,
stored or distributed weapons, mor issuved orders to fire, nor was en-
gaged in the mobilization or political preparations of the events of
13 January 1986."

The general ammesty applies to all those who fall within theee categories
whether resident within the country ‘or abroad, provided In the latter case that
they return to the PDRY within 60 days. This 60 day deadline has been sub-
seguently extended tntil 31 December 19856. The formation of 2 committee to
supervise the implementation of the general asnesty was snnounced on Z1 April
1986, The committee is chaired by Salih Munasar al=-5Siyayli, Deputy Chairman
of the Council of Ministers and Minister of the Interior.

Az a result of the general amnesty detainess were reportedly released in
three groups, on J0 March, 7 May apnd 5 June 1956, respectively numbering 720,
232 and 228 persons. Before the declaration of the ammesty about 1,000 de-
tainesg were released according to a statesment issued on 17 March 1986 by the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, Dr "Abd al-"Ariz sl=-Dali, On 21 June 1986 "Al{i
Ealim al-Bayd, Becretary Gemeral of the Ceontral Committee of the Yemeni
Socialist Party, reportedly put at 2,900 the total number of detainees
reélessed since the outbreik of fighting in Japuary and announced that more
vereé to be released soon.

While cfficial figures on the number of people still detained following
the fighting in January 1986 are not available, reports auggest that several
thousand detainees may etill be held in & number of detention centres through-
out the country. Places of detention reportedly include al-Mansura Prison in
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Aden; Sabr Prison and Hawwata Prison in Lahej, al-Fatah Camp in Aden, Bi'r
Nasir Camp near Dar Sa'd, Sawlaban Camp near Khawr Mukassar, a camp for
Yemeni-Soviet Projects in Aden and the Red March School near Dar Sa'd.
Reports that about 850 detainees were recently taken to the island of
socotra have been denied by authorities in the FPDRY.

During its fourth session held between 27 and 79 May 1986, the Central
Committee of the Yemenl Socialisc Party reportedly decided that nacessary
conatitutional and legal measures be taken to proceed with the trial of
former Chairman of the Presidium "Ali Nasir Mubammad and his supporters for
erimgs against the party, people and country. Chairman Haydar Abu Bakr
al-"Attas reportedly stated early in June that the trial will take place
bafore the Supreme Court of the Republic and is due to start socon. Except
for 'Ali Masir Muhammad, who is presently abroad and will ba tried in
gbsantia, no other defendants have been named to date, However, Amnesty
International has the names of 219 persons reportedly detained following the
Fighting of January 19B6.

In April 1986 Ammesty International wrote to the new authorities in the

FDRY seeking information on the date of arrest, the place of detention, the
charges and the pending trisl proceeding for each one of the detainecs.

Amnesty International also received reports that shortly after the fight-

ing in January 1986 Wajib SHUMAYRI, President of the Supreme Court of the
Republic, and Mahmud Ahmad al-HAMZA, a juedge, were reportedly killed in their
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homes because of their alleglance to 'Ali Nasir Muhammad; that Mustafa Muhammad
MUSARRAJ, former member of the Supreme People's Council,was killed while im
custody; and that Zaki BARAKAT, President of the Democratic Yemeni Journalists'
Organization and chief editor of the daily newspaper al-Thawri, died under
torture in al-Mansura Prison in Aden. In April 1986 Amnesty International
wrote Eo the new authorities in the PDEY expressing concern about these reports
of extra~judicial executicns and death under torture and urging that they be
clarified and, 1f true, that they be investigated and those found responszible
be Lrought to justice.

In the context of its work on behalf of prisoners, Amnesty International
has welcomed statements in past months by authorities in the FDREY assuring that
any viclation of law will be dealt with In accordance with the Constitutlion and .
the law, and that no person will be punished except by trial in a court of law.
Bowever , Amnesty International remaine concerned about the fate of the prisoners
it knew of before the fighting in January 1986 and about the reports of extra=-
judicizl executions and death under torture that followed the fighting. The
organization is also seeking information on detainees reportedly held at present,
Since February 1986 Ammesty International has repeatedly brought 1lts concerns and
requests for information to the attention of the authorities in the FDRY but so
far the organization has received no reply.
