CHRISTIAN RIGHTS IN JERUSALEM STRESSED

Geneva (EPS) - Dr. Charles Helou, former President of Lebanon and currently an

| adviser to the government, underlined Christian opposition to the process of "judai—.

zation" of the Holy City of Jerusalem during a recent visit to Geneva.

In an interview with INTERVOX, the ecumenical taped information service, he said

the United Nations has passed a whole series of resolutions condemning Israel's
action in Jerusalem. The Vatican has issued a clearly worded statement of its posi-
tion. And the World Council of Churches has noted that the Christian holy places in
Jerusalem and neighbouring areas belong in the greatest extent to member churches of
the WCC, specifically the Eastern Orthodox and Oriental Orthodox, and are also of

concern to other Christians.

"Christians cannot accept that Jerusalem be entirely under Israeli domination", said

Dr. Helou, who is himself a Maronite Christian.

Asked how he visualized the future of the Holy City, he replied: '"The implementa- .
tion of the UN resolutions gives a reasonable answer. First the Arab territories
occupied in 1967 should be evacuated. This would automatically place Jerusalem
jfias;_? and the right bank of the Jordan under Arab rule. Whether this rule is
exercised by Jordan or the Palestinian leaders is less important than the restitu-
tion of the city - in any case the Arab sector of the city - to its rightful owners",

he said.

During his visit here Dr. Helou conferred twice with Dr. Philip A. Potter, general
secretary of the World Council of Churches. He welcomed the position taken by the
WCC in regard to Jerusalem. The most recent expression of this was a resolution
passed last month by the Commission on Inter-Church Aid, Refugee and World Service
asking Dr. Potter to deploy all hig efforts in peacemaking in the Middle East and
continue consultations with WCC member churches, especially those most directly con-
cerned, on problems regarding the future of Jerusalem.

Re: Lebanese General Jamil Khoury '

On Ma¥ 26 I broadcast a WINS-Westinghouse script on the Maalot

massacre in which I quoted a Lebanese Minister named Maaluf to the
effect that Lebanon would not use force to stop the fedayeen from
carrying out raids into Israel. Three days later, quite unexpect-
edly, I received a telephone call from a man identifying himself as
Jamil Khoury, a deputy general in the Lebanese army assigned to .
the Lebanese embassy in Washington.

With obvious pain, he begged me to understand that Maaluf is a
Christian (a Maronite), as is Khoury, and that ''the Jewish commun-
ity needs to know that we Christians are living among wolves,"
namely the Muslim Arabs, especially those of Syria. He also said
that if the Maronites oppose the fedayeen publicly that they will
not only lose their presidency of Lebanon, but that the Muslims will
make life absolute hell for them. I countered with the statement
that the Muslims are obviously violating the human rights of
Christians not only in Lebanon but in other Arab, as well as African,
countries (e.g. Sudan, Uganda, etc.) and perhaps a way has to be
found to raise effectively the human rights problems of Christians
and Jews in Arab-Muslim countries. Khoury added that Israel under-
stands Lebanon's position, etc.

He said he was leaving for Lebanon the next day, but would like to
see me when he returns around June 17. I said I would be glad to
meet with him, perhaps with some of my colleagues.

If you have any information about him, I would welcome it.

On another matter, we have information from our Paris office about
certain actions in Rome and Geneva regarding Jerusalem which dis-
turbs us. I think it quite important that we meet early to talk
over the Jerusalem question. Failure to prepare adequately to deal
with it in time can leave all of us badly unprepared, especially since
Christians and Muslims are extremely active in preparing for it in
relation to Geneva. Best regards.

State over Jerusalem stems from clearly established historical rights,

An 'attachment' that has endured for three thousand years, and the fact that,
during that length of time, the city has thrice been the capital of the
Jewish nation, should be enough to render indisputably valid the legitimacy
of a situation that is now again being challenged. Indeed, between 1000 BCE
and 587 ECE, when the First Temple was destroyed, and between 515 ECE and 70 CE,
when the Second Temple was destroyed, Jerusalem was uninterruptedly the
capital of the Jewish people, a status which it gained anew in 1967 after
the Six-Day War thanks to its liberation, and reunification, after nineteen
years of Jordanian occupation, Apart from those periods, Jerusalem had been
under foreign dominion - Babylonian, Greek, Roman, Byzantine, Arab, Crusader,
Mamluk, Ottoman and British, In exact chronological terms, except for the
interval of time between 638 CE and 1099 CE, and, after that, the spell of
Jordanian presence between 1948 and 1967, foreign dominion has never been
recorded in Jerusalem,
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The insistence of the Arab States appears to have a religious rather than

a political motive. Three monotheistic faiths have their shrines in Jerusalem:
Judaism, Islam and Christianity, and the custody of the Holy Places has again
been entrusted, in large part, to the Greek Orthodox Church, as was the

case in the days of the Ottaman Empire.

Open now to the followers of all three faiths, Jerusalem, is, first and
foremost, the political and administrative seat of Government of the State
of Israel. Freedom of worship is a daily practice and inseparable from all
national ways. Friday is the day of rest of Moslem workers, the Sabbath the
day of rest of Jewish workers, and Sunday, as everywhere else in the world,
is dedicated to the Catholic commumnity.

The new Basislica of the Annuniciation in MNazareth, one of the holiest of
Christian sanctuaries, was built by construction workers belonging to the
Histadrut, Israel's General Federation of Labour. The Arab population has
its representatives in the unicameral Israeli Parliament of a hundred and
twenty members, and the Moslems of Jerusalem cast their ballots in the
municipal elections.

These facts are revealing of the climate of political freedom and religious
tolerance that have prevailed in Israel since the advent of the Jewish State.
Even under foreign dominion, Jerusalem experienced its first and - as yet -
its last partition during the nineteen years of Jordanian military control.
The mere memory of that period, with the city divided by walls, fences of
barbed wire and ditches, suffices to give one an idea of the climate that
would invade Jerusalem again, should it once more be brought under Arab
hegemony.

There are so many reasons and precedents, so manifold are the facts and
testimonies which hallow Israel's lawful title to Jerusalem, that the Arab
damrﬁthatitbehandadhacktaﬂmnigttbetakenasapassingfancy,

a capricious whim, if it did not, actually, turn out to be a further element
of pressure along the difficult path towards a peace which still seems far
away .

JERUSALEM - ETERNAL CITY OF JEWRY

In effect, those who challenge Israel's right to Jerusalem base their argument
on the very special link which unites the City and the Jewish people. The
argument is that Jerusalem is holy not to the Jews alone but to the Christians
and the Moslems also. But this overlooks the fact that the City is holy to
Christianity and Islam just because it had been a national and spiritual
centre of the Jews long before those two religions came into being. Jesus
preached, was tried and was buried in Jerusalem because the Temple stood
there and because it was the capital of Judaea under the Roman administration.
In Moslem tradition, Muhammad ascended to heaven from the Rock on the Temple
Mount in Jerusalem, where Abraham was willing to sacrifice his son to God.

Had it mot been for what Jerusalem meant in Jewish faith and history, it
would still be simply another insignificant spot on the map for Christians
and Moslems,

History is, thus, a basic criterion of Israel's right to Jerusalem. Only

for the Jews was it ever a capital city: namely, from about 1000 BCE till the
Babylonians destroyed it in 586 BCE, then from the return of the Jewish exiles
fram Babylonian captivity in 536 BCE until the Second Temple was destroyed

by the Romans in 70 CE, and now, again, and we hope for evermore, since the
renewal of Jewish independence in Israel in 1948. In the 0ld Testament, the
name of Jerusalem is mentioned no fewer than six hundred and forty times.

Unbroken attachment is the second unique bond between the Jewish people and

the City. Thrice each and every day, for nineteen hundred years of dispersion,
Jews all over the world have prayed for homecoming to Jerusalem and in their
devotions have bowed towards the City. Throughout centuries of foreign dominion
over Jerusalem, whenever alien rulers let them, they came back, century after
century, to live, to worship and to die in the Holy City.
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For none but the Jewish people deoes Jerusalem possess exclusivity. For Christians,
there are Bethlehem and Nazareth and, for many, Rome as well. For Moslems,
Jerusalem is but third in sanctity to Mecca and Medina. Jews made up the

majority of the population not only in biblical times but in the modern era,

too, whether under Ottoman Moslem rule or British Christian rule. In the
mid-nineteenth century, there were 5,000 Moslems, 3,400 Christians and 7,100

Jews in the City. At the turn of the present century, the figures were 7,000
Moslems, 13,000 Christians and 40,000 Jews. During the War of Independence

in 1948, there were 40,000 Moslems, 25,000 Christians and 100,000 Jews.

The demography of the City, and its concomitant prosperity, seem inseparable
from the Jewish element. In the period of the Second Temple, it had 200,000
inhabitants. After the Arab conquest, the number fell to 30,000. In Crusader
days, it was as little as 3,000. Under the Turks, until Jewish immigration
began again, it fluctuated between 10,000 and 15,000. But, by 1905, Jerusalem
already had about 60,000 inhabitants, and two out of every three of them were
Jews. Today, it is a metropolis of over 300,000 inhabitants, of whom more
than 220,000 are Jews,

The nineteen years of Jordanian rule over the eastern part of the City between
1948 and 1967 were a period of recrudescence of religious constraints. Jews
were completely excluded from their Holy Places there, the rights of the
Christian Churches were restricted. By contrast, Israeli rule over the whole
City since 1967 has assured absolutely free access for the adherents of all |
three religions to their shrines, which are controlled and administered by
the respective religious authorities. A special Law, enacted by the Knesset
shortly after the Six-Day War, prescribes heavy penalties for any person
who attempts to interfere in any way with liberty of worship at the Holy
Places.
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But Jerusalem is not merely an assembly of Holy Places and religious monuments.
It is also a living cammnity, undivided all through history, save for the

one Jordanian interval. Its essential unity was shown by the remarkable speed
with which the scars of nineteen years of barbed-wire barriers were healed

in 196&7.

Today, it is the most dramatic proof of how Jew and Arab can live and flourish
peacefully together. It is not fortuitous that the Moslem population of the
City is growing more rapidly in coexistence with its Jewish neighbours. In
the seventeen years before the City was wantonly split in two in 1948, that
population went up at a rate of 6 per cent each year. For the nineteen years
of Jordan occupation of East Jerusalem, the rate was only 1.8 per cent and
there was actually a marked decline in the Christian Arab population. In the
almost seven years of Israeli rule, the anmual rate of growth of the Moslem
population has doubled, to 3.6 per cent.

The Government of Israel and the municipality of the unified city are making
valiant efforts to develop it for the good of all its citizens. Since 1967,

the cadre of Arab municipal employees has almost trebled, to 950. Water and
sewerage systems, new schools and kindergartens, and health centres, have been
built in both Jewish and Arab vicinities. With better housing, improved municipal
services and more job openings, the Arab population of reunified Jerusalem

has risen by 20 per cent since 1967, as against 13.5 per cent for the Jewish
population.

None of the inhabitants, Jew or Arab, would be prepared to entrust their
welfare to such an international body as was envisaged in a Resolution of

the General Assembly of the United Nations in 1947. The total failure of the
United Nations to protect the City under attack in 1948 could hardly have
commended that idea to the Jewish majority of Jerusalem. Nowhere in the

world has an intemational body succeeded in administering any territory
fairly for any length of time. A body of that kind acts either to suit the
collective interests of the member States - if, indeed, they can be coordinated,
or, what is more likely, its actions reflect clashes of interest among them.
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In either case, the interests of the inhabitants rank a poor second. Nor

is there any need or logic in the proposal. The Jews and Arabs of Jerusalem
ought not to be subjected to a United Nations administration any more than

the Italians of Rome ought to be governed by an international Catholic authority
or the Arabs of Mecca by an internaticnal Islamic council.

Moslem rule of parts of the City, especially of those in which there are Christian
or Jewish Holy Places, is equally out of the question. Nothing in the past
history of Moslem presence in Palestine, or in the contemporary behaviour of
daminant Arab leaders, could be ground for expecting - or hoping - that they
would protect the religious rights of other faiths. One has only to recall

that Islam is the official State religion in all the Arab States, save one

- Lebanon: there is no separation of Church and State or any least concept

of equality of creeds.

Who, forsooth, should be the 'protector' of the Christian Holy Places?
Colonel Qadhafi - who expelled the Christian clergy from Libya and converted
the Cathedral of Tripoli into a mosque? Or should the Jewish Holy Places
be under the aegis of King Faisal of Saudi Arabia, whose personal gift to
visiting jouwrnalists in the year of grace 1974 was that venomously anti-
Semitic forgery of the Secret Police of Czarist Russia, the Protocols of the
Elders of Zion?

These are not theoretical questions. Nineteen years of Jordanian rule in East
Jerusalem have proved up to the hilt what Arab hegemony over the Holy Places
of Christianity and Judaism can signify. Under Jordanian law, Christian education
was restricted, Christian schools were campelled to close on the Moslem day
of rest, all the members of the Brotherhood of the Holy Sepulchre were campelled
to exchange Jordanian for their immemorial Greek citizenship. In 1965, the
Bmman Legislature prevented any development of Christian institutions by
cancelling their right to acquire land in or near Jerusalem. It is not surprising,
therefore, that the number of Christians in Jerusalem declined sharply in
those nineteen Jordanian years. In 1948, when the Jordanians seized the 0ld
City and its Holy Places, about 25,000 Christians lived there. In 1967, when
Jerusalem was reunified, only 10,800 were left.
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As for the Jews, not only were they driven out of the Jewish Quarter and
everywhere else in Jordanian occupation, not only was entry denied to Jewish
worshippers, but fifty-eight synagogues in the 0Old City, including some

of the most ancient and venerated, were wrecked, and other Jewish places of
worship defiled by conversion into stables, hen-coops, even public urinals.

In the Jewish cemetery on the Mount of Olives, sanctified by Jews for thousands
of years, 38,000 of its fifty thousand tombstones were wrenched cut and used
to build pathways, fences and latrines in Jordanian military camps.

Within the provisions of a permanent peace in the Middle East, the status of
Jerusalem must reflect three principles: that it is the capital of Israel;
that the Holy Places of Christians, Moslems and Jews must be under the control
of their respective religious authorities, free access being assured to all
worshippers; and that the City must remain unified, one and indivisible.
There are many ways in which coexistence and self-rule of Jew and Arab can

be realized simultanecusly, for example, by direct representation in a joint
municipality or through autonomous boroughs, same of them Jewish, some of them
Arab, under a Greater Jerusalem Council.

About one thing there can hardly be any argument: nobody in Jerusalem wants
dividing wall and barbed wire to sunder the City again.

This latter condition is not only a religious one: its political implica-

tions are immense. We must have them in mind at the time Israel is to
be weakened by territorial restitutions.

At that point it was recognized that it would be a very happy event
indeed if Israel could come out in Geneva with proposals of great wisdom
and magnanimity towards the Palestinians. Since my return in the U,S.A.,
my conviction has been reinforced that such a step is indispensable in
order to stop an unfavorable trend caused not by anti-Semitism, but by
a process of re-evaluation of the so-called "permanent interests”: this
process is already at work and I consider it as very dangerous to Israel,
for, in the name of Justice it will bring the people to the side of the
Arabs (i.e., oil). It is both too easy and too dangerous to be neglected,

More than ever, I have in mind - and Rome shares completely my views -
the project of irrigation and fertilization of the Sinai Peninsula, as fatherad
by Edmund de Rothschild in England, and here by President Eisenhower, who
had it thoroughly studied by the Atomic Energy Commission under the leader-
ship of the late Admiral Strauss. You know that Father Hesburgh is an
enthusiastic backer of the project. It would permit generous grants of land
to the Palestinians, Completed by a free-custom industrial zone near
Gaza, it would also generate all kinds of non-rural employment. Taken in
the broader context of the territorial redistribution to be made, this would
also relieve the pressures on Jerusalem. [ always considered this project
of paramount impecrtance for peace, Today, 1 add that it is of extreme
urgency.

A Foundation has just been formed in Switzerland by an Arabic oilman

with an initial endowment of two billion dollars. The first undertaking is
the navigability of the Senegal River at a cost of 500 millions, French tech-
nicians are in charge. This shows a new Arab trend. No doubt, sometime,

the Japanese will join. 1 am convinced that the Sinai project will become
the most grandiose undertaking of our century. It will give to its pro-
motors - I pray that they will be Jews - an extracrdinary prestige and
authority, for, in a rare combination of needs, it is a point of convergence
of both economic interests and justice,

I wanted to add to this letter the weight of one more conversation with
Father Hesburgh on the subject. Bad weather delayed his flight from
Notre Dame and our meeting was cancelled, I don't want to postpone this
letter any longer. But I discussed this great work so often with Father Hes-
burgh: I know his feelings are close to mine,

My dominant impression, therefore, is that Israel must make a gesture
having a great moral impact. People are too tired and worried to take an
interest in the hassling over borderlines.

INTRODUCTION

Jerusalem, capital of lsrael, is today an open city, where almost
three hundred thousand people live. It is unique in the diversity of
its population, in its sancity for the Jews, and because in it are
places sacred to Christians and to Moslems. Jerusalem is today,
as it has always been, an indivisible part of an unbroken history
of three thousand years. Its future and its welfare must also be
a continuation of its past.

Whoever prays for the peace of Jerusalem, whether he is an inhabi-
tant of the city or a Moslem, Christian or Jew living elsewhere
should consider the situation of this unique city from three aspects:

® its history, its distinctive meaning for Jews, and what its Holy
Places signify for Christians and Moslems;

® the present conditions and how the full rights of the three
faiths are assured:; co-existence of Jews and Arabs;

e the various proposals made regarding Jerusalem and their
religious and historical, political and practical, implications.
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® The development of Jerusalem is designed to profit the whole
city and all its inhabitants. It will not harm or prejudice any of
its communities. It is meant to solve progressively the social and
economic problems of the entire population, Arabs as well as Jews,
The noticeable improvement in the life of Arab labourers is an
indication of the trend of development.

® That Jerusalem is being developed by the Jewish people need
not prevent, and will not be allowed to prevent, any other commu-
nity from playing its part in the building of the city. Moslems and
Christians of Jerusalem enjoy religious freedom and religious
autonomy no less than the Jews. They are free, like all other
residents of the city, to build homes, to establish schools, colleges,
clinics, theatres and museums.

® |srael readily welcomes every individual and institution willing .

to contribute skill, resources and energy to the further develop-
ment of the city.

® Jerusalem will continue to be what it has been, except for one
brief interval in its three thousand years of history — a single
city undivided. Israel has undertaken to ensure that this city shall
remain open, with freedom of access to it and freedom of worship
in it guaranteed to all. The unbreakable attachment of the Jewish
people to Jerusalem for the last three thousand years, the Jewish
presence in Jerusalem as a majority of its population for the last
hundred and more years, and Israel's achievements in reunified
Jerusalem during the past four years — all these are testimony
enough that the city will be safeguarded, intact and thriving.
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since the time of the First Temple and was inhabited throughout
the Persian, Second Temple, Roman and Byzantine periods. Ves-
tiges of the Byzantine Holy Church of Zion were revealed and of
the Crusaders church and monastery, Holy Mary of Mount Zion,
which were destroyed by the invading Mamluks.

An extensive and skilled printing industry is developing. There is
a biennial book fair of international reputation. Many newspapers
are printed and published in Jerusalem — The Jerusalem Post, in
English; Al-Quds, an Arab nationalist newspaper; Al-Anba, an Israeli
Arab paper; A-Sha'ab, another Arab daily; Al-Fajr, a weekly, and
a number of cultural periodicals in many languages, among them
the Arab monthlies: Al-Sharq, Fatat Falastin and Alwan. The Israel
Programme for Scientific Translations in Jerusalem is one of the
.Iargest of its kind in the world.
There are:

The lsrael Museum, with a wealth of archaeological and artistic
exhibits of all eras and ages; the Rockefeller Archaeological Muse-
um; the Moslem Museum adjacent to the El-Agsa mosque. In 1969,
the Armenian Patriarchate organized the first exhibition of Armen-
ian artistic, liturgical and historical treasures. An institute of
Islamic Art will open soon.

The Khan Theatre in Jerusalem is a beautiful old caravanserai
converted to serve as a chamber theatre. There is a new municipal
theatre that stages performances by local talent — Jews, Arabs
and mixed groups — and visiting companies.

The old Yemin Moshe Quarter in West Jerusalem is being restored
as an artists' colony.

TOWARDS THE FUTURE
Anyone who remembers pre-1967 Jerusalem will be struck by the
difference between what it was then and what it has become:

e Before 1967, Jerusalem was a divided city through which ran a
closed and menacing frontier. Jews, Moslems and Christians were
forbidden to cross from one part of the divided city to the other.
Jews were barred from East Jerusalem. Christian freedom in East
Jerusalem was constrained.

® In a little over five years, reunified Jerusalem has developed at
a rate unmatched since the period of the Second Temple, two
thousand years ago. It is only natural that this development should
be inspired and carried out, for the most part, by Jews, whose
links with the city are the longest and strongest, for whom Jeru-
salem is their spiritual and political capital.
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® industrial development, which will furnish employment
and diversify the urban economy;

® building plans, which will provide thousands of new
homes for Jewish and Arab families each year;

® new schools; 900 extra classrooms will be needed over
the next three years:

® new institutions of higher education, to meet the growth
of the city's student population.

JERUSALEM AS CULTURAL AND SPIRITUAL CENTRE

Jerusalem today is a flourishing cultural and spiritual centre:

In the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, with its three campuses,
16,000 students were enrolled in 1972, 3,500 of them from abroad.
Jerusalem is today, as it always was, a centre of theological study
and research — Jewish and Christian.

Archaeological excavation in Jerusalem is of unprecedented scope
and intensity. Gradually, additional parts of the Western Wall are
being uncovered. Next to the Temple Mount a paved street has
been exposed to light for the first time since the days of the
Second Temple, building stones that had fallen from the top of the
Temple wall in the Roman siege of nineteen centuries ago still
strewn upon it. Underneath it were remains of masonry, with He-
brew inscriptions upon them, from the seventh century BCE, when
the kings of Judaea reigned during the period of the first Temple.
The street led to a spacious plaza from which a double flight of
stairs ascended towards the entrance gates of the Temple Mount.
Parallel to the Southern Wall, a magnificent palace of the Ummayad
period (660-750 CE) was brought to light, among several other
impressive buildings of the same era.

In the Upper City — the Jewish Quarter of today — a section of
the city wall of the days of the Judaean kingdom was unearthed
(7th century BCE), as well as dwellings of the Second Temple
period, among them a Jewish building that had been burned down
by the Romans in the year 70 CE.

Under the patio, alongside the Tower of Phasael, which guarded
King Herod's palace and was known as ‘The Citadel’, today's
‘David's Tower’, were found the relics of a large building. Its walls,
preserved to a height of 2.50 metres, and the coins discovered,
show that it belongs to the period of the Hasmonean and Herodian
dynasties. On the site of Herod's palace, the Crusader kings of
Jerusalem built their own.

The excavations on Mount Zion, in and around the House of Caipha,
prove that this quarter had been part of the City of Jerusalem
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leave and national insurance. The living conditions of the Arab
working class are improving, infant mortality has fallen appreciably
and consumption of public utilities — for instance, water and
electricity — has risen considerably.

The planning of the city and its development are dealt with by both
the Municipality and the District Planning Commission. The Muni-
cipal Council is empowered to make recommendations, but final
approval rests with the Commission, which is composed of re-
presentatives of bodies involved in planning, under the chairman-
ship of the Minister of the Interior.

In 1969 the mayor invited an international group of seventy experts
in various fields to study the aesthetic, cultural and human needs
of the city and its surroundings and to serve as an advisory com-
mittee. Each member of this group, called the Jerusalem Commit-
tee, is a personality of worldwide renown in religion, archaeology,
town planning, philosophy, history, and so forth. As a committee,
the members periodically tour, discuss and criticize the latest
developments in and plans for the city, providing expert interna-
tional counsel and aid in maintaining Jerusalem'’s unique character.
Their concern is with the cultural and spiritual aspects of that
character, as well as with the architectural side, which is dealt with
by a special sub-committee of the group.

DEVELOPMENT OF JERUSALEM

The need to develop Jerusalem arises from several causes:

e Jerusalem is still a city burdened by social and economic
problems which can only be solved by rapid development

e |ts transformation into an open city since 1967 has increased
the volume of human traffic to and through it

. ® As a cultural and spiritual centre, Jerusalem requires special
care.

Jerusalem is the city with the highest rate of natural increase In
Israel — 19.2 per thousand; the city with the highest percentage of
families receiving social welfare aid — 19%; the city with the
highest percentage of families with seven or more children —
16.9%: the city where 39% of the population are of school age,
against, for comparison, 26.6% in Tel Aviv; the city where residen-
tial overcrowding is of unhealthy proportions in several of its
quarters.

The solution to these problems, the satisfaction of Jerusalem's
requirements as an open city, as a cultural and spiritual centre,
depends on development:
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a Roman Catholic church and community centre in Beth Hanina:
an Ecumenical Institute for Advanced Theological Study near the
city; an Armenian theological seminary in the Armenian Quarter.

® Two new mosques have been completed in the Jerusalem
area in the last four years, bringing the number of Moslem places
of worship to thirty-six.

® A special effort is made to rebuild the Jewish Quarter of the
Old City. The unique complex of medieval synagogues that were
destroyed by the Jordanians was restored and rededicated in 1972,

ADMINISTRATION AND CO-EXISTENCE OF JEWS AND ARABS
Jerusalem is administered by its Municipality. Before 1948, it was
largely the concern of the Mandatory Administration. From 1948
to 1967, East Jerusalem was administered by the Jordanians. Now,
for the first time in hundreds of years, the affairs of Jerusalem
are entirely in the hands of its own inhabitants.

On 22 June 1967, the Knesset enacted a law that brings East Jeru-
salem within the framework of the administrative establishment
and public services of West Jerusalem. The water supplies have
been amalgamated. The electricity companies jointly supply their
services throughout the city. Welfare, health and education are
ensured in equal benefit throughout the city. Three hundred and
seventy Arab municipal employees who had been working under
Jordanian administration in East Jerusalem were taken on by the
Municipality in 1967. Today the number of its Arab employees is
950. A hundred and thirty Arabs serve in the Jerusalem contingent
of the Israel Police Force. To protect the principal Holy Places —
the Western Wall, the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, the mosque of
El-Agsa and the Dome of the Rock — there is a mixed squad of
Jewish, Moslem, Christian and Druze constables, under a Moslem
officer.

A great change Is taking place among Arab labourers. Since 1967,
the Histadrut (Israel's Federation of Labour) has been helping
Arab workers in the city to organize and to secure working condi-
tions that are decidedly superior to what they had endured under
Jordanian rule. There are already 8,000 Arab members of the Labour
Council of East Jerusalem, representing about 50% of the wage-
earners in the eastern city. Unemployment, widespread and con-
tinuous during the Jordanian occupation, has disappeared. The
average wage of an Arab labourer today is three times what it was
in 1967, in addition to the social and fringe benefits to which his
Jewish colleagues are entitled — such as medical treatment, paid
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implementation of this law and he may, after consultation
with or upon the proposal of representatives of the religions
concerned, and with the consent of the Minister of Justice,
make regulations as to any matter relating to such implemen-
tation.

5. This law shall come into force on the date of its adoption
by the Knesset.

The Holy Places of the Christians are still administered in accor-
dance with the status quo defined in Ottoman days. Many of the
rights and possessions are vested in the Greek Orthodox Church.
There are also shrines of the Latin, Armenian-Orthodox, Coptic and
Ethiopian Churches. All these, together with the Syrian-Orthodox
Church, share rights in the Church of the Holy Sepulchre. There
are, besides, Holy Places of the Russian Orthodox, the Greek
Catholic, the Anglican, the Protestant, the Maronite and other
Churches.

The Moslem Wagf Administration is responsible for the mosque of
El-Agsa and the Dome of the Rock, and for all other mosques,
Moslem cemeteries and religious institutions.

The Ministry of Religious Affairs, through its special division for
Holy Places, and the Chief Rabbinate are responsible for the West-
ern Wall and other Jewish Holy Places, and for synagogues, Jewish
religious institutions and cemeteries.

RESTORATION AND RECONSTRUCTION OF JEWISH, CHRISTIAN
AND MOSLEM SITES

® |n 1968, under agreements between the Ministry of Justice and
seventeen Christian institutions, the Israel Treasury provided funds
to restore Church property damaged in the 1948 and 1967 wars,
regardless of the cause of damage.

® The Government of lsrael in no way hinders Christian and
Moslem bodies from building other institutions of education, cul-
ture, worship or charity or developing those that already exist.

® Since 1967, a number of new Christian institutions have been
built, or are under construction, in the Jerusalem area; for example:
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of Judaism, Christianity and Islam are recognized as official holi-
days. In the Jerusalem municipality, for instance, Saturday is the
weekly day of rest for Jewish employees, Friday for the Moslems
and Sunday for the Christians.

The Ministry of Religious Affairs is in regular contact with the
institutions of all denominations for the safeguarding of their
rights.

® On 27 June 1967, Prime Minister Eshkol met the religious heads
of the Jewish, Moslem and Christian communities of Jerusalem and
made the following statement:

‘All the Holy Places in Jerusalem are now open to anyone
wishing to pray in them, to the members of all religions,
without discrimination. The Government of Israel has laid it
down as a basic principle of its policy to guard the Holy
Places, to ensure their religious and universal character, and
to maintain freedom of access to them . ... It is our intention
to entrust the internal administration and the arrangements
in the Holy Places to the religious leaders of the communities
to which they belong.’

Members of all faiths are free to live their communal lives and
worship as they choose. It is a freedom that allows them special
advantages in education and culture.

® On 27 June 1967, the Knesset enacted the Protection of Holy
Places Law. It reads as follows:

1. The Holy Places shall be protected from desecration and
any other violation and from anything likely to violate the
freedom of access of the members of the various religions to
the places sacred to them or their feelings with regard to
those places.

2. (a) Whoever desecrates or otherwise violstes a Holy
Place shall be liable to imprisonment for a term of seven
years.

(b) Whoever does anything that is likely to violate the
freedom of access of the members of the various religions to
the places sacred to them or their feelings with regard to
those places shall be liable to imprisonment for a term of five
years.

3. This law shall add to and not derogate from any other law.

4. The Minister of Religious Affairs is charged with the

THE OPEN CITY
Since 8 June 1967, Jerusalem has been an open city:

It is open to all its citizens, Jews, Mosleme and Christians. They
can move about freely, work in every part of the city and maintain
human, cultural and commercial contacts with each other as they
please. Thousands of Arab workers are employed every day in the
Jewish quarters. Thousands of Jews shop in the markets of the
Arab quarters every day.

Jerusalem is open to members of all faiths and nations. Since 1967
it has increasingly attracted tourists from all over the world. In
1972 more than half a million tourists visited Jerusalem. This is a
record number of visitors in all its history. Nearly one half of them
were either Christians or Moslems.

On 29 November 1968, Prime Minister Levi Eshkol made it known
that Israel would allow free access to the Holy Places, even to the
citizens of enemy Arab States. Thus, although the Arab-Israel con-
flict is still unresolved, Jerusalem is open to visitors from the
Arab States. Their number rises from year to year: in the summer
of 1970, 52,000 crossed the bridges over the Jordan westward; in
1971 the number rose to more than 110,000; in 1972 it reached
160,000 and virtually all of them visited Jerusalem.

FREEDOM OF RELIGION

There is no State religion in lIsrael. All religious communities
enjoy autonomous and equal status. Freedom of religion and educe-
tion Is a cardinal principle in Israel's Declaration of Independence.
As in Ottoman and British days, all matters of personal status —
marriage, divorce and inheritance — come under the jurisdiction
of the religious courts of each community. The feasts and festivals
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PART FOUR
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terms, theirs is a demand to gain a political status in Jerusalem
which they would never dream of allowing a foreign State to claim
in their own capitals.

e Jerusalem, whole and unified, is the capital of lsrael. The
majority of its inhabitants are Israeli Jews. Italy would never agree
that Rome be withdrawn from Italian national sovereignty and given
over to an international Catholic rule. Saudi Arabia would never
agree that Mecca be withdrawn from Saudi Arabian sovereignty
and placed under international Islamic rule. And Israel cannot agree
to abandon Jerusalem and its inhabitants to a complicated amor-
phous international rule. Such a rule could only be a source of
endless conflict and tension. Jerusalem under such a regime would
no longer be the peaceful city of today, where the interests of
all faiths are safeguarded.

The Government of Israel is ready to undertake international com-
mitments to ensure the totality of those interests.
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such a body would always be bound up with the politics of the
member-States and the welfare of the citizens would become a
secondary consideration.

® To force an international regime on any area, regardless of
the will of the people who live in it, is to disavow the universal
principle of self-determination.

® The need to ensure the protection of the Holy Places cannot
conceivably justify the internationalization of a whole city and its
300,000 inhabitants. If Jerusalem is to be internationakized in order
to protect its Holy Places, then so must Rome and Mecca. It might
even be argued, by the same principle, that, as the art treasures of
Paris are precious to art-lovers the world over, the International-
ization of Paris is necessary to ensure their protection.

® The practical question is how to protect the Holy Places, and
whether their internationalization, or that of the whole city with
them, is the best way to do it.

® An international political erganization of supervision is hardly
the answer. The best way to protect the Holy Places is to depoliti-
cize them and vest administrative authority over each one in the
religious body traditionally connected with it, independently of all
politics. Israel already guarantees the exercise of that authority
and is upholding it.

® No international rule can possibly grant more administrative
autonomy or more freedom of religious activity to the Christian
custodians of the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, the Moslem custo-
dians of the Mosque of El-Agsa, or the Jewish custodians of the
Western Wall than they have today under Israel's jurisdiction. The
reason is plain — Israel refrains from interfering in the manage-
ment of the Holy Places. Its only concern is to assure their safety
and accessibility.

® Nowhere in the world has an international body succeeded in
administering any territory for any length of time. Such a body acts
to suit the political interests of the member-States, and, if they
disagree, it is paralyzed. Nothing is more likely to disrupt the life of
a city and its population than imposing upon them a system of
government shared by several States, each of which looks to further
its own interests.

® The question arises, therefore, whether those who demand the
internationalization of Jerusalem really do so out of concern for the
safety of the Holy Places and the welfare of the citizens. In practical




® The three great monotheistic religions have interests in Jerusa-
lem and more than once it has proved an object of contention. That
is why some have sought a solution in proposals of international-
ization.

The best known proposal is embodied in the Resolution of the
United Nations General Assembly of November 1947, to make
the city a separate body (corpus separatum) under a special inter-
national regime administered by the Trusteeship Council. The first
paragraph of the Resolution defines the international regime as
devising 'suitable guarantees for the protection of the Holy Places
both within and outside Jerusalem.' Under the corpus separatum
principle, the period of internationalization was limited to a maxi-
mum of ten years, after which the citizens would have to vote on
its future.

The Jews accepted the General Assembly Resolution of 29 Novem-
ber 1947 partitioning Palestine, and with it, the plan to international-
ize Jerusalem. For them, it was the lesser evil, as it avoided war and
bloodshed. The Arabs rejected the Resolution, including the plan
to internationalize Jerusalem. The next day, Jerusalem saw the
first Jewish casualties of the Arab war against the Resolution.

If, subsequently, the Arab States — always excepting Jordan —
professed to favour internationalization, it was not out of disinte-
rested concern for the welfare of Jerusalem. It was a political volte
face, seeking to put an end to Israeli sovereignty in Jerusalem.

When the Arab States invaded Israel in May 1948, Israel withdrew
its acceptance of internationalization, holding that the aggression
had reinstated all Jewish rights in Jerusalem. At the same time,
Israel declared that it would guarantee the inviolability and acces-
sibility of the Holy Places and agreed to international supervision
over them.

Israeli objection to the internationalization of Jerusalem has sev-
eral reasons.

® Primarily, Israeli sovereignty is based on historic rights, and
does not conflict with the interests of Christianity and Islam.

e |Internationalization is not a religious imperative of any of the
three faiths involved, or the only way of assuring their legitimate
needs. There are other, and more workable, ways.

e The destiny of no city can be divorced from its own inhabitants,
certainly not from a people that has been linked with it for three
thousand years. The population of no city would entrust its welfare
to the hands of an ambiguous international body. The policy of
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THE JEWS AND JERUSALEM

In the course of its history, Jerusalem has known many rulers. But
only for the Jews, three times in its history, has it been the capital
of the independent nation living in this Land. From 1000 BCE until
the destruction of the First Temple in 587 BCE, it was the capital
of the Kingdom of David and his successors. From 515 BCE until
the destruction of the Second Temple in 70 CE, it was again the
capital of the Jewish people. In 1948, it became our capital once
more.

At all other times, Jerusalem was ruled by foreigners, who treated
it as a provincial town: Babylonians in the sixth century BCE;
Greeks in the second century BCE; Romans in the years 70-324 CE;
Byzantines in 324-614 and the Persians briefly after them: Arabs
@ 635-1099; Crusaders in 1099-1187; Ayyubids and Mamluks in
1187-1517; Ottomans in 1517-1917; British from 1917 to 1948. Be-
tween 1948 and 1967, a part of the city was ruled by Jordan from
the Hashemite capital in Amman.

The Jews of Jerusalem today are the inhabitants with the longest
unbroken historical association with it. Their memory of it is re-
corded in the Bible, the Mishna and the Talmud, in prayer and
poetry. Three times a day, for ninteen hundred years, Jews have
prayed to return to Jerusalem. Once every year, on Tisha b'Av
(the ninth day of the month of Av), they have fasted and mourned
the destruction of Jerusalem. On festivals, they bless each other:
‘Next year in Jerusalem!’

This bond of Jewish memory is engraved upon the ancient stones
of Jerusalem and structures now being uncovered by archaeol-
ogists. Remnants have been revealed of the City of David and the
days of the First Temple, and of the period of the Second Temple.
The Western Wall of the Second Temple still stands, a focus of
.lewish longing for nineteen centuries.

The story of Jewish attachment to Jerusalem under alien dominion
is one of an unremitting struggle to preserve a Jewish presence in
it, never allowing the link to be broken. The Babylonians destroyed
the city — seventy years later the Jews were rebuilding it. The
Romans destroyed it and changed its name to Aelia Capitolina,
and the Bar-Kokhba revolt of 132-135 CE, which cost half a million
Jewish lives, was a last desperate attempt to oust the Romans and
free Jerusalem. The Byzantines denied Jews the right to live in
Jerusalem. The Crusaders massacred the Jewish population of
the city. The Jordanian Government destroyed the ancient Jewish
Quarter in the Old City and barred Jews from entry, even as
tourists.




Yet despite bans and persecutions, Jews maintained an almost
continuous presence in Jerusalem. When expelled, they always
returned. From time to time, they were even helped by foreign
rulers:

® in 515 BCE, Cyrus of Persia allowed the Jews to return to
Jerusalem from exile in Babylon, re-build the city and revive their
national life;

® in 362 CE, the Roman emperor Julian 'the Apostate’ promised
the Jews that he would restore Jerusalem to them and sanction the
reconstruction of the Temple;

® the Persians who took Jerusalem in 614 CE handed it over to
the Jews, and for the next three years it was ruled by Jews;

e the Caliph Abd el-Malik, who built the Dome of the Rock in
691 CE, gave Jewish families hereditary rights as caretakers on
the Temple Mount.

JERUSALEM UNDER FOREIGN RULE

More often than not under foreign rule Jerusalem fell into decay.
When Jews were allowed to re-enter, it prospered again. Before the
destruction of the Second Temple, Jerusalem had a population of
200,000; subsequently it became a provincial townlet. Under the
Byzantines, the population was 80,000. After the Arab conquest in
the seventh century, it declined to 30,000. In early Crusader times,
it was as low as 3,000. Then it rose to 30,000, only to drop back to
10,000 towards the end of the Mamluk period. Under the Ottomans,
it ranged between 10,000 and 15,000.

The Jews were the first, in the mid-19th century, to build new
quarters outside the Wall of the Old City. From then on, there was
a rapid rise in the city's population, and in the proportion of Jews
in it. It Is now more than a hundred years since the Jews again
became, and have remained, a majority.

Although the Jews have been a majority of the population for over
a century, under British rule (1918-1948) Jerusalem was adminis-
tered throughout by a municipality with an Arab or a British mayor.
Only after the establishment of Israel could the inhabitants of the
Israeli part elect a municipality of their own. But, for nineteen
years, it was a city divided.

JERUSALEM — CAPITAL OF ISRAEL

In 1948, Jerusalem became once more the capital of a sovereign

Jewish State. Jerusalem is the seat of the President, of the Knesset

{parliament), the Supreme Court, the Government Ministries, the

Chief Rabbinate, the Jewish Agency, the headquarters of the Zionist
dlluvemﬂnt. and many major religious and cultural Jewish institu-

ions.

In 1967, Jerusalem became once more a single, unified city, and
nineteen years of unnatural division, of barbed wire and concrete
barriers, came to an end. Never before in its history had Jerusalem
been thus divided. Reunified, it remains the capital of Israel, spiri-
tual shrine and centre of all Jews on earth. In reunified Jerusalem,
the Jews remain the majority that they had been for the past
hundred and more years.

JERUSALEM AND CHRISTIANITY
The Christian link with Jerusalem begins with Jesus of Nazareth
and the traditional association of many places in the city with the
story of his life and death. This is essentially a religious link with
no element of national culture in it. It is neither political nor secular.
In the course of time, many places of worship were built by
Christians of various denominations, such as the Orthodox (Greek,
&yﬂan and Armenian), Catholics (Greek and Roman), Copts,
Ethiopians, Protestants and Anglicans. But for no Church, then or
now, does Jerusalem represent its world centre. Churches with a
world centre have established it anywhere but in Jerusalem.

Three times in Its history Jerusalem was ruled by Christians: in
the Byzantine period, as a provincial town in which Christian
institutions predominated; under Crusader rule, when conquerors
from Western Europe repressed the rights of Moslems and Jews
and kept them out of the city; under the British Mandate, when
officials of a foreign empire were in control. Politics impelled
Britain from time to time to contrive a strange 'balance’ between
denominational claims and needs, for example, the appointment
of an Arab mayor, although the majority of the population was
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Jewish, and the restriction of religious practice for the Jews at
their holiest shrine, the Western Wall, where they were forbidden
to blow the ram's horn on the Day of Atonement.

The British did not succeed in keeping the city quiet or in prevent-
ing outbreaks of Arab violence against the Jews in 1920 and 1929,
in 1936-39, and in 1947-48. Unrest and inter-communal tension at
times disrupted access to the Holy Places. It is possible that this
unrest and its consequences suited the interests of the Mandatory
Power.

CHRISTIAN CHURCHES IN JERUSALEM — THE ‘STATUS QuO’
Churches of diverse denominations are active in Jerusalem. Their
rights in the places holy to Christianity were defined in the course
of the 19th century, under what has been known since Ottoman
days as the status quo. It remained in force throughout the period
of the British Mandate and is in force in Israel today.

The status quo is based on a distinction between religious rights
and secular authority. It is not contingent on the city being adminis-
tered by the followers of any particular religion. It does not depend
on Christians sharing in the secular authority as an expression
and assertion of their due rights in the places holy to them. Nor
have Christians ever claimed by law or theology that those places
should be under Arab political sovereignty and no other.

CHRISTIAN POPULATION IN JERUSALEM

The Christian population of Jerusalem was 3,390 in 1884; it rose
gradually to 31,300 in 1946. From then on, it dwindled. Many Arab
Christians, as well as non-Arab Christians — for example, British
civil servants — left Jerusalem as the violence exploded which
culminated in the 1948 war. After that, the hostile attitude of the
Jordanian Government led to a substantial reduction in the number
of Christians, far beyond the regular pattern of Christian emigra-
tion from the Middle East. In 1961, the Christian population was
10,980. After the Six-Day War, the figure was 10,800. In 1973, It
is 12,000. The continued trickle of emigration is more than offset
by the rate of natural increase. The rate of emigration has slowed
down markedly since 1967: between 1967 and 1970, an average of
some 130 Christian Arabs left each year, against an average of
over 1,000 in the first twelve years of Jordanian rule.
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JERUSALEM AND ISLAM

Jerusalem’s first encounter with Islam, in the seventh century, was
also its first encounter with the Arabs, who were Islam’s apostles
and who, under its banner, acquired a vast empire from the Persian
Gulf to the Atlantic Ocean. Moslem Arabs ruled Jerusalem till the
end of the eleventh century, that is, for about 480 years. Arab rule
was not renewed until 1948 when, under the command of British
officers, Trans-Jordanian troops seized part of the eastern city and
proceeded to administer it for nineteen years. (There were Moslem
rulers in Jerusalem at other times, but they were generally Kurds,
Turks and others, not Arabs.)

To understand the place of Jerusalem in Islam, we must go back

to the time of the Prophet Mohammed. In the first years of his
.ministry among the Arab tribes, he set out to befriend the Jews of
the Arabian Peninsula. To win them over, he ordained that every
believer face Jerusalem in his prayers, as was the custom of the
Jews. But this brought no Jewish converts, and, in 623, he bade the
faithful turn to Mecca. In the Sura ‘'The Cow’ of the Koran we read:

'‘We appointed the "Qiblah™ (direction) towards which thou
didst formerly pray only that we might know him who followeth

the messenger of God from him who turneth back on his
heels.’

Pilgrimage to Mecca was prescribed by Mchammed as a first and
fundamental duty of believers. Visiting Jerusalem is regarded not
as a true pilgrimage (hajj), but a brief sojourn (ziara): pilgrims
would call in at Jerusalem on their way back from Mecca, and the
faithful sometimes felt that the sight of Jerusalem made up a little
for failure to perform the hajj itself.

.At the outset of Arabian rule, the Dome of the Rock was built as a
monument on the Temple Mount (691) over the spot where —
according to tradition — the Patriarch Abraham bound his son for
the sacrifice and the Temple had later stood. Subsequently the
El-Agsa mosque (El-Agsa means 'the edge’) was built in a corner
of the Mount. In the course of time, it became the third mosque in
Moslem sanctity after the shrines of Mecca and Medina, being
connected with the tradition that, from nearby, Mohammed rose
to heaven.

That Moslem theology does not require that there be Moslem
political sovereignty over Jerusalem is proved by the acceptance
of internationalization by Arab States. At no moment of Moslem
rule, whether by Arabs or non-Arabs, was Jerusalem a political
capital. It was never the capital of a State, or even of a province.
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The Omayyad Caliph Suleiman (715-717 CE) commanded that Damas-
cus remain the capital of his kingdom and Ramla, the only town built
by Moslems in the land, was administrative centre of the district to
which Jerusalem belonged. It never occurred to him — or to any of
his successors — to make Jerusalem their capital. In 1229 CE,
after the failure of the Crusaders to reconquer Jerusalem, an agree-
ment was reached between al-Malik al-Kamil, the ruler of Egypt,
and Frederick Il, Holy Roman Emperor, and thereunder Frederick
had himself crowned King of Jerusalem.

THE ARABS AND JERUSALEM

Arab control of Jerusalem began in 638 CE; in that year the
soldiers of Caliph Omar occupied the city after a long siege. The.
conquerors allowed the Jewish and Christian inhabitants to stay.
This was an act of tolerance, but its implementation reflected the
tenet of Islam that Jews and Christians were persons of inferior
status. That status was expressed in the wearing of garments that
would identify them on sight and in other ways.

Arab rule in Jerusalem was marked by insecurity and ferment. First,
the Omayyad Caliphs ruled from Damascus, then the Abbasids from
Baghdad in 750 CE, then in 969 CE the Fatimids from Cairo. In
Omayyad days, Jerusalem was of little account. The founding of
Ramla in the eighth century as provincial centre and the transfer of
the imperial capital from Damascus to Baghdad left Jerusalem even
further away from the centres of power and cultural activity.
The period was marked by occasional destruction or confiscation of
Christian churches and Jewish synagogues and a sporadic persecu-
tion of their worshippers. In 966 CE, a mob inflamed by agents of
the Caliphate set fire to the Church of the Holy Sepulchre and the |
Church on Mount Zion, and murdered Patriarch John. Gnnfiscatet. .
churches were made into mosques. Bigotry and oppression per-
sisted through the reign of Caliph el-Hakim (1009-1020 CE): the
rebuilt Church of the Holy Sepulchre was destroyed and many other
churches and synagogues were destroyed with it.

Arab rule returned to Jerusalem in 1948 when a Trans-Jordanian
army, led by British officers, overran the eastern part of the city.
This was after the Arab States had rejected the decision of the
General Assembly of the United NMations in 1947 to partition
Mandatory Palestine into a Jewish and an Arab State and to Inter-
nationalize Jerusalem.

After the war of 1948, all the Arab States, except Trans-Jordan,
altered their stand and championed internationalization, with the
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aim of keeping Israel out. In April 1950, Jordan (having chianged its
name for the occasion) annexed the areas which it had occupied,
including East Jerusalem.

The other Arab States then convened the Arab League with the
intention of expelling Jordan from these areas, but a compromise
was reached: the Arab States agreed to view the annexed areas as
held in ‘chancery’ by Jordan, while Jordan viewed them as perma-
nent part of the Hashemite Kingdom. Jordan's occupation of East
Jerusalem ended In June 1967, after it had deliberately started
hostilities in the city.

In August 1969, the El-Agsa mosque was set on fire by a deranged
Christian tourist, whereupon Arab spokesmen charged Israel with

.arsnn. although all security and guard arrangements in Moslem
shrines are the responsibility of the Moslem Supreme Council.
Israel, in fact, helped to prevent the mosque from being burnt to
the ground by instantly summoning fire brigades to the scene;
firemen from towns in the West Bank and in Israel subdued the
flames. The Moslem Wagf Administration, which is charged with
management and upkeep of the mosque, supervised the repairs,
which are now nearing completion.

JORDAN
AND JERUSALEM



e Jordan's Arab Legion, under a British commander, occupied the
eastern part of Jerusalem in May 1948. No State in the world —
except Pakistan and Great Britain — recognized the occupation, |
not even the Arab States. The consuls of Arab countries in Jeru- ‘

salem were not accredited to the Amman Government and kept
touch only with the local Governor.

e In 1949, Jordan signed an Armistice Agreement with Israel. |
Article 8 prescribed 'free access to the Holy Places and to cultural ‘
institutions and use of the Jewish cemetery on the Mount of Olives.’ |
The Jordanian Government never honoured its undertaking. For the
first time since the Roman conquest, Jews were completely barred
from the Old City of Jerusalem and its Holy Places, as they were,
indeed, from Jordanian territory altogether. They had no access to

. the cemetery on the Mount of Olives or free access to their cultural

institutions on Mount Scopus, which was an Israeli enclave sur-
rounded by Jordanian-held territory. The functioning of these institu
tions stopped until June 1967. Moslem residents of Israel were
prevented by Jordan from visiting Islam's Holy Places in East Jeru-
salem.
On 24 November 1949, King Abdullah informed the United Nations
that ‘the internationalization of Jerusalem will not serve any posi-
tive purpose, since the Holy Places, which are under the super-
vision of his Government, are protected and, therefore, there is
no need for a special regime.’

® The Jordanian Government was not content to split the city In
two and ban all movement of Israelis — Jews and Moslems —
to the part which it had annexed by force. It began systematically
to eliminate every trace of the city's Jewish past. The Jewish
| Quarter was laid waste. Fifty-eight synagogues, some of great

antiquity, were destroyed or desecrated. Synagogues that were

not destroyed, the Jordanians used as toilets, stables and hen-
. coops. In the cemetery on the Mount of Olives, hallowed to Jews

for thousands of years, 38,000 of the 50,000 tombstones were torn
| up to pave a road, build fences and instal latrines.

® For nineteen years, Jerusalem was bisected by barbed wire
and concrete barriers. Arab legionaries all along the artificial
frontier through the heart of the city opened fire at will, wounding
and killing lIsraelis. In May 1967, the Temple Mount became a
military camp for the Jordanian National Guard.

On the morning of 5 June 1967, Prime Minister Levi Eshkol sent a
message through General Odd Bull, Chief of Staff of the United
Nations Observers Corps, to be delivered to King Hussein. The
message stated that Israel would not open hostilities against Jor-
dan, but, if Jordan started fighting against lIsrael, it would be
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answerable for all the consequences. The warning was not heeded,
and, for the second time in nineteen years, Jordan began war in
Jerusalem. On 8 June 1967, Jordan lost the part of the city that it
had seized nineteen years before.

During its occupation of East Jerusalem, the Jordan Government
forbade Jewish entry and set out to arabize the city and erase its
Jewish identity, It bore down on the Christian inhabitants as well.
For example:

® in 1958, the Amman Parliament passed a law requiring all
members of the Brotherhood of the Holy Sepulchre to adopt Jordan-
ian citizenship. Since the fifth century CE, members of this Brother-
hood had invariably been Greek:

® in 1965, Jordanian legislation was passed restricting the devel-
opment of Christian institutions by cancelling their right to acquire
land in or near Jerusalem;

® in 1966, Christian schools were compelled to close on Fridays,
the Moslem day of rest, Christian education was restricted, and
the previous Customs privileges of Christian religious institutions
were abolished.

The re-unification of Jerusalem put an end to the bans, restraints
and Arabization. This termination of the anti-lewish and anti-
Christian process of Arabization is being denounced by Arab
spokesmen as ‘Judaization:

® today there is complete freedom of movement within the city,
to it and from it, for members of all faiths including nationals of
countries still at war with Israel; Arabization, in the form of the
destruction of Jewish sites and limitation of the activity of non-
Arab elements, has ceased:

® in contrast to Jordan's policy of Arabization, Israel does not
engage in any activity calculated to destroy or disfigure sites and
institutions of Moslem, Christian or Arab identity. The Arabs of
Jerusalem vote in the municipal elections, while keeping their
Jordanian nationality, and Israeli nationality has not been forced
upon them.

Jordan's claim to repossess East Jerusalem means:

® to redivide, by an international boundary, a city which for
three thousand years has been one and undivided:

® to bring back conflict, prohibitions and discrimination:
® to overlook the nineteen years during which Jordan broke
agreements, oppressed and destroyed, denied freedom of move-

ment, was guilty of discrimination against non-Moslems, and twice
started war in the heart of the city;

e to overlook, and undo, Israel’s achievements in re-unifying the
city, in opening it up to free movement for all religions, in scrupu-
lously safeguarding religious freedom in it and in enhancing its
prosperity to a level unknown since the first century CE;

® to exchange today's single system of efficient management for
two systems each owing allegiance to a different Government with
different procedures, which could only intensify the impact of
politics on every aspect of the city's life and revive conditions that
generate tension and friction.

Jordan demands Israel's evacuation of part of Jerusalem by virtue
of ‘the principle of non-acquisition of territories through war’. How-
ever, under that same principle, any claim by Jordan to Jerusalem
is worthless, based as it is on the Arab Legion's forcible seizure
of part of it in May 1948 and on its attempts to destroy everything
Jewish there.
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
