15. Mr. Janner asked the Secretary of State for Foreign
and Commonwealth Affairs whether he will make a
statement on the current state of relations between Austria
and the United Kingdom.

Mrs. Chalker: Relations between the United Kingdom
and Austria are friendly and reflect the common interests
of our Governments and peoples.

Mr. Janner: Will Her Majesty’s Government assure the
House of their full co-operation in the inquiries that the
Austrian Government have set up into the wartime
activities of President Waldheim? In particular, will the
Government now release the documents in the Public
Record Office that they saw fit to refuse to release before
and which specifically relate to the alleged involvement of
President Waldheim's unit in the interrogation of British
prisoners of war, some of whom were later sent for so-
called Sonderbehandlung — which meant extermination
in concentration camps—and whose whereabouts and
deaths have never been confirmed?

Mrs. Chalker: 1 can answer the hon. and !:arng
Genileman’s second question briefly—no the documents
will not be released. Let me say, firmly, that where there
is evidence—1 mean evidence and not allegations as |
am sure the hon. and learned Gentleman will accept—
we shall co-operate, whether that be with the Austrians or
with the United Nations War Crimes Commission. That
we have always done and that we shall continue to do.

Mr, Forth: As a democrat, does not my night hon.
Friend welcome and support the result of fres elections in
any country and respect those thus elected?

Mrs. Chalker: Yes. That is what democracy is all about.

I. Mr Hardy asked the Sectetary of State for Foreign
and Commonwealth AfTairs when he last attended the
European Economic Community Council of Ministers;
and what subjects were considered.

The Secretary of State for Foreign and Commonwealth
Affairs (Sir Geoffrey Howe): The Minister of State,
Foreign and Commonwealth Office, my nght hon. Friend
the Member for Wallasey (Mrs. Chalker), and I attended
the Foreign Affairs Council in Luxembourg on 19 and 20
October.

A full statement covering the September and October
Foreign Affairs Councils will be circulated in the Official
Repart.

In Political Co-operation, Ministers adopted a statement
on 14 September about the Israchi policy of establishing
settlements in the occupied territories. The text of this
statement has been placed in the Library of the House.™

Mr. Anderson:

Will the right hon. and learned Member confirm that,
contrary to what the Prime Minister said in Vancouver,
when he and his colleague met President Tambo they did
50 in both their EEC and their national capacities?

Sir Geolfrey Howe: The Government's position in
relation to South Africa and the need for the removal of
apartheid as quickly as possible is not in doubt and I have
no need to defend that in the European Community or
anywhere else.

Equally, I have made it plain that the meeting that I had
with Mr. Tambo and the meeting that he had with my right
hon. Friend are part of a pattern of contacts with the ANC
which must be judged from time to time. The important
thing is that the ANC should understand that if we are to
be able to secure the implementation of the European
Community demand for the unbanning of the ANC and
the liberation of Nelson Mandela and others it is
important that that should take place within the context
of a suspension of violence, as set out in the EC demand.

The Nobel Peace Prize to President Arias.

The Danish Minister for Foreign Affairs has as President of
the Council of the European Community and of the European .
Political Cooperation sent the following letter to President
Arias of Costa Rica congratulating him on the award of the
Nobel Peace Prize for 1987.

"Dear Mr. President,

In my capacity as President of the Council of the European
Community and of the European Political Cooperation I have
the honour to congratulate you wholeheartedly on the award
to you of the Nobel Peace Prize for 1987.

The initiative for peace in Central America which you, in
the framework of the Contadora process, submitted early this
year for consideration by the other Central American heads
of state, broke the deadlock in the peace process. Your
courageous efforts to establish peace in Central America
have led to the agreement reached at the Guatemala Con-
ference.

The adoption of the Peace Plan in Guatemala on 7 August this
year created renewed hopes that the hostilities in the
region would be brought to an end, and peaceful economic and
social development initiated.

The well-deserved honour bestowed on you is a manifestation

of the international interest and sympathy for your personal
efforts and those of the region itself to achieve a lasting

and just peace in Central America.

The Twelve Member States of the European Community hope that
these efforts will bring lasting peace and true democracy to
the region, and I take this opportunity to express to you
once again our firm support of your endeavours and our hope
that the efforts may soon be crowned with success.

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JOINING THE E.E.C
ALENGTHY PROCESS

Turkey's application to join the Community, delivered in Brussels on 14 April, has put
into motion, for the fourth time since the founding of the Community, the procedure
foreseen in Article 237 of the Rome Treaty. The article is worth recalling in full:

*Any European State may apply to hecome a member of the Community. It shall address
its application to the Council, which shall act unanimously after obtaining the opinion of
the Commission.The conditions of admission and the adjustments to this Treaty
necessitated thereby shall be the subject of an agreement between the member states and
the applicant state. This agreement shall be submitted for ratification by all the
contracting states in accordance with their respective constitutional requirements’.

What the Council has done is 1o apply
the first stage of the normal procedure.
On 27 April it agreed to ask the
Commission for its Opinion. This deci-
sion was taken without a formal vote,
the Belgian Presidency ascertaining that
there was a sufficient majority to
instruct the Commission to proceed,
The President of the Councl, Mr
Tindemans, made it clear that the
decision was purely a procedural one
which did not engage the Community
on substance. *We wanted to avoid
politicising the guestion’, he said. At the
same time it was clear that there was no
unanimity, and this of course is ¢essential
il negotiations are 1o begin.

The drafting of an opinion is of necessity
a lengthy process. The Commission will
want to examine all the economic and
political problems which Turkish acces-
sion could cause, both for Turkey and
for the Community. It will obviously
hope to conduct such an examination
with the full cooperation of the Turkish
authorities, who will doubtless have
ideas for solutions which they will wish
to see reflected in the Opimon.

The possibility of Turkish accession was
already foreseen in 1963, when an
Association Agreement was concluded
between Turkey and the Community.
This was clearly designed as a possible
forerunner to membership. Article 28 of
this Agreement reads: "As soon as the
operation of this Agreement has
advanced far enough to justify full
acceptance by Turkey of the obligations
arising out of the Treaty establishing the
Community, the contracting parties
shall examine the possibility of the
accession of Turkey to the Commumnity”.
This Article is clearly the starting point
or any examination of the Turkish
candidature. In the period since 1963,
Turkey's economic and political devel-
opment has had its problems, Indeed,
Turkey was obliged by economie circum-
stances to seek a moratorium on the
gradual elimination of tariffs which she

had agreed to make towards the Commu-
nity, The Community has eliminated
most non-agricultural tanffs towards
Turkey, and granted certain agricultural
concessions, but has on occasion sus-
pended the flow of aid for political
Feasons,

So, in addition to making a careful
assessment of the political concequences
of the Turkish application, the Commis-
sion will want to examine whether the
Turkish economy is now sufficiently
strengthened to be able to withstand the
challenge of moving towards the full
adoption of the Customs Union and the
free movement of capital and services,
and whether its agriculture can be inte-
grated in the Common Agricultural Policy
without creating insuperable problems for
cither side. It will also want to make a
first estimate of budgetary costs and
flows, and think about the implications
for the Community of the free movement
of labour from Turkey; Turkey's ability to
apply the Community's regional policy,
competition policy, fiscal policy (adoption
of VAT). Fisheries policy and external
relations obligations will also come under
the microscope.

When the Opinion is ready and sent to
the Council, which on past form could
well be a year or more {rom now, then
the Council will have to decide whether
to open negotiations. (It may well have
sought, and received the views of the
Europcan Parliament in the meantime if
the European Single Act is ratified
shortly). The decision will have to be

Extracts from the Report drawn up on behalf of the

Palitical Affairs Committee on the implemeniation

of the Helsinki Agreement and the role of rhe
European Parlioment in the ECSC process

To what extent have the aims of the Final

Act been acheived?

A. Respect for human rights and fundamen-
tal freedoms (paragraph 7, basket 1)

Under the Helsinki Act, in particular
paragraph 7 of basket 1, the participa-
ting states are required to respect the
human rights including in particular
the freedom of thought, conscience,
religion or belief, without distinction
as to race, sex, language or religion.
Similarly the participating states are
required to promote and encourage
the effective exercise of civil, political,
economic, social, cultural, and other
rights and freedoms.

From the human rights point of view
these commitments are the corner-
stone of the Final Act and vet
observers have recorded numerous
violations.

The breaches reported concern obsta-
cles to religious freedom, particularly
in the USSR, and the repression of
Evangelists, Baptists, Pentecostalists,
Jehovah's Witnesses and Jews.

Assuming they do decide to negotiate,
will they follow the practices built up
over three past negotiations or try some
different approach? Again too early to
say, but two aspects will certainly not
change. First, it 1s the Council, not the
Commission, which negotiates for the
Community: in effect, a negotiating
conference is organised between Turkey
and the Council. Secondly, the purpose
of the negotiation is almost exclusively
to establish the transitional measures
which may be necessary to integrate Turkey
into the Community.

Turkey would be required to agree at the
outset that on any point where she does
not seek and obtain transitional relief
during the negotiations, she will apply
the Community rules in entirety from
the day of entry,

If past precedent is followed, then at the
same time as the opening of negotiations
he Commission and Turkish lawyers
and specialists would start to examine
together the whole of the Community's
Secondary Legislation, in effect all the
decisions and directives adopted by the
Council and the Commission since the
European Community was set up.

On past form, if it is followed, the
opening phase of the main negotiation is
likely to be of an exploratory nature.
Dividing the subject matter into sectors,
such as customs union, agricultural,
capital movements, female relations,
social affairs, regional policy and so
farth, the Council will indicate the main
obligations the candidate has to assume,
and also the points on which the
Community is likely to demand transi-
tion and those where Turkey can expect
to be granted transition.

At the same time, Turkey would, on past

.u‘m. be encouraged to put her problems
n the table and indicate where she
would not be able to apply the
Community rules at the outset, but
instead would need transitional measures
or lemporary derogations. In this way
both sides to a negotiation are able to
build up a clear picture of each other’s
problems and of the main points to be
negotiated.

Once such a picture has been established,
the Commission would make proposals
to the Council suggesting solutions to
the problems raised and enabling the
substantive negotiations to begin, These
proposals have in the past been made
sector by sector, and this has led to the
negotiations being conducted sector by
sector. I the negotiations showed signs
of getting stuck at any point, the
Commission would normally come up
with revised proposals to get them
moving again,

A crisis in the existing Community can
hold things up for a year or more, as was
the case with the Spanish and Portugese
negotiations on two occasions. But,

once they are finished, a Treaty of

Accession has to be drafted, signed and

D. EEC proposal on human rights

In carly February 1987 the EEC
submitted a proposal on practical
ways of promoting the implemen-
tation of commitments undertaken
in the human rights field, with the
support of several other Western
countries.

The proposed scheme includes an
undertaking by the signatory states
to meet requests for information
sent to them either by governments
or by private individuals or groups
on prablems concerning rights and
liberties.

Provision 1s made for bilateral meet-
ings with any other participating
state who requests such a meeting to
consider and attempt to solve cases
of failure to respect of this
undertaking.

A notiflication procedure is 1o be
introduced whereby particularly diffi-
cult cases can be referred to a
signatory country at any time.

Moreover, each state may request
and obtain a meeting of the 35 o
solve specific cases within asshorta
time as possible,

These bilateral and multilateral
arrangements will, once they have
been put to the test, be the subject of
an assessment meeting.

This meeting will not be declared
closed until a consensus has been
reached on the calling of a confer-
ence on the' human dimension of the
CSCE for the purpose of recording
what has been achieved and adopt-
INg NeEw Mmeasures,

E. Proposals on the free movement of

persons

In February 1987 the Western
countries put forward a number of
proposals intended to improve free-
dom of movement for people within
countries and to ease procedures for
travel abroad.

The first of these proposals reaffirms
the right of citizens to leave any
country, including their own, to
return and freely to choose their
place ol residence within their
country., The signatory countries
undertake, unconditionally and as
soon as possible, to supply passports
to their citizens and to abolish exit
visas.

To improve human contacts the
two other proposals make provis-
ton for improvements in the area of
the reunification of families, bi-
national marriages and visits
between members ol a Tamily.

The signatory countries undertake
to facilitate the issuing of the
necessary documents and to regu-
larly reexamine requests pending.




SOVIET JEWRY AND
HUMAN RIGHTS

Thursday, June 18 -Parliament would
like the world to note a number of
violations of human rights:

-by the East Berlin authorities in beating
up young people wanting to listen to
rock music from West Berlin and in
dealing violently with Western journal-
ists seeking to report their brutality,

-by the Singapore authorities in torturing
16 people alleged o be a threat to
national security,

-by the Soviet authorities in the wrong
they do to ‘Refuseniks’, people seeking
to leave the USSR as is their right under
the UUSSR’s own constitution,

The House adopted resolutions calling on
the authorities involved to review these
cases, allow the law to take its proper
course and, in the case of the Refuseniks,
to let these people go.

Derek Prag (Hertfordshire, Dem) told
the House that despite ‘glasnost’ the
prospects for the Refuseniks were still not
bright. People seeking to leave the USSR
are treated very shabbily: they lose their
jobs and are offered only the most menial
of occupations to live off. Mr Prag said he
had met Refoseniks in Moscow and
Leningrad in May. They had told him how
vital support from the West is if there is to
be a chance of real change in the Soviet
Linion. =

[ EEC/GULF STATES: THE COMMISSION PROPOSES A CO-OPERATION PACT WITH THE GCC

The European Commission decided at its October 7 meeting to propose to the
EEC's Council of Ministers guidelines for negotiations with the Gulf
Co-operation Council (GCC - Saudia Arabia, Bahrain, Qatar, Kuwait, Oman and
United Arab Emirates). The aim is to conclude at an early date an economic
and trade Co-operation Agreement. The proposal from Mr Claude Cheysson,
European Commissioner for relations with Arab countries, to set up a free
trade agreement with these countries has therefore been set aside for the

time being.

Keeping the status quo

The European Commission is proposing to negotiate in two stages: the first
would consist of a Co-operation Agreement in the industrial, scientific, tech-
nological, energy and environmental sectors. Im the area of trade, the Commission
would guarantee the Gulf countries a gtandstill in the current trade regime. In other
words, the EEC would pledge not to Iincrease customs duties collected on sensitive .
imports, such as petrochemical products. Such products are imported duty free into
the EEC within the limits of the quota that is fixed each year, under the Ceneralised
System of Preferences (GSP) granted to developing countries. If these maximum
quantities are exceeded, the customs duties are then automatically reinstated. Crude
o1l and refined petroleum products enter duty-free into the Community. Moreover, the
Commission proposes to apply to the Gulf countries the favoured nation clause, under
by which the EEC would promise not to apply a customs regime that is less favourable
than that applied to its other partners, in accordance with the rules of GATT, of
which the GCC countries are not members, with the exception of Kuwait. Furthermore,
the Commission proposes to initiate political dialogue with the Gulf countries in a
Co-operation Council set up to manage the Agreement.

The second stage would be negotiated in a context deemed appropriate by both
parties on the basis of results from the Co-operation Agreement. The possibility of
"developing relations”, for example in the form of a free trade agreement, could come
into play. - No deadline for the entry into force of this second stage has been set.

A political gesture

The type of agreement proposed by the Commission is aimed at consolidating and .
formalising current trade conditions. This status quo guarantees the Gulf countries a
relative security for their sensitive exports, but does mot go as far as the ideas
tabled on September 30 by Mr Claude Cheysson, who set the goal of free trade following
a transition period of 8 to 10 years, (see European Report H® 1344). The compromise
reached by the Commissioners does not really assuage the concerns of the European
petrochemical industry which has been in the throes of a profound structural crisis
since the beginning of the 1980s and is demanding a more Btringent regime for imports
of petroleum products processed in the Community. The Gulf countries have for a long
time been calling for a free trade agreement with their European partners end 1t
appears that they have few motives for satisfaction. But the numerous contacts since
1985 - a Ministerial meeting in Luxembourg in October 1985, high level contacts until
April 1986, a Ministerial meeting between the EEC and the GCC in June 1987, the
meeting on the fringes of the UN Assambly in September - all point up the greater
priority accorded by the Gulf countries to a prompt conclusion of an agreement than to
its content. This is especially true in these troubled times when both parties are
interested in a mutual political recognition. The negotiations, that are to begin as
soon as the Foreign Affairs Council has expressed its support, will probably start up
on October 19, and will take on a meaning that goes far beyond the trade matters to be
found in the forthcoming agreement. 5

Héhere Eigenmittel sind nur sinnvoll und politisch
durchsetzbar, wenn in allen Bereichen der Gemein-
schaftsausgaben strikte Haushaltsdisziplin gilt
und wenn die Haushaltsplanung nicht durch den
Zwang zu h&heren Ausgaben ilberrollt wird.

H8here Eigenmittel und Haushaltsdisziplin sind
unverzichtbare Voraussetzungen fiir die Verwirk-
lichung der Europdischen Akte. Das gilt insbe-
sondere flir die Technologiegemeinschaft aber auch
fiir den wirtschaftlichen und sozialen Zusammenhalt
der Gemeinschaft und damit indirekt auch fiir die

Vollendung des Binnenmarktes,

Diese Verbindung des Delors-Pakets mit den Zielen
der Europdischen Akte ist ebenso zwingend wie der
Zeitplan fllr seine L&sung. Wenn die notwendigen
Entscheidungen nicht bald gefidllt werden, wird die
Gemeinschaft schon fiir das ndchste Jahre keinen

Der Haushalt 1987 konnte noch durch Einsparungen
in H&he von 1,5 Mrd. ECU und spdtere Auszahlung
von Agrar-Vorschiissen in H8he von 4,3 Mrd. ECU
ausgeglichen werden. Der Haushalt 1988 ist ohne

Erhéhung der Eigenmittel nicht mehr finanzierbar.

Deshalb hat der Europdische Rat in Brilssel im Juni
inhaltliche Orientierungen und ein Arbeitsprogramm
fur die Vorbereitung der Entscheidungen festge-
legt, die er auf seiner ndchsten Sitzung am 4./5.
Dezember 1in Kopenhagen treffen will. Die Kommis-
sion hat bereits ihre Vorschldge zur Haushalts-
disziplin, zur Haushaltsfiihrung, zur Finanzierung,
zur Strukturpolitik und zur Agrarpolitik vorge-
legt. Die Arbeiten im Rat sind im wvollem Gang,
auch GroBbritannien beteiligt sich wvoll daran. Der
britische Vorbehalt auf den Europdischen Rat im
Juni diente vor allem dem Ziel, den Druck zur
Verschédrfung der Haushaltsdisziplin zu erhohen.
Premierministerin Thatcher fand dafiir das
plastische Bild: "man muB die Wanne zustOpseln,
bevor man Wasser einldBt".

In der Agrarpolitik will die Kommission die
Entwicklung durch ein Blindel von MaBnahmen in den
Griff bekommen. Dazu gehdren:

- eine restriktive Preispolitik,

- eine flexible Anwendung der Garantieregelung
und der Interventionsmechanismen und

- eine Verstidrkung der Erzeugermitverantwortung
durch Quotenregelung und Mitverantwortungsab-

gaben.

Unzumutbare Einkommensminderungen filr die Land-
wirte sollen durch gemeinschaftliche und an
gemeinsamen Regeln orientierten nationale Bei-
hilfen aufgefangen werden, mit denen auch Fldchen-
stillegung, Extensivierung und Vorruhestandsrege-

lung finanziert werden k&nnen.

Unterschiede in Boden, Klima,
BetriebsgrdBe und Betriebsstruktur weisen aber bei
den L&sungsansitzen in entgegengesetzte Rich-
tungen: Hier der Versuch, sich mit noch inten-
siveren, rationalisierten Wirtschaftsmethoden fiir

- dort der andere Ansatz, nicht das AusmaB der
Gemeinschaftsintervention zu reduzieren, sondern
unmittelbar die erzeugten Mengen.

eigenen Anstrengungen der Mitgliedstaaten und
ihrer Regionen zu verbinden und die Mittel der
drei Fonds sachlich und ré&umlich zu konzentrieren
und zwar auf die Bediirftigsten.

Bei dem Kommissionsvorschlag, der jetzt beraten
wird, gibt es allerdings noch eine Reihe offener
Fragen. Sie betreffen u.a. das Verhdltnis der
Fonds zueinander, das Verhdltnis zwischen den
Anstrengungen der Mitgliedstaaten zu der Tdtigkeit
der Gemeinschaft und schlieBlich die Verteilung
der Gewichte zwischen Kommission und Rat im
Beschlulverfahren.

Fiir Kopenhagen wird das Hauptproblem in der
Festlegqung des Finanzvolumens bestehen.

Die Vorschldge der Kommission zur Haushaltsdis-
ziplin und Haushaltsfilhrung bauen auf dem seit
1984 geltenden System auf.

Nach der Aussage des jlingsten Europdischen Rates
der unsere Auffassung widerspiegelt, milssen
zumindest die in Fontainebleau beschlossenen
Grundsdtze einer effektiven und zwingenden Haus-
haltsdisziplin flir alle Bereiche des Haushalts
gelten.

In der Wirtschafts- und Wdhrungspolitik haben die
jlingsten Beschliisse der Notenbankprdsidenten und
der positiven Reaktion der Finanzminister substan-
tielle Fortschritte gebracht. Auch diese Entwick-
lung f&rdert die Bemllhungen um den Binnenmarkt,
insbesondere um die vollstdndige Liberalisierung

des Kapitalverkehrs.

Ich halte hierzu die XuBerungen von
Bundesbankprdsident P8hl fiir bedeutsam. Er hat
gesagt:" Ich bin der Meinung, daB ein voll

Auch
das gemeinsame Auftreten der Gemeinschaft bei der
Konvention zum Schutz der Ozon-Schicht und die
Bereitschaft der deutschen Industrie, die daraus
folgenden Verpflichtungen vorzeitig zu erfilllen,
zeigen die wachsende Bedeutung der neuen Gemein-

N rthe parched corners of the world, it i
hard o like neighbours who live up-
stream. For six years Turkey has been buiid-
ing a giant svstern of dams on the Euphrates
thae could eventually halve the volume of
water that flows on to Svria and lrag. A Svr-
\an project to dam che Yarmuk civer is caus
ing alarm in Jordan and lstael. And the fate
of the Mile, che world's longest river, s cast-
ing a long shadow over relanions becween
Egvpt, Sudan and Ethiopia. The next war in
the Middle East could be fought not aver ail,
the region’s most plenuful resource, but
Ve water, {rs scarcest.

Turkey has vase plans that would change
the geography of Mesopotamia, the now-
arid region between the rivers the Turks call
Diicle and Firat, better known as the Tigris
and Euphrates. Turkey started work on the
Araturk dam, on the Euphrates, in 1981, It
is intended as the centrepiece of a 30vear
development plan for the country's mostly
dirt-poor south-east. By 2015, hydroelectric
rurbines at the Ataturk and its subsidiary
dams should be generating a fifth as much
slectricity as the whole country produces
now. The water could also irrigate 7,700
square miles of land—an area almost as big
as lsrael and enough, in theory, to double
Turkey's farm output,

Ar present the Euphrates carnies about
7 000 billion gallons of water across the bor-
der into Svria every vear. The project is exe
nected to divert as much as half of that into
Turkish dams and irrigation canals. Much of

the water will get back inco the Euphrates;
but after irriganing Turkish fields it will be
saloier when it reaches the Syrian and lraqi
farms downstream.

The Ararurk projece will nor have 1ts full
impact until 1994, but Turkey has already
starred to fil up some smaller new dams on
the Euphrates. The Syrians say this has re-
duced the flow of water and cut the produc-
rion of electriciey 2t its own Thawrah dam
lower down the niver (although western ex-
perts suspect that the Russian-built installa-
tion there has technical problems). lrag,
with 2 war on its hands, values Turkish
friendship too much o complain toe loudly.
|t may make up for its loss of Euphzates wa-
ter by securing a berter deal from Turkey on
the Tigris. Even 50, it is wortied: the growing
salinity of the Euphrates has already ruined
some lraqi farming land around Basra.

The Euphraces was on the agenda at
ralks berween the Turkish prime minister,
Mr Turgut Ozal, and Syria's President Hafez
Assad in Darmascus on July 15ch. An amica-
ble agreement berween the three countries
that share the river will be hard to reach, Mr
Assad has long been an enemy of lrag's Pres-
ident Saddam Hussein (though the two men
are believed to have met recently). Mr Assad
also knows that an agreement with Turkey
would have to cover the river Orontes,
which runs chrough a corner of Turkey
claimed by Svria. The Syrmans think the
Turks would take an agreement on the
Orontes as recognition that it is Turkish.

The twelfth interparliamentary meeting ended with a visit by the delegation
to the field and the Members of the European Parliament were able to see the
contrast between the amount of traffic over Allenby Bridge between Israel
and Jordan and the closed frontiers in the North with Syria and Lebanon.
ALl Members were thus able to see for themselves the geographical dimension
of the State of Israel. The delegation also stopped at a kibbutz where

it had a long exchange of views with the lLeader of the kibbutz on this
original economic and social system, which played a primordial role in

the development of lsraeli society. The delegation also visited a 'new
town', which is a new form of urban development supported by private
companies.

This twlefth meeting was an undeniable success, having the great merit of
bringing a practical note to certain paints in the discussion, in particular,
of course, the question of Soviet Jews; but, above all, the visit to the
country made clear the vital necessity for Israel to reach a peaceful
solution with its Arab neighbours. Taking into account the size of the
country, one understands more clearly the importance it attaches to its
relations ~ be they economic, commercial or cultural = with the European
Community. The Prime Minister, Mr Itzhak SHAMIR, furthermore stressed
Europe's moral duty to the State of Israel and its sovereignty. I believe
this to be the profound conviction of each member of the delegatien.

I would therefore recommend to the enlarged Bureau that the dialogue
between the European Parliament and the Knesset be continued regularly on
an annual basis, and that the next visit to the European Parliament be
ervisaged during 1987 and, 1f possible, that there be an increase in the
number of contacts and invitations in addition to the annual meetings. A
strong desire was expressed to see young Israelis attend certain Community

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courses (for example the ECP programme), a suggestion which was very
favourably received by the Commissioner concerned.
