The scene on the television set summed
up the plight of the innocent people of
Lebanon. The woman was crying, and
gunfire and bombs could be heard.
"Won't anyone listen?" she pleaded.

According to a story in last Sunday's
New York Times, 35,000 people have
been killed or wounded there. A Leba-
nese doctor is quoted this way in the
Times: "Our morgue refrigerator is full,
and we have had bodies piled up on the
floor outside it. The whole hospital stank."
The speaker is an American-trained
pediatrician, Dr. Amal Shamma, who
has been at Berbir Hospital in Beirut for
eight years. According to Dr. Shamma,
the majority of the patients have been
civilians.

"Whole families have been killed,"
she said, "so there's nobody to pick up
thedead.” The article also reported many
people going from hospital to hospital,
locking for relatives. Local radio stations
broadcast messages from worried peo-
ple seeking a son, an uncle, a wife, a
husband.

There seems to be a shocking lack
of concern about this massive loss of

innocent life. The killing and maiming of
innocent men, women and children con-
tinues. It must stop. Where is the out-
spoken compassion and sympathy for
which America is justly famous? Who
will listen to the pleas of the people
of Lebanon? We intend making a
substantial contribution for medical sup-
plies, food and clothing.

assassination of an Tsraeli diplomat in Paris and the attempted

As recognized by our U. S. Ambassador to the United Nations,

Jeane Kirkpatrick, ™if it is true that the PLO has been shelling

. Israel from emplacements inside Lebanon, then it would not be
unreascnable of Israel to exercise its rights under the U. N.
Charter, Article 51, which provides for self-defense." We believe
that it is within this context that the United States should view
the Israeli military action in Lecbanon. As Israel has stated over
and over, its only goal in Lebanon is to push the PLO guns back
out of range of Israel's borders,

We believe, in the interests of restoring peace in the Middle
East, that it is imperative that at this time the United States
should demonsirate its clear understanding of the true nature of
the current crisis and should join Israel in its cfforts to seek
thehresturation of the legitimate governmcnt of Lebanon, free
of interfercnce by the PLO and by Syria.

We share your very deep concern over the current
gituation in lLebanon. for v )

. As you know, the roots of the present conflict stem

’ fronv gvents arising out of the ‘lLebanese Civil War of 1975-

; 1976. Since that time, Lebanon has ceased to exist as a
free and sovereign country. In faect, that country has been
the victim of a de facto partition comprised of a solidly
entrenched PLO military presence, Chrisrian and Moslenm
Lebanese enclaves, and Syrian military occupation now
estimated Lo include 39,000 troops. Under these conditions,
Lebanon has been a source of significant instability in
the region since 1976. Obviously, under these circumstances,
the situatrion can only continue to deteriorare and undermine

our long-term interests in promoting stabilicy in the
Middle East.

Therefore, we are certain you recognize the importance
of mobilizing quickly America's diplomaric resources to
assist in restoring unity and full independence to Lebanon.

We believe the chances of a cease-fire might be best .
accomplished if:

1. Syria withdraws completely and permanently
i from Lebanon;

2. The PLO's ability to exercise military and
political control over significant portions
of Lebanese territory is neutralized; and

3. The central government of Lebanon is allowed
to re-establish control and sovereignty
through free and open elections, which -

incidentally, have already been scheduled for
this summer.

_ Through these actions a cease-fire and full withdrawal
of Israeli forces might he best secured. .

Newspapers

As per your request, the following is a preliminary survey of editorial
reaction among intermediate size and small newspapers around the country, con-
cerning Israel's military action in Lebanon. Most of these newspapers have cir-
culations of between 100,000 and 200,000, although some of them are much smaller
local papers, reaching perhaps 10,000 to 50,000 readers. (Latest circulation
figures available are indicated after the name of each publication.)

This survey, while somewhat random, would seem to provide a reasonable samp-
ling of editorial opinicn around the United States. It covers a total of 50
newspapers from the first through the third week in June. Two-thirds (32 papers)
expressed largely critical views about Israel's action, although 23 of these
largely negative editorials did express some sympathy for Israel's circumstances
in being faced with recurring PLO terrorism. Of the other 18 newspapers in this
survey expressing highly or relatively supportive opinicns about Israel's action,
8 were very positive, while the other 10 did express some criticism — mostly
with respect to civilian casualties and the perceived risks of a wider war,
Several of the papers commented more than ocnce.

Using the set-up that you formulated for your Big 50 preliminary survey, the

following is a breakdown of the attitudes expressed in the editorials reviewed
here:

Non Big 50 Newspaper Survey on Israel's Action in Lebanon

l. Was Israel's action justified

On this question, 1T of the papers surveyed here clearly felt that
Israel was Justified in taking military action to eliminate the PLO
threat on her northern border. Another 13 papers expressed the view
that, while Israel's action was not entirely Jjustified, it was
nevertheless somewhat understandable, in view of the PLO buildup, PLO
shelling of northern Isrsell settlements, and other terrorist actions.
A few papers added the criticism that Israel had been less than candid
in describing the purpose of the military action (i.e., a 25 mile
buffer zone), in view of the deeper penetration of Lebanon by Isael
Defense Forces. A few papers also granted that Syrian and PLO foreces
had to bear some of the blame for the situation.

Another 9 papers felt that Israel's action was not Justified, some
observing that diplomatic channels should have been pursued further,
while others saw the military move as an overreaction.

Eleven papers did not comment directly on this question.

Dangers of the Israeli Action

Of the L4 papers commenting on this question, by far the largest number
criticized Israel for causing heavy civilian casualties - 21 papers -
and for creating the danger of a potentially wider war - 22 papers. Of
the latter, 5 specifically pointed to the possibility of a U.5.-USSR
confrontation, while several others noted the dangers inherent in the
current Syrian involvement.

Other dangers noted included perceived threats to the Camp David peace
process; to the flow of oil to the West; and to U.S. support for

Israel.

Six papers did not comment on this question.
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The Question of Israeli Withdrawal

14 papers called directly for immediate Israeli withdrawal from
Lebanon. 5 others urged Israel to withdraw as soon as the desired 25
mile terrorist-free zone was achieved. 3 papers stated that Israel
should not be expected to withdraw in the face of any continued PLO
threat to security.

Several papers added that U.S5. diplomatic efforts should be increased
toward furthering Israeli withdrawal and that strong U.S.diplomatic
involvement should be maintained after such a withdrawal is achieved.
28 papers failed to comment on this point.

Israel and the United States

This random survey revealed a wide variety of suggestions and views on
the guestion American relations with Israel and the implications of the
future of those relations growing out of the Lebanon situation. Most
of these views were expressed in terms critical of Israel, and
questioning U.5. support for the Jewish state. BSeveral papers raised
more than one of these points.

Of 12 papers taking a strongly negative position on Israel, £ suggested
that the U.S. should pressure Israel toward further compromise on the
guestions of withdrawal from Lebanon and on the Palestinian problem.
Four others suggested a reexamination of American arms supply policies
toward Israel, and four more felt that Israel's current action was a
clear blow to U.3. interests in the Middle East. Yet another suggested
that the U.S5. stop supporting Israel in wvotes at the UN.

Ten newspapers advised the Administration to increase its diplomatic
efforts toward a ceasefire in Lebanon or toward a more general
settlement in the Middle BEast. Three papers felt that the Israeli

action and other recent developments demonstrated that Israel exerts




.

too much influence over American foreign policy. Three others detected
definite strains in U.S.-Israeli ties growing out of the Lebanon
situation.

Only three newspapers took a clearly contrary view, asserting that
American policy should pressure the PLO and other Arabs to be more
compromising with regard to Israel. Only two papers saw any gain for
U.S. interests in the Middle East in connection with Israel's action.
(It would seem that this latter point requires a good deal more
emphasis and circulation.)

Twelve papers did not express any view on this aspect of the issue.

Israel and the Palestinian Issue

On the question of whether Israel can successfully destroy the PLO, and
the related matter of dealing with Palestinian demands, 22 papers
expressed views along the following lines:

Israel can defeat the PLO militarily, but cannot avoid the need for
dealing more effectively with the Palestinian issue, which is the "key
to peace"; Israel must help find a solution for this problem after the
Lebanon action is conpleted. Four papers went so far as to urge
increased American pressure on Israel toward greater compromise on this
issue.

On the other hand, 9 papers took a more positive view, seeing the need
for Arab compromise with Israel, or finding Israel's action to isolate
or defeat the PLO to be a good thing, in that the PLO is seen as a
force for disruption, terrorism and anti-American acitivity in

general. In addition, two other papers saw the Lebanon action as
creating an opportunity for improved U.S. effectiveness in fostering a
solution to the Palestinian problem with the PLO defeated.

(It is interesting to note that even among those papers with a critical

or negative view of Israel's incursion, the tone and substance of many




=
editorials indicated a willingness to separate the PLO from
Palestinians in general, and an acceptance of the fact that the PLO is
a terrorist group whose actions are both indefensable and a clearly
valid concern for Israel. There would seem to be some subtle shifting
away from the previous tendency toward accepting some legitimacy for
the PLO. Perhaps in seeing the PLO routed, some commentators are
finding less need to rationalize a PLO role in the picture. To be
gure, the Palestinian problem is still largely seen as crucial, but the

willingness to recognize a distinction between Palestinian Arabs and

the PLO would seem to be a positive step in the direction Israel has
long been trying to take.)

The Future of Lebanon

While most of the papers surveyed here did not comment on this gquestion
(31 expressed no views on this point), 12 did see the current situation
as presenting an opportunity to restore Lebanese unity and sovereignty,
free of all foreign influence. ©Several papers suggested that this goal

should be the focus of U.S. policy.

E newspapers commented on the UN role in past and future Lebancn, half

of them seeing the current situation as an illustration of the UN's .

failure in peace keeping, while 3 others saw & need for the UN to
increase its role in Lebanon.

One paper suggested that the greatest need was to restore Lebanon to

the status guo existing before the Israeli invasion.

On the matter of the Security Council,
if a saﬁiiﬂn~resnlutiun is tabled, Israel would expect the U.S. to veto it.
The Prime Minister again analysed the justice of Israel's self-defence action, emphasizing
that Israel is a part of the free world and has the right to expect the understanding of the
U.S., a friendly power, given the circumstances Israel faced which hael become absolutely
intoleralble. Israel, he said, had empix exercised restraint - over-restraint - until
it was compelled to act for the reasons explained. Sanctions, said the Prime Minister,
do not frighten us.

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Reagan Must Offer U.S. Troops to Secure Lebanon’s Borders

New York, June 4 - Last night [ sent a personal message to
Israel’s Prime Minister Menachem Begin concerning the attemp-
ted assassination of the Israeli ambassador to Britain, Schlomo
Argov.

fected by the Trilateral Commission administration of Jimmy
Carter. These developments have created a strategic power
vacuum in parts of the world in which the United States was
formerly the clearly hegemonic superpower. Most specificially,
Soviet superpower capabilities have been almost literally sucked
into takeover of most of the area of the Middle East. Since this is
the area from which the principal petroleum supplies of con-
tinental Western Europe and Japan are obtained, it is no ex-
ageration to fear that an lranian invasion of Iraqui territory or a
new Arab-lsraeli war might trigger the countdown toward early
thermonuclear Armageddon.

As [ have committed my views on this strategic crisis to my
own and other governments, the United States must immediately
dump Secretary of State Alexander Haig, in order to win
credibility for a special, new variety of strategic stability
deployments by unilateral actions of the United States’ forces.
Above all, the United States must unilaterally act to impose

stability on Africa and the Middle East, instructing Britain and
France either to follow ULS. bidding or get out of these two
areas,

The immediate source of Armageddon potential in the Middle
East is the not-so-secret revival of the 1956 Britain-France
alliance of the Suez crisis period, with complicity of the famous
protege of Britain's Lord Caradon, lsrael’s Defense Minister,
Ariel Sharon.

Lord Carrington and Mitterand’s governments are curently
operating on the basis of reactivating the 1916 Sykes-Picot treaty
carving up the remains of the Ottoman Empire between them,
while also seeking revenge against the United States for President
Eisenhowers's actions in Lebanon and in stopping the British-
French invasion of Eyvgpt in 1956,

The principal danger in the Middle East is provoked by actions
of a British intelligence-run operation run under the cover of an
organisation known as Islam and the West. This is run in coor-
dination with the Geneva-based coordinators of the neo-MNaz In-
ternational, and with sections of NATO coordinated through the
office of Petra Kelly's sponsor, Joseph Luns, British intelligence
runs not only the NATO Club of Rome, and the various Sunnite
and Shi'ite divisions of the Islamic Brotherhood, but a spinoff of
the Club of Rome known as the Arab Thought Forum. These are
the forces behind any terrorist assault on an Israeli official con-
ducted in London, and are the principal controllers of the lunatic
regime of lran's Ayatollah Khomeini as well as Israel's Ariel
Sharon, a product of both the Orde Wingate organisation of the
past and the networks featuring Britain's Lord Caradon today.

Soviet Cupidity — and Stupidity

The key to avoiding thermonuclear war during the months
ahead is the simple fact that there are only two superpowers in
the world and that no additional superpowers are possible. If
minor powers, such as the shattered military forces of Britain or
the more credible forces of France attempt to substitute
themselves for the United States or to subordinate the United
States to a British-French-1.5. A. multilateral force, the sheer in-
sanity of British-French insolence in such a fashion makes ther-
monuclear war almost inevitable during the months ahead.







The problem does not lie in France as such. Whatever par-
ticular criticisms one may have ol President Charles de Gaulle on
isolated points of policy, de Gaulle was one of the very few com-
petent statesmen of the world during the entire post-war period
to date. De Gaulle understood, at least broadly, the British pro-
blem, and he understood the special capabilities of France as a
third factor in the global political, economic and strategic situa-
tion. De Gaulle lifted France out of the immorality and disgrace
of Britain’s Fourth Republic allies, and made France an impor-
tant political, military and economic power for good among the
affairs of nations, creating the French power which Britain is cur-
rently misusing for its evil plans,

Although we had numerous particular criticisms of the policies
of President Valery Giscard d'Estaing, his government became
increasingly Gaullist on matters of war and peace, to the point
that his defeat in the Spring 1981 elections in France was a strate-
gic disaster not only for France, but for the balance of policy-
making forces in the world generally. A Gaullist France is the na-
tural partner of the United States, in contrast to & France in the
pocket of such as Lord Carrington,

The United States must seek correct policies with Mitterand's
France, if only for the sake of Lafayette and de Gaulle, but under
a British-allied Mitterand government, France is presently inca-
pable of contributing a positive role in the present strategic crisis.

The major problem with Moscow, apart from the strains of
the present succession-process in the Soviet leadership, is the dis-
honesty of Moscow on the matter of the alleged arms-race. Mos-
cow has established a margin of strategic superiority to NATO
forees. The British task force losses of between one third and one
half of its task force in war against a small nation of South Ame-
rica, affords us an accurate appreciation of the near-
waorthlessness of British military forces after the first fifteen se-
conds of an actual superpower engagement. What Moscow has
not vet established is a sufficient margin of military superiority to
make war with NATO forces acceptable to the Soviet Union.
Meanwhile, however, especially beginning with the Carter Admi-
nistration, the military capabilities of the NATO forces have been
collapsing, relatively speaking, at a currently accelerating rate.
This brings us to the point of Moscow's cupidity in alleging that
President Reagan is engaged in an arms race.

Beginning with James R. Schlesinger's announcement of a
doctrine of theater-limited nuclear flexible reponse, (NATO MC
14/4) during 1974 and 1975, Moscow has been persuaded that
NATO is in a countdown toward general thermonuclear war.
Since then, Moscow's military expenditures have risen 1o an esti-
mated 17% of the Soviet GNP, with an indicated policy-
commitment to developing a decisive margin of war-fighting su-
periority during the medium- to near-term.

Therefore, in Moscow's eves, any actions by the United States
which tend to slow down the rate of collapse of LS. military ca-
pabilitics is viewed as an ‘arms race’, even il the total LS. expen-
ditures are inadequate 10 maintain the previous level of LS. ca-
pabilities,

Moscow's attitudes on this matter are hardened greatly by such
lunatic ventures of the Carter Administration as Kissinger's suc-

cessful insistence that Germany accept placing thermonuclear
Cruise and Pershing 11 missiles, shortening the launch-to-target
time against Soviet internal targets from over twenty minutes
down to a mere several minutes. What Kissinger et al. have done
is to attempt 10 compensate for growing U.S.A.-NATO military
weakness by a threatening show of nuclear agpressiveness, Kissin-
ger's military policy is essentially ‘psychological’, insisting that
Moscow will back down on decisive strategic issues if only the
United States appears to be prepared to actually launch thermo-
nuclear war.

This is key to Moscow”s putting an estimated one billion rubles
worth of support into aid of Petra Kelley's and General Maxwell
Taylor's ‘nuclear freeze’ movement. Moscow knows that Petra
Kelly is an agent of NATO's Joseph Luns, and knows that the
Club of Rome and the so-called “environmentalist® movement are
creations of the Luns-linked political sections of NATO identi-
fied with NATO's CCMS project. Moscow also knows that the
most important of the controlling forces behind the ‘environ-
mentalist’ movement are the neo-Nazi International, coordinated
by way of Geneva and Lausanne, Switzerland, by families linked
to the Siemens Foundation, the Nazi-linked Solidarist Internatio-
nal, and a Swiss Naz family involved in the Geneva Lomard
Odier Bank, allies of the Schlumberger, Dneauflize, Mallet inter-
ests of Switzerland, Britain, France and Houston, Texas, Mos-
cow's support for these NATO and MNazi forces is: *If NATO is
aitempling to destroy the economic and military capabilities of
the West from within, Moscow will support NATO's Joseph
Luns and the Mazis in this particular venture, just as Moscow
would have happily supported Benito Mussolini against Adolf
Hitler during the last war."

Moscow knows that the Morgan, Moore and Harriman fami-
lies within the United States were among the most important
backers of Adolf Hitler from 1932 into 1938, together with Nazi
Finance Minister Hjalmar Schacht's German liberals over the sa-
me period,

Through undercover penetration of Soviet KGB networks in
Europe, my associates and [ have from the mouths of KGB con-
trollers themselves admissions that Moscow is knowingly deploy-
ing its agents in support of what Moscow believes to be an ‘extre-
me right-wing” controlled movement.

Moscow's notion that it is being clever in such matters is the es-
sence of Moscow's stupidity in these matters, Although Moscow
is capable of responding favorably o competent war-avoidance
initiatives from the government of the United States, only the go-
vernment of the United States is capable of generating and pro-
posing effective war-avoidance policies.

It is mv information and belief that Moscow will intervene into
the deteriorating Middle East situation, with an overall intent to
establish stability in that region. However, it is almost certain that
Moscow's crisis-management interventions will avoid doing any-
thing which Moscow might view as to the advantage of the Uni-
ted States,

Therefore, President Reagan must dump Haig immediately
and act immediately to deploy U.5. forces uniliaterally for stabili-
ty operations ensuring the integrity of Lebanoh and Irag.
