SECTION I: INTRODUCTION

I.1 This White Paper covers the period of the Netherlands Presidency of the
Council of Ministers from | January to 30 June 1986. In this period there were
several developments of importance to the future of the Community and to other
nations with which it has links. There was also one major unexpected event—the
Chernobyl disaster—which presented the Community with new challenges.

1.2 On | January Spain and Portugal became members of the European
Communities and the Ten became Twelve.

SECTION IX: EXTERNAL RELATIONS, TRADE AND AID

Mediterranean Policy of the Enlarged Community

9.5 The Community began negotiations with Mediterranean third
countries on the adaptation of their co-operation/association agreements to take
account of enlargement. These negotiations, which are continuing, are intended

to ensure that their trade access is not adversely affected by Spanish and
Portuguese accession.

SECTION X: EUROPEAN POLITICAL CO-OPERATION

Intreduction

10.1 The Ten became Twelve with the accession of Spain and Portugal on
| January: a further significant step in the development of European Political
Co-operation. The member states have continued to consult and co-operateona
wide range of international issues. The Single European Act, which was signed in
February, and incorporates in Title III Treaty Provisions on European Co-
operation in the sphere of Foreign Policy, was agreed in substance at the
Luxembourg European Council in December 1985. The Treaty Provisions,
which result from the United Kingdom initiative, will provide a sound basis for
the future development of European Political Co-operation. The new European
Political Co-operation Secretariat is expected to start work on | January 1987,
subject to ratification of the Single European Act by all the member states.




International Terrorism

10.7 The question of international terrorsm remained a major concern of
the Twelve in political co-operation, following the terrorist attacks at Rome and
Vienna airports in December 1985. The Foreign Ministers issued a statement on
27 January in which they again condemned all forms of international terrorism,
expressed their concern about the tension which has developed in the
Mediterranean and stated their readiness to co-operate with all states on the
problem of international terrorism. They agreed to intensify and promote
common action and decided to establish a permanent working body within the
framework of political co-operation to give impetus to the work of the Twelve in
this field. The Twelve agreed to improve security at air, rail and sea ports: to
establish effective control of persons entering or leaving the Community and
circulating within it; and to promote common visa policies with respect to the
problem of terrorism. The Twelve further confirmed that they would not export
arms or other military equipment to countries which are clearly implicated in
supporting terrorism and would do everything within their power to ensure that
their nationals and industry would not seek any commercial advantage from
measures taken by other states in reaction to terrorist attacks and other terrorist
acuvites.,

10.8 Following the terronist attack on the TWA aircraft on 2 April 1986 and
on the " La Belle" discotheque in Berlin on 5 April 1986 Ministers met three
times in eight days. At an emergency meeting held on 14 Apnl the Foreign
Ministers agreed to act against those involved in state supported terrorism, in
particular Libya. On 17 April, after the US bombing of Tripoli and Benghazi,
again in emergency session, they agreed that their decision of 14 April remained

valid and determined to act as quickly as possible on the recommendation which
had been drawn up in the meantime by officials. On 21 April the Foreign
Ministers agreed to reduce the size of Libyan People’s Bureaux and of other
official Libyan bodies in the member states, to restrict the movements of Libyan
diplomats and to apply to Libyans a stricter visa regime. They reaffirmed that no
arms or other military equipment would be exported to Libya and that in their
efforts to eliminate international terrorism they would use their joint influence
in contacts with Libya and with other states concerned. They also undertook to
intensify action on combating the abuse of diplomatic immunity.

10.9 Trevi Ministers (the Ministers who within each member state are
responsible for counter terrorism) met in The Hague on 24 April. They agreed
that Trevi would in future have regular contacts with the United States and other
countries. Ministers agreed to intensify Community action against terrorism,
and the United Kingdom gave notice of proposals to amend domestic legislation
to modernise its extradition law,

Iran/Iraq

10.10 At their meeting on 25 February the Foreign Ministers expressed
their grave concern at the renewed escalation of the conflict in the region. They
called upon those involved in the conflict to respect the sovereignty and territonal
integrity of neighbouring states and not to interfere with third countries’
commercial navigation in international waters or with civil aviation in the area,
They also condemned the use of chemical weapons and the violation of
humanitarian law.

10.11 The Twelve expressed their support for the efforts being made by the
Secretary-General of the United Nations and urged both Iran and Irag to co-
operate with the Security Council.

The Middle East

10.12 The Venice Declaration remained the basis for policy on the
Arabj/Israel conflict. The Dutch Presidency remained in active contact with the
parties concerned, including the Palestine Liberation Organisation (PLO), in an
effort to establish how the Twelve could best contribute towards peace in the
Middle East.

In what way can increased economic cooperation be organised between
operators of the North and South banks of the Mediterranean? This is the
theme of a symposium being organised in Marseilles from October 29 to 31 by
the European Commission withinm the framework of the European Community's
Mediterranean policy. The event will take place only a few weeks before
the EEC debate on cooperation between an enlarged European Community now
{ncluding Spain and Portugal and Mediterranean third countries.

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PRESIDENCY STATEMENT BY THE HOME SECRETARY, THE
Rt HON. DOUGLAS HURD CBE MP FOLLOWING THE MEETING
OF EUROPEAN COMMUNITY MINISTERS
(London, 20 October 1986)

Community Ministers responsible for immigration, counter-terrorism-
and drugs and a Vice-President of the Commission met today to .

study new measures designed to maintain and strengthen safeguards
against terrorists, drug traffickers and others involved in

serious crime and against illegal immigration, in the light of the
progress being made towards freer movement within the Community.

IMMIGRATION

We all want the minimum of inconvenience to travellers within the
Community. Convenient travel, reduced delays at frontiers, is
good for people and for business. But we also have a duty to
protect the citizens of the Community. So we have all agreed to
work towards a system of easier frontier formalities for Community
citizens that is not open to abuse. We set up a working group to
consider urgently :

i) stronger checks at external Community frontiers

ii) the contribution which internal checks can make :




iii) the role of co-ordination of visa policies of member states
in improving controls ;

iv) the role and effectiveness of frontier controls at internal
frontiers in the fight against terrorism, drugs, crime and
illegal immigration ;

v) exchange of information about the operation of spot check
gystems ;

vi) close co-operation to avoid the abuse of passports ;

vii) measures to achieve a common policy to eliminate the .
abuse of the right of asylum ;

viii) examination of ways in which the convenience of Community
travellers can be improved without adding to the terrorist
threat or the risks of illegal immigration, drug
trafficking and other crime.

TERRORISM

The meeting noted the progress made on implementing the decisions
taken on 25 September.

- Procurement of the equipment for the secure communications link
between police forces is being urgently pursued.

- Work continues on intensifying liaison between counter
terrorist experts.

- Arrangements have been set in place for the mutual exchange of
information about people excluded from the territory of one

member state so that others can have advance warning of possible
risk.




CONCLUSIONS ON IMMIGRATION

Ministers with responsibilities for immigration,
counter-terrorism and drugs and a Vice-President of the
Commission meeting in London on 20 October have agreed that:

(a) It remains an agreed objective to provide for
tree movement in the EC within the terms of the Single European
ACt;

{b) Problems over terrorism, drug trafficking, other crime
and illegal immigration must not be allowed to deflect the
Community from this objective;

{(c) At the same time, as the European Council meeting in
Brussels in March 1985 recognised, the goal of abolishing
Erontier formalities must remain compatible with the need to
combat terrorism and drug trafficking;

{(d) It is therefore essential to work towards a system of
easing and ultimately abolishing frontier formalties for
Community citizens that is not open to abuse. This points to:

(i) strict controls at the Community's external
frontiers;

{ii) consideration of co-ordination of visa policies;

(iii) improved exchange of information between the
immigration services of member states;

(iv) sharing information on the steps already taken by
member states to prevent passports being issued under
false pretences or their abuse if stolen and consideration
of improved co-operation in future;

(v) consideration of the problems which arise from
those seeking asylum.

(2} The above considerations have implications for frontier

controls operated on the basis of spot checks. There is scope

for keeping under close review the operation of such systems
in the light of the criteria laid down by Heads of Government;




{E) To set up a high-level ad hoc working group of member
states composed of the closest advisers of Ministers in the
field of immigration policy and, in so far as there is
Community competence, representatives of the Commission. The
Council Secretariat will assure the secretariat of the group.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

I. Introduction

In accepting the Netherlands Presidency of the Council
of the European Communities five months ago, I indicated
that, after a period of important general steps forward in
institutional matters, the emphasis should now be laid on
ensuring the smooth functioning of the mechanisms which can
bring about decisions of importance for European integration.
This could be all the more difficult in a situation in which
account must be taken not of ten, but of twelve Member States,
and in which not seven, but nine official languages of the

Communities have to be used in the communication process.
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I consider it an important and positive political fact that

our Communities are in the process of coping with their
enlargement to include Spain and Portugal without this enlargement
making decision-making procedures more cumbersome. These Member
States are appreciated by all for their constructive contributions
to the decision-making process. The experience of a Presidency
gives rise to satisfaction and to modesty: satisfaction at the
results achieved during the period, which I shall be glad to
examine in greater detail shortly, and modesty because of the
limited number of those results which turn out to be practicable
in such a short Presidency. The period is short, and success is
largely determined by the opportunities that present themselves
and by intensive confrontation with European and international
reality. The priorities which appear to be so easy to fix for a
six-month period have to be adapted to existing and/or continuing
programmes and activities. This fact was one of the reasons why
the Netherlands Presidency chose the Internal Market as the field
for an approach which it will be possible to continue in close
co-operation during several subsequent Presidencies. I should
like to emphasize in this general introduction how greatly the
Netherlands Presidency has appreciated its many contacts with
your Institution. My country's involvement in the European
Communities may be further illustrated by the working wvisits

which the Head of State of the Netherlands paid earlier this
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year to the Commission, the Council and the Court of Justice,
after having already had the pleasure two years ago of being

able to attend sittings of this European House.
I should now like to go further into a number of
important issues which have required considerable attention from

the Netherlands Presidency during the period which has elapsed.

I1I1.1. Eurcopean Act

The beginning of 1986 saw the completion of the work which
enabled the final signing of the European Act to take place,
albeit in two stages on 17 and 28 February. Despite last-minute
political difficulties, the Presidency decided to persist with
this institutional step forward and eventually achieved the
desired result. The ratification procedures are now in full
swing, and I am delighted that one of the last three signatories,

Denmark, has been the first to complete its ratification prﬂcedures..
I assume that the Act will be able to come into force by

1 January 1987 at the latest.
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II.1.2.

o

I am aware that the results achieved in the Act do not
in every respect live up to the aims which many politicians,
including myself, had set for themselves and must continue
to set for themselves in the future. What needs to be
done now is te apply the new rules consistently in order to
develop among other things the Internal Market and

Technology.

The application of the Act will, of course, have to wait
until all national ratification procedures have been
completed. However, this has not prevented the Presidency
from making preparations for the adaptation of the Council's
rules of procedure, as well as for implementation of the
Management Committee procedures which can speed up decision-
making. Formal decisions on those procedures cannot be taken
until later, inter alia, because your Parliament's Opinion
regarding the Commission proposal concerning the Management

Committee procedures is not yet known.
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In my view, it would be wrong to move on any earlier

to decision-making within the Council in this institutional

field, even though the Parliament is not directly inveolved
in the matter. To do so would not accord with the aim of
the Netherlands Presidency to optimize relations between

our two Institutions.

It is intended to put the decisions in question in

their final form ready for introduction as soon as the

Eurcpean Act comes into force.
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I1.1.9. In response to certain questions raised, I should
now like to examine in greater detail what was achieved
informally during this preliminary work as regards the rules
of procedure and Management Committee procedures. As
regards rules of procedure, agreement is emerging within the
Council whereby it will be possible for the voting
procedure within the Council to be initiated at any desired
moment on the initiative of the President. The same
should also be possible at the request of the Commissionor .
of a Member State if this is supported by a simple majority
of the Council. From my experience as President of the
Council, the customary preliminary consultations with
the Commission afford a good opportunity for actively
examining, together with the Commission, what matters

should be considered for submission to the voting procedure

in this way.
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Various questions have been raised as to how the
Luxembourg agreement of January 1966 should be
followed up. On this point, I can only repeat what
State Secretary Van Eekelen said at the May
part-session of Parliament, namely, that these conclusions,
which in 1966 and even subsequently, did not meet with
general approval, did not come up for discussion during
the Intergovernmental Conference, which, as regards .

Community matters, merely discussed possible amendments

to the Treaties establishing the European Communities.
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In this connection, I should like to emphasize in this
House that the Netherlands Presidency has systematically pressed
for effective use of majority decision-making within the Council,
where in our view the interest of the Community was thereby
served, within the possibilities afforded by the Treaty and
irrespective of whether matters in which the Netherlands was
outvoted, such as export credits, were invovled. A random, but
not exhaustive, selection of the majority decisions would be:
import quotas for cattle for fattening and beef and veal,
minimum standards for the protection of laying hens, financial
costs of the storage of agricultural stocks, the directives
- already mentioned - for the Commission concerning export
credits, the extension of the co-operation agreement with
Thailand and some aspects concerning the extension of the
Multifibre Arrangement. In practice, the taboo on talking
about this instrument, which is regarded as unmanageable, has

been broken.
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I i s, - I have endeavoured to the best of my ability to put into
effect another aspect of the Act, namely the improvement of
relations with Parliament. This found expression in the many
contacts which members of the Netherlands Government had during
this period as Presidents of the Council and which were viewed
by all persons connected with the Government as useful and
politically very significant. This applies not only to the
debates in plenary session and Committee meetings, but also
to contacts with one of the politiecal groups in The Hague in
February and to the various meetings in the context of the
activities concerning the implementation of the Commission's
White Paper on the Internal Market. For this purpose, a
meeting of the full Internal Market Council and of the relevant
European Parliament rapporteurs was even convened on the
initiative of the President of the Council concerned,

State Secretary Van Eekelen, a meeting that, unfortunately, was
attended by too few Members of Parliament. The President of
the ECOFIN Council has also taken initiatives in order to
involve the European Parliament actively in the procedural
discussions with a view to a better control of Community

expenditure.
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II1.2.1. The Internal Market

The completion of the Internal Market has been

one of the most important priorities for the Netherlands
Presidency and will continue to remain so. 1 think I can say
that a constructive contribution has been made this year
towards what must be achieved in that area. Assuming

that the meeting of the Council of Ministers scheduled

tc be held before the end of June will yield a few more .
decisions, we arrive at an average of 1 Directive a week
during the Netherlands Presidency. In previous years,

the average was 1 directive in this area every six months!

If one stone is added each week to the Internal Market

mosaic, all the approximately three hundred parts will

have produced decisions on specific points or sectors by

the end of 1992, In view of what I have been told about

the intentions of the forthcoming United Kingdom Pr‘esidency,.
I have every confidence that 1986 as a whole will turn

out to have been a good starting-point for the necessary
gbolition of the barriers which are hindering completion

of the free internal market.
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It has become clear over the past few months that
decision making process in this area can only be achieved
with close collaboration between successive Presidencies.
It will then be possible to continue operating within the
deadlines set. Each individual Presidency therefore has
the task not only of trying to bring dossiers to a
successful conclusion but also of setting other dossiers

in motion with a view to subsequent decision-making.

The individual subjects of the internal market such as
protective structures for construction plant and tractors,
measuring instruments and standard pre-packingings may

be rather less than jnspiring in themselves but., just like
the stones of a mosaic, form when combined a picture well
worth seeing. Moreover, the Internal Market mosaic is not
only determined by the individual stones composing it but
is also affected by wider subjects of importance such as
the free flow of capital (on which the Commission has
recently submitted important proposals), technological policy ,
rules for public supply contracts and a genuinely free

transport market.
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11.2.2.

Despite the reasonable start made on the Internal
Market, I do not want to hide the fact that certain dossiers
are being dealt with too slowly and that all too often the
influence of technical experts or the lack of decision-making
in the capitals makes it difficult to bring matters to a

speedy conclusion in the Community.

The treatment of fiscal problems within the framework
of the Internal Market has been very hesitant. An ad hoc
Working Party has met to define the problems involved more
closely but no decisions appear to be in the offing. The
speedy finalization of the 14th VAT Directive would constitute
a major administrative improvement as regards the removal

of Eurcpe's fiscal frontiers.
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11.3.

The social and economic situation

Social and economic developments in the Community, seen
against the background of the improvement in employment
prospects, have demanded the Presidency's attention in several
ways. The positive trends in this area constitute a
favourable factor. This improvement is the result, among
other things, of national and other international developments
outside the EEC, but the increasing convergence of economic
policies in the Member States has also made a considerable
contribution. The  Community itself has not been inactive in
this area. More detailed definitions of various Community
policy lines have been provided for the wider international
fora (OECD, IMF and the Economic Summit), for example with
regard to international trade and monetary relations,
relations with developing countries and oil and raw-material

prices.
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In this connection, I refer to the discussion launched
last week by Mr De Koning, President of the Council, in the
Social Affairs Council concerning the fight against long-term
unemployment and the possibilities for appropriate measures

emanating from Brussels.

I regard the decisions taken in Ootmarsum with regard to
the adjustment of exchange rates within the EMS as a positive
development. The improvement and further development of
monetary co-operation, also laid down in the preamble to the
European Act, are becoming more of a reality. The Commission
proposals on the liberalization of ecapital flows may make a

major contribution towards that development.
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11.4. Agriculture

Another well-nigh unavoidable priority for the Presidency
in the first half of this year has been the fixing of

agricultural prices.

In my opinion, Mr Braks, the Minister for Agriculture, can
lock back with Justifiable pride to the fact that, Jjust as in
1981, decisions were taken within the deadlines. This year
was particularly difficult as it did not just involve the
fixing of prices. Against the background of financial
restrictions a package of prices and eccocnomies had to be put
together, in which the limited rocom in the Community budget
and the need to ensure satisfactory incomes for producers
hampered the possibilities for reaching a decision. The broadly
based decisions demanded considerable efforts from all the
Member States this year, and will certainly continue to do so
in years to come. The package worked out involves a price
freeze on most farm products, and even a reduction for certain
fruits and vegetables, a co-responsibility levy in the cereals

sector and measures to reduce milk quotas even further,
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These elements in themselves are already an important
step in the right direction. Yet it is perhaps even more
important that these decisions should observe the rules
of budgetary discipline, at least if we are to cope with
the financial consequences of the fall in the dollar for
the agriculture budget. Finally, I consider it an
essentially positive sign for decision-making in the Council
that it was possible to take the decisions in this area cf .

vital importance for Europe by qualified majority.

11.5.1. External relations

I will now turn to the Community's external relations.
At Community level these are dominated by relations with
the USA. I would certainly not go so far as to describe
these as tense, but neither can I deny that tensions have
peccurred. The line that we on the Eurcpean side have
consistently taken is one of de-escalation, of management .
of conflicts once they have arisen, without however

failing to defend a justified Community positiocn.
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Relations with the southern Mediterranean countries
have also demanded much attention. I must confess that
the establishment of the Commission's definitive
negotiating brief took more time than I had originally
anticipated, but also more than 1 consider desirable. The
next General Affairs Council will, I hope, provide adequate
guidance towards a final solution to the problem. More
constructive Co-operation Council meetings took place with
Egypt and Malta, while we alsoc put in hand a gradual and
cautious normalization of our association with Turkey,
partly with an eye to the approach of 1 December 1986,
when the current arrangements for the movement of workers

in principle expires.

A new, comprehensive approach to Japan was formulated,
which will now have to be followed up in careful discussions

with that country.

I would also mention that the Community was represented
at the Economic Summit in Tokyo by the Commission and the

Netherlands Presidency.

The next General Affairs Council will further discuss

the Commission's brief for the new GATT round, relations

with the Comecon countries and relations with the Gulf States.

v
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11.5.2. There was a fruitful meeting of the Development
Council in April, at which an action plan to combat

desertification on the African continent was approved.

During this period too the new agreement with the
ACP countries came into force and a start was made on filling
in the details of how aid from the sixth EDF would be spent.
After difficult negotiations agreement on the price of sugar
to be supplied to Europe by the ACP States was reached at .

the ministerial meeting in Barbados.

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11.7.

Chernobzl

During the Netherlands Presidency the Community was
faced with an unexpected disaster, the nuclear reactor
accident near Kiev. Various countries and international
organizations proved unable to take adequate immediate
action to deal with the emergency and the European Communities
were no exception in this respect. That I will wholeheartedly
acknowledge, but at the same time I have to say that the
Community countries must take united action, particularly
within the broader framework of the IAEA in Vienna, to
ensure that similar disasters are prevented in the future
by the establishment of clear and uniform standards and the
reinforcement of information and consultation procedures,

The Euratom Treaty provides possible means to this end.
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European Council

To go into the details of all the subjects that are
or have been on the agenda would take me beyond the scope

of the present address, not to mention the fact that meetings

of various specialized Councils have still to take place.

I do nevertheless intend to spend a little time on
a People's Eurcope, in the context of the next European

Council.

I should like to conclude with a look ahead to the
next European Council, which for the Netherlands Government
is the culmination of the Presidency. For the first time
for several years a Eurcpean Council is in prospect at which
the emphasis can be placed on laying down political

guidelines instead of on conducting difficult negotiations

on complex financial or legal formulae. The Eurcpean Council's .

function as a forum for informal discussion can as a result
be better fulfilled, which is something that could not

actually happen before in the enlarged Community of twelve.
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1986 is the first year in which only twe European
Councils have been planned. Apart from reasons of efficiency,
I consider the dropping of the March European Council important
because it enables an unnecessary break halfway through the
first presidency to be avoided. One result has been, moreover,
a restoration of the Council's position in line with the Treaty

of Rome.

Completion of the Internal Market and the creation of
a People's Europe are two important items on the agenda. The
Council could take note of the progress made so far and

provide the necessary impetus.

A People's Europe remains an essential feature of European
integration. The decisions taken in this field, for example with
regard to public health (health card and programme to combat
cancer) and education (student-exchange programmes) will help to
bring that Europe closer. The same applies to the consular
co-operation between the Twelve in non-member countries agreed
on within the EPC framework. The work of the Environment Council

which is meeting tomorrow, is also of importance
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to the surroundings in which Europeans can develop their
potentialities now and in the future. I consider the Social
Affairs Council's Directive on equal treatment for men and
women with regard to social security to be important from the
viewpoint of a People's Europe, and lastly the work being done
in connection with the completion of the Internal Market should
be seen among other things as a contribution to the creation of
a Europe whose fruits can be directly enjoyed by the people

of Eurcpe.

Finally, I should like in this context to say a few words
in response to the gquestion put by Mr Von Wogau on behalf of
the European Feople's Party. I agree with the guestioner that

the Directive on the introduction of a European driving licence

must be implemented in full in all the Member States, and I hope

that the Commission as guardian of the Treaties will see to it
that the Member States meet their cbligations with regard to

this aspect of Community law.
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II.B.3. The socic-economic situation already dealt with in II.3
will also as usual be discussed by the European Council.
It will then be possible to note that the prospects for economic
growth and an improvement in the employment situation have

become more favourable in recent months.

11.8.4. Returning to a subsequent item on the European Council's
agenda, I should like to mention the Community's policy
priorities in future years in the light of the financial
prospects, For that, the decision of the European Council at
Fontainebleau will have to remain the point of departure. A
general discussion in the European Council, separate from the
1986 and 1987 budgets to be dealt with jointly with your
Parliament in the budgetary procedure, is desirable, first and
foremost to enable future developments in the Community and the
resources required for financing them to be tailored to each
other. The budget problem as a whole will itself be on the
agenda following the judgment of the Court of Justice on the
1986 budget. It is a source of satisfaction to me that neither
Council nor Parliament have done anything in the last few months,
prior to the Court judgment, to aggravate the various differences

of epinion.

Nuclear safety will also be on the agenda. 1In
connection with the IAEA meeting which is to take place
in Vienna shortly the Community will be able to decide
how the Twelve can best make a co-ordinated contribution
to discussions in wider fora in the future. Possibilities
that come to mind include information and consultation
systems, machinery for the provision of assistance
internationally, steps where necessary to tighten up reactor
safety standards and regulations and reinforcement of legal-

liability rules.
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Conelusion

Five months ago I expressed the hope that, in the
words of King William III the Stadholder, the eyes of
Europe would be more on your Parliament. I am convinced
that the last few months have had a favourable influence
in that respect. During the customary short period of six
months the Netherlands Presidency has had the chance to
take its place at the focal point of this European attention,
and before long we shall be stepping down after handing

over the torch to the United Kingdom.

You can be sure, however, that my country, not only in
the short period of its presidency but also during the next
five years between now and the next Netherlands Presidency,
will continue to do all it can to ensure that sustained
fruitful co-operation takes shape in Europe, and that a
part will be played in this process by your Institution, the
democratic cradle of decision-making which is of the greatest

importance for European unity and the People of Europe.

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EUROPEAN POLITICAL CO-OPERATION

Introduction

1 now come to European political co-operation.

Agreement on the European Act is also important in this
context since it will provide European Political Co-operation with
a firm, treaty-based foundation.

Partly inspired by this, the Presidency has now been working .

during the last few - now nearly six - months in co-operation
with the other Member States to develop European foreign policy
further. The result has been the formulation of joint positions
in a number of areas, which have, where possible, been translated

into joint concrete action.

1t can be stated that European Political Co-operation has
steadily gained in content and effectiveness. Increasingly,
European Political Co-operation has become a reality, a factor of
growing importance, not only for the Twelve, but alsc for

countries outside the Community.
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This is being helped by the fact that the intensive
consultation machinery within European Political Co-operation
makes it possible for the Twelve to react quickly and
appropriately to developments and events throughout the world.

In this context, the Presidency is grateful for the
constructive contributions which the European Parliament -
especially your Political Affairs Committee - makes in this field.
For its part, the Presidency has made use of every opportunity
to achieve a smooth exchange of information and a meaningful
dialogue.

Terrorism

The subject which has recently attracted most attention has .
undoubtedly been the fight against international terrorism. The
international situation and the increasing number of vioclent
terrorist attacks have accelerated the establishment of a common
anti-terrorist policy.

Five ministerial meetings within the framework of European
Political Co-operation (on 27 January, 25 February, 7 April,
15 April and 21 April) were largely devoted to this subject. The
result is that the foundations of a comprehensive policy have now
been laid which rests on three pillars. These are: firstly
the mutually co-ordinated and harmonized approach to the fight

against terrorism in the Twelve Member States, secondly a clear ‘

warning to countries which are all too clearly involved in
international terrorism and terrorist acts or in their preparation,
in combination with a series of concrete measures against Libya, and
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lastly, a diplomatic offensive in an endeavour, Jjointly with

Arab states, East-European states and unaligned countries, to

put a halt to terrorism. The - largely positive - reactions

of these countries to this offensive are at the moment being
transformed into proposals for a dialogue. Especially noteworthy
in this context is the Twelve's proposal to hold a Tripartite
Ministerial meeting with the Arab League in which this subject
could be one of the topics for discussion.

Instrumental in combating terrorism are the Standing
Working Party on Combating Terrorism, which was set up in
January, and the TREVI framework for co-operation between
the Twelve's Ministers for Home Affairs and Ministers of Justice. .

When I addressed you at the beginning of the Presidency,
I mentioned a number of priority areas for attention, namely
the Middle East, East-West relations, Southern Africa, Central
America and the human rights situation in the world.

Allow me, in the short time available, to restrict my comments
to these main topics.
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The Middle East

The Venice Declaration remains the basis for poliey on the
Middle East. The fundamental principles of a lasting and
comprehensive settlement in the Middle East have already been
stated in previous years, namely Security Council
Resolutions 242.and 338, the right to existence and to security
of all the States in the region, including Israel, justice for
all the peoples in the region, including recognition of the right
of the Palestinian people to self-determination, with all that that
implies, and renunciation of the use of force.

The Twelve still regard the February 1985 Jordanian-Palestinian .
agreement as a possible starting point for a peaceful solution to the
Israeli-Arab conflict. The Twelve has asked me, using these points
of departure, to explore in a round of quiet diplomatic contacts the

possibilities for peace in the Middle East and principally the role
which the Twelve can play in this process.

In the last few months I have had talks with all the parties
concerned (including the PLO) at the highest level, and although
in these discussions practically everyone coculd see that there was
a role for the Twelve to play in stimulating the peace process,
their ideas as to how this might be done differed and were often
opposed to each other. 1In further intensive contacts with the
parties concerned the Twelve should continue to try to persuade .
the parties to join in peace consultations.
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East-West

East-West relations have as is customary been the subject of
discussion at all levels, including your Parliament. Policy has
been successfully co-ordinated in recent months in the CSCE
context in connection with both the experts' meeting on human
contacts in Berne in May and the Conference on Confidence- and
Security-Building measures and Disarmament in Europe. In addition,
a good start was made with the preparations for the CSCE Follow-up
meeting in Vienna in the autumn.

Precisely because the development of East-West relations is
going through a difficult phase in which attempts are being made .
to find out what tangible progress will be possible in the various
East-West fora in the immediate future, the Twelve have a special
responsibility to co-operate with one another in regularly giving
a fresh impetus to the reduction of tension which is so essential

to Eurcpean security.

Southern Africa

Here - as you are aware - the Twelve have been playing a
particularly active role, with the object of fostering the
peaceful transition of South African society to one in which
apartheid in all its forms has become a thing of the past.
May I remind you of the package of positive and negative measures .
(September 1985), the reinforced code of conduct, the tripartite
talks in South Africa (since 1985), the meeting of the front-line
States (February 1986) and the discussions with Mr Botha in
Geneva and all the associated and subsequent statements.
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The Process of peaceful transition is, however, increasingly
running out of time.

Although small sSteps in the right direction have been taken
by the South African Government, they do not go far enough to
meet the justified demands of the plack and coloured sections
of the population. Violence is increasing rapidly day by day-
1t is important for all influential groups inside and outside
south Africa to direct their efforts to calling a halt to the
ever-increasing violence. What is now of paramount importance,
however, is to get a national dialogue started. For this to be
possible the South African Government will need to take &
number of measures, including the unconditional release of Nelson
Mandela and all political prisoners and the lifting of the ban on

certain political parties. 1f important changes are not made the .

Twelve will have to review thelr attitude to South Africa and
more far-reaching measures will have to be considered.

Central America

The efforts of the Twelve have been directed, in both word
and deed, towards bringing peace nearer in Central America, and
reducing tension in the region, firstly by the conclusion of
an agreement on economic and political co-operation, and secondly
by giving as much active support as possible to the Contadora
process. The Twelve have made a number of declarations in support
of the process, most recently on the occasion of the Equipulas
summit meeting. In addition 1 was myself able to speak to all
the parties concerned during my visit to the Ministerial
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Conference in Panama (5 and 6 April 198B6).
proved to be very much appreciated by the countries concerned.

This support has

The Twelve are convinced that the solution must come from

the region itself in the form of an agreement which can be

accepted, implemented and verified by all the countries concerned.
The Twelve continue to pin their hopes on its being possible to
solve the problems still outstanding to enable the Act to be

signed.

Human rights

The human rights situation in the world has - partly as a

result of your resolution on human rights -

received considerable .

attention in European Political Co-operation, both in bilateral

contacts and in the UN and CSCE contexts.

In May a review was forwarded to you of the activities of
the Twelve in the human rights field., Subsequently I was able

to have a confidential exchange of views with your Parliament on

this subject.

This is a good example - and there are
of a fruitful dialogue with your Parliament
European Political Co-operation.

EC'S MOVABLE PRESIDENCY

LEAVES NETHERLAKDS

T h e Hagwue, June 16 - With more relief than regret, the
Netherlands will shortly relinquish the presidency of the European
Community (EC) after a turbulent term of office dominated by deterio-
rating relations with Washington.

Its six-month turn as chairman, secretary and general dogsbody
ends on July 1, when the strange and difficult job of trying to make
12 nations march in step passes to Britain.

By then Dutech officials will have staged roughly 1,000 EC meetings
involving every rank from ministers to junior officials and every
subject from culture to agriculture.

They still face their biggest task next week with the summit of
Community heads of government in The Hague on June 26 and 27, in a
likelihood a stormy affair with South African sanctions and a tran“
clash with the United States topping the agenda.

When they took over in January the Dutch, who rate themselves amon
the most European-minded member nations, were keen to exploit their
spell as chairman to improve Community cohesion and extend the
grouping's influence abroad.

It seemed an ideal moment as a new deal had just been struck
broadening the EC's aims and scope, but six months on it is the
limitations and hazards of the presidency which stand out.

'I think they are relieved to have got through it without
anything serious going wrong', said an EC diplomat. 'That is an
achievement quite a few member countries probably envy',

HiEh Marks for Effort

In those six months the EC has been buffeted by a row which
jeopardised Danish membership, a realignment of its currency grid, a
farm price dispute, guerrilla attacks in Europe, divisions over the
U.S, bombing of Libya, mounting tension about policy om South Africa
and a trade clash with Washington,

Diplomats give the Dutch presidency high marks for effort through
all this, particularly Foreign Minister Hans van den Broek's work in
marshalling common viewpoints on external events, but they see litcle
lasting change.

'In the foreign policy field it has tended to be a reactive
presidency without any significant new agreements, but then events
may have dictated that', a diplomat from a' non-Community country said.

'It hasn't been a bad job, They have fallen short of their own
expectations but those were probably too high to begin with', said
another.

They said the entry of Spain and Portugal had made the job
harder than ever before. 'As chairmen they have had to contend with
two extra viewpoints, and agreement among 12 is obviously more
difficult than among 10', said one.

A measure of this was given when it toock almost four days to
agree a reaction to South African raids on neighbouring states last
month, At one stage a statement was released and withdrawn inside
two hours after some members had second thoughts.

Sternest Test

In theory the job was eased under the treaty agreed during
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Luxembourg's presidency last year, which allowed for some decision
taking by majority vote.

In practice this procedure can only rarely be used and never in
important policy areas where members could veto decisions by citing
vital national interests, so the presidency still has to try to get
all 12 voices in unison.

The Dutch faced their stermest test in this area during the crisis
over relations with Libya, when the United States piled on pressure
for tough reaction to what it saw as Tripoli's backing for terrorism.

In April, the month of the U.S. bombing raid on targets in Libya,
EC foreign ministers met three times in two weeks.

Britain, which already had no diplomatic relatioms with Tripoli,
was pressing for stern action but other member countries, notably
Italy and Greece, WwWere sceptical about the U,5. allegations.

In the end, diplomatic ties with Libya were reduced and Van den
Broek was given much credit for the joint stance.

'He was invaluable in getting an agreement', said a diplomat
who followed the negotiations closely. 'He kept the focus on the is!.!
at hand and left no room for damaging wrangles about the past’'.

The Libyan issue underlined the dominant theme of the presidency -
worsening relations with Washington.

Trade War Threat

In NATO, European countries grew increasingly uneasy about
President Reagan's stance on disarmament negotiations and chemical
weapons, while within the EC there were sharp differences on Libya,
Central America and the Middle East.

To cap it all, they have found themselves heading for a trade
war with the United States over U.S. charges that Spain's entry into’
the EC has cheated American exporters out of a market.

Foreign ministers responded by ordering a study of ways to
harmonise EC and U.S. poliey in the world's trouble spots, but the
issue is certain to loom large at the summit.

Another field where a Dutch chairman made his mark was in farm
prices, where Agriculture: Minister Gerrit Braks pulled a deal out o6
the fire against all the odds.

The agreement was reached in April in Luxembourg after five days
of argument when the Dutch minister overcame West German opposition
to an arrangement designed to start the work of curbing huge
surpluses and controlling farm spending.

Beside such successes, the Dutch presidency also faced criticism.
Progress towards the EC's new target of a free intermal market by
1992 was slow and the presidency incurred a share of the blame.

Diplomats in The Hague, however, underlined the obstacles to
progress in a Community still criss-crossed by trade barriers. 'There
are no overnight solutions', said one, expressing what could well be
the EC motto.

Double Life

The tenacles of the presidency have spread far and wide through
the Dutch government, into the departments of finance, transport,
labour, culture, trade, justice and the interior as well as foreign
affairs and agriculture.

Hundreds of officials have toiled to stage, chair and record the
results of 60 ministerial meetings, 50 gatherings of ambassadors and
about B50 working gBroups of officials.
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The vast majority of these have taken place, not on their
doorstep in The Hague but in Brussels, effectively the EC capital,
while a few have been held in Luxembourg.

Through it all, Duteh civil servants have led a double life as
national as well as Community officials and many will heave a sigh
of relief as the presidential roadshow heads for London.

Also telieved will be the EC embassies which have found themselves
wrestling almost daily with the protocol and minutiae of ministerial
visits - usually occasional events in The Hague,.

"Personally I can't wait for July 1', said one weary diplomat,
contemplating with dismay his national delegation's extensive trans- °*
pert requirements for the summit,

EC SUMMIT TO FOCUS ON ‘

CHERNOBYL AND SURPLUSES

Luxembourg, June 16 - The post-Chernobyl situation and world
agricultural surpluses will be among the main items on the agenda for
the European summit meeting in The Hague next week, Dutch foreign
Affairs State Secretary Wim van Eekelen said here today.

European government leaders will also focus on the European
Community's social and economic problems and removal of internal trade
barriers during their two-day meeting opening on June 26.

South Africa was bound to be the most important political subject
for the summit, particularly as foreign ministers meeting here today
were unlikely to reach agreement on Dutch proposals for limited economic
sanctions against Pretoria, he added.

Britain, the strongest EC opponent of sanctions, was still
studying a report on South Africa published by the Commonwealth's
'Eminent Persons Croup', making the summit the more likely forum for
a decision on sanctions,.

Van Eekelen said the nuclear reactor accident in Chernobyl had
made clear that information and safety procedures in nuclear energy
needed improvement,

Clear Standards

He noted that the European Commission called last week for clear
standards on maximum safe radiation levels and cooperation with
international organisations such as the Vienna-based international
Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA). .

The summit would debate whether Europe should continue to builld
nuclear plants, he said.

The Dutch presidency of the EC was anxious to focus economic
debate on free traffic of capital, the operation of the labour market
and deregulation.

When the Dutch hand over the rotating presidency to Britain on
July 1, they expect 30 decisions will have been made with the aim of
creating a completely free European internal market.

If the EC is to meet its target of a free market by the end of
1992, a further 90 decisions will need to be taken before the end of
this year, he said.

Jacques Delors, chairman of the commission, will travel to The

HEEMSKERK (EU), Monday 9 June 1986- The Twelve are going to study the opportunity and
the possibilities of intensifying dialogue with the United States about a cerfain
number of "regional conflicts,™ so that their possible efforts ajmed at contributing
to peace rulings might be more compTementary. That statement was made by the Dutch
Minister of Foreign Affairs Mr. van den Broek at a press conference at the end of the
informal "@ymnich"-type meetng which took place June 7 and 8 at Chateau Marquette, .
near Heemskerk,
"East-West" relations - uncoded, between Europe and the United States - was one
of the main topics of this “brain-storming session," as Mr. van den Broek character-
ized it, The ministers also examined these relations from the angle of trade conflict
between the Community and the United States; on this subject, the French minister Jean-
Bernard Raimond $tréssed, on speaking ' with the press, the necessity of a firm and
Unitary reaction from the Europeans. As for the differences which appeared between
Europe and the United States after the recent statements from the American adminis-
tration on the United States' intention to no longer keep to the SALT-2 Treaty, Mr.
van den Broek indicated that the Twelve had not spoken of them (but they had the time
to do so at the dinner arid the two lunches during which they met), Nuestioned as
Dutch minister by the RAI, Mr. van den Broek however stressed the 'political 1mﬁnrtance
of respect for ' SALT-2, recognizing that, 1f the USSR systematically violates the
Treaty, it is difficult to ask the United States to remain within its limits. Still
\ with the RAI, the Italian Giulio Andreotti indicated that, at the time of consultations
with the Americans before The Council of NATOD at Halifax, the European Allies showed
that they were for the keeping of the status quo (thus, respect of SALT-2)} we think
and .we continue to think, he said, that the statement, furthermore conditional, by
President Reagan on this subject signifies that the Americans intend to put pressure . ..
con the Soviets so that the Reagan-Gorbatchev Summit takes place and produces concrete
results, According to Mr. Andreotti, the European Summit at the Hague, on June 26 and
27, should also be an occasion to clarify These problems,

The. "regional conflicts™ to which Mr. van den Broek alluded (and on whiqq the
olitical leaders of the Twelve should reflect between naw and the Hague Summit),
evidently are those of the Middle East and Latin America.(on the subject of South
Africa, on the other hand, European and American attitudes are more similar). Regard-
ing the Middle East, Mr. van den Broek noted that no European measure seems to be
opportune in theé short térm, given the compléxity of the situation, On this - °
he spoke of a "certain impasse not easily Ufidone by an initiative by whatever country
or community. One Should not hold 11Tusioné, ¢afd Mr. van den Broek, But try "to
combine moderate forces" which are in favour of a political solution, rather than a
military solution. Peace, in fact, according to Mr, van den Broek, can only be the
fruit of "cooperation and sense of compromise": he went on to specify that by "sense
of compromise™ he did not mean concessions on the fundamental requests of security of
the interested parties, that it was a question of Israel or the Palestinians' legi-
timate rights to self-determination. Mr. van den Broek, who made a report to his
colleaques about his numerous contacts in the Middle East, did not wish to indicate
the assessment he had given of his recent talk with Arfafat. For the rest, Sir
Geoffrey Howe and Mr. Andreotti reported on their recent visits to Israel, and the
Greek minister on the visit by Syrian leader Assad to Athens, During their discus-
sion on the MiddTe East, the ministers also brouaht up the worrying situation of Libya
(it is necessary, said Mr. ANdreotti, to extend a hand to Libya which seems "to have
disappeared from the international agenda just at the moment when its situation
becomes more and more dramatic) and, without explicitly pronouncing themsélves for a

“Marshall Plan," the deterioration of-the economic situation in the region as a whole
and particularly in Eqypt.
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POLITICAL COOPERATION CONT'D

As for Latin America, the Twelve have expressed their willingness to intensify
their support to the democratic forces in certain countries, such as Chile, but they
concentrated their discussion on the situation in Central America (the German minister
Genscher, by the way, was represented by the secretary of state Mr. Ruhfus, having
been defained in Bonn By a cabinet meetinq on the fate of eight Germans held by the
“Contras" and who should have been freed during the weekend). In his press conference,
Mr. van den Broek reiterated the Twelve's full support for the Contadora process: in
théir bilateral contacts with the concerned countries, he said, they will make every
effort to stress the importance of a ruling in the region based on the signature of
a Peace Act. During their discussion, the Twelve emphasized a double need, in order to
arrive at such a ruling: on one hand, that Nicaraqua pursues a really democratic path,
and on the other, that countries that create an obstacle to such a ruling cease to do
so (which, implicitly, means as well the countries of the reqion such as the United
States, by their aid to the "Contras"). The Twelve are pleased, for the rest, by °
efforts aimed at creating a Central American Parliament and have confirmed the impor-
tance that they attach to the next ministerial conference of the Latin American Commu-

.Nity which, after those of San José and Costa Rica in 1984 and Luxembourq in 1985,
should be held in January 1987 in Guatemala,

As for Southern Africa, Mr. van den Broek limited himself to sayinq that the
Twelve are waiting for the conclusions from the Commonwealth Eminent Persons Group,
charged with studying the chances of opening a national dialogue in Soubh Africa in
view of eliminating apartheid, Last January, this group received a six-month task;
in fact, accorting to certain reports, they might feel 6bliged from now on to abandon
their task, given the hardéning of positions on the spot. The Twelve, therefore, .
have not at this stage envisaged adopting economic sanctions vis-a-vis Pretoria, even
1T the Danish FoTketing has voted for a trade embarqo against South Africa, and
pressures to this effect are intensifyina in the,public opinion of certain countries,
such as the Netherlands. In his press conference, Mr., van den Broek added that the
situation hardly encourages optimism and stressed the need for a true national dia-
ln%ue. which will only be possible after the release of Nelson Mandela and the Tegali-
zation of the ANC. Furthermore, he confirmed, without giving any detail, that the
Twelve, 1f the situation does not improve, will have to reconsider the measures Vis g:
vis Pretoria which they had decided on in Luxembourg in September 1985 (including
withdrawal of military attachés, non-participation in sports and cultural évents, and
"positive measures" in favour of the black papulation),

Mr. van den Broek mereover indicated that the Twelve had held discussions on the ..
development of East-West relations, particularly in view of the meeting on the follow
up of the ECSC which will be held in Vienna next November (and the failure of the re-
cent meeting in Berne on interpersonal contacts). The Twelve, said Mr. van den Broek,
ecided to continue to contribute To the process which is an "important vehicle"
in East-West relations on the whole. :

Finally, Mr. van den Broek indicated that he had with his colleaques a first
exchange of views on the preparation of the Hague Summit (on which will lean the
Louncil of Ministers on June 16 Tn Luxembourg), in bBringing up notably: the alignment
of economic policies, the completion of the internal market, People's Europe (must the
summit give a new thrust to this group of initiatives?), the big priorities of the
future (such as financial problems, agricultural structures and structural funds), the
intensification of the fight against drugs (without duplicating the work of other
authorities, and particularly of the Council of Europe) and conclusions to be drawn at
the Community level from the Chernobyl drama. We should point out that this topic is
‘especially relevant to Ireland, which desires the setting up of a corps of Community
inspectors for nuclear safety. -

For the rest, it has been learnt that Greece intends, at the Hague Summit, to
bring up the problem of the break down Tn freco-Turkish relations : the Minister of
Foreign Affairs Mr. Papoulias held talks last week on this subject with all the Greek
ambassadors to countries of the Community,
