In the absence of Nr. Hasluek, I am replying to
your letter of 4th Cctober concerning the appointment by the
United Nations Secretary-General of a Special Hepreseantative to
report on conditions in the Arab territories under military
gecupetion by Brael following the hostilities of June, 1967.

Whstever view one may have of the Security
Gouncil®s resolution 259 (1968) on this subject, the Australian
Government must teke into account that it was, as you point out,
gpproved by the Council. Australis 1s not at present a member of
tha Security Council smd conseguently does not normally participate
in ite proceedings, o that in the circumstances any move to have
the decision modified would hardly seem prasticatle. Developmentsa
girice the pesssge of the resolution have in any case made it appear
improbable that the Secretbory-General will in fact appoint a

Spedial Representative ss envissged by the Security Council, in viedf)

of the feilure of the governments concertned to ggree on the terms con
which they would be prepared to extend their co=-operation in this
matter. This failure to mgree seems to have baen releted to the
issue you have raised asbout the desirability of having a mission to
concern itself with the problems of &ws in Arab countried as well
gs with Arabs in areas occupied by Israsl.

no severeign nation, 4 member of the United Nations, is obliged to implement such

The Jews were perasscuted and kKllled becesse of treditlons and reli-
glous conceptions winich they did not even attempt to impose on others.
Those who survived boilt 8 pew State with United Nations recognition. But .
the new State was forced to defend iteslf alone sgainst congtant attacks.

It is pari of the tragedy of the Jews that they came intc conflict
with the communipgt world, This clash is not due to ideclogy or principles
but hag its bagie in the imperislistic policy of both power groups. The
gocinl pattern on which the Jewish State is baged is in many ways closer
to thet of the Soviet Dnion than to that of America.

Dur redicel youthn dissoclates itself from the grest power pollcy and
hypoerisy of our times, but it often condemns Isreesl. The young do not want
| to be t=ught by the pensration which hse so far borne the responpibllity.
They might have thelr reasons, but they ghould at least learn from our de-
Teat,

When gur people was threatened we sought support and sid wherever we
gould find it. Con we remroach the Iersslis for doing ths: same? Three wars
were forced upong them. Haed they lost one of them, the whole nation would
probably have been wiped out,

Israel’s relations with the Aralb states heve many facets. Tha Arabs?
ewn politiosl and pocial monditions ere difficult. But their treatment of
their Jewlsh minorities has now become so provoostive that 1t is begloning
to regemble Haszi brutality.
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Jews and Muslema in the Middle Eest have besn living together for
centuries, Palestine wes not an Arab country when the State of Iarsel
was esteblished. But it is true that the e¢lash of interests was hightened
in 1948, On ite establishment Isreel hed lesg than 1.5 millich inhabitantn
and even today its pepulation is less than that of Ceiro. Israsl hag never
poped & thrast to the Areb ccuntries but indirectly it hes created the ba-
gis for Areb natlonalism and efforts towerds unification.

The Arab leaders have besn using the Jews a3 Aitler dld: to unite the
people in hatred. And the hetred was created through sgltation. Redlo broad-

" gasts constantly promoted this feeling. I personslly have seen handbooks for

Egyptian soldiers containing pictures and symbols borrowed Trom Hazl Germany.
The Arseb lesders gradeally became cerried away by the sentiments they them-
golves had created,

Hegerdlesa of who is pmllty or nob goiliy, here sre the faszts as they
exist today:

In Egyobt bafore 1950, thers was & Jewish minority of about 75.000 peopls,
Moat of them flad. According te Jewisgh scurces they today nmumber sbout 2.500.
Most of thesm are Eoyptlen eitlzens, the others ere ptatelesess or have other
nitionaiitien, Thessa Jews 1ive in extrame danger, Thay are oot allowed to
leave the country, Thelr pozzessicns ere confiscated, Many ere impriszoned.
Their sitdetion has been deseribed by meny impartial jouwrnalists (New York
Times, Washington Post, London Daily Telegraph, the Scotmman snd others.)
In a8 ganl in Ceiro there are pnow about 200 Jewleh prisoners. There have boan
reperte of barbarian conditions, hunger, maltreatment and sadism, woree in
many ways then in former German concenbrétlion campe.

In Syris there are an estimated 3.500 Jews. They are not allowed to
leave the country, they are not even able to trawvel within it. They hawve .-
been deprived of their pessessions apd the popaibility of living a normal
life. They must carry & mark showing they ere Jews &nd ere constantly sxposed
to apltreatment. The majerity of them live in ghettos in desperate ciroum-
gtences.

In Irag 3000 Jews are gald to have remmined. They cannot emigrate and
they heve been deprived of normal civie righta. They casnot benefit from pub-
lie servieces, usge the telaphons or receive legal sid. Schools and universi-
tlea are closed to them.

Thepe conditions ars known to the UN, the HRed Crosa end to other orga-
nisatione, Many attempls have been made to improve their conditiops. 4 report




from the TH Commipsion, dated 16 May 1068, says: "Information concerning

the Jews 1n Syria is limited. Heliable sourceg say that the Jews there are
subject to tyranny, discrimination snd reatriotions. We &lsc know thet they
cannot leave the eountry and that the majority of them would do s0 if they

were allowed. "

There ars similer reports on gconditions in otber eastarn Arab countrieg.
In Morocco, Algeria and Tunisia the slituation is diffieplt but not so des-
perate.

| Bacretary Gensrsl UThant has trisd repeatedly, end as recently aa this
vear, to intervene. Nothing seems to help. The Red Croszs, which has visited
ipeb prisoners in Isrsel is not permitted to vigit Jewlsh prisoners in the
sountriss 1 mentioned.

The feot that Jews have no human rights in Arab countries iz also evident
from official gtutesents, lsws and regulations issued in the Arab coantrlss.
This i the Tirst bime since Hitler that provocative antisemitic lsgislatifff)
has been passed mnd put into effect. Diseriminstion, impriscnment and maltreat-
ment sre carried out exclusively on the grounds of tradition and religicn.

Arab brosdcasting and televigion daily diffuse propegands asgainat the
Jews which 1s directed not only sgainst the State of Isrsel but also sgainst
eltizens of the country in gusstion. The majority of Jewish families in Areb
countries have besn liwing there Tor generatiscns.

Of course, the countries I have menticned have their own economic and
sorial diffienlties, Their standard of living is low, poverty and destitution
are widespread, When & minority is discriminated sgainst inm such conditions
reactions paturally are worse.

The Areb countries wish to receive, and indeed are receiving, develo
ment 2id. They are therefore interssted thet publie opinion should not be
unfaymirahlis to tham,

When offisial orpens and aid organisations are powerleas to prevent
these bresches of the most elsmentary human rights, public opinion should
resct, Diplomatie representatives =nd the many Arsb stedents in Burcpean
countriss ghould be informed that this is a disgrace to couatries of such
an snoient enlture. They would do their people a ssrvice by raporting home
that such brezches of onltursl and husanitarian stendards will cagse harm
to the Arabe thamselves.

The following is the text of a letter sent by the Presi-
dents Conference to Secretary-General U Thant concerning
the plight of Jews in Egypt, Iraq and Syria, which will
be made public by the Conference within the next few
weeks.

It iE with growing apprehension for the wvery
survival of our remaining brethren in Arab
cointries that I address this appeal to wou in
behalf of the Conference of Presidents of Major
American Jewish Organizacions.

The Conference, whose 22 national constituent
organizations represent the overwhelming majority
of the American Jewish community, has followed
the precarious situation of Jewry in Arab lands
with grave concern, particularly as it reached
alarming proportions following the June 1967
conflagration. ;

It is with a great deal of sorrow that we masat
conclude that the situation confronting this
segment of Jewry has not been allepiated in the
ensuing year and & half, BRather from wvery
reliable sources we must now conclude that the
situation of Jewrv in the lands of EpypL,; Iraqg
and Syria has worsened.

In Egypt where hundreds of Jews still languish

in jail--their families destitute and unprotected-=
the pattern has changed from an ecccasional re-
lease o a virtual standscill in this Iast year.

In fact, in the past several months only a faw
Jews have been allowed to leave Egvpt.

In Iraq, Jews likewise remain subject to imprisonment,
harrassment and persecution. Denied of their civil righcs
and subject to discriminatory legislation {unique in che
post World War 1I era), this pitiful and impoverished
remnant of an historical community are victims of con-
tinuing exploitation as new governmenta--new ministers of
the interior--exact renewed extortioms.

And in Syria, a whole community has been imprisoned:

herded into a ghetto, tagged "Jew," deprived of sustenance,
recourde to relief or hope of emigration, such repressive
and inhumane measures recall a recent chapter in the tragic
history of the Jewish people that today the world bears
witnass to.

December 10, 1966 will mark the 20th Anniversary of Human
Rights Day. We are, of course, aware of the past involvas=
ment of some organs and representatives of the United Ka-
tions,; and of several member nations, in efforts to
alleviate the situation. We know, too, of your personal
role. And we are well aware of the non-cooperation of
these Arab governments. But we cannot believe that the
world can any lenger countenance the manipulation of the
innocent as pelitical paws and hostages--nor can we be=-
lieve that the United Nations can afford to be passive
when basic human rights are at stake.

We appeal to you, Mr. Secretary-General, te renew your
efforts to send & United Nations representative to Egypt,
Iraq and Syria to protect these small Jewish minorities.

We Firmly believe it is incumbent upon the United Mations
as it approaches the 20th Anniversary of its monumental
Declaration of Human Rights wot te let the world community
bear witness again to another tragedy from the darkest
pages of civilization, We urge United Matioms action now!

This matter, as you know, has been on our agenda since the cessation of
the June War. Today the situation of Jewry in these Arab countries
has been deteriorating with no relief in sight.

Therefore, we suggest that your organization likewise address an appeal
to the UN Secretary-General. .

Please keep this office abreast of your activitiea in this comnectiom==—
and be sure to call upon us for conmsultation.

_As you know, I was successful in setting up a meeting with Under Secre-
tary Katzenbach for a conference on BSoviet Jewry. That meeting was
held yesterday afternoon and was attended by Mr. Katzenbach and Assis’ -
ant Secreitary Sisco for the Depariment and Mr. Weinstein, Mr. Bayer,
Babbi Miller and myself.
