November 13 indicates he said possibility of easing naturalization
requirements for residents East Jerusalem is being discussed

at Government level. Post added that Minister of Interior has
authority under nationality law to exempt applicants from any
requirements if there is ''special reason to do so', and noted
that requirements include three years residence, some know-
ledge Hebrew, and waiving prior nationality.

Ministry Interior spokesman is cited by Haaretz November 14 as
denying Kollek statement and adding that Ministry has no difficulty
with citizenship problem as regards East Jerusalem.

Kollek's remarks seem to imply that East Jerusalem residents
may apply fur Israeli citizenship under present Israeli law, Is
this correct? If not, are there any ways East Jerusalem residents
can become Israeli citizens?
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
