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APPEAL TO
THE UNITED NATIONS

THE CONDITIONS under which the
small Jewish minorities in countries of
the Arab world, notably Irag, Syria and
Egypt, at present survive have been a
matter of increasing concern over re-
cent months to all men who value in-
dividual freedom and liberty. Large
numbers of these Jews are the victims
of fear, threat, persecution and oppres-
sion, many have languished in prisons
without any charge having been pre-
ferred against them for the last 19
months, whilst the remainder are sub-
jected to humiliating and degrading
treatment. With economic discrimina-
tion against them abounding and their
emigration to other countries forbid-
den, these pitiful few of the once size-
oble Jewish communities in Arab
countries have become innocent poli-
tical pawns, subject to the whim and
mercy of hostile regimes.

The Universal Declaration of Human
Rights states that ''no one shall be
subjected to torture or to cruel, in-
human or degrading treatment or
punishment”’, and provides that every-
one has the right to leave any country,
including his own,

We the undersigned, citizens of the
Commonwealth of Australia, appeal to
you and the United Nations, expressing
the conscience of humanity, to toke
every possible step to alleviate the
plight of these Jews and to urge the
Arab Governments concerned, in accor-
dance with the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, to cease their op-
pressive’ activities and to open their
doors to permit the emigration of their
Jewish residents to those countries
whose Governments have declared their
willingness to admit and absorb them.

Moslems arriving in the West this wesk from Iraq give as their view

that the whole process of registering Jaws, and changing the laws, was
essentially an Iraqi propaganda gambit, but that the authorities have

no inteation of letting the Jews emigrate. At the sare time, the latest
registration figure we hear about is ovar 2,000.

Considarable fear is expresssd for Albert Y¥ounou and for the son of the
Chinf Rabbi, Shaul Halham Sasson. You will reowowber such fears warae
first expressed some months ago, and their revival now has an ominous
ring about it. *

In Syria the situatiocn seems to have worsenad seriously in recent weeks,
gecording to fragmantary repocts. These have it that:

- Arab refugees from the Golan Hedights have now been moved into
the Jewish quarter of Damascus;

- That the Jews of Kamichlie again are suffering spscial discrimi-
nation, being unable to work or go out of their houses.

- And even that a Jewish cemstery has been plowad over.

We doubt this last item, but are seeking to check out thesé new reports
about Syria in their totality and will keep you informad.

After our meeting in thg Consulate where we discussed the persecution
of Jews in Arab lands, and other subjects, I spoke to your public re-
lations representative, Mr. Orgel.

The problem he saw was not so much a shortage of news being produced
in Israel, as the failure of the news services to pick up and use most
of the news stories presented to them.

To bring the dire condition of the Jews in the Arab lands before the
public's eyes here in America, 1 propose that a trial be held in which

the Governments of Egypt, Syria and Irag would be the defendants.

The accusation or "indictment" could be brought by an American Jewish
organization. The judges should bes Americans of primarily Christian .
backgrounds. '

The Government of Israel would not be a participant in the proceeding
except that its cooperation would be needed in supplying witnesses, to
wit: refugees from the aforesaid countries in Israel and also refugeess
in the Western European countries of whom Israel has knowledge.

This country is very "trial" conscious and a trial of this sort would
gather a huge amount of attention throughout the United States, and
perhaps throughout the world.

Mr. Orgel indicated that there was some American Jewish organization
here in New York that is specifically concerned with the status of
the Jews in Egypt, Syria and Iraqg, although I could not find same in
the telephone book. If your Minister of Information in Washington is

Such a Crimes Against Humanity Trial here in New York would be
handled by Americans of Jewish and Christian extraction and would
not involve the government of Israel as a participant.

All that I requested from your government was the production of the
necessary witnesses to the facts stated in the numersus pamphlets
put out by your Information Service and in the charges made by your
government before the United Nations.

You no doubt recall the trial of the German leaders after World

War 1I, where the horrors of the concentration camps were exposed.
If the concentration camp horrors were merely written about with-
out any trial, they would have recsived th= same ¢refence and limit-
ed publicity that the efiforts of your government receive in attemnt-
ing to help the Jews in the Arab states.

I would like, first of all, to apologize for having been unable to send an
earlier reply to your letter of 16 May about the Jewish communities in Arab lands.
I was very glad to get it, and I cabled Ambassador Kidron to convey the gist of
my answer to you. It is, however, only now that I am in a position to give it in
full detafl.

We very much appreciate your invaluable contribution to the solving of
this tragic problem and the constructive help that you extend to us in our endeavours
to rescue these persecuted Jewries, so I am alwaye happy Lo have an opportunity
to exchange thoughts with you either in person or in writing.

it is our deep concern for the plight of Jews in Iraqg and Syria that compels
us to speak out again and draw the attention of public opinion in Israel and throughout
the world to the gravity of their situation. In spite of rumours that are now being
circulated, and of which you are well aware, there has not so far been official
or substantive indication that Jews are going to be allowed to leave Iraq. Even if
they are eventually allowed to, I think that our action may still be helpful in

encouraging those responsible Iragis who would be inclined to favour the departure
of the Jews.

In Syria, things are no better.

RA:= for Egypt, T do not believe that the departure of Jews, particularly
those who are in Al-Toura prison, would go on smoothly, without more pressure,
direct or indirect, built up on the Egyptians. There are indications that the
Egyptians have not given up the idea of treating the rest of the Jews as hostages
and this should be taken into account when we consider our future activities. By
no means should we consider, at this stage, the problem of the Jews in Egypt
as satisfactorily settled.

We intend to organize a public meeting, in which the Prime Minister or
her Deputy will raise the question of Jews in Arab States. The allusions to Egypt,
if any, will depend on the situation prevailing there at the time. We will certainly
not mention the departure of Jews from Egypt, or express our thanks, or anything
like that. Moreover, we have taken measures to avoid any publicity in Israel
econcerning the news of the emigration from Egypt, and we intend to keep it that
way.

We are convinced that a new drive to arouse public opinion on behalf of
the Jews living in Arab lands Is imperative, and it seems to us self-evident that
the first steps must be taken in Israel itself.

I am writing to you concerning a letter
addressed to the Minisier for External Affairs on 5
February prior to his appointment as Governor-General,
The letter, a copy of which I attach, was written by
Mr. Goldstein on behalf of the Executive Council of
Australian Jewry and expressed concern for people of the
Jewish faith in Arab Countries. I should be grateful if
you would pass on the following reply from me to the Council
which I would ask should remain confidential in view of the
delicacy of the matter,

As you know the Australian Govermment shares the
concern of the Council that Jewish minorities should not be
subject to persecution wherever they may be and will lend its
support to any necessary efforts to relieve their difficulties,
It was in this spirit that I wrote to the Secretary-General
of the United Nations in February 1969 expressing the deep
concern of the Australian Government at the trials and mass
executions of those persoms, including Jews accused of
espionage, The Council may be assured that the Government
will remain semsitive to any measures taken against Jewish
people which infringe human rights or offend human dignity.

The Australian Government is al present pursuing
efforts to assist the Jewish commmnity in Iraq. In particular
its Australian representatives have been instructed to maintain
a close liaison with a number of international agencies on
this matter, undamental and immediate objective is to
make endeavours to secure & relaxation of the Iragi Government's
policy of refusing exit visas to members of the Jewish
commnity. It is desirable to this end that we avoid highly
publicaized efforts which might be counter—productive, as it
is important that efforts to alleviate the suffering of the
Jewish community do not have the opposite effect of complicating






their lives further, At the same time as efforts are being
made internationally the Government hag alerted its
Immigration authorities so that preparations can be made

to receive migrant members of the Jewish community in the
event of a change of Iragi Govermment policy on exit wvisas.,

The Council may also be interested to know that the
Australian Govermnment has asked that the British Embassy
facilitate the processing of migrant applications and to

have ,EH_EMEL'I a migration officer to render
assisftance for this purpose,

The Preaident of the Australian Red Cross Society, Sir Geoffrey Newman
Morris having returned from abroad had a conference with Mr, Walter Lippmann
and myself in the presence of Mr, L, Stubbings, Secretary General of the
Australian Red Cross Society on Thursday last.
based
1 send you the following summary of the confarencefou our
memories since no note was taken,

Sir Geoffrey referred to the sulmission by the E.C.A.J. and request
made by the previous deputation seeking the help of the International Red
Cross to ameliorate the plight of Jews in Arab countries, particularly Egypt,
Syria and Iraq.

During his recent visit to Geneva, Sir Geoffrey had opportunities to
discuss these matters in detail with the appropriate officers of the
International Red Croas Society, They are familiar with the problem,
sympathetic to the need to do what can be done to help, and anxious to he
as helpful as circumstances will permit them to be.

Dealing specifically with the position of the Jews in the Countries
referred to, Sir Geoffrey stressed that the information had to be treated
with the utmost discretion, He had specifically asked not to make
his report in writing and had consequently been anxious to arrange this
meeting so that he could impart to us such information as he was able to
obtain, He was assured that the information would be treated with

| discretion by us and, in particular, that no press releases or leaks
| would be made by us.

Egypt: In regard to Egypt, Sir Geoffrey informed us that over 200 Jews

were interned since the 6-DayWar. Approximately half of them had been

released as a result of Red Cross representation since then and towards the

end of April five of these released internees had been allowed to leave Egypt
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arrived in Paris, Two of these were those in respect of whom the Federation
of Australian Jewish Welfare Societies had made representations and who
would be migrating to Australies to join relatives here.

In general, it appeared that the position of Jews in Egypt now was
better than in most other Arab Countries, although there was a gemeral
prohibition for Jews to leave Egypt for fear that Israel's manpower might
benefit from such releases,

The Red Cross is able to arrange for food and clothing as well as
limited finencial assistance to be made available to Jews in Egypt
ans was co—operating in this matter with the American Joint Distribution

Committee which is co—ordinating Jewish efforts in this regard. .

Syria: In Syria, the position was similar to that of Bgypt and
the general prohibition regarding emigration also applied. In view of
recent signs of some slight relaxation in the Egyptian treatment of Jews,
the Red Cross was trying to induce the Syrians to follow guit, There
was some hope, but as yet no evidence that this might happen.

Iraq: The position in respect of Iragq was worst. The Chairman
of the Red Crescent Society there - the counterpart of the Red Cross -
was slso Minister for Health and, in view of this link with the Government,
the Red Cross was somewhat handicapped in dealing with the matter.

A delegation from Geneva was practically ignored and unable to establish
contacts with the Jewish community, The Iragqi Government regards the
question of Jews in Irag as a purely internal matter and, as Irag was
not involved in the 1967 war, the position of the Red Cross Society was
weak in requesting any form of status in regard to the international
community., However, the international reaction to the hanging appeared
to have resulted in the Government refraining from further specifiec

diseriminatory measures against the Jews, In regard to the relatives .

of those hanged it was also impossible to obtain detailed information,

as the Iragqi govermment took the view that they dealt with by the

courts and the processes of law and that therefore no special circumstances
arise which would entitle the International Red Cross to intervene,

Lebanon: In respect to Lebanon, Sir Geoffrey was of the opinion
that the Government was trying to emsure that no discrimination would be
practised against the Jews and that therefore no special problem exists
in regard to the Jews of that country,

In general, Sir Geoffrey assured the delegation that the International
Red Cross would remain conscious of the problem of Jewe in Arab countries
and do what could be done to ameliorate their lot, He guoted with
approbation & press release just to hand from Geneva adviging full co-
operation by Ieraeli authorities in Red Cross efforts in respect of Arab
prisoners, internees and refugees,

In conclusion, Sir Geoffrey mentiones that he and Mr., Stubbings
would be attending a Red Cross Conference in Istanbul at the end of

ingﬂsthaptemher_ This might offer an opportunity for them to establish







personal contact with representatives of Arab Red Ernsafhed Crescent
Societies and they would be pleased to use these for further enquiries

and effort of the A i Mr. Lippmann
¥ill maintain contact with Mr, Stubbings in this metter and if

specific matiers arise for them to take up on this occasion, Sir Geoffrey
indicated his readiness to do so,

In the course of the interview, Sir Geoffrey also indicated that
representations similar to those of the E.C,A.J. had also been made by
the Australian Division of the M.D.A,

I thanked Sir Geoffrey for his personal interest and efforts and
indicated that if there were further matters to be brought to the notice
of the International Red Cross he might be in touch with him again,

The reason for the interview being treated as confidential is
that publicity to the faet that Sir Geoffrey was reporting to us and
the distorted interpretation that might be made of that might handicap
the Red Cross and tend to frustrate our objectives,

The Report may of course be read to the Committee of Management
but should not be referred to in the Minutes except perhaps in some
indirect way.

"Jews in Arab Countries'

A meeting was held on May 5 to utilize the presence of Mr, Haron
Baron, Deputy Secretary General of the Israel Foreign Ministry, who °
was in the United States for a brief visit.

Present were Hyman Bookbinder, Bert Gold, Jerry Goodman, Richard
Maass, Simon Segal, Gerard Weinstock and Mort Yarmon. The Israelis
-included Consul David Ariel, (N.Y.), and Mssrs. Asher Naim (Israel
Embassy) and Baron. Fiba = '

Baron reported on the overall situation. He noted that the UN High .
Commissioner for Refugees believed the situation in Egypt was good,
in the sense that departure had been permitted for the Prisoners from
Les Barrages. It is expected that they will all be in France by the
end of this week (as of the meeting 125 had actually arrived,
virtually the entire group). He was hopeful that families would
also move, but target date was up in the air, The movements began, \
in his view, when the Egyptians realized that I8Yael could not
‘bargain these Jews for a captured Egyptian pilot from an important
fam Iy.” (The family ties must have been significant since Cairo
rarely intervened on behalf of captured individuals.) The Red Cross
and others let it be known that any exchange of this kind would have
- violated all international practices; the Israelis had their own |
reasons for remaining opposed. - ——-

Baron believed that outside pressure helped the release of those
Jews with non-Egyptian passports.

1. Statement by Professor Cassin - Professor Cassin has already made his
statement with regard to Jews in Arab countries, at the Human Rights meating
in Geneva. The Alliance people with whom we discussed this do not foresee
any other public statemsnts by him. Enclosed please find the official UN
summary of the interventions by Professor Cassin in Genzva in the context of
the Human Rights discussion. You will also wish to mote the reaction to
this by Arab state delegates. More findamentally, we doubt whether publie
Statements by Professor Cassin or any other Jewish or Western source will
/ ©  be of any use or ifmpact at this particular time.

2. Approach to Boumedienne - All persons with whom we have discussed this
~ suggestion feel that it is completely unrealistic and unfeasible., We none-

the less will check it out with knowledgeable officials of the French govern-
gent to get their reaction: If by any chance they think there is the least

- hope to it, we shall seek French intervention with Mr. Boumedienne to have
him speak to the Iraqis. We ourselves do not see Mr. Boumadienne doing this,
The French are having their own difficulties with Algeria, and probably will
not want to add to their own troubles by bringing up such an improbable sug-
gestion in their dealings with Algeria,

3. Spanish and French Intervention - We are rather surprised at the variety .
of suggestions intended to bring about French or Spanish intervention. The
French already have intervened on behalf of Jews in Iraq and Egypt on several
occasions in the past few months, as we have reported. The Spanish record of
intervention is most meritorfous, Nor should ore overlook the Italian contri-

| bution. At this stage the matter is not one of trying to persuade these go-
vernments to intervens hit to sugzest kinds of intervention which might be more
gsuccessful, hopafully, than those of the past..

| 4. Iraq - Thus, for example, in Iraq the most urgent problem at the morent is
s to try to arrange for welfare aid to be sent in. And here tha fundamental

‘-\ifﬂl‘l
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difficulty is, by whom shall the aid be sent in? You must realise that
anyone receiving funds in Iraq today from any Jewish organization or from
certain Western sources is most liable to be accused of being a foreign

agent. The funds must be sent in legally,.so a source will have to be made

known to the Iraqi government.

Money is available and, confidentially, a Western government has been
found which is ready to bring funds in --- but we are fearful that to
use this Western government will expose the recipient to grava danger.
Again confidentially, the JDC and Hias mat yesterday with the Red Cross
in Gemeva to try to have that erganization send the funds to the Jewish
community through the Red Crescent in Iraq. But the Red Cross made the
point that it could not send in funds for Jews alone; and asked whether
funds could be made available to g0 to Arabs as well. Bven if one would
be willing to use Jewish funds in this way, there is the further diffi-
culty that there simply is no Moslem equivalent in Iraq to do-:the kind
of welfare assistance that would parallel aid to Jews.

We were in contact with the World Council of Churches on this matter.
They do not see any way, at present, of bringing in aid to the Jews of
Irag. Nor, they said, do they have any ideas about trying to get the
Iraqi governmant to .allow Jewish emigration. Though the WCC representa-
tive with whom we spoke said he would investigate further, including
contacts with Iraqi in Genasva, we frankly do not expect any result here,
The Wcc, incidentally, has been having its own troubles in Iraq, a Pro-
testant church in Basra having been cited by the Iraqis as a base of
operations in the alleged anti-Iraq plots,

(Dr. Bugene Carson Blake of the WCC did not visit Irag on his recent
mid-Bast trip. He did, however, bring up the question of the Jewish
minorities in Arab countries in his meeting with Nasser, and was told
that Jews in all Arab countries were free to leave!)

5. Approach to Russia and Bulgaria - We have suggested an approach to
Russia on several occasions but, as you know, this always has been re-
Jected after AJC discussion with State Department officfals. Is there
any reason to think this view now has changed? Mr. Goldberg, while in
Buropz, told us that the reason for this State view is that they do not
want to see Russia gaining influence or becoming more of an arbiter in
Middle East affairs.

What kind of canélusions, then, can ones draw about action at present in-
sofar as Jews in Arab countries are concerned?

First, re public statemsnts - We think these should be held up at
present, while a way {s baing sought to get funds into Iragq. After all,
this will have to be donaz with the consent of the governmant; chances are
most slim anyway; and we feel they will be absolutely nil if Iraq is at-
tacked at the same time ope is asking entry of funds for Jews. 1In Egypt,
too, we are in a position where tha Egyptians tell our friends that the
kold-up of movemant is temporary, but that they need a period of tran-
quility to parmit movemant; plus, as reported, the releasa of the Egyptian
pilot shot down by the Israelis. Of course, we have no faith in the Egyp-
tian statemants, But, again, for the nonce, it is hard to see how any
public attacks can help.
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Second, as regards the nature of intervention - Much of our time and
effort to date has been devoted to trying to get soms representative into
Iraq both to report on the situation of the Jews there, and to try and per-
suade the government to act, It is the view of the High Commissioner for
Refugees and of the Red Cross, as reported to you, that ratherthan having
people go in to make representations to the Iraqi govermment, or having
various ambassadors intervene in those countries, a different tactic be
used. Namely, that we get a number of govermments to call in the Iraqi
ambassadors to their countries to have gensral discussions on the Middle
East in which the problem of the Jewish minorities would be brought up as
damaging to the Arab cause. Perhaps we should now put more emphasis on
this kind of approzch for a while.

Thir Third, as regards approaches to Arab countries to Intervens with
Iraq, Egypt, etc., as recommended for Boumedienne - OQur view is that this
would have more chance of succeeding if one goes to Arab countries on whom
the U.5. has soma influence or leverags, What are the possibilities of
getting Saudi Arabia, Libya or Kuweit to approach Iraq and Egypt, to tell
them to get rid of this issue? The United States government has influence : ‘
with all three countries; whereas we have nobody with leverage on Boumadiennc.
And the Saudi and Kuweit governmants already have shown that they are among
the few states that have some influence with the Iraq government.

Fourth, the approach to the Israelis for exchange purposes - We believe
this is a matter that should be thought through with great care, because of
the implications involved. By accepting the principle of such exchange we
are implicitly accepting two reciprocal concepts: That Jews who live in
countries outside of Israel can be held by their governments as hostage for
Israel's behaviour or to bring pressure on Israel; that Israel ought to
make spacial concessions on behalf of these Jews in other lands. We have
reason to believe that the Israeli view is that the problem of prisoners of
war or of ccher prisoners taken by them should be kept separate from the pro-
blem of release of the Jews in Egypt, Syria and Iraq. We here also think
the exchange principle a dangerous one, but certainly it can be discussed’
with the Israelis; and perhaps applied in special cases.

Thus, for instance, we would hopa that the Israelis will find some way to
release the Egyptian pilot they have captured, so long as they can do it

in the form of a regular war-priscner exchange or other pretext, to help

make possible the release of the Jews in jail in Egypt.

Fifth, parsonal approachas such as that by Dr. Haddad - We should be .
most interaested in hearing of "the results of such efforts and have been on
the look-out for such people oursalves, Thus, soma time ago, we wrote
Walter Zand(memo dated February 27, copy to FAD) about a possihle Syrian |
contact in the United States. Could you check into this with himl Gene-
rally, however, the fear elemant predominates among persons wa have talked
to, and they fear for the consequences of such approaches in Iraq or Syria.

You must realise that
anyone recelving funds in Iraq today from any Jewish organization or from
certain Western sources is most 1iable to ba accused of being a foreign
agent. The funds must be sent in legally,.s0 a source will have to be made
known to the Iraqi government.

Money is available and, confidentially, a Western government has been
found which is ready to bring funds in --- but we are fearful that to
use this Western government will exposz the recipient to grave danger.
Agaiﬁ confidentially, the JDC and Hias mat yesterday with the Red Cross
in Geneva to try to have that organization send the funds to the Jewish
community through the Red Crescent in Iraq. But the Red Cross made the
point that it could not send in funds for Jews alone; and asked whether
funds could be made available to g0 to Arabs as well., Even if one would
be willing to use Jewish funds in this way, there is the further diffi-
culty that there simply is no Moslenm equivalent in Iraq to do-the kind
of welfare assistance that would parallel aid to Jews,

We were in contact with the World Council of Churches on this matter,
They do not see any way, at present, of bringing in aid to the Jews of
Iraq. WNor, they said, do they have any ideas about trying to get the
Iraql governmant to .allow Jewish emigration. Though the WCe representa-
tive with whom we spoke said he would investigate further, including
contacts with Iraqi in Geneva, we frankly do not expect any result here,
The WcC, incidentally, has been having its own troubles in Iraq, a Pro-
testant church in Basra having been cited by the Iraqis as a base of
operations in the alleged anti-Irag plots,

(Dr. Eugene Carson Blake of the Wee did not wvisit Irag on his recent

mid-East trip. He did, however, bring up the question of the Jewish

minorities in Arab countries in his meeting with Nasser, and was told
that Jews in all Arab countries were free to leave!)

5. Approach to Russia and Bulgaria - We have suggested an approach to
Russia on several occasions but, as you know, this always has been re-
jected after AJC discussion wiEh_ﬂ;ggg_%gp;;gggg&ﬂpfficials. Is there
any reason to think this view now has changed? Mr, Goldberg, while in
Buropz, told us that the reason for this State view is that they do not

want to see Russia gaining influsnce or becoming more of an arbiter in
k Middle East affairse,

What kind of cunélusiuns, then, can one draw about action at present in-
sofar as Jews in Arab countries are concernad?

First, re public Statements - We think these should be held up at
pPresent, while a way is being sought to get funds into Iraq. After all,
this will have to be dona with the consent of the governmant; chances are
most slim anyway; and we feel they will be absolutely nil if Iraq is at-
tacked at the same time one is asking entry of funds for Jews. In Egypt,
too, we are in a position where the Egyptians tell our friends that the
hold-up of movemant {is temporary, but that they need a period of tran-
quility to parmit movemant; plus, as reported, the release of the Egyptian
Pilot shot down by the Israslis. Of course, we have no faith in the Egyp-
tian statements, But, again, for the nonce, it is hard to see how any
public attacks ean help. '
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Second, as recards the nature of intervention - Much of our tims and
effort to date has been devoted to trying to get soma representative into
Iraq both to report on the situation of the Jews there, and to try and per-
suade the government to act. It is the view of the High Commissioner for
Refugees and of the Red Cross, as reported to you, that rather than having
people go in to make representations to the Iraqi government, or having
various ambassadors intervens in those countries, a different tactic be
used. WNamely, that we get a number of guuernmnnta to call in the Iraqi
ambassadors to their countries to have gensral discussions on the Middle
Bast in which the problem of the Jewish minorities would be brought up as
damaging to the Arab cause. Perhaps we should now put more emphasis on
this kind of approach for a while.

I2ir Third, as regards approaches to Arab countries to Intervens with
1raq, BEeypt, etc., 25 recommendad for Boumedienne - Qur wview is that this
would have more chance of succeeding if one goes to Arab countries on whom
the U.S, has somz influence or leverage. What are the possibilities of

getting Saudi Arabia, Libya or Kuweit to approach Iraq and Egypt, to tell .
them to get rid ot thl Issue? The United States government has influence

with all three countries; whereas we have nobody with leverage on Boumedienne.
And the Saudi and Kuweit governmants already have shown that they are among
the few states that have some influence with the Iraq government,

Fourth, the approach to the Israelis for exchange purposes - We believe
this is a matter that should be thought through with great care, because of
the implications involved. By accepting the principle of such exchange we
are implicitly accepting two reciprocal concepts: That Jews who live in
countries outside of Israel can be held by their governments as hostage for
Israel's behaviour or to bring pressure on lsrael; that Israel ought to
make spzcial concessions on behalf of these Jews in other lands. We have
reason to believe that the Israeli wview is that the problem of prisomers of
war or of cther prisoners taken by them should be kept separate from the pro-
blem of release of the Jews in Egypt, Syria and Iraq. We here also think
the exchange principle a dangerous ons2, but certainly it can be discussed’
with the Israelis; and pzrhaps applied in special cases.

Thus, for imstance, we wnuld hopa that the Israelis will find some way to
release the Egyptian pilot they have captured, so long as they can do it

in the form of a regular war-prisoner exchange or other pretext, to help

make possible the release of the Jews in jail in Egypt.

Fifth, personal approaches such as that by Dr, Haddad - We should be
most interested in hearing of "the results of such efforts and have been on
the look-out for such paople ourselves. Thus, some time ago, we wrote
Walter Zand(mamo dated February 27, copy to FAD) about a possible Syrian
contact in the United States. Could you check inte this with him] CGene-
rally, however, the fear elemant predominates among persons we have talked
to, and they fear for the consequences of such approaches in Iraq or Syria.

accordance with the Egyptian emigration policy which combats over-
population', He did not elaborate,

Dr. Eugene Carson Blake, the secretary-general of the Werld
Council, who has just returned from a tour of the Arab countries and
Israel, told a press luncheon yesterday that the Great Powers were

out to protect their own interests in the Middle East and this explained .

why each party to the conflict was fearful of an imposed solution,

Jerusalem, he said, was an intractable problem in time of war
or of peace. But the walls were down and one could walk around.

'This is an Improvement'. Internationalisation of the Holy places
was impossible because of problems of sovereignty but, he suggested,
an inter faith committee might do much,"

I contacted Mr, King, the Head of the World Council of Churches in Geneva,
to ascertain if he had any further information on the statement made by

Mr. Blake. He mentioned that their . R. man, Mr. Falker, had travelled
with Mr. Blake and was no doubt present at all of his meetings.

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I spoke to Mr. Frlker, who gaid that during Mr. Blake's trip to
Egypt, one of his mectings was with the Minister Plenipotentiary,

ir. Abzell Azls Gamel, who heads up a new Department of Emigration.
During their discussion, which revolved around the purpose of that
Department, Mr, Gamel stated that, because of over-population in
Egypt, his Department had been established, Mr. Blake posed the
question if Jews and other minority groups would be permitted to leave,
and Mr., Gamel replied yes.

Mr. Falker stated that he was not ceriain whether the Department had a
legislative backing or if it was established ad hoe in order to do gomething
about over -population. He also pointed out that the meeting had been set
up by Bishop Samuel, Head of the Coptic Church.

I was not able to get a direct answer as to why Mr, Blake saw fit to
make such statement here in Geneva. I pointed out that we had been
warned constantly of secrecy in connection with the possibility of
Jewish prisoners leaving Egypt. Mr. King, on the other band, did not
seern to think it strange as the Minister did not warn Mr, Blake that
the information was confidential. Xe brought up the fact that their
representative in Athens, Mr. Bell, worked very closely with us.

Mr. King mentioned that Mr, Bell would be going to Egypt in the near

future and would be in touch with the United HIAS Service on his return
to report what he could find out.

Important in all of this is the fact that, although Mr, Blake returned from
Egypt and the Middle East during the weelk of i6th March, the meeting in
Cairo with the Department of Emigration took place on 2nd March.

The stoppage of the prisoner program ex-Egypt took place on 12th March,
We can only assume that the discussion was held during the period when
permission was still valid for movement of prisoners, 80 the information
given to Mr. Blake coincided with the liberalization which wer were told

about on 26th February.

¥r. Jamienon had montioned $hat the Ygyptians were aware of the
AIDC's part in providing funds for the indigent through the Red
Crescent Society in Cairo. Y¥re Dodpeard wan certain that the .
Feyptians did not know sbout cur involvement and he ocould net under-
stand why Mr. Jemieson had brought this up.

Yo anked Mr. Bolseard what his interpretation was of the Jligh

of time he would need to type the lint, llovever, if it was im=
portent for the people to register with the High Commimsioner, he
paw no reascn why it ghould not be carried out. e im certain,
however, that the sauthoritlion know nll of the Jews, althoush they
might not know all of those who wish to emipgrato.

this by pointing out that all tho Jewn are on a blacklist end that

when ¢ne doos make application for emigration, the list is consulted.

%o ackod Mre Poissard what was his opinion as to the reacon why
the Igyptian Government had decided in February to allow the Jews
to leave, Irs Dodssard explained that at the time of the
hangings in DPaghdad, there was a conference of polidarity with the
Arab cause taking place in Cairo. Tho delogntes were a mixed bag
of Foolemsy Churoh poople, Cummmists, intelleotuals, ineluding
12 or 15 Jown. In the gruup van a Professor Lietman of lelgium,
Imnediately on hearing of the hangings in Iashdad, Profe Nieboan

oalled on the chairman of the conference, incidentally a close friend

of Taseer, end very forcefully arpued againet the validity of the
eonference when, "if I had boon in Daghdad as a Jew, I would pro=
bably have Yheon hanged an woll". In addition to Prof. Liebman
thore wore many other participants at the eonforence who made known
thelr indignation as to the hangings in no uncertain terma, to the
conferenoe, the suthoritien and the press, althoush nothing wae
printed. It van I're Doiesard's opinion that the preossures put

en by the delepntes at the conference, the fact that Arad propesanda
had failed so mimerably, and the fact that Nasoer poos only problems
with hin Jows, were responsible for the stop taken in February to
atart the exodus.

Te arked lr, Doissard what waa the purpose of the £50 that had
boen roquested by the commnity and the ligh Commissiuner for the
5U0 pecple who would eventually be emigrating. (™e 50U consist
of 125 prisoners who were releanod and their fnnily mombors).

the High Commipsioner'e YIfice in Cairo attempted to do & check on
some of the people ma t0 what they did with the monoy. liowever,
they found 1t would be tou difficult to go inte the souk to cheok
purchagen, and the 4igh Commisoioner's YIfice dropped that 1ine.
