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MR, LINOWITZ: Can you elaborate on what you just said?

DR, BURG: I speak of three things. Firstly, the method,
how to do it; delegations, subcommittees, technical committees,
etc. Secondly, I speak of the issues themselves. And, thirdly,
I speak of the dimension of time. Sadat said that before the US
elections he does not see a velue in the talks. For the man in
the street, it seems t0 bhe that for a politican to be elected, a
man must do good things.

Prime Minister

Begin's letter is '"Suaviter in Modo Fortiter" or in English "Sweet in its

style, but strong in its content."

We live in Jerusalem; President Sadat does not live in Jerusaleémwm, The

point had to be made. Had I written the letter, it would also have been a

strong letter.
Let me tell you about my telephone conversation with Linowitz on

Friday. 1 told the Prime Minister that T wanted to call, firstly, to

comment on the junk in "Time, Tnc." 1t was a vomplete concection. Secondly,

I wanted to mention to Linowitz the caricature which appeared in Al Gumhurias

We are a nation of vietims of the Nazis. It was something disgraceful. Thirdly,

I asked Linowitz about his travel plans.

Kubersky has a theory which T accept. 10 in an active way nothing

takes place, this in itsclf will have a momentum of its own., Do you

understand what T mean?

AMBASSADOR LEONARD: We understand.

DR. BURG: I also understand Linowitz' predicament. 1f he comes, he

can't afford to come away with empty hands. I told him that we could see

how things develop after receiving Sadat's reply to Prime Minister Begin.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: We believe there will be no answer until after the

weekend, Ambassador Atherton talked to Ghali and I don't believe we will get

the reply until next Sunday or Monday at the earliest,

DR. BURG: Let's think where we are. T belong to those who believe




that the Memorandum of Agrecment seems acceptable. It is important for you,
as well, to get past November, if you understand what I mean. Let us see
Whﬂf'WE can do, what the target is. You have an unruly time ahead of you in the
United States until November. The Memorandum of Agreement is possible,
We shuﬁid work at it. 1If this work is unfeasible at present at the minis-
terial level, then it should be on a Kubersky /Leonard level. This could be
a fine mortgage on final success. The negotiations could be bilateral or
trilateral, They could take place here or there or nutéide the countries
concerned. The level and method can vary. We owe it to ourselves. When I
say "we," 1 mean all three of us, and 1 include the Egyptians even though
their interest isn't as urgent today as it was. The reason why, I don't know,
But we owe it to our common past, and by "past" I refer to the past twenty
months. If this could Le acceptahle to the Egyptians, and 1 believe that
it could, then this could be the outcome of a Linowitz visit to the region,
Tf not, if two armies march in oppnsite directions, then after one day there
are two days distance between them, T4 not, it the door is closed, I am
jobless. but I am not wnemployed. !inowitz s.id I should understand that he
couldn't come if the Prime Minister's officc is moved.

MR. KUBERSKY: If Linowit: postponcs his visit without giving a
date for a future visit., there may be a misunderstanding in this country., It
would seem as if the United States and the Egyptians were cooperating in
stopping the talks.

DR. BURG: Cullusion.

MR. KUBERSKY: A date was f(ixed for bilaterial and trilateral talks.

i




If Linowitz doesn't come because the Egyptians postpone one meeting, it will

be interpreted that the United States has two languages with which it speaks
to Israel, 1 recall that the State Department announced, even before

the Egyptians, that the talks might be stopped.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: That was not said. There was an expression

of concern, You and your press have taken it and twisted it as if

we wanted a postponement. You must be careful about this.

MR. KUBERSKY: This was said by a spokesman of the 5S5tate Depart-
ment.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: It was in answer to a gquestion.

MR.. KUBERSKY: It is different if it is said publicly or privately.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: Thers was no announcement. You misinterpret
what we do.

MR, KUBERSKY: It cnhtrihutcd to what happened.

AMBASSADOR LEWLIS: You are looking for an excuse,

MR. KUBERSKY: This is not the first time that this has been said.
Our Ambassadur in Washington, Tvron, told Linowitz that it was a mistake
to say those things publig¢ly. This creates psycholegical pressures. Such
comments should have been made privately in the appropriate way., 1 feel in
this atmosphere if Linowitz doeés not come, it will not contribute to the process.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: What happens if Linowitz comes and doesn't
succeed.

MR. KUBERSKY: We can't guarantee success. We can only try. If

there is no new date fixed for Linowitz' visit, then a vacuum will he created.
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AMBASSADOR LEWIS: We aren't the only actors in this show.
DR, BURG: This discussion is not necessary right now. We took
note of what the spokesman said to the effect that the result of the Israeli

xtions could be that the talks might be interrupted.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: That is not what he said. He said it could

be an obstacle to continuing the talks. As it turns out, that was an accurate

comment ,

DR. BURG: I know what you say and it doesn't diminish from what
I say. It could have heen analysis; it could have been a warning, etc, There
are many possibilities. Whatever it was, we heard it here and it was

arrious to us that the U.S. spokesman spoke about the possibility which
existed twoiweeks before the possihbility hecame actual. You can regard this
as you like, us a compliment that you foresaw what would happen. You can
also regard it as the reverse.

L AMBASSADOR LEWIS When we warn you of something which you might
do which could move Sadat to make a response, your attempt to put the
responsibility on us for producing something which your actions in fact
produced is wrong,

DR. BURG: What youn are saving is heard, is written down, and will
be conveycd. The letters of Prime Minister Pogin and President Sadat are
important. The language used is important.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: The word "suspension'" was used in Mr., Begin's
letter. You asked us not to use that word . You were part of the drafting
teamj Dr. Burg,

DR. BURG: I was only in on the first draft, but amyway u# suspension

can also be temporary.
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AMBASSADOR LEWIS: What words did the Egyptians use?

DR, BURG: 1In the last letter Sadat did not refer to this. i

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: But Prime Minister Begin speaks of suspensions.
DR. BURG: Sadat de facto interrupted the talks three times. Prime
Minister Begin calls it "suspensions,'" but he calls for talks and their

continuation. ‘

Kubersky, do you believe that Linowitz should come even if there
is a risk of his not succeeding?
MR. KUBERSKY: I spoke of the impression that will be created if
evervthing stops. The Europeans will want to step in with their
initiative., If Linowit= comes, it will demonstrate that the United States
wants the process to go on.
DR. BURG: In the first place, it should he a short exploratory visit.
%his is less than negotisiting. 1t could he for only two days, if
mcessary. We are concerned that the thread should not bée broken,
AMBASSADOR LEWIS: I believe you were going abrepad, Dr. Burg. When
will you he leaving lsrael?
BR. BURG: T leave on the 28th of August and will return the day
be fore Rosh Hashana,

- AMBASSADOR LEWIS: When 1 saw Foreign Minister Shamir with Joseph

Siﬁﬁ), Sisco asked abount the letter from Prime Minister Begin. Sisco had
just seen Sadat and was naturally full of Sadat's concerns. S5isco asked Shamir
if the Prime Minister's letter would open all subjects to negotiations, includiag

Jerusalem, Shamir said that that was not the case. He said that that would be

e
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a capitulation, but Shamir went oun to say that the Egyptians knew that

at the negotiating table any side could raiSe any subject. I understood
that such a sentence as this last one might be in Prime Minister Begin's
letter, but it wasn't. The Prime Minister has often said that everything
is negotiable, Why didn't he write this in the letter?

DR. BURG: What isn't in the letter doesn't cancel what had been
said previously. There is no specific need in responding to Sadat's letter
to mention it. When one replies toc a letter, one replies to the points
raised in the letter and one does not necessarily include the full range
of other issues.

Regarding the question as such, Linowitz can call on Begin and
discuss it. If we have an election year in this country, we can't talk
much of Jerusalem.

AMBASSADOR LEONARD: fhis is disappointing, Dr.purg. You have
positions on Jerusalem, as do the Egyptians; but what the Egyptians find
troublesome is that the Israelis refuse to discuss certain subjectg like
Jerusalem.

DR. BURG: That is not the full picture. At our meeting at The
Hague in February we said we didn't want a committee on security, but - at
the same time the Egyptians refused to discuss water and have a committee
on water. If tomorrow 1 said that Jerusalem is negotiable, Sadat would claim

a victory to the Arab world and next month the same demands would be
leveled rﬂgérding security. What is the real Egyptian position? That,
we don't know. What do Mubarak, Ali, Sadat and Ghali really think?

AMBASSADOR LEONARD: They are four different people and naturally

have different opinions.
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DR. BURG: But on the central issues, on peace with Israel, what do
tiey really think? .
AMBASSADOR LEONARD: I'm sure that they all have the same positions
on the subject.
DR. BURG: That is so at the moment while they are receiving land
in Sinai. A

Also there is the question of their relations with the other Arab

L
states. They also have to show the Palestinians what they can get., 1 '
have to keep a few concessions for the stage at which the Palestinians

join the negotiations. -';

You must noic that the suspension of the talks has come three
times from the Egyptians.

AMBASSADUR LEONARD: When we were togerher in Washington the
Lgyptiuns agreed to simply forget it and resumc negotiations

DR. BURG: You should not say "simply." They wanted a confidence-
building measure, etc. It was not "simply."

AMBASSADOR LEONARD: In the beginning of July, with the assistance

of the United Statcos, Israel got what it wanted ... with the nid of the White
House phone. We can't put this on every time. We are fucing a

problem, For Linowit: to come out without finding flexibility on either side
is not good. 'The Egyptians aren't looking for a victory to wave at the
United Nations. They are really interested in getting back to the table.

You have to help them find a way back to the table. There is concern and some »




bitterness that Istael doesn't understand their problems and the risks which
Sadat runs in this operation. 1f we should lose Sadat ... T don't think
Mubarak will be his successor. There are 41 million Egyptians ... not one
of them could do what Sadat can do. We have an obligation to the president
and to Linowitz to try to avoid encouraging him to come to the region if the
result is that when he gets here or right after he comes here he is embarrassed
and humiliated ... and various things could do this.
’ DR. BURG: "Things" in the plural?

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: At least onc thing: to come and not to find
how to continue would also be an embarrassment. -

AMBASSADOK LEONARD: Linowitz is interested in the Memorandum of
Agreement. T think that by itself, ‘the ability to continue talking about the
Memorandum of Understanding, would not be enough for the Egyptians.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: 1f they did think it was enough, we would think

it was fine, However, we have no indication at this moment that
they are prepared to do this,.

MR. KUBERSKY: We have a problem and we should be careful.
1f each time the Egyptians suspend the tulks someone has to find the way
out, it's not serving the process in the long term. We had the same situatiom
after the break in the former talks. and that was unconnected with any
'development in Israel.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: That was an emotional response to a mistaken
news item regarding the Geulah Cohen bill.

MR, KUBERSKY: No, that was the second time, The first break

in the talks was bafore the Jeorusilem Bill and 1t was alter we agreed with
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the Prime Minister of Egypt, Dr. Khalil, that we would be coming to Egypt
on the 12th of May. There was no development in Israel which prompted
the suspension. Our problem is that one side believes it can suspend, resume
or cancel the talks as it wishes. We have had good reason to stop
the talks. The decision of the Egyptian Parliament on the 1st of April
concerning Jerusalem made us very angry, but these are issues which can be
taken up at meetings. They could do this instead of suspending the talks.
We have an obligation to conclule what we set out to Jo. You did the same
in your negotiatiens with the Russians. They, the Egyptians, have cancelled .
things in a unilateral way, The "rime Minister of Israel cannot pay a
price for the resumption. We can say that we knuﬂ that we have differences
and every side can raise every issue, but we don't have to agree in advance
to raise any particular issue. The Egyvptians refuse to discuss water.
We must say to the Egyptiaps, you can raise points, Then let's sec if we
can reach an agreement. The P;imr Minister of Israel will not satisfy the
Egyptians on Jerusalem in order to resume the talks,
AMBASSADOR LEUNARD: We are talking of the agenda. 1Is there only
an Israeli agenda for the talks? .
ME. KUBERSKY: This is a mutual thing. Both sides must agree on
it. Concerning security we said "Not vet "; with water they said "No."
AMBASSADOR LEONARD: Not yet is not never.
DR. BURG: Not yet can be something like Nyet. In negotiations there
are two ways you can go about it. You captstart with the most difficult issue
and then tackle the easier issues. You can first tadle the easy issues

and then go tc the more difficult ones. The latter is my method.
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With Modalities we are almost there, except for the Jerusalem
vutiﬁg question. 'If we have talks concerning the Central Election Committee,

this is something we can discuss.

As 1 have said, there are explorers and there are explndersl
I consider myself to be an explorer. Secondly, T can't see why, according
to the Camp David Accords, Jerusalem must be a topic in the Autonomy nego-
tiations.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: The United States degsn't want it to be a
tnﬁic.

MR. KUBERSKY: There was readiness at certain stages among the
Egyptians and Americans not to touch the issue of Jerusalem.

AMBASSADOR LEONARD: That's quite correct.

DR. BURG: 1 reported what Leonard said when [ asked him which was .
worse in his opinion, moving thu Prime Minister's ‘office to east Jerusalem )
or the Jerusalem bill in the Knesset. He had said that moving the office
Was worse,

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: Let me say that .Jim (Leonard) didn't expect to
sce a personal remark which he had made appeur in the newspapers,

DR. BURG: The law had alteady been passed. The office had not yet

been moved.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: Our position is that the Autonomy negotiations do
not affect Jerusalem besideé the vote of the inhabitants of Jerusalem, The
final status of all aspects of Jerusalem remains undecided unless there is a

final resolution of these issues nfteg}ggars. That's when there has to

«dul
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be a determination'of the final status, 5adat has been saying lately, '"Let's

tackle Jerusalem now " ... so that he can defend the Autonomy in the

Arab wu;ld. But he is saying that changes in the status quo affect the
pfﬁéess. I resent the incorrect and tendentious statements which have been
made about the United States. We have been trying to leave Jerusalem
out of the negotiations, But we don't icontrol the Egyptians in the same way
we don't control you.

There is a second possibility: that Sadat will say that in spite of
the letter from Prime Minister Begin we should try to expore a
method of how to proceed. That is the most positive response he could give.
The third alternative is that his response will be unfair. Linowitz
should ask him through Atherton, if a short explordatory mission would
have a chance of success, of creating the possibility of bilateral and tri-
lateral talks. L
AMBASSADOR LEWLIS: I take it that Linowitz said to you that he wasn't
sure what he could do on the trip.
DR. BURG: He didn't use the word which you used today, "humiliation."

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: ‘lhat's my word. [If Linowitz does come, the last

week of this month is the most likely.
DR. BURG: 1 leave Israel on Thursday the 28th.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: That's helpful ,to know your schedule.
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There is another thing that I wanted to tell you: The horrible, nasty
cartoon question. Linowitz asked Atherton to take it up with Ali. Ali ‘
is atr presanf unavailable, He is in Alexandria. So Atherton went over it in

a very serious way with Bhutros Ghali.

DR. BURG: You should tell that to Prime Minister Begin.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: 1 will ecall h}m.

Dr. Burg, vou said derogatory things on Galei Zahal about our Consul
in Jerusalem,

DR. BURG: We have the idea he is doing improper things, seeing
certain people, etc.

AMBASSADOR LEWIS: ‘That is his job in the same way that the Israeli

Consul in L.A. sees people. Minister Sharon libelled and said all sorts
of irresponsible things about the Consul. The .Cansul is doing his .,
job, If you have complaints about the Cansul, please bring them to me and
I will look into them, T don't appreciate hearing statements on the media
like there was a "hostile" demonstration on our property at the Consulate. This
wias untrue, It was not a demonstration. T% was a group of womcn who handed
in a petition.

Secondly, the press said that the 1.5, Consul attended a meeting

with some Arabs and with a few other Cansuls. This is not true. He was not
there. He was invited, but didn't go. Please raise these things with
me if they have to be raised.

DR. BURG: 1 will look into the matter and I will convey to you

examples of our dissatisfaction.

I thank you for your letter dated August 2,

1980, which I studied carefully yesterday evening,

Thank God, my health is good. May I tell

you something of my thoughts during the illness which suddenly

befell me. My good doctors put me under a machine, made in

Israel, unique in its sophistication, which you saw in Haifa,

and which we even export to the United States. After nearly

two hours of ordeal they had a photo of my heart. The Pro-

fessor decided to show it to me.

So what is the human heart? Simply, it is

a pump. And I thought, God Almighty, as long as this pump

is working, a human being feels, thinks, speaks, writes,

loves his family,smiles, weeps, enjoys life, gets angry,

gives friendship, wins friendship, prays, dreams, remembers,
forgets, forgives, influences other people, is influenced by
other people - lives. But when this pump stops - no more!
What a wonder in the Cosmos is this frailty of the human
body, without which the mind, too, becomes still, helpless
or hapless.

Therefore, it is the clear duty of every man
who is called upon to serve his people, his country, humanity,
a just cause - he is duty-bound to do his best as long as the
heart pumps.

I agree with you wholeheartedly that there
is no nobler task than to work for peace, yes indeed, a
comprehensive peace between all nations and, notably,
between our nations which originate from and live in our 5y

region, known as the Middle East.

You will, I hope, forgive me for this quasi-
philosophical introduction. It is relevant. Both our nations

yearn for peace. [ believe that both of us, too, want peace.
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It is Iin this spirit that for the sake of sincerity and clarity,
I must make several remarks concerning your detailed letter.
Because, whenever you mention our meetings at Camp David,
in Alexandria, in Aswan, etc., you always remind me of what
you told me; but what about my response? You will agree with
me that in none of our meetings was there a monologue either
by you or by me. We conducted always a dialogue. You spoke;
I responded. I spoke; you answered. Let us, therefore, refresh
our memories.

1. You write in your paragraph l4:

"You would also recall that I offered (in
El-Arish) to provide you with water that could reach Jerusalem,
passing through the Negev ... You misunderstood the idea
behind my offer when you said that the national aspirations

e

of your people are not for sale."”

I believe, Mr. President, that when you
recreate by memory our short dialogue in El-hrish. you will

agree with me that:

a) You suggested to me bringing water from
the Nile to the Negev; in that conversation you never mentioned

bringing the water to Jerusalem.

I never said that the national aspirations

for sale. That would be gross language

and I never used such language in our talks. You took the

initiative and made to me a double proposal. You said: We

musi act with vision.

I am prepared to let you have water

from the Nile to irrigate the Negev; and let us solve the

problem of Jerusalem, because if we solve this problem, we

will have salved everything.

I then responded:

"Mr, President, water from the Nile to the
Negev - a2 good idea, indeed a great vision, but we must
always distinguish between moral historical values, and such
is Jerusalem, and material achievements. Let us separate the
two issues: Jerusalem on the one hand, and water from the

Nile to the Negev on the other hand."
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2. I will, of course, come back to the issue
of Jerusalem, but I would like riow to respond to another point
in your letter, on which you dwell rather extensively: good faith,

goodwill, mutual understanding, promoting peace and cooperation.

These are the facts:
a) Your Minister of State for Foreign Affairs, .
Dr. Boutrus Ghali, pays visits to African countries and repeatedly
influences their governments not to renew diplomatic relations with
.Israel. Is not this unilateral action a clear breach of the Egyptian-
Israeli peace treaty, annex III, article 5, section 3, which stipulates:
"The parties shall seek to foster mutual
understanding and tolerance and will,
accordingly, abstain from hostile propaganda

T

against each other,"

This, certainly, is hostile propaganda in third
countries which used to say that they cannot renew diplomatic
relations with Israel as long as there is a state of war between

it and an African state (Egypt). But now there is peace between
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Egypt and Israel. A peace treaty was signed between us and
duly ratified. Why, then, this unilateral act of hostility

towards Israel?

b) If the Egyptian delegate to the United
Nations Emergency General Assembly votes for the most hostile
anti-Israel resolution since that other abominable resolution
was adopted in the Assembly equating Zionism - one of the
most humane, national liberation movements in history -
with racism, (of which we, the Jews, have been and are the
first victims), is not this a unilateral act of hostility contrary

to our peace treaty?

c¢) The Egyptian delegate voted for a resolution
demanding that by November 15, Israel withdraws from Judea,
Samaria, (my language), the Gaza District, the Golan Heights
and Jerusalem. Is not this a flagrant contradiction of the
Camp David agreement? There it is written: "A withdrawal
of Israeli armed forces will take place and there will be
a redeployment of the remaining Israeli forces into specified

security locations" - this, following the election of the self-

A7




governing authority (administrative council). It is also written
in the Camp David agreement: "All necessary measures will
be taken and provisions made to assure the security of Israel

and its neighbours during the transitional period and beyond."

"The transitional period," as agreed between
Egypt, the United States and Israel, is five years: "beyond"
is indefinite. "The remaining forces" mean army units which
remain (in Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District). Yet your
delegate voted in the United Nations in favour of an "ultimatum"
to Israel to commence evacuation of these territories in less

than five months.

d) The Egyptian delegate made a speech at
the United Nations in which he said, inter alia:

i) Israel should wimdrarw to the pre-June §,
1967 lines, whether on the West Bank, including East Jerusalem,
and the Gaza Strip. Where, Mr. President, is this written in
the Camp David agreement? The quotations mentioned above

tell us of stipulations that are completely different.
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ii) TIsraeli withdrawal should be complete including
that of the military forces, settlements should be dismantled and
settlers removed. Where ig this passage mentioned in the Camp
David agreement? Are settlements mentioned at all in the Camp

David accord ?

iii) "The Palestinian people should exercise,
without any external interference, the inalienable and fundamental
right to self-determination, including the right to establish an

independent state on the West Bank and Gaza."
Thus, the Egyptian delegate to the United Nations.

However, not one word about self-determination {which,
of course, means a state), or about an independent (Palestinian)
state appears in any one of the pages, paragraphs, sections, sub-
sections etc. of the Camp David agreement. Dr. Ghali, speaking
on behalf of Egypt, committed almost incomprehensible deviations
from, and total contradictions to, the Camp David accord which
you and I signed and which our friend President Carter signed
as witness, and which all of us are obligated to carry out in

good faith in accordance with the old golden rule: Pacta sunt servanda.
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It is not Israel, Mr. President, which commits a breach of
our peace treaty or of the other, not yet fulfilled, part of
the Camp David agreement; spokesmen of Egypt, of various

levels, do.

3. In this conjunction it is also my duty
to turn your attention again to the fact that one of your
official newspapers likened me to the "embodiment of all
evil in mankind," (to use a Churchillian description), Adolph
Hitler. I would not refer back to this shame, were it not for
the fact that this "hostile propaganda,"” which Egypt undertook
to abstain from conducting still goes on and on in a press
which is not free of Government influence. Again I was
called, by one of the Egyptian newspapers, "Shylock ,”
an epithet hurled at the Jew by all his haters and detractors
who originally, in Germany, were termed "Anti-Semites."

(Of course, we Arabs and Jews are all Semites). 1 will
refrain from listing other names, or articles, or curses. But,

Mr. President, is this the way "to foster mutual understanding"?

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4. On Jerusalem: With this letter I attach
three documents: a) my letter to President Carter of September
17, 1978; b) the Law of the Holy Places adopted by the Knesset
in June 1967; and c) the Basic Law: Jerusalem, Capital of

Israel, adopted by the Knesset last week.

I am aware that you wrote a letter about
Jerusalem to President Carter, who also wrote to me a letter
after having withdrawn his first draft. About that draft we
said to our American friends that should it become official
we shall -not sign the Camp David agreement which was

already completed on that Sunday, September 17, 1978.

I put to you a simple, logical gquestion:
By what letter should we, Israel, stand? By yours? By

President Carter's? Or by the letter of Israel's Prime Minister
who, on this matter, speaks for ninety-five per cent of the

Israeli people, without distinction of party affiliation?

I have never misled you, nor anybody else.
Time and again I repeated that Jerusalem, in its entirety, is

the capital of Israel, a city re-united and indivisible for

all generations.

1
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Yes, indeed, there are in Jerusalem places
holy to Christians and Moslems. We respect them. It was
not so under Jordanian occupation as far as the Jewish Holy
Places were concerned. Israel assures men and women of
all religions absolutely free access to the places sacred
to them, guaranteed by the Basic Law forever. We know that
from the point of view of religious faith Jerusalem is holy to
Christians and Moslems. To the Jewish people Jerusalem is
not only holy; it is their history for three millenia, their
heart, their dream, the visible symbol of their national
redemption.

You assure me, Mr, President, that you
are for the unity of Jerusalem, but in your speech at the
National Press Club in Washington, a few months ago,
you demanded that "Eastern Jerusalem" be put under Arab

sovereignty. This is a contradiction in terms. Two

sovereignties over one city mean its re-partition. Impossible.

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Jerusalem is and will be one, under Israel's sovereignty, its
indivisible capital in which Jews and Arabs will dwell together
in peace and in human dignity. Whosoever declares that the
sovereign acts of our democratic Parliament are null and wvoid

makes a declaration which is null and void.

The same applies to our settlements in
Judea, Samaria, the Gaza District and the Golan Heights.

They are legal and legitimate and they are an integral part
of dur national security. None of them will ever be removed.
I made a statement to this effect in Aswan, in your presence,
in public, before the press and media of the world. I said
the same, of course, to President Carter time and again since
July, 1977.

5. You mentioned Resolution 242, As you
will recall, that Resolution refers to withdrawal of Israeli armed
forces from territories - not the territories - and the Resolution's
authors have consistently affirmed that it does not command

Israel to withdraw to the pre=June 5, 1967 lines.

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Mr. President, we travelled a long road towards
peace. There were discusslnns, Nocturnal sessions, crises,
renewed efforts - and let us never forget those of President
Carter - until our labours bore fruit. Let us continue. We
would like to have representatives of the Arab inhabitants of
Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District (not the PLO) around the

table. But, incited and Intimidated by the inflamatory and

terrorist actions of the PLO they don't come ab initio. We
cannot force them. Can Egypt bring them to the table? You
know the facts as wel] as I do. All of us Invited King Hussein:
he recently declared that he will never join negotiations under
the Camp David agreement. Can anyone of us change his

attitude? I read your Speeches on this subject.

Israel showed its good faith. We could have

said: let us rather wait with the autonomy negotiations until

Jordan and representatives of the Palestinian Arabs joln the
talks, We did not Say so. You were willing to go ahead with

these negotiations; we accepted and we negotiate with you,

However, four times Egypt unilaterally
suspended the aatonomy talks. Do these repeated suspensions
contribute to the urgent need of solving the problems under

the Camp David accord?

Let us, therefore, dispense with further
unilateral suspensions. Let us renew our negotiations. We
have differences of opinion. They do not, they should not,
exclude another agreement on full autonomy for the inhabitants
of the West Bank and Gaza (Judea, Samaria and the Gaza

District) as written in the Camp David agreement.

Let us negotiate. Let us determine together
the date for thf:z renewal of the talks. Let us, as the past
proves, reason together until we reach the agreement and pave
the way for peace in this region, the cradle of human

civilization.

On the basis of this law, the Government of Israel
decreed in July 1967 that Jerusalem is one city indivisible,

the capital of the State of Israel.

PROTECTION OF HOLY PLACES LAW, 5727-1967

1. The Holy Places shall be protected from desecration and
any other violation and from anything likely to violate the freedom
of access of the members of the different religions to the places

sacred to them or their feelings with regard to those places.

2. (a) Whosoever desecrates OT otherwise violates a Holy Place

shall be liable to imprisonment for a term of sevem years.

(b) Whosoever does anything likely to wiolate the freedom of
access of the members of the different religions to the places sacred to
them or their feelings with repard to those places shall be liable to

imprisonment for a term of five years.

3. This Law shall add to, and not derogate from, any other law.

4. The Minister of Religious Affairs is charged with the implemen-
tation of this Law, and he may, after consultation with, or upon the
proposal of, representatives of the religions concerzed and with the
consent of the Minister of Justice make regulations as to any matter

relating to such implementation.

5. This Law shall come into force on the date of its adoption by

the Knesset.

As you well know, negotiating in good
faith requires a certain operational behaviour
on the part of thé participants.

in one way or the other. No issue Ishoulﬂ be
considered, or rendered, not neigotiable.

negotiations or predetermine it unilaterally.

Nor should .any party set precondition irres-
pective of his claims. In essence, the negotiating
process 1is Ene which enables the parties to settle
their difference; and reach agreement on ccntrdversial

issues in a collective manner and through an

approach based on mutuality and reciprocity and not

through unilateral action. It is inconsistent .with
tﬁis fundamental principle that any party attempts
to determine a given aspect of the dispute
unilaterally and cﬁtsiﬂe the area of meaningful
exchange of views. It is true that such unilateral

actions have no legal validity whatsoever vis-a-vis

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other parties, but they certainly poison the
atmosphere of the negotiations and produce a

most unfavorable reaction to the process within
