FINANCIAL AID PROGRAM

PURPOSE: The Institution offers grants-in-aid to students who
demonstrate the scholastic ability and who are in need of financial
assistance to complete their education. We believe that the primary
responsibility for an education lies with the student and his family
but also realize that financial assistance is sometimes necessary.
Those students receiving grants will be expected to contribute to the
cost of their education.

FLIGIBILITY: Financial aid is awarded to those gualified students
/%o demostrate a need for financial assistance based on their income,
-acluding any assistance from their family. Each applicant will be
evaluated according to his scholastic record and an analysis of 'the
financial information form submitted. All information will be

reviewed by the financial aid committee and will be treated with strict
confidentiality.

Each student must show: (a) That he is actively pursuing a college
education; (b) That he has an acceptable grade point average; (c) That
his credit history is good.
AMOUNT OF AWARD: The amount of each award will be determined by the
Institution based on all of the information submitted by the applicant.
All income, including family contributions, will be considered, as well
as the overall situation of the student and family.

WHEN TO APPLY: Students may apply at any time but awards are made
annually just prior to the beginning of the school year. However,
applications should be received at least two months prior to the start

.‘ the school year to insure sufficient time for processing.

Awards will be allocated according to funds available when the application
is approved. Therefore it is advisable to submit your application

as soon as possible. Should funds be depleted all applications approved
will be held until additional funds become available.

NOTICE: Should your application be approved and funds are available,
you will receive a letter of award stating the amount of the award and
when it will be received by you. Payment will be in the form of a check
from the Institution and made payable to the student.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS: Students who are regarded by their school as being

an outstanding student or class leader, and who have attained at least

a grade point average or 3.5, Or its equivalent, may also be considered

for an award with less emphasis on their financial need. Students applying
an this basis should send a letter from the school principal's office
stating why this student should be considered.
