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A JUST AND DURABLE PEACE, BACED ON FULL IMPLEMEATATION OF U.N, S.C,
RESOLUTION. 242 OF NOVEMBER 22 1967 SHOULD TAKE INTO DUE ACCOUNT THE
LEGITIMATE INTERESTS OF ALL OF THE PEOPLES IN THE M.F. INCLUDING THE
PALESTINIAN PEOPLE AND THE RIGHT TO EXISTENCE EF ALL STATES IN THE
AREA.
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The Palestine National Counecil, which convened in Cairo from 1 to 10 June 1974,

adopted a number of resolutions the main principles of which were :

* The rejection of the Security Council Resolution 242 which ignores national
rights of the Palestinians and refers to the Palestinian refugee problem
instead. Consequently the Council repudiates any action based on this
Resolution at any level of action, whether Arab or international,

including the Geneva Peace Conference.

* The establishment of an independent fighting national government over any
part of Palestine which will be liberated. A struggle against any plan for
a Palestinian entity established at the price of recognizing Israel, secure
boundaries, etc. Every step towards liberation will be a link in the
continous realization of PLO's strategy to establish a democratic
Palestinian state, as stated in the previous resolutions of the National

Couneil.

* A struggle is to be conducted on the side of the national forces of Jordan
with the intent to set up a national Jordanian-Palestinian front whose
purpose it would be to establish in Jordan a national democratic government which

would safeguard unity (i.e. of the two banks).

* The national Palestinian government will fight, after its establishment, for
the unification of the Arab confrontation states in order to complete the

liberation of all Palestinian land.

Thus has the Palestine Council confirmed the policy of the PLO, the main principles

of which remained as follows:
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1.  The Palestinian problem should be solved by the liberation of Palestine and
the establishment of a Palestinian State. Any solution that does not include
total liberation of the country is rejected. This aim cannot be achieved

politically; it can only be accomplished militarily. (Articles 9 & 21),

2.  In the Palestinian State (when it is created) only Jews who lived in

Palestine before 1917 will be recognized as citizens. (Article 6).

3. Warfare against Israel is legal, whereas Israel's self-defence is illegal.

{Article 18),

During a discussion among representatives of the PLO and its five member

organizations in Beiruth in March, 1969, the following points were stressed :

a. The slogan of a democratic state is a successful tactical and propaganda
slogan, the purpose of which is to tell the world that the objective of
the Palestinians and the Arabs is not to throw the Jews into the sea but

to liquidate the Zionist state and establish a new state in its place.

b. Palestine cannot absorb all Israeli Jews and all Palestinian Arabs.

Therefore the Jews will have to return to their countries of origin.

c¢. When we speak of democracy it should be clear that we do not intend
liberal democracy, according to the system "one man - one vote"., We

mean a popular democratic regime.

In other words, the aims of the PLO, as defined in the past and re-defined at
the recent meeting of the Palestine Council, remain politicide and genocide.

The establishment of a Palestinian state in the Western Bank, as an accord

with Israel, is totally rejected.
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In an interview published in the Deutsche Zeitung of 19 April 1974, Hawatma -
Head of PDFLP, member of the PLO - stated, in answer to a question, that even
after the establishment of a Palestinian State in the Western Bank and the Gaza

Strip, the aim of the Arab countries will continue to be the extermination of Israel.

PLO - Role and Composition

The PLO is the executive arm of the Palestine National Council, as stated in
article 25 of its Covenant:
Article 25, To realize the aims of this Covenant and its principles, the

Palestine Liberation Organization will undertake its full role

in liberating Palestine,

It is the roof organization of various Arab terrorist groups. Its Executive
Committee is composed of 14 members, al] cif w]ilclrﬁn represent notorious terrorist
organizations, which profess different ideologies and have differing allegiances,
i.e. Fatah, Baiqa, the Arab Liberation Front, the Popular Democratic Front for
the Liberation of Palestine (PDFLP), the Popular Front for the Liberation of
Palestine (PFLP), and the Popular Front for the Liberation of Palestine - General
Command (PFLP - GC), Yasser Arafat, the Head of the PLO, is also the Head

of the biggest terrorist organization, Fatah,

Methods of operation

The methods of operation of the terrorist organizations, members of the PLO,

conform with their basic aims and principles : the destruction of the State of

Israel and the annihilation of its inhabitants.
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Most of the recent history of airport killings, blowing up of aircraft with and
without passengers, hijackings and finally plain murder, have heen perpetrated
by PLO member groups, including Fatah organization. Yasser Arafat, the Head
of the PLO, is directly responsible for the nefarious activity of Black September,
a part of Fatah. The same Arafat, head of the PLO, gave moral and material

gupport to the murderers of Munich, during the Olympic Games. .

The bloody terrorist activities of George Habash's PFLP, member of the PLO
Executive Committee, are notorious : from a series of hijackings of civilian

aircraft to the wanton massacre at Lod airport on May 30, 1972,

The Sa'iga leader, Zuheir Mohsin, admitted that it was his organization which
abduected from a train coming from the USSR and held for political ransom three
prospective immigrants to Israel and two Austrian guards. The Sa'iga is a Syrian
organization, all of whose activites are subject to approval beforehand by the

Syrian General Staff. [ ]

The cold blooded murder of 22 school children and the wounding of 70 others at
the village of Ma'aloth on 15 May 1974 was committed by PDFLP of Naif Hawatma,
according to his own admission in Beirut on that date. The PDFLP is a member

organization of the PLO,

On May 22, 1970, the PFLP-GC ambushed a bus-ful of school-children near
Avivim in N, Galilee and used bazzokas to murder them and their teachers at

point-blank range.

On April 11, 1974, terrorists of the PFLP-GC went from apartment to apartment
in Kiryat Shemona near the Lebanese border and systematically and eold-

bloodedly murdered 18 men, women and children.
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On June 3, 1974, two terrorists who gave themselves up admitted that they, together
with four others, had been briefed in a camp in Lebanon by none other than Yasser
Arafat himself to infiltrate into Israel and kill indiscriminately as many civilians

as possible.

On June 13, 1974, four terrorists belonging to the PFLP-GC crossed into Israel

from Lebanon and murdered three defenceless women,
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The Palestine Liberation Organization being the executive arm of the Palestine
National Council, both its terrorist and its propaganda activities form one

inseparable whole and are merely two aspects of the same complex.

The granting of a permit to open a PLO office constitutes a breach of international
undertaking of countries which consider themselves bound by International Law
concerning friendly relations and cooperation among states, in accordance with

the Charter of the United Nations.

The relevant Declaration, adopted by the 25th U, N. General Assembly states,
inter alia : ", .. no State shall organize, assist, foment, finance, incite or
tolerate subversive, terrorist or armed activities directed towards the violent
overthrow of the regime of another State, or interfere in eivil strife in another

State."

Prominent jurists maintain that permitting of subversive activities against another
state constitutes a breachof international undertaking even if those activities are

exercised by private individuals. Hereunder some relevant quotes :

a. Oppenheim's International Law (Edited by H. Lauterpacht)

"International Law imposes the duty upon every State as far as possible to
prevent its own subjects, and such foreign subjects as live within its

territory, from committing injurious acts against other States,

Arafat continued:

"Qur Revolution raised a civilized slogan when it declared that the strategic aim of its
struggle was to establish a democratic Palestinian State in which all - Moslems,
Christians and Jews - would co-exist under the principles of equality, justice and
fraternity. We have transient and strategic objectives, but we insist on all these
objectives.

Do you believe that fida'i operations in the occupied territories will prompt the Israelis
to recognize the Palestinians and to have dealings with them ?

The Palestine Revolution has not asked the enemy for recognition. Actually it is the
enemy who is trying to obtain recognition for himself, We are the owners of this land
and the issues stemming from it concern us. The enemy therefore expects us to
recognize him, We should not be expected to recognize the enemy unless we are to
allow the intruder to recognize the owner of the house and his right to this house, We
are the ones who recognize the friends and the foes, and not vice versa."

While any Arab side is dutybound to give you advice, no Arab side has the right to put
any pressure on you. At the Arab summit conference in Algiers in November 1973 we
resolved together with the Arab brothers that the PLO is the only legitimate represent-
ative of the Palestinian people. We are still bound by this undertaking,

We have often declared that you alone have the right to speak on behalf of the Palestin-
ians. We are still bound by this undertaking.

I have no doubt that the whole Arab nation shares my opinion when, speaking on behalf
of Egypt, I say that the rights of the Palestinian people are a trust in our hands and
that the Palestinian inthe West Bank, in Gaza, in Israeli prisons and in the camps
is one of us.

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Subject: An Interview with the Terrorist Leader

Attached is an English translation of an interview with Nayef
Hawatmeh which appeared in Deutsche Zeitung, on 19 April, 1974,

Nayef Hawatmeh is the leader of the Marxist Popular Democratic
Front for the Liberation of Palestine, its headquarters in

Beirut.

Please note Hawatmeh's answer to the guestion regarding the goals

of the Palestinian struggle.

In his words, setting up a Palestinian State in the West Bank
and the Gaza Strip will not end the struggle toward the final
goal, which he defines as the establishment of a "democratic

State in the whole of Palestine”.

This definition conflicts with the misleading impression given
recently in publications in Israel and abroad regarding the

moderateness of Hawatmeh's views.
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WE SHALL CONTINUE OUR WAR AGAINST ISRAEL

Translation of an interview with the terrorist leader Nayef
Hawatmeh, published in the Deutsche Zetitung On 19 April, 1974

By a murderous outrage in the Israeli township of Kiryat Shmona,
a group of Palestinian terroristsonce more attempted to wreck
the efforts for peace in the Middle East. Proof that the ter-
rorists intend to pursue their fight against Israel may be
found in an interview with the leader of the responsible . ‘
organization - the Marxist Popular Democratic Front for the

Liberation of Palestine, its headquarters in Beirut.

@. In the wake of the October War, the wheels of politics
have once more begun to turn itn the Middle East. Is there now
a better prospect of finding a solution to the Palestinian

question?

Hawatmeh: The solution to the Palestinian question is certainly

not contingent on the conclusion of the October War or its results.

But it is true that the war exploded a number of myths within

Israel. At the same time, there has been no change in the ag-
gressiveness of the State of Israel or in its expansionist .
ambitions. There are many indications of this, including the

outcome of the recent elections in Israel, in which the extreme

Right enlarged its influence on Israel's colonizing bociety.. In our
eyes, this right wing is made up not only of the Likud but also

of the National Religious Party and Rafi.

The greater influence of the extreme right was clearly evidenced
by the official declarations made by Golda Meir. In them, she
emphasized the well-known expansionist demands: No total with-

drawal from the territories conguered in the June 1967 war,




the annexation of Jerusalem, denial of the rights of the

Palestinian people, and so on.

It may be said that the interests of Israel's allies are in
conflict with Israel's own interests. It is probable that
the interests of those allies, particularly the United States,
are not completely identical with the interests of Israel

and that they will, therefore, exert pressure on the Israelis.
However, this pressure is not in accord with the Arab interests
or with those of the Palestinian people at this stage. Even
after the October War, the United States did not take up a
clear stand regarding Israel's withdrawal from all the Arab
territories. Moreover, America's policy adopted towards

the Palestinian people is poles apart from American policy

adopted towards Israel.

On the other hand, Sadat is attempting to tell the Arab masses
that he is capable of exploiting the victories of the Egyp-
tian army to secure a 'settlement by peaceful means'. For
this he relies upon America's promises. But it will soon
become abundantly clear that his shameful compromises with

the United States and Israel have wasted the wonderful
opportunity to force Israel to withdraw from all the Arab
territories. The supposed interest of the United States in

a 'settlement by peaceful means' will be revealed before

long as a trick to split the Arab front.

Fighting Morale Was Strengthened

§. What effect did the October War hgve on the Palestinian

resiatance movement itself?

Hawatmeh: There is no doubt that it significantly fortified
the combat spirit among our forces. The combat spirit of

our people in the occupied areas was also enhanced. The
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workers are boycotting the Israeli economy: they have begun

to resist the policy of the occupiers, a policy which aims

at destroying their national economy and their enterprises. The
farmers, too, have begun to organize themselves in 'Land
Defence Committees' and are fighting Israel's occupation

policy which is turning them into a proletariat. Other
sections of the population have decided to support the Pales-
tinian Liberation Organization and thus defend themselves

against Jordanian rule.

To conclude, it can be said in no uncertain terms that our

people are absolutely determined to be prepared for the strug- ‘
gle to defend their rights and their national existence. At

this stage, following the October War, despite all the dangers

and the difficulties, conditions are more congenial for the
organization of the struggle against the Israeli aggressors

and for the protection of the rights of our people.

@. The Palestine Liberation Organisation ite currently under-
going a grave crisis. Up to the present moment, it has not
gucceeded in formulating a unified position regarding its
participation in the Geneva talke. Ie there not a danger
that it will be by-paseed by international developments and

go will remain isolated?

Hawatmeh: Participation or non-participation in the Geneva
talks is not a central issue for the Palestinian people.
Problems of that sort must be handled tactically. The central
question now facing us - one with which we are profoundly
concerned - is how to reach a formulation of our position
which will safeguard our people against the danger of an
American solution. The position of the Popular Democratic
Front for the Liberation of Palestine on that issue is plain
and simple; it corresponds with the national and class interests
of the masses of the Palestinian people. We are striving at
this moment to get the other organizations:together with
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us and our people, to fight for the expulsion of the Israeli
occupier, to shield our people in the occupied areas from a
return of the rule of King Hussein, to guarantee our self-
determination, and to gain the right to an independent and
sovereign State within these regions. Our main task at present
is to see to it that the PLO, as the exclusive and authorized
representative of the Palestinian people, formulates these aims
as its fixed and clear programme and call upon the entire nation
to fight for the realization of these concrete, self-understood
and realisable objectives. We are aware that the posture of the
United States, Israel and the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan is un-
reservedly hostile to the legitimate rights of the Palestinian people,

and their only fear is that the PLO will be ready to transform those
rights into actuality.

There are, however, others in the resistance movement, such as

the members of George Habash's Popular Front for the Liberation

of Palestine, who think that the main problem is saying No to the
Geneva talks. 1In this, they merely reveal their tactical nihilism.
They betray the interests of our people, who are fighting the oc-
cupation and the Hashemite Government alike. The nihilism of
these others finds expression in the slogan: 'All or nothing'.
This is not revolutionary policy, for it gives the Egyptians
freedom to manoeuvre at our expense and, furthermore, also

serves the imperialist policy.

The United States and its allies would react joyfully if the PLO
were to proclaim that what is discussed in the negotiations in
Geneva and other places is none of our business. We must not
give the American imperialists and their allies a chance to
determine the fate of our nation.
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This is a decisive t;ctical question. Aside from this, we

do not consider that, the conference will limit the possibili-
ties of the struggle of the revolutionary movements or - God
forbid! - entail the end of the struggle. Conferences have
never led to perpetual situations - as can be seen from the
example of Europe during the last seventy years.

§. Does this mean that, even after the establishment of a
Palestinian State on the West Bank of the Jordan and the
Gaza Strip, you will be wnwaivering in your aim to destroy
the State of Israel?

Hawatmeh: Yes, we will not abandon it for our purpose is a
democratic State in the whole of Palestine. We will establish
our State and at the same time remain loyal to the strategic
aim of our revolution. We will advance step by step towards
our objective and not be deterred. A State in the occupied
areas will not constitute an obstacle. The contrary is true -
it will be a point of departure.

§. What methode and weapons i8 it your intention to use to
help you to continue the struggle against Israel, considering
the faet that any Palestinian State established in the West
Bank and the Gasa Strip will undoubtedly be under certain

Limitations, in the sphere of armament, for example? .

Hawatmeh: We have a series of possibilities with regard to
continuance of our war against Israel. First of all, we
must concentrate cour strength against the weakest element

in the camp of our people's enemies, namely, to overthrow
King Hussein and reunite our people on the east and west
banks of the Jordan within a democratic national State. This
State will be the backbone of our struggle against Israel.

We see another ally in the democratic forces in Egypt and
Syria once they have succeeded in breaking the authority
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of the bourgeois regimes there. 1In addition, we are taking
into account the aid of the anti-Zionist forces in Israel
itself.

Finally, of course, we will be able to depend in our war upon
our own weapons. We will equip our people in the occupied areas
with arms. Once the Palestinian State is established, no super-
visory system of the kind that may be set up by the UN, will
prevent us from exploiting every opportunity to transform the
entire country into an arsenal.

Conflicting Interests

@. What do the Palestinians expect from the Arab Governments,
and particularly from Egypt and Syria? Will they support the
intereet of the Palestinians alequately or may we suppose that
they will be more concerned w£¥; their own interestes and their

own poeseible advantagee?

Hawatmeh: Of course the Arab countries will first of all consider
their own interests, that is, the interests of the ruling class-
es. Our tactical policy forbids us to allow the Arab States,
and particularly the nationalistic ones, to look after their

own interests at the expense of the legitimate interests of

our people. In fact, our policy at this stage leaves them

no room to manceuvre in that direction, for they are in
constant confrontation with the interests of the Palestinian
people. That is why we are struggling to make the other
organizations understand the gravity of the situation, and

to persuade them to work together with us so as primarily

to obstruct Egypt's independent course of action and stop

the continuance of that process and also keep the obscure

fvrian position under restraint. Among the various resistance
movements, it appears that only the Fatah agrees with our
vhilosophy.
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. Has the policy of the Palestinian resistance movement
been moving in the right direetion in recent years, or have
serious errors been made? Is it not true, for example, that

the hijaeking of planes has hirmed the Palestinian cause?

Hawatmeh: We always decried these reckless and speculative
operations, such as the hijacking of planes.

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Interviewed for the PLO station in Egypt Fatah leader Salah Khalaf,
alias Abu Ayad was asked:

"The slogan of establishing a national authority in the Palestinian territories to be
wrested from occupation or from which the occupation will be withdrawn is being
raised in the Palestinian arena. First we want an explanation of this slogan and its
real significance, Secondly we should like to know if this slogan negates the slogan
of establishing a democratic State over the whole territory of Palestine, "

His reply:

"The Palestinian national authority over any Palestinian territory to be wrested from
occupation in any way and by any means, must not be a justification for us to abandon
our historic right to Palestine because this right does not only belong to our generation,
but to the generations which preceded us and which fought and struggled for it and to
(?coming) generations. However, in an emergency gituation, the leadership must be
courageous and propose an interim solution for this situation.

The sclution will negate neither the historic right nor the basic slogan of the establish- .
ment of the democratic State, particularly if we take into consideration the fact that
the Palestinian democratic State proposed by the Palestine Revolution in 1969 was the
first daring Palestinian proposal for selving a problem of concern to the entire world,
. when the Palestinians propose to co-exist peacefully with the Jews. I believe that
this slogan serves not cnly the Palestinians, but also the Jews who wish to live peace-
fully in the land of Palestine, "

To the question -

"How can we guarantee that we can establish a national authority if we take into con-
gideration that some Arab States might abandon the Liberation Organization in this
respect?"

Abu Ayad replied:

"In my opinion it is we ourselves who always constitute the basic guarantee: this is .
our intrinsic power, which we consider to be confined to the Palestinians alone, but

which nevertheiess extends into the depths of the Arab masses, Our real guarantee

is the Arab people who have dedicated thousands of martyrs for the sake of Palestine...

It is these masses together with our intrinsic power which constitute the real guarantee,

in my opinion, because régimes might compromise, but the masses do not compromise,.

In my ophion, there is a clear American attempt to attenuate the situation following

efforts to bring about a separation of forces on the Syrian front, so that the situation

should freeze and the question of the so-called rights of the Palestinian people become
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a superficial term devoid of content... We must therefore be careful during this
stage and rely on our intrinsic power from first to last.

We must remain in the sphere of action and escalate our operations jnside the
occupied territory. At the same time we must continue to preserve all our basic
forces everywhere so that all may know that we must achieve Palestinian rights,
whether these rights involve part of Palestinian territory or our historie richts, ., "

Interviewed for the West German paper the leader of the Popular Democratic
Front for the Liberation of Palestine, Na'if Hawatmeh, said:

'Let me jump to the October war, making the fourth phase, which we are currently
experiencing. I do not want to repeat what I have already said about the fact that
our basic choices within the Resistance and within Fatah have been, ever since

the first day, and will always be in favour of popular war - the stage of protracted
WAar.

‘We have always said on every occasion that this Revolution has an aim which it
will never abandon and a method of realizing it., This aim, which has been
announced by the Palestine Revolution is to build a democratic state over the
whole of Palestine, The method by which it will realize this aim is the armed
struggle - protracted popular war.

The October war was contrary to our desire. It was a limited war with limited
and defined aims. We have been placed before a difficult choice. .
'1 am now speaking here from a responsible and honourable position. We have always
striven and will continue to strive, fight and struggle to remain together in a single
trench to face the new plot as one man with a unified Palestinian attitude.

"The problem is simply that I do not want to discuss the Security Council resoclution,
because if we collected everything we have written and said about the resolution,
then this hall would be full of pamphlets issued by various organizations on this
subject. Briefly, we cannot disavow our attitudes, We have said that the Security
Council resglution (242) does not touch on the Palestine cause from either far or
near.

We, the Palestine Revolution, have demanded the liberation of the whole of
Palestinian territory, and consequently we have no right to talk about a part of our
national territory. Our attitude should be clear and defined as to whether the peace
conference is a conference of treason which we ought to attack, whether all those
who attend it are traitors, or whether we should say that the Arabs cannot achieve
anything at the peace conference. '

At this stage after the October war, the Resistance is called upon to adopt a
political attitude towards the Palestinian territory which the occupation forces
should evacuate, This political attitude is : can we or can we not as Palestinians
determine our fate on this territory without compromises ? Shall we say, in all
frankness and clarity, that we will not return this territory to King Hussein for
him to rule over it and our people as he pleases ?

The problem which ought to be discussed is whether we can obtain any base without
compromises. How can we, as a people, establish a revolutionary base for
ourselves on a section of our territory and people without forfeiting or compromising
our historic rights ?

1 should like to say frankly is that we do not agree, as I have already said, to be
represented at this or at any future stage by persons condemned by their own
people and condemned by the masses as traitors Among them is King Hussein,



I say to the whole world that there is an international conspiracy whose direct
head is the USA and this conspiracy is planned by the new Kissinger. The
conspiracy's second line (of battle) is Israel and the third is the Hashemite
Kingdom.
