History

The Jews and Jerusalem

1) Jerusalem has had many rulers, but has been the capital
of one mation only: independent Israel:-

* 1000 BCE - 587 BCE
* 515 BCE - 70 CE
* 1948 CE -

2) It has been treated by others as a provincial town
(Babylonians, Greeks, Romans, Byzantines, Persians, Arabs,
Crusaders, Mamluks and Ottomans).

3) The Jews have the longest unbroken historical associations
with Jerusalem. Despite constant bans and persecutions, they
have maintained an almost uninterrupted presence in it.

4) In 1967 Jerusalem was liberated from its unnatural division

of 19 years (barbed wire; concrete barriers).

Jerusalem under Foreipgn Rule

Under foreign rule, it often decayed and its population dwindled.
When Jews were allowed to re-enter, it prospered. For over
a century now, Jews have constituted a majority.

Jerusalem and Christianity

1) The Christian link with Jerusalem is religious (not political or
SEcular): No element of national culture is involved in it.

For no Christian denomination does Jerusalem represent a

paramount world centre.

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Under Crusader rule Jews were persecuted (1099-1291).
The British Mandatory Administration did not succeed in
preventing inter-communal tension in Jerusalem (1920-1948).
Today harmeny prevails.
The status quo enacted by the Ottomans in the 19th century,
defining Christian rights to their holy places, is still in
force. It draws a clear distinction between religious rights
and secular autheority., Christians have never claimed that
these places should, by law or theology, be under Christian .

There was a substantial reduction of the Christian population
(two-thirds) under Jordanian rule (1948-1967)

In the re-unified city (since 1967), the trickle of Christian.
emigration has almost dried up: an average of 130 as against

1,000 per year under the previous Jordanian rule.

Jerusalem and Islam

loslem Arabs ruled the area for 463 vears (636-1099 CE). Their
rule was renewed when East Jerusalem was forcefully and illegpal-
ly annexed by Jordan in 1950.

Pilgramage (haj) to Mecca was prescribed by Mohammad as a

first fundamental duty. A visit to Jerusalem was regarded



only as a brief sojourn (ziara). The Mosque of the Dome
of the Rock (built in 691 on Temple Mount) is regarded within
Islam as third in sanctity.

2) Moslem theology does not require Moslem political sovereignty.
When regarded convenient, most Arab States were prepared to
consider the idea of internationalization. At no time
was Jerusalem a capital of an Arab or Moslem State or even a

province.

E. Jerusalem and the Arabs

1) Under Arab rule (636 CE to 1099 CE) Jews and Christians
were considered to be persons of inf erior status (special
garments). Churches and synagogues were confiscated or
destroyed and Jewisn and Christian worshipers repeatedly
persecuted.

2) In order teo bring about Israel's ejection from its Capital,

the Arab States, except Jordan, expediently accepted interna-

tionalization, But in April 1950, Jordan illegally anne:-:el:’
East Jerusalem. Though it did not extend a formal recog-
nition for this annexation, the Arab League agreed to view

it as held in 'trust' by Jordan. It did not imsist that

East Jerusalem become a capital of a (Moslem) Arab State.
Only Pakistan recognized Jordan's occupation of East

Jerusalem. No other country has ever done so.
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Jordanian Rule (1948-1967)

Jordan cynically flouted its obligations under Article 8
of the Israel-Jordan Armistice Agreement of April 3,1949.
For the first time since 70 CE, Jews were barred from
their Holy Places. Israeli Moslems were completely shut
out. Israeli Christians were subjected to many re-

strictions imposed during their seasonal pilgrimages

to their Holy Places.

Jordan eliminated every trace of the Jewish past. It
systematically destroyed the Jewish Quarter in East

Jerusalem. Thus were destroyed 38 synagogues and 38,000
tombstones (used for such purposes as military latrines).
After it had ignored Israel's Prime Minister's appeal of

June 5,1967 to refrain from aggressive moves, Jordan used
Temple Mount and the other holy shrines as military bases
against Israel's West Jerusalem in shameless contempt .

for their sanctity.

B. Jordanian Restrictions Imposed on Christians
Examples:-
* 1In 1958 - the Jordanian Parliament passed a law requiring all

members of the Brotherhood of the Holy Sepulchre to adopt
Jordanian citizenship.
In 1965 - the right of Christian institutions to acquire

land was abrogated and their development checked.
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* In 1966 - Christian schools were compelled to close on
Fridays. Christian education was curtailed and customs
privileges of Christian institutions were abolished.
All this pointed to a process of creeping Arabization
or rather Islamization in East Jerusalem.
I1E: Internationalization
1) Corpus Separatum

The 1947 U.N. Corpus Separatum idea envisaged a special
international regime administered by the Trusteeship

Council which would provide, for a period of ten years, ‘

guarantees for the protection of the Holy Places. The

Jews accepted this idea at the time as it seemed a lesser
evil than bloodshed. The Arabs rejected it.In the wake

of the Arab onslaught against Jerusalem in 1948, Israel
withdrew its acceptance. The Arab States' subsequent
readiness to favour the idea resulted not from disinterested
concern for the city, but from their effort to eliminate

Israel's sovereignty.
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Israel's Objections to Internalization

Reasons:-

Israel's sovereignty is based on historical rights
and does not conflict with the interests of Chris-
tianity and Islam. Internationalization is not an
imperative of any faith.

No city population would be willing to place its
welfare and destiny in the hands of a politicized

body fostering international rivalries and jealousies.

Such a body cannot but try to satisfy the contradict-
ory and divisive political interests of member states
represented in it. Itwould soon be paralyzed - thus
seriously disrupting the city's life. Such bodies
always disintegrate.

In any case, the imposition of an international regime,
regardless of the majority's will, is a negation of
the principle of self-determination . For the sake of
argument one might ask: why not, then, internationalize.
Rome or Mecca?

The best way to protect Holy Places is to depoliticize
them and vest administrative and religious authority
in the respective religious bodies concerned, in-
dependently of politics: This precisely has been
Israel's approach since 1967 thus assuring safety and
accessibility for all.

Those who demand internationalization do so in order



to gain political status. They would never dream of
having it in their own lands.
* It does not seem conceivable that Italy would agree
to have Rome placed under international Catholic rule.
Nor would Saudi Arabia accede to Mecca being placed
under international Islamic rule - Nor could Israel
abandon its capital, with its Jewish majority, to an

amorphous and dubious international rule. Functional

IV. Unified Jerusalem

A Open City .

The City is open to all faiths and nations from within
and from without. Jordanian restricitions and objection-
able practices have long been abolished.

On November 29, 1968, Israel's Prime Minister Eshkol re-
confirmed that freedom of access to the Holy Places was

available for all, even for citizens of enemy Arab States.

Though the conflict was unresolved, the city was laid open

to visitors from enemy Arab lands who have been frequent-
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ing it ever since in large numbers.

Freedom of Religion

1) There is no State religion in Israel. Freedom of religion
and education is a cardinal principle in Israel's Declara-
tion of Independence. All religious communities enjoy
autonomous and equal status.

Prime Minister Eshkol's statement of June 27, 1967 to all
religious heads as well as the Protection of Holy Places

Law passed on the same day have constituted significant .
landmarks along this path.

2) Thus, the Christian Holy Places are administered under
the status quo with Christian rights and possessions
wholly guaranteed,

The Moslem Waqf Administration is fully responsible for
Moslem mosques, cemeteries and religious institutions.

Restoration of Holy Sites

1) Under agreements reached with 17 Christian institutions

in Jerusalem in 1968, the Government of Israel provided
funds to reconstruct Christian property damaged in 1948
and 1967, regardless of the cause of damage.

2) Since 1967, new Christian instutions have been built: Beth
Hanina Roman Catholic Church; Ecumenical Institute for
Advanced Studies; Armenian Theological Seminary and others.

3) Reconstruction has also taken place of Moslem mosques, of

destroyed Jewish synagogues, and of a Byzantine Church

(among others).
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Co-existence in Municipal Administration

1)

For the first time in centuries, the affairs of the City
are entirely in the hands of its own inhabitants. East
Jerusalem enjovs equal amalgamated services (water, elec-
tricity, health) and more than 1,200 Arabs work in munici-
pal services and the police., There are now 10,000 Arab
labourers in East Jerusalem's Histadrut Labour Council.

Unemp loyment has disappeared, wages and social benefits

have increased, living conditions have improved, and infant l

mortality has fallen.

Towards the Future

The city, no longer bisected, provides complete freedom of
movement, religious worship, cultural autonomy, commercial .
and social intercourse and peaceful coexistence.

It has developed at a rate unprecedented since 70 CE, for

the benefit of all its communities. All of them have profited

from the joint effort to solve the social and economic

problems of the entire population.

3) Jerusalem will now continue to be an open, undivided
progressive city with freedom of worship and access to
all (and this in contrast to its status under Jordanian

rule - 1948-1967).

THE JERUSALEM DAY

On the occasion of the anniversary of the annexation plan of the 01d
City of Jerusalem by Israel on June 27, 1967, we wish to present the following
facts .
1. The Holy Town was the tragic victim of an illegal move of annexation by Israel
in order to create a de facto situation in what they call : Unified Jerusalem,
Capital of Israel.

2. Beyond the annexation move, Israel proceeded to various arbitrary acts with

an aim to alter the Arab and historic character of the Holy Town. These acts
comprised the persecution of the population of the town, the demolishing of the .
property of its inhabitants, the dissolution of the Arab Municipal Council, the
expropriation of the land belonging to Arabs, the arson of the Al Agsa Mosque on
August 21, 1969, the prohibition to excavate near this mosque and the various
disrespectful acts against moslem holy places such as entering the Holy Places

during prayer and shooting people during the prayer.

3. The Israeli annexation and the illegal moves in the Holy City of Jerusalem
constitute flagrant violations of International Law and acts of transgration of
the Chart of the UN and the proclamation of human rights. It is also a
contradictory action against the Treaty of social, economic and cultural rights
and the Treaty of political and civic rights adopted by the UN in 1966.

These illegal actions constitute a violation of Article 53 of the 4th kT
Assembly of Geneva in 1949, and Article 56 of the Congress of Hage in 1907,
which prohibit the plundering and destruction of private or public property.

Since Israel occupied the Arab City of Jerusalem in 1967, the General
Assembly and the Security Council of the United Nations have adopted various
resolutions which strongly condemn this country and its efforts to annex and
occupy the town. The United Nations considered these measures non valid.

4. The International Community should not allow Israel to annex the Holy City
of Jerusalem because :

/2
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- Jerusalem occupies a special in the history of Islam and the Arabs.
It is an historical reality that during 12 centuries, the Islamic
dominion of Jerusalem - since chalif Omar Ibn Al Khatab entered the city in
638 - granted the inhabitants of this town guarantees for their individual
safety and the freedom of cult.

Since that time, the Jews and the Christians met every tolerance on the
part of the Moslems who allowed them access and asylum in the Holy Places.

Moslems highly respect the Jewish and Christian religion as well as the
cultural and sentimental ties in relation with this Holy Town.
- The sacred character of the town of Jerusalem constitutes as well part .
of the immortal spiritual heritage of the Moslems and the Christians, an heritage
-which went on for thousands of years. Thus, Jewish rights on this city do not
“exceed the rights of Christians and Moslems.

The annexation of Jerusalem by Israel constitutes a total provocation of
the principle defining the violent occupation of territories as an inacceptable
action and condemning the privation of the inhabitants of Jerusalem of their

sovereign rights.

Thank you for your Lletter of 7 June concerning Australia's
policy towards the status of Jerusalem. The following
is a chronological outline of developments and Australia's
position:

(1) Australia voted in favour of the U.N. General Assembly
resolution 181 (II) of 29 November 1947 (the Partition
of Palestine) which envisaged the internationalisation
of Jerusalem. Following the war between Israel and
the Arab States, which left East Jerusalem under
Jordanian control and MWest Jerusalem wunder Israel's
control, the U.N. General Assembly adopted a resolution
on 9 December 1949 which called for the city to be
placed under a "permanent international regime" to
be administered by the United Nations With guarantees

for the protection of the Holy Places. Australia
voted in favour of the resolution, but the plan for
setting up an international regime was never

implemented.

(2 In the course of the June 1967 war Israel occupied
the whole of the West Bank including East Jerusalem.
Security Council resolution 242 (22 November 1967)
set out the basis of future negotiations for a
comprehensive settlement of the Middle East dispute;
called for Israeli withdrawal from territories occupied
in the June war, and recognition of the right of all
States in the region te Llive in peace within secure
and recognised boundaries.

(3) On 30 July 1980 the Israeli Knesset declared Jerusalenm,
including East Jerusalem, to be the undivided capital
of Israel. Shortly after the Security Council adopted
resolution 478, which declared the "Jerusalem Lauw"
to be a violation of international Law.

The Australian Government made clear 1its opposition to
the Knesset declaration. The Government did not agree
that Israel had any unilateral right to annex East Jerusalem
as such action sought to change the status of a section
of the occupied territories, outside the framework of a

fl'



comprehensive settlement, and was therefore contrary to
the principles of resolution 242.

Australia has never officially recognised Israeli sovereignty
over West Jerusalem, although we have accepted this by
implication, e.g. Australian Ambassadors to Israel present
their credentials to the President in West Jerusalem. Prior
to 1967 Australia did not recognise de__jure Jordanian
sovereignty owver East Jerusalem and the West Bank. The
Ambassador and other members of staff of the Australian
Embassy in Tel Aviv make official calls in West Jerusalem.
They do not, however, make such calls in East Jerusalem.

Australia's attitude remains that the final status of

Jerusalem should be decided in the context of negotiations
towards resolution of the Arab/Israel dispute.

SULIIET: Considerations for the Government of Haiti in Moving
Its Embassy in Israel

e il Sl e ui———
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1. In considering whether Haiti should move its embassy
.in Israel from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem, there are a number of

impertant factors to consider in the realm of Emerican domestic
politics. These potential benefits can be broken down into two
categories, as follows:

I. U.S. Administration and Congressional Assistance

A... Admimistration Assistance/Aid Prouposals

The Reagan Administration had proposed for both FY '84

and '85 Economic Support Fund (ESF) assistance at a level of
$5 million and Military Assistance (MAP) at the levyel of $300,000.
Both of these programs were accepted by the Congress last vyear
and this summer. Development Assistance (AID) has risen from
$17.285 million in FY '83 to an estimated $20.2 million in PY '84
and a proposed $24 miliion in 1985. Similarly, the Food for
Peace Program (P.L. 480) has risen in levels from $18.44 million
in FY "83 to $21.28 million estimated fo. FY 'B4 and proposed
$25.08 million for FY '85. None of these programs should have
.a problem in Congress, with the exception that several weeks ago

Congressman Julian Diston of California offered an amendment, which
was accepted by the House Appropriations Committee, that military
assistance for Haiti must be restricted solely to naval operations
utilized in migrant and narcotic interdiction. As we can see,

he levels of assistance have been steadily increasing. A move
of Haiti's embassy to Jerusalem would probably not affect the
Administration's internal decisions on levels of aid to Haiti.
The major effect could well be in the Congress.

B. Congressicnal Support for Haiti

The two committees in both the House and Sanate which
play the greatest rele in assistance to and relations with any
government, including Haiti, are the House and Senate Feoreign
Relations and Appropriations Committees. They have traditionally
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been extremely supportive of close U.S. ties with Israel and of
Israel itself. The history of these committees is to be most
responsive to countries which make major diplomatic initiatives
with regard to Israel. For instance, Egypt, by signing the

Camp David Accord, saw its aid level dramatically increased in
1960 to a point where it practically rivals Israel. Even

though the Camp David Accord and relations between Israel and
Egypt have frozen somewhat, the high aid levels to Egypt remain.
Additionally, Zaire took a bold step by becoming the first Black
African state to reinstitute diplomatic relations with Israel

in 1982. Even with Zaire's reputation for financial mismanagement,
perceived large scale corruption, and the personal wealth of its
President, Congressional support for Zaire has risen=-despite the
objections of certain Congressmen who are extremely opposed to
these levels of assistance. We have reason to believe that sup-
porters of Israel have played a major role in persuading members
of these Committees to be responsive to Zaire's needs precisely
because of its diplomatic initiative toward Israel.

While moving Haiti's embassy from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem
would not be a watershed diplomatic initiative to the degree of
a restoration of diplomatic relations, it is reasonable to presume.
that such a move by Haiti would be well received by supporters of
lsrael..in-the-Congress. This includes Congressman Michael Barnes
who is Chairman of the Western Hemisphere Subcommittee of the
House Foreign Affairs Committee, and Congressmen Clarence Long
and Jack Kemp who are the key figures in the House Appropriations
Subcommittee dealing with foreiagn aid, and Senators Robert Kasten
and Daniel Inocuye of the Senate Appropriations Committee.

Israel's supporters in Washington, including the American
Israel Public Affairs Committee, the official lobbving arm for
Israel of American Jewish Organizations, have tended to support
those countries which have taken diplomatic steps in the direction
of Ierael. Certainly they are responsive to the government of
Israel when it indicates a desire to be reciprocal toc these
countries. None of this is to say that the problems facing
Haiti would be minimized in Congress. It is unrealistic to
expect any lessening of occasional concern or criticism which
might arise, However, these issues would be additionally effected
by Haiti's embassy initiative and Members such as Congressman
Dante FPascell, Chairman of the House Foreiqn Affairs Committee,
whose district is in Miami, Florida and is greatly concerned with
Haitian issues and would also be extremely responsive to a country

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II. Domestic Political Benefits

A. . Jewish Community Drgﬁnizatinns .

As indicated above, actions taken by foreign govern-
ments which move them closer to Israel are being reciprocated
within the American Jewish Community=--particularly when informed
by the government of Israel. An action by Haiti tc move its
embassy to Jerusalem would be reported in all of the national
Jewish media. This includes Jewish community newspapers in
every major city in the United States and publications of such
major Jewish organizations as B'Nai B'Rith, Hadassah (largest
national women's organization), the Near East Report, which is
the publication of AIPAC, and the widely read English edition
of the Jerusalem Post.

After initial reporting, it would be most logical to
arrange a visit by President Duvalier or other senior Haitian
officials to visit with the Conference of Presidents of Major
American Jewish Organizations in order to explain the rationale
behind the move of the embassy. Such a visit would be well
received and would .present an opportunity for Haiti to lay out :
jts problems and potential opportunities to an extremely influential,
cultured, well-traveled U.S5. community. It is our estimation that
such a visit would be foliowed by important interchanges between
members of the Jewish community and their friends on Capitol Hill
and in the Administration.

‘8. Jewish Buginass and Teurism Potential

There are groups of American Jewish businéssmen now
forming to work with Israel in agricul#ural and other development
projects throughout the world. As you may know, Isxael has an
interest in projects in Haiti and there are individuals in the
American Jewish community who already have projects in Haiti who
have expressed an interest in escalating thosc projects if Haiti
were to move its embassy. Israeli companies such as Koortrade,

"Rassco, Sclel Bonei Construction Company, and others are potential

joint venture partners for American capital to put together projects
in Haiti and other countries which improve their relations with
Israel. Indeed, one such American venture capital company has

been formed in Miami expressly for this purpose. The firm,

Genesis Development Group, is run by young Jewish businessmen

with important Jewish community political connections.

Another important area of interest to Haiti is tourism.
It should be entirely possible for a well orcheatrated campalgn
promoting tourism in Haiti to make an impact on the American
Jewish community. This would ideally be part of the p;esentatlon
that Haitian officials would make to the Jewish comnunity leader-
ship in the United States. With the appropriate infrastrycture
in Haiti and tourism information, results should be positive.

: . w/
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Indeed, when Mexico took political action at the United Nations
a number of years ago in opposition to Israel's interest, the
American Jewish community organized an extremely effective
tourism boycott of Mexico which shortly caused an immediate
change in Mexico's political position. The Jewish community

is equally able to act in a positive light in terms of tourism.

I1I. Conclusion

while it is impossible to predict specific positive
results flowing from a move of Haiti's embassy to Jerusalem, the
above points indicate that there is much potential for positive
results both within the U.5. Administration, the Congress, and
the American Jewish community. . There seemsS to be very little
if any downside risk in the United States to such a move.

Mr, Chairman, Members of the Committee, I anm Fleased to submit a
statement for the record on H.R. 4877.

The Congress is considering proposals feor legislation reguiring that
the U.S5. Embsssy in Israel be moved from jts present location in
Tel Aviv. I am concerned that thege Proposals, if passed, will do
harm to cur relations with many friendly nations, and will impair
‘hmerica's ability to encourage modefate Arab states in the search
for an overall Pernanent, negotiated peace Eettlement.

The United States has been at the center of efforts to bring peace
to the Middle East throughout the Postwar period. Our cloge
relations with states on both sides of the Arab-Israeli dispute have
placed our government in a unigue position to ensure that full
advantage is taken of all opportunities for peace. The Israeli-
Egyptian and IYsraeli-Syrian disengagemeni agreezents of 1974, the
Sinal II agresment of 1975, the Camp David Accords of 1578, and the
Egypt-Israel Peace Treaty of 1979 attest net enly to our succegses
but alse to the possibilities that lay ahead as we face further
challenges in this troubled region.

1 am hopeful and confident that other Arab Etates will be willing to
enter the peace process when the political environment is favorable
for doing so. There are many factors involved in producing such an
environment, not the least of which is the perception that the
United States is determined to maintain a fair and consistent
approach to the key issues invelved in this dispute.

A proposal to sharply increase the
Jewish population in the Jerusalem
metropolitan area in the coming de-
cades while curhing Arab growth
was unveiled vesterday by Matity-
ahu Drobles, co-chairman of the

Terusalem Mayor Teddy Kollek
has long opposed large-scale de-
velopment of the city's periphery,
maintaining that it comes at the
expense of the city by siphoning off
the strongest population elements,
Drobles proposed concentrating
efforts on the creation of low-density

Thank you, Mr. Chairman. My name is Reverend Jerry Falwell., | am
the pastor of Thomas Road Baptist Church in Lynchburg, Virginia, the
Chancellor of Liberty Baptist College and, as a part-time extra

curricular activity, | sometimes participate in the Moral Majority.

One of the issues we have addressed from the outset of Moral Majority
in 1879 and from the beginning of my ministry nearly twenty-eight years
2go is support for the nation of Israel, born in our lifetimes, and for
the Jewish people everywhere who deserve 3 homaiand where they may
forever be free of the scourge that near!y eliminated them from the

face of the earth during World War Two.

The question before this joint hearing today, however, is not the suppeort
of Israel (though it is In a sense), but rather whether a sovereign
nation has the right to declare its capital where it wishes and have that
capital recognized bylmher sovereign nations, As: all of you are awsare,
the United States recently granted full diplomatic recognition to The
Vatican, a religicaus entity that, despite this recoghition, still does not
recognize Israel as a nation, much less Jerusalem as its capital, The
palitical identification of The Vatican flows from iils religious status,
Jerusalem, on the othar hand, is revered not by ene religion, but by
three and even by those who hoid to a secular faith., 1t has always been
and is the historic capital of |srael.

Even in our dispute with the British, the English government did not
deny us the right to place our capital In Philadelphia or New York or
Washington or anywhere else we wished. This has been the historic
right of all nations whatever their political status, religious belief or

concept of freedom to establish its capital where it wishes.
