(6) Japan will be completely disarmed and dem: tarized. Lhe authority of
the militarists and the influence of militarism will be totally eliminated from her
political, economic, and social life. Institutions expressive of the spint of
militarism and ageression will be vigorously suppressed.

{¢) The Japanese people shall be encouraged to develop a desire for individual
libertics and respect for fundamental human rights, particularly the freedoms
of religion, assembly, speech, and the press. They shall also be encouraged to
form democratic and representative organizations.

(d) The Japancse people shall be afforded opportunity to develop for them-
selves an economy which will permit the peacetime requirements of the popula-
tion to be met.

Part II—ArLED AUTHORITY

1. Military Occupation

There will be a military ¢ upation of the Japanese home islands to carry
into effect the surrender te:. . and further the achievement of the ultimate
abjectivesstated above. The cccupationshall have the character of an operation
in behalf of the principal Allied powers acting in the interests of the United

Nations at war with Japan. For that reason, participation of the forces of other

nations that have taken a leading part in the waragainst Japan will be weleomed
and expected. The occupation forces will be under the command of a Supreme
Commander designated by the United States.

Although every effort will be made, by consultation and by constitution .of
appropriate advisory bodies, to establish policies for the conduct of the occupa-
tion and control of Japan which will satisfy the principal Allied powers, in the
event of any differences of opinion among them, the policies of the United
States will govern.

2, Relationship to Fapanese Government

The authority of the Emperor and the Japanese Government will be subject
to the Supreme Commander, who will possess all powers necessary to cffectuate
the surrender terms and to carry out the policies established for the conduct of
the occupation and the control of Japan.

In view of the present character of Japanese socicty and the desire of the
United States to attain its objectives with a minimum commitment of its forces
and resources, the Supreme Commander will exercise his authority through
Japancse governmental machinery and agencies, including the Emperor, to
the extent that this satisfactorily furthers United States objectives. The Japanese
Government will be permitted, under his instructions, to exercise the normal
powers of povernment in matters of domestic administration. This policy, how-
cver, will be subject to the right and duty of the Supreme Commander to re-
fjuire changes in governmental machinery or personnel or to act direct! fise
Fmperor or other Japanese authority does not satishactorily meet the require-
wents of the Supreme Commander in effectuating the surrender terms, This
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(i) to scttle its international disputes by peacelul meuns in such a

manner that international peace and security, and justice, are not

endangered;

(ii) to refrain in its international relations from the threat or use of force

against the territorial integrity or political independence of any

State or in any other manner inconsistent with the Purposes of the
United Nations; '

(iii) to give the United Nations every assistance in any action it takes in

accordance with the Charter and to refrain from giving assistance to

any Statc against which the United Nations may take preventive or
enforcement action.

(8) The Allied Powers confirm that they will be guided by the principles
of Article 2 of the Charter of the United Nations in their relations with
Japan.

(¢) The Allicd Powers for their part recognize that Japan as a sovereign
nation possesses the inherent right of individual or collective self-defense
referred to in Article 51 of the Charter of the United Nations and that
Japan may voluntarily enter into collective security arrangements.

ARTICLE §

(a) All occupation forces of the Allied Powers shall be withdrawn from
Japan as soon as possible after the coming into force of the present Treaty,
and in any case not later than go days thereafter. Nothing in this provision
shall, however, prevent the stationing or retention of foreign armed forces
in Japanese territory under or in consequence of any bilateral or multi-
lateral agreements which have been or may be made between one or more
of the Allicd Powers, on the one hand, and Japan on the other.

(v) Security TrEATY BETWEEN THE U.S5.A. aAxD Jarax, San Francisco,
8 SEpTEMBER 1g51° :

Japan has signed a Treaty of Peace with the Allied Powers. On the
coming into force of that Treaty, Japan will not have the effective means
to exercise its inhererdt right of self-defense because it has been disarmed.

There is danger to Japan in this situation because irresponsible mili-
tarism has not yet been driven from the world. Therefore, Japan desires
a Security Treaty with the United States of America to come into force
simultancously with the Treaty of Peace between Japan and the United
States of America.

The Treaty of Peace recognizes that Japan as a sovereign nation has
the right to enter into collective security arrangements, and, further, the
Charter of the United Nations recognizes that all nations possess an in-
herent right of individual and collective self-defense.

In exercise of these rights, Japan desires, as a provisional arrangement
for its defense, that the United States of America should maintain armed
forces of its own in and about Japan so as to deter armed attack upon
Japan,

The United States of America, in the interest of peace and security,
is presently willing to maintain certain of its armed forces in and about
Japan, in the expectation, however, that Japan will itself increasingly
assume responsibility for its own defense against direct and indirect
aggression, always avoiding any armament which could be an offensive
threat or serve other than to promote peace and security in accordance with
the purposes and principles of the United Nations Charter.

Accordingly, the two countries have agreed as follows:

Articte 1

Japan grants, and the United States of America accepts the right, upon
the coming into force of the Treaty of Peace and of this Treaty, to dispose
United States land, air and sca forces in and about Japan. Such forces
may be utilized to contribute to the maintenance of international peace
and sccurity in the Far East and to the security of Japan against armed
attack from without, including assistance given at the ~ press request of
the Japanese Government to put down large-scale intersal riots and dis-
turbances in Japan, caused through instigation or intervention by an
vtilside Power or Powers.

We hold that, regarding this, your side must shoulder the absolute
responsibility for insuring that no such incidents will occur again.

In your letter, you give assurance that the United Nations Command
will, to the limit of its ability, cstablish military safeguards, where neces-
sary, to insure that the armistice terms are observed. We consider that
this is necessary. However, your side indicates that it is not yet definitcly
sure of a guarantee that the South Korean Governments and Army will
abide by the armistice agreement reached by the delegations of both sides,
Moreover, the Syngman Rhee clique has been and still is elamoring for

| unification of Korea by force; this is sufficient in itself to prove from which
side the aggression was launched three years ago.

Now, should the United Nations Command continue to connive at the
Syngman Rhee clique and permit it to lay out various premeditated
schemes for undermining the possibilities of a peaceful settlement of the
Korcan question, armed aggression against the Korean Democratic
People’s Republic might break out again at any time, even if the Korcan
armistice agreement were signed.

Therclore, our side holds that your side must take effective steps re-
garding the observance of the South Korean Government and Army of
the armistice agreement and all other related agreements; it is only thus
that the Korean armistice can be safeguarded against disruption,

To sum up, although our side is not entircly satisfied with the reply of

. your side, yet in view of the indication of the desire of your side to strive
