Thank wvou for wvour letter dated Jupne 16, 1979, dellverad
by Ambassador Samuel Lewis to the Prime Minister, the Foreign Minister
and myself In my capacity as Chalrman of the Israsl Delegation to the
Negotiations on the amangements for providing Autonomy to the Arab
inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District.

In general terms, this reflects the statement [ presented
to Ambassador Lewis on June 4, 197% and which was transmitted to

Yo .

However, there are some passages or expressions in
your letter to which the Government of lsrael cannot agree because
they are inconslstent with the text of the Camp David Agreement:

Ly In the first sentence you refer to the "West Bank/
Gaza negotiations.” No such term iz to be found
In the Camp David Agreament which stipulates clearly
that the subject to be negotiated is providing full
autonomy to the Inhabitants of the areas concerned
(in Israel's terminology: Judea, Samarla and the Gaza
Digtrictl .

In both decuments mentloned above we quote literally
the last sentence of the joint letter addressed by
President A, Sadat and Prime Minister M. Begin to
President Jimmy Carter; certainly the noun derived
from the verb "to participate” is "participant”.

On page 2 you write "Our purpose Is to help the
parties specified In the Framework reach agreement
on a transitlonal regime on the West Bank and Gaza."

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Again, it Is my duty to stress that the words
“transitional regime"” do not appear at all in the
Camp David Agreement. That international document
slgned Sy President A. Sadat and Prime Minlster M,
Beglin and by President Jimmy Carter as a witness
thereto stipulates:

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STATEMENT ISSUED BY PRIME MINISTER BEGIN, JERUSALEM,
JUNE 11, 1979

During the course of the last few days a campalgn of
incltement conducted by certain clircles has been launched against
tha Government of Israel and ag:ﬂnst me personally. Only . a few
months ago thase very samﬁ circles pronounced words of pralse
concerning Israell actions that led to the signing of the peace
treaty between Egypt and Israel, our love of peace and our
desire to achleve peace with all our nelghbours which, to this

day, refuse to join the peace-making process,

These circles, in ]‘i;femng to Jewish settlement in Judea.,
Samarla and the Gagza District, are not ashamed to employ the term
"provocation™. This ls peérhaps the most distasteful elemeont of the
whole Incitément campalgn. One recalls times when It was asserted that
the vary presance of Jeaws was of ltgelf a mrovocation. And, if now,
there be [sraelis of certaln outlooks who accept the assumption that the
presence of Jews alongside Arabs In our historic homeland, Eretz lsraal,
constitutes a "provocation" - shame on them. By so doing they adopt

the ovil path of the enamies of the Jewlsh peopla.

Distortions, also, originating elther in cyniciem or
in ingnorance are being published about our seftlements In our land.
"The New York Times," lor example, asserts that 1 allegedly promised
somebody that we would never carry out settlement work In areas of
Eretz Israel "selzed", so0 the paper writes, "from the Arabs". There
is absolutely no foundation to this report. At Camp David I promised
President Carter that during the tthree months of negotiations with
Egypt on the peace tréaty we would abstaln from establishing sottlemants.
The three months period ended on December 17, 1978. During those months

a debate arcse between ourselves and the Americans on this matter.
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This debate was laid to a final rest withthe announcement a few weeks
ago of the Secretary of State, Mr. Cyrus Vance, before a Congressional
Committee when he affirmed rha’lc the obligation to which 1 had commited

mysell consisted of this and nothing more: three months only.

Ever since m!.-; first visit to President Carter on July 22,
1977, 1 have stated and reiterated that we have an absolute right to
settle in all parts of Eretz lsrael, since this is our lind parts of which
were conguered in [948, in the east amnd in the south, by aggression
and lnvasion by Jordan and Egypt. Under no cireumstances did 1 ever agree
with the announcemaents , whataq_f:r their origin be, alleging that our settle-

ments are lllegal or that they consttute an obstacle to peace.

There are circles abiroad who rely upon minoclity votes, o
on the official opposition, or on & demonstration of groups of citizens,
or on an article of an opposition member defeated In democratic elections,
in order to justify thelr incitement againgt the Government of Ilsrasl and
against ma personally. One cannot but expréss wonder at this approach
which {8, clearly, antl-democratic. In a democracy, not the minorlty
but the majority decldes and forélgn countries conduct relations with the
legitimately elected Government, not with groups of demonstrators or

authors of opposition articles,

anybody. At every opportunity,tand principally during the twelve days
