Dear Mr. Rosenthal: Iﬂ!ﬂlﬁ

Secretary Haig has asked me to reply to your letter
regarding the June 7 Israeli air attack on the nuclear
reactor under construction in Irag. We are presently
conducting a review of this entire matter.

The Israeli raid highlights the deeper antagonisms of
the Middle East which, if not ameliorated, could lead to
renewed outbreaks of violence. The United States does
not believe that force can provide the answer to interna-
tional disputes. Our condemnation of Israel's action was
intended to give clear expression to our views in this
regard. At the same time, while we cannot accept Israel's
recourse to military action, we are fully aware of the
unique geographical and political aspects of Israel's
situation to which vou make reference. As Ambassador
Kirkpatrick made clear in her statement to the Security
Council, we remain fully committed to the security and well
being of Israel and to the friendship between our two coun-
tries. .

We have carefully no+ted the contrasting positions of
Israel and Irag in regard to the Iragi nuclear program.
Israel contends that its action against Irag was necessary
for its legitimate self-defense because the Iragi OSIRAK

‘reactor was intended to produce weapons grace material to

make atomic bombs., Iraq, for its part, states that its
nuclear program was dedicated to the peaceful uses of
nuclear energy. Irag points out that it has ratified the
Non-Proliferation Treaty and that Iraq's reactor and supply
of enriched uranium were subject to IAEA safeguard controls.
The Israeli raid and its aftermath underscore the importance
of nuclear non-proliferation; recent events have shown that
the threat of spreading nuclear explosives can lead to ser-
ious regional -=- if not global -- instability. It is clearly
in cur national security interests to prevent any. additicnal
country from developing nuclear explosives.

Philip promised me that he would send
a message to Prince Fahd about what, in our agreement, we termed: "to desist
from supplying heavy weapons" (to the terrorists...), and that he would demand
a reply on this most crucial issue within the next few days. @t is my duty,
Mr. Secretary, to draw your attention to this issue and to urge upon you an
effective solution.

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- U. 5. concern prompted the Reagen administration on
Monday 1o eonce again delay the shipment of F=-16s to Israel,
but so far without any effect.

BILL SEAMANS: The events leading to the current PLO
minl-war bagan about eight months, according to Israel's chlof
of militery Intellligence, General Yehoshua Saguy. |+ was around
that Time, he sald, the Israelis detected 2n alarming new PLO
development In southern Leba2non. The PalesTinlans wera receiving
huge supplies of Soviet made heavy weapons, rocket launchers, 130
millimetar cannon and T-55, T-54 and T~34 tanks. Thesa were com-
Ing trom Libya and Seovlet bloc countrles and were turning tha PLO
Into a smajil, but very dangerous army whose sole objJective, accord~
lng to Saguy, was to kill unarmed lIsraell civillans, not attack
Isrgeil milltary positions.

Prime Minlster Beqin, who Is also Defense Minister,
thanged |srael's tuctles. From than on they would not walt until
Israells were killed before retzliating. Thay took the offensive,
hitting PLO bases to prevent the use of the nsw heavy weapons,
Israel launched a pre-emptive campalgn agalast the PLO.

Aftter Begin was reelected on June 30+th, having made 2
campaign promise to stop the rockets frem falling on northern !s-
rael, The PLO launched I1ts new offensive and hit all along the
border arza, from Naharlya on the Medliterranasan fto the towns of
Klryst Shemona and Litula on tha east. IT wes a fearsome barrage.
Salvos of 40 rockets at a ftime rained down without warning, and
the heavy artillary shells crumping In &nd spraying razer=sharp
shrapnel everywhere, kl!llng flve persons.

Northarn |srasl was forced Into The bomb shelters. Llte
came to a standstlll. Most businass shut dewn; tourlism destroyed
Many left the zres. This fact gave the PLO z victory It had never
tasted. ’

The Israells answerad back with heavier and heavier alr
strikes, whleh dld net stTop the PLU rockets. So, said Beglin, thay
had fo bomb PLO headgquarters In downtown Belrut. Begin said the
PLO would no longer be able to hlde 1ts deadily mititary hoadquarters
behind civilian skirts. One Israsll offlcial sald wherever the
snakoe's head, we wlll cut it off,

The |sraelis placed the Immediate blame for strengthening
the PLO on the Syrians. Without Syrlan help, nothling could happan
In southern Lebanon, sald the military Intellligence chief, Why? _
For two reasons, say the Israells. Syrla's President Assad wants
to get political backing from other Arab statass to strengthen hls
threatened regime. And Syrla wanis to control Lebanon, and anly
Israel stands in the way.
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To flght back, Bogin claims he Is using American sup-
plled weapons In accord wlith the supply agreement. Those planas,
says Beglin, are belng used tuo defend thea llves of Innocent men,
womaen and children. Bagin has sent, in ettect, &n Indlrect mas-
sage To the PLO: Israel will continue Yo defend Itself. Tha+t
means |f the PLO stops shooting and bringing In those heaavy
weapons, Isrzel wlll step shcotling also.

As for tThe Unitad States, Begin claims Amerlcan Interes+ts
are consldered before every attack. But as ona high government of=
ticlal clalms, one of America's major strategle Interasts here In
the Middle East is Israel's survival. RIght now Israal is the
U. Su's most valuable strategle ally In this ally, and the Isrseiis
see the U. 5. bullding a fragile house of cards in the Arab world,
spending blillons of dollars [on] weapons and glving them to shaky
unrellable Arab reglmes.

VANOCUR: At almost the seme time, Deputy Secratary of
State Willlam Clark *old reporters over breakfast "Our commiftments
are not to Mr. Begin, but to thae nation he represents, ButT wlthout
Question he Is making It difficult to assist lsraal .

Within hours, Israsll Ambassador Evron, who returned fas+
night from consultatlions In Jerusalem, was at the State Department,
meeting wlth Secretary of State Halg and boeing asked by reporters
To comment on what Welnberger had sald.

AMBASSADOR EPHRAIM EVRON: | don'+t want tn aat Inta a
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public argument with the Secretary of Defense. But | think
he'!s wrong in this case.

YANOCUR: Presldent Reagan, back from his regular
Wednesday horseback ride, was evenhanded, more concillatory
than bhad been Welnberger and Clark.

PRESIDENT ROMALD REAGAN: | want an end to the whole
vlolence, Remember +hls also, that they are subject to respeated
rocket attacks on civilian quarters themselves. So we want an
end to the violence on both sides.

VANOCUR: But evenhanded or net, It was evident tha+t
Begln's policles had, In fact, disturbed some sectlions of Amerlican
Jewry. One promlinent Philadelphla businessman, a longtime supporter
of Israel, was quoted In Today's Baltimore Sun: "Begin has gone
too far." They were words +that echoed whar had been said earlisr
this week In the United States Senata.

SENATOR CHARLES PERCY: The Interests of +he Un!lTed
States In seoklng peace In the reglon are serlously Impacted by
the lsraell ralds. How can we play an effesctive role In helplng
to negotiate peace and stablilty between Israel and the Arabs when
The Frime Minister of lIsrael orders the bombling of a clvllian area
of Belrut?

VANOCUR: The concern ls coatalned in one simple question:
can the United States allow Itself to beocome a hostage to Beglin?
But as soon as ihat question Is ralsed, another Intrudes; namaly,
wlll attacklng Begin restraln him or merely sarve to strengthen
his position within Iscrael?

AMBASSADOR EVRON: Well, | agree with meny of the
things that Senator Lugar sald; namely, we are allles; wa havo
to coordlinate our policles; we are aiming a8t the same Things In
the Middio East. Let's not forget that ths FLO are the enenmy,
not only of lsrsal, but also of the United States. They're
surrogates of the Soviet Unjon. They are undermlnlng any peace
affort. And therefcre, the war that they have been waglng agalnst
us and tho actlon that we take against them are a part of what must
ba a mutual pollicy.

And | do hope that as the facts unfold 2nd those pacple
reollze that we are not dolng these Things willingly, but, rather,
In self~defonse, that the understanding &nd the sympathy for Isrzael
wlll be restored, as i'm sure It will.

This iz in response to your l=tters of March 16 and
May 1, and your telegram of May 12, concerning the situation
in Lebanon. We regret the delay in our response, which has
occurred as a resull of our efforts to calm the issues and

T am sure you share with us the view that it is essential
that everything possible be done to enhance the chancea for
the success of the Habib mission. At the same time, we are
continuing to review the circumstances of the use of U.S5.-
supplied equipment in Lebanon, including the use of American-
manufactured aircraft tc shoot down two helicopters.

As you know, we have discussed freguently with the Govern-

ment of Israel the guestion of Israel’s policies in Lebanon.
We have made clear, both publicly and in our converzsations

We will continue to keecp the matter of Israel's activities
in Lebanon under close scrutiny in the light of applicable
raguirements of 0.5. law.

They intentionally go to such places where bhere are civilians and from
there give orders to Will our ecivilians, To refrain from acting against them would be absolute®W
irresponsibility on our part, for our responsibility is to defend our people. Therefore,
we said openly that we are going to attack terrorist headquarters even if they are among
civilians. The responsibility is theirs, the terrorists'. We are, of course, sorry if
civilians sre hit. The terrorists cen place their headquarters away from civilian targets and
defend themselves with whatever they wish. But they cannot play a double game. It is
unacceptable and intolerable. We will act on the basis of this statement in the future.
They cannot enjoy sanctuary among civillans in order to plan attackfon our civiliana.
[wenty-eight locations in our country were hit by missilesand artillery.
Saqui: Allow me to say a word about the Israeli response, Usually, we only hit terrorist
targeta in open areas and this is what we wx also did until Friday, We refrained from
attacking any area occupied by civilians even though ve knew that the terrorists were there,
lost of the bases you see located on the map are in open areas, However, we know that
their major bases are on the seashore in Palestinian camps. And, even on friday, when we
ssught to hit the bases closer to the civilian population we chose targets at the edges of
the camps in order to avoid civilaan casualties, On Friday we did two things. We attacked
the two headquarters, of Fatah and the Democratic Front, Both got direct hits and the casual-
ties were heavy.

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Brown: Do you have the figures?

Sagui: Yes, 85 dead and 600 injured. More than 40% were terrorists, either officers or
officials. In addition, we tried to bomb and cut the main roads to the south by destroying
the bridges on the Zaharani and the Litani.

STATEMENT BY THE PRESIDENT

Our nation faces major challenges in international
affairs. One of the most critical is the need to prevent
the spread of nuclear explosives to additional countries,
Further proliferation would pose a severe threat to inter-
national peace, regional and global stability, and the
security interests of the United States and other countries.
Our nation has been committed on a bipartisan basis to
preventing the spread of nuclear explosives from the birth
of the atomic age over 35 years ago. This commitment is
shared by the vast majority of other ccuntries. The urgency
of this task has been highlighted by the ominousz events in
the Middle East,

The problem of reducing the risks of nuclear proliferation
has many aspects and we nead an integrated approach to deal
with it effectively, In the final analysis, the success of
our efforts depends on our ability to improve regional and
global stability and reduce those motivations that can drive
countries toward nuclear explosives. Tais calls for a
strong and dependable United States, vibrant alliances and
improved relations with others, and a dedication to those
tasks that are vital for a stable world order.

I am announcing today a policy framework that reinforces
the longstanding objectives of our nation in nen~proliferation
and includes a number of basic guidelines.

We must re-establish this natipn as a predictable and
reliable partner for peaceful nuclear cooperation under
adequate safeguards. This is essential to our non-proliferation
goals. If we are not such a partner, other countries will
‘tend to go their own ways and our influence will diminish,

This would reduce our effectiveness in gaining the support
we need tc deal with proliferation problems.

o Instructing the Executive Branch agencies to
undertake immediate efforts to ensure expeditious
action on export requests and approval requests
under agreements for peaceful nuclear: coocperation
where the necessary statutory requirements are
met.

The Presldent's gtatement today sets forth the basic
alemants of the Administration's pelicy on nuclear non-
proliferation and peaceful nuclear cooperation.

Preventing the spread of nuclear explosives to additional
countrias ramains a LwiGamental objectiva of the United States.

The President's statement reflscts continuity in U.S.
non-proliferation policy objectives for over threa decades.
It marks a shift in emphasis from the apprcach of the previous
Administration, however, on how best to achieve these objectives,
The Administration will seek to pursue non=-proliferation
more efiectively by placing greater emphasis on:

o the need to improve regional and alobal stability
and to reduce motivaktions that can move countries
toward nuclear explosives;

c international cooperation as an essential part of
strengthening the international non-proliferation
regime; and

o the nesd to restore the U.S. as a reliable nuclear
supplier under an effective regime oi safeguards
and non-proliferation controls.

Policy CGuidelines

The President announced several policy quidelinesf

1. The United States will seek to prevent tha spread
of nuclear explosives to _additional countries as a fundamental
national security and foreign policy objectiva.

As noted in the President's statement, furthar proliferation
of nuclear explosives would pose a severe threat +o
international peace, regional and global stability, and

the security interests of the United States and other
countries.

2. The United States will strive to reduce the
motivation for acouiring nuclear ¢xplosives by working to
improve regional and global stabiliity and €6 promote
undarstanding of the leditimate Security Concerns of other
states.

As the President's
statement notes, many friends and allies of the United States
have a strong interast in nuclear power andéd hava, in recaent
years, lost confidence in the ability of our natien to
recognize their needs.  We need to restora confidence, trust,
and mutual understanding in the field of internaticnal
nuclear cooperation within the framework of effective safe-
guards and controls,

To accomplish this, the President's statement sats
forth thez objectiva of re~establishing the United Statassd as
a predictable and reliable partner for peacaful nuclear
coocperation under eirectiva safeguaxds.

Tunisia - MGOA3 Tanks

The Government of Tunisia has requested the purchase of 54 MG0A3 tanks with
support equipment and services at an estimated cost of $92 million.

This sale supports the foreign policy objectives of the United States by helping
to provide a friendly country with the means to maintain its own defense.

The incorporation of these tanks into the Tunisian inventory will enhance its
capability to protect itself from the Libyan tank threat. Libya's hostile
intent towards Tunisia was amply demonstrated by the Libyan-backed dissident
attack on the Tunisian city of Gafsa in January 1980. Tunisia's armed forces
are currently equipped with outmoded weaponry and are inadequate to meet the
growing threat from neighboring Libya. The purchase of these tanks will be cne
of the first steps in Tunisia's current five year program to upgrade fts defense

establ{siments. _

The sale of this equipment and support will not affect the basi¢c military
balance in the region, ; !

The prime contractor will be the Chrysler Corporation of Warren, Michigan,

Dear Mr. Prime Minister:

I want to convey to you my warm personal congratula-
tions on your victory in the June 30 elections. I fully
appreciate the pride you rightly feel in your reelecticn
Your recent elections are a reminder to all Americans cof
the democratic principles upon which Israel is built anc
of the common values we share. Our common heritage,
dedication to freedom, and enduring faith in the democratic
process spiritually and morally bind our two countries.

As you know, Mr. Prime Minister, the United States is
committed unequivocally to Israel's security and well-keinz.
President Reagan has reaffirmed this commitment without
any reservation as well as the high value w2z place on our
friendship with Israel.

1f we are to make the Middle Fast secure so that peace
becomes an enduring reality, a close strategic partnershirp
between the United States and Israel is essential. This
Administration is keenly aware of the threats we face in
the area from the Soviet Union and its proxies. We recognize
the gaps in Western military capabilities in the regien and
the fundamental strategic value of Israel -- the strongest
and most stable friend and ally we have in the Middle East.
Therefore, we must work together to counter the full range eI
threats that the Western world faces in the region. While
we may not always place the same cemphasis on particular
threats, we share a fundamental understanding that a strona,
secure, and vibrant Israel serves Western interests in the
Middle Bast. We will never deviate from this principle,
for the success of our strategy is dependent on it.

By the same token, keeping other states in the regicn
secure from Soviet coercion or proxy threats is in both U.GS.
and lsraeli interests. That is the esscnce of our overall
approach to Egypt and those Arab States that share our CONCSLIE
about Soviet threats to the region.

Just as close fricends sometimes disagree or suffer
misunderstandings, so have we, over the last month, had .
occasion to disagree. We must cooperate to put that dis-
agreement behind us and bridge any remaining gaps in our




mutual understanding. We have too much to do together in
building regional security and peace to dwell on transient
differences. We cannot and we will not allow these differ-
ences to stand in the way of the urgent task of building

security in this vital region.

Just as we will work closely with ycu on regional
strategy matters and on enhancing your security, so will we
work as your friend and strategic partner in the peace
process. Peace serves all our interests and no one knows
this better than you, Mr. Prime Minister. There are mar
difficult decisions that will have to be made and we may not
always agree. But, Mr. Prime Minister, I reiterate, we
will never allow our commitment to Israel's survival,
strength, and well-being to wane. This is, and will always
be, a fundamental principle of United States policy towarc
Israel.

Essentially, | have kexpxspese two purposes in coming. In keeping with the tenor
of the strategic partnership which the President and the Secretary hope to deepen in the
years ahead, they thought it to be worthwhile for me to sum up for you the progress the
U.S. has made in its foreign relations during this first part of the administration and to
provide an estimate as to the progress we have made and where we have not made progress.

Also, to discuss with you in particular our identity of interest with Israel in the broad

context, of securing strategic stability and how this might be improved. The second part

of my mission is to put behind us the transient problem that has occurred between us

with respect to your recent action concerning lraq.
You will recall that when the Secretary was here he summarised our goals to cut
doun on our demostic economy and place it on a stable footing thereby releasing funds for

the substantial strengthening of our military postures through a fairly fundamental re-
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organization of government priorities. The beginnings have gone reasonably well as
| expect Sam has advised you. Progress on the budget has gone very well. The other goals
the Secretary summarizel when he was here relate to foreign affairs, particularly to try

and restore relations with the Soviet Union by establishing a genuine reciprocity and

inducing a restraint on the part of the Soviets whilst intensifying relations with our key

allies, including your government, All this, whilst searching for an understanding on how

we can deal constructively with developing countries. With regard to the Soviet Union,
uxk:nmuniaxxn;x;Hmkxpﬁxpixxukxutuquxnuxtguxgtprtjxpﬁxpi:xskxumgiaixprmgtuxuxsiaxa%krﬂund
a principal elemenl of our strategy is the growth of our strength. Congress has approved
our military expansion and there is a greal promise of a reverse in the decline of recent
years of our military posture. To broaden the inducement of the restraint of the Soviet
Union the Secretary believes it is very important lo strengthen the relationship with

our allies, including Western Europe and the Middle Fast including your government. The
central purpose of the Secretary's discussion with his counterparts in Rome was Lo

try and reverse a trend emerging in Europe which we think skewed an understanding of the
purpose of detente. Governments in Furope had fostered their cu;%fcial relations with
Eastern Europe emanating from deténte without taking full account of how the Soviet Union
was seeking to use detente for its own strategic aims. Over the years there was an
increasing emphasiseson the co;arcial aspect and a substantial constituent of this kind
was built, notably in Western Germany, whilst there was too little emphasiseqon the need
for firmness in opposing Soviet expansionism. 1L was Lhe placing ﬁ#iéEphﬂsiBEiﬂﬂ this
second element that was the principal issue in Rome during the meeting in May.

Thus, the question arose as to whether to proceed with the long-range nuclear weapons.

In Furope there had emerged strong feelings for armament control of those systems. It
seems to be unuise to negotiate such reductions whilst there was an imbalance in the
Gouiel favour. We understood the political vulnerability of our allies in Europe and
agreed on negotiations this year. However, ue initiated a study on how bad things are
and what is required in Europe. The talks will probably get under way at the end of the

year but we have no illusion as to the near-term outlook.

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The Secretary seiiwexmsxx travelled in June to Asia to explain the President's
policies to the Chinese and our other Asian allies. He also met with the leadership

in Australia and New Zealand. In China the talks went well.

PM: Were you in China?
Mc.: No, | asked not to go but that was my bad judgement. The Secretary asked me to

look after things in the Middle East. Next time I will go to Asia. The talks with the
Chinese cené%&d on progress of the strategic interests we shared. The Vice-President

was under some pressure to e alter his course on medesetssa— Out the talks went well
and resulted in the movement towards a better understanding.

In the wake of the Secretary's vigit to you he reflected for some time on what
we need to do to enhance stability in the Middle East and who must be the key-actors
in that effort. He thinks that the leading contribution to stability can be Israel.
PM: It already is, I suppose.

Mc.: Towards that end he wanted Lo open as soon as possible a more strategic dialogue 1in

expansionism whilst improving the security of your own country and in that context to

secure U.S, interestsas well.gy He met with you for this purpose, and my meeting with

David (Kimche) has been very good in advancing this goal.

Flsewhere in the region there is a need Lo improve the securily of other countries

to avoid succumbing to Soviet aggression. Pakistan is one priority. We have undertaken
talks witié;;kistani President. He clearly perceives the Soviet Union as likely to initiate
some aggression against his border in the next year or so.

PM: _ From Afghanistan.

Mc.: That is right, Pakistan has facilitaled Afghanistan resistance. The Soviels are
stalemated and there is a high possibility they will seek Lo break it through some kind

of action against Pakistan.

PM: Through Baluchistan you can reach the Indian Ocean. You have no forces there.

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Mc.: That is right. We expect to open a three-billion-dollar programme for Pakistan com-

mencing 1982 over five years. med then it will have to be financed by a third party, which

it will., We have also held talks with the Egyptians and other governments in the region

concerning cooperation on security matters. These have gone well. It will take a number

of years before tangible results are reached. The balance sheet we think shows some
positive gains in terms of perception among friends throughout the world that the U.S5. is
once again destined to play a positive role and assist ils friends and allies to do the
same. The agenda remains very full. It will require a long and sustained effort to
reverse Lhe tide of Soviet ascendency.

Returning again to the Secretary's strong personal interest in w developing
deep and broad relationshipswith gyour government, there are a number of areas we believe

we can join together. OUOn security cooperation there is a great potential in talking sms o«

how to improve the joint use of facilities in this country. There are a number of ideas

in mind and we would like to hear your proposal, e.g., making use of your industrial potential

maintenance facilities perhaps for the Sixth Fleet units, having material prepositionect

and examining, that if the need arises for the U.S. to bring forces to bear, having access

to facilities in your country. With regard to the potential of Israel's industrial

of the U.5, on selected cﬂntﬁhgincies. All of this agenda reflects our ue;itggﬁuicLiun

that Israel should be and is a strategic ally of the U.S., a country whose shared interests,
values and democratic prucas§3araw us together as perhaps we are drawn ig;i no other

country in the world. The personal conviction of the President and the Secretary can be
translated thus: We believe mmwxmmwsiyx enormous benefits can be derived through our
deepening cooperation for the greatesl stability in political terms of the region and

enhancing securilty for your nation and ours. Towards thal we think we mewexkhexxx must

have the kind of trust and confidence in_each pther and be able to deal with each other

on the most sensitive issues always taking into account the concerns and interests of

each other. We want to instill in your government the confidence of the U.S5. that in all
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things we do we take into account the interests and concerns of Israel. And we would

wish you to do the same with respect to the United Stales. UWe believe we have opened the
kind of exchanges that will give you and your government that kind of confidence.

A secndﬁigﬁ%puse of my coming, though important, is to put behind us the impact
of the action taken by your government against the Iraqi nuclear reactor. The effect from
our perspecti;;'Frum this action has been to disrupt Lo some degree the efforts we
are making to relieve tension in this part of the world e to foster efforts with Beuerﬂf

governments that Sweslewe our interests and yours to make more difficult efforts to resolve

the problem in Lebanon ﬁIn call into question in the minds of oeee# governments in the
region the good faith of the U.S5. in its dealings with them. But I am not going to belabor
this. We believe, as the President said, that your acltion aganainst Ihe Iraqi reactor was
surely not taken lightly by your government. It was an action, as the President said, which
you strongly believed was in defence of your vital interests.

PM:  He also added that Israel does not endanger its neighbors but they endanger Israel.
Mc.: I don't imply judgement of the merits of the criticism that has been made of your
action. The realities of the reaction of the officials and the American people have been
mixed. As they have been translated in Congress they reflect a de}faelu problem with
which we have to deal. We want you to know about this and we want to invite your own
proposal as a friend and ally to put it behind us. Last week the Senate Foreign

Relations Committee following three weeks of consultations less proposed Cheir resolution
which we Lthought ;::j not healthy and very strong in its criticism and ominous in its
implications for our cooperation in the future. We thought it was not constructive and 1in
private talks we were successful in putting it off., The resolution called into question

the consistency of your action with regard to the requirement Lo consult wilth us and assurance
with respect to the supply of weapons. Quite apart from the zeconstitutional question we
face we believe we could talk and resolve this malter as good friends and report to Con-
gress that we could meet their concerns. Thus they would withdraw their resolution.

They have agreed to this with the expectation thal we wesi would come back and report on

these talks. 1 have mpemexx spent too long on this issue already. 1 spoke to the Secretary
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on what he feels is reasonable and adequate to meet the concerns expressed in Congress.

As good friends he believes I should present the criticism as I have and that we hear

"survival™, Survival of a pation is a nation's own responsibility. Security is

a different matter. Allies have common interests and they work together, and thus it

has always been throughout the history of mankind, whether an alliance was formal or informal.
1 am very happy, therefore, that you cile the expression, friends and allies. 1 am glad

that you have met with Dave (Kimche) and that you believe your talk useful. A strategic &
dialogue has been going on for many years. Before Reagan became President there was

a dialogue between Mr, Marshall and our Deputy Defence Minister Zippori. However, to be
candid, it was only a deliberation without results. We have made Lo you suggestions but

they have still not created new facts.

When our Chief-of-Staff visited your country he proposed that you establish
stores of arms in our country. You may need them; we may need them. The Soviet Union has
two thousand of the best tanks in the world - T-72 - stored in Libya. The Libyans
cannot use them; they don't have the manpower. It is a large store for Soviet use.

They have piamrsxumed planes and missiles stored in Libya too. Syria has Eﬁﬂﬂ Soviet tanks
in the Syrian army. In addition they have 1000 tanks stored by the Soviet Union. Also
Mig 25's are deployed in Syria. So on both sides of the Mediterranean the Soviets have
stored for their own purposes substartial amountgof arms of the best quality. Raffoul made
the suggestion about storage in Israel; we are, strategically, in the centre of the Middle
East. Why shouldn't wEQ::ﬁ;:%ﬁat dialogue? Perhaps one day we may need these arms

as you might. If we are attacked and have Lo use Lhem we wil;; é&s we have done in the
past, get Soviet weapons into our arsenal which we will again give Lo you for study.

I know that your medical corps wanted military medical facilities here. We agreed.

They had Lhoughts of establishing t;::iin Egypt but they concluded that the country

wasn't developed enough. We agreed to supply them medical services here and why not? As
for storing arms we shall give gyou all the facilities. This is a concrete proposal.

with the Soviets behind them - you wouldn't object 1 suppose thaﬂlinkJup with our
attitude on the multi-national force. We insisted that half be American forces. Egypt
strongly objected at first but we remained adamant. I know that Sam does not like us
to speak of the matter but I told Sterner - he is a briliant man - that we insist on the
American forces both because of enlightened self-interest and because we saw in
1 heg e

their presence an American interest. Nobody is going to bhriiéh out American soldiers
as Nasser threw out the UN forces in 1967 and the war broke out. We don't know who
will rule Egypt in ten years time and a nation does not live on borrowed time. We don't want
causus belli. An American batallion assures us with respect to the keeping of the peace.
And as we are allies, I told Sterner, we e shall help you. We shall see to it };hereby that
American forces will be present at Sharm el-Sheikh, a most stralegic deter@nt presence on
the Red Sea. Sterner said it is a U.S. strategic interest to be at Sharm. 5o, the two
interests are met, yours and ours; you will have a presence very close to Saudi Arabia.
Iherefore, establishing fmw strategic facilities in Israel means that we shall give you
all the necessary help.

A second point with regard to fanilities, combiset we have several times made
the suggestion that Haifa and Ashdod may be put at the disposal of the Sixth Fleet.
We have received no response. These are deep-water pnrtn(?nd your sailors enjoy coming to
Haifa as 1 have learned when I visited the:iﬂ:;;L;)'NE are ready to put our facilities at
your disposal. In public, I am silent on this, but how often can I make this offer to your
government?

On a visit to the U.S., I was asked on T.V. whether I would like a formal
military alliance with the U.S. 1 said the proposal must ¢ ome from the U.5. S

government, Carter once asked me whether 1 would like such a formal alliance and 1 said

yes, but you must take the initiative. This is the third remark I wish to make to you

with respect to the strategic alliance . Speak to the President and the Secretary and
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perhaps you will get their response on all three matters : the storage of arms, the
Sixth Fleet, and if you want, a formal agreement, I shall recommend it. Those are the
three points which 1 raise as between friends and allies.

Now, let me deal with the second part of your remarks. It is a sad chapter. Sam
brought me an oral note which was eventually withdrawn. IL hurt me deeply but since it -
has been withdrawn I won't dwell on it. 1 wish to read to you two small paragraphs from
a document Sam brought to me in December 1980:

"The United States shares lIsrael's serious concern about Irag's nuclear

development programme. Although we have no hard evidence that Iraq intends to

build nuclear weapons the pace and scope of the programme, which ultimately

would include development of a reprocessing capability, exceeds Iraq's apparent

needs and we believe are intended to give that country's government the option

of developing nuclear explosives in the future."

What can be clearer? The document was written, no doubt, after all possible

scrutiny.
Me.: Was this the extenfive extent of the document?
PM: Not at all, but these are the main facts, i.e. from the U.S. 1, the Prime Minister

of Israel, in December 1980, received information that everything done in that reactor is
intended to give Iraq the option to develop nuclear explosives, I repeat, nuclear ex-
plosives. There is also a pxk¥x paragraph concerning the Italians. 1 quote:
"The Italians are supplying several nuclear facilities, including a "hotyp
cell", which could be capable of reprocessing spent fuel from a reactor to obtain
e small guantities of plutonium eees and irradiated enriched uranium., They are
also providing training for Iragi scientists in the technology of basic re-
processing, including separation of plutonium.,"
I know the difference between plutonium and enriched uranium. To produce a Hiroshema=type
bomb you need 20 kgs of uranium. If you have plutonium you need only 7 kgs.
I presume that when you asked me about the full text of the document you wanted

i!lu
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to remind me of the following sentence: "1t is our strong belief that precipitate action
against Iraq's nuclear installation would be a severe setback to the prospects of Middle &

Fast peace. It could elicit a more determined effort on Iraq's part to acquire nuclear

explosives ...

Sam already drew my attention to this. We did not initiate precipitative
action. This document was brought to me in December and we acted in June, seven months
later.

he Security Council resolution and your oral note asserted that we did not exhaust
the diplomatic effort, Not true. My colleague, the Foreign Minister, spoke directly to the
French President d'Estaing and there were no results. The President did not tell him the
truth., They kas promised Iraqg ?Df kgs of enriched uranium and had already shipped 12
kgs. Twice, after our operation, Saddam Hussein promised to develop atomic bombs, He
was short u?ﬁnly 7 kgs when we destroyed the reactior. With his billions he couléﬁ%ﬁ%
these kgs on the open market. We turned to you for your good offices. 1 had a private
conversation here in this room with Secretary Haig. Nobody else was present. The Secretary
said that the U.S. had intervened i Italy and Paris but in vain. 1 presume the 5e:rg§€}y
will bear me out. As 1 said, there were no witnesses but I can swear mal:nrah that this Jw
is what he suid,”in vain”, In the meantime we gol more weme information that the reactor
was soon going to be uperatiunal.fn late May, I believe, we got information - and on this
igsue we have better intelligence than you; we have every detail of that raactnrﬁf two &
dakesxwirmxkjexreaekprxwes s xBRERYEXRXRERKBERX X BRXK XXX dates when the reactor will be-
come operational, in July or in September. Nobody could guarantee it would not béﬁhutr
in July. Our chief of intelligence informed us that the lragis were pressing the
French scientists to have it ready by Julyl7th, the anniversary of the Iragi "revolution,"
Mr. McFarlane, I am the Prime Minister, here is the Foreign Minister and our colleagues.
What would you expect us to do - to sit idly by after the Secretary of the U.5. said that

all your efforts were in vain, to let them produce an atomic bomb to drop upon Tel Aviv?
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Saddam Hussein does not give a damn about the price of our possible retaliatiion.
Perhaps if we have had bombed Baghdad. I don't think I would have agreed to that. What
is the point of ue.-nge%ca? Our national puetlﬂialik, wrote: "Satan himself has not yet

created revenge for a child's blood." (PM quotes line in Hebrew).Y Saddam Hussein
would not have minded 4= at all what would happen to Bewssxx Baghdad if he could show
he had destroyed Tel Aviy, so long as he could be the leader of the Arab world.

should the responsi TeYol this country do with all the information we had ks and which
you did not have? Our opposition said it was an election stunt. That is an outrage. And
what would have been in the election if our planes would have been shot down? @& Ossirak
was a fortress surrounded by Sam missiles? I would have endangered the life of a single
one of our boys for the sake of electiun#f’ﬁhdfﬁﬂﬂid have been if they have been taken pmé
prisoners? It is vorse than death. Even the most valiant soldier could not withstand
their torture. In the Yom Kippur War one of our boys captured by the Syrians had an
engyclopedic mind, fxxemxx He remembered everything and under torture he sans. Do you
know that we had to change all the codes of our army? When we got our boys back we welcomed
them all without recrimination for we know what Syrian torture is like and the Iraqis are
vorse than the Syrians, I needed to send our boys into such danger? The e polls
were already in our favour; Likud had already an edge. Mr. Peres regretted that accusation
very much. It was one of the reasons why he lost the election.
So, summing up: I studied law including internationa law. 1 know what is legitimat

national self-defence. I don't remember a case which is more clear and so absolute. It
wvas not a matter of territory, nor of Imdepersdeseexkixwxxx independence but of the
actual survival of our people. And our people is-a remanant of a people. To allow that tyran
to kill our children again? Never. In your own history you ﬁ;:i the Monroe doctrine,
that no European country may intervene in Lhe Western Hemisphere. The U.5. was ready to
fight any country that would intrude the Western Hemisphere. And you remember Kennedy and
Cuba. Kennedy won the day. He insisted that all the missiles be taken out and declared a
guaranteen., There was a total consensus about this. Kennedy said and 1 quote: In our time

the hour of actual national danger does not start with the actual shooting. The danger waa
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was when Sadda# Hussein had the option to manufacture the bomb not when he drops them. In
the most supreme sense this was legitimate national self-defence. If you ask me for an
oral statement, that I admit it was not legitimate self-defence gyou won't get it from me -
whatever the number of planes you suspend. No Sir! I shall repeat what I once said to
Carter: Let my right hand forget its cunning, before I make such a statement. It would
be }3Jflfhfnqj and morally not true to say it was not an act of legitimate self-defence.
So, therefore, we stand by it, as we told you time and again. You went to the Security
Council and you condemned us together with Russia which invaded Afghanistan and was not con-
demned by the Security Council. Mrs. Kirkpatrick - a true friend of Israel - did not
consult us (perhaps because Haig was abroad) but negotiated with Iraq which does not even
have relations with you., What did we do? We planned the action for Sunday so as to
avoid casualties, One French man was killed and we deeply regretted it. We offered indem-
nities to his family. Otherwise, no one was hurt.

I will shortly make a proposal to you what we can say. But we cannot say
other than it was an act of self-defence - not what you said in the Congressional
Committee that it"shattered your trust in Israel". So, yes, there is a resolution of that
Committee headed by Senator Percy who used to be a friend of Israel - in the past.
Please note, in the past. We are a bereaved people. Nobody in mankﬁ%'a history lost
so many in one generation. We have still to prove that a Jew was not born to be killed.
There are enemies who believe this. Ha.fhall prove to them that a Jew is born to live,
not to be killed, whether by ;lenn B or by radioactivity.

Here is a proposal 1 prepared for you. Eppie spoke to you yesterday ! at my request.
You gave him a draft which contains an indirect implied admission that it was not an
act of legitimate self-defence. I don't know if I convinced you. If we don't agree, let
us adopt the Chinese method. When Nixon visited China in the joint communique each side

expressed its opinion. You write whatever you decide in your own name. We , on our part,

Since then, we have not carriud#huerrljgth over Tabuk, for the last four years. We were
promised by your government photographs of whal is happening in Tabuk and every gyear I ask
Sam for them but we still have not received them., If the Saudis should get the additional
of fensive equipment for the F-15's they can with the fuel tanks reach Tel Aviv. This

is again a mortal danger to us. Tel Aviv is the heart of our nation in terms of our
infrastructure, More than a million people live in that megatropolide. However many planes
wve would shoot down some would get through and ww destroy a great part of the gity. We

are therefore very perturbed about this. We ask you not Lo give theé m those fuel tanks.
All our arguments fall on deaf ears. Why? People say you have received the promise that
the planes will be stationed on the other side of Saudi Arabia. But what would stop

them from flying at night to Tabuk and then to Tel Aviv? Tlor God's sake, don't give them
that additional equipment.

Now let me say a word about the WY AWACS. They will make us
transparent. We are all men here so I can say they will leave us naked. But transparent
is a true word - they will know every plane and ever air-field, even every car we have.
Some friends say that they will guarantee Lhal Americans will be on board. But trwill
be Saudis in those aircraft and how can you stop them from getting the phﬂlqﬂ% and how can
you stop them sending information to other Arab countries? “twewsdsesedyou already have
four in Saudi Arabia - all under American control. We did wiaeassessse nol raise one

word of objection. Send them another four under American control - we shall not object.
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We rely on you. But the Sﬂudiﬁ? God forbid.! We could not have carried out the raid on Os—
gsirak if they had AWACS. Therefore, it hurts me very deeply. We won't interfere with

the relations between the executive branch and the legislative branch of your government.
But we want to tell you we oppose it with all our heart. We know you have interests in
Saudi Arabia, but we cannot acquiesce that Lhese be at the expense of our vital security,
Please understand, Mr. Mc., the Jewish people were for so many centure#s a - kogapriok

viectim; we cannot be a victim even for your relations with tee Saudi Arabia with all due
respect. We are a people and wve have a right to live. With that equipment you want to
give, a real direct danger i:f{li;::: to Israel. Send them AWACS with Americascrevs if you
wish; we don't object. Do not put them under the command of the Saudis.

Me: I very much appreciate what you have had to say and I take it much to heart. 1 respect
the depth of your convictions. Your words are very moving. You spoke of Lhree areas.

You have expressed pyour views well with remarkable clarity and they w are very helpful.
One point with respect to your treatment of what you said of your aclion against the
reactor. dwesx Your explanation of your strong belief that you acted in legitimate
self-defence is surely understandable. The insistence Lhat there be assurance with

respect to U.S. supply of equipment is also understandable. In no time in my remarks did

The Governments of Israel and the United States have
had extensive discussions concerning the Israeli attack on
Iraq's nuclear reactor. These discussions have been conducted
with the candor customary between nations with close ties of
friendship. The Government of Israel expressed its view that
its action was justified and the Government of the United States
made clear the basis for its condemnation of that action.
