I would have written you sooner but heve been heavily
engaged in & number of urgent situations in various
areas and indeed, have just returned from sessions of
the Board of Trustees of the Dag Hammarskjold Foundation
in Stockholm, Included among these matters with which I
have besen concerned are those we reviewed when I was in
Iarael, as to which I have kept Ambasgssador Harmsn and
Mordecal CGagit currently informed,

I am glad to be in a position now to advise you directly
that I belisve I have been able to be helpful with my
government in the defense matters whieh I undertook, at
your reguest, to discuss here in the mutual interest of
Israel and the United States. I think my talks with
Secretarles Harriman, Talbot and others in the State
Degpartment, and thereafter with President Johnson,have
guite a good chance of proving fruitful, especially as
to tanks in some form of military aid and also, the
desirability of our government doing things to strengthen
your hands.

Before going to Israel, as I informed you in our talks,

I had arranged with the White House to report toc President
Kennedy shortly upon my return., But alas that was not to
bel

I, therefore, reviewed them with President Johnson, and
while he did not commit himself, I feel he is understanding
of the situation, = always of course, a&as in my case, within
the framework of United Statea interest.

As stated above, I have kept Ambaszsador Harmen informed of
the particulars of my various talks, and I understand he
has reported them to Mrs. Meir and you.
