Thank you for writing sc that 1 have an cpportunity to respond to
your concerns.

Since you have the impression that I do not support Israel, let
me say that Prime Minister Begin and I maintain a very cordial
relationship despite my concerns about some of his policies. 1In
fact, he embraced me and again called me his friend when we met
in his hotel suite here on June 22. The Prime Minister
understands that not all friends of Israel will agree with him on
everything. And he appreciates that I do support the long-term
Israeli goal of peace and security.

in fact, it is because 1 care about Israel's long-term security
that I urge political accommodation through diplomacy rather than
war. And 1 don't see how Israel's long-term security can be
assured without a political settlement including resolution of
the Palestinian problem. :

In regard to the situation in Lebanon, I favor the withdrawal of
all foreign forces including those of the PLO and Syria., 1 favor
the reestablishment of authority of the Lebanese central
government and army throughout Lebanon. 1 think that all
factional forces should be disarmed to facilitate this process.
1f the Lebanese government and army assume authority in the
south, possibly augmented by a multinational peacekeeping force,
Israel's border towns should be secure.

in addition, I see a pressing need for progress in the autonomy
talks for the West Bank and Gaza. To encourage Egypt to return
to the bargaining table and to improve the environment for the
negotiations, former Senator Javits and I have recommended to

Prime Minister Begin that he announce that no new settlements

should be placed on the West Bank so long as there is movement in
the autonomy talks.

Under our agreement with the Gn?ernment of Lebanon,
these U.S. military personnel will ass?st the
Governwent of Lebanon in carrying out its responsi-
bilities concerning the withdrawal of Palestinian
personnel under safe and orderly conditions. The
presence of our forces will in thise way facilitate
the restoration of Lebanese Government SOvVereignty
and authority in the Beirut area. Our forces will
operate in close coordination with the Lebanese
Armed Forces, which will have 2500-3500 personnel
assigned to this operation, as well as with a total
of approximately 800 French and 400 Italian military
personnel in the multinational force. fTransportation
of the personnel departing is being carried out by
commercial air and sea transport, and by land.
According to our agreement with the Government of
Lebanon, the United States military personnel will
be withdrawn from Lebanon within thirty days.

The War Powers Resulation calls for report to Congress whenever US forces,
equipped for combat, enter foreign territory. It also roguircs a report when US
forces are introdiced Into heastilicies o into 8 situdtion where fmminent
involvement In hostilicies Is elesarly dndicated by the circumstances.

Thus a report ic requived when efther or both of these situatlons oecur,

The War Powers Resolution does not require that the repert eite specific sub-
gection of the resolutien. Rather, it requires that the Congress be provided full
information coneerning the circumstances neccesitating the introduction of US
forces; the authority under which sueh introduction took place; the eatimated scope
and duration of their involvement; and other informatlon relevent to Congresslonal
responsibilicy.

The report which the President' transmitted today fulfilled the requirements
of the law by providing rhe Congress full iaformatlon concerning the circumstancea
of the deployment in Beirut, including Llie President's Judgement as to the
probability of hostilitics., The President's judgement in this respect was bhased on
careful consideration ol all facts and circusstances involved. As indicated in
