Background

1. The information war

The Arab-Israeli conflict is not regional but global. For the Arabs
the vital ground t#t‘ this phase is the United States. Their highest priority
is to deprive Israel of the support of the United States.

This is why the information war in the United States is of vital importance
for Israel.

2. Positive elements

American public opinion is still largely sympathetic to Israel.
American public opinion is suspicious of the Arabs or even hostile.
Arab o0il policy and Arab wealth tend to increase this hostility.

€. The Jewish community and its organizations have considerable resources,
which have been used in the information war with effect. However,
far greater effect could be achieved if resources were concentrated
dnd coordinated.

3. Negative elements

@. Non-channeled favourable public opinion is like an untapped mineral
resource;

b. The Arabs are channeling considerable funds into information work.
They have a long term extensive programme, with well defined targets.
They are getting excellent professional advice and their work is
becoming more sophisticated.

€. The support of public opinion and vital target groups is not assured.
Experience has shown that they are liable to be influenced by the
views of key persons in the Administration. Changing conditions, such
45 a4 severe economic depression, or a renewed oil boycott, may also
affect public opinion adversely.




Targets-

4. We propose the following targets in the information war:

d. Regarding Israel

(1) To strengthen and deepen the support of public opinion towards
Israel and towards the involvement of the United States with
Israel.

(2) To mobilize the active support of vital target groups, with
special emphasis on the following:
(a) Congress and parties (both national & state)
(b) Media
(c) Universities and schools
(d) Churches
(e) Unions
(f) Blacks
(g) Jews - and especially youth

b. Regarding the Arabs

(1) To strengthen and deepen negative public opinion towards the
Arabs with special emphasis on the following jssues:
(a) Arab threats to the survival of Israel
(b) Arab oil and Arab money
(c) The Arabs and the USSR
(d) Arab terrorism

(2) To mobilize directly and indirectly the support of vital target
groups, in action aiming to frustrate and prevent the increase
of Arab influence. Speci ally:
(a) Congress (preventive legislation)
(b) Media (frustrate buying of influence)
(c) Churches (Frustrate increasing Moslem influences in the world)
(d) Unions (Frustrate impact of Arab oil and Arab money)
(e) Universities and schools (Frustrate increasing influence

Systematic planning of coverage of each target group:

€. Principal methods and means

Special programmes

The following programmes are suggested as specially important:

d. Visits to Israel
There should be an increased volume of visits to Israel, by persons
selected from vital target groups. The Israeli Government does not have
the budget to cover such visits, but it can assist in planning and
facilities

b. Visits of Israelis to the United States
The volume of visits by Israelis who can talk effectively to target
groups, should be increased. The Israeli Government does not have the
budget necessary to cover an expansion of visits. But it can assist
in selecting the candidates for such visits and briefing them.

c. Films
There is an urgent need for effective films on Israel and on the Arab-
Israeli conflict. Israel can finance only very few such films. It can




however participate in co-productions, and mainly assist with
facilities, advice and planning.

d. Selected ads. The Arabs are using ads extensively. We should not be
drawn into an all-out war. Instead we should carefully plan a
selective campaign on basic issues. The Israeli Government does not
have the budget for such a campaign.

e. Mass demonstrations such as the anti-PLO demonstration in New York

can be extremely effective.

9. Emergency plans. It may be useful to consider plans for emergency

situations which may arise in the future.
