My dear Golda:

QOur friend, Senator Muskie, called me immediately on his return from .
abroad. He described his meetings in Cairo and in Moscow, but since

he plans to talk to Rabin very shortly, I think it is best for you to get
that account directly from him.

On the matter which you asked me to take up with him before he left and
about which General Hod also came to see me, he reports that he had a
direct and rather lengthy discussion regarding the four men involved,
Apparently, the American attache in Cairo had also talked on this subject
(at what level I do not know), In any event Sadat was fully aware of the
matter and of the fact that an official report had been circulated by the
Red Cross, he told Muskie that the original request was to refurn one of
the four, but when it was learned that that one was the son of a high
ranking officer, the request was expanded to include all four. He also
claimed that the Red Cross report was inaccurate, that the men were in
good shape, and that the Red Cross reporter was not to be believed.
Muskie made the point with him that if there were a credibility problem
with regard to the report, it would be logical to have another Red Cross .
team examine the men. Apparently considerable time was spent on this
matter and the point was made that the road to peaceful accommodation
was not made easier by brutal treatment and unwarranted and illegal re-
tention of men despite the rules of the Geneva Conference,

Muskie could not tell whether there would be any change in attitude regard-

ing this subject but he felt, as I do, that a remonstrance by a high ranking
Senator might have some effect,

I think what should be interesting to all of us is that he did have lengthy

talks in Moscow and Cairo on the subject of peacaﬁ:nmdaries. From the
report that I got, and on which you will have more details from Rabin, it
appears to me that he acted as much as an advocate as protocol would
permit. I think it is quite significant that he undertook such a posture after
having been rather gquiescent until a period just before his departure for
Israel., I also think it is significant that he hastened to give this report to
me. I believe that it is a sign that he understands the great importance of
the Jewish community in the political arena, and also it is a sign that he
is sensitive to the problemfof Israel in the quest for peace. I think in the
coming months we will see ever-increasing indications of both of these.
