(The Prime Minister and the President ‘met alone in the Oval Office for some 40 minutes).

President: Here we meet again as old friends. The Prime Minister and I discussed several
matters very quickly whilst we were alone. I would like to say that many of you have
contributed in an historic way to the advancement of peace on earth. 1 am grateful to y

I have already expressed my gratitude directly to Prime Minister Begin for all he has

done and I wish to express the same sentiment to you for the efforts you have made to advance
the peace. Much of my public life has been devoted to this cause, I will be leaving office
in a couple of months. The new admistration will, I feel sure, be committed to peace and

to our bilateral relations. The Prime Minister and 1 reminded ourselves that the Camp
David accords and wmsk the peace treaty are solemn commitments of the word of honour of

our nations. These agreements will be binding on the future governments of our countries.
The alternatives to this process on which we are embarked are not good. The intrusion of
other countries through a Geneva-like conference will not be beneficial and nor will be

any weakening of 242. In the bilateral relations between us there has been progress and

there is recognition in this country that our security is enhanced by a strong Israsel.




e
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Public opinion polls in this country show recognition of the value of Israel to American
security. The Prime Minister and I discussed the need to share our intelligence information

and also to work together to restrain the introduction of atomic weapons in the area through
Libya, Iraq and Pakistan. When I meet with Governor Reagan next week I shall stress

this. On the matter of a summit meeting, we, the Prime Minister and I, left this in

a tentative state. The Prime Minister expressed willingness to join in such a meeting

if a decision is made to convene one. 1 must first talk to President Sadat and also to

Governor Reagan on this matter. We will proceed cautiously. Let me say that my over-

whelming sense, my feeling is an overwhelming sense of gratitude to you, Mr. Prime Minister,
a great leader.

| PuM.: I thank you Mr. President., May I say as a friend that my feeling, having just met
!with you in the Oval Office, is one of great pride. I felt proud and deeply impressed
;uuer the democratic way you sccept the decision of the American voters. The gracious .
'manner you have accepted this decision serves as an example. 1 believe this example will
| kmaxgx live on for a long time not only in the United States but throughout the world.
(When sitting with the President I also expressed to him what I wrote in my cable -

the gratitude of the people and Government of Israel to him. During his tenure he
Estrﬂngthened the national security of Israel, he worked hard to bring about the Camp

| David agreement and the peace treaty. All these are great achievements, From our

point of view Camp David in both its parts is an international treaty signed by the
iPrﬂsidﬂnt as witness. One part has been brought into fruition with the great help of the
President and his advisers - the peace treaty with Egypt. ¥mxmyxkmewiesge Today normalization

is progressing. The state of war is abolished. Mutual visits are taking place. On the

matter of a summit meeting, since there is now a transitiopal period I will accept the

| decision of the President. If he and President Sadat want such a meeting I will wil]ingly.
|

participate. I have heard veices - even today - that the Camp David document should be
discarded and that one should look for other ideas. To do so would set a very bad example
to other nations. To tear up the Camp David document like a piece of paper will be very
injurious and detrimental to the future. We stand by Camp David and will do everything to
bring it into fruition. Every side naturally believes that his interpretation is the
right one. However, we have shown in the past that we can find soclutions to issues that
seemed illusive. We persisted until we brought them doun to earth, to reality. We shall
continue. 1 shall await your decision, Mr. President, as far as a meeting with President
Sadat and you are concerned.

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President: I thank you. I n the meantime 1 suggested to the Prime Minister that we

should not discuss this publicly. I must discuss it first with President Sadat and
Governor Reagan. I want to know what Governor Reagan thinks of an early meeting after his
inauguration, a meeting between President Sadat and yourself.

£Ed P8P You like to say something?

Muskie: I would like to express, Mr. President, without getting into substantive matters,

my own appreciation in having been Bnabled\i gettms involved in these last months in
mﬂamp David 4wemp going. 1 wish to say how much 1 appreciated my involvement with &
the peace process and to have been a part of this historic achievement. I would like to say
thank you to both of you for that.

Brzezinski: (jocularly) I shall soon be a private citizen, Mr. Prime Minister, and I hope

to visit Israel and play one decisive chess game with you., (laughter)

P.M. 3 I suggest you come and we shall play chess together. But why one decisive game? .

Camp David it was 2-2-2. It was inconclusive, Mr. President, the games Dr. Brzesi gﬁ‘ggd
1 played at Camp David were the first since my arrest in 1940 by the Russian SecretL
Chess used to be my hobby. I look forward, Professor Brzezinsky, to a further round

with you.,

President: Would you like to say something Sol?

Linowitz: Mr. President, I would like to join in expressing my personal gratification at
having been involved in these negotiations. They have been the most interesting and
frustrating of my whole 1life. To have been able to play even a small part to meove the
process forward has nevertheless been unusually gratifying. I mentioned to the Prime
Minister yesterday evening that I will be unhappy to see this process come to a close at the
end of this administration without some record of it being made, either a joint summary or

a report which illustratesthat since Camp David this is what we have succeeded in doing.

It is important for the incoming administration and for history. w

President: It would please me. As an optimum it would be a joint report of the three nations

Alternatively, if this is not possible, you, Sol, could report to me for the record. You
plan on holding a meeting (on autonomy) on November 177

Linowitz: Yes, there is no problem. It will take place in Cairo.

President: Why don't we attempt to have an account of the progress made and delineate the
outstanding items. If this is not feasible I will ask Sol to make a report to me. Is
that 0.K.?

Prime Minister: If it is a matter of a common account, it might mean having to negotiate
its contents. I will have to consult my colleagues.

/4
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President: If it is not a unanimous agreement then 50l will prepare a report for me.
P.M.: It should be positive.

Linowitz: Certainly. 1 promise you.

P.M.: We have achieved so much. For example, there was a state of war lasting more than

thirty years. We waged five wars with thousands of easwaiikies casualties on both sides.
Then we achieved the peace treaty and all its annexes. We have also made progress in
clarifying some of the ideas on autonomy. If the proposed report is to be of a tripartite
nature I must First consult my friends.

President: Certainly. Let us ask Sol to draft its contents and let us see if it is
acceptable. I want to give to my successor such a report.

Let us now go out and see the gentlemen of the press.
