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WEINBERGER: Mr. President, we talked about two or three areas where there 15
possibility of agreement of the type of things we can put into a m.o.u. or a
draft of one.

Arab countries. Any such arrangement will demand many things from us and

from you but this would not be against the Arab countries but the purpose

of it would be to deter the Soviets. Then we talked about the prepositioning
of armor. We still have had no detailed dicussion on this. | don't know
whether you think in terms of an armored division or core -- 165 tanks or

1,000 tanks -- and how long they will be there.  We have the capability

3
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to start this inmediately. Of our 3,000-0dd tanks, most of our equipment --
2,000 -- are American. We thought in terms of putting some of these tanks
at your disposal immediately. For that we must be compensated for by
payment thus enabling us to produce our own tank, the Merkhava, and this
will, of course, involve you in the further shipment of tanks to lsrael.
Within manths we can hand over to you a certain number of tanks. As for
the details, I hope to be able to discuss them with Secretary Weinberger.
These, then, are two fields:

(1) the long-range strategic power

(2) the prepositioning of armor.

There is a third field and this is how to deploy in lsrael aircraft
by using our aviation industry for maintenance -- aircraft in the Luropean
theatre, the Persian Gulf or the West Asian theatre, We can maintain 150
aircraft at a time -- F-15s, F-16s and Phantoms.

Then, we have offered medical support. My proposal would be that
this be inteqrated with our existing medical system, 1.e, to use existing
hospital facilities and expanding them as need be.

We offer you an umbrella if one day you have Lo move an airlift into
the Middle East. Israel is like an aircraft carriér with such a capacity.
To have this umbrella we would need a certain number of F-15s and F-16s
and were you to have to embark on an airlift into the area, we would have
the capacity to protect the heavy planes.

| wish to say a word about the balance of intelligence. We are suffering

heavy damage as a result of the peace -- which is a good thing in itself --

and we have to a large extent lost our defensive capacity by withdrawing
from Sinai. Also, because of the deployment of Syrian missiles in

Lebanon, we do not have a cover of the most sensitive places in Syria.
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Dur answer would be to have a satellite of our own, which we know is
complicated, or to get satellite photographs through o ground station
which would be established in Israel. Our army is based almost solely
on reserves. The standing army is very small. We have a 24-hour system
of mobilization and we are in crucial time for at least 3 days until the
mobilization is carried out. If we do not gel inmediate information,
we face major threat.

LONDON -— FOLLOWING ARE EXCERPTS OF SPECIAL INTEREST TO THE NEAR
EAST AND TOD SOUTH ASIA FROM THE ADDRESS OF JAMES L. MALOME, THE ASSISTANT
U.5. SECRETARY OF STATE FOR OCEANS AND INTERNATIONAL ENVIRONMENT, TO
THE URANIUM INSTITUTE IN LONDON ON THE SUBJECT OF PEACEFUL NUCLEAR
CODPERATION:

(BEGIN EXCERPTS)

THE RECENT ISRAELI AIR ATTACK ON AN IRAQI NUCLEAR FACILITY HAS
FORCEFULLY FOCUSED WORLD PUBLIC ATTENTION ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF NUCLEAR
ENERGY AND THE POTENTIAL RISKS OF THE FURTHER PROLIFERATION OF NUCLEAR
WEAPONS.

IT IS STILL TOO EARLY TO TELL WHAT ALL OF THE CONSEGQUENCES OF THE
DESTRUCTION OF THE OSIRAK REACTOR WILL BE -- EITHER IN TERMS OF THE
PROSPECTS FOR NUCLEAR ARMS COMPETITION IN THE MIDDLE EAST OR WITH REGARD
TO THE FUTURE OF PEACEFUL NUCLEAR CONSTRUCTION WORLDWIDE. WHAT, I THINK,
IS CLEAR IS THAT THE PERCEIVED THREAT THAT A NEIGHBORING COUNTRY MAY BE
EMBARKED ON A PROGRAM TO DEVELOF NUCLEAR WEAPONS CAN HAVE DRAMATIC AND
DANGEROUS INTERNATIONAL CONSEQUENCES. INSTEAD OF A SOURCE OF BADLY
NEEDED ENERGY FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, A NUCLEAR PROGRAM WHOSE AIMS ARE
SUSPECT IN THE EYES OF NEIGHBORING COUNTRIES CAN BECOME A SOURCE OF TENSION
AND CONFLICT. EVEN IN TERMS OF NARROWEST SELF-INTEREST, NUCLEAR SUPPLIERS
MUST RECOGNIZE THAT A HALF BILLION DOLLAR INSTALLATION, THAT NOW RUNS
AN INCREASING RISK OF BEING BLOWN UP, SIMULTANEOUSLY BECOMS A PROJECT WHICH
IS5 THAT MUCH LESS LIKELY TO BE BUILT IN THE FIRST PLACE.

NUCLEAR DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS THAT ARE CONDUCTED IRRESPONSIBLY FROM
A PROLIFERATION PERSPECTIVE CAN ONLY ADD TO THE UNEASE. INDEED, ISRAEL'S
ACTIVE PREOCCUPATION WITH IRAG'S PROGRAM FINDS UNCOMFORTABLY CLOSE ANALOGUES
IN A NUMBER OF REGIONS. AS YOU WELL KNOW, THE SAME KINDS OF CONCERNS
ABOUT ULTIMATE INTENTIONS HAVE CAUSED RESPONSIBLE NUCLEAR EXPORTERS —
LIKE THE UNITED STATES =-- TO BOW OUT OF COMPETITION AND TO TURN DOWN A
NUMBER OF REACTOR PROPOSALS. WHAT-MIGHT-HAVE-BEEN OR MIGHT BE IS ALWAYS
DIFFICULT TO DEMONSTRATE. BUT IT IS MY BELIEF THAT THERE IS A LESSON
FOR US ALL HERE; NAMELY, THAT IN ORDER TO FLOURISH, NUCLEAR ENERGY FOR
RESEARCH AND POWER MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY ADEGUATE TECHNICAL AND POLITICAL
SAFEGUARDS TO INSURE THAT IT ANSWERS THE DEMAND OF THE PEOPLES OF THE
WORLD THAT IT POSE NO THREAT EITHER TO THE ENVORONMENT OR TO NATIONAL
SECURITY. 1IT IS OUR COLLECTIVE RESPONSIBILITY TO TAKE THE NECESSARY
PRECAUTIONS TO THIS END.

IN EARLIER YEEARS, THE U.5. GOVERNMENT BELIEVED THAT THE DANGERS
OF NUCLEAR PROLIFERATION, WHILE REAL, WERE SAFELY IN THE DISTANT FUTURE.
THEN, ESPECIALLY WITH THE 1974 INDIAN EXPLOSION, WE CAME TO REALIZE THAT
THIS FUTURE WOULD SHORTLY BE UPON US. WITH THAT REALIZATION THE UNITED
STATES FOLLOWED A FIRST IMPULSE AND TRIED TO SLAM THE DOOR ALTOGETHER
ON SENSITIVE NUCLEAR DEVELOPMENT. WE PUT OVERWHELMING AND ALL-BUT-
EXCLUSIVE EMPHASIS ON THE PROLIFERATION DANGERS OF NUCLEAR TECHNOLOGY,

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AT THE SAME TIME OUR GOVERNMENT WAS INSUFFICIENTLY INCLINED TO FACE UP

TO THE INELUCTABLE FACT THAT NUCLEAR ENERGY CAN AND MUST MAKE AN IMPORTANT
CONTRIBUTION TO CONTINUALLY EXPANDING WORLD ENERGY NEEDS. WHILE WE WERE

SYSTEM IS INEFFECTIVE. 1 STROMNGLY DISAGREE WITH THIS JUDGEMENT. THE
CONCLUSION I THINK IT IS FAIR TO DRAW FROM THE ISRAELI RAID IS NOT THAT
THERE WAS A FAILURE IN THE INTERNATIONAL SAFEGUARDS SYSTEM BUT RATHER
THAT THERE WAS AN ISRAELI PERCEPTION THAT THE PRESENT SYSTEM, IN ITSELF,
COULD NOT PRECLUDE THE POSSIBILITY, AT SOME UNDEFINED TIME IN THE FUTURE,
OF AN UNDETECTED DIVERSION, OR OF IRAGI RENUNCIATION OF AND WITHDRAWAL
FROM THE NPT AND INTERNATIONAL SAFEGUARDS WITH A VIEW TO FULL-SCALE
COMMENCEMENT OF A NUCLEAR EXPLOSIVES PROGRAM.

OUR PERCEPTION OF THE SITUATION IN IRAG WAS SOMEWHAT DIFFERENT.
WHILE WE SHARED ISRAELI CONCERN OVER THE POSSIBLE FUTURE DIRECTION OF THE
IRAGI NUCLEAR PROGRAM, WE BELIEVED, AND CONTINUE TO BELIEVE, THAT THE
EXISTING SAFEGUARDS PROCEDURES WERE ADEQUATE TO ASSURE THAT NO DIVERSIONS
WERE CURRENTLY TAKING PLACE. YET FURTHER SAFEGUARDS MEASURES THAT WOULD
HAVE BEEN REQUIRED ONCE THE IRAQI RESEARCH REACTOR ACTUALLY CAME ON LINE
WERE IN THE PROCESS OF DEVELOPMENT IN ORDER TO ENSURE TIMELY DETECTION
OF A DIVERSION. BASED ON PAST EXPERIENCE WITH THIS TYPE OF REACTOR, WE
ARE CONVINCED THAT THE DEVELOPMENT AND APPLICATION OF SAFEGUARDS ABLE
TO ENSURE DETECTION OF DIVERSION WITH A HIGH DEGREE OF CONFIDENCE WOULD
NOT HAVE POSED ANY INSURMOUNTABLE PROBLEMS.

WHILE WE RECOGNIZED THAT AN INSPECTION SYSTEM IS DESIGNED TO DETECT
A DIVERSION, BUT NOT, OF ITS NATURE, PHYSICALLY ABLE TO PREVENT ONE,
WE FELT THAT IRAGI VIOLATION OF OR WITHDRAWAL FROM THE NPT WERE UNLIKELY
OPTIONS FOR THE NEAR TERM SINCE EITHER WOULD UNDOUBTEDLY HAVE MEANT
ABRUPT TERMINATION OF FRENCH AND ITALIAN COOPERATION WITH THAT COUNTRY.
BEYOND THIS, FOR THE MIDDLE AND LONG TERM, THE BURDEN OF DEALING WITH
THE PROLIFERATION POTENTIAL OF SITUATIONS LIKE THE IRAGI ONE HAS TO FALL,
IN THE FIRST INSTANCE, ON DIPLOMATIC EFFORT,

THE NUCLEAR EXPLOSION WHICH INDIA CARRIED OUT IN 1974, AND THE GROWING
POTENTIAL WE SAW FOR SIMILAR EVENTS IN OTHER COUNTRIES, HAD AN EFFECT ON
OUR POLICY NOT DISSIMILAR TO THAT OF THREE MILE ISLAND. AS THE WORLD'S
LEADING MAMUFACTURER OF NUCLEAR POWER REACTORS THE UNITED STATES FELT
A LARGE RESPONSIBILITY TO MOVE TO RESTRICT ACCESS TO NUCLEAR TECHNOLOGY
ON THE PART OF NATIONS THAT DID NOT UNDERTAKE FIRM COMMITMENTS TO FORGO
THE DEVELOPMENT OF NUCLEAR EXPLOSIVES, THAT POLICY HAS HAD MIXED RESULTS.

BASICALLY, WHAT WE HAVE LEARNED 1S THAT WE CANNOT SECURE OUR OBJECTIVES

MR. BEGIN 15 QUICK TO CLAIM CREDIT FOR RETURNING THE SINAI TO EGYPT

(Prior to the meeting, the President and the Prime Minister met in the
Oval Office for some 50 minutes, with Foreign Minister Shamir, Vice President
Bush, Secretary of State Haig, Richard Allen, Ambassador Evron and

Ambassador Lewis).

PRESIDENT: We have had a good meeting in the other room. A good part of
the meeting was involved in getting ourselves acquainted. We did touch
upon a number of matters and the Prime Minister would like to say something

about them. Mr. Prime Minister, would you like to begin?

PRIME MINISTER: Thank you, Mr. President. In evaluating the s?tu;tiﬂn. l
would 1ike to make a distinction between matters relating to the defense of
Israel and common interests pertaining to the world situation. With regard
to the defense of Israel, we have always dendgnitrated our preparedness

to defend ourselves. We have never asked another nation to fight our

battles during the five wars. One such war was the War of Attrition,
and for us it was an outright war. Throughout all these trials we
sustained our independence and so we shall in the future. We shall

never ask anybody to send soldiers to sustain our independence. For
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this is our duty and our duty alone. Mr. President, we have a wonderful
young generation -- serene and devoted and ready for self-sacrifice whenever
we are attacked. We hate war but we understand that we always must be
prepared, that we be strong in order to deter aggression. Always, we

must be ready to do what needs to be done to defend ourselves. As in the
past, so in the future -- the defense of Israel is the duty of Israelis.

In this room I can tell you that we now have the possibility to mobilize
700,000 well-trained soldiers. Our army is an army of civilians which

is comprised almost totally of reserves.

I now come, Mr. President, to the matter of common interests. In
our time, with the expansion and aggressiveness of the Soviet Union, we
face one problem which should unite us in a community of interests --
how to defend human 1iberty. [ believe that in this we do have a deep
common interest. We should seriously and determinedly consult on strategic
cooperation. I must tell you, Mr. President, that we do not have much
time to lose. The Middle East situation is serious. The Soviet Union
presently has 2,000 of its best tanks in Libya -- what you call pre-
positioning -- as well as missiles and MiG-25s and even MiG-27s. Few
Libyans even fly such planes. In Syria, there are 1,000 tanks at the
disposal of the Soviets, in addition to the 2,600 tanks in the Syrian
army. And these include the T-72 which is one of the best tanks in
the world. This tank can sustain a direct frontal hit without damage --
and tanks move forward. As I say, they have in storage in Syria,

1,000 tanks for their own use in additicn to the missiles and planes.
In such a situation, after Afghanistan and Ethiopia, we have here proof

of how the Soviet Union is prepared to involve itself on the spot, as

il

they helped the Somalis at the time. You will recall that the Soviet
Union directly assisted the Somalis in attacking Ethiopia in the Ogadan
Desert. I wish you to know, Mr. President, that four years ago when I
met your predecessor, early that morning I received a cable, an S5.0.5S.
from Mangistu (the ruler of Ethopia) in which he wrote to me, "Save
my country". He asked me to talk to the President of the United States.
| wish you to know that before I spoke to your predecessor about matters
concerning my country, I informed him of this message. When [ received
it, 1 remembered how the Italians had invaded Ethiopia before the Second
World War. And 1 said to President Carter: we have to do something to
help the Ethiopians against the Soviet Union. And then suddenly, the
Soviets changed policy and began helping the Ethiopians against the
Somalis. They rendered assistance to the Ethiopians and pushed back
the Somalis from the Ogadan Desert. They simply switched sides over-
night. Ethiopia is now completely under communist rule. Sadat talked
to me about it. Sadat has shown me on the map and tells me how he is
surrounded (by the communist threat) but then [ show him on the map a
little pimple (Israel) and [ ask him, how should we feel?

Mr. President, we have a common interest and we should cooperate.
| suggest to you that during our stay here, we should agree basically on
such cooperation. If you give your agreement, | suggest we ask our
Defense Minister to work out the details with your Secretary of Defense.
We should deal during our stay with strategic cooperation between us

on defense matters and then our colleagues could work on the details.

PRESIDENT: We can agree to that. Fine.

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PRIME MINISTER: Arik, dp you wish to add something?

SHARON: I would just like to emphasize that we agree to this cooperation.
We have been facing Soviet expansionsim since 1955, We see the Soviet
aggressive strategy and no doubt they are moving forward. Israel can do
things, Mr. President, that other countries cannot do. We have the stability
of a real democracy. We are on the Mediterranean. Israel is a country
positioned from which we can act both in the Mediterranean theatre and in
Africa. We are capable of embarking upon cooperation immediately. We
have American equipment which we can put at your disposal in the shortest
time. We have the needed infrastructure, including military industry,
other industries, airfields and so forth. We have a long-arm strategic
capability, as for example, Entebbe and Baghdad. We have the possibility
to give an air umbrella for distances of hundreds of miles into the
Mediterranean or the direction of the Persian Gulf, to enable American
troops to operate in case of need. Altogether, we have the means for
long-arm cooperation if you decide to move troops into the area, and

we can do it immediately. We are happy to hear from you that you are

interested. Together, we can elaborate practical plans.

PRESIDENT: As I said in the other room, we are allies and we share
common values. The meetings you will have with Secretary Weinberger

and Secretary Haig will reflect this.

PRIME MINISTER: Thank you, Mr. President.

Now, as you said in the: Oval Office, you would be derelict in your

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duty as President if we did not have a chance for a hearing.
To our deep regret, Saudi Arabia is a confrontation country of its
own volition. It joined in all the wars against Israel and has never
signed an agreement with Israel. 1 wish to tell you in confidence, that
we tried time and again to get in touch with the Saudis but did not succeed.
They support the organization called the P.L.O. [t is an organization
bent on our destruction. This should be an axiomatic understanding. They
write it down. We cannot repeat the 1930s when people said that Mein Kampf

was mere propaganda. It was not propaganda. That embodiment of all

ovil in mankind, to use a Churchillean expression, meant every word he
wrote. We cannot disbelieye an enemy who sdays he wanls Lo disLroy

us. The P.L.0. is bent on our destruction. It is written into their
Charter. A few months ago in Damascus, Fatah, the main component of

the PL.0. passed a resolution.  They wrote that the Fatah movement is a
movement of national liberation whose aim is the liquidation of the
Zionist entity. palitically, militarily, culturally and ideologically.
Please note the word "liquidation" with its special association.

When the Saudis give that organization those hundreds of millions of
dollars, they help an implacable enemy of our country. Then, there

was the meeting of the P.L.0. itself in Damascus. And they passed

a resolution which spoke of the strategic alliance led by the Soviet
Union. This is an euphemism for serving Moscow. We have all the
facts. Beirut has become a world center of terrorism, They reach

Europe and perhaps one day the whole of the Western hemisphere.

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Mr. President, I will start not from the AWACS but refer first to the
problem of the F-15s you intend supplying to Saudi Arabia. They will have
60 F-15s. This is very serious for us. After all, we are close
neighbors; they are on our doorstep, just across the border. A1l the

systems to be supplied to the F-15s will immensely enhance their capability

to reach all of Israel's towns. I suppose that if ten reach Tel Aviy
we shall -- and 1 say this without boasting -- shoot down eight of them,
but two of them will wreak havoc. [f they have these fuel tanks, they

will be able to reach Tel Aviv not only from Tabuk but from any part of
Saudi Arabia.

Then, there is the matter of the proposed sale to the Saudis of the
AIM 9L missiles. This is the most advanced missile in the world and it
will give the Saudis a qualitative edge over our air force. Until now,
there was no case of an air war in which we Tost the battle but if they
get those missiles, this might well put us in jeopardy.

And then there is the matter of the refueling aircraft which, again,
shall enlarge the F-15 capability giving them a range up till the
Mediterranean. Mr. President. this touches directly on our national

security.

1 shall now refer to the AWACS. Let me say in brief that our country
will be completely transparent if they have the AWACS. When General Jones
came to visit me he told me at the time that the Saudis will have in their
territory 4 AWACS under complete American control. | did not say one word
of objection. But now they will own the AWACS and even if there are Americans
on those planes, the Saudis will have control. Now, the Saudis have

strategic cooperation with Jordan which, as you know, has refused to join

sl
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the peace process. And Jordan is allied with Irag which is an implacable
enemy of Israel. Irag participated in all the wars against us and has
never signed an agreement of any kind with us. In the Yom Kippur War
they fought against us with an armored brigade.  They now have nearly
1,000 tank carriers which can cross the desert in 48 hours- It used to
take days, the tanks travelling on their own tracks, many of them
arriving at the front damaged. But now they have the carriers, mainly
from West Germany. This will enable them to carry three armored divisions
directly to the front in no time, This constellation -- Saudi Arabia
with Jordan and Jordan with lrag -- represents a new and serious change.
If the Saudis own the AWACS we will be completely transparent,  Our experts
have told us that every plane will be seen, that every helicopter will
be seen. We have 12 airfields and the majority of them will be naked.
And the information will then go to the Jordanians and then to the Iragis.
No one can control this. Our experts have concluded (the Prime Minister
reads from paper) : "In Saudi hands, the AWACS long-range detection
capability will enable the aircraft to cover the whole territory of the
state of Israel and will grant the Saudis an early warning capacity for
the detection of all air activity over Israel.” Israel has no strategic
depth and we must have some minimum early warning capacity. For we are
an army of reserves. With your permission, Mr. President, I shall ask

Arik to show you the details.

SHARON: I would, with your permission, like to add a few words on the
question of Iragi troops against us. In 1948, the lragis sent LrooOps
to the West Bank and occupied its northern part which it handed over to

Jordan only in 1949, 20,000 Iragi soldiers were involved. In 1967

../8
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lraq participated with two armored divisions and in 1973 Iraq sent three
armored divisions to the Golan Heights. The Saudis also participated
in all the wars against us. For many years the Saudis deployed troops
in the southern part of Jordan.

I must emphasize that we understand that the United States should
supply weapons to the Arab states -- but why the most sophisticated?
We cannot compete in numbers. Our advantage lies in our ability to
carry on air-to-air close combat. The Arabs have never managed to do
this. They never had the psychological strength to face our pilots in the
air. But once you supply them with thesemost sophisticated weapons
and missiles, we shall suddenly lose our superiority. I suggest to
you that this weakens the free world if we are going to lose our superiority.
We will not be able to fight them and overcome them as we did in the past.
This constitutes a major change in the Middle East. Mr. President, they are
not going to fight the Soviets. The Arab countries have internal problems
and for that they need weapons but not the most sophisticated. | would
like now to show how the AWACS in Saudi hands would cover the whole of

Israel. 1 will ask General Sagui to show you, Mr. President, the viewgraphs.

WEINBERGER: They (the AWACS) have no ground capability unless the target

is racing along above 60 nautical knots.

SHARON: On the ground they can follow every movement if the speed is
above 60 nautical miles, meaningevery aircraft taking off from the runway
will be shown and every helicopter in low flight will be seen. As for
naval units, they, because of the color of the sea, etc., can bé traced
even at much slower speeds. A1l our airfields will be covered and our
helicopters seen. At the present time the Saudis are supplying the
Jordanians and Iraqis with real-time information, and we see that they
are informing the Jordanians about every movement in the area, using
their radars in the north. The Saudis need not participate in actual
war. They can sit quietly by and supply information to the others.
And Jordan, Iraq and Syria together have 7,000 modern tanks and 700 modern

jets.

BURG: I would just like to add that what we talk about is the highest
compliment to the sophistication of American arms --- because your arms are

so good, we feel so bad.

PRIME MINISTER: Mr. President, Dr. Burg is our wittiest Minister. CQOur

oldest and our longest in office.

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BURG: I hope it will continue. It is 1ike those stories of science
fiction when you have a knight in armor and a ray penetrates the armor
and leaves him naked. The eagle eye of the AWACS can look at us, undress
us and report to the others. Against the background of the big West-fast
discussion to which the Prime Minister has referred, this special thing
should not be misunderstood. Syria remains a particular ally of the
soviet Union. With all the many points of understanding between the
U.S. and Israel, on this one point it is a realtfear that compelled the

HAIG: I think, as a military man, and as one whose concerns are close
to Sharon's, that it is vitally important that it be understood that we
are not going to take the initiative that would undermine your security.

Their NIMROD has a better range and radar,
As one who was involved in the NATO negotiations, [ can tell you that the
Saudis displayed great interest. The British Foreign Secretary told me
that they are prepared to imnmediately reopen the NIMROD lipe. Does it

serve our joint purpose to put British interests in Riyad as a substitute

O s
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for American interests? I don't think so. We are qoing to have transfer
arrangements with Saudi Arabia which will guarantee safeguards and over-
lapping safequards from the cradle to the grave and which will prevent the
worst prognosis you speak about. We have instantaneous alternatives to
shut off these systems. I would be less happy with the F-15 systems

than with the AWACS. The AWACS are not that sophisticated and I think

the matter is somewhat inflated. We go into this with our eyes open.

PRESIDENT: May 1 add: You mention the weaponry the Soviet Union is
supplying in the Middle East. We believe, as deeply as you, that the
real threat is the Soviet Union. But we also believe we are the only
country that has a chance to take thosesurrogates away from the Soviet
Union. If we turn away from Saudi Arabia, we may well turn them towards
the Soviet Union as the major country to be connected with, If we

seek peace, we must make sure that they see us as the major power to
depend on rather than the Soviet Union. Peace in the Middle East
depends on keeping the Soviets out. I doubt whether Libya will send

out any more planes looking at American planes. As 1 say, peace in the
Middle East is dependent on keeping the Soviet influence from the Middle
East. A1l we can ask is your understanding. We are going into this with
our eyes open. We have 5 years to develop this relationship and we can
change our course if need be. Maybe we have made an opening that could
be extremely important. Who would have thought that two men could have
come together and made the peace between Egypt and Israel.

PRIME MINISTER: Mr. President, that happened for two reasons. Sadat was in

Romania and he asked President Ceausescau two questions: he said to him:

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you talked to Prime Minister Begin. Is he a strong man and 1S he a man
of peace. He was told, yes. He then flew to Teheran and it was on the
plane -- so he told me -- that he decided to go to Jerusalem. He made
a speech in his parliament and said he is ready to come and address the
Knesset. Five minutes later | sent him an invitation. And then your
Ambassador came to me and said thatSadat wanted a written invitation and
[ sent it to him immediately. And so it came about. I would like to
say to you, Mr. President, that five years is quite a long périod of time.
But, Mr. President, a nation does not live on borrowed time. What will
be the situation in the Middle East in which armament quantity becomes
of itself quality. This is the question we face. The Middle East is
being bombarded with weapons from the Soviet Union, from its
sattelites, from Britain, from France, from Italy, and now by the
United States to Saudi Arabia. As I told you in the Oval Office,
your rationale for the neutron bomb was a very courageous decision.
The ratio of 1:5 is a new qualitative dimension in Furupe. You need defensive
weapons to deter those 60,000 tanks. This 15 now our own main pre-
occupation. In tanks we have a ratio of 1:3. We can live with it.
But 5:1 -- then we shall be in a dangerous situation. We shall win but
the cost in casualties will be tragic. This is our main problem.
Mr. President, | believe that sensitivity towards casualties is a
measure of civilization. We feel this much more than any other country
because we lost one-third of our people. In lsrael we have suffered

15,000 killed. By American proportions, these are horrible casualties.

PRESIDENT: You are right.

It is also important to remember the possibility that this would have a
major impact to help the security of Israel and the whole world which would
not be the case with the NIMROD, Otherwise, they would have planes without
restraint.

My own feeling is that the
only real Saudi need for it is to protect themselves along their Southern

We strongly believe that this proposed sale ig not
in the best interests of the United States. Among the many
reasons to oppose this proposed sale are the following:

i == It is unwise to sell our most sophisticated airborue
surveillance system to a nondemocraric, potentially
unstable nation because this could lead to compro-
mise of our own technology;

It is unwise to accede to Saudi pressure for this
sale in view of the absence of constructive parci-
cipation by the Saudis in the Camp David peace
process, the continued Saudi financing of PLO
terrorism, and in view of Saudi policy that Israel
is their number one enemy; and

It is unwise to contravene previous assurances that
the capabilities of the Saudi F-15s would not be
enhanced, and it is also unwise to rely on Saudi
statements or assurances, in whatever form made,
that AWACS -- in any configuration -- would notr be
employed against America's key friend in the region,
Israel, in some future pan-Arab war.

The real issue before us is that this sale seriously risks
jeopardizing our national security and further destabilizing
the Middle East.

On June 24, 1981, 55 Senators wrote President Reagan urging
that he not send the F-15 enhancement/AWACS package to the
Congress. In addition, more than 246 members of the House have
indicated their opposition to the sale by sponsoring a resolu-
tion of disapproval. Despite this clear bipartisan advice
given in good time by both Houses of Congress, the Administra-
tion has now put the question of the proposed package arms sale
before the Congress.
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) Therefore, we are asking that you join with us on a
bipartisan basis to affirm that the Senate will not
support the approval of the Saudi arms package.

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MEMORANDUM

RE: Suggestions Regarding Beqin Visit

1. Fl6s- It 1s the Administration position that the
deferral of delivery of Fl6s was a moderate response, in
order to maintain credibility. It wasnot intended as a
sanction or punishment, but only to "put the fire out".

At no time did the Administration intend to withhold the
Fl6és, or to make a finding that Israel was in substantial
violation of the agreement that such weapons should be

used only for legitimate self defense. It was always
understood that Israel regarded such action as a necessary
defensive measure.

From the Administration viewpoint, it is understandable
that Israel would ohiject to the "embargo". However, after
the Beirut bombing, in view of the public and Congressional
reaction, the decision to defer delivery was again considered
necessary to let things "cool off". Again, there was no
intent to "punish"; rather there was a need to maintain credibility
with the Arab World and the American public.

Finally, from the Administration viewpoint, the Flés
were released as promptly as possible. It would have been done
before the Sadat visit, but the State Department wanted to
obtain the agreement of the Defense Department. It could not
be done while Sadat was here, because it would then appear that
Sadat's agreement was involved. It was not done immediately
after Sadat left, because he claimed it would embarrass him
to return to Cairo that Thursday to a headline announcing the
release. Accordingly, the subsequent Monday was the first
day it could be done comfortably. The notification that the
planes would be released the day after Sadat left was pre-
mature and ill-advised.

RECOMMENDATION: It would be best to "close the door" on
this recent history. It should not be made the subject of
a grievance. The restraint with which the Administration
believes it acted should not be challenged,

It is inevitable that the subject will be discussed.
The necessity for the bombings has already been fully explored




at the military and diplomatic levels, Accordingly, it

would be best to emphasize the world as seen from Israel,

a small country surrounded by hostile nations that constantly
declare the intention to destroy her, emphasizing that "self
defense" must be judged from the Israeli position, not the
American. As for the Fl6s, the emphasis should be placed

on the unfortunate impression that was created, both in
Israel and the Arab World - i.e. that Israel was in the wrong
and that the United States would deprive Israel of necessary
military material when Israel took military action that it
considered necessary. That message does not advance United
States interests in the Middle East.

2. Saudi Arms Sale- Even before the package ineluded
AWACS, the American Jewish Community and many members of

the United States Congress opposed the proposal. The danger
to Israel was only one of the reasons. Emphasis was placed

on the Iranian experience, the commitment of Secretary of
Defense Brown to the United States Senate in 1978, and the
danger of a "no strings" sale of advanced military equipment
to Saudi Arabia. So far, the distinction between the American
Jewish Community and Israel on this subject has been maintained.
Ed Meese, the President's principal policy advisor, stated
publicly that the pro-Israel lobby in the United States is
more passionate on this subject than Israel itself,

This is a very healthy situation, both in terms of
taking the onus off Israel and in terms of establishing
the independence of the American Jewish Community from simple
response to Israeli direction. Of course, 1f Israel indicated
that it had received acceptable "offsetting" commitments
assuring it gqualitative military superiority, it would
insure the success in Congress of the proposal.

RECOMMENDATION : NO matter how persistent media
representatives are on this subject, it is vitally important
to avoid any appearance of "confrontation" between the
Administration and Israel. Rather, understanding should be
expressed that the ultimate decision is up to the Congress of
the United States in accordance with American law; and that
many factors will undoubtedly be taken into account by the
members of Congress. Advanced military equipment sold to
Saudi Arabia representsa serious military threat to Israel,
S0 long as Saudi Arabia persists in its present posture of
hostility. Israel would be pleased if Saudi Arabia would
change that view, but there is no evidence to that effect.
The latest "Saudi Peace Plan" does not mention Israel by name
and does not contain any new proposal.




3. Soviet Jewish Emigration and the "Drop-Out" Problem-

In many communities in the United States, assistance to
Soviet Jews has become a project of the local Jewish
community. As a result, those communities have a vested
interest in the "drop outs". The United States Government
in response to the American Soviet Jewry Movement, has
accorded "refugee" status to Soviet Jews; and has appropriated
$25 million dollars a year for their resettlement in the
United States. Senator Jackson and members of Congress have
been intensely involved in the battle to increase Soviet
Jewish emigration. President Reagan has held meetings with
Mrs. Scharansky and with Mendeleevitch, and has committed
his Administration to deal with the Soviets on this issue.

It is in the American tradition to offer refuge.
No matter what position Israel takes, it cannot be expected
that the United States will change its policy in this respect,
particularly where people leaving the Soviet Union are con-
cerned. The contrast between the United States and the Soviet
Union 1s something the Reagan Administration wants to emphasize.

RECOMMENDATION: It will not be fruitful to argue the
definition of "refugee". Rather, understanding should be
expressed of the generous American tradition and policy of
welcoming refugees in the spirit of the Emma Lazarus poem

that appears on the Statute of Liberty. Nor should there

be any disagreement about the "freedom of choice" question.
Instead, it should be emphasized that Israel is doing nothing
to prevent freedom of choice. Rather, it is accepting at

face value the affidavit statements which permit the emigration
of Soviet Jews; and the visas for Israel that such emigrants
receive. To the extent that such people in fact go to Israel,
they receive considerable help and benefits, which should be
described. To the extent that they decide to go elsewhere,
Israel is not obliged to provide them with help or recommend
help. Nonetheless, it does so, where first degree relatives
are involved.

4. Autonomy Negotiations- Secretary Haig wants to be
involved personally in the process; and, in my opinion, will
not appoint a special representative, although he will be
represented from time to time by somebody from the State
Department, such as Mr. McFarlane, or Assistant Secretary
Veliotis. The choice of September 23rd as a meeting date,
without prior consultation with the United States, has
raised some question because the United Nations General
Assembly will convene on that date, and Secretary Haig will







be speaking at the opening session. As of two weeks ago,
the State Department had not formulated positions on the
various outstanding issues. However, it was wrestling
with the guestions of internal security, status of the
settlements, and voting for residents of East Jerusalem.

RECOMMENDATION: Israel's ultimate claims with respect to
soverelgnty over the West Bank, and with respect to Jerusalem,
should not be debated at length. Rather, it should be pointed
out that Israel, under the Camp David Agreement, has reserved
these claims and does not want to prejudice her ultimate
position at this point. Therefore, the United States should
be urged (only for the purpose of deferring these difficult
matters) to adopt positions consistent with those of Israel.
It should be urged that some pressure he put on Egypt to
arrive at an agreement that is "imperfect" from everybody's
point of view, instead of the usual practice of pressure
being put only on Israel. (With respect to the specific
issues I have made some suggestions to Chaim Kuberski, but
will not repeat them in this memorandum) .

5. Palestine Liberation Organization- The media campaign
to deal with the P.L.0O. and reconsider the relationship with
Israel has intensified. At the same time, there are rumors
that the Administration may be seeking indirect methods of
dealing with the P.L.O. particularly in light of the cease-
fire in Lebanon. However, the Reagan Administration is
aware of the close ties that the P.L.0. has forged with the
Soviet Union.

RECOMMENDATION: The links between the P.L.0. and the Soviet
Union should be emphasized in conversations with the President,
Secretary of State and the Secretary of Defense. P.L.O.
statements promising Soviet bases in a Palestinian State,
supporting Soviet positions, and attacking the United States,
cannot be repeated too often. (It should be noted that the
General Assembly debate following the invasion of Afghanistan
was featured by the P.L.0., along among all the speakers
except for the Eastern European Communist Bloc, defending

the Soviet Union and, indeed, blaming the United States for
the invasion.)

6. General Comments- The Reagan Administration does not
perceive Israel as an "equal partner". It hopes to reestablish
the United States as the predominant great power of the world.







It has re-assumed responsibility for the entire free world,
including Israel. It firmly believes that its global anti-
communist strategy will halt Soviet expansionism and lead

to the salvation of the non-communist world. Israel is

viewed as a "strategic ally" in that effort; but it is perceived
as a United States effort, with Israel as one of the beneficiaries.

At the same time the Reagan Administration is very
sophisticated politically. A close examination of the budget
and tax programs demonstrates a concern for poelitical con-
stituencies that have supported the Republican Party. While
there is some debate about the exact percentage of Jewish
voters that supported the Republican ticket in 1980, and
there is some debate as to whether it was essentially an
anti-Carter vote, the Republicans clearly did very well with
the Jewish community. They are convinced that the community
has become more conservative and more hawkish, and that it is
possible to retain, and even increase, the percentage of vote
for the Republican party.

RECOMMENDATION: While there should be no doubt that the
pPrincipal concern for Israel is the immediate physical
security of its citizens, understanding of the American
global view should be expressed. Indeed, it would be well
to inquire of the President what he perceives to be United
States interest in the Middle East, because Israel would
like, consistent with its own security, to advance those
interests. (It is not consistent with its own security to
support the sale of advanced weapons to Saudi Arabia which
continues to be hostile and support the P.L.O,-while on the
other hand there is nothing inconsistent with the security
of Israel in the supply of weapons to Egypt which, although
geographically closer, is at peace with Israel.)

There should be no demand for treatment as an "equal
partner". Rather, there should be exploration of tangible
mutual support, since Israel has been and will continue to
be a significant factor (as the strongest and most reliable
military power in that region) in the global anti-communist
strategy.

It is appropriate to inquire how the Administration
intends to honor its public commitment that Israel will
continue to have "gualitative military superiority" if the
sale of arms to Saudi Arabia is not disapproved by the United







States Congress. The Administration has publicly conceded
that the sale will increase Israel's security problems;

and it would not be inappropriate to put forward Israel's
list of requirements for gualitative military superiority-
even while stating that a better solution would be to bring
Saudi Arabia to the peace table, before supplying it with
arms., With the President, great emphasis should be placed
on the devastating effect of casualties in such a small
country; and why greater loss of life, even if a war is
won, is not acceptable.

Finally, the Dresden story is the best one if the

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vii. THE GOVERNMENT 'S HANDLING OF THE PROBLEM

The main cause of the current problems connected with the
nglack Hebrews" has been the ostrich-like inaction of the Govern-
ment of Israel. When the first groups arrived in the country,
it might have been possible to handle the problem with speed

and decision.

While it is possible to understand the naivete with which
the first group from Liberia was received in Israel, this could
not be said with regard to the large group which later arrived at
Lod and were granted tourist visas for three months, as well as
various absorption facilities. It is said that the decision not
to deny them admission was taken at a time close to the national
elections in Israel, when the issue of "Who is a Jew?" was a
sensitive subject for public debate.

when it became clear that the "glack Hebrews" were not Jews,
efforts were made to suggest that they convert to Judaism, but
this was rejected by Ben-Ami Carter who arrived on March 6, 1370
at the head of a group of 49. As stated previously, they were
granted tourist visas, but not the usual absorption facilities
of housing and work permits. Most of this group were women and
children who were without financial resources, had been expelled
from Liberia, and said they sought reunion with their families
in Dimona. This was granted on humanitarian grounds, in spite
of doubts as to the veracity of all their statements. The former
Mayor of Dimona, Yitzhak Peretz, M.K., has said that the Government
was deterred from deporting this group because they arrived about
the same time several presidents of African states and presidents
of Black universities in the United States were visiting Israel.

When it became clear that the "glack Hebrews" rejected the
idea of conversion to Judaism, the proposal to deport them was

reconsidered, but was deferred "until things quieted down."

After further representations from the cult's Jewish neighbors,
an inter-ministerial consultation took place in October, 1971,
at which three options were discussed:

a) to regard them as temporary residents,
b) to regard them as undesirables and to deport them
by order of the Minister of the Interior,
c) not to recognize them as temporary residents and
not to deport them, but to leave them in the position

of "tolerated" persons.

The third.option was accepted with recard to those already
in Israel; and it was decided that no moré members of the cult
would be allowed into the country. The Ministry of the Interior
subsequently did not renew the tourist visas held by the "Black
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Hebrews" in the country, thus acquiescing to the group's continued
illegal residence in Israel, with all the serious consequences
that flowed from such a situation. A further group of 48 "Black
Hebrews" who arrived in Israel on Octocber 8, 1971, was denied
entry and repatriated to the United States.

Attempts at Deportation from Israel

Any criminal conviction of a member of the cult leads to
immediate deportation from Israel. Fifty deportation orders were
issued by the Israel authorities in 1973 but were not effective,
either because the leaders of the cult went underground, or because
of the objective difficulties in tracing persons who do not have
identity cards and frequently change their residence. An addi-
tional complication was the notice served by several members of
the cult on the American Consuls in Tel Aviv and Jerusalem that
they wished to waive their American citizenship. Now stateless
according to American law, it was impossible to deport them to
the United States or to any other country that was not ready to
absorb them. By January 1978, 72 "Black Hebrews" had waived
their American citizenship.

From 1973 to 1976, the Government of Israel negotiated on
this matter with the Government of the United States. It was
finally agreed, in July 1976, that the U.S. Embassy in Israel
would cooperate with Israel as follows: "Black Hebrews" who
faced deportation orders would be divided into those who held
U.S. citizenship, and those who had waived that citizenship.
Regarding individuals in the first group, the United States would
contact the person's family in the U.S. to provide financial
assistance for the journey to the U.S.; if the answer proved to
be negative, the U.S. Government would advance the fare as a
loan. A person in the second category would apply for an immi-
gration visa, which would be granted by the American Consulate,
‘but no financial aid would be forthcoming from the U.S, Government.

Even these proposals, though far from satisfactory, were
not carried out in practice, because of American reluctance to
deal actively with the matter and lack of pressure from the
Israel Government which, from the outset, had negotiated at too
low a level instead of addressing its demands to senior echelons
of the American administration.

Mass Infiltration into Israel

Based upon powers established in the Law of Entry into Israel
(1952), the Israel Police closely examines the circumstances
under which Black persons seek entry into Israel, e.g., the vali-
dity of the passport held, the existence of a return ticket to
the land of origin, financial resources, and the purpose of the
visit to Israel. Only if it is clear that there is no intention
to join the "Black Hebrews" is entry permitted. The defect in
this procedure is that it may cause hardship and distress
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from time to time to bona fide Black visitors to Israel, includ-
ing devoted friends of Israel, Black clergy, university lecturers,
sportsmen, etc., and present a negative image of Israel to the
outside world.

However, members of the cult have found ways to deceive
the authorities, by arriving under the guise of Christian pil-
grims to the Holy Places, with return tickets, and sufficient
money for their stay in Israel. Some claimed to be attending
seminars in Israel. Most of these groups. disappear once they
have reached Israel, and it is thought that they finally join
up with the "Black Hebrews" in the south.

Lack of attention to the Problem at High Governmental Levels

Until the appointment of this committee by the Minister of
the Interior, there was no discussion of how to handle this
problem at ministerial level.

Eight years after the arrival of the first group, the
Director-General of the Ministry for Foreign Affairs convened
a meeting (November 7, 1977) of directors-general of the
Ministries of Labor, Health, Housing and Welfare, the assistant
directors-general of the Ministry of the Interior and the Ministry
for Foreign Affairs, and other senior officials. This was the
first comprehensive discussion of the problem and all its reper-
cussions. All the participants agreed that the situation was
serious and had an effect upon Israel's foreign relations and
reputation abroad. They all rejected the deportation option,
and most of those present advised granting the "Black Hebrews"
some legal status, while rigidly preventing the addition of
more members to the ranks of those already in Israel.

The Director-General of the Foreign Ministry conveyed to the
Minister of the Interior the meeting's proposal that the status
of temporary resident should be granted to the "Black Hebrews"
now in Israel, thus enabling them to receive housing, and health

and education services.

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Establishment of the Public Committee by the Minister of the Interior

The Government was stimulated to take action towards a solu-
tion of the "Bladk Hebrews" problem by the initiative of Jacques
Amir, M.K. (Mayor of Dimona), who raised the subject for debate
in the Knesset on March 13, 1978.

In the explanatory note to the motion, it was stated:

The above group has been in Israel for the last ten
years. It has no civil status and its position is
unclear, Much has been said about the nature of this
group in the local and world press. Their living con-
ditions and homes do not befit a democratic country
which cares for the welfare of its citizens and resi-
dents. Before this problem assumes exaggerated pro-
portions, the matter should be brought up on the
Knesset agenda, with a view to finding a proper and
humane solution. The State of Israel knew how to give
sanctuary to Vietnam refugees in a spirit of love and
humanity, and there is no reason why the State of
Israel should not be able to grapple with the problem
‘of the "Black Hebrews."

The Knesset plenary referred the subject to the Interior and
Environment Committee which, after deliberation, recommended the
setting up of a committee to examine the gquestion.

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We would like to present to those of you here a brief summary of our findings.
The full report is attached. ' .

1. We have found no official racism in lsrael and we conclude that racist
policies are not the reason for the discrimination at the airport and the
plight of the Black Hebrew Cormunity. We point out, however, that such inter-
pretations can easily be mada, and indeed are made.

2. The failure to make a policy decision on the Black Hebrew Conmunity has
an adverse_impact on the human rights of the present members of the BHC and
those who have left it and still reside in Israel. Such failure also has serious
international implications. Since further delay can only exacerbate these situ-
ations, we urge the Israeli governnent to make a prompt policy decision defining
the status of these persons. Any further delay would be intolerable. Pending
such decision, we urge the Israeli government to:
a) provide temporary work permits for all Dlack Hebrew Comaunity members
and for all past members still in Israel; -
b) continue present efforts to provide adequate housing for memders of
the Black Hebrew comwunities.

3. The situation of the entry points to lsrael is clearly discriminatory,
based on race, and risks being perceived as racism. This is the only area in
which we found such practices. Our report includes a number uf procedural
suggestions which, if adopted, should help clear up the situaticn there.

i EXCERPTS FROM A SPEECH BY THE AMBASSADOR OF ISRAEL
ADDRESSED TO THE COMMITTEE OF HUMAN RIGHTS,

ON ISRAEL'S POSITION REGARDING THE POLICY OF APARTHEID

AND ISRAEL/SOUTH AFRICAN COOPERATION, GENEVA 16 FEBRUARY 1981

1 have asked for the floor to put forward the position of my country and to clarify
certain questions which arose in the course of this debate. During the deliberations
aspersions were cast against my country. Israel was accused of racism. The relations
between Israe] and South Africa were given an undue significance out of all connection
with reality

I shall begin from the first point. Israel's opposition to the concept and practices of
apartheid has been repeatedly voiced in the United Nations. I wish to reaffirm this
position, Its roots are to be found in Jewish history and in the Jewish faith. It was
during the long journey in the wilderness from bondage to liberty that the Jews proclaimed,
for the first time in history, the original brotherhood of man, created in the image of
God. Yet, during the centuries the Jewish people bore the brunt of hatred and dis-
crimination. It experienced segregation and confinement in the humiliation of overcrowded
ghettoes. It was exposed to vexations and indignities and to the recurring threat of
physical extermination, The State of Israel rose as a response to injustice and sufferings.
[t remains committed to social and racial equality. It is integrated by a people coming
from the four corners of the earth. Many of them are of different origins and hues. All
passionately reject racism. As recently as last December an international congress
against racism was held in Tel Aviv. Representatives of teacher unions from different
countries joined to study how to educate the young generation to tolerance end mutual
understanding between peoples and races, how to alert it to the dangers of racism., In

this spirit a eall to the teachers of the world has issued.

Let us now examine the relations between lsrael and South Africa. True, Israel, like

many countries in Europe, in the Western hemisphere and elsewhere, deems appropriate to
maintain trade relations with South Africa. Indeed the official statistics of the inter-
national monetary fund list 56 countries as officially engaged in commercial relations with
South Africa, while other countries prefer to maintain their anonymity and appear under
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lables such as oil exporting countries, Europe non-specified, etc. The main point is that
the import of trade relations between Israel and South Africa is about 0.6 per cent of

the total. Yet Israel is singled out for scathing reproaches while, comparatively, cursory
attention is paid to the countries responsible for 99.4 per cent of the trade. Is not
this an example of bad faith and monumental hypocrisy? Is it not evident that those who
censure Israel have not the cause of equality in Africa at their heart but use it as a
pretext for promoting partisan interests?

As for the allegations of nuclear or military cooperation between Israel and South Africa,
I wish to call attention to the letter sent on 14 September 1979 by the permanent
representative of Israel to the Un in New York to the committee established under Security
Council 421. In this letter Israel informs that it will comply with Security Council
Resolution 418 (1977) and, accordingly, "will not provide South Afrieca with arms or

re lated material of all types, including the sale or transfer of weapons and ammmitions,
military vehicles or equipment.” This.c¢lear stand has been consistently upheld.

I sincerely hope that my remarks will be given serious thought. 1 also hope that members
of the commission will see through the attempts to exploit the issues of southern Africa
and apartheid for extraneous purposes. This kind of cynical manceuvre which certainly
does not serve the cause of elimination of racial discrimination should meet only utter
rejection.

hands; and c)it would .insure that only defensive data be given to

Saudi Arabia. -

The Senator said the American personnel would also be a
safeguard against the sophisticated technelogy falling inte
hestile hands in the event of internal unrest in Saudi Arabia.

"We should do all in our power to satisfy the legitimate
needs of  both allies. But special care must be taken with tha
israeli concerns. For with them, it is a question of survival.
Surrounded by enemies as they are, I would never want to take any
action that would make their situation even more perilous,” seid
Senator Mattingly.

Mattingly outlined his proposal for supplying strictly
contreolled AWAC techneology during a tour of Ft. Henning's
installations.

Briefly: (1) In lieu of an outright sale, the United States
should le=se the aircraft to Saudi Arabia over a specified period
of time; (2) the contract would require that the aircraft be
manned and maintained by American Personnel; and (3) the lease
would include depreciation, personnil, etc., in the contract.
