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PROTQCOL

Of the First Session of the Israel-Romanian
Mixed Commission

The first session of the Israel-Romanian Mixed Commission provided
by the Trade Agreement and the Agreement of Economic, Technical and
Scientific Cooperation signed in Bucharest on 14th April 1967, was held in Israel

from the 13th of December 1967 to 19th of December 1967.

“The Government Delegation of the State of Israel, was led by His
Excellecny Mr. Zeev Sharef, Minister of Commerce and Industry, and the Govern-
ment Delegation of the Socialist Republic of Romania was led by His Excellency

Mr. Gheorghe Cioara, Minister of Foreign Trade.

The lists of the members and counsellors of the two Governmental
Delegations are attached-as Annexes No. 1. A. and No. 1. B. to the present
Protocol.

The Mixed Commission adopted the following agenda:

i Examination of the execution of the Trade Agreement in force and

discussions regarding the trade exchanges for the year 1968;

II. Negotiation of a Long Term Additional Protocol for the exchange of goods,

with firm commitments;

III. Examination of the progress in the field of industrial and agricultural

co-operation;
Iv. Conclusion of a civil aviation transport agreement;

V. Co-operation in the field of tourism;

VI. Working out and adoption of the Statute of the Mixed Commission;




VII. Working out and signature of the Protocol of the first session of the

Mixed-Commission;

VIIIL. Drawing up of the joint-communique.

The session was presided by His Excellency Mr. Zeev Sharef, Minister

of Commerce and Industry of the State of Israel.

L Examination of the execution of the Trade Agreement in force and

discussions regarding the trade exchanges for the year 1968

The two Parties examined the achievements and prospects of trade between

the two countries and have reached the following conclusions:

| It has been noted with satisfaction that the Trade Agreement of 14th of
April, 1967, has created the necessary framework for the expansion of trade,
allowing a substantial increase in the exchange of goods between the two countries

during 1967, as compared with the preceding years.

2. The two Parties consider that a closer collaboration between the foreign
trade companies of the two countries and a more detailed research of their
respective markets, will permit a further development of the trade relations

between the two countries.

To this effect, the two Parties have agreed, with a view to intensifying
further market research and the conclusion of sale-and-purchase contracts, to

promote and assist the exchange of trade delegations between the two countries.

., Negotiation of a Long Term Additional Protocol for the exchange

of goods, with firm commitments

The two Parties, taking into consideration, on one hand, the existing
possibilities in the two countries as well as the advantage of utilizing their ‘
respective markets for the development of trade on a multilateral basis, and,
on the other hand, the necessity of a greater expansion of the trade relations ‘

provided in the Trade Agreement of the 14th of April, 1967.

have agreed tonegotiate and sign a long term additional
Protocol for the exchange fo goods with firm commitments, as a supplement to ‘

the above-mentioned Trade Agreement. .

This Protocol, shall ensure for a three years' period (1968-1970) an
important increase in the exchange of goods between the two countries, both

in respect of the overall volume and the separate items referred to.

The two Parties, have agreed to undertake the appropriate steps so that
the provisions of the long term Protocol for the exchange of goods are fully and
completely fulfilled on the basis of prevailing world market prices. The two
Parties shall also consult each other periodically, examine progress in the

fulfilment of this Protocol and consider all such steps as shall be necessary.

The two Parties have agreed to set up a Romanian-Israel joint company
for the promotion of bilateral and multilateral trade in accordance with the provisions

of the Additional Protocol signed by them.

The Long Term Additional Protocol for the exchange of goods and

commodities is attached as Annex No. 2 to the present Protocol.




IIL. Examining the position of the industrial and agricultural co-operation

The two Parties have reviewed the implementation of the Agreement for
economic, technical and scientific co-operation signed in Bucharest on the 14th
of April, 1967, and have noted with satisfaction the progress so far recorded,

stating the following:

The two Parties consider that there exist possibilities as well as a mutual

interest to build in Romania on the basis of co-operation the following projects:

a. A plant for production of soft bio-degradable detergents, of 25,000

tons/year capacity;
b. A nitrogen protoxide plant, of 125 tons/year capacity;

c. A skimmed milk powder unit (two lines of 2,000 tons/year capacity

each);
d. A meat processing complex, of 28,000 tons/year capacity;

e. An irrigation project comprising an area of about 5,000 hectars.

The two Parties shall assign the competent companies in their respective
countries to negotiate and sign the corresponding Protocols of co-operation before
the 30th of September, 1968, so that after all the necessary elements are agreed

upon, the respective contracts shall be signed.

The deliveries from the Israeli side shall be made on credit which
conditions and initial down payments will be established from case to case and
included in the specific protocols. The agreement for supplies of the plants shall
be in free convertible currency in accordance with the Payments Protcol signed in
Bucharest on 14th April, 1967. The repayment of credits shall be made in the
products obtained from the respective plants or in other goods, under terms and
conditions to be agreed upon : quality, price fixing, commissions, delivery times,

etc., in the above-mentioned Protocols of co-operation.




2. The two Parties have also agreed to continue the discussions concerning
all other projects under negotiations between the competent companies of the two

Parties.

3. Desirous of expanding the cooperation between the two countries and
having in view the mutual interest, the two Parties have agreed to study the

possibilities of erecting by co-operation other projects also, such as:

- A nitrogenous fertilizers project;
- 300,000 tons/year ammonia
- 300,000 tons/year ammonium nitrate
| - 300,000 tons/year urea
- A phosphate fertilizers plant 110, 000 tons/year composition P205 ‘
- A petrochemical complex : 2-300, 000 tons/year of ethylene

- A stereospecific synthetic rubber complex : 60,000 tons/year

For this purpose, a working group of experts of the two countries shall
be constituted and shall meet within 45 days from the date of signature of the

present Protocol.

V.. Co-operation in third-countries

a. The two Parties have agreed to co-operate in the setting up of
industrial projects in third-countries. To this effect, certain possibilities

have been indicated as for example:

- Refinery in Nigeria ‘
- Timber conversion plant for Zambia

- Fruit and vegetables packing houses and cold stores for Iran

The above listed projects are not exclusive and the two Parties propose

to consider and study together all such other plans which may be of mutual interest.




In order to provide the ways and means of cooperation in this field it
has been decided to set up a permanent working group, which shall meet before

the 30th of January, 1968.

b. The two Parties considering the possibilities of both countries, have
agreed to co-operate for manufacturing of goods for internal use as well as for

export to third-markets;

To this effect, it was agreed to set up a working group formed of delegates
of the two Parties, which shall meet before the 15th of February, 1968. This

working group shall also look into other possibilities of co-operation in this field.

V. Civil aviation tfansport Agreement

During the first session of the Mixed Commission a Civil Aviation

Transport Agreement was signed.

With a view to start the operation of the air services agreed upon, the
representatives of the civil air-transport companies of the two Parties shall
meet during January-February, 1968, for the solution of problems relating to:
the mutual commercial representation, the ground service of aircrafts and

traffic and the joint operation of the airline between Bucharest and Tel Aviv.

VL Co-operation in the field of tourism

As a result of the mutual interest in the promotion of tourism, the two

Parties have agreed on a program of cooperation.

Delegates of the Tourist Organisations of both parties shall meet in
Bucharest before 15th of February 1968, in order to discuss the implementation

of the program.



VII. Drawing up and adoption of the Statute of the Mixed Commission

The Statute of the Mixed Commission was drawn up, discussed and

approved. This Statute is attached as Annex No. 3 to the present Protocol.

The two Parties noted with satisfaction that in pursuance of the
Agreement for economic, technical and scientific cooperation, signed on the
14th of April, 1967, a delegation of Romanian scientists will visit Israel and
will have a first exchange of views concerning the co-operation in the technical

and scientific fields.,

The present Protocol shall come into force after its approval by the .

competent authorities of the two countries.

Long Term Additional Protocol
to the Trade Agreement Concluded between the
State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of Romania
on the 14th April, 1967

The Government of the State of Israel and the Government of the Socialist

Republic of Romania animated by the desire of further developing the trade relations
between the two countries, have agreed upon an additional exchange of goods within
the period from the lst of January, 1968 to the 3lst of December, 1970, under the
existing Trade Agreement between the State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of

Romania, as follows:

Article 1

The additional exchange of goods between the two countries shall be

| effected on the basis of lists ""A-1"" and ""B-1"" attached to the present Protocol.

List "A-1" is a supplement to List '""A'" of the Trade Agreement and
| includes goods to be exported from the Socialist Republic of Romania into the State

| of Israel during the validity of the present Protocol.

List "B-1" is a supplement to List ""B'' of the Trade Agreement and

includes goods to be exported from the State of Israel into the Socialist Republic

of Romania during the validity of the present Protocol.

Article 2

In order to ensure the execution in good order of the exchange of goods
between the two countries according to the present Protocol, both Governments
commit themselves to use their best endeavours to promote the purchase through
the foreign trade organisations or firms, of goods specified in the List ""A-1"" and
the List '"B-1", on the clear understanding that these exchanges shall be effected
on a balanced basis both on the whole and in the groups of goods provided in the

attached Lists.



o

The Lists of goods of the present Protocol are not to be considered as
restrictive and the two Parties may agree on additional goods to be exchanged in

application of the provisions of this Protocol.

Article 3

In the course of implementation of the exchange of goods gnder Lists "A-1"
and '""B-1"" attached to the present Protocol, the two Parties shall endeavour to
promote - besides the direct business connections - also mutually advantageous
multilateral transactions, as a means of enlarging and developing the trade

between the two countries.

Article 4

The two Parties agree that the goods .imported by either of them under the

present Protocol, may be re-exported with the previous consent of the other Parfy.

Article 5

The transactions under the present Protocol shall be effected on the basis

of the world market prices for such goods.

Article 6

Payment for goods under the present Protocol shall be effected in U.S.
dollars. In cases where contracts are concluded in other convertible currencies,
the reciprocal payment commitments shall be converted into U.S. dollars, at the

official parity rate prevailing on the day on which payment is effected.

Article 7

The provisions of the Protocol shall apply to contracts concluded under
and during the validity of the Protocol, even after its validity has expired, and

until the full execution and fulfilment of such contracts.
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Article 8

The two Parties shall consult periodically and examine the progress

achieved in the exchange of goods provided under this Protocol.

To this end, the representatives of the two Parties shall meet at the request

of one of them, at the place and date to be agreed upon.

Article 9

This Protocol shall come into force on the Ist of J anuary,
remain valid up to the 3lst of December, 1970,

STATUTE

of the Mixed Commission set up on the basis of the
Agreement for Economic, Technical and Scientific
Cooperation and the Trade Agreement between the
State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of Romania,
signed in Bucharest on the 14th of April, 1967

In order to ensure the effective and successful implementation of the
agreements concluded between the Government of Israel and the Government of the
Socialist Republic of Romania, and in order to explore further possibilifies of
expanding of trade, economic, technical and scientific understanding and cooperation
between the two countries within the framework of the Trade Agreement between the
State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of Romania, of the 14th April, 1967, the

Parties hereby agree to the setting up of a Mixed Commission.

The delegations have agreed during their first session held in Israel on

December 19, 1967 to define the activity of the Mixed Commission as follows:
Article 1

The Mixed Commission consists of the delegation of the State of Israel and

of the delegation of the Socialist Republic of Romania.

The delegation of each Party is led by a President and consists of a

number of members and a permanent Secretary.

The sessions of the Mixed Commission may be attended by counsellors and

experts of both Parties, whenever required.

Article 2

The main tasks of the Mixed Commission are the following:

1. To examine the implementation of the economic and technical co-operation



and the exchange of goods and services between the two countries, on the basis
of, and in accordance with, the economic and technical agreements and protocols

concluded or to be concluded between the two Parties.

The Mixed Commission shall examine proposals put forward by either of the
Parties, for a more effective and successful fulfilment of the olbigations assumed

and shall adopt recommendations and decide upon measures to be taken.

2. To explore the possibilities of further expansion of the economic, technical

and scientific co-operation between the two countries.

3. To exchange information and to have consultations on matters which could
further the economic and technical co-operation between the two countries or which

could be of interest to both Parties.

4, To study other commercial, economic, technical and scientific issues and

to work out suitable proposals for consideration by the two governments.

5. To examine whether, and in what manner, the recommendations made by

previous sessions, have been carried out.

Article 3

The Mixed Commission shall meet at the request of either of the two Parties,
alternatively in the Socialist Republic of Romania and in the State of Israel. The
leader of the delegation of the host country shall be the Chairman of the respective
session of the Mixed Commission. The dates of meetings shall be mutually agreed

upon by the two Parties.



Article 4

The agenda of each and every session shall be adopted by the Mixed Commission.
The items on the agenda shall be submitted by the Presidents of the two delegations
at least a month before each session, together with data and documentation, wherever

required.
Article 5
| The recommendations and proposals of the Mixed Commission, mutually

approved by the two delegations, shall be included in the Protocol of the respective

session.

Such recommendations shall be implemented after their approval by the

competent authorities according to the existing laws and regulations in each of the

two countries.

Between sessions, recommendations and proposals may be adopted by
correspondence between the Presidents of the two delegations and shall come into

force after their approval by the competent authorities of the two countries.

The Presidents of the two delegations shall inform each other on the decisions
taken by the competent authorities in their respective country, in connection with the
recommendations of the Mixed Commission included in Protocols or adopted between ‘

sessions by the two Presidents.

Article 6

The present Statute may be amended by mutual agreement of the Presidents

of the two delegations.

discussions regarding the trade exchanges for the year 1968

The two Parties examined the achievements and prospects of trade between

the two countries and have reached the following conclusions:

L It has been noted with satisfaction that the Trade Agreement of 14th of
April, 1967, has created the necessary framework for the expansion of trade,
allowing a substantial increase in the exchange of goods between the two countries

during 1967, as compared with the preceding years.

L. Examination of the execution of the Trade Agreement in force and

2. The two Parties consider that a closer collaboration between the foreign

trade companies of the two countries and a more detailed research of their

respective markets, will permit a further development of the trade relations |
\

between the two countries.

To this effect, the two Parties have agreed, with a view to intensifying
further market research and the conclusion of sale-and-purchase contracts, to

promote and assist the exchange of trade delegations between the two countries.



II. Negotiation of a Long Term Additional Protocol for the exchange

of goods, with firm commitments

The two Parties, taking into consideration, on one hand, the existing
possibilities in the two countries as well as the advantage of utilizing their
respective markets for the development of trade on a multilateral basis, and,
on the other hand, the necessity of a greater expansion of the trade relations

provided in the Trade Agreement of the 14th of April, 1967.

have agreed tonegotiate and sign a long term additional
Protocol for the exchange fo goods with firm commitments, as a supplement to

the above-mentioned Trade Agreement.

This Protocol, shall ensure for a three years' period (1968-1970) an
important increase in the exchange of goods between the two countries, both

in respect of the overall volume and the separate items referred to.

The two Parties, have agreed to undertake the appropriate steps so that
the provisions of the long term Protocol for the exchange of goods are fully and
completely fulfilled on the basis of prevailing world market prices. The two
Parties shall also consult each other periodically, examine progress in the

fulfilment of this Protocol and consider all such steps as shall be necessary.

The two Parties have agreed to set up a Romanian-Israel joint company .
for the promotion of bilateral and multilateral trade in accordance with the provisions
of the Additional Protocol signed by them.

The Long Term Additional Protocol for the exchange of goods and

commodities is attached as Annex No. 2 to the present Protocol.



I11. Examining the position of the industrial and agricultural co-operation

The two Parties have reviewed the implementation of the Agreement for
economic, technical and scientific co-operation signed in Bucharest on the 14th
of April, 1967, and have noted with satisfaction the progress so far recorded,

stating the following:

L The two Parties consider that there exist possibilities as well as a mutual

interest to build in Romania on the basis of co-operation the following projects:

a. A plant for production of soft bio-degradable detergents, of 25,000

tons/year capacity;
b. A nitrogen protoxide plant, of 125 tons/year capacity;

¢. A skimmed milk powder unit (two lines of 2,000 tons/year capacity

each);
d. A meat processing complex, of 28,000 tons/year capacity;

e. An irrigation project comprising an area of about 5,000 hectars.

The two Parties shall assign the competent companies in their respective
countries to negotiate and sign the corresponding Protocols of co-operation before
the 30th of September, 1968, so that after all the necessary elements are agreed

upon, the respective contracts shall be signed.

The deliveries from the Israeli side shall be made on credit which
conditions and initial down payments will be established from case to case and
included in the specific protocols. The agreement for supplies of the plants shall
be in free convertible currency in accordance with the Payments Protcol signed in
Bucharest on 14th April, 1967. The repayment of credits shall be made in the
products obtained from the respective plants or in other goods, under terms and
conditions to be agreed upon : quality, price fixing, commissions, delivery times,

etc., in the above-mentioned Protocols of co-operation.



2. The two Parties have also agreed to continue the discussions concerning
all other projects under negotiations between the competent companies of the two

Parties.

3. Desirous of expanding the cooperation between the two countries and
having in view the mutual interest, the two Parties have agreed to study the

possibilities of erecting by co-operation other projects also, such as:

- A nitrogenous fertilizers project;

- 300,000 tons/year ammonia

- 300,000 tons/year ammonium nitrate

- 300,000 tons/year urea
- A phosphate fertilizers plant 110, 000 tons/year composition P205
- A petrochemical complex : 2-300, 000 tons/year of ethylene

- A stereospecific synthetic rubber complex : 60,000 tons/year

For this purpose, a working group of experts of the two countries shall
be constituted and shall meet within 45 days from the date of signature of the

present Protocol.

IV. Co-operation in third-countries

a. The two Parties have agreed to co-operate in the setting up of
industrial projects in third-countries. To this effect, certain possibilities

have been indicated as for example:

- Refinery in Nigeria

- Timber conversion plant for Zambia

- Fruit and vegetables packing houses and cold stores for Iran

The above listed projects are not exclusive and the two Parties propose

to consider and study together all such other plans which may be of mutual interest.




In order to provide the ways and means of cooperation in this field it

has been decided to set up a permanent working group, which shall meet before

the 30th of January, 1968.

b. The two Parties considering the possibilities of both countries, have
agreed to co-operate for manufacturing of goods for internal use as well as for

export to third-markets;

To this effect, it was agreed to set up a working group formed of delegates
of the two Parties, which shall meet before the 15th of February, 1968. This

working group shall also look into other possibilities of co-operation in this field.

V. Civil aviation tfa.nspdrt Agreement

During the first session of the Mixed Commission a Civil Aviation

Transport Agreement was signed.

With a view to start the operation of the air services agreed upon, the
representatives of the civil air-transport companies of the two Parties shall
meet during January-February, 1968, for the solution of problems relating to:
the mutual commercial representation, the ground service of aircrafts and

traffic and the joint operation of the airline between Bucharest and Tel Aviv.

VL Co-operation in the field of tourism

As a result of the mutual interest in the promotion of tourism, the two

Parties have agreed on a program of cooperation.

Delegates of the Tourist Organisations of both parties shall meet in
Bucharest before 15th of February 1968, in order to discuss the implementation

of the program.



VII. Drawing up and adoption of the Statute of the Mixed Commission

The Statute of the Mixed Commission was drawn up, discussed and

approved. This Statute is attached as Annex No. 3 to the present Protocol.

The two Parties noted with satisfaction that in pursuance of the
Agreement for economic, technical and scientific cooperation, signed on the
14th of April, 1967, a delegation of Romanian scientists will visit Israel and
will have a first exchange of views concerning the co-operation in the technical

and scientific fields.

The present Protocol shall come into force after its approval by the

competent authorities of the two countries. .

Long Term Additional Protocol
to the Trade Agreement Concluded between the
State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of Romania
on the 14th April, 1967

The Government of the State of Israel and the Government of the Socialist

Republic of Romania animated by the desire of further developing the trade relations
between the two countries, have agreed upon an additional exchange of goods within
the period from the lst of January, 1968 to the 3lst of December, 1970, under the
existing Trade Agreement between the State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of

Romania, as follows:

Article 1

The additional exchange of goods between the two countries shall be

effected on the basis of lists "A-1" and "B-1" attached to the present Protocol.

List "A-1" is a supplement to List '"A" of the Trade Agreement and
includes goods to be exported from the Socialist Republic of Romania into the State

of Israel during the validity of the present Protocol.

List ""B-1" is a supplement to List '"B" of the Trade Agreement and

includes goods to be exported from the State of Israel into the Socialist Republic

of Romania during the validity of the present Protocol.

Article 2

In order to ensure the execution in good order of the exchange of goods
between the two countries according to the present Protocol, both Governments
commit themselves to use their best endeavours to promote the purchase through
the foreign trade organisations or firms, of goods specified in the List "A-1" and
the List ""B-1", on the clear understanding that these exchanges shall be effected
on a balanced basis both on the whole and in the groups of goods provided in the
attached Lists.

The Lists of goods of the present Protocol are not to be considered as
restrictive and the two Parties may agree on additional goods to be exchanged in

application of the provisions of this Protocol. .

Article 3

In the course of implementation of the exchange of goods under Lists "A-1"
and ""B-1" attached to the present Protocol, the two Parties shall endeavour to
promote - besides the direct business connections - also mutually advantageous
multilateral transactions, as a means of enlarging and developing the trade

between the two countries.

Article 4

The two Parties agree that the goods imported by either of them under the

present Protocol, may be re-exported with the previous consent of the other Party.

Article 5

The transactions under the present Protocol shall be effected on the basis

of the world market prices for such goods.

Article 6

Payment for goods under the present Protocol shall be effected in U. S.
dollars. In cases where contracts are concluded in other convertible currencies, .
the reciprocal payment commitments shall be converted into U, S. dollars, at the

official parity rate prevailing on the day on which payment is effected.

Article 7

The provisions of the Protocol shall apply to contracts concluded under
and during the validity of the Protocol, even after its validity has expired, and

until the full execution and fulfilment of such contracts.

The two Parties shall consult periodically and examine the progress

achieved in the exchange of goods provided under this Protocol.

To this end, the representatives of the two Parties shall meet at the request

of one of them, at the place and date to be agreed upon.

Article 9

This Protocol shall come into force on the Ist of January, 1968 and shall
remain valid up to the 3lst of December, 1970.

The Lists of goods ""A-1 and "B-1" with their respective quotas, attached

to the Protocol, shall have the same period of validity.

STATUTE

of the Mixed Commission set up on the basis of the
Agreement for Economic, Technical and Scientific
Cooperation and the Trade Agreement between the
State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of Romania,
signed in Bucharest on the 14th of April, 1967

In order to ensure the effective and successful implementation of the
agreements concluded between the Government of Israel and the Government of the
Socialist Republic of Romania, and in order to explore further possibilities of
expanding of trade, economic, technical and scientific understanding and cooperation
between the two countries within the framework of the Trade Agreement between the
State of Israel and the Socialist Republic of Romania, of the 14th April, 1967, the

Parties hereby agree to the setting up of a Mixed Commission.

The delegations have agreed during their first session held in Israel on
December 19, 1967 to define the activity of the Mixed Commission as follows:

Article 1

The Mixed Commission consists of the delegation of the State of Israel and

of the delegation of the Socialist Republic of Romania.

The delegation of each Party is led by a President and consists of a

number of members and a permanent Secretary. .

The sessions of the Mixed Commission may be attended by counsellors and

experts of both Parties, whenever required.

Article 2

The main tasks of the Mixed Commission are the following:

1. To examine the implementation of the economic and technical co-operation




and the exchange of goods and services between the two countries, on the basis
of, and in accordance with, the economic and technical agreements and protocols

concluded or to be concluded between the two Parties.

The Mixed Commission shall examine proposals put forward by either of the
Parties, for a more effective and successful fulfilment of the olbigations assumed

and shall adopt recommendations and decide upon measures to be taken.

2. To explore the possibilities of further expansion of the economic, technical

and scientific co-operation between the two countries.

3. To exchange information and to have consultations on matters which could
further the economic and technical co-operation between the two countries or which

could be of interest to both Parties.

4, To study other commercial, economic, technical and scientific issues and

to work out suitable proposals for consideration by the two governments.

D. To examine whether, and in what manner, the recommendations made by

previous sessions, have been carried out.

Article 3

The Mixed Commission shall meet at the request of either of the two Parties,
alternatively in the Socialist Republic of Romania and in the State of Israel. The
leader of the delegation of the host country shall be the Chairman of the respective
session of the Mixed Commission. The dates of meetings shall be mutually agreed

upon by the two Parties.



Article 4

The agenda of each and every session shall be adopted by the Mixed Commission.
The items on the agenda shall be submitted by the Presidents of the two delegations
at least a month before each session, together with data and documentation, wherever

required.

Article 5

The recommendations and proposals of the Mixed Commission, mutually
approved by the two delegations, shall be included in the Protocol of the respective

session.

Such recommendations shall be implemented after their approval by the

competent authorities according to the existing laws and regulations in each of the

two countries.

Between sessions, recommendations and proposals may be adopted by
correspondence between the Presidents of the two delegations and shall come into

force after their approval by the competent authorities of the two countries.

The Presidents of the two delegations shall inform each other on the decisions
taken by the competent authorities in their respective country, in connection with the
recommendations of the Mixed Commaission included in Protocols or adopted between
sessions by the two Presidents.

Article 6

The present Statute may be amended by: mutual agreement of the Presidents

of the two delegations.
