- With regard to Ms. Terry Boulata, I would like to assure you that her
activities were far from non-viclent. She was an active member in a
terrorist organization (The "Democratic Front for the Liberation of
Palestine" - PDFLP) and was involved in the planning of and incitement
to violent activities. However, she was released from detention because
of her health.

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EXPULSION ORDERS IN THE ADMINISTERED AREAS - INTERNATIONAL LAV

INTRODUCTION

I. International lav regarding administration of territory following
armed confllict, as formulated in the 1907 Hague Regulations and in the
1949 Fourth Geneva Convention, places upon Israel a responsibility to
maintain public order and safety in the administered areas pending a

final negotiated agreement on their status.

II.Israel has, as a matter of policy, chosen not to utilize the full
extent of penal measures provided by the 1949 Fourth Geneva
Convention, including use of the death penalty. Israel prefers to
utilize alternative administrative security measures which is part of
the local 1law applicable in the areas in conformity with the
requirements of international law. One such security measure 1is the

expulsion order.

III. The issuance of expulsion orders is based upon local legislation
applicable in the areas in the form of the Defence (Emergency)
Regulations, which were enacted in 1945 by the British Mandatory
Government and applied to the whole area under the Mandate including
Judea-Samaria and the Gaza District. The Regulations still constitute

an integral part of the local law applicable in these areas.

IV. Any person agalnst whom an expulsion order has been 1issued may,
according to the Regulations, petition an Advisory Committee to have
the order set aside. The Committee conducts a hearing at which the
petitioner and his lawyer may make a presention. The Committee
examines all the evidence (including classified material) before
making its recommendations. The petitioner may go on to petition the
Israel Supreme Court sitting as the High Court of Justice regarding
the recommendation of the Advisory Committee or the subseqﬁent
decision of the Regional Commander. The Court examines wvhether the
order in question complies with the lawv and reviews any classifled
evidence submitted. A representative of the International Committee of
the Red Cross may be present at the hearing both before the Advisory

Committee and the Supreme Court.

V. The Regional Commander exercises his powers to issue expulsion
orders only in the most extreme cases, where no other measure can
effectively restore and maintain security and public order in the
area. Typically the recipient of such an order has a long history as a
leader and organizer of large-scale incitement, disorder, violence,

and acts of murder or assassination.



THE FOURTH GENEVA CONVENTION
VI. The question has been raised as to whether expulsion of
individuals as described above is in accordance with Article 49 of the
Fourth Geneva Convention. The proper interqretalion and application of
this artiecle has been examined on a number of occasions by Israel's
Supreme Court, most recently in the Affo Case (HC 7B5,B45/87,27/88).
The Court has held that while "mass" deportations are prohibited under
the Article, the expulsion of individuals as a security measure is not
so prohibited. Chief Justice Shamgar, who wrote the majority opinion
of the Court in the above case, held that the "legislative purpose" of
the Article is to avoid acts similar to the atrocities committed by
the Germans during World War II, when millions of civilians were
deported to extermination and forced labor camps. The Court noted that
a literal interpretation of Article 49 as a catagorical prohibition of
any expulsion would lead to absurd and unreasonable results:

"The acceptance of the argument that Article 49 applies,

wvhatever the reason for its personal operation, means that

1f someone arrived in the territories for a wvisit for a

limited period, or his boat sank on the Gaza coast, or even

if he had infiltrated for the purpose of spying or

terrorist activity ... he cannot be deported as long as the

territory is held by the army."
The Chief Justice concluded that such an interpretation could lead to
illogical results clearly not intended by the drafters of the

Convention.




VII. A similar conclusion was reached by a leading international
jurist, Professor Julius Stone, who wrote in his article "No Peace -
No War in the Middle East" (Sydney, 1969):

w,..It seems reasonable to limit the sweeping literal words

of Article 49 to situations at least remotely similar to

those contemplated by the draftsmen, namely the Nazi WVorld

War II practices of large scale transfer of populations,

whether by mass transfer or transfer of many individuals,

to more hostile or dangerous environments, for torture,

extermination, or slave labor..."

CONCLUSION

VIII. In light of the magnitude of the disorder, violence and
terrorism facing Israel, and its responsibility to maintain law and
order in the face of grave disturbances, the use of expulsion orders
against individuals who pose a grave and immediate threat to security
and public order is both reasonable by objective standards and in full

conformity with local and international law.




EXPULSION OF VIOLENT AGITATORS FROM THE TERRITORIES

Oon June 29, following lengthy legal procedures, four residents of the
Gaza District and four from Judea-Samaria were expelled. The eight
are:

Nabil Muhammed Mustafa Tamus

Ata Muhammed Hussein Abu Karesh

Riyadh Wagla Kamal Ajour

Muhammed Saadi Mahmoud Madouh

Muhammed Abdullah Muhammed Labadi

Radwan Ahmed Muhammed Ziyadeh

Aakef Wahid Kamal Hamdallah

Tayslr Muhammed Salah Nasrallah

Each of the eight figured prominently in violent activity, and played
a leading role in instigating riots and disturbances in the
territories. Each was given the opportunity to petition first an
Advisory Committee and then the High Court of Justice to set aside the

expulsion orders issued almost a year ago.

The legality of expulsion as a security measure was examined recently
by the High Court of Justice. The Court judged that expulsion is legal
both in terms of local law and security regulations, and also does not

contradict the Geneva Convention.




P

The decision to expel particular agitators or terrorists is not taken
arbitrarily or lightly. Expulsion orders have Infrequently been
issued; the step has been taken only in extreme cases where other

measures have not succeeded in stopping hostile and violent activity.

The eight who were expelled are active members of extremist
organizations: Four are members of the PLO's FATAH faction led by
Yasser Arafat, two are members of the FLO's DFLP faction (Nayef
Hawvatmeh's "Democratic Front for the Liberation of Palestine"), and
the others are members of the PLO's "Popular Committees" and "Assault

Groups" in the territories.

The following is a brief description of each of the eight:

1.

Mabil Muhammed Mustafa Tamus, 25, (Gaza)

Tamus was tried in 1984 for the throwing of an incendiary bomb, and
for violent activities intended to disrupt public order. He was
sentenced to four years imprisonment, of which two years wvere
suspended. During the recent unrest, he participated in a number of
violent disturbances. He stood at the head of the PLO's "Fopular
Committee" in the Masser District of Gaza. He was served with an

expulsion order on August 17, 1988.

Ata Muhammed Hussein Abu Karesh, 45, (Shati)

Karesh was arrested after infiltrating into Israel from the Gaza
District in 1945 and was sentenced to three years imprisonmnet. He
was arrested in January 1969 and admitted to membership in the
PLO's Fatah organization and to leadership of a cell responsible
for terrorist acts. He was sentenced to 12 years imprisonment and
released in May 1976, due to a reduction in his sentence. He was
arrested in April 1981, and charged with establishing FATAH cells.
He was tried and sentenced to seven years imprisonment. He became a
leader among the inmates while serving his sentence. He retained
his contacts with FATAH, and after his release in April 1988, he
became one of the FATAH leaders of the violent disturbances in the
Gaza District. He was served with an expulsion order on August 17,

1988.

. Muhammed Saadi Mahmoud Madouh, 29, (Gaza)

Madouh was arrested in 1974, admitted to membership in Yasser
Arafat's Fatah, to throwing a grenade at a bus carrying soldiers,
to planting an explosive device in Gaza and to recelving a
sub-machine gun. He was sentenced to twenty years imprisonment, and
released in May 1985 in the prisoner exchange with the Jibril
organization. During the recent unrest Madoukh was the head of the
"popular Committee" in his neighborhood, and was responsible for
the distribution of subversive and inflammatory material issued by
the PLO's "National Leadership". He was served with an expulsion

order on August 17, 1988.

. Riyadh Wagya Kamal Ajour, 27, (Gaza)

Ajour was the head of a number of "popular Committees" during the
recent disturbances. The members of his committees were involved in
the distribution of subversive and inflammatroy material, the
blocking of roads and the torching of shops that remained open in
opposition to the wishes of the leaders of the distrubances. He was

served with an expulsion order on August 17, 1988.

. Muhammed Abdallah Muhammed Labadi, 34, (El-Bira)

Labadi is a senior operative of the PLO's "Democratic Front" (DFLP)
faction led by Nayef Hawatmeh. He was jalled in 1981 for his
illegal activities on behalf of the DFLP, and the recrultement of
others into that organization. He was again arrested in 1983, for
continuing his recruitement activities, and was sentenced to 16

months imprisonment. Since the beginning of the disturbances in the

territories, he has continued to recruit for the DFLP, and has
carried out many DFLP missions, including the printing and
distribution of inflammatory leaflets which called for violent
rioting. Labadi orchestrated DFLP operations in the areas of
Jerusalem, Bethlehem, and Ramallah. An expulsion order was 1ssued

against Labadi on July 8, 1988.

. Radwan Ahmed Muhammed Ziyadeh, 32, (Hebron)

Ziyadeh is a senior operative of the PLO's "Democratic Front"

(DFLP) led by Nayef Hawatmeh. He began hls activities on behalf of
the DFLP in 1980. In 1985, he was tried and convicted of membership
in the DFLP and sentenced to a prison term. After his release, he
continued his activities for the DFLP in Hebron. Due to his senior
standing in the DFLP, he paricipated as a DFLP representative in
meetings of various operatives thoughout the territories. 1In this
capacity, he was extremely active in the formulation of policy, in
decision-making, and in the initiation of operations. Due to this
illegal activity, Ziyadeh was jailed in February 1988 for
organizing and ineiting numerous violent riots in Hebron. While in
prison, Ziyadeh acquired stature among the inmates, and expressed
his determination to continue his role in the incitement of

violence. An expulsion order was issued against Ziyadeh on July B8,

1988.

. Taysir Muhammed Salah Nasrallah, 28, (Balata Refugee Camp)

Nasrallah is a senior operative of the PLO's FATAH faction, which

is led by Yasser Arafat. He was jailed for his FATAH activities

from 1986 to 1988. After his release he continued to pursue his
illegal activities, was served with restriction of movement orders,
and was involved in organizaing vielent  "Shabiba"  (FATAH)
operations 1in Balata and 1in the neighboring areaz. He was
responsible for the activities of PLO's '"Assault Groups"
(Enforcement arm of the popular committees) in that region. He was

served with an expulsion order on August 17, 1988.

. Aakef VWahid Kamal Hamdallah, 2B, (Anabta)

Hamdallah, a resident of Anabta, was jalled in the past for
terrorist activities. Following his release from prison, he became
one of the leaders of Arafat’s FATAH faction in the Tulkarm
district. He played an active role in the orchestration and
coordination of FATAH-led violent disturbances in his wvillage and
in surrounding areas, and took an active part in these operations.

Dear Mr. President,

I appreciate very much the warm sentiments and expressions of
support in your letter of June 30, 1989. May I add that I agree
wholeheartedly with your statement that although we may have differences,
our alliance should remain unshakeable, because it is the only foundation
on which progress for peace in this part of the world can be achieved.

At the outset of your letter, you referred to recent killings and
terrorist attacks against our people. Regrettably, I am writing you in the
wake of one of the most brutal and savage outrages in which fourteen
pecple were killed and twenty-seven wounded by an Arab terrorist who drove
a bus off the highway into a deep wvalley. It is, unfortunately,
characteristic of the brutality of the terrorists we are facing, who do
not spare women and children, Jew or Arab, in their fanatic hatred.

Israel’s peace initiative is alive and opens the way to negotiations
and implementation by agreement. With the support of your administration,
it can become a turning point toward peace. We are now making a special
effort to persuade Palestinian Arab leaders that our initiative is a
sincere effort to enable them to take their fate into their own hands and
lead their people to a better future. We shall tirelesly continue our
efforts in this regard.

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However, there is no doubt in my mind that the American dialogue
with the PLO has become a major obstacle to the fulfilment of our hopes
for implementing the initiative. The whole purpose of our initiative, as
it relates to the Palestinian Arabs, is to reach an understanding and
bring about a satisfactory and agreed settlement with the Arabs who live
in Judea, Samaria and Gaza. There is a basis for understanding between us
because both they and we have a vested interest in maintaining, protecting
and developing this land and its people. The PLO, on the other hand, has
at the top of its priorities the continuation of the violence, the "right
of return" of the Palestinian Arabs who live outside this land and the
establishment of an independent Palestinian state controlled by the PLO.
Israel cannot and shall not agree to, or accept, any of these demands.

The American dialogue with the PLO has, unfortunately, served to
increase the stature and legitimization of the PLO and its demands, which
are in total contradiction with the goals of our initiative. I might add
that the PLO has not changed its dedication to, and practice of, terror.
Its sole objective is to establish a foothold on this land from which it
can better achieve its designs against Israel. The wvery fact that our
closest friend and ally has seen fit to deal with this group is causing us
extreme anguish and concern.

In practical terms, the dialogue with the PLO will inevitably
produce, sooner or later, some demands of us, implicit of explicit, direct
or indirect. In such a case, any attempt by the PLO, or on behalf of the
PLO, to intervene in the election process or in the appointment of
Palestinian interlocutors, or in the implementation of our initiative will
be prevented by us. Only if the Palestinian Arabs who live with us will be
free of PLO intimidation and will conclude that their only chance lies in
working together with us, without any involvement whatscever by the PLO,
will we begin to achieve progress toward negotiations and peace.

Mr President, in the spirit of frankness and friendship prevailing
between us, I want to refer to the subject of settlements. When you raised
this issue during our private meeting in the White House, I expressed the

view that it should not pose a problem. I did not, and could not, say
anything that could be understood as an undertaking to change our policy
on this issue. I regret if my remarks may have conveyed a different
impression.

As you well know, Mr. President, the United States and Israel have
differed on this issue since the mid-seventies. It was discussed at length
at Camp David, where, in spite of those differences, agreement was reached
and settlements were not mentioned in the Accords. We have consistently
held the position that:

a) Israel can not subscribe to any prohibition of Jews to live in any
part of this land.

b) We will not permit expropriation of land or property belonging to
Arabs for the purpose of Jewish settlement; and

c) We remain committed to our undertaking in the Camp David Accords
that the permanent status of the territories in question will be the
subject of negotiation with the Arab side.

We have refrained, as you know, from taking any wunilateral steps
regarding the status of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza District. Within this
context we firmly believe that the presence of Jews in those areas, or,
for that matter, the presence of Arabs in Israel, does not close any
option for agreement and peace with our neighbours.

Let me conclude by reiterating our wholehearted dedication to the
peace initiative. We are convinced that it can be fulfilled, providing our
two governments work closely together toward this objective. We believe
that the way to move this conflict away from violence and belligerency is
by addressing our proposal, and working on all the four elements included
in it simultaneously. I believe the United States can be specially helpful
in persuading Arab governments to accept the initiative and to help
convince the Palestinian Arabs to cooperate with us in fulfilling its
objectives.




We earnestly look forward to the day when we will both be able to
say that the United States and Israel, working hand in hand, have achieved
a major breakthrough to peace in this part of the world.

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Israel Criticizes U.S.

Over New PLO Contacts

lsraell Ambassador Moshe Arad
yesterday expressed [srael's “re-
gret” and "disappointment” to As-
sistant Secretary of State John H.
Kelly about recent secret meetings
between the U.S., ambassador in
Tunisia and the Palestine Libera-
tion Organization's second-highest
officlal, Salah Khalaf,

Israeli Embassy spokesman Yossi
Gal said the Israeli government was
particularly upset because Khalaf,
better known as Abu Iyad, has
“played a primary role in setting
and pronouncing the ideclogical
course of the PLO and its terrorist
activities throughout the years,”

He noted that Khalaf was in-
dicted Wednesday by a court in
Venice on charges of supplying
arms to the Italian terrorist Red
Brigades in 1979, The embassy also
provided a list of recent Khalaf
comments in the Arab press in
which he allegedly said, “there is no
PLO recognition of Israel” and that
he was interested “in the liberation
of Palestine, step by step,”

In an interview with the Kuwaiti
news agency earlier this week,
Khalaf disclosed he had already met
U.S. Ambassador Robert Pelletreau
twice, most recently to discuss [s-
raeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Sha-
mir's plan to hold elections in the
Israeli-occupied territories for a lo-
cal Palestinian leadership.

Arad's meeting with Kelly had
been scheduled before the PLO
contacts were disclosed, Israeli and
U.S. officials said.

Meanwhile, Sen. Connie Mack
(R-Fla.) wrote a letter to Secretary
of State James A. Baker [Il calling
for suspension of further U.S, con-
tacts with the PLO until Congress
has a chance to review U.S, b&ddh
East policy with the administration.

“It is incomprehensible to me
that the administration would es-
calate its contacts with the PLO
without any consultation with Con-
gress or any improvement in PLO
behavior,” he said in the letter,

At the same time, three House
members—Rep, Mel Levine (D-
Calif.), Rep. James H. Scheuer (D-
N.Y.) and Rep. Benjamin A. Gllman
(R-N.Y.)—held a news conference
to express dissatisfaction with the
expanding U.S.-PLO relationship,

“This is an example of awkward -

and clumsy diplomacy that creates
mistrust between allles at a key
lime," Levine said later, referrin

to a July § meeting of the Lik

bloc's central committee at which
Shamir's election plan is expected
to come under attack from the ex-

treme right wing,
Levine said the Pelletreau-Khalaf
dialogue  “unquestionably  does

change” the dynamics of the peace
process and was an example of “the

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MESSAGE FROM PRESIDENT BUSH TO PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR

Dear Mr. Prime Minister:

I write you as one concerned about Israel's security and
well-being, knowing well the history of Israel's forty-year
struggle for survival. Recently there has been an
intensification of violence in what you so eloquently described
as your neighborhood. Indeed, recent killings, terrorist
attempts, and kidnappings are stark reminders of the

unacceptable status quo. My heart goes out to all families who
have lost loved ones.

It is at times such as these that my mind turns to the dilemma
of peacemaking that absorbs so much of your time and that is
also so important to the United States. We have taken
important steps together to establish a sound and realistic
basis on which to proceed. We will continue to support your
proposals for elections and oppose the prospect of a
Palestinian state. No wedge will be driven between the United
States and Israel.

The United States has been instrumental in beating back
attempts by the PLO to award it "state'" legitimacy in
international organizations; and, most important, we have sent
a vital message to all that the bonds which unite the United
States and Israel are indestructible. This message was
conveyed clearly by Secretary Baker in his recent statement --
which 1 fully endorse -- to the American Israel Public Affairs
Committee on my Administration's policy.

As Secretary Baker pointed out, we have taken the Israeli
government's peace proposal, which we believe provides a basis
for progress consistent with U.N. Security Council Resolutions
242 and 338, and are working to convince the Palestinians and
the Arab states to address it in an open and constructive
manner. This is a role that only the United States can play;
we shall continue to play it, and we shall succeed if Israel
and the United States can continue to act in concert and with
boldness and imagination.

Mr. Prime Minister, Israel is our ally and our friend. Yes, we
differ on some issues. Yes, we sometimes have squabbles in
public. But nothing will shake the foundation of our
relationship. Nothing will undermine the tangible support that
the United States provides for Israel's security and well-being.
