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ADDRESS BY PRIME MINISTER YITZHAK SHAMIR
TO THE NATIONAL CONVENTION
OF THE AMERICAN SOCIETY OF NEWSPAPER EDITORS

WASHINGTON, D.C., THURSDAY, APRIL 13, 1989

Mr. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen, I feel a little like Daniel in the
lions’ den here. I just hope I can come out with results similar to

his.

I would not be exaggerating if I said that no country appreciates the
freedom of the press more than Israel. We are surrounded by countries
in which no such freedoms exist. And while we often complain about the

press, we know that from each freedom flow all freedoms.

I know how difficult your job is. You have to condense events,
impressions, opinions, controversies and history into a few words and
be ready with them for the morning paper or the next television show.
It is an avesome task and it carries an awvesome responsibility. Most
people depend on you for their perception of the world.

At this point, the public perception of Israel is not good.
Understandably, the sight of a defiant teenager throwing rocks at an
armed soldier creates sympathy for the teenager. But reading and
watching the news today, it would be difficult to conclude that before
the riots began, you could hardly see a single soldier in Arab towns

and villages.
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Pictured against a gun, the rock may seem harmless but rocks and
firebombs thrown at moving vehicles are neither innocent  nor
glamorous; they are deadly weapons. Hundreds of Israelis have been
injured by them. Some have died; =ome are paralyzed for life.
Thousands of acres of forests have been burned down, scores of groves
and hothouses destroyed, and hundreds of wvehicles destroyed or

damaged.

A1l this has received little attention. Even less attention is given
to attacks by Arabs on Arabs. Out of 2,880 violent incidents reported
by the army last year, 960 -- a third -- were attacks by Arabs against
Arabs that resulted in 26 deaths that we know of, 9 disappearances,
and scores of serious injuries. In the past three months, the

percentage increased to almost 50 percent of all incidents.

In the beginning, many Palestinians defied the leaders of the
uprising. A few assassinations and a few burned stores put an end to
that. In our region, our conduct seems not harsh, but soft. Simllar
unrest in neighboring countries 1is put down quickly with
indiscriminate shooting or systematic  slaughter of whole

neighborhoods. .

The leaders of the wuprising believe they have found the soft
underbelly of our society. They know we will not put them down with
that kind of brutality. I'm not complaining about being held teo a

higher standard. Democracy should not be judged by the same standards

as non-democratic regimes. But I believe that in the rush to portray
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the riots as a confrontation between the Israeli Goliath and the
Palestinian David, the media has missed the essential meaning of the
uprising. It is not a demonstration. It is not civil disobedience. It
is not a spontaneous venting of frustration. It is a form of warfare
directed against us and against Arabs who would live in peace with us.
Its purpose is to push us back to the '67 lines and establish another
Palestinian state in areas we leave. It is ultimately a continuation

of the war against Israel’s existence.

I believe the reason the media has missed this point is that it has
not been able to overcome two inherent difficulties in reporting from
our reglon: the difficulty in bridging the cultural gap, and the

difficulty in putting events in historic perspective.

Let me give you an example of the first. Last December, Yassir Arafat
convinced the West that he was abandoning terrorism and seeking
coexistence with Israel. Let us ignore for the moment the fact that
since then PLO terrorist infiltration to Israel intended to kill
civilians and take hostages have actually increased. Let us only
examine vhat Arafat said two weeks later at the 25th anniversary

celebration of his own terror organization, the Fatah.

He told his audience that he was not going towards a peace of weakness
and compromise, but the peace of Saladin. The reference is meaningless
to most Westerners, and as far as I know, it was not reported in the

Vest at all, but every Arab understood what he said. In the Arab

world, it is an unmistakable code.
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Saladin is perceived as the Arab warrior and hero who overcame the
crusader kingdom in Palestine, who drew up an armistice and finally
attacked the Crusaders again until they were totally driven out.
Arafat was thus assuring his listeners that he intended not to coexist
with Israel, but to achieve in stages what Arab states have tried a
number of times and failed to achieve all at once: the destruction of
Israel. His top aides have been saying the same thing repeatedly and

in far more explicit language throughout the Arab world.

After meeting President Bush, Vice-President OQuayle, and Secretary
Baker last week, I pointed out that while our countries share
interests, values, traditions, and beliefs, we do not share a

neighborhood.

In your neighborhood, the Rushdie affair was a shocker. In our
neighborhood, silencing opponents by assassination is a daily
occurrence. For us, the massacres in Beirut, the use of poison gas
against civilians, the terrorist incursions, the stabbing of old men,
the burning of young mothers with their infants, and the fanatic calls
for "Jihad" are not news from afar. They happen around the corner and
across the street. What we have to do to survive in our neighborhood
may tarnish our image in your neighborhood, but we cannot endanger our

security for the sake of good press.

The other difficulty is putting news in historic perspective. The
words "Occupied Territories" have become so much part of the language

that there is a vhole generation of people who believe that one day in
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1967 Israel decided to attack its nelghbors and occupy their land, and
that all that is needed for peace to come is an Israeli retreat to the
old line. Some even believe there was a state called Palestine 1in

those territories.

I know you are all too knowledgeable to need a lesson in history, but
in the rush of daily news, it is easy to forget that Israel acquired
these areas in a defensive war, after they were used as launching-pads
for an assault on us by the Arab states. Judea, Samaria, and Gaza were
legally no man's land; they are the size of a county in America and
cannot be viable as a state. They are situated on a mountain ridge
that dominates our population centers, and without them Israel Iis

undefendable.

The slogan "Territories for Peace" implies that if we give up these
areas we shall have peace, but the truth is that if we withdraw, there
will be a PLO state on the outskirts of Tel Aviv and Jerusalem, and
war. We are the only country asked to relinquish territorities taken
in a defensive war which were used for an wunprovoked act of
aggression. In this case, the standard is not a higher standard, but a

double standard.

Ve cannot relinquish control over these areas and survive. But we do
not want to run the lives of the Palestinian Arabs who live in them,
and that is why we proposed elections to choose representatives of the
Palestinian Arabs to discuss a transition period of self-government

with us. The interim period will provide a test of coexistence and
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cooperation. This will be followed by negotiations on the permanent
status of the areas in which all options would be examined. But this
proposal is only one part of our four-point initlative. That the press
has focused on it almost exclusively is yet another indication of the

general misunderstanding of the Arab-Israeli conflict.

The Palestinian problem is not the cause of the Arab-Israeli conflict;
it is a result of it. Peace will not arrive until the Arab regimes
around us come to terms with Israel's existence. More than most
people, you must know that regardless of how the Palestinian problem
is resolved, Libya, Syria, Iraq, and Iran and thelr terrorist proxies
will not extend the hand of friendship to Israel. On the contrary, if
Israel wvithdraws from the areas and they can’t have access to the
mountain ridge which dominates it, the temptation to deal Israel a

decizive blow will become irresistible.

Arrayed against Israel on the Eastern front alone are over a million
men under arms, 10,000 tanks, missiles that can reach Israel’s cities
with chemical warheads, and 1,500 fighter planes. It is a force
comparable to MATO’s. The prospects of peace will improve only when

these countries end their state of war with Israel.

When they replace economic boycott, anti-Semitic propaganda, political
warfare, and active support of terrorism with =steps towards
co-existence, they will have to devote their resources not to a

feverish arms race, but to resettling refugees and collaborating with

us on development projects which will benefit the whole region.
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The Israel-BEgyptian Agricultural Station in Egypt is an example of the
blessings of peace. There should be thousands of these throughout the
Middle East. I believe we have reached a crossroads in the history of
the Middle East, and the natiens of the world have a clear choice.
They can try to whitewash the PLO and support a PLO state, and thus
ensure a deterioration to another Lebanon into tyranny, terrorism, and
war. Or they can choose together with us and in cooperation with
moderate Arabs, democratic solutions, that would defuse the powder keg

in the Middle East by addressing the real problem.

On the surface, the first choice is easier, but we are totally opposed
to it. The second requires courage. Let us hope that with God’'s help

we shall all make the right decision. Thank you.



QUESTION AND ANSWVER SESSION

Q: The speaker just before you, was the Soviet Ambassador, Mr.
Dubinin, and I asked him to explain why the Soviet Union had shipped
new, advanced long-range bombers to Libya with an B0O-mile range, and
he sald, "These are not modern bombers, and anyway they are not nearly
as modern as Israel's, and nobody is making a racket about Israel's
bombers," which seemed to place a moral equivalence between Libya and
Israel. I wonder if you have any thoughts on the shipment of these

800-mile bombers to Libya by the Soviet Union?

PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR: Well, thank you for your question. Well, we
think that these new bombers and new arms provided by the Soviet Union
to Libya and Syria become an additional worrying factor in our area.
We know the intentions of Libya; we know the aspirations of Syria
towards Israel. They speak about them openly and freely, that all
their buildup of their armies, all these new arms, the aircraft, the

missiles -- all this is directed against Israel.

And we are very sorry that we cannot see, in this repard, any change
in the Soviet policy in our area. So far, there is continuity, the
Soviets =ell arms to their clients. Maybe they are not selling all
what is required by their clients, because of the Soviet policy to

reduce its commitments abroad.
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But nevertheless, they are sending arms and it increases the dangers
of confrontation, of military confrontation. We are very worried about
it; it obliges us to remain always ready to face any surprise. It
makes it difficult for us to take risks but, in =pite of it, you can
see that Israel continues to make further efforts in order to enhance
the chances of peace -- and therefore, my visit here. And, of course,
we need the cooperation of the United States in both sides of the
problem -- to cooperate with us in protecting peace and stability in
the Middle East and in working for getting peaceful solutions in our

world. Thank you.

Q: Is there any statement that the PLO could make? Is there any action
that the PLO could take that would lead you, sir, and your country, to
sit down with the PLO to negotiate an end to the controversy and the

fighting there on the West Bank and in the Gaza Strip?

PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR: Well, I would say we are not looking for new
statements from the PLO. We don't think It will bring us new ideas. We
see, we hear, we read statements of the PLO leaders almost every day.
And incidentally, I have before my eyes an interview with a man you

know perhaps, Nabil Sha'ath, and he said -- he stated, in Arabic -- in

an interview given to a newspaper, al-Seyassah , of the 29th of
January this year: "The democratic state" -- he means the democratic
Palestinian state -- "means a single state over all of the Palestinian

lands; 1f we will gain independence on part of our land, we will not
relinquish our dream of establishing a single, democratic state over

all of Palestine."
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And Khaled al-Hassan, a senior advisor to Arafat, says "We never
renounced the establishment of the democratic state." You know,
"democratic state" is a euphemism for a Palestinian state. "The
circumstances that will develop after the establishment of an
independent Palestinian state will bring it about." And so on and so

on.

Therefore, we know exactly what the PLO think, what they are planning,

and wvhat is their policy for the future.

Q: If you're engaged in a war, is it not necessary that those who are
pursuing the hostilities sit down at the table to negotiate an end to

that war?

PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR: Well, you know very well that we prefer always
negotiations, and we would like always to have negotiations instead of
confrontations. But with these people, these people of the PLO,
negotiations about peace are useless because you can see from these
statements that they are not interested in peace. They don’t want
peace with us. Maybe they want peace, but without us. And therefore,
we want to negotiate with Palestinian Arabs, with many Palestinians,
because I personally know many of them who are really interested in

peace, but it's not the PLO people, and it's not the PLO leaders.

Q: I'd like to ask you two questions about the elections you're
proposing. Although you've said you would not negotiate with the PLO,
would you attempt to bar individuals who have ties to the PLO or who
support the PLO from seeking office in these elections? And secondly,
would you be willing to have some international supervision of these

elections?

PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR: Well, after the publication of our proposals
about the elections, I am asked very often these questions, and it is
normal. 0f course, these are very serious questions. We will, as 1
said to my United States interlocutors, after coming home we will
establish a ministerial committee for working out all the details, all
the modalities of the elections. And before coming here, I had a short
conversation with the Secretary of State, and we discussed it. And I
think, in all our plans, our planning, our detailed planning, we will
give answers on all questions. There are others, additional to your
question, and we will give answers on all these questions. But I can

say generally, these will be free and true and democratic elections.

Q: The Israell elections historically seem to be guite close in recent
years, and the formation of the government seems to depend on
negotiations with just a few members of the Knesset. I have read that
there are some moves afoot to reform the Israeli election procedure,
to try to eliminate the undue power of small parties. Would wyou

comment on that?
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PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR: Yes. We are aware of this problem existing in
our democracy, and we are discussing, since a long time, the
probability of some changes and reforms in our election system. It vas
quite impossible before, because such a change needs a special
majority in the Knesset, and we need, if I remember well, two-thirds

of the number of the members of the Knesset.

And now, after the formation of my new government, the government of
national unity, it became possible because there is no difference of
views about the need for such reforms between the Labor Party and my
Likud Party. And we have established a joint committee of both parties
to discuss and to decide about the reforms we want to have in our
electoral system. And there is progress; we can see already progress
in the work of this committee, and I hope that in a short time, we
will have some conclusions accepted by both parties, and we will bring

these proposals to the Knesset for the necessary legislative process.

Q: Mr. Prime Minister, innocent people are being held in your
detention camps, innocent by definition -- they never have been
charged. Innocent people have been injured, killed, paralyzed in
beatings and shootings by your soldiers. Innocent people have had
their homes bulldozed because there is no evidence that they were
involved in the acts of which they were accused. How can you possibly

Jjustify such a despicable policy?

PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR: Well, I understand that everyone here knows

vhat is going on in Israel. There is not a normal life in all parts of
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the country, and we are facing now a wave of riots, of terrorist
attacks against our soldiers, against our citizens. We are facing
violent manifestations, sometimes with the participation of women and
children who are throwving rocks, not stones, and Molotov cocktails on
buses in which the passengers are very often children. And we have to

protect them; we have to defend them.

We don't want to kill anybody. For us, any Arab who 1is killed 1s a
blow; it is for us very painful to see and to 1live this experience.
And our army has precise orders to refrain from shooting, except in a
real emergency, when their personal life is in danger. And, yet, in
spite of all these orders, all these policies of our army and our

government, there are some victims, I think it’s not our fault.

And We tried to put an end to it by our proposals, and we try all the
time to convince this population in these areas that what they are
doing is useless. It will not bring any positive results for them. And
ve advise them -- we try to convince them that they have to leave it
and come to negotiations, because they have to know that Israel is not
a people that could surrender to violence. We’'re always ready to
negotiate, and you can get from Israel a lot by negotiations, by
peaceful negotiations, and not by violence. Well -- and T think that
the new proposals we are discussing now with the United States
government will, I  hope, bring an end to these painful

confrontations.
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And about these innocent people arrested or imprisoned, I can assure
you these are not innocent people. We have proof against all of them.
It's a matter of a judicial process. We respect -- nobody's in prison
without any legal procedure. And we try and we do all what is possible

not to have too many in this situation, in this position.

And while I said many times that when you are facing such a conflict
-- it's a very deep conflict and complicated one between tvo nations
-- there are two ways to settle it: confrontation or negotiatien. Ve

prefer negotiations.

This memorandum is in reeponse to our conversatjons about Lhe
possible visit of Prime Minlster Yitzhak Shamir to the
Motrowest community during his trip to the United BStates in
late March or early Aprll.

We would be very plesssd to have the Prime Minlster in our
community and would make every effort to insure as valuable
end meaningful a visit as is possible, Obviously the
specific dateyWwould affect our plans and would have an impact
on the locatiens and other logistical lssues, but I believe
that thoee isdues are technical problems which cen be worked
out without major problems,

The locstion of the community rally with the Prime Minister
would be one of the large synagogues in the Livingaston or
Bhort Hills communitles, Thera are three that could
accommodate abova 2000 people: B'nal Jeshurun, the largest,
B'nal Abraham, the most convenient, and Beth Sholom, a bhackup
in case the other two are not available. On the whole all
three are available during the first week in April, 1If the
travel to the New Jerssy community were to be by hellicopter,
we could arrenge with the Weat Orange or Livingston police
for landing et one of a number of locations. There are
police landing sites, there is also a landing site at St,
Barnabas Hospital, a good locations for any of the three
places mentioned above. This would not be a problem.

We would publicize the rally as broadly as possible in New
Jersey, not only in MetroWest. We would invite the Jewish
Federation in the region te 3Join us, This would include the
United Jewish Community of Bergen County, the Northern Jersey
Federation,* .the Clifton-Passaic Federation, the Central
Jersey Pederation, and the Greater MNiddlesex Jewish
Federation. We would keep the other onos Informed of the
plans and invite their members, but rezllstically, we could
not expect significant participation from thelr membership.
My expectation 1s that we would have a crowd of above 2000
people. We will do all we can to make it as largo as
possible, and 4if three thousand attend or more we will be
pleasad, We sse this as a Jewiesh communal expression of
support and solidarity with Israsl and would promote it with
that thems in mind.

With regard to inviting politicians, public fiqures, etc. we
will respond to the suggestions of the Israeli Foraign
Ministry. The availability of such public figures will be
influenced by the date of the event. From our perspective,
we will be very pleased to invite the congressional
delegation, the governor, and some other key figures. This

will need to be discussed when we confirm that the visit i=s
happening.

The program would essentially be a series of greetings, as
short as possible, and the Prime Minister. We would like to
have the president of each sponsoring Federation be
recognized, and have the vrepresentatives of the larger ones
say a few words. We would add some comments from the
poeliticiane if they are prasent, an invocation by a prominent
local rabbi, ginging of Hatikva and Star Epangled Banner, and
that would be it. The Prime Minister's speech would be the
great majority of the program. We can assume the time would
run about one and a quarter hours.

Since this is going to be happening soon, the issue of daten
needs to be worked out, 'he one time that would present a
maacr problem to our community would be Bunday, April 39,
1989, On that day we have a major community celebration
planned with a program in place. 1t would not be possible to
have the Prime Minster there as the central foeature and it be
inappropriate to have him ag an "add-on". Some other dates
are better or worse, but the choice should be based on the
schedule of the Prime Minster.

From & staff polnt of view, the full resources of or
community would be dedicated to the Buccese of such a
community event. I would have primary responsibility for the
rally, and the ehlichim, Yaacov Broder and Yossi Bhohat,
would be involved in a significant manner.

Ploase call me to discuss this further to answer any
questione that may come up, We look forward to having the
Prime Minister of Israel in New Jersey if it can possibly be
arranged.,

Bush and Baker first met in Houston

more than 30 years ago. They were a fairly |

successful tennis duo at the posh Houston
Country Club, and when Bush ran unsuc-
cessfully for Congress, Bakers first wife,

Mary Stuart, was an around-the-clock vol- |

unteer. Later., when Mary Stuart lay dying
of cancer in 1970, George and Barbara
Bush spent hours at the hospital. Savs Vic
Gold: “There is just no way 10 exageerale
the bond created during a crisis like that.”

“To give me something to do after
Mary Stuart’s death,” says Baker, "George
got me involved in his 70 Senate cam-
paign.” “Yeah,” says the President, “but it
was more selfishness than therapy.

Later, in 1975, Bush persuaded Presi-
dent Ford to name Baker Under Secretary
of Commerce. It was then that Baker first
learned how to play the inside game, Ford
was locked in a struggle for the 1976 Re-
publican presidential nomination with
Ronald Reagan, From his perch at Com-
merce, Baker was trying to help with
Southern supporters by persuading the
President to take a hard line against textile
imports from China. At the same time,
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger wanted
nothing to upset the Chinese

spoke ro chief of correspondents John Stacks, special correspon-
dent Michael Kramer and diplomatic correspondent Christopher
Opden.

Q. Do you agree with National Security Adviser Brent Scowcroft
that Mikhail Gorbachev's “peace offensive™ Is designed to make
trouble for the Western Alliance?

A. We ought to recognize that the Soviet Union remains a very
heavily armed power with interests that are adverse to the U.S.
I don't think it has departed from what has been Soviet policy
for a long, long time, and that is 1o test the Alliance, to probe, 1o
look for weaknesses,

Q. But should we encourage Gorbachev's efforts?

A. I'm not one of those who believe we should hope for failure,
that somehow failure will result in a weaker Soviet Union and
that will be better for the U.S. It's a case of our wanting to see
that experiment succeed in opening up that society and seeing
the Soviets recognize that Communism has nol succeeded. At
the same time, | don't think success or failure depends on what
we do. We must continue to approach this relationship with

If
there is going to be Tasting peace, it will be the result of direct
negotiations between the parties, not something mandated or
delivered by anybody from the outside, including the U.S. We
must do whatever we can to enhance the prospect of the parties
negotiating the problem out among themselves. 1L is not the
role of the U.S. to pressure Israel. At the same time, it is in Isra-
el's interest (o resolve the issue. Both sides have got to find a
way to give something.

Q. In Nicaragua how will you continue to support the contras?

A. You will have to continue to support them through hu-
manitarian assistance. It also seems to me that we should
not just march in and disband the contras. We need to at
least leave open the prospect they could be re-established as
a fighting force if Ortega continues to thumb his nose at his
neighbors.

Q. Can you leave the contras in Honduras?
A. There are some problems with that.

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An American Jew Talks to Arafat in the Quest for Peace

In mid-February 1989 a group of six senior American specialists on the
Middle East, including three former high ranking U.S. government ocfficials, went
to Tunis for 3-1/2 days of intensive talks with the top PLO officials, including
Yasser Arafat and Abu Iyad, in an effort to determine if the PLO was serious
about its newly proclaimed peace initiative which calls for an independent
Falestinian state alongside of Israel. If the PLO was indeed found to be serious
about peace, the American specialists would then present their views on how the
Palestinian-Israeli peace process could be fostered. This was the first such

extensive top-level meeting of American Middle East specialists with the PLO, and

its outcome was, in my view, encouraging.

As the only Jew in the American delegation, I had prepared for the trip by
asking a number of Jews, including Israelis both inside and cutside the Israeli
government, professionals in American Jewish Community Relations Councils and
other Jewish organizations, as well as Rabbis and fellow Jewish academics to tell
me the issues they would raise if they had the opportunity to speak to PLO
officials. From this list I obtained no fewer than 2! different questions, the
most important of which I planned to raise with senior PLO officials.

The first opportunity to raise these questions came the night we arrived,
when none other than Yasser Arafat himself hosted a dinner for the delegation (I
had informed the Palestinians in advance that I kept kosher so I was always able
to get suitable food). Arafat, in person, is a very engaging individual who has

in common with Israelis the habit of clicking his tongue just before he says no. .

He served some of the food to us himself and when we left at midnight after
almost 4 hours of talks, he personally escorted us to our cars, despite the fact
that it was raining outside and that he had three more interviews (one with Mike
Wallace of CBS) still awaiting him inside.

Dr. Freedman is Peggy Meyerhoff Pearlstone Professor of
Political Science and Dean of Graduate Studies of the
Baltimore Hebrew University. He is the author of Soviet
Policy Toward the Middle East Since 1970, now in its 3rd
edition, and editor of Israel in the Begin Era, The Middle
East Since Camp David, and The Middle East Since the
Israeli Invasion of Lebanon.




At the beginning of the evening's discussion, we talked about the peace
process, and Arafat was rather simplistic in his statements and quite defensive
when challenged. Thus he said that while the PLO was talking to individual
Israelis to promote the peace process, what was needed was "another Eisenhower"
to pressure Israel, America's "naughty child". When he w;s told by the American
delegation that another Eisenhower was extremely unlikely, he seemed somewhat
taken aback. The most heated part of the discussion came when, after introducing
myself as an American Jew, I pointed out to Arafat that while the Palestinian
National Council statement of November 1988 and Arafat's speech at the U.NM.
meeting in Geneva in December 1988 weras positive steps, much more had to be done

to convince Israelis and American Jews that the PLO was indeed serious about
peace. I raised three main points with Arafat --1) that the Palestine Wational

Covenant which calls for Israel's destruction had to be changed (this issue was

at the top of the list of virtually every Jew with whom I spoke), 2) that PLO
officials such as Abu Iyad (who is the second highest ranking official in the
PLO) had to stop being quoted about a policy of two-stages (first to get a West
Bank/Gaza Palestinian state and then to use it as a base to attack Israel), and
3) the PLO had to explain in detail the measures that a Palestinian state would
take, such as agreeing to limit its armaments, to convince the Israelis that it
would not be a military threat to Israel.

Arafat reacted emotionally and a bit angrily to my assertions, claiming that
Palestinian as well as Israeli security had to be assured in any settlement and
listing the massacres perpetrated on the Palestinian people. In this list he
mentioned not only Israeli-supported actions like Sabra and Shatilla, but alse
the actions of his "Arab brothers" such as Jordan and Syria. Once he calmed
down, however, and I pressed the subject, he noted that when PLO-Israeli .

negotiations began, the PLO would be happy to discuss any kinds of security

arrangements the Israelis wanted, including having a multinational Eurcpean force
on the border between the two states (Israel and Palestine), and he said that the
force could remain as long as the Israelis wanted it to.

We then broke for dinner and Arafat, as host, became much more genial. He
noted that he had heard what I had said about further PLO steps to reassure the
Israelis and would think about them, but noted in respect to the Palestine

National Covenant he had two problems. First, to change it would alienate




Islamic fundamentalists who are already highly critical of what he had done,
claiming that all of Palestine is sacred Islamic territory, not his to give away.
Secondly, he complained that Herut (a component of Likud) still had its charter,
which called on Israel to obtain both banks of the Jordan, that is not only
present-day Israel and Gaza and the West Bank, but alsoc the state of Jordan.
And, he noted, the Israeli flag has two blue lines which indicate that the
natural borders of Israel run from the Nile River (in Egypt) to the Euphrates
River (in Syria and Iraq). At this point I was able to give him a brief lesson
in Zionist history, noting that the origin of the flag was the Jewish Talit
(prayer shawl) not the hope of conquering the territory from the Nile to the
Euphrates. From this incident, as wall as others during our four days of

discussions with the PLO leadership, I concluded that an Israeli-PLO dialogue is

necessary if only to clear up the misconceptions which have accumulated over the
40 years of lsraeli-Palestinian hostility.

Following the dinner we continued the discussion and Arafat outlined his !
concept of peace which included sconomic, diplomatic and cultural relations
between Israel, the Palestinian state, Jordan and Lebanon on tha model of the
European Benelux system (Belgium, the Netherlands and Luxembourg). Since I and a
number of other people, including Israelis and Palestinians, had long been
calling for just such an arrangement as part of the solution to the Arab-Israeli
conflict, I considered this a major step forward.

A discussion also took place about the nature of the peace process. Arafat
indicated that an international conference could come at the end of the peace
process and that Israeli-PLO negotiations could take place before it. He also

noted that he was opposed to the plan for elections on the West Bank and Gaza as

currently proposed by the Israeli government because he saw them both as a device
for splitting the Palestinians living on the West Bank and Gaza from the FPLO and
Palestinians living in the Palestinian Diaspora, and also as a means of stalling
for time at the stage of a very limited degree of Palestinian "autonomy" instead
of allowing full Palestinian “"self-determination® which meant an independent
Palestinian state. He did note, however, and other Palestinian spokesmen later
developed the idea more thoroughly, that elections on the West Bank and Gaza
could be a positive step if they were connected to a genuine peace process.

By the time the discussion turned to terrorism, Arafat was in a particularly

receptive mood. When I suggested that he agree to proclaim that he would punish




any Palestinian terrorist attacking Israel from the Palestinian state and would

&

expect that the Israell government would punish any Israeli terrorist attacking

the Palestinlan state from Israel, he nodded his head, said "why not" and told
one of his aides to write that down (a subsequent discussion of the definition of
terrorism with the number 2 man in the PLO, Abu Iyad, clarified the definition
with Abu Iyad stating that the PLO already prohibited attacks on Israeli
civilians inside and outside of Israel proper, but did not consider the Intifada
a form of terrorism since a population under occupation was rising up against an
occupation army. Our delegation, however, asserted that the throwing of Molotow
l Cocktails was both inhumane and very politically counterproductive both in Israel
and the U.S.)

The evening ended with Arafat coming over to me, shaking my hand and saying
"We need to dialogue not only with the United States but with our cousins (Jaws) .
too". The importance of the role of American Jewry in the PLO dialogue with
Israel was also raised during the remaining discussions with PLO leaders. When I
pointed out to them that just as they did not want the United States or Israel to
Ery to drive a wedge between the Palestinians on the West Bank and Gaza and those
in the Diaspora, so too the PLO should not try to drive a wedge between the
American Jewish community and the State of Israel. I was assured that this was
not the goal and was repeatedly told that they hoped the American Jews would be a
bridge to Israel, telling the Israelis that the PLO was sincere about peace and
that Israel should enter into a dialogue with it. As one of Arafat's advisers,
Bassam Abu Sharif, bluntly told me "We would much prefer to talk to the Israelis
than with you, but until they are willing, you will have to do."

All the Palestinian leaders with whom we talked showed great flexibility in .
their approach to the peace process and shared Arafat's version of what peace
with Israel would look like. They also emphasized the need for an Israeli-PLO
dialogue leading to a comprehensive peace conference in which all the Arab states
involved in the conflict, including Syria, would participate. (Arafat said he
could not be "another Sadat" and make a separate peace with Israel, but that if
Syria chose not to attend the conference, once invited, that would be Syria's
problem.) MNonetheless there were differences of opinion on a number of issues
expressed by Palestinian leaders. These including whether or not Shamir would be
able to stay in power for his full term of office, the relative strength of the

Labour party in the Israeli political system, and whether time was working for or




against the Palestinian cause.

I came away from the discussions cautiously optimistiec. I think the PLO
genuinely wants to talk to the Israelis and that they are seriously interested in
having their Palestinian state, once it is established, live in peace alongside
Israel. Indeed, a number of PLO officials offered to make the new Palestinian
state Israel's bridge to the rest of the Arab world. The problem lies in the
fact that they feel that they made a major concession in November 1988 when they
came out for the two-state solution and feel that now it is the Israeli turn to
respond, particularly since, they claimed, it would cause major political
problems within the loosely federated PLO if the organization made further
concessions to Israel -- such as formally abolishing the Covenant -- without

having recaived Israeli concessions in return. My colleagues and I strongly made

the point that further PLO concessions and clarifications would have to be made

if the PLO hoped to convince the Israelis to enter into a serious political

dialogue with ths PLO. ;
On the final day of our discussions, I left my list of 21 questions with the

PLO leadership who promised to study them carefully. If they can respond to the

questions to the satisfaction of the Israelis, the peace process may take a
significant atep forward.
