equipment for $14 million or more, 30 calendar daye before the
letter of offer can be issued.

In erder to alert the Congress to the fact that a
given sale to which Section 36(b) may apply is under
contideration, the Executive Branch has agreed to furnish the
Committee with information relating to such prospective sales
20 days in advance of the formal, statutory notification,

Ihe Department of Defense has advised the Committes
that it has under consideration three offers to a Middle
Eastern country tentatively estimated to cost §50 millien or
morea. Because of the impoertance attached to these sales by
the Administration and the Congress and the unusual degree of
advance consultation already conducted, Defense has modified
the advance notification procedures for the three offers.
Therefore, we are asttaching the notifications, along with the
policy justifications, in unclassified form to permit the

1 undarstand that the lav-—-paxs currently drafted--does
not reauire a 57 million sale of Stingers to be notified tn
Congress. However, 1 strongly believe that the practical effect
of =elling Stingers to anyone in a volatile area such as the
Middle East ie vunwise. A sale of Stingers to Bahrain will rende
it uwg-tvally rmpossible to say no to other Middle East countrles
whid 'will undoubtedly also reguest Stingers. Pandora's box
shauld not be opened on this system.

As we mark the unity and kinship of ocur people on the eve of
Yom Eippur, I feel compelled to address you on a matber of great
CoONCern.

Ever since the establishment of the State of Israel we have
felt that it belongs to the whole Jewish people. We know and appreciate
how acutely concerned our brethren abroad are for our well-being, and
we welcome and encourage their involvement in all aspects of our life.
Strengthening the bonds that unite us and making all Jews feel that
Israel is their home iz a primary goal of our state.

But in the 39 years of Israel’s existence, all of us, here and
abroad, have adhered to the principle that matters of existence and
gsecurity must be left to those who are called to shed their blood for
the country. Thus and only thus has the American Jewish leadership been
able to present to the world a united front on the fundamental issues
of Israel’'s existence and help it immeasurably in its struggles. At the
same time, we have maintained and will continue to maintain open
channels of communication with Jewish leaders in the Diaspora and
welcome their input through those channels.

The regrettable recent attempt to breach thie understanding
sets a dangerocus precedent. There is a shock of disbelief in Israel, a
pain that enly a violation of a hallowed principle can cause.

our demand for direct negotiations is irreproachable. It
proved itself at Camp David and will prove itself again. But only if we
remain united, and muster enough faith and persistence to overcome our
neighbors’ intransigence and our own defeatism, shall we be able to .
pursue what is just and right for Israel.

I wish you a Shana Tova, and may the new year be a year of
Jewish unity. May you be inscribed in the book of life and happiness.

Even
our closest friende among the potential participante have declared they
will present and support a wvirtually total withdrawal to the 1249
armigtice boundaries =— a solution the wvast majority of Israelis
consider a death trap. An international conference can end in only one
of two ways: Israel’s acquiescence in an unacceptable solution, or an
Israeli walkout, with dire political and diplomatic conseguences. I am
sure you wish us neither.

Our demand for direct negotiations is irreproachable. It
proved itself at Carp David and will prove itself again. But only if we
remain united, and muster enough faith and persistence to cvercome our
neighbors’ intransigence and cur own defeatism, shall we be able to
pursue what is just and right for Israel.

I wigh you & Shana Tova, and may the new year be a year of
Jewish unity. May you be inscribed in the book of life and happiness.
Please share this message with your colleagues in the Conference of
Presidents of Major Jewish Organizations together with best wishes.

The President and I continue to attach the greatesk
importance to the process of achieving peace in khe Middle
East. We remain convinced that this process can be best
served by the early commencement of direct talks between
Israel and a Jordanian-Palestinian delegation, We
continue to be dedicated to obtaining this objecktive, Tt
is on this subject in particular that I will want ko seek
Your thoughts and advice and to eXchange ideas with you.
