Prime Minister Shamir:

I am writing to ask your contribution to a symposium focused on
assessing the Arab-Israeli peace process. The syposium will be
published in the Harvard International Review, a bi-monthly publication
of the International Relations Council of Harvard University, during
late fall of 1988. The Harvard International Review is currently
circulated internationally in 26 foreign countries and is also sold
nationally on newsstands across the United States, in addition to its
distribution to all members of the Harvard University community.

It 1is the policy of the magazine to extend invitations to
contribute articles for each symposium from noted experts on the
featured topic. Our MNovember/December 1788 issue will use the tenth
anniversary of the signing of the Camp David Peace Accords as a backdrop
to discuss the state of the Arab-Israeli peace process, past and
present, and to explore the prospects and avenues of realizing peace
petwsen Israel and her Arab neighbors in the future. We want to examine
the impact of talks and agreements over the past decade on the methodoly
and mindset of those negotiating Arab-Israeli affairs today. And we
want to encourage our authors to look ahead and expand upon where they
believe the Arab-Israeli peace process 1is heading or what direction(s)
it should indeed take.

Each article planned for the symposium will provide a differing
area of concentration in examining the Arab-Israeli peace process. In
keeping with that goal, we are interested in having you author an
article emphasizing the role that Israel has played, and even more
importantly will play, in realizing peace between the Arab world and
Israel. As a general guideline, we have formulated a number of
guestions which we hope will serve as only a core for your discussion;
please do not view them as a strict criteria for the article. These
guestions address only a few of the relevant issues and are intended as
a basis for your analysis. Please feel free to address any other points
which you may feel are salient to the topic:

(1) How do you perceive Israel's role in the Middle East peace
process in coming years, and how unique can Israel's contribution be to
the peace process as a whole? How do the prospects for peace look to
Israel for tommorow as compared to today? As compared to a decade ago?




(2) By participating in the historic Camp David Accords, Israel
showed that she was prepared to discuss peace bi-laterally with
individual members of the Arab world. However, Jordan and the Soviet
Union have issued strong calls to abandon bi-lateral dialogue and enter
into a format of an international conference focused on bringing peace
to the Middle East region. The United States has voiced reservation
about the idea of an international conference, and Israel has also been
hesitant in accepting such a forum. Why has Israel remained committed
to bi-lateral discussion, and what are Israeli misgivings with an
international conference format?

(2) From an Israeli perspective, what are the conditions for peace
in the Middle East? On a more specific level, what are issues of
possible dialogue--and conversely issues of umwavering condition--
between Israel and the Arab world which must be addressed before peace
can be realized.

(4) Please comment on avenus(s) which you feel may lead to a more
peaceful relationship between 1Israel and her Arab neighbors, and how
such methods could be implemented.

These guestions seem guite general, but that is a result of the
unfortunate space constraints we have for the symposium. We are asking
that if you are able to contribute to the sympsium, that your article be
between seven to ten double-spaced typewritten pages in length. The
tentative deadline for the Movember/December 1988 issues is October 7,
1988; if this deadline presents a problem, please inform us so that
alternate arrangements may be made. If you are unable to write, we
would still very much appreciate any comments or suggestions you have on
the issues that could be addressed in our symposium; perhaps in such an
unfortunate case, Ambassador Arad would be able to contribute to the
symposium in your stead.

We are very excited by the prospect of your writing for our
symposium and look forward to hearing from you in the very near future.
I am currently on election assignment at the Pennsylvania Republican
State Committee, and will return to the International Review offices on
September 9; please feel free to someone from your staff contact our
offices before that time, however, with regard to your possible
participation in the symposium. I also have taken the liberty of
enclosing a recent issue of the International Review to help you become
better acquainted with our magazine. Thank you in advance for your
consideration.

I am privileged to share with you news of an ambitious project.
With the encouragement of the government of the People's Republic
of China, Beth Jacob Congregation -- one of the largest Orthodox
congregations in the United States -- is undertaking the coordi-
nation and organization of a worldwide reunion of Jews who were
either born in or lived in Shanghai.

As you are aware, a significant number of Jews from Eastern
Europe was granted refuge in Shanghai during the Holocaust.
While enjoying the hospitality of the Chinese people, these
refugees established significant institutions and cooperated with
native Chinese Jewry.

A worldwide reunion will bring the survivors of that period and
their children and grandchildren together for the first time. It
will also afford an opportunity to Jews who were not part of that
experience to share the experience vicariously, while enjoying
the Passover holiday in China.

The project is slated to take place from April 17 to May 1, 1985
with accommodations in first class hotels. Food which 1is
kosher for Passover will be flown to China from the United
States, and all food preparation will be overseen by our own
chef. The kashrut of the entire project will be under my
perscnal supervision.

My staff and I are preparing an interesting, moving and meaning-
ful program which will include not only Passover services and
sedarim, but opportunities of meeting Chinese dignitaries and
learning something of the history of the Jews of China at first
hand. We shall have first class guides on our trips to Beijing,
Harbin, and other places of interest, and will be treated to a
veritable banguet of Chinese culture.

Hopefully, the presence of so many Jews in China will have the
effect of bringing the Chinese government closer to the
establishment of formal relations with the State of Israel.

U.S. Pushes Closer Iraqi Ties

t a time when Irag seeks to assert itself

throughout the Middle East, U.5, offi-
cials are encouraging the U.5. Export-Im-
port Bank to undertake a major policy
change toward Irag, according to State De-
partment and Commerce Department offi-
cials, “We are telling the Export-lmport
Bank that Irag does have potential and we
should help U.S. companies gel in on the
ground floor,” a source said.

Convinced that Irag has foresworn its
history of radicalism and will steer a pro-
LS. course, Amercan officials hope to im-
prove commercial relations with Iraq as a
sign of improving political tics. At present,
the Export-lmport Bank, an independent
U.S. government agency, will provide
American compames with shori-term in-
surance for up to $200 million in business
with Irag.

The bank's Board of Directors is now
considering whether it will upgrade Iraq's
credit status. Although the board could de-
cide to significantly improve Irag's status
by moving from insunng private deals to fi-
nancing them, one source suggested it is
maore likely the bank will lengthen the re-
payment terms for insured trade. An Iragi
commercial attaché said the bank may an-
nounce next month that medium-term in-
surance will be granted.

An improvement in Iraq’s status “would
be a signal to the rest of the world that the
LS, government has a better view of what
the Iragis are capable of,” said a U5,
source. Iraq alienated foreign investors in
1986 when Baghdad told creditors it would
default on its loans unless they were re-

scheduled.

Spokesmen lor the Export-lmport Bank
would not confirm any future change in
policy. The U.S5. Department of Agricul-
ture’s Commodity Credit Corporation ex-
tends over $1 billion in credil guarantees o
Iraq annually for the purchase of American
agricultural products.

“Iraq seces itsell as a major regional
power,"” said a U.S. official in Washington,
“It is a country which is certainly devoted
to maintaining power and prosperity in its
own region.”

An Arab official “familiar with the [Iragi]
government’s planning” told the Washing-
ten Post that Baghdad now will assert itself
throughout the Middle East “exerting polit-
ical muscle where it can.” The official add-
ed that Irag will seek to cooperate with
Egypt to build a sophisticated arms indus-
try to become Israel’s military egual,
“There is Gulf [Arab] support. sometimes
in financial terms, to Egypt’s military in-
dustry, [and] [ think our experience in the
war will be very important to Egypt’s in-
dustry,” the Arab official told the Posr.

The source further said that one of
Baghdad's primary foreign policy concerns
will be supporting Jordan and Palestinian
Arabs to bring international pressure to
bear on Israel for a settlement of the Pales-
tinian gquestion.

An Iragi spokesman in Washington told
NER: "We are very glad that Israel is now
scared of us. We believe that the Palestinian
question can be settled in an international
conference that includes the PLO., . . . We
are and will be a threat to Israel whenever Is-

rael attacks the sovereignty and inde-
pendence of any Arab country,”

A LS. official predicts that lrag will re-
main within the pro-U.S. Arab camp and
will not engage in “foreign military adven-
turism.” He envisions U.S.-Iragi relations
as "cordial and businesslike™ adding that
“there is a limit to our relations due to the
political system in Irag.”

The official said that Washington has yet
to decide whether improved political and
commercial relations should be tied to
changes in Iragi policies. He added, how-
ever, that such linkage would prove inef-
fectual: “Nobody has much leverage w‘it'.
Irag. They are very much their own people.
They stick to their own policies and follow
their own interests and they will not listen
to people to whom they owe money.”

South Korean economic analysts esti-
mate that in the next five vears Irag will
spend as much as $38 billion in construc-
tion and will import over $100 billion in
goods. The Iragis have resurrected “gran-
diose” development plans which were put
on hold during the war and have circulated
tenders for the purchase of steel, alumi-
num, automobiles and computers. LS. of-
ficials estimate that bilateral trade could
reach $3 billion annually.

While South Korean and Japanese com-
panies have already begun lining up lucra-
tive contracts in Irag, U.S. firms are not far
behind. Baghdad is seeking to purchase a
mothballed USX steel plant in Texas to be
moved to Irag, but a number of Congress-
men and Senators oppose the deal.

Senate Defense Bill Passes

he fiscal year 1989 Defense Appropn-

ations bill was adopted by the Senate
recently by a vote of 904, House and Sen-
ate conferees must now resolve differences
between the House and Senate versions of
the bill.

Items included within the Senate version
of the appropriations bill pertaining to
U.5.-1srael strategic cooperation are:

Evaluation program, which tests many Is-
raeli weapons systems possibly leading to
their acquisition by the Pentagon;

® $200.6 million for NATO cooperative
research and development (R&D)
programs, which include funding for Major
Non-NATO Ally cooperative R&D;

#® 5301 million for the Balanced Technol-
ogy Initiative, which purchases off-the-
shelf Israeli defense equipment for in-
clusion in the U.S, arsenal;

# %12 million for the Cobra Laser Night

Acquisition System (C/L/NAS ) for U.S.
Cobra Helicopters, a system developed by
Israel Aircraft Industry;

® Funding for the Isracli-made Popeye
air-to-ground missile within a joint “stand-
off" weapons account.

The Senate bill added language which
placed Israel in a category with NATO
countries which can be granted exemptions
from the “Berry Amendment”—a “protec-
tionist” measure designed to protect do-
mestic industry from foreign competition.

The Senate also adopted the Senate ver-
sion of the recently vetoed fiscal 1989 De-
fense Authorization bill both as an amend-
ment to the overall Appropriations bill and
as free-standing legislation.

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Kansas City Surprise

his column frequently guotes from na-

tional print and electronic news media,
often to criticize, rarely to praise. But a
lead editorial, which appeared earlier this
summer in the Kansas Ciry Times and was
recently brought to our attention, deserves
praise.

The Times' circulation—approximately
273, 000—makes it the larger of Kansas
City's two dalies. “The Disappointed
Christians.” by editorial writer Steve
Winn, ran on June 24. Much of it appears
below:

“Given the long and dreadful history of
Christian behavior toward Jews, Christian

| .'hun:hr'-. should speak with care when they

venture to tell Jews how to behave, The
Presbyterians have failed to do so in their
latest pronouncement on the Arab-lsraeh
conflict.

“The General Assembly of the Presbyte-
rnan Church (USA) recently approved a
resolution that harshly criticizes lsrael
while ignoring Palestinian terrorism and
the decades of Arab hostility toward the
Jewish state.

“The resolution begins with a selective
review of history. It notes that “periodic
wars' between Israel and its Arab neigh-
bors have taken place, but the responsibil-
ity for these wars is not discussed. . . |

“The Arab countries are merely de-
scribed as ‘supporting the claims of the Pal-
estinian people.’ The church resolution
does not explain why no Palestinian state
was established on the West Bank and
Gaza before 1967, when those areas were
under Arab control.

“Moving to the present, the Presbyieri-
ans point out the brutal nature of the Israeli
responses to Palestinian protests. Bul
again, much of the story is missing. Pales-
timan violence is discussed in sympathetic
terms that hint at admiration, while most
Palestinians are praised for their ‘remark-
able restraint.’

“The resolution gives Israel and the

was less concerned about the sins of Arab
countries than those of Israel.

“Last spring Iraq bombarded the Irani-
an-held village of Halabja with chemical
weapons, reportedly Killing 4,000 or 5,000
people. Hormifying pictures of children's
bodies scattered in the streets ran in West-
ern news publications. Irag has also used
poison gas against Iranian soldiers. Yet the
evenhanded Presbyterian resolution on the
Persian Gulfl conflict fails even to mention
Irag's use of poison gas.

“The church approved no other resolu-
tions on the Middle East this year. Appar-
ently the reports of torture and political ex-
ecutions throughout the region . Were
not as disturbing as the failings of lsrael.

“Presbyterians who consider their one-
sided look at the Middle East as fair are not
alone among Christian leaders who can't
view lsrael objectively. For many, the com-
fortable line of thinking goes something like
this:

“We supported the Jews in setting up
their livtle country in the Middle East, but
they couldn’t ger along with the people
there any better than they could in Europe,
Let them have guns and the peaple thraw-
ing stones at them starl getting shot. Let
the Jews have an army and hostile nefg i
boring states are threarened with “dis :z:’
portionate retaliation,’

“What a disappointment to the Chris-
tians they have been, these people who
used to turn the other cheek so well.”

Perhaps the only significant omission
from the editorial was the point that the
stimulus for the Presbyterian resolution
was likely political, not theological. There
are some Arab Preshyterians and some
church institutions in the Middle East. The
resolution might have been meant to buy
them a little protection in the Arab-Islamic
world at Israel’s expense. ER.O

"They reaffirm that the Geneve Convention Relative te the Protection of

Israel is well-versed in all the interpretations of the
Geneva Convention, Established legal cpinion has determined
that the expulsion of individuals who present a threat to .

Dear Mr. Minister:

I am concerned about the detention on August 8, 1988 of Mr.
Taysaer Aruri, a professor of physica at Bir Zeit University. I
am concerned, specifically, about the circumstances of his
detention and his health while in detention. .

According to information that I have received, Aruri was
taken into custody by the Shin Bet on August 8 in Ramallah while
he was helping his sister, Itaf Aruri, find a rental apartmént.
Aruri and his sister were driving in a car and were ordered by
three Shin Bet agents to stop the car and get out. One of the .
agents took Aruri’s key and drove away with his car.. The other
two agents put Aruri in their car and took him to a detention
center in Ramallah, and he is currently in Juneid Prison in
Nablus., I understand that Arfuri has never been interrogated or
formally charged with any crime; yet on August 17 you approved an
expulsion order against him. The apparent reason for the
expulsion is that Aruri, along with several other Palestinian and
Israali intellectuals, signed a "peace treaty" calling for the
establishment of an independent Palestinian etate alongside
Iarael. ’

Aruri’'e doctor is very concerned about his patient's
‘incarceration, because he must take medication and suffers from
bronchial asthma, chronic entero-colitis and psoriasis, Aruri’s
asthmatic condition is exacerbated by stress and confinement.

I would very much apreciate having thée following information
about Mr. Aruri. What was the basis for his detention on August .
B? Was the expulsion order based on any formal charges against
Aruri? Are provisions being made to ensure that Aruri’s supply of
medicine will be replenished when needed and that the conditions
" of his detention will take into account his medical situation?

25 Palestinians, raising the number of Palestinians facing
expulesion orders to 27.

If all the orders are carried out, a total aof 60
Palestinians will have been expwelled in 1988, far more
than in the previous three years combined.

The latest announcement convinces us that expulsion has
become the norm rather than the exception.

I realize that you have heard our position on this matter

before.

But now the issue has reached a point whers

increasing numbers of Americans do not understand what
Iscael is doing. If this attitude persists, damage to ou-r
bilateral relationship will occur. Accordingly, I want to
underline in the strongest terms total U.S. opposition to
the policy of expulsion.

Expulsion is an unduly harsh punishment under any
circumstances. It heightens tensions in the territories,
resulting in new waves of Palestinian protest and violence
against Israel, And it is a dangerous path toward evep
more radical solutions te Your problems.

If you believe Palestinians have violated security laws
and regulations, give them a fair and open trial, and if
convicted, punish them in other appropriate ways.

When it comes to the policy of expulsion, we will oppose
Israel in the UN and elsewhere.

We urge you to reconsider the expulsion orders or, at a

minimum,

to refrain from carrying them out.

AMB. MAKSOUD: First of all, heard about the measures yesterday
taken by Rabin, mo, this ig —- I'm going to read a statement and I'm
apen for your gquestions.

The heighterned frequency and intensity of Israel's measures
againsgt the Palestiniarn PEcple is becoming part of an Israeli policy
to routinize it's brutality and render world publiec opinion —-
adjust if rot acquiesce to the inevitability of its maasures. This
the course of every racist occupier follows and it carnnot be
sustained for too leng and it should not be tolerated any longer.

The latest case of deportation, the 24 hour curfew in Baza, the
demolition of homes, the mass arrests, the killing of prisoners, the
destructior of crops will not crush the Intifadah and the
ruthlessress of the iron fist Policy will rever bend the iron will
of the Palestinian peEople.

Making the occupied Scuth Lebanor a dumping ground fer Israel's
frustrations by larnding Palestinian deportees there. Besides
viclating the Bereva Convention, Israel intends to violate Lebanon's
sovereignty, compounding the tragic situation ih it at the eriticeal
Juncture of Lebanon's political development.

Tomorrow marks the official beginning of the cease-fire between
Irag and Iran te be followed early next week with the UN sponsored
direct rnegotiations towards a8 durable and comprehensive peace
between the two nations. While the entire world community welcones
this event, Israel, without shame, demonstrated its aversion and
fear of peace and the resclution of this painful conflict. While
the conflict in the Bulf region persisted, Israel found the "
hemorrhage a pretext to deflect attention from the centrality of ¢
Palestinian question and the opporturity to buy time to achieve its
e#xpansionist and arrexationist objectives.

The Intefadah upset ite - Israsl's strategic plans. The
resiliance of the Uprising, its inclusiveness and comprehensiverness
have operned rnew vistas towards achieving a Just pemace based on
Israeli withdrawal from the occupied Arab territories and
Palestinian rights of self-determination that has long eluded
genuine efforts. The decision yestearday by Israel to —- quote
"outlaw"

"outlaw" the popular committess in the occupied Palestinian
territories is taﬁtlmouht to put the entire Palestinian pepulation
in the Dccupied Territories in a sort of a concentration camp.

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What does this measure mean? How can an illepal occupisr
outlaw when its very cccupation itself is an internationally
cutlawed presence? Israal's recent attempts at harassment and
suppression clearly shows signs of an occupation in its last hurrah.
Like everything else in the Intifadah, deportations and outlawing
popular committees will only steel the Palestinian will to resist
and overcome.

The recent decision by King Hussein to sever lagal and
administrative connections with Palestinian Occupied Territories was
a legal confirmation of Jordan's political and national commitment
to the Arab League's SBummit Resolutions of Algiers. It doms not
reduce, but on the contrary reinforces the nature and level of
Jordan's clear support to the uprising and its solidarity with its
objectives.

True, Jordan's decision accentuates the challerges that face
the PLO, the League of Arab Etates, arnd the United Nations. It dags=s
so by expediting and clarifying the path to structure the
international conference, where all partises concerned, including
primarily the PLD, will participate on an equal level, Whether the
pursuit of the PLO's respornsibilities and transitional tasks regquire
the formation of a provisional government or not,
is an issue which will be determined and ratified in the forthcoming
Palestinian National Council. That cption, namely of the
provisional goverrment, is now more feasible, is logical, but that
it is inevitable is premature to say.

o Mr. Ambassador, would you talk about the pros and cons,
the berefits and complications of the daclaration of a Palestinian
provisional goverrnment? Analyze them for us.

AMB. MAKSOUD: VYes, I said that the provisional goverrment im
row a more feasible option. It is not recessary an inevitable
option at this particular time. It is important for the
Palestinians and the PLO in particular to assume the day to day

tasks of guiding the Palestinian people, especially under .
cccupation, and to continue to assert that the PLO is the framework
of the Palestinian peoplehcod. And that is inclusive of all the
sectors of the Palestinian population, whether in the refugee camps,
in the diaspora, or undepr occcupation.

And therefore, the task of the PLO at this Juncture is to, is a
task of option analysis, to see how best to reconcile the tasks
bafore it of not allowing Israel to conceive at any moment that it
carn treat itself as a posaible heir to the sovereignty of the
Palestinian pecple over their land. And it is in this respect that
a formula that guarantees, that guarantees Palestinian rights in
their land and to a homeland, has to ba formulated in a precise and
adequate mayrmar,

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The provieional goverrnment is definitely & much more feasible
option than at any other time before. But it is not necessarily
the only option at this particular moment. Hence, the Palestine
National Council, in its meeting early rnext month, would have to,
after the preliminary studies that are poing on at this moment,
determine the best course to pursues the objectives of the PLDO. Let
us not forget that when, in 1950, Jordan, in the Hebron conference,
assumed administrative and legal authority over the West Barnk, there
was in place, in 19350, the goverrnment of Palestira. And therafore,
by the severarce of these legal and administrative ties to the West
Bank, it legally, the soveresignty reverts back to the Palestinian
government that was in existernce in 1950,

Now, whether the PLO, which is the scle representative of the
Palestinian people would want to build on that by structuring a
provisional government or not is the option that is being discuased
at this moment.

AMB. MAKSOUD: Well, first of all, we are rot satisfied with
the UB resporse on any level, especially in the aftermath of the two
platforms of the Republican and the Democratic conventions
concerning the Middle East. They are a redudant expression of a
failed policy, of a biased pelicy, of an incapacitated policy and
the best proof is that Jordan's King Hussein's decision to severe
the administrative and legal ties has ruled ocut the so-called Shultz
initiative and has clarified, as a matter of fact, the path before
arny genuine peace effort -— that it has to deal with the PLO if it
is serious in achieving a negotiated, peaceful settlement.

So the US response that they are studying is a sort of a
shielding the intellectual laziness of the US administration in

@ Yes, Mr. Ambassador, what are some of the candidate
locations of the seat of a provisional government and what kind of

operations, sub rosa opr otherwise, might the government have in the
cccupied territories?

AMB. MAKSDUD: Well, let me say that first of all that the fact
that the whole guestion of Palestine has been now recpened with a
Palestinian option, is a salutory developmert. The uprising, its
resilience, its continuity, has a
emboldened people to think of the Palestinians' independant state no
longer as a dream, but as an inevitable aventuality. Now if a
Palestinian goverrment, provisional government -— because we refuse
the term a government—ir-exile, because every Arab capital or town
is part of the Arab homeland; and Palestine being an integral part
of the Arab homeland, is therefore a provisional pevernment with a
seat, It's up to it to decide where it wants it to be. I suppome
it would prefer to be in the proximity, but any Arab government fr
Mauritania to Djibouti is available for the Palestinians, PLO, O.
government or exscutive to be there. I think that the decision by
King Hussein has cleared the way even to have the Palestinian
government in Omarn, if recessary, or in Damascus, maybs in —-—
anywhere, It's up to them to decide the logistic and it's up to the
Arab league to ratify it.

I would like to say at this also that the -- whatever might be
some of the measures, admninistrative, financial, and other measures,
that would accrue as & consequerce of the new developments, the Arab
Leaguw, inasmuch as the PLO is a full member of the League of Arab
States, would put whatever available mechanisms it has in order to

facilitate the task of the continuation of the uprising until the
Palestirian state is achisved,

AMB. MAKBOUD: Well, it might be a little bit early to see,
because Jordan is going to enable the holders of Jordanian passports
to contirue. The guestion of citizenship is the citizenship of the
state, therefore of the Palestinian state. Now, all modalities, I

arm sure, that through the instrument of the Arab League, there will
be contacts with the various Arab states and I am sure that the Arab
states would facilitate the tasks of whatever authority, whether
it's a provisional goverrment or riot, to facilitate the mobility to
the Palestinians and the assumptiorn of their political,
administrative, legal arnd financial authoritigs =—- or
responsibilities.

] Mr. Ambassador, the Arab states have decided to pay to .
help the intifadeh. How much has been paid so far?

AME. MAKEOUD:T Well, the paymant, the finarcial commitment is
there. The mechanism of getting the firnancial support ha= been
under study. The fact that the PLDO assumes these responsibilities.
is bound to be faced with the harassment and obstruction of the
cccupation authorities. But, as I said, the Arab League, the Arab
states, are going to undertake to see to it that all facilities
would be there, ircluding the existing mechanisms that Jordan had.
I mean, the severance of the administrative/legal ties does not at
all maan that the -- that there is a severance of ties. There is
perhaps a reinforcement of ties, because of the clarity of the
decision. So we must not rule cut that many of the mechanisms and
charnels that Jordar had and other Arab countries had will perhaps
continue with the different aegis.

AMB. MAKSOUD: No. They have paid. Maybe they have rot paid |
yet what the Arab summit has yet decided, and that is being donm by
the various mechanisms so that the payments are consequential and
not == so the == to establish the charnels, but only of receipt —-
how to get them ir.

AMB., MRKS0UD: Well, I suppose that the Chairman's spokesman
arid the Chairman's views constitute a very determinate part of the
mainstream of Palestiniar opionion, whether it has the entire
Palestinian constituency in a uniformist response is not yvet
guaranteed because, because the response from those who have blocked
Palestinian rights of self-determination has never besn forthcoming.
In a way, let me alsc add to this. The Palestinian Intifada has
beer basically nor-violent., And it did articulate the need that
they want to secure political rights. Intifada im not a path of
verngeance.

It'e a part of self-determination. The intifada's delibarate
non-viclence. It is not a commitment to passivity, but a belief
that non-viclernce can, infect the body politic of those who deny
them their rights. If, however, Israel remains oblivicus to the
persuading power and the moral authority of non=violence, it means
that Israel will continue the pursuit of its objectives of

annexation without the cost, except of moral imolatien in the
irnternational sphere.

But moral isolation, ultimately, is insufficient, It has to be
followed by practical steps, and that the non=violewce of the
uprising, which is now being faced with more intensified repressive

measures, has to be rewarded politically in order that it carn
continue in its commitment to non-violence. And this is where I
must say the United States, the presidential candidates, by a —-—
with due respect -- by a sickening thundering to the lsraeli lobby
and its plans in the United States and by parroting in their
respective platforme AIPAC's

agenda, shows that both presidential candidates, unfortunately, are
either igrorant or igrnoring the rew realities that are obtaining

in the Middle East.

And, as 1 said in my statement, many changes are taking place
in the Occupied Territories and in the region of the Middle East.
The Irag-Iran war, which will hopefully end, is bound to alter the
strategic equations. The stability of the Bulf would endeavor to
rander many of the Gulf countries more directly involved in
reinforcing the Arab position, even inside Egypt, popular ferment is
becoming more and more assertive.

X
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And for the two parties of the United Btates to show a studied
indifference to these changes and developments is really
mind-boggling. And although there were some demonstration of rnew
awareness in certain parts of both parties about these rew
realities, unfortunately they have minuscule influence.

So the next few days -- arnd I must say that we are entertaining
now the idea after the so-called "outlawing" of the popular
committees —--= we
are having today deliberatiorns in the Becurity Council, and we might
go to the SBecurity Council early next week, and to -- not only to
condemn these riew repressive measures by Israeli authorities, but
also, perhaps, to refocus attention on the rew emerging Middle East
equations, and this does riot tally to the timetables of
electioneering. We are told by realists -~ so-called realists —-
that during Presidential elections you carnnot do anything in this --
at the time. You carnot persuade, you carnot discuss, nobody's --
nobody's -- everybody's too busy.

Yes, but Israel continues on its policies of repression and
harassment. Israel continues in its policies of deportation,
viclating the Geneva Convention, refusing to acknowledge that it is
arn ococcupying power. More blood is being shed. Rrabs' patiernce is
being strained to a breakirg point. B8c, we -- we have to be
intrusive, and we will have to communicate because we are eager that
the United States does riot become an adversary by default at the
moment we are trying to seek ite friendship and understanding.
