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FIRST OF ALL, I DON'T THINK IT I5 BORDERING ON IRRELEVANCE.
AGAIN, I THINK THAT YOU HAVE TO LOOK AT ANY NEGOTIATION A5 ONE
THAT GOES THROUGH A SERIES OF DIFFERENT STAGES. AND SOME OF THE
STAGES ARE SHAPED BY, IN EFFECT, GETTING EVERYBODY USED TO THE
IDEA THAT THEY HAVE TO MAKE CERTAIN DECISIONS. AND IT TAKES A
WHILE TO COME TO GRIPS WITH THAT FACT, AND THEN IT TAKES A WHILE
TO MAKE SURE THAT THEY'RE PREPARED TO EXERCISE THE WILL TO, IN
FACT, MAKE THE DECISIONS. AT THIS STAGE, I THINK THAT WE WANT TO
BEGIN TO IMPRESS UPON THE VARIOUS LEADERSHIPS DUR OWN SENSE OF
WHERE THINGS ARE, AND ALS0 TRY TO INDUCE A SENSE OF URGENCY
CONSISTENT WITH WHAT WE THINK IS5 POSSIBLE. THERE WILL COME A
POINT, I THINK, WHERE WE DO -- SOMEWHERE DOWN THE LINE WHERE WE
HAVE TO0 5AY, LOOK, WE'RE DOING A5 MUCH A5 WE CAN, BUT WE'RE NOT
GETTING THE EQUIVALENT IN RETURN.

Q YOU KEEP TALKING ABOUT --
MR. MCCURRY: LAST QUESTION.

§ YOU KEEP TALKING ABOUT ENGAGING THE LEADERSHIP. WE UNDERSTAND
THE LEADERSHIP IN, YOU ENOW, THE VARIOUS MATIONS IN THE MIDDLE
EAST, BUT I'M NOT QUITE SURE I UNDERSTAND HOW YOU'RE GOING TO
ENGAGE LEADERS ON THE PALESTINIAN TRACK THROUGH THE MECHANISM OF
GOING ON THIS TRIP. OR IS THAT NOT A FUNCTION OR NOT A GOAL ON
THIS TRIP?

SR. STATE DEPT. OFFICIAL: THE GODAL OF THIS TRIP, AT LEAST IN
TERMS OF DEALING WITH THE PARTIES, AS I SAID, IS TO SORT OF
FOCUS ON HOW WE CAN CONTINUE TO BUILD AND WARRON THE GAPS. WITH
REGARD TO THE PALESTINIANS, WE'RE SATISFIED THAT WE'RE DEALING
WITH THE PEOPLE WHO ARE GOING TO HAVE TO MAKE S50ME DECISIONS.

0 WHAT ARBOUT THE DATE FOR THE NEXT ROUND?

SR. STATE DEPT. OFFICIAL: HAVEN'T DECIDED IT YET.
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PRE5S COMFERENCE WITH MEMBERS OF THE ARAB DELEGATIONS TO THE
MIDDLE EAST PEACE TALKS HAIDER ABDUL SHAFI HEAD OF THE
PALESTINIAN DELEGATION TO THE M MIDDLE EAST PEACE TALKS;
WASHINGTON, D.C. THURSDAY, JULY 1, 1993

MR. SHAFI: {IN PROGRESS) -- RULES OF THE NEGOTIATING PROCESS AND
THE GUIDELINES OF THE MEGOTIATING PROCESS, WE THIMK THAT THE
INTERIM SELF- GOVERNMENT SHOULD HAVE TERRITORIAL JURISDICTION
OVER ALL THE GEOGRAPHICAL CONTEXT. AND, OF COURSE, ISRAEL
REFUSES THIS. AND NOW THE SPONSOR TELLS U5 THAT THE QUESTION OF
JURISDICTION HAS TO BE DEFERRED TO THE SECOND PHASE OF
NEGOTIATIONS.

OF COURSE TSRAEL REMAINED ADAMANT ABOUT ANNEXING JERUSALEM, AND
LATELY IT HAS GIVEN PRACTICAL EXPRESSION TO THIS ANMEXATION BY
HAVING JERUSALEM TO THE ISRAELI SIDE, ON THE ISRAELI SIDE OF THE
LINE OR BLOCKADE THAT THEY HAVE ESTABLISHED IN THE WEST BANK.
THI5 IS VERY SERIOUS. THIS IS A VERY SERIOUS DEVELOPMENT. AND
STILL NOTHING IS DONE ABOUT THIS.

IT IS A QUEER SITUATION REALLY THAT THESE CONTRADICTIONS GOING
ON AND WITHOUT -- IN SPITE OF DUR PROTESTS AND IN SPITE OF
EVERYTHING, NOTHING I5 BEING DONE. ALL THAT I5 BEING —- THAT WE
HEAR IS5 THAT THE PRESSURE IS ON THE PALESTINIAN SIDE TO DEAL
WITH, TO GET INVOLVED WITH WHAT ISRAEL IS PRESENTING ON THE
NEGOTIATING TABLE.

WHAT ISRAEL IS PRESENTING AND WHAT ISRAEL IS TALKING ABOUT 50
HUCH AND MAKING SUCH A BIG FUS5 ABOUT THIS, IS ITS READINESS TO
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TRANSFER AUTHORITY IN THE FIELDS OF EDUCATION, OF HEALTH. AND IF
WE COME TO ENGAGE IN THIS, REALLY WE FIND THAT THEY ARE NOT
READY TO CONFER FULL AUTHORITY IN THESE; THERE WILL STILL BE
CONSTRAINTS ABOUT THIS. BUT WE HAVE REFUSED TO DEAL WITH THIS
AND EVADE THE BASIC ISSUES OF TERRITORIALITY, JERUSALEM AND
JURISDICTION. WE DIDN'T PUT THIS EVEN OFFER TO EXAMINATION, AND
['M SURE IF WE WOULD HAVE PUT IT TO EXAMINATION WE WILL FIND
IT'S MUCH LESS THAN ISRAEL PRETENDS IT'S READY TO DO.

S0 THIS IS THE REALITY OF THE SITUATION, AND I AM SURE YOU CAN
UNDERSTAND WHY THERE IS AN IMPASSE. AND CERTAINLY I HOPE YOU
WILL REALIZE THAT WE ARE NOT THE OBSTACLE. WE HAVE BEEN DOING
EVERYTHING IN OUR PART TO MAKE THIS PEACE PROCESS SUCCESSFUL. WE
REMAIN SERIDUSLY COMMITTED TO THE PEACE PROCESS, BUT CERTAINLY
WE DID NOT COME TO THE PEACE PROCESS TO BARGAIN OUR INNATE AND
BASIC RIGHTS. AND NATURALLY, IT STANDS To REASON AND LOGIC, A
JUST -- A PEACE, A 5TABLE PEACE, A DURABLE PEACE, CANNOT EXIST,
CANNOT BE ESTABLISHED EXCEPT ON THE BASIS OF FAIRNESS AND
JUSTICE. WE ARE NOT INTERESTED IN GETTING A PEACE THAT CAN BE
DESTROYED IN A FEW MONTHS OR WHATEVER. WE WANT A STABLE (PEACE),
A PEACE THAT IS5 BASED ON FAIRNESS AND JUSTICE.

I THINK I SHOULD STOP HERE. THANK YOU VERY MUCH.

MR. MOUASHER: AMBASSADOR MOWAFFAK ALLAF, HEAD OF THE S5YRIAN
DELEGATION.

MR. ALLAF: GOOD AFTERNOON, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN. ONE IS REALLY
EMEARRASSED TO BE OBLIGED TO SAY AGAIN, ROUND AFTER ROUND, THE
SAME THING TO YOU. WE ARE EMBARRASSED BEFORE YOU, BUT BEFORE
THAT ALSD WE ARE EMBARRASSED BEFORE OURSELVES AND BEFORE OUR
PEOPLE AND OUR PUBLIC OPINION.

THIS IS VERY SERIDUS SINCE THIS IS THE 10TH ROUND IN THESE
BILATERAL NEGOTIATIONS, AND ESPECIALLY THAT THE LAST TWO ROUNDS
WERE CONVENED WITH A LITTLE BIT OF DIFFICULTY BECAUSE OF THE
ESCALATION OF ISRAELI PRACTICES IN THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES AND
BECAUSE OF ALL THE INDICATIONS THAT ARE SHOWING WITH INCREASED
CLARITY THAT THE PRESENT ISRAELI GOVERNMENT IS5 FOLLOWING
EXACTLY, IF NOT IN A MORE DANGEROUS WAY, THE POLICIES OF THE
FORMER ISRAELI GOVERMMENT.

I BELIEVE THAT THLIS LACK OF PROGRESS -- CONTINUED LACK OF
PROGRESS IS5 VERY DANGEROUS AND VERY SERIOUS FOR THE CREDIRILITY
OF THE PEACE PROCESS AND FOR THE FUTURE OF PEACE IN OUR REGIONM.
THE REAL REASON FOR THIS LACK OF PROGRESS IS5 THAT IT SEEMS
ISRAEL EITHER DOES NOT UMDERSTAND WHY THE ARAB PARTIES CAME TO
THIS PEACE PROCESS OR, IF THEY DO UNDERSTAND, THEY INTENTIONALLY
TRY TO IGNORE THOSE REASONS AND TRY TO PLAY WITH THE PRECIOUS
TIME IN A MANNER TO TRY TO EXERT FROM THE ARAB PARTIES MORE
CONCESSIONS AND TRY TO MAKE THE ARAB PARTIES, BECAUSE OF MAYBE
DESPAIR, EITHER LOSE ANY CREDIBILITY AND FAITH IN THE PEACE
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PROCESS OR SURRENDER TO WHAT THEY ARE TRYING TO IMPOSE ON THEM.

I THINK ISRAEL IS MISTAKEN IN FOLLOWING THIS, BECAUSE ON BOTH
COUNTS THEY WILL WOT ACHIEYE THE RESULTS THAT THEY ARE HOPING TO
ACHIEVE. ISRAEL CLAIMED IN CERTAIN COMPONENTS OF THE
ARAB-1SRAELI CONFLICT THAT IT IS NOT AN CCCUPIER OR IN CERTAIN
OTHER COMPONENTS OR TRACKS THAT ITS OCCUPATION IS LEGAL OR
PERMISSIBLE AND THAT RESOLUTION 242 REALLY DOES NOT REQUIRE FULL
WITHDRAWAL FROM THE TERRITORIES OCCUPIED IN 1967.

I THINK THIS ATTITUDE WHICH HAS BEEN FOLLOWED BY THE ISRAELI
DELEGATIONS DURING THE PREVIOUS GOVERNMENT AND THE PRESENT
GOVERNMENT, WITH ONLY SOME T VERY IMPORTANT CHANGES IN STYLE AND
APPROACH, THIS DISTORTION OF THE TERMS OF REFERENMCE OF THE PEACE
PROCESS AND THE RESOLUTIONS, THE INSTRUMENTS ON WHICH THE PEACE
PROCESS HAS BEEN BASED, IS5 CREATING AMONMG THE ARAB PARTIES THE
FEELING THAT WHATEVER HOPES OR BEGINNING OF TRUST THEY HAVE FELT
FIRST AT THE BEGINNING OF THE MADRID CONFERENCE AND THEN LATER
WHEN THE MEW ISRAELI GOVERNMENT CAME INTO OFFICE AND CLAIMED
THAT IT CAME TO REVERSE THE POLICY OF FORMER PRIME MIMISTER
SHAMIR -- THESE HOPES AND THESE EXPECTATIONS WERE FOUNDLESS.

THE OCCUPIED ARAB TERRITORIES, WHETHER THOSE TERRITORIES
OCCUPIED IN JUNE 1957 OR THE TERRITORIES OCCUPIED AFTER THAT
DATE IN SOUTH LEBANON AND IN JORDAN AND ELSEWHERE -- THOSE
OCCUPIED TERRITORIES HAVE TO BE LIBERATED IF PEACE IS TO BE
ESTABLISHED. AND NO PART OF THESE TERRITORIES CAN BE EXCLUDED OR
EXCEPTED FROM THIS OBLIGATION. AND, THEREFORE, WHEN WE HEAR THAT
JERUSALEM, FOR INSTANCE, IS NOT PERMITTED TD BE DIUSSED BY OUR
PALESTINIAN BROTHERS OR WHEN WE HEAR THAT THE OCCUPATION OF THE
GOLAN IS5 PERMISSIBLE UNDER INTERNATIONAL LAW OR THAT THE
QCCUPATION IS5 DIFFERENT FROM ACQUISITION OF TERRITORY AS THEY
TRY TD INVENT AND WHAT THEY ARE DOING IS ONLY OCCUPYING BUT NOT
ACQUIRING OR WHEN THEY CONSIDER THAT THEIR PRESENCE IN SOUTH
LEBANON I5 AN OCCUPATION BUT ONLY PRESENCE, ALL THESE THINGS, I
THINK, ARE CREATING THE VERY ELEMENTS THAT WOULD LEAD AT THE
END, I'M AFRAID, TO THE FAILURE OF THIS PEACE PROCESS.

THE ARABS -- AND SYRIA CAN SPEAK FOR SYRIA. THE ARABS, THEY DID
NOT COME IN ORDER TO SURRENDER THEIR RIGHTS OR TO GIVE ISRAEL A
COVER OF LEGITIMIZATION FOR THE OCCUPATION OF THEIR TERRITORY.
THEY HAVE ACCEPTED THE PROMISES GIVEN TO THEM NOT ONLY IN THE
LETTER OF ASSURANCES, BUT ALSO IN THE LETTER OF INVITATION AND
IN THE INSTRUMENTS AND RESOLUTIONS WHICH WERE CONSIDERED AS THE
BAR5I5 THE PEACE PROCESS IN THE TERMS OF REFERENCE OF THE PEACE
PROCESS, THAT THEY ARE INVITED TO A PEACE PROCESS IN ORDER TO
ESTABLISH A COMPREHENSIVE AND JUST PEACE TO END THE ARAB-ISRAELI
CONFLICT AND TO IMPLEMENT THE RESOLUTIONS OF THE PEACE PROCESS
-- RESOLUTION 242, 338 OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL COMCERNING THE
FPALESTINIAN, JORDANIAN, AND SYRIAN TERRITORIES, AND RESOLUTION
425 CONCERNING LEBANESE TERRITORY -- IN ALL THEIR PARTS, IN
ORDER TO PERMIT THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A JUST AND LASTING PEACE.
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WE REMAIN STRONGLY COMMITTED TO PEACE. THIS SHOULD NOT BE
CONFOUNDED WITH THE COMMITMENT TO THE PROCESS. PEACE IS WHAT WE
ARE COMMITTED TO, AND THE PEACE PROCESS SHOULD LEAD U5 TOWARDS
THAT PEACE. IF THE ISRAELIS CONTINUE IN THEIR POLICY, WHICH IS
VOIDING THE PEACE PROCESS OF ANY POSSIBILITY TD REACH THAT NOBLE
GOAL OF PEACE, I THINK ISRAEL IS5 THE PARTY WHICH BEARS THE
RESPONSIBILITY. I HOPE THAT THE ROLE OF THE CO-SPONSORS WHICH
WERE SPECIALLY HIGHLIGHTED DURING THE NINTH AND TENTH ROUND AND
WHICH WE DID NOT SEE REFLECTED IN THE BEHAVIOR AMD THE
PERFORMANCE OF THE ISRAELI DELEGATIONS -- I HOPE THAT ROLE TO BE
PROVEN TO BE REALLY THE ROLE OF AN HONEST BROKER AND A DRIVING
FORCE AND A FULL PARTMER WHO IS APPLYING THAT FULL PARTMERSHIP
IN ORDER TO ENSURE THAT THE TERM3 OF REFERENCE OF THE PEACE
PROCESS ARE RESPECTED AND THAT THE RESOLUTIONS AND THE
PRINCIPLES ON WHICH THE PEACE PROCESS WAS BASED ARE ALSO
ACCEPTED AND NOT VIOLATED. UNFORTUNATELY, THE EXAMPLES OF HOW
THAT ROLE WAS IMPLEMENTED, A5 WE HAVE HEARD AWHILE AGO AND A5 WE
HAVE SEEN AT THE END OF THE LAST ROUND, WERE NOT VERY
ENCOURAGING. AND WE HOPE THAT THIS MATTER WILL BE LOOKED INTO
VERY DEEPLY IN ORDER TO CORRECT THE PATH OF THIS PEACE PROCESS.

DELEGATION.

AMB. FAYEZ TARAWNEH: THANK YOU. LADIES AND GENTLEMEN. THANK YOU
YERY MUCH, DR. MARKWAN.

THIS 15 MY FIRST PRESS COMFERENCE WITH MY COLLEAGUES HERE AND 50
IT'S OMLY NATURAL FOR ME AT THE OUTSET TO REITERATE JORDAN'S
FIRM COMMITMENT TO THE PEACE PROCESS. WHICH IS5 BASED ON THE
TERMS OF REFERENCE, REFERENCES; AS A MATTER OF FACT THE 242 AND
338 AND THE LETTER OF INVITATION TO THE MADRID COMFERENCE, AND
BASED ALSD ON THE LETTER OF ASSURANCES AND, IN PARTICULAR, 1
WOULD STRESS HERE THE LETTER OF ASSURANCES GIVEN TO THE
PALESTINIANS. THE FORMULA OF THE RETURN OF THE ARAB LAND FOR
PEACE, RETURN OF THE ARAB LAND INCLUDING JERUSALEM, WHICH IS IN
OUR CONVICTION, AND ALSO WE SUPPORT THE PALESTINIAN POSITION
HERE, THAT IT IS THE CORE MAYBE OF THE WHOLE PEACE PROCESS —
FOR PEACE IS5 THE FORMULA THAT THE WHOLE PEACE PROCESS IS5 BASED
LPON.

A5 FAR A5 THE JORDANIAN TRACK I5 CONCERNED, I WOULD LIKE FIRST
TO MAKE ONE POINT CLEAR, AND THAT IS5 THE CONCEPT OF THE AGENDA
OR THE DRAFT AGENDA. AS FAR AS WE ARE COMCERNED, WE CONCLUDED
THE MAJOR DISPUTE, DISPUTED LANGUAGE OR THE CONTROVERSIAL
LANGUAGE TO OUR SATISFACTION, BUT WE HAVEN'T DISCUSSED THE
AGENDA IN THIS ROUND. AND AS IT IS5 SOMETIMES REPORTED THAT WE
FINALIZED AN ACCORD OR A TREATY OR AN AGREEMENT, I JUST WANT TO
SAY THAT THIS IS5 AN AGENDA AND IT IS THE STARTING POINT AND IT
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I5 NOT THE FINAL STAGE. WE STILL HAVE A VERY LONG WAY TO GO
LODKING AT THE DIVERSITY OF THE AGENDA ITEMS THAT WE HAVE ON THE
BILATERAL ISSUES. MANY OF THESE BILATERAL ISSUES HAVE ALSOD
REGIONAL DIMENSION.

WE ENGAGED IN SERIOUS DISCUSSIONS ON -- IN CERTAIN WHAT WE CALL
THE PROVISIONAL WORKING GROUPS, WORKING ON DRAFT SUB-AGENDAS AND
DRAWING FROM THE MAIN DRAFT AGENDA, A5 FAR A5 THE TERMS OF
REFERENCES, OF THE TERMS OF REFERENCE THAT ARE MENTIONED IN THE
HAIN AGENDA, THREE PROVISIONAL WORKING GROUPS. ONE DEALS WITH
BORDERS AND JORDANIAN OCCUPIED TERRITORIES AND SECURITY, ONE
DEALS WITH WATER., ENERGY AND ENVIRONMENT, AND THE OTHER DEALS
WITH THE REFUGEES DISPLACED AND ECONOMIC MATTERS.

WE CONCENTRATED -- AND WE ALWAYS STRESS THE POINT THAT WE HAVE
TO START WITH THE ISSUES THAT INCORPORATE RIGHTS. AND WE
CONCENTRATED IN THIS PARTICULAR ROUND ON THE -- WE WANTED TO BE
PRACTICAL AND WE WANT TO APPROACH THE REFUGEE ITEM, WHICH IS
VERY, VERY COMPLICATED, I THINK, IN KIND OF AN OBJECTIVE
APPROACH WHERE WE CONCENTRATED ON A SUB-ISSUE WHICH IS NOT
SECURITY-RELATED BUT HUMAN AND OBJECTIVE, AND THAT IS THE --
THOSE WHO ARE HOLDING PERMITS FROM THE OCCUPYING POWER AND THEY
ARE RESIDING IN JORDAN AND THEY WERE, FOR TECHNICAL REASON WERE
UNABLE TO BE GRANTED THE REENTRY TO THEIR OWN HOME. THIS IS ==
WE ARE NEGOTIATING. AS A MATTER OF FACT, WE PUT OUR CASE VERY
STRONG OMN THAT POINT AND WE HAVEN'T RECEIVED ANY POSITIVE ANSWER
YET. AND THI5 IS -- GAVE US S50ME, I WOULD SAY PESSINISM, AS FAR
A5 THIS PARTICULAR ITEM IS CONCERNED, WHICH IS VERY, VERY
IMPORTANT. AND WE HAYE TOD DISCUSS IT AT ANY POINT OF TINE
BECAUSE IT IS AN AGENDA ITEM. BUT THERE ARE CERTAIN DEFIMITIONAL
PROBLEMS HERE THAT DOES NOT GIVE WS ANY POSITIVE OR ANY
OPTIMISTIC, 1 WOULD SAY, INCLINATIONS FOR THE FUTURE, AND IT
WOULD COMPLICATE ALSO THE OTHER TRACKS, AND IN PARTICULAR THE
PALESTINIAN-ISRAELT TRACK BY DEFINING THE PEOPLE THAT HOLDS SUCH
PERMITS AS RESIDENTS INSTEAD OF CITIZENS.

THE SAME THING WITH THE WATER ISSUE, WHICH IS5 ALSD A YERY
IMPORTANT ONE. AND WE ARE ENGAGED IN TRYING TD FINALIZE A
SUB-AGENDA ON THIS GROUP AND CONCENTRATING ALSO ON THE RIGHTS.
BUT, AS A MATTER OF FACT, WE HAVEN'T BEEN ABLE TO EMBARK
SERIOUSLY ON THIS ISSUE BECAUSE EVEN -- WELL, THERE ARE CERTAIN
SMALL ISSUES THAT WE ARE UNABLE TO GO THROUGH.

THE JORDANIAN CCCUPIED TERRITORIES -- IT IS PART OF THE
TERRITORIAL ISSUES. THAT IS VERY SERIOUSLY ADDRESSED ALSO IN OUR
TRACK.

I WOULD SAY THAT, LOOKING AT THE ENGAGEMENT AND THE DEGREE OF
ENGAGEMENT AND THE SERIOUS DISCUSSIONS, I DON'T CONSIDER THIS
PROGRESS AS SUCH. I CONSIDER THIS MOVEMENT, BUT MAYBE IN A
CIRCULAR MANNER. AND WE HOPE THAT WE WILL BE ABLE TO TAKE OFF,
AND THIS TAKEOFF IS REALLY PENDING OM, AGAIN, ON PROGRESS OR
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PROGRESSES ON THE OTHER TRACKS. AND MAYBE IN PARTICULAR BECAUSE
OF THE PARTICULARITY OF THE RELATIONSHIP WITH THE PALESTINIAN
OCCUPIED TERRITORIES, WE HOPE THAT WE WILL SEE PROGRESS THERE S0
THAT OUR TRACK AND, HOPEFULLY, THE WHOLE PEACE PROCESS WILL
RESUNE.

ABDUL SALAM MAJALI, WHO HAS BEEN CALLED UPON FOR A HIGHER OFFICE
A5 PRINE MINISTER OF JORDAN. THE COMPENSATION IS5 GOOD.

MR. TARAWNEH: THANK YOU.
HR. CHAMMAS: I LOOK FORWARD TO FURTHER COOPERATION.

AT THE RISK OF BEING REDUNDANT AND REPETITIVE AND TRYING TO
AVOID THAT AND SAVE SOME TIME, I START WITH THE FOLLOWING: AT
10:40 THIS MORNING, THE DELEGATION OF ISRAEL, THROUGH ITS HEAD,
READ TO THE LEBANESE DELEGATION A NEW PROPOSAL, AND AFTER WHICH
THEY HANDED ME THAT PROPOSAL IN A WRITTEN FORM. I'M NOT AT
LIBERTY AT THIS 5STAGE TO COMMENT EITHER ON THE FORM OR THE
SUBSTANCE OF THAT PROPOSAL BECAUSE OF TH RESTRAINTS,
CONSTRAINTS, AND OF NEGOTIATIONS AND ITS REQUIREMENTS. THIS
WOULD BE A FIRST REASON. A SECOND REASON, I'D HAVE TO ERIEF MY
PRINCIPALS, IN PARTICULAR THE GOVERNMENT OF LEBANON, BEFORE 1
WOULD BE IN A POSITION TO COMMENT ABOUT IT. THE THIRD ONE, DUE
10 THE PRESSURES OF TIME, I JUST HEARD THE STATEMENT, HAD A
QUICK GLANCE AT IT, AND MADE MYSELF AVAILASLE FOR OTHER OFFICIAL
OBLIGATIONS,

I DO HOPE THAT IN DUE COURSE WE'LL BE ABLE TO SPEAK ABOUT IT,
PERHAPS, PUBLICLY. UNTIL THEN, THE ONLY WAY LEFT FOR ME TO
PROCEED IS TO GIVE YOU A SHORT BRIEFING OF WHAT TRANSPIRED IN
THE LEBANESE TRACK -- LEBANESE-ISRAELI TRACK DURING THIS TENTH
ROUND, AND DRAW FOR YOU THE YARDSTICK OF MEASUREMENT OR THE SET
OF CRITERIA WHICH THE LEBANESE DELEGATION OM BEHALF OF THE
LEBANESE GOVERNMENT WOULD APPLY IN ORDER TO EVALUATE PROPERLY
ANY PROPOSAL WE RECEIVE FROM THE ISRAELI SIDE.

THE YARDSTICKE OF EVALUATION FIRST WOULD BE WHETHER ANY NEW
PROPOSAL HAS ANY NEW ELEMENTS SERIOUSLY DIFFERENT FROM THE
PROPOSAL WHICH PRECEDED IT, AND TO WHAT EXTENT DOES IT TRULY
REFLECT THE ESSENCE AND THE SPIRIT OF THE WEGOTIATIONS TAKING
PLACE BETWEEN THE TWO SIDES. 50, THE FIRST WAY OF MEASUREMENT IS
A COMPARISON. ONCE THIS HAS BEEN DONE, ONE WOULD TRY AND SEE HOW
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THIS COULD BE EVALUATED AGAINST THE ISSUES, THE SERIOUS ISSUES
WHICH DIVIDE THE LEBANESE DELEGATION FROM THE ISRAELI
DELEGATION. 50 TOWARDS THAT AIM. I WILL BE BRIEFING YOU, A5 I
SAID, AND VERY QUICKLY, ON WHAT HAS TRAMNSPIRED.

THE LAST OCCASION I HAD TO SPEAK ON THIS FORUM WAS, I THINK, ON
THE 13TH OF MAY LAST. AT THAT TIME I MADE REFERENCE TO THE
ISRAELT PAPER DATED THE 4TH OF MAY, AND ANOTHER REFERENCE TO THE
LEBANESE PAPER WHICH WE GAVE TO THE ISRAELIS OM THE 11TH OF MAY.
NOW, IN LIGHT OF OUR THOROUGH READING, STUDY AND AMALYSIS OF THE
ISRAELT PROPOSAL OF THE 4TH OF MAY, AND IN THE LIGHT OF THE
SERIOUS DEBATE AND DISCUSSIONS WHICH TOOK PLACE DURING THIS
ROUND, WHAT READING DID WE GIVE TO THE ISRAELI PROPOSAL?

I WANT TO REMIND YOU THAT ISRAEL'S BASIC POSITION RIGHT FROM DAY
OME WAS TO INSIST THAT WE'RE HERE FOR CONCLUDING A TREATY WHICH
SHOULD CONSTITUTE, BEING THE ULTIMATE OBJECTIVE, THE FRAMEWORK
WHICH -- WITHIN WHICH ALL ISSUES SHOULD BE DISCUSSED. A MAIN
HEADLINE OR TOPIC WITHIN THAT FRAMEWORK WOULD BE THE SECURITY
ARRANGEMENTS. A SUBTITLE WOULD BE RESOLUTION 425.

THE ISRAELI POSITION SEEN IN TOTAL, AS REFLECTED IN THE PAPER OF
THE 4TH OF MAY AND A5 COULD BE SUMMED UP FAIRLY, ACTUALLY, AND
IN A VERY HONEST, DIRECT WAY, AMOUNTED TO THE FOLLOWING: “LET'S
FORM A JOINT WORKING MILITARY GROUP TO BE COMPOSED OF HIGH
ISRAELI OFFICERS AND LEBANESE OFFICERS AND MILITARY AND EXPERTS
IN THE SPECIFIC FIELDS OF THE SUBJECTS TO BE DISCUSSED.® THE
TERMS OF REFERENCE OF THAT JOINT WORKING GROUP LAID EMPHASIS ON
THE SECURITY ARRANGEMENTS.

IN A NUTSHELL, THE ISRAELI HEAD OF THE DELEGATION -- [INAUDIBLE)
-= TO US THE POSITION. HE SAID WHAT WE SHOULD TRY AND ATTENPT TO
D0 I5 TD HAVE THIS WORKING GROUP AGREE ON THE NEEDED SECURITY
ARRANGEMENTS, PUT THAT ON HOLD AND DISCUSS AND AGREE ON THE
OTHER COMPOMENTS OF THE TREATY, AND ONCE WE HAVE AGREED ON THE
TREATY, THEN RESOLUTION 425 AND ITS IMPLEMENTATION WOULD FALL
INTO SHAPE ONCE THAT TREATY IS SIGNED. IN ESSENCE, DESPITE ALL
OF THE COSMETICS, THE ISRAELI POSITION OF THE 4TH OF MAY, AND AS
BEEN DEMONSTRATED TO US IN THE COURSE OF THIS ROUND IN THE
EXCHANGES WE HAD WITH EACH OTHER, AMOUNTED TO THAT.

WHAT OUR POSITION WAS IS THAT WE COULD NOT SURRENDER 50 EASILY
ON OUR BASIC POSITIONS AS TO WHETHER IT RELATES TO MECHANISMS
AND PURPOSES. WE MEVER SAID HERE, INSIDE THE ROOMS OR OUTSIDE
THE ROOMS, THAT WE ARE NOT HERE TO CONCLUDE PEACE AND THAT THE
FRUITION OF THESE LONG DISCUSSIONS BE MINDFUL OF THE FACT THAT
WE'RE HERE TO COMCLUDE A COMPREMENSIVE, JUST, AND LASTING PEACE.
THE END RESULT OF OUR EFFORT SHOULD CULMINATE IN THE MECESSARY
LEGAL INSTRUMENTS, BE THEY ACCORD OR ACCORDS, AGREEMENT OR
AGREEMENTS, TREATY OR TREATIES. AND WE NEVER SAID THAT THE END
OF THE ROAD WOULD BE ONLY THE ISRAELI WITHDRAWAL OF -- DR THE
WITHDRAWAL OF ALL ISRAELI FORCES FROM ALL LEBAMESE TERRITORIES.
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WE SAID THIS WOULD BE THE BEGINMING IN ORDER TO ENGAGE PROPERLY
AND USEFULLY IN THE OTHER OBJECTIVES OF THE MADRID PEACE
CONFERENCE.

AND WE PROPOSED TD THAT EFFECT A MILITARY WORKING GROUP TO BE
COMPOSED OF ISRAELI, LEBANESE AND THE UNITED NATIONS THROUGH
UNIFIL. WHY DID WE WANT TO HAVE UNIFIL? BECAUSE ISRAEL REVOKED
UNILATERALLY THE ARMISTICE AGREEMENT AND, CONSEQUENTLY, IT HAS
REVOKED ALL THE MECHANISMS THAT EMANATE FROM THAT AGREEMENT.
(INAUDIBLE) -- HAS BEEN RENDERED ALMOST UNOPERATIONAL. ILMAC,
THE ISRAELI-LEBANESE MIXED ARMISTICE COMMISSION, CANNOT OPERATE.
50 WHAT DID WE HAVE LEFT TO GOVERN THE PREVAILING SITUATION IN
THE SOUTH* WE JUST HAD THE UNIFIL REGIME, WHICH IS A DIRECT
RESULT OF THE DECISION OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 425
THROUGH THE MECHANISM AFFORDED FOR ITS IMFLEMENTATION AND WHICH
I5 TO BE FOUND IN RESOLUTION 426. WE HAVE 5,000 VALIANT SOLDIERS
OPERATING UNDER UNIFIL AND TRYING THEIR BEST IN ORDER TO ASSIST
THE LEBANESE GOVERWMENT REDRESS ITSELF IN ITS INALIENABLE

IF THAT ROLE IS IMPLEMENTED IN ORDER TO CONVINCE THE PARTY WHICH
I5 BLOCKING PROGRESS BECAUSE IT REFUSES TO, FOR INSTANCE,
IMPLEMENT THE CORE ISSUE OF WITHDRAWAL, TO ACCEPT THAT HE IS5 AN
OCCUPANT IN THE TERRITORY, THAT ROLE WOULD BE USEFUL BY
COMVINCINE THE PARTY WHO IS DOING THAT. BUT IF THAT ROLE IS USED
IN ORDER TO INCREASE THE IMBALANCE IN THE SITUATION AND TO BE ON
THE SIDE OF OME PARTY AGAINST THE OTHER, THEN I THINK THAT
INTERVENTION OR THAT USE OF THE ROLE IN THIS MANNER WILL NOT BE

VERY USEFUL.

PEACE TALKS THE STATE DEPARTMENT, WASHINGTON, DC THURSDAY, JULY
1, 1993

MIKE MCCURRY: I THIMK YOU ALL KNOW WHO OUR BRIEFER I5. HE WILL
BE IDENTIFIED AS A SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL WHO'S CLOSELY
FOLLOWING THE TALKS. AND HE'LL BE ON BACKGROUND. THIS IS AN
ON-BACKGROUND BRIEFING. AND WITH THAT, 1 PRESENT OUR BRIEFER,
WHOM ALL OF YOU KNOW.

SR. STATE DEPT. OFFICIAL: I°M HERE TO DISAPPOINT YoU. I WON'T
START OFF BY OFFERING A PERSPECTIVE OF (OUR CONTACTS ?), BUT WHY
DON'T 1 DO THIS? WHY DON'T I GIVE YOU TWD MINUTES OF SUMMARY
ABOUT ALL THE TRACKS, AND THEN I'LL JUST TURN IT OVER TO ANY
QUESTIONS.

THE ISRAELI-SYRIAN TRACK. YOU HAD -- THE PARTIES HAD THREE WEEKS
OF DISCUSSION, WHICH, IT'S NOT GOING TO SURPRISE YOU, COVERED
AGAIN THE CORE ISSUES. WHAT WAS KIND OF INTERESTING, I THINK, IS
THAT THEY DID GO BACK AND TALK ABOUT DIFFERENT PARTS OF THE
PAPER. THEY, FROM TIME TO TIME, RAISED DIFFERENT KINDS OF
FORMULATIONS. THERE WAS A DISCUSSIDN AT ONE POINT ON SECURITY
ARRANGEMENTS, EVEN THOUGH I WOULD SAY IT WAS FAIRLY THEORETICAL.
AND 1 CAN'T POINT TO ANY SPECIFIC PROGRESS IN THE TALKS, OTHER
THAN THE FACT THAT THEY HAD -- THEY CONDUCTED THESE TALKS MNOT
ONLY IN A GOOD ATHOSPHERE, BUT THERE WAS, WITH THE FORMULATIONS,
WITH THE DISCUSSION OF THE SECURITY ARRAMGEMENTS, THERE WAS A
KIND OF CONTINUING PROBING TO SEE WHETHER THERE WAS GIVE IN
CERTAIN POSITIONS, REALLY ON EACH SIDE.
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AND I THINE WE'RE IN THE STAGE WHERE YOU'RE DEALING WITH CORE
PROBLEMS, HARD DECISIONS WILL HAVE TO BE MADE, AND YOU'RE GOING
THROUGH WHAT I WOULD SAY IS A KIND OF INEVITABLE PHASE OF TRYING
TO SEE WHERE, IF AT ALL. THERE'S GIVE; AND IF THERE'S NOT, THEM
THEY THINK ABOUT HOW THEY APPROACH THESE BASIC, HARD DECISIONS
ON THE CORE QUESTIONS. I DO THINK THE FACT THAT THEY HAD THE
KIND OF DISCUSSIONS THEY DID IN THE ATMOSPHERE THEY DID
CONTINUES TO REFLECT SOMETHING ABOUT THE BELIEF IN THE VALUE OF
THE PROCESS. BUT I CAN'T POINT TO ANY PROGRESS, I'D HAVE TO SAY.

IN THE ISRAELI-LEBANESE TRACK, THEY HAD DISCUSSIONS OF THEIR
RESPECTIVE PAPERS, AND THE ISRAELIS, A5 THEY WERE LEAVING TODAY
IN TODAY'S SESSION, PUT ANOTHER PAPER, PUT A NEW PAPER DOWM,
WHICH WAS AN EFFORT ON THEIR PART TO REACH OUT MORE TO THE
LEBANESE IN TERMS OF AGAIN SOME OF THE KINDS OF FORMULATIONS
THAT WERE NEEDED. THEY'VE ASKED THE LEBANESE TO SORT OF TAKE
THIS PAPER AND CONSIDER IT IN ADVANCE OF THE RESUMPTION OF THE
TALKS.

ON THE ISRAELI-JORDAMIAN TRACK, THERE WAS & FAIR AMOUNT OF
DISCUSSION IN A LOT OF THE FUNCTIONAL AREAS THAT THEY'VE SET UP.
THEY, I THINE, ARE FAIRLY CLOSE TO AN AGREEMENT ON BANKING. AND
I'M NOT, AT LEAST TO THIS POINT, AWARE THAT THERE ARE REALLY AMNY
DIFFERENCES THAT REMAIN BETWEEN THEM ON AN AGENDA.

I ALSO DON'T ANTICIPATE THAT THAT IS SOMETHING THAT WILL
NECESSARILY BE FINALIZED BEFORE YOU HAVE SOMETHING ELSE THAT
HAPPENS ON SOME OF THE OTHER TRACKS, FINALIZED IN THE SENSE THAT
IT WOULD BE PUBLICIZED AS WELL.

AND ON THE ISRAELI-FALESTINIAN TRACK, WE HAD COUNTLESS HOURS OF
CONSULTATIONS WITH BOTH SIDES. AT THE BEGINNING OF THE TALKS
THIS MONTH, WHAT ONE SAW WAS A DESIRE ON THE PART OF BOTH SIDES
TO HAVE A DISCUSSION ON A POSSIBLE DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES.
THEY WERE CLEARLY EAGER TO HAVE US INVOLVED AND ASKED FOR OUR
HELP IN THIS. WE HAD -- *%**%* (NAME DELETED), IN PARTICULAR. WHO
I5 SITTING HERE, PROBABLY HAD AT LEAST 32 HOURS OF CONSULTATIONS
WITH THE PALESTINIANS ALONE. WE LISTENED TO A LOT OF -- WE
LISTENED TO THEIR CONCERNS, THEIR VIEWS, AND THAT WAS TRUE ON
BOTH SIDES. AND AFTER LISTENING TO ALL THIS, WE THEN DECIDED TO
COME UP WITH SOME IDEAS THAT WOULD BE DESIGNED PRINCIPALLY TO
SEE IF THERE WAS A WAY TO NARROW SONE OF THE GAPS AND PROVIDE A
FOCUS FOR CONTINUING DISCUSSION, AND WE DECIDED TO OFFER SOME OF
THESE INFORMAL IDEAS OR PRELIMINARY IDEAS IN WRITING, AND WE
DID, IN FACT, TURN OYER AN INFORMAL DRAFT.

WE DO SEE THAT DRAFT AS A BASIS ON WHICH TD HAVE DISCUSSIONS. WE
00 SEE IT AS GIVING THE TALKS A LOGICAL FOCAL POINT IN TERMS OF
ORGANIZING AND SHAPING THEM. BY DEFINITION IT WAS INFORMAL, AND
BY DEFINITION WE'RE JUST NOT AT A POINT WHERE WE'RE ABOUT TO
TABLE FORMAL PROPOSALS. WE'VE GOT A LOT OF HARD WORK YET TO BE
DONE. THE GAP BETWEEN THE PARTIES CONCEPTUALLY AND
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PSYCHOLOGICALLY, I THINK, IS STILL SIGMIFICANT, AND 50 WE'RE
REALLY NOT AT A POINT TO DO SOMETHING TEAT WAS MUCH MORE FORMAL,
BUT WE THOUGHT THIS WAS -- WE WERE AT A POINT WHERE OFFERING
THESE KINDS OF -- OR PUTTING THINGS DOWN IN THIS KIND OF A
FORMAL WAY WOULD MAEE OUR DISCUSSTONS WITH THEM AND WITH EACH
OTHER SOMETHIMG THAT WAS LESS AESTRACT AND SOMETHIMG THAT,
AGAIN, A5 I SAID, MIGHT CREATE MORE FOCUS FOR DISCUSSION. AND
THAT'S PRETTY MUCH WHERE WE ARE. S0 WHY DON'T I STOP THERE.

) SOME OF U5 JUST CAME FROM THE PRESS CONFEREMCE THAT THE HEADS
OF THE ARAB DELEGATION GAVE, IN WHICH THEY PAINTED A COMPLETELY
BLEAK AND GRIM PICTURE, IN WHICH THEY SAID THAT THIS DRAFT
DOCUMENT THAT YOU HAD GIVEN THEM REPRESENTED AN EROSION OF THE
SPONSORS' POSITION, AS IT WAS PUT. THEY SEEMED TO BE VERY
UNHAPPY. THEY SPOKE OF THEMSELVES AS FEELING EMEARRASSED, NOT
ONLY BEFORE US BUT BEFORE THEMSELVES AND BEFORE THEIR PUBLICS,
THAT THERE HAS BEEN NO PROGRESS AND THAT THESE TALKS ARE GOING
NOWHERE .

IN LIGHT OF THAT, CAN YOU TELL US WHAT YOU THINK, WHAT YOU HOPE
TD ACCOMPLISH BY GOING TO THE REGION, AND HOW YOU FEEL ABOUT THE
REACTION FROM BOTH SIDES TO THIS PAPER THAT YOU PUT FORWARD
AFTER 20 MONTHS OF TALKS?

S5R. STATE DEPT. OFFICIAL: WELL, FIRST OF ALL, AGAIN LET'S PUT
THINGS IN PERSPECTIVE. NUMBER ONE, WE KNEW AS WE ENTERED INTO
THI5 SESSION THAT BASICALLY THE GAPS BETWEEM THE PARTIES,
ESPECIALLY ON THE ISRAELI- PALESTINIAN TRACK, WAS SUCH THAT WE
HAD NO POSSIBILITY OF GETTING ANY AGREEMENT RIGHT NOW ON
SOMETHING LIKE A DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES. ON THE OTHER HAND,
WE ALS0 KMEW THAT BOTH PARTIES WANTED TO TALK ABOUT IT BECAUSE
THEY SAW IT AS A KIND OF FRAMEWORK THAT COULD PROVIDE THE BASIS
FOR AN AGREEMENT ON INTERIN SELF-GOVERNMENT ARRANGEMENTS. 50, IF
YOU'RE ENTERING A SITUATION, NUMBER ONE, WHERE THE GAPS ARE
GREAT BUT THERE'S A DESIRE TO WORK ON SOMETHING, OUR THOUGHT
THEN AND OUR CONTINUING THOUGHT IS HOW DOES ONE BEGIN TO CREATE
A DEVICE TO EXPLORE WAYS TO REDUCE THOSE GAPS?

NOW, THEY ARE HAVING DIRECT DISCUSSIONS AND THEY WANTED US TO BE
INVOLVED IN DISCUSSIONS WITH EACH OF THEM AT THE SAME TIME, AND
WHAT WE WERE DOING, AS I SAID, WAS TRYING TO WORK WITH THEM,
LISTEN TO THEM, THINK ABOUT WAYS TO TAKE ACCOUNT OF THEIR
RESPECTIVE MEEDS, ON THE ONE HAND, AND ON THE OTHER HAND, OFFER
SOME IDEAS AND, IN EFFECT, SOME BEST JUOGMENTS BASED ON WHERE
THE TWO SIDES WERE FOR HOW TO BEGIN TO TACKLE SOME OF THE GAPS
AND HOW TO REDUCE THEM AND HOW TO GIVE A FOCUS TO THE TALKS 50
THAT YOU COULD BUILD SOME CONTINUING BASIS ON WHICH TO REDUCE
GAPS AND GET TO A POINT WHERE, IN FACT, SUCH A FRAMEWORK
DOCUMENT AND SUCH A DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES I5 SOMEWHERE DOWN
THE LINE, MAYBE SEVERAL MONTHS DOWN THE LINE, MIGHT BE SOMETHING
THAT'S NO LONGER JUST IN THE REALM OF POSSIBILITY, JUST A
THEORETICAL POSSIBILITY, BUT COULD BECOME A PRACTICAL REALITY.
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SO THAT'S WHAT WAS MOTIVATING US AT THE BEGINNING, AND FRANKLY,
THAT'S WHAT MOTIVATES US EVEN NOW. I MEAN, OFTENTIMES —- AND YOU
KNOW THIS BECAUSE YOU'VE COVERED THIS FOR LONGER THAN -- YOU'VE
COVERED THIS FOR THE 20 WONTHS AMD YOU COVERED THE AREA
BEFOREHAND -- THERE IS A TENDENCY FOR THE PARTIES OFTEN WHEN
THEY 'RE SPEAKING PUBLICLY TO EMPHASIZE THE MDST PESSINISTIC
INTERPRETATION OF THINGS. AMND YOU KNOW, YOU CAN HAVE YOUR OWN —-
WE CAN ALL SPECULATE ON WHY THEY DO THAT. THE FACT OF THE MATTER
1S WHAT WE SEE IN THESE TALKS RIGHT NOW IS, I THINK, A PHASE
THAT WE HAVE TO GO THROUGH, AND NOT JUST ON THE
ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN TRACK BUT ALSO ON THE ISRAELI-SYRIAN TRACK
AND THE LEBANESE AND JORDANIAN TRACKS AS WELL.

THERE ARE -- AS YOU BEGIN TO GRAPPLE WITH WHAT ARE THE REALLY
HARD-CORE PROBLEMS THAT HAYE TO BE ADDRESSED, YOU REQUIRE
DECISIONS THAT ARE NOT EASY TO COME BY, AND IT'5S NOT SURPRISING
THAT A5 YOU WORK YOUR WAY THROUGH TO TRY TO MAKE THOSE
DECISIONS, YOU EXPLORE ALL SORTS OF POSSIBILITIES TO SEE IF
THERE IS5 A WAY TO DO SOMETHING SHORT OF HAYING TO MAKE HARD
DECISIONS,

Q0 CAN YOU TELL US WHICH COUNTRY, **#=%_ YOU ARE GOING TO VISIT
AND WHOM ARE YOU GOING TO MEET, AND WHAT DO YOU WANT TO ACHIEVE?

SR. STATE DEPT. OFFICIAL: WELL, I CAN'T TELL YOU THAT YET
BECAUSE WE HAVEN'T DECIDED YET, AND I CAN TELL YOU THAT IN TERMS
OF WHAT WE WANT TO ACHIEVE, BASICALLY IT'S TO, NUMBER ONE,
FOLLOW UP ON THE ACTIVITIES THAT WE'VE BEEN INVOLVED WITH FOR
THE LAST COUPLE OF WEEKS; NUMBER TWO, AGAIN, TO BE THINKING
ABOUT, WITH THE PARTIES, WHAT ARE THE BEST WAY5S TO TRY TO REDUCE
THE GAPS AND NARROW THE GAPS THAT SEPARATE THEM, WHAT ARE THE
WAYS TO BEGIN TO CREATE THE CONDITIONS AND CIRCUMSTANCES 50 THAT
WE CAN MAKE REAL PROGRESS DOWN THE ROAD.

YOU KNOW, THIS IS5 GOING TO BE A KIND OF CONTINUUM. WE ARE AT A
STAGE, AS T WAS SAYING, WHERE WHEN YOU HAVE ALL THE PARRTIES
GRAPPLING WITH HARD PROBLEMS AND HARD DECISIONS, YOU ENOW,
YOU'RE NOT GODING TO MAKE AN IMMEDIATE BREAKTHROUGH. WHAT YOU CAN
D0 IS5 BEGIN TO CHANGE THE CIRCUMSTANCES AND BEGIN TO CONDITION
ATTITUDES IN SUCH A WAY THAT YOU CAM NOT ONLY NARROW GAPS, BUT
YOU CAN GET EVERYBODY INCREASINGLY COMFORTABLE WITH THE MEED TO
MAKE CERTAIN DECISIONS AND THEN DETERMINE WHETHER OR NOT IN FACT
YOU CAN MAKE REAL PROGRESS.

WE'RE AT A STAGE NOW WHERE I THINK IT'S ALSO IMPORTANT JUST TO
DEMONSTRATE THAT THERE'S AN ONGOING STREAM OF ACTIVITIES THAT
ARE DESIGNED TO TRY TO CONTINUE TO HARROW THOSE GAPS. AND ONE
HANIFESTATION OF THE INTENSIFICATION OF OUR OWM ENROLLMENT IN
THIS PROCESS 1S NOT OMLY HOW WE WORKED WITH THE PARTIES THIS
TIME, WHICH WAS FRAMKLY MUCH MORE INTEMSIVE THAN AT ANY PREVIOUS
TIME, BUT ALSD THAT WHEN THE TALKS END YOU DON'T JUST HAVE A
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HIATUS BETWEEN DISCUSSIONS HERE. 50 YOU HAVE DISCUSSIONS HERE
AND THEN YOU HAVE US GOING OUT. AND WHEN WE GO OUT, WE ALSOD HAVE
AN OPPORTUNITY. WE HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO MEET WITH MANY OF THE
LEADERS IN THE AREA, AND THAT'S A WAY, ALSO, TO BE TALKING NOT
ONLY TO THE NEGOTIATORS BUT ALSO TO BE TALKING TO THE PEOFLE WHO
ARE MAKING MANY OF THE DECISIONS.

a0, YOU KNOW, THAT'S -- A LARGE PART OF OUR PURPOSE IS5 TO FOLLOW
UP, TRY TO -- WHERE WE SEE THAT -- EVEN IF IT ISN'T PARTICULARLY
VISIBLE TO ANYONE ELSE -- WHERE WE SENSE THAT IN FACT THERE IS
SOME POTENTIAL FOR MAKING HEADWAY WE GO AHEAD, NOW, AND TRY TO
FOLLOW UP ON THAT.

0 A FOLLOW-UP TO MARY. DR. ABDUL SHAFI WAS SAYING THAT THEY'RE

OFFICIAL: WELL, I'LL JUST MAKE ONE STATEMENT,
AND THEN A COMMENT. THE FIRST IS I'M NOT GOING TO GET INTO THE
DETAILS OF WHAT WE'VE DOME. WE HAVE TURNED OVER SOMETHIMNG THAT,
A5 T SAID, IS5 AN INFORMAL DRAFT THAT REFLECTS IDEAS WE HAVE ON
HOW TO NARROW GAPS AND HOW TO FOCUS THE NEGOTIATIONS. AND WE SEE
IT A5 A BASIS FOR CONTINUING DISCUSSIONS. AND 50, YOU KNOW,
WE'LL OBYIOUSLY HAVE DISCUSSIONS WITH THEM.

A5 FOR THE -- THE SECOND PART OF YOUR QUESTION IS REALLY THE
MORE OVERARCHING QUESTION. I CAN TELL YOU THAT == AND ***** CAN
SAY THIS, GIVEN HOW MUCH TIME HE'S BEEN SPENDING WITH THEM IN

OFTENTIMES PART OF OUR ROLE HAS BEEN TO GIVE OUR ONN ADVICE ON
WHAT MIGHT BE FRUITFUL TO PURSUE AND WHAT MIGHT NOT BE FRUITFUL
TO PURSUE. I CAN'T TELL YOU THAT NECESSARILY ANY OF THE PARTIES
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HAVE ALWAYS TAKEN OUR ADVICE ON WHAT -- AT ANY GIVEN TIME WHAT
IT MIGHT MAKE THE MOST SENSE TO FOCUS ON. BUT WE HAVE BEEM VERY
CAREFUL THROUGHOUT NEVER TO MISLEAD, AND I THINK PART OF IT IS
-- PART OF WHAT MAY HAPPEN FROM TIME TO TIME IS THAT SOMETIMES
DESIRES CREATE EXPECTATIONS, AND WE HAVE TRIED TO BE VERY
CAREFUL IN TERMS OF HOW WE TALK ABOUT THIMGS.

AND AGAIN, 1 WOULD NOTE TO YOU WHAT I SAID BEFORE. I CAN'T FULLY
EXPLAIN WHY CERTAIN THINGS ARE SAID PUBLICLY AT AMNY GIVEN TIME.
THERE MAY BE ALL SORTS OF MOTIVATIONS, THERE MAY BE DIFFERENT
CONSTITUENCIES AND AUDIENCES THAT ARE BEING ADDRESSED, AND I
THINK YOU HAVE TO TAKE THAT INTO ACCOUNT WHEN YOU HEAR WHAT'S
BEING 5AID.

SR. S5TATE DEPT. OFFICIAL: WELL, WHAT I SAID I5 WE HAD -- WHAT WE
TURNED OVER WAS AN INFORMAL DRAFT THAT REFLECTED OUR IDEAS AND
BEST JUDGMENT ON HOW TO NARROW GAPS> AND MAKE PROGRESS OVER TIME,
AND WE CONSIDER THAT A BASIS FOR DISCUSSIONS.

NOW WE'VE ALSO SAID, AND WE TOLD -- BY DEFINITION WHEN YOU HAVE
IDEAS, WHEN IT'S INFORMAL, BY DEFINITION IT'S NOT ETCHED IM
STONE. BY DEFINITION IT'S SOMETHING THAT IS5 SUBJECT TO
DISCUSSION. AND SO WE'RE GOING TO APPROACH THINGS IN TERMS OF
WHAT WE'VE JUST DONE A5 A LOGICAL POINT OF DEPARTURE, BUT WE
THINK THAT IT HAS -- YOU KNOW, WE DIDN'T COME TO IT EASILY, AND
WE GAVE A LOT OF THOUGHT TO IT, AND WE KNEW WE WEREN'T IN A
STAGE WHERE YOU COULD GO AHEAD, AND AS I SAID, PUT SOMETHING ON
THE TABLE THAT WAS FORMAL. BUT YOU KNOW, IT'5S SOMETHING THAT
REFLECTS SOME THINKING, AND CERTAINLY WE WOULD LIKE TO GET SOME
REACTION FROM PARTIES AND THINK ABOUT, YOU KNOW, HOW TO PROCEED.

REASONS WE SAID WE WERE HANDING OVER AM INFORMAL DRAFT IS THAT,

SUBSTITUTE FOR THE INTERIM SELF-GOVERNMENT ARRANGEMENT, IT IS
NOT INSTEAD OF THE INTERIM SELF-GOVERNMENT ARRANGEMENT, IT IS
MEANT FOR OME PURPOSE, TO INJECT MOMENTUM, DYMAMICS INTO THE
PROCESS. THEY HAVE REJECTED IT, ARGUING THAT THIS IS A
FRAGMENTATION. BUT WE SAY IT IS NOT. WE DON'T ASK YOU TO
AGREE TD ANYTHING BEYOND STARTING RUNNING THESE THINGS. WE
BELIEVE THAT IT IS A PITY THAT THIS OFFER -- AND WE KNOW THAT
THERE ARE PALESTINIANS WHO ARE INTERESTED IN THIS -- HAS NOT
BEEN TAKEN ON.

BASICALLY, THERE IS WHAT COULD HAYE HAPPENED IN THIS ROUND.
WE WORKED WITH THEM, AND I SHOULD SAY IN A POSITIVE NOTE IN
THE LAST FEW DAYS WE'VE BEEN TALKING ABOUT ELEMENTS OF THE
DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES, AND WHILE WE HAVE NOT GONE INTO
DRAFTING, WE HAVE HAD THE SENSE THAT THERE IS MORE
ENGRGEMENT, AND IF THIS CONTINUES, IT COULD BE A GOOD OMEN.
IT HAS NOT FOUND ITS PUBLIC EXPRESSION BY OUR PALESTINIAN
COLLEAGUES, BUT IT HAS BEEN DEFINITELY SOMETHING WHICH WE
LIKE IN THE MEGOTIATIONS. WE'VE ALSO BEEN TALKING ABOUT, AS
YOU KNOW, LAND AND WATER ISSUES, HUMANITARIAN AFFAIRS AND
HUMAN RIGHTS. THIS IS ONGDING.

I'D LIKE TO RECOGNIZE AMBASSADOR EITAN BENTSUR, WHD IS (THE
DEPUTY HEAD 7) OF OUR DELEGATION, WHD JUST JOINED US.

50, BASICALLY, WE LOOK FORWARD TO CONTINUING THESE
NEGOTIATIONS. WHAT ABOUT THE AMERICAN (ANGLE 7)7 THE US HAS
TAKEN AN INTEREST AS A FULL PARTHER TO HELP OUT IN THE
NEGOTIATIONS. THEY NOW SHARE WITH US IDEAS ORALLY AND IN
WRITING, AND WE HAVE TRANSMITTED THEM TO OUR GOVERNMENT TO

MR. RUBINSTEIN: WELL, AS FAR AS THE FIRST PART OF THE
QUESTION, T DON'T THINK I SHOULD CHARACTERIZE THE DOCUMENT
BECAUSE 1 FEEL THAT MY FIRST DUTY IS TO REPORT TO THE
GOVERNMENT, WHICH (WE ?) HAVE BEEN DOING THE LAST COUPLE OF
HOURS SINCE WE GOT THIS -- THE AMERICAN IDEAS. AND ['LL

ROUND OR MEETING. NEVERTHELESS, I THIMK THAT WE HAVE HAD
OCCASION DURING THE MEETING TOD CLARIFY AND TO SHARPEN AND TO
CONDENSE THE POSITIONS OF EACH PARTY. WE HAVE TRIED DURING
THIS MEETING TO MAKE SOME PROGRESS ON THE PROPOSAL WHICH WE
TABLED CONCERNING THE ESTABLISHHMENT OF THE JOINT MILITARY
WORKING GROUP. THIS PROPOSAL, AS YOU MAY REMEMBER, PERTAINS

DURING THIS PAST SESSION, AND IT WILL BE BRIEF FOR TWD MAIN
REASONS. ONE IS5, A5 YOU MAY HAVE MOTICED, I AM LOSING MY
VOICE, AND THE OTHER 15 THERE ISN'T ALL THAT MUCH TO REPORT,
UNFORTUNATELY.

THE PATTERN SHOULD BE FAMILIAR TO YOU FROM EARLIER ROUNDS. TO
JUST REFRESH OUR MEMORIES, LAST SUMMER, AT THE END OF AUGUST,
WE GALVANIZED THE MEGOTIATIONS BY INTRODUCING THE ELEMENT OF
WITHORAWAL AS APPLICABLE TO THE PEACE NEGOTIATIONS BETWEEN
SYRIA AND ISRAEL. SYRIA RESPONDED INITIALLY TO THAT, THE
NEGOTIATIONS BEGAN TO PICK UP AND BEGAN TO DO WELL. DURING
SEPTEMBER AND PART OF OCTOBER, AND THEN AT SOME POINT IN
OCTOBER, THE SYRIANS BEGAN TO INSIST ON ISRAELI ACCEPTANCE OF
THE SYRIAN DEMAND FOR FULL WITHDRAWAL EARLY ON AS A VIRTUAL
PRECONDITION FOR ANY PROGRESS OR ANY ELABORATION OM OTHER
[SSUES FROM -- ON SYRIA'S PART. WE HAVE EXPLAINED TO THE
SYRIANS THAT WE WANTED TO MOVE THE NEGOTIATIONS FORWARD BY
INTRODUCING THIS ELEMENT IN CONTRADISTINCTION TO THE POLICY
OF THE PRECEDING ISRAELI GOVERNMENT, BUT THAT WE WERE NOT
ABOUT TO ELABORATE ON THE EXTENT OF THAT POTENTIAL WITHDRAWAL
BEFORE WE UNDERSTOOD CLEARLY FROM THE SYRIANS WHAT THEIR
POSITION ON THE THREE OTHER MAIN ISSUES: NAMELY THE NATURE OF
PEACE, THE NATURE OF THE PROJECTED SECURITY ARRANGEMENTS, AND
THE COMPREHENSIVE -- THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN OUR TRACK AND
THE COMPREHENSIVE QUEST -- OR THE QUEST FOR A COMPREHENSIVE
SETTLEMENT (THAT WORKED ?).

THE SYRIANS REFUSED TO DD THAT. THEY OCCASIONALLY AFFORDED US
GLIMPSES INTO WHAT THAT MIGHT MEAN, BUT NOT MORE THAN
OCCASIONAL GLIMPSES, AND ESSENTIALLY, THIS TRACK HAS NOT
MOYED IN ANY SUBSTANTIAL WAY SINCE OCTOBER. THIS DOES NOT
MEAN THAT TIME WAS ENTIRELY WASTED. WE HAVE DURING THIS
PERIOD CONDUCTED SEVERAL INTERESTING SESSIONS IN WHICH
INTERESTING EXCHANGES TOOK PLACE IN WHICH WE DID GAIN, AND I
BELIEVE WE ALS0 OFFERED SOME VERY USEFUL INSIGHTS INTO THE
WAY THE S5YRIANS SEE OUR RELATIONS AND OUR FUTURE
RELATIONSHIP, AND IN WHICH WE SEE THE SYRIANS. THIS HAS BEEN
THE CASE, AND I MUST NOTICE THAT OUR ABILITY TO RESUME ON
APRIL 27 AFTER A HIATUS OF ALMOST FIVE MONTHS AT EXACTLY THE
POINT AT WHICH WE HAD LEFT IN MID-DECEMBER, OUR ABILITY TO
CONDUCT DIFFICULT NEGOTIATIONS BASED ON A GREAT DEAL OF
DISAGREEMENT IN A VERY BUSINESSLIKE FASHION, AND YET TO
AFFORD EACH OTHER SOME IMPORTANT GLIMPSES AND INSIGHTS. ALL
ENCOURAGING -- EVEN THE EARLIER LENGTHY HISTORY OF
SYRIAN-ISRAELI RELATIONS.
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AND THE 10TH SESSION, WHICH ENDS TOMORROW, IS THE SECOND
SES5I0N HELD 5INCE THE RESUMPTION OF THE NEGOTIATIONS IN LATE
APRIL.

AND UNFORTUNATELY, AS I SAID EARLIER. THE PATTERM THAT WAS
THUS ESTABLISHED IN LATE OCTOBER WAS NOT BROKEN. WE -- WE ARE
AT THE SAME POINT WHICH WE TRIED TO PERSUADE THE SYRIANS TO
REYERSE THE ORDER, NOT TO FOLLOW A WRONG SEQUENCE, TO OFFER
US FULL AND SATISFACTORY EXPLAMATIONS ON THE ISSUES THAT ARE
OF INTEREST TO WS, AT WHICH POINT WE PROMISED TD ELABDRATE ON
THE EXTENT OF WITHDRAWAL. THIS HAS BEEN TO -- TO NO AVAIL.

WE SPENT MUCH OF TODAY'S SESSION LISTENING TO THE SYRIAN
VERSION OF THE HISTORY OF THESE NEGOTIATIONS AND TO A SYRIAN
EXPLANATION OF WHY THINGS WENT WRONG, AND YOU -- YOU WILL
GUESS CORRECTLY IF YOU GUESSED THAT THEIR EXPLANATION IS
DIFFERENT THAN MINE. AND WE WILL DEVOTE TOMORROW'S BRIEFER
SESSION TO -- TO OUR VERSION, OUR EXPLANATIONS AS TO WHAT IS
FUNDAMENTALLY WRONG WITH THE SYRIAN APPROACH TO THESE
NEGOTIATIONS AND, MORE IMPORTANTLY, WHAT SHOULD AND CAN BE
DONE IN ORDER TO ENSURE THAT WHEN WE RECONVENE, HOPEFULLY IN
ABOUT A MONTH FROM MOW, IT WILL BECOME A MORE FRUITFUL
ENGAGEMENT .

AND WITH -- WITH THE QUOTE, BUT I —- I CAN SURNISE THAT SUCH
AN ISRAELI EXPLANATION WOULD BE GIVEN TO -- TO DRAW A —- BY
WAY OF, LET'S SAY, DRAWING A DISTINCTION BETWEEN THE ISRAELI
ATTITUDE TO THE WEST BANK AND GAZA AND TO THE GOLAN HEIGHTS.
IN THE CASE OF THE WEST BANK AND GAZA, THERE IS OPEN
SOVEREIGNTY AND THERE ARE POWERFUL HISTORIC AND OTHER CLAINS
BY THE JEWISH PEOPLE TO -- TO THOSE PARTS. THE SITUATION WITH
REGARD TO THE GOLAN IS DIFFERENT, AND THE -- THE ACCENT OF
THE ISRAELI POSITION WITH REGARD TO THE GOLAN IS ON SECURITY
AND ON THE NATURE OF THE RELATIONSHIP -- NATURE OF THE
RELATIONSHIP THAT COULD BE ESTABLISHED BETWEEN SYRIA AND
ISRAEL.

OF COURSE, IF BELLIGERENCY IS THE ORDER OF THE DAY AND IF

BELLIGERENCY IS5 NOT TO COME TO AN END, THEN ISRAEL VIEWS THE

MR. RABINOVITCH: ON THE ASSUMPTION THAT AN AMERICAN GROUP OF
DIPLOMATS HEADED BY DENNIS RO55 WILL BE -- THEY HAVE
ANNOUNCED IT ALREADY? OKAY. S0, THIS HAVING BEEN ANNODUNCED,
['M ROT SURE THAT PRESIDENT ASSAD WILL BE THE INTERLOCUTOR OF
THE AMERICAM TEAM, AND THEREFORE, I WOULD SAY WITH THE
SYRIANS RATHER THAN PRESIDENT ASSAD. YES, I THINK THEY CAN

MR. MOUASHER: GOOD AFTERNOON. BEFORE I START, I JUST WANT TO
POINT OUT THAT THERE WILL BE A PRESS CONFERENCE TOMORROW AT 2:00
P.M. FOR THE JOINT =-- A JOINT PRESS CONFERENCE FOR THE ARAB
HEADS OF THE DELEGATION ACROSS THE HALL FROM HERE AT THE
BALLROOM -- TOMORROW AT 2:00 P.M. TO WRAP UP THIS ROUND.

OKAY. ON THE JORDANIAN TRACK, I JUST WANT TO GIVE A BRIEF
SUMMARY OF THE DISCUSSIONS THAT WENT ON IN THIS ROUND, AND TALK
A BEIT ABOUT THE KIMNG'S VISIT, AND THEN RESPOND TO YOUR
QUESTIONS.

IN THIS ROUND WE FEEL THAT THERE ARE -- AS FAR AS THE AGENDA IS5
CONCERNED -- OUR COMMON AGEMDA -- THE OUTSTANDING ISSUES IN THE
COMMON AGENDA HAVE BEEN RESOLVED. HOWEVER, WE HAVE NOT
FORMALIZED OR RATIFIED THE AGENDA YET. IN SPITE OF THIS, WE
REGROUPED THE ITEMS ON THE AGEMDA INTO THREE SUBGROUPS, AND THIS
TOOK PLACE ACTUALLY IN THE LAST ROUND. THE THREE SUBGROUPS ARE
JUST A REGROUPING OF THE ITEMS ON THE AGENDA. THE FIRST GROUP
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HAS TO D0 -- OR DISCUSSES WATER, ENERGY, AND THE ENVIROMMENT;
THE SECOND GROUP DISCUSSES SECURITY AND BORDERS, AND THE THIRD
GROUP DISCUSSES THE SUBJECT OF REFUGEES AND ECONOMIC MATTERS.
EACH GROUP NOW IS5 ENGAGING IN PREPARING A SUBAGENDA FOR ITS
WORK, BEARING IN MIND THAT THE TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR EACH ITEM
IN THESE GROUPS ARE THOSE OF THE MAIN AGENDA. 50 THE GROUPS ARE
NOT ATTEMPTING TO DISCUSS ANY SUBJECT QUTSIDE THE FRAMEWORK OF
THE MAIN AGENDA.

THE GROUPS ARE EMGAGED IN SERIOUS DISCUSSIONS ON ALL THE ITEMS
WITHIN THAT SUBGROUP. WE, ON THE JORDANIAN TRACK, ARE
CONCENTRATING ON ISSUES OF RIGHTS, MAINLY RIGHTFUL SHARES OF
WATER IN THE YARMUK AND THE JORDAN RIVERS, OCCUPIED JORDAMIAN
LAND, AND THE RIGHT OF RETURN OF A CATEGORY UNDER THE ITEM OF
REFUGEES -~ A CATEGORY OF PEOPLE WHD WERE IN THE WEST BANK WHEN
ISRAEL OCCUPIED IT, WHO WERE GIVEN RESIDENCE CARDS BY ISRAEL IN
‘67, WHO WERE GIVEN PERMITS TO LEAVE FOR ONE REASON OR ANOTHER
== EITHER FOR EDUCATION, HEALTH, OR OTHER REASONS -- AND FOR
TECHNICAL, NON=SECURITY RELATED REASONS WERE PREVENTED FROM
COMING BACK TO THE WEST BANK, AND ENDED UP IN JORDAN. THIS
CATEGORY, (CONSIDERED 7) ABOUT 90,000 PEOPLE, AND IT IS ONLY, AS
I SAID, A GROUP WITHIN THE LARGER POLITICAL ISSUE OF REFUGEES
WHICH WE HAYE TO DISCUSS AT SOME POINT. WE HAVE STARTED THE
DISCUSSTONS ON THE SUBJECT OF REFUGEES WITH THIS GROUP BECAUSE
WE FEEL THAT THIS IS A NON- POLITICAL ISSUE, NON-SECURITY
RELATED. THESE ARE PEOPLE WHO SHOULD BE IN THE WEST BANK ANYWAY,
AND IN FACT WERE IN THE WEST BANK IN '67 AND WERE GIVEN
RESIDENCE CARDS BY ISRAEL. WE HAVE RAISED THIS PARTICULAR
SUBJECT IN EVERY SESSION DURING THIS ROUND WITH THE ISRAELIS,
BUT 50 FAR WE HAVE NOT RECEIVED A POSITIVE ANSHWER.

WE BELIEVE THAT A POSITIVE ANSWER WILL HAVE A TREMENDOUS IWPACT
ON THE WHOLE CLIMATE OF NEGOTIATIONS, AND PARTICULARLY ON PUBLIC
OPINION IN BOTH JORDAN AND THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES IF THESE
PEOPLE ARE ALLOWED TO &0 BACK TO THEIR HOMES. THIS IS A FAMILY
REUNIFICATION PROBLEM -- ISSUE, NON- SECURITY RELATED, THAT WE
FEEL CAN REALLY HAVE A TREMENDOUS IMPACT ON THE CLIMATE.

IF I MAY DIVERT FOR A COUPLE OF MINUTES AND TALK ABOUT THE
KING'S VISIT, HIS MAJESTY HAD A VERY, VERY GOOD YISIT IN
WASHINGTON, HE HAD A WORKING VISIT THAT LASTED NINE DAYS DURING
WHICH HE MET WITH MEMBERS OF THE ADMINISTRATION, PRESIDENT
CLINTON, THE VICE PRESIDENT, SECRETARY OF STATE AND SECRETARY OF
DEFENSE. HE ALSD MET WITH MANY MENBERS ON THE HILL. HE MET WITH
THE LEADERSHIP -- SPEAKER FOLEY, MAJORITY LEADER MITCHELL, AND
MINORITY LEADER DOLE. HE HAD TWO VERY GODOD SESSIONS IN BOTH
HOUSES OF CONGRESS -- IN THE LOWER HOUSE AND IN -- I MEAN, IN
THE HOUSE AND IN THE SENATE. AND ON ALL THESE -- IN ALL THESE
VISITS HE WAS VERY WARMLY RECEIVED, AND WE FIRMLY BELIEVE THAT
THE RELATION WITH THE US I5 BACK ON TRACK. JORDAN'S ROLE IN THE
PEACE PROCESS WAS PARTICULARLY COMMENDED BY ALL THOSE WHD MET
WITH HIS MAJESTY. IN ADDITION, OUR ROLE IN DEMOCRATIZATION AND
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IN THE PEACE PROCESS, AS I SAID, RECEIVED VERY HIGH MARKS BY ALL
THOSE WHO MET WITH HIM.

AND I'LL JUST RESPOND TO YOUR QUESTIOMNS.

0 MARWAN, ARE YOUR TALKS WITH THE ISRAELIS, ARE THEY TOTALLY
DEPENDENT ON ANY PROGRESS OR LACK OF PROGRESS -- (INAUDIBLE) --
THE PALESTINIAN -- (OFF MIKE)?

MR. MOUASHER: I WOULD NOT SAY TOTALLY DEPENDENT, BUT THERE IS,
0F COURSE, A DEGREE OF DEPENDENCE. WE HAVE MADE IT CLEAR THAT
RATIFICATION OF THE AGENDA IS GOING TO WAIT PENDING PROGRESS ON
THE PALESTINIAN TRACK. HOWEVER, THAT DOES NOT MEAN THAT WE
CANNOT GO INTO DISCUSSION OF THE SUBJECTS UNDER THE AGENDA AND,

INVOLVEMENT BY THE US AT THE HIGHEST LEVEL. WE ARE NOT SURE YET
WHETHER THE SECRETARY WILL MAKE HIS TRIP. IT MIGHT BE PRECEDED

MR. MOUASHER: NO. WO. EVERY ITEM IS ON THE TABLE FOR DISCUSSION.
HWE HAVE MADE THAT VERY, VERY CLEAR TO THE ISRAELIS. AND, IN
FACT, ALL ITEMS ON THE AGEMDA HAVE BEEN DISCUSSED IN THIS ROUND
IN ONE OR ANOTHER OF THE THREE SUBGROUPS THAT WE ARE FORMING. S0

M5. ASHRAWI: GOOD AFTERNOOM. THIS SETTING REALLY MAKES ME
VERY NOSTALGIC FOR THE ACADEMIC SETTING. WHY DON'T WE TALK
ABOUT OLD ENGLISH LITERATURE? IT'S MUCH MORE FUN I THINK.

0 FICTION OR DRAMA?

M5. ASHRAWI: EXACTLY. FICTION SOMETIMES IS MUCH MORE NORMAL
THAN REAL LIFE. {LAUGHTER.) WELL, WE ARE DRAWING CLOSE TO THE
END OF THE TENTH ROUND OF WEGOTIATIONS. I WOULD SAY -- I WANT
TO CHARACTERIZE THIS ROUND AS THE ROUND OF JERUSALEM,
PRECISELY BECAUSE ISRAELI ACTIONS IN JERUSALEM AND ISRAELI
OFFICIAL STATEMENTS IN PUBLIC HAVE PLACED JERUSALEM AT THE
TOP OF THE AGENDA AS A MATTER OF EXTREME URGENCY.

I WOULD LIKE TO POINT OUT THAT THE SIEGE OF JERUSALEM, THE
CLOSURE OF JERUSALEM, THE CONTINUED CLOSURE OF JERUSALEM, AND
THE IDEDLOGICAL STATEMENTS WE ARE HEARING FROM ISRAELI
LEADERSHIP, STATEMENTS THAT ARE ABSOLUTIST IN NATURE, THAT
SEEK TO PREDETERMINE THE FATE OF JERUSALEM ONCE AND FOR ALL,
UNILATERALLY, ARE STATEMENTS THAT ARE ENTIRELY UMACCEPTAELE,
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COUNTERPRODUCTIVE, AND STRIKE AT THE VERY INTEGRITY OF THE
PEACE PROCESS. THEY DO NOT CONTRIBUTE IN ANY WAY TO THE
ATMOSPHERE OR TO THE SUBSTANCE OF NEGOTIATIONS.

WE CAME PREPARED, FOR THIS ROUND, TO TRY TO ACHIEVE A
COMPREHENSIVE DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES THAT WOULD DEAL WITH
ALL THE CENTRAL IS5UE5S, AND WE TRIED OUR BEST TO REACH A
JOINT DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES WITH THE ISRAELIS. IT BECAME
VERY CLEAR THAT THIS TASK WAS NOT POSSIBLE TO ACHIEVE IN THIS
ROUND. THERE WAS WO SERIOUS ENGAGEMENT THROUGHOUT, THERE WERE
NO CHANGES IN ATTITUDES AND POSITIONS THAT ARE ALREADY HELD.
THE APPROACH OF THE ISRAELIS CONTINUED TO BE ONE OF
FRAGMENTATION, OF DEALING WITH THE FUNCTIOMAL OPERATIONMAL
APPROACH RATHER THAN WITH THE INTEGRATED OR COMPREHENSIVE
APPROACH BASED ON A SET OF AGREED PRINCIPLES, RATHER THAN
MANUFACTURING BASES AND PRINCIPLES FROM OME SIDE ONLY.

THE ISRAELIS REINTRODUCED THE IDEA OF EARLY EMPOWERMENT. AS
YOU REMEMBER, IT WAS PRESENTED EARLY ON WITH THE PREVIOUS
GOVERNMENT, AND WE EXPRESSED OUR EXTREME RESERVATIONS ABOUT
THE WHOLE CONCEPT OF EARLY EMPOWERMENT, NOT ONLY AS A WAY OF
VIOLATING THE FRAMEWORK OF THE HEGOTIATIONS, BUT AS A WAY
THAT COULD JEOPARDIZE THE COMPREHENSIVE NATURE OF THE
SETTLEMENT, THAT COULD BE PREEMPTED, THAT COULD STRIKE AT THE
ELECTED BODY IN THE SENSE THAT IT WOULD MAINTAIN AN ISRAELI
SOURCE OF AUTHORITY. RATHER THAN THROUGH A TOTAL AGREEMENT ON
A REAL TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY, WE WILL BE DEALING WITH
PARTIAL, FUNCTIOMAL DELEGATION OF TASKS RATHER THAN WITH A
COMPREHENSIYE TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY AND THE FORMATION OF A
CENTRAL PALESTINIAN ELECTED AUTHORITY.

WE ALSO THINK THAT IS HAS -- IT IS A RECIPE FOR FAILURE
BECAUSE IF YOU TRY TO FRAGMENT THE SPHERES AND DEAL WITH THEM
SEPARATELY, AND IF YOU MAINTAIN ISRAEL AS THE SOURCE OF
DECISION-MAKING AND AUTHORITY, THENM, OF COURSE, THERE WILL BE
GREATER LEVERAGE FOR ISRAEL ON THESE FEARS THAT ARE
TRANSFERRED EARLY, AND AT THE SAME TIME, THERE WON'T BE THE
ABILITY ON THE PART OF THE PALESTINIANS TO CONTROL THE
CONTEXT OF THESE FEARS, WHATEVER THEY ARE, IN WAYS THAT WOULD
ENSURE THEIR SUCCESS. AND IF THEY FAIL, THAT WOULD JEOPARDIZE
THE WHOLE INTERIM PHASE.

DURING THE THREE WEEKS, WE HAVE -- THREE WEEKS MINUS, WE HAVE
MET IN SEVERAL WAYS5, WHETHER IN PLENARIES OR IN WORKING
GROUPS ON LAND AND WATER, AS WELL A5 THE WORKINE GROUP ON
CONCEPT AND THE SPECIAL WORKING GROUP ON HUMAN RIGHTS. WE'VE
ALSD MET IN A JOINT WORKING GROUP IN WHICH BOTH THE LAND AND
WATER WORKING GROUP AND THE CONCEPT WORKING GROUP JOIMED
TOGETHER TO DISCUSS ISSUES RELATED TO JURISDICTION.

WE HAYE ALS0 HAD THIS MORNING A GENERAL MEETING WITH THE
JORDANIANS AS WELL, IN WHICH THE ISRAELIS RAISED THE ISSUE OF
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HAVING TRILATERAL MEETINGS OR COMMITTEE, PALESTINIAN,
RDANIAN, ISRAELI, TO DEAL WITH WHAT THEY CALL JORDAN'S
RELATED ISSUES ON THE PALESTINIAN TRACK OR
PALESTINIAN-RELATED ISSUES ON THE JORDANIAN TRACK. OUR
RESPONSE IS5 THAT THIS 15 PREMATURE. IF THERE IS A
BREAKTHROUGH, IF THERE IS SERIOUS PROGRESS, WE CAN THINK
ABOUT MEW STRUCTURES. WE ALREADY HAVE ENOUGH STRUCTURES AND
ARE MOT ACHIEVING ANY PROGRESS. AND AT THE SAME TIME, WE
STILL FEEL THAT BILATERAL JORDANIAN-PALESTINIAN ISSUES HAVE
TD BE DEALT WITH IN A BILATERAL WAY. THERE IS NO REASON TO
BRING IN AN ISRAELI ELEMENT ON JORDAMIAN-PALESTINIAN ISSUES
UNLESS THERE IS5 A NEED LATER ON.

THE WORKING GROUP OM CONCEPTS THROUGHOUT THESE WEEKS
DISCUSSED JURISDICTION WITH A PRACTICAL EMPHASIS ON JERUSALEMW
-- WITH A PARTICULAR, SORRY, EMPHASIS ON JERUSALEM AND, OF
COURSE, ISRAELI SETTLEMENTS. WHILE WE SEEK TO ACHIEVE A
SERIOUS TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY, THE ISRAELIS CONTINUE TO
DISCUSS THAT THERE WILL BE A TRANSFER OF THE MAJORITY OF THE
FUNCTIONS OF THE CIVIL ADMINISTRATION, OF THE VAST MAJORITY
OF THE FUNCTIONS OF CIVIL ADMINISTRATION, AND THIS AGAIN
PARTIAL AND FUNCTIONAL APPROACH IS INADEQUATE.

WE DISCUSSED EXCEPTIONS. WE ASKED THEM, WELL, IF YOU WANT TO
DISCUSS THE VAST MAJORITY OF FUNCTIONS, WHAT ARE THE
EXCEPTIONS AND WHAT ARE THE AREAS IN WHICH THEY SEE SHARED
FUNCTIONS? IT TURNED OUT THAT THIS APPROACH WOULD LEAD TO A
SHARED RESPONSIBILITY FOR ALMOST EVERYTHING. IT WOULD JUST
TURN THE PALESTINIANS INTO PARTHERS WITH THE ISRAELIS AND THE

TO TALK ABOUT THIS AND OTHER ISSUES, WE ARE HONORED TO
WELCOME -- HIS FIRST VISIT TO LARRY KING LIVE -- WARREN
CHRISTOPHER, THE SECRETARY OF STATE OF THE UNITED STATES OF
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AMERICA.
MR. KING: CAN YOU TELL US HOW THE DECISION WAS MADE?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, IT WAS MADE BY PRESIDENT CLINTON WITH
A LOT OF DECISIVENESS, A LOT OF DELIBERATION. WE NET FOR MORE
THAN TWO HOURS ON WEDNESDAY NIGHT OF LAST WEEK, AND THEN WE
MET THURSDAY NIGHT AGAIN FOR MORE THAN TWO HOURS. AND THE

PRESIDENT ASKED A LOT OF QUESTIONS. BUT WHEN IT CAME DOWN TO
IT, HE WAS VERY FIRN AND VERY DECISIVENESS.

MR. KING: AND PRESENT WERE YU AND SECRETARY ASPIN AND COLIN
POMELL AND —

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: POWELL AND THE NATIONAL SECURITY ADVISER --
MR. KING: MR. LAKE.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: -- TONY LAKE AND SANDY BERGER, THE DEPUTY.
AND DAVID GERGEN WAS THERE. MACK MCLARTY.

MR. KING: WHY A NIGHT BOMBING?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, THE PRESIDENT WANTED TO MINIMIZE THE
LO5SS OF LIFE INSOFAR AS POSSIBLE AND STILL SEND A VERY STRONG
MESSAGE.

MR. KING: I ENOW, WHEN ISRAEL TOOK OUT IRAQ'S MISSILE -- NOW
WE'VE DISCOVERED IT WAS A -- OBVIOUSLY A BOME THEY WERE
BUILDING. THEY DID IT ON A SUNDAY AFTERNOON WHEN IT WAS ALSO
QUIET, TO MINIMIZE DAMAGE TO PEOPLE.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL. T THINK THAT ONE WOULD LIKE TO AVOID
THE LO35S OF LIFE OF INNOCENT PECOPLE. ON THE OTHER HAND, WHEN
¥YOU CARRY OUT A MILITARY OPERATION, YOU HAVE TO GET THE JOB
DONE. WE HAD TREMENDOUS PROVOCATION HERE. YOU KMNOW, A COUNTRY
THAT TARGETS A FORMER PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES FOR
ACTION HE'S TAEEN WHILE HE WAS IN OFFICE, THAT REALLY IS A
STRIKE AT THE UNITED STATES, AND S0 WE HAD MO CHOICE BUT TO
TAKE VERY FIRM ACTION.

MR. KING: NOW, I5 THERE ANY DOUBT IN YOUR MIND, ANY DOUBT AT
ALL, THAT IRAQ PLANNED THIS?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, YOU KNOW, WE SENT A TEAM OUT -- A CIA
TEAM, FBI, AND SECRET SERVICE -- AND THEY MADE NOT ONE TRIP,
BUT SEVERAL TRIPS TO KUWAIT. AND THEY CAME BACK AND THEY
FOUND COMPELLING EVIDENCE. AND WHEN I SAW THAT EVIDENCE I
THOUGHT IT WAS REALLY VERY, VERY COMPELLING. FIRST, WE HAD
THE TESTIMONY OF TWO INDIVIDUALS WHO CONFESSED, BUT THAT
HWOULDN'T HAVE BEEN NEARLY ENOUGH WITHOUT THE FORENSICS. THE
FORENSICS WERE REALLY OVERWHELMING.
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IN PLAIN TERMS, YOU KNOW, IN TERMS THAT THE AVERAGE PERSON
UNDERSTANDS, WHAT THEY FOUND WAS THAT THIS CAR BOMB AND THE
OTHER S0-CALLED Q-BOMBS WERE THE KIKD OF BOMBS THAT ONLY IRAQ
MAKES. WE FOUND A NUMBER OF EXAMPLES OF IRAQ HAVING MADE
SIMILAR BOMBS AND USED THEM ELSEWHERE. AND THAT EVIDENCE WAS
VERY COMPELLING.

MR. EING: UNDER THE WAR POWERS ACT, PRESIDENT CLINTON TOLD
CONGRESS TONIGHT THAT HE WILL TAKE ADDITIONAL ACTION AGAINST
IRAQ IF IRAQ SPONSORS MORE TERRORISH. HE CALLED THE MISSILE
STRIKE "LIMITED AND PROPORTIONATE® THIS WEEKEND. KIND OF RARE
TO HEAR THE WAR PONERS ACT BROUGHT UP. HE'S FULFILLING ALL
THE CONCEPTS OF THE -- THAT ACT.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: YES. HE REPLIED -- REPORTED TO CONGRESS
CONSISTENTLY WITH THAT ACT.

MR. KING: CONCERNING THE MIDDLE EAST, THOSE SECOND ROUND OF
TALES ARE WINDING UP NOW?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: YES.

MR. KING: IS IT TRUE THAT THE TEAM YOU HAVE IN PLACE IS
BASICALLY THE BUSH-BAKER TEAM IN THE MIDDLE EAST?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, WE CERTAINLY HAVE RETAINED A MUMBER
OF OUTSTANDING PEOPLE.

MR. KING: DOES THAT MEAN THE POLICY REMAINS THE SAME?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, WE ARE TRYING VERY HARD TO GET A
SETTLEMENT THERE. WE'RE BEING SOMEWHAT MORE ACTIVE THAN THEY
WERE. WE'RE BEING WILLING TO BE A FULL PARTNER IN THAT
SITUATION. BUT HERE IS5 ANOTHER PLACE WHERE THERE'S CONTINUITY
IN AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY. WE GIVE PRESIDENT BUSH AND

ISSUES OF OUR NEGOTIATIONS, HOW TO PROCEED. AND IN THE PLENARY,
IN WHICH OUR COUNTERPARTS INVOKED THE JERUSALEM ISSUE, AND EACH
SIDE BASICALLY REPEATED ITS POSITIONS. AND THEY RAISED THE EARLY
EMPOWERMENT IDEA TO EXPLAIN WHY THE PROPOSED IDEA IS PROBLEMATIC

MR. BRINKLEY: MR. SECRETARY, THANK YOU FOR COMING.
SEC. CHRISTOPHER: THANK YOU, DAVID.
MR. BRINKLEY: VERY PLEASED TO HAVE YOU.

NOW A QUESTION FOR YOU, IS THIS IN A SENSE A NEW WORLD FOR
AMERICANS WHO ARE NOT ACCUSTOMED TO THIS KIND OF THING,
CRIMINALS MOVING IN, IMMIGRATION HIGHLY INEFFECTIVE, HAULING
EXPLOSIVES AROUND NEW YORK, TALKING ABOUT BLOWING UP TUMMELS
AND THIS AND THAT? THIS IS NOT THE COUNTRY WE GREW UP IN.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, CERTAINLY TERRORISM IS A SERIOUS
PROBLEM AND I THINK LAST WEEK WE SENT TWO STRONG MESSAGES.
THE MESSAGE THAT WE SENT TO SADDAM HUSSEIN YESTERDAY WAS A
G00D, STRONG MESSAGE. AND THE MESSAGE THAT THE FBI SENT IN
NEW YORK WITH THE ARRESTS IS5 ANOTHER INDICATION THAT THE
UNITED STATES IS GODING TO STAND STROMG AGAINST TERRORISM
WHEREVER WE SEE IT.

MR. BRINKLEY: CAN YOU BE CONFIDENT THAT IN THE FUTURE THE FBI
WILL ALWAYS BE ABLE TO CATCH THOSE PEOPLE BEFORE THEY BLOM IT
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up?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: I WOULDN'T BE CONFIDENT OF THAT, BUT I
WOULD SAY WE'RE GOING TO HAVE A VERY STRONG EFFORT AND I
THINK THE FACT THAT THEY MOVED IN OR WERE ABLE TO MAKE THE
ARRESTS IN NEW YORK 15 INDICATIVE OF THE STRENGTH OF OUR LAN
ENFORCEMENT EFFORT IN THE UNITED STATES.

MR. WILL: ONE TERRORIST GROUP, THE IRA, HAS A SLOGAN. IT
SAYS, "WE ONLY HAVE TO BE LUCKY ONCE." TO PREVENT THEM YOU
HAVYE TO BE LUCKY A GOOD BIT OF THE TIE. IN FACT, EVERY TIME.
IS -- WHAT ELSE CAN WE DO BESIDES SENDING MESSAGES TO
DICTATORS WHD ARE IMPERVIOUS TO OUR INSTRUCTIONS TO MAKE IT
LESS LIKELY THAT SOMEONE'S GOING TO GET LUCKY IN THE MIDDLE
OF MANHATTAN?T

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, WE HAVE TO HAVE A STRONE INTELLIGENCE
OPERATION TD TRY TD FIND OUT WHERE THESE PEOPLE ARE COMING
FROM. WE CLEARLY HAVE TO IMPROVE OUR VISA OPERATION AROUND
THE WORLD, COMPUTERIZE IT, HAVE MORE MODERN METHODS TO TRY TO
KEEP THESE PEOPLE FROM GETTING INTO THE UNITED STATES.

THERE 15 SOME EEDROCK OF PROBLEMS AROUND THE WORLD THAT 1
THINK IT WILL BE HELPFUL IF WE CAN -- FOR EXAMPLE, IF WE
COULD RESOLVE THE MIDDLE EAST PEACE PROCESS PROBLEMS, I THINK
WE WOULD TAEE AN IMPORTANT STEP AGAINST TERRORISM. BUT IT's A
PRIMARILY A LAW ENFORCEMENT MATTER IN THE UNITED STATES AND
IT WILL TAKE GREAT RESOURCES. BUT WE HAVE A COMBIMED FEDERAL,
STATE OPERATION GOING AND I THINK WE NEED TO COMMEND THEM FOR
WHAT THEY DID LAST WEEK IN NEW YORK.

MR. WILL: YOUR ANSWER JUST THERE, DD YOU MEAN TO BE
SUGGESTING THAT IF SOMEHOW ISRAEL WAS AT PEACE WITH ITS
NEIGHBORS, THAT WE WOULD MOT HAVE A TERRORISM PROBLEM?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: NO, BUT I THINK IT WOULD DIMINISH THE
TERRORISM PROBLEM IF WE COULD -- IF THERE WERE PEACE IN THE
MIDDLE EAST, I THINK PEOPLE WOULD BE ABLE TO CONCENTRATE ON
THEIR DAILY LIVES --

MR. WILL: WELL, WHAT I'M ASKING 15 -- SOMETHING WE ASKED MR.
HAMILTON. ISN'T THE PROBLEW NOT THAT THEY DISLIKE ISRAEL BUT
THESE PARTICULAR FUNDAMENTALISTS DISLIKE US?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, THAT'S CERTAINLY PART OF THE PROBLEM,
BUT I THINK WHEREVER YOU CAN PROMOTE TRANQUILITY AROUND THE
WORLD, IF YOU CAN TRY TO END THE FIGHTING IN THAT AREA, IT
WOULD TEND TO DIMINISH THE TERRORISM.

MR. WILL: THE ADMINISTRATION DESCRIBED THE RAID ON BAGHDAD AS
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COMMENSURATE -- NOW THAT'S IN THE EYE OF THE BEHOLDER AND
CLEARLY THE UNITED STATES HAD TO DO SOMETHING AND IT WAS
CATHARTIC TO DO IT. IS THERE ANY REALISTIC HOPE IT WILL DO A
LICK OF GDOD?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: YES, I THINK IT WILL DO QUITE A LOT OF
GOOD. YOU KNOW, WHAT WE HAD INVOLVED HERE WAS A PLANNED
ATTACK ON THE FORMER PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES FOR
ACTIONS HE HAD TAKEN DURING HIS PRESIDENCY. WE HAD TO RESPOND
TO THAT. AND WE DID RESPOND. THE PRESIDENT MADE --

HR. WILL: I'M NOT QUESTIONING THAT. I'M JUST QUESTIONING
WHETHER IT WILL HAVE A DETERRENT EFFECT OF ANY SORT.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: I THINK WHAT WAS KNOCKED OUT WAS VERY
CLOSELY RELATED TO THE ATTEMPTED ASSASSINATION. IT WAS THE
HEADQUARTERS OF THEIR INTELLIGENCE. WE WENT INTO DOWNTOWN
BAGHDAD, SHOWED THEM THAT WE COULD KNOCK OUT A BUILDING WITH
PINPOINT ACCURACY. I THINK THAT SENDS A VERY STRONE MESSAGE.
PROBABLY DDESN'T END THE STORY, BUT IT CERTAINLY IS A
REMINDER TO HIM THAT WE'VE GOT THE CAPACITY TO HURT HIM VERY
BADLY .

MR. DOMALDSON: SPEAK TO THE ISSUE OF COLLATERAL DAMAGE. THE
PENTAGON HAS ADMITTED THAT THREE OF THE -- AT LEAST THREE OF
THE MISSILES MISSED A TARGET AND SOME CIVILIAN DEATHS HAVE
BEEN REPORTED. MOW, IRAQ. I TAKE IT, WILL USE THOSE CIVILIAN
DEATHS TO TRY TO INFLAME MWORE HATRED AGAINST THE UNITED
STATES.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, FIRST, LET ME SAY, 5AM, IT WAS AN
EXTRADRDINARY PERFORMANCE BY OUR MILITARY. TO BE ABLE TO TAKE
23 TOMAHAWK MISSILES, FLY THEM OVER BOC WILES PERHAPS OF
TERRAIN AND HIT BUILDINGS IN DOWNTOWN BAGHDAD AND TO BE ABLE
TD TARGET THE PRECISE BUILDING THAT YOU WANTED TO HIT AND HIT
IT IN SEVERAL POINTS, THAT IS SOME PERFORMANCE. AND THE VAST
MAJORITY =- VIRTUALLY ALL THE WISSILES DID THAT.

THE OTHER SIDE OF THE STORY HAS TD BE KEPT IN MIND. THAT BOMB
THAT WAS PLANNED TO ASSASSINATE PRESIDENT BUSH WOULD HAVE
KNOCKED OUT FOUR SQUARE BLOCKS IN DOWNTOWN KUWAIT CITY. THINK
OF THE NUMBER OF PEOPLE WHO WOULD HAVE BEEN KILLED BY THAT.
THEY WERE REALLY INNOCENT CIVILIANS. 50 I THINK YOU HAVE --
THAT HAS TO BE KEPT IN BALANCE.

NOW, WE DON'T KNOW EXACTLY WHAT HAPPENED IN BAGHDAD. WE ONLY
HAYE THE STORIES AT THE MOMENT FROM THE IRAQIS.

MR. DONALDSON: LET ME CONTINUE THE LINE OF QUESTIONING THAT
GEORGE, I THINK, WAS ON. SADDAM HUSSEIN IS5 LIKE A KEWPIE
DOLL. KNOCK HIM DOWN, HE POPS RIGHT BACK UP. TONY CORDESMAN
LISTED A NMUMBER OF THINGS HE'S DOING NOW, PAINTING THE
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AIRPLANES, HARASSING THE KURDS, DIVISIONS ON THE BORDER. WHAT
DO WE DO? JUST KEEP HITTING HIM EACH TIME HE TRANSGRESSES?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: YES, I THINK WE HAVE TO STAY RIGHT ON HIS
TRAIL. YOU KMNOW, THIS WAS A VERY DISCRETE ACTION AND IT
WORKED OUT VERY WELL. BUT WE'RE GDING TO HAVE TO BE FOLLOWING
THE UN RESOLUTIONS. THEY MEED TO BE ENFORCED. THIS IS QUITE
INDEPENDENT OF THAT. WE'LL BE LOOKING AT THAT NEXT WEEK A5 WE
MOVE INTO THAT PERLOD.

I AGREE WITH WHAT TONY CORDESMAN SAID. I THINK HE IS BEING
WEAKENED. THE SANCTIONS ARE HAVING THEIR EFFECT. WE JUST HAVE
TO KEEP THE PRESSURE ON, MAKE HIS PEOPLE KNOW THAT THEY ARE
SUFFERING BECAUSE OF HIS CONDUCT.

MR. DONALDSON: IRAN EITHER HAS OR IS NEAR PERFECTING AN
ATOMIC DEVICE. CAN WE ALLOW THAT TO HAPPEN?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: IRAN IS A VERY SERIOUS PROBLEM FOR US. IRAN
AND IRAGQ ARE THO OF THE MAJOR PROBLEMS AROUND THE WORLD AND
ONE OF THE THINGS I DID LAST WEEK WHEN I WAS IN EUROPE WAS TO
TRY TO PERSUADE THE ALLIES THAT IRAN IS5 REALLY AN OUTCAST AND
WE NEED TO TAKE UNIFIED JOINT ACTION AGAINST IRAN BECAUSE
THEY ARE TRYING TO ASSEMBLE WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION.

(MIXED VOICES.)
MR. DOMALDSON: I GUESS WHAT I'M REALLY ASKING --

MR. BRINKLEY: WHAT REACTION -- WHAT REACTION DID YOU GET FROM
THE ALLIES?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: 1 &OT A VERY POSITIVE REACTION. THEY AGREED
THAT THIS WAS A PROBLEM WE HAD TO TAKE A NEW LOOK AT. SOME OF
THEM, IN MY JUDGMENT, HAVE BEEN DOING TOO MUCH TRADING WITH
IRAN. IRAN DOES NOT WEED THAT KIND OF ENCOURAGEMENT AND S0
WE'VE GOT A DETERMINED EFFORT TO TRY TO PULL TOGETHER THE
WESTERN ALLIES IN DEALING WITH IRAN AND PUTTING UP A GOOD,
STERN FRONT AGAINST IRAN.

MR. DONALDSOM: WELL, I GUESS WHAT I'M REALLY ASKING IS5 THE
(BEGIN?) BAGHDAD QUESTION. ISRAEL TOOK OUT THE REACTOR IN

BAGHDAD BEFORE THEY COULD PERFECT IT. SHOULD THE WEST MAKE
CERTAIN THROUGH MILITARY MEANS THAT IRAN DOES NOT ACHIEVE

THESE WEAPONS?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, WE'LL HAVE TD LOOK DOWN THE ROAD AT
THAT. THE MAIN THIMG WE WANT TO DO AT THE PRESENT TIME IS TO
KEEP THEM FROM GETTING THE CAPACITY TO BUILD THE WEAPONS.

MR. BRINKLEY: WHY NOT KNOCK IT QUT? WHY NOT KNOCK IT OUTT A
DANGER TO THE WHOLE HUMAN RACE.
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SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, YOU KNOW, WE'LL HAYE TO FIND OUT
EXACTLY WHERE IT IS, HOW FAR ALONG THEY ARE. THERE ARE BETTER
CHOICES IF WE CAM KEEP THEM FROM ACTUALLY GETTING THE
WEAPONS, BEINE AELE TO BUILD THEM.

MR. DONALDSON: GEORGE. LET ME JUST ASK THE SECRETARY, GIVE
HIM A CHANCE TO RESPOND. I CHARACTERIZE YOUR LATEST VIEWS AS
I THINE YOU GAVE THEM BEFORE MR. HAMILTON'S COMMITTEE, ABOUT
BOSNIA AS ONE OF SAYING THAT THERE WAS FAULT ON ALL SIDES
EQUALLY. IS THAT YOUR VIEW?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: NO, IT CERTAINLY ISN'T, SAM. AND THANK YOU
FOR GIVING ME AN OPPORTUNITY TO STRAIGHTEN THAT OUT RIGHT
HERE AND WOW (AND CLOSE TO THE EVENT?).

I HAVE SAID THAT THERE WERE ATROCITIES COMNITTED BY ALL
SIDES. BUT 1 HAVE SAID I GUESS A DOZEN TINES, MAYBE 20 TIMES,
THAT THE MAIN CULPRIT HERE, THE PRINCIPAL VILLAIN IS5 THE
SERB5. NOW THERE ARE -- A5 I 5AY, THERE'S ATROCITIES ON ALL
DIES. THERE ARE ELEMENTS OF A CIVIL WAR HERE A5 WELL AS
ELEMENTS OF AGGRESSION. BUT THERE'S WO QUESTION IN MY MIND
THAT THE PRINCIPAL VILLAIN IS5 THE SERBS.

MR. DONALDSON: WELL, I BRING THIS UP BECAUSE AS YOU KNOW, THE
NEWSPAPERS PLAYED IT UP AND QUOTED AN INTERNAL MEMD
APPARENTLY FROM JAMES BISHOP, THE DEPUTY ASSISTANT SECRETARY
OF STATE FOR HUMAN RIGHTS, (WHO'57) CHARACTERIZED AS SENT YOU
A MEMD TRYING TO CORRECT WHAT HE THOUGHT WAS A MISAPPLICATION
OF THAT.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, HE DID SEND ME A MEMO. IT WAS A
VOLUNTEERED MEMD AMD IT POINTED OUT TO ME THAT THERE WERE
ONLY 18 INSTANCES, I THIMK, OF ATROCITIES BY THE BOSNIANS. I
THINE THAT REALLY PROVES MY POINT THAT THERE ARE ATROCITIES
ON ALL SIDES. HE DID MAKE THE SAME POINT THAT 1 MADE IN THAT
VERY TESTIMONY AND THAT IS THAT THE PRINCIPAL VILLAIN IS THE
SERBS --

MR. DONALDSOMN: WELL, IF THE SERBS ARE THE PRINCIPAL VILLAIN,
CAN THE UNITED STATES ACCEPT A PARTITION OF BOSNIA IN WHICH
THE SERBS WIN?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WE'RE TRYING TO KEEP THE PRESSURE ON THE
SERB5 IN EVERY WAY. THOSE SANCTIONS ARE PROBABLY HURTING THE
SERBS EVEN MORE THAN THEY'RE HURTING THE IRAQIS. THEIR
ECONOMY IS IN TERRIBLE SHAPE. WE'RE DOING WHAT WE CAN. WHAT
THE PARTIES THERE WILL ACCEPT, OF COURSE, IS UP TO THEM. AND
I DON'T REALLY ACCEPT THE NOTION THAT WHAT IS5 BEING PROPOSED
IN GENEVA IS5 A PARTITION. IT'S A DIVISION OF THE COUNTRY INTO
SECTORS BUT IT REMAINS A SINGLE COUNTRY, AT LEAST A5 [
UNDERSTAND THAT PROPOSAL.
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BUT THE MAIN POINT I WANT TO MAKE I5 THAT WE HAVE NOT
ACCEPTED SERB AGGRESSION. THE AGREEMENT OF THE ALLIES WHO MET
HERE IN WASHINGTON A COUPLE OF WEEKS AGD WAS THAT WE WILL
KEEP THE SANCTIONS ON AND KEEP THEM ON FOR A LONG, LONG TIME.

MR. BRINKLEY: GEORGE?

HR. WILL: I'D LIKE TO GO BACK TO THE QUESTION OF IRANIAN
WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTIOM. YOU SAID YOU'VE TOLD SOME OF OUR
EURDPEAN ALLIES THAT THEY'RE TRADING TOO MUCH. AND I ASSUME
YOU MEAN TOO MUCH IN STRATEGIC MATERIALS WITH IRAN. WHICH
NATIONS?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: I JUST SAY WE'RE GIVING THEM TOO MUCH
ENCOURAGEMENT. AS YOU LOOK AROUND, THERE ARE NUMBER OF
COUNTRIES, 1 THINK, THAT ARE ON THE VERGE OF TRADING
RELATIONSHIP. I'M WOT TALKING ABOUT STRATEGIC MATERIALS. BUT
I THINK WE ODUGHT TO MAKE IRAN KNOW THAT THEY ARE GOING TO PAY
A PENALTY IF THEY TRY TO BUILD THESE WEAPONS OF MASS
DESTRUCTION. I DON'T THINK WE OUSHT TO HAVE NORMAL TRADING
RELATIONSHIPS WITH THEM.

MR. WILL: WHEN ISRAEL MORE THAN A DECADE AGD STRUCK THE
REACTOR IN BAGHDAD, ISRAEL WAS ROUNDLY DENOUNCED IN PUELIC AT
LEAST AS SORT OF COMMITTING AN OUTLAW ACT. AREN'T WE AWFULLY
GLAD THEY DID?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL. WE'RE CERTAIMLY GLAD THAT REACTOR IS
NOT THERE IN BAGHDAD --

MR. WILL: THAT'S A YES —-
SEC. CHRISTOPHER: -- AT THE PRESENT TIME.

MR. WILL: QUESTION ABOUT SOMALIA. WHAT ARE WE DOING THERE AND
HOW WILL WE EMOW WHEN WE'VE DONE IT? IT WAS IN SOMALIA -- IT
WAS THE FIRST ACT OF FORCE CHASING THAT WARLORD BY THE
CLINTON ADMINISTRATION. CAN YOU DESCRIBE WHAT WE'RE DOING
THERE? IT'S NOT JUST FACILITATING THE DISTRIBUTION OF FOOD
ANY LONGER.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, I THINK WE'RE TRYING TO KEEP THESE
WARLORDS FROM REGAINING THE POSITION THAT THEY HAD WHEN WE
HAD TO GO IN THERE BEFORE. AIDEED WAS A VERY DESTRUCTIVE
FORCE IN MOGADISHU. WE'RE TRYING TO PREVENT HIM FROM
REGAINING THAT POSITION. WE TOOK A VERY STRONG ACTION AGAINST
HIN. I THINK IT WAS A PROPER ACTION. WE MIGHT HAVE TO DO
SOMETHING ELSE.

MR. WILL: ARE WE NOT THEN ON THE BRINK OF, IF NOT WAIST DEEP
IN, NATION-BUILDING?
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SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, I WOULD REMIND YOU THAT THE UNITED
STATES WENT IN AND WE PACIFIED THE AREA. IMPROVED THE FOOD
DISTRIBUTION, SAVED THOUSAMDS OF LIVES, PROBABLY HUNDREDS OF
THOUSANDS BY NOW —-

KR. WILL: THAT WA5S OUR MISSION AS I UNDERSTOOD IT.

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: THAT WAS OUR MISSION. NOW THE UNITED
NATIONS HAS TAKEN OVER AND THEY ARE PURSUING A BROADER -- A
BROADER AGENDA OF TRYING TO GET SOMALIA BACK ON ITS FEET.
NOW, THERE IS5 A CERTAIN AMOUNT OF NATION- BUILDING THAT'S
INVOLVED THERE, BUT YOU HAVE TO PREVENT THE WARLORDS FROM
HAVING A DOMINATION OF THE CITY IF YOU'RE GOING TO ACHIEVE
THAT.

MR. WILL: IS THERE WOT A DANGER THAT THE AMERICAN MILITARY IS
GOING TO COME TO BE CENTAURIONS RENTED TO THE UN, CARRYING
OUT THE UN'5 WILL AND NOT THE WILL OF THE AMERICAN
GOVERNMENT?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: WELL, I THINK THE AMERICAN MILITARY NEEDS
TO HAVE THE COOPERATION @F OTHER COUNTRIES AROUND THE WORLD.
THERE ARE MANY THINGS THAT WE WEED TO DO MULTILATERALLY. BUT
ONE THING 1 WOULD EMPHASIZE, GEORGE, IS THIS EVENT YESTERDAY
SHOWED THAT FROM TIME TO TIME, THE UNITED STATES WILL HAVE
ITS VITAL INTERESTS 50 SERIOUSLY THREATENED THAT WE WILL ACT
ALONE. IN THE UNITED NATIONS, WE WILL ACT WITH OTHER
COUNTRIES. WE'LL PRESS THEM TO DO THEIR PART AND WE WILL DO
OUR PART. BUT I EMPHASIZE THAT WHEN OUR VITAL INTERESTS ARE

BORIS YELTSIN TO DELIVER AID QUICKLY?

SEC. CHRISTOPHER: NOT AT ALL. WE'RE MAKING GREAT PROGRESS IN

THAT. MORE THAN HALF OF THE DOLLAR 1.6 MILLION THAT WE PROMISED AT
== ( DOLLAR 1.67) BILLION DOLLARS WE PROMISED AT VANCOUVER HAS
ALREADY BEEN COMMITTED. I THINE WE WILL SEE GOOD PROGRESS

AGAIN AT TOKYD. 50 WE'RE GOING FORWARD WITH THAT. WE HOPE TO

HAVE PLEDGES FROM THE OTHER NATIONS TO MATCH OUR PLEDGES.

MR. BRIMKLEY: MR. SECRETARY, THANK YOU.

MR. RUBINSTEIN: THERE WAS -- I WAS ASKED ABOUT THIS COMING

SUBJECT OF JERUSALEM SHOULDN'T HAVE BEEN RAISED AND HAS BEEN
RAISED. IT'S NOT ON THE TABLE.

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ONE YEAR AGOD THE STATE OF ISRAEL CHOSE A NEW HOPE - CHOSE TO BELIEVE
IN THE VIRTUE OF A DIFFERENT PATH - CHOSE SECURITY AND PEACE. WE
REQUESTED AND RECEIVED THE CONFIDENCE OF THE PEOPLE FOR AN APPROACH
NEW AND DIFFERENT FROM THAT WHICH WAS FOLLOWED IN THE LAST 15 YEARS.
WE PRESENTED OUR PLEDGE TO HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS OF VOTERS -- AND
ALREADY FOR A YEAR WE HAYE BEEN BUSY WORKING TO HONOR IT.

THIS 1S BUT THE BEGINNING. THE WAY BEFORE US IS STILL LONG. THERE
WILL BE SUCCESSES, AND ALSD FAILURES AND DIFFICULTIES. BUT OUR GODAL
HAS BEEN DEFINED, AND IS CLEAR TO US: A DIFFERENT NATIOMAL ORDER OF
PRIORITIES THAN THAT WHICH EXISTED UNTIL NOW -- SECURITY AND PEACE.

FOR 45 YEARS NOW WE HAVE BEEN DREAMING OF PEACE. WE DESIRE PEACE, AND
WE ARE READY TO PAY A PRICE -- BUT NOT ANY PRICE. IN THE LAST YEAR,
WE HAVE PROVEN TO OURSELVES, TO THE NATIONS OF THE WORLD, AND TO THE
ARAB COUNTRIES THAT WE ARE READY AND SERIOUS IN OUR ASPIRATION FOR
PEACE. WE HAVE PROVEN THAT WE ARE NOT SEEKING IDLE DISCUSSIONS OR
FOOT-DRAGGING THAT LEAD NOWHERE, CERTAINLY NOT TO PEACE.

WE HAVE TAKEN SIGNIFICANT STEPS TO REDUCE TENSIONS, AND TO BUILD
TRUST. WE HAVE COMPROMISED. I MAY HAVE BEEN MISTAKEN WHEN I SET FORTH
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A PREMATURE TIMETABLE FOR DISCUSSIONS AND EMCOURAGED EXAGGERATED
EXPECTATIONS. HOWEVER, IF THIS HAS BEEN INTERPRETED IN DAMASCUS,
AMMAN, BEIRUT, AND IN THE PALESTINIAN CAMP, AS A RACE ABGAINST THE
CLOCK, DR THAT WE WOULD BE PUSHED TO A SOLUTION ONLY IN ORDER TO
ACHEIVE A SUCCESS, THERE COULD BE NO GREATER MISTAKE. IN ORDER TO
REDUCE THE DAMGER FOR OUR CHILDREN, IN ORDER TO PROVIDE SECURITY ToO
THE PEOPLE OF ISRAEL, WE HAVE, AND SHALL HAVE, ALL THE TIME IN THE
WORLD.

WE BELIEVE THAT WE HAVE INFUSED A NEW HOPE, A NEW WIND IN THE SAILS
OF PEACE, WE HAVE INTRODUCED CONTENT INTO THE PROCESS BY INCLUDING
SUBSTANTIVE TOPICS. ALL OF THE INITIATIVES IN THE MNEGOTIATIONS, IN
ALL OF THE TRACKS, HAVE BEEN OURS.

TO THE PALESTINIANS WE HAVE PROPOSED OPTIONS FOR SELF-GOVERNMENT
INCLUDING THE TRANSFER OF MANY SPHERES OF OPERATION INTO THEIR HANDS.
TO THE S5YRIANS WE SAID THAT WE WERE READY TO APPLY THE PRINCIPLE OF
WITHDRAWAL ON THE GOLAN HEIGHTS.

WE HAVE MADE THESE PROPOSALS OUT OF CAREFUL CONSIDERATION,
INSPECTION, AND EXAMINATION. WE CONSIDERED ALL THE POSSIBILITIES --
FIRST AND FOREMOST, SECURITY. WE HAVE STATED AND HAVE RESTATED, THAT
WE WILL MAKE CONCESSIONS FOR PEACE, BUT WE WILL NOT CONCEDE SECURITY.

TO OUR REGRET, AND THIS IS THE TRUTH EVEN IF IT IS5 NOT PLEASANT, THE
ARAB PARTIES TO THE PEACE NEGOTIATIONS HAVE YET TO RECIPROCATE. THE
ARABS ARE STILL HELD CAPTIVE BY THEIR SLOGANS, EACH PARTY IS5 STILL
SET AGAINST THE OTHER, THERE IS5 NO AGREEMENT AMONGST THEM -- AND

IS AGAINST US'. THE UNITED STATES HAS IMPROVED ITS RELATIONS WITH US,
HAS RETURNED TO A NORMAL COURSE OF CLOSER RELATIONS AND SINCERE AND
OPEN DIALOGUE. THE ADMINISTRATION OF PRESIDENT BUSH  APPROVED
GUARANTEES WORTH 10 BILLION DOLLARS. THE CLINTON ADMINISTRATION HAS
OPENED ITS HEART AND ARMS TO US AND IS CONTINUING THE AMERICAN
TRADITION OF SUPPORT FOR ISRAEL. IN EUROPE, OUR DIALOGUE WITH THE EC
HAS BEEN IMPROVED AND DEEPENED. WE HAVE BEEN INUNDATED BY VISITING
HEADS OF STATE -- AND WE HAVE RESPONDED TO THEM WITH FRIENDSHIP AND
WITH ECONOMIC AND OTHER LINKS. WE ARE NO LONGER 'A PEOPLE THAT

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 23, 1993

JIM LEHRER: WE GO FIMALLY TONIGHT TO A NEWSHAKER INTERVIEW WITH KING
HUSSEIN OF JORDAN. HE'S IN THE UNITED STATES FOR TALKS WITH PRESIDENT
CLINTON AND OTHER US OFFICIALS, ALL AIMED AT IMPROVING JORDAN'S
RELATIONS WITH THE UNITED STATES. THEY WENT SOUR WITH JORDAN'S
PERCEIVED SUPPORT OF IRAGQ IN THE GULF CRISIS THREE YEARS AGD.

I SPOKE WITH KING HUSSEIN EARLIER THIS EVENING.

(VIDEOTAPED SEGMENT}

YOUR MAJESTY, WELCOME.

KING HUSSEIN: THANK YOU VERY MUCH INDEED.

MR. LEHRER: YOU SAID THE OTHER DAY THAT SPRING HAS COME AGAIN TO THE

RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND JORDAN. WHAT HAS BROUGHT
THIS ABOUT?
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KING HUSSEIN: I BELIEVE THAT THE RELATIONSHIP OF FRIENDSHIP AND
MUTUAL RESPECT AND COOPERATION IS ONE THAT WE HAVE CHERISHED OVER
MANY, MANY YEARS, BUT I BELIEVE WITH THE VISIT TO WASHINGTON THIS
TINE AND MY MEETING WITH THE PRESIDENT AND THE IMPRESSION HE LEFT ON
ME, AND WITH LEADERS IN THE NEW ADMINISTRATION, I FEEL CONFIDENCE
THAT THE WARMTH HAS RETURNED TO OUR RELATIONSHIP AND THAT WE WILL BE
WORKING TOGETHER AS PARTNERS IN PURSUING COMMON WELL-BEING AND GOALS.

MR. LEHRER: DO YOU NMOW REGRET THE PRO-IRAQ POSITION YOU TOOK DURING
THE GULF WAR?

KING HUSSEIN: I, NOT FOR THE FIRST TIME, WOULD LIKE TO 5AY THAT I
NEYER TOOK A PRO-IRAQ POSITION DURING THE GULF WAR. I HAD TRIED MY
UTHOST TO DEAL WITH THE SITUATION WITHIN OUR REGION AND TO REVERSE
THE UNFORTUNATE INVASION OF KUWAIT PEACEFULLY. I WAS CONCERNED FOR
THE LOSSES, HUMAN, MATERIAL, AND FOR THE LONG-RANGE EFFECTS,
INCLUDING THOSE ON THE ENVIRONMENT AT THE TIME.

I DON'T THINK I WAS POPULAR WITH A LOT OF PEOPLE AS A RESULT OF THAT,
BUT I BELIEVE I DID THE RIGHT THING.

WR. LEHRER: WELL, LET ME PUT IT TO YOU ANOTHER WAY, THEN. DO YOU
REGRET YOUR DECISION NOT TO JOIN THE COALITION WITH THE UNITED STATES
AND THE UNITED NATIONS IN TRYING TO GET IRAQ OUT OF KUWAIT?

KING HUSSEIN: I DID MY UTMOST TO TRY TO GET IRAQ OUT OF KUWAIT
PEACEFULLY AND TO AVERT ALL THE DISASTER THAT FOLLOWED.

MR. LEHRER: S0 YOU HAVE NO REGRETS ABOUT JORDAN'S POSITION, EVEN
THOUGH IT'S CAUSED YOU SOME PROBLEMS?

KING HUSSEIN: I BELIEVE, SIR, BETWEEN FRIENDS WE HAVE TO BE VERY,
YERY FRANK AND VERY OPEN, AND FRIENDSHIP IMPLIES THAT WE GIVE AND
TAKE, AND THIS 15 WHAT WE HAVE DOME OVER THE YEARS. I DON'T BELIEVE
THERE WAS ANYTHING THAT WOULD CAUSE ME NOW TO SAY THAT I WOULD HAVE
DONE IT ANY DIFFERENTLY.

I FACED A CRISIS IN OUR REGION, A TERRIBLE ONE. I TRIED MY BEST TO
RESOLVE IT TO THE BEST OF MY ABILITY, AND I BELIEVE THAT MY FEELINGS
WERE SHARED BY MANY THROUGHOUT THE WORLD, INCLUDING HERE IN THE
UNITED STATES.

MR. LEHRER: AS YOU KNOW, THERE WAS A RECENT REPORT FROM THE GENERAL
ACCOUNTING OFFICE OF THE US CONGRESS WHICH SAID THAT YOUR COUNTRY
ACTUALLY PROVIDED HELP TO THE IRAQIS DURING THE WAR, AGAINST THE
UNITED STATES AND OTHER FORCES. IS THAT TRUE?

KING HUSSEIN: THIS IS TOTALLY UNTRUE AND I WOULD LIKE TO KNOW, IF
THIS SUBJECT IS5 TO BE PURSUED ANY FURTHER, WHERE AND WHAT EVIDENCE
THERE IS OF THAT. WE HAVE OUR HONOR AND WE HAVE OUR WORD AND THAT
MEANS A LOT TO US AND WE WERE MOT INVOLVED IN HELPING ANY AGAINST
ANY. NOR DID WE KNOW THAT IRAQ INTENDED TO DO WHAT IT DID IN THE
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FIRST PLACE.

MR. LEHRER: WELL, THE WORDS OF THE REPORT WERE, QUOTE, "THESE
ACTIVITIES INCLUDED JOINT TRAINING EXERCISES WITH IRAQ, TWO CASES OF
PROVIDING ACCESS TO US TECHNOLOGY, ONE CASE OF PURCHASING SPARE
PARTS, AND ONE CASE OF DEALING WITH A SHARING OF COALITION AND
ISRAELT INTELLIGEMCE INFORMATION," END QUOTE. THAT'S OUT OF THE
REPORT .

THAT DID NOT HAPPEN?

KING HUSSEIN: I DIDN'T REALIZE THAT WE WERE GOING TO DISCUSS THIS
REPORT. I REALLY HAVE NOT READ IT ALL THAT SERIOUSLY BECAUSE THERE
HAS BEEN A LOT OF MUDSLINGING AS REGARDS JORDAN, A VERY STRONG FRIEND
OF THIS COUNTRY, THROUGHOUT ITS HISTORY. AND AS FAR AS THAT GOES,
YES, JOINT TRAINING, THERE WAS JOINT TRAINING BUT AT A TIME WAY
BEFORE THE WAR AND THE EVENTS THAT TOOK PLACE IN 1590.

WE WERE MEMBERS OF WHAT WAS CALLED ARAE COOPERATION COUNCIL, AND THAT
INCLUDED EGYPT, JORDAN, IRAQ AND YEMEN. AND WITHIN THE ARAE CONTEXT,
YES, WE DID HAVE JOINT TRAINING AND WE HAD FACILITIES OPEN TO ALL
ARABS TO COME AND JOIN AND BENEFIT FROM OUR EXPERIENCE. BUT THIS
DIDN'T HAPPEN DURING THE CRISIS OR AFTER THE CRISIS.

HMR. LEHRER: DURING THE WAR ITSELF, YOU WERE NOT SHARING Us
INTELLIGENCE INFORMATION THAT YOU HAD GAINED AS A RESULT OF YOUR
RELATIONSHIP WITH THE IRAQIST YOU'RE 5AYING THAT'S JUST NOT TRUE?

KING HUSSEIN: WE NEVER HAD ANY INFORMATION TO SHARE WITH ANYBODY.

MR. LEHRER; WELL, AS YOU KNOW, YOUR MAJESTY, I'VE HEARD WHAT YOU SAID
AND I'VE HEARD WHAT YOU SAID ELSEWHERE BEFORE YOU CAME HERE TODAY.
THE PERCEPTION IN THE UNITED STATES, LIKE IT OR NOT, WAS THAT YOU
WERE SUPPORTING IRAQ AGAINST THE UN FORCES. YOU ARE SAYING THAT IS
JUST NOT 50. IS5 THAT YOUR POSITION NOW?

KING HUSSEIN: I NEVER SUPPORTED IRAQ IN ITS INVASION OF KUWAIT, NOR
DID I SUPPORT IT IN ANY WAY IN THAT REGARD. I WAS VERY CLOSE TO IRA{Q
DURING THE TERRIBLE EIGHT YEARS OF WAR, WHICH CAUGHT US BY SURPRLSE,
WITH IRAN, BUT S50 WAS THE UNITED STATES AND PROBABLY RELATIONS
BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND IRAQ AT A CERTAIN TIME WERE MUCH MORE
INTIMATE THAN OURS.

MR. LEHRER: AND IS5 IT YOUR FEELING AFTER TALKING TO PRESIDENT CLINTON
AND THE NEW ADMINISTRATION THAT WHATEVER MAY HAYE HAPPENED, OR
WHATEVER THE PERCEPTIONS MAY HAVE BEEN, THAT THEY HAD NOW BEEN PUT
ASIDE ABOUT YOUR ROLE DURING THE GULF CRISIS?

KING HUSSEIN: SIR, I AM NOT BORN TODAY. I'VE BEEN IN A POSITION OF
RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE LAST 40 YEARS AND HAVE A RECORD OF WHICH I AM
PROUD, AND S50 IS JORDAN. I HOPE THAT THE CHAPTER IS CLOSED AND I HOPE
THAT THOSE WHO WOULD LIKE TO STIR EVERY NOW AND AGAIN THIS I3SUE OR
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THAT ISSUE TO CAST DOUBTS ABOUT OUR INTEGRITY WOULD REALIZE THAT IT
I5 FUTILE, AND IT I5 IN BAD TASTE.

MR. LEHRER: DID YOU TALK TO PRESIDENT CLINTON ABOUT THIS? DID HE TALK
TO YOU ABOUT IT?

KING HUSSEIN: WE TALKED ABOUT A VARIETY OF THINGS. I THINK PRESIDENT
CLINTON KNOWS WHERE WE STAND AND WE HAD A VERY 600D TALK AND WE SEE
EYE TO EYE ON MANY MATTERS, SIR.

MR. LEHRER: WHAT IS5 YOUR ASSESSMENT OF WHERE THE MIDDLE EAST PEACE
TALKS ARE RIGHT NOW?

KING HUSSEIN: THEY ARE AT A VERY INTERESTING MOMENT, AT A VERY
CRITICAL MOMENT AND I BELIEVE THAT WE DID WHATEVER WE COULD OUT OF
CONVICTION IN JORDAN WHEN WE HAD THE (IMAUDIBLE) MEETING AND ALL
SCHOOLS OF POLITICAL THOUGHT IN THE COUNTRY DECIDED THAT WE SHOULD GO
TO MADRID. AND WE STARTED THE PROCESS AND PROVIDED AN UMBRELLA FOR
PALESTINIANS TO BE INVOLVED IN THE PROCESS BECAUSE WITHOUT THE
PALESTINIANS I CAN'T SEE ANY SOLUTION TO THE PALESTINIAN PROBLENM. IT
I5, AFTER ALL, ONE THAT CONCERNS THE PEOPLE WHO HAVE SUFFERED 50 MUCH
AND WHO REALLY WANT TO SHARE IN BRINGING ABOUT THE KIND OF PEACE THAT
FUTURE GENERATIONS CAN LIYE WITH AND PROTECT.

I FEEL THAT WE NEED MORE HELP. THERE IS A CONVICTION IN THE AREA
AMONGST A VAST MAJORITY OF PEOPLE ON EITHER SIDE OF THE DIVIDE THAT
THI5S 15 A CHANCE, THE LAST CHANCE. IT SHOULD BE TAKEN, TO HAYE PEACE
COME TO EXIST BETWEEN THE PEOPLE OF THE REGICN, THE CHILDREN OF THAT
LAND, THE KIND OF PEACE THAT CAN LAST, THE KIND OF PEACE THAT FUTURE
GENERATIONS CAN ACCEPT AND LIVE WITH AND PROTECT.

I BELIEVE THAT ANYTHING THAT CAM GIVE PALESTINIANS SOME IDEA AS TO
WHAT THE END OF THEIR EFFORTS IS GOING TO BE LIKE WILL ENCOURAGE
RAPID PROGRESS OM ALL LEVELS IN TERMS OF THE TALKS.

MR. LEHRER: IS IT YOUR FEELING THAT THAT IS -- THAT STEPS ARE BEING
TAKEN TOWARD DDING THAT? IN OTHER WORDS, TOWARDS GIVING THE
PALESTINIANS THOSE KINDS OF ASSURANCES THAT THEY FEEL THAT THEY NEED
TO MOVE THIS THING ANOTHER STEP ALONG THE WAY?

KING HUSSEIN: I BELIEVE THAT WHAT HAS, AT THE MOMENT, APPEARED AS AN
AREA OF CONCERN IS THAT. 1 SALUTE THE COURAGE OF THOSE WHO CAME OUT

OF THE TERRITORIES TD REPRESENT THE PALESTINIAN DIMENSION, PHYSICAL

AND MORAL COURAGE, AND THEIR COMMITMENT TO THE CAUSE OF PEACE.

I HOPE THAT SOMEMOW WE CAN ENGAGE IN GETTING OVER THIS HUMP AND
MOVING AHEAD, WITH THE HELP OF THE UNITED STATES AND WITH THE
PARTICIPATION OF THE UNITED STATES AS A FULL PARTNER.

MR. LEHRER: IS IT YOUR FEELING THAT IT'5S RIGHT FOR A DRAMATIC
BREAKTHROUGH, OR IS IT GOING TO TAKE JUST MORE OF THIS KIND OF SLOW
PLODDING COURSE WHICH SEEMS TO RESULT IN VERY SMALL STEPS, IF ANY
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STEPS AT ALL? HOW DO YOU SEE THIS PLAYING ITSELF OUT FROM THIS POINT
ON?

KING HUSSEIN: T BELIEVE, SIR, THAT A LOT OF STEPS HAVE BEEN TAKEN,
AND I THINK THAT IN THE FUTURE MAYBE THE PEOPLE IM OUR REGION OUGHT
TO BE APPRAISED OF WHAT IS5 HAPPENING 50 THAT THEY -- AFTER ALL. THEY
ARE INVOLVED AND IT I5 THEIR FUTURE THAT IS IN THE BALANCE, THAT THEY
KNOW WHAT IS HAPPENING. I THINK THAT WE NEED JUST A RENEWED EFFORT TO
HOYE AHEAD AND MOVE RAPIDLY.

MR. LEHRER: A REMEWED EFFORT ON WHOSE PART? WHOSE JOB IS5 IT NOW TO
MOYE IT OVER THE HUMP, A5 YOU SAY?

KING HUSSEIN: WELL, AS YOU KNOW THERE ARE TALKS OMGOING BETWEEN
DIFFERENT COUNTRIES IMVOLVED. ON THE PALESTINIAM DIMENSION THERE IS
STILL CALL FOR TRANSITIONAL PERIOD. A TRANSITIONAL PERIOD TO WHAT? I
KEPT ASKING THIS QUESTION IN THE PAST WITHOUT DBTAINING ANY ANSWER.

[SRAEL PROBABLY VIEWS THE MATTER IN THE WAY THAT IT WOULD LIKE TO
CONCENTRATE ON THE TRANSITIONAL PERIOD AT THIS STAGE AND MOTHING
ELSE. PALESTINIANS FEEL THAT THEY WOULD LIKE TO KNOW SOME SHAPE OF
WHAT THE END RESULT I5 GOING TO BE, TO ENCOURAGE THEM TO GO ON.

S0 IT IS5 THAT, IN ADDITION TO THE NEED FOR THE UNITED STATES TO
HOPEFULLY BE WITH US IN THIS PROCESS NOW.

MR. LEHRER: IS5 IT A MATTER OF THE UNITED STATES NOW FINDING A FORM OF
WORDS THAT WOULD SATISFY THE PALESTINIANS IMSOFAR AS WHAT THIS THING
COULD EVENTUALLY LEAD TO WHICH WOULD THEN MAKE IT POSSIELE FOR, 3AY,
YOU ALL, THE JORDANIANS, THE SYRIANS AND OTHERS TO EMBRACE THE WHOLE
THING AND MOVE IT THE MNEXT STEP? IS THAT REALLY WHAT IT'S GOING TO
TAKE?

KING HUSSEIN: I BELIEVE IT SHOULDN'T BE A NEXT STEP. IT SHOULD BE A
SERIES OF STEPS. WE SHOULD REALLY GET INVOLVED AND CONTINUE UNTIL WE
ARRIVE AT A HAPPY CONCLUSION TO THIS PROCESS AND WE ESTABLISH A JUST
AND DURABLE PEACE IN OUR REGION.

I THINK THAT THE PALESTINIANS NEED A BIT OF REASSURANCE AT THIS
STAGE. THEY HAVE SUFFERED ENOUGH.

MR. LEHRER: IN A GENERAL WAY, YOUR MAJESTY, SOME AMERICANS ARE ASKING
THE QUESTION NOW FOR THE FIRST TIME, PARTICULARLY SINCE THE COLD WAR
WAS OVER, IS, WHY SHOULD WE CARE S0 DEEPLY ABODUT WHETHER OR NOT
THERE'S A PEACE IN THE MIDDLE EAST. THERE'S NO OPEN WARFARE THERE.
THERE ARE PEOPLE ACTUALLY KILLING EACH OTHER IN BOSNIA AND OTHER
PARTS OF THE WORLD. WHAT'S 50 IMPORTANT ABOUT THE MIDDLE EAST RIGHT
NOW?

KING HUSSEIN: WELL, PEACE, IF IT COMES TO THAT PART OF THE WORLD WILL
MEAN A GREAT DIFFERENCE TO A LOT OF PEOPLE AND THAT AREA IS IMPORTANT
TO THE REST OF THE WORLD. IT WILL MEAN PEACE BETWEEN THE FOLLOWERS OF
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THE THREE GREAT MONOTHEISTIC RELIGIONS. IT WILL MEAN AN ENTIRELY NEW
FUTURE FOR THAT ENTIRE REGION, AND IT WILL MEAN THE REMOVAL OF THE
ROOT CAUSE OF A LOT OF INSTABILITY WITHIN THE REGION AND BEYOND, 50
[SN'T THAT WORTH THE EFFORT?

MR. LEHRER: IF THIS EFFORT DOES NOT MAKE IT, IF THIS PARTICULAR SET
OF TALKS -- 1 DON'T MEAN THIS ROUND BUT I MEAN THIS PEACE EFFORT DOES
NOT MAKE IT, THEN WHAT'S THE DOWN SIDE?

KING HUSSEIN: THE DOWM SIDE IS THE SUCCESS OF EXTREMISTS ON EITHER
SIDE OF THE DIVIDE IM DESTROYING THIS CHAMCE, WHICH IS5, IN MY VIEW,
NOT MAY BE, (BUT) IS THE LAST CHANCE FOR PEACE. THE FUTURE COULD BE A
VERY, VERY GRIM ONE FOR EVERYEODY CONCERNED.

MR. LEHRER: YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT THE POSSIBILITY OF A SHOOTING WAR
BETWEEN ARABS AND ISRAELIS?

KING HUSSEIN: THERE HAVE BEEN ENOUGH WARS THAT HAVEN'T PRODUCED ANY
RESULTS. PEOPLE ARE COMMITTED, I HOPE, TO FINDING A SOLUTION
PEACEFULLY. BUT IF THAT IS LOST THEN THERE WILL BE A LOT OF
TURBULENCE AND WE WILL BE SLIDING INTO A VERY DARK ABYSS.

MR. LEHRER: IS YOUR READINE THAT THE PARTIES, THAT ALL OF THE PARTIES
INVOLVED IN THIS, WHETHER THEY BE ISRAELIS OR WHETHER THEY BE
PALESTINIANS, SYRIANS, JORDANIANS OR WHATEVER. THAT EVERYBODY AGREES
THAT THIS IS THIS MOMENT AND IT MUST BE SEIZED?

KING HUSSEIN: THAT IS5 HOW I FEEL AND THAT'S WHAT I HAVE SEEN.
(INAUDIBLE) NO EVIDENCE THROUGHOUT THIS PERIOD, PARTICULARLY SINCE
MEETINGS ARE HELD REGULARLY BETWEEN REPRESENTATIVES OF THE COUNTRIES
INVOLVED AND THE PALESTINIANS, AND WE SEE N0 OTHER OPTION AND WE ARE
DETERMINED TO DO WHATEVER WE CAN. BUT WE HOPE THAT WE WILL BE ENABLED
TO DO 50.

MR. LEHRER: ALL RIGHT. YOUR MAJESTY, THANK YOU VERY MUCH.
KING HUSSEIN: THANK YOU 50 MUCH.

DELEGATION TO THE MIDDLE EAST PEACE TALKS WASHINGTON, DC WEDNESDAY,

M5. ASHRAWI: GOOD AFTERNOOM. FIRST OF ALL, I WOULD LIKE TO APOLOGIZE
FOR THE SIZE OF THIS ROOM. I ENOW WE'RE VERY CROWDED.

(0 SOMETHING -~ SOMETHING IS WRONG,

M5. ASHRAWI: THERE IS A LOT OF —- WHAT'S WRONG? THE SOUND. (CONFERS
OFF MIKE.) CAN YOU HEAR ME? (OFF-MIKE CROSS TALK.) I THINK IT'S FINE.
I CAN HEAR MYSELF. YOU CAN HEAR ME?

I BEGAN WITH AN APOLOGY, AS USUAL, ABOUT THE SIZE OF THIS ROOM. WE
COULDN'T FIND A LARGER ONE, AND SECOND OF ALL, THE LABYRINTHINE

GEOGRAPHY OF THIS HOTEL, OTHERWISE AN EXERCISE IN SEEING WHO HAS A
SENSE OF DIRECTION TO FIND THIS ROOM. I HAD A HARD TIME FINDING IT.

['LL TRY TO GIVE YOU A BRIEF SUMMARY OF WHAT HAS BEEN HAPPENING. AS
YOU KNOW, THE FIRST WEEK EWDED WITHOUT ANY AGREEMENTS AND WITH THE
SORT OF ENHANCED INVOLVEMENT OF THE US WITH EMPHASIS BEING PLACED ON
PALESTINIAN- AMERICAN DISCUSSIONS OR NEGOTIATIONS. THE NEGOTIATIONS
RESUMED THIS WEEK ON TUESDAY AFTERNOON -- WE SHIFTED TO THE AFTERWOON
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SESSION, AND WE'VE HAD THE SESSION IN MORN -- SORRY, IN THE
AFTERNDON.

THE FIRST SESSION, THE PLENARY, CONCENTRATED MAINLY ON THE
INTRODUCTION -- OR THE INTRODUCTION BY THE ISRAELI SIDE OF THE ISSUE
OF EARLY EMPOWERMENT. THEN THERE WAS A DIVISION INTO WORKING GROUPS
AND THE WORKING GROUP OMN COMCEPT AND ON LAND MET.

IN THE WORKING GROUP ON CONCEPT, THE PALESTINIAN SIDE TRIED TO STRESS
THE NEED TO WORK SERIOUSLY ON A DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES, ON
REACHING AN AGREEMENT ON THIS JOINT DECLARATION, AND URGED THE
ISRAELIS TRY TO CHANGE SOME OF THE POSITIONS THAT THEY'VE HELD SINCE
THE BEGINNING, AND THERE WAS A DISCUSSION THAT THE BASIC COMPOMENTS
OF THE ISRAELI PRESENTATION HAVE WNOT CHANGED FROM THE BEGINNING TILL
NOW, AND THIS KIND OF STUBBORNNESS IS NOT CONDUCIVE TO PROGRESS, AND
WHILE CONSISTENCY IS A VIRTUE IN CERTAIN CASES, IN OTHER CASES IT IS
NOT, THAT WE ARE HERE TO EVOLVE POSITIONS AND TO MAINTAIN THEIR
PRESENTATION IN AN UNMOVING WAY IS NOT GOING TO LEAD TO ANY PROGRESS.

IN THE LAND WORKING GROUP, THE ISRAELIS WERE INTERESTED IN DISCUSSING
THE LEGAL DEFINITIONS OF THE LAND. THE PALESTINIAN SIDE STRESSED OR
ASKED FOR A MODEL OF ADMINISTRATION OF THE LAND -- TO DISCUSS THE
ADMINISTRATION OF THE WHOLE LAND RATHER THAN TO WORK ON THE
DEFINITIONS OF THE DIFFERENT DIVISIONS OF THE LAND. THE COMCEPT OF
DIVISION AND SHARINE IS SOMETHING THAT WE HAVE NOT ACCEPTED AND WILL
NOT DEAL WITH.

AFTERWARDS, THE WORKING GROUP ON HUMAN RIGHTS MET, AND -- (CONFERS
OFF MIKE) -- IT MET VERY BRIEFLY. THE MAJOR TOPICS WERE THE VIOLEMNCE
AND THE EXCESSIVE USE OF FORCE, AND OF COURSE, THE REMINDER TO THE
ISRAELTS OF THE PREVIOUS COMMITMENT WHICH THEY HAD MADE WHICH THEY
HADN'T CARRIED OUT, PARTICULARLY PERTAINING TO PRISONERS AND
DETAINEES.

I WOULD LIKE TO SAY THAT THERE IS AN EMERGING FEELING THAT THE
ISRAELT SIDE HAS, IN A SENSE, NO WILL TO NEGOTIATE. THERE IS NO
ENGAGEMENT OR SERIOUSNESS IN APPROACHING THESE ISSUES.

THE DISCUSSIONS WITH THE AMERICAN SIDE HAVE BEEN ONGOING. WE HAVE MET
WITH THE -- WELL, THE NEW-OLD TEAM. WE HAVE MET WITH DENNIS ROS5 IN
HIS NEW HAT YESTERDAY, AND WE'VE HAD ONGOING DISCUSSIONS. WE ARE
STILL ENGAGED IN PRESENTING THE PALESTINIAN RATIOMALE AND
EXPLANATIONS FOR THE DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES AND WHY WE WOULD LIKE
TD SEE A COMPREHENSIVE DOCUMENT AND NOT A PARTIAL DOCUMENT.

AS FAR AS ISSUES THAT ARE BEING DISCUSSED, THESE ARE ALL WITHIN THE
DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES. THEY ARE ISSUES THAT WE WOULD LIKE TO SEE
IN ANY CONTEMPLATED AMERICAN DOCUMENT, AND WE CONTINUE TO EXPLAIN
THAT WE NEED TO SEE THE AMERICAN ROLE EVOLYE A REALLY EVEN-HANDED
ROLE. INTERVENTION IS NOT JUST FOR THE SAKE OF FORM, BUT FOR THE SAKE
OF SUBSTAMCE.

0 YOU DESCRIBED THE ISRAELIS AS STUBBORN AND NOT SERIOUS. BASICALLY

YOU DESCRIBE YOUR OWN DELEGATION? COULD YOU GIVE US SOME EXAMPLES

WORKING ON IT. THEY SAY IT'S EVOLVING. WE HAVE PRESENTED THEM VERY

0 50 FAR AS THE PALESTINIANS, THE MEETING WITH KING HUSSEIN AND WHAT
YOU WOULD LIKE FROM HIM, AT HIS NEW CONFERENCE, WITHOUT ANY
SPECIFICITY == WHICH IS THE WAY HE USUALLY APPROACHES ISSUES -- HE

THEY DO NOT RECOGNIZE OR ACCEPT THE ANNEXATION OF EAST JERUSALEM NOR

PARTICIPATION IN THIS PROCESS. 1 THINK THE AMERICANS LOOKED AT IT
FUNCTIONALLY, AS A WAY OF BRINGING THE PALESTINIANS INTO THE PEACE
PROCESS BY ASSURING US THAT AMERICAN POLICY ON THESE ISSUES WOULD
REMAIN CONSTANT AND THAT THE PALESTINIANS WOULD NOT BE MADE SUBJECT
TD COERCION OR PRESSURE OR POWER POLITICS IN NEGOTIATIONS.
UNFORTUMATELY, AS 1 SAID, WHEN THE TIME CAME FOR IMPLEMENTATION, WE
DISCOVERED THAT THE LETTER OF ASSURANCES IS A MODEL STATEMENT BUT I3
NOT AN EFFECTIVE STATEMENT AND DOES NOT HAVE AN APPLICATION OR AN
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ENFORCING MECHANISM. AND THIS WAS A SOURCE OF TREMENDOUS DISTRUST --
I THINK 1 LOST MY MIKE. (ADJUSTING MICROPHONE.) WE'RE ALWAYS HAVING
PROBLEMS WITH TECHMOLOGY HERE. STATE OF THE ART. OKAY. IS THIS
BETTER?

YES. S0 IT WAS A SOURCE OF TREMENDOUS, 1 WOULD SAY, RESENTMENT, AND
HWE FELT THAT A MAJOR COMPOMENT THAT PROMISED A CERTAIN SAFETY NET TO
THE PALESTINIANS HAS BEEN WITHDRAWN. MOW, THEY DIDN'T SAY THAT IT'S
ENTIRELY UNENFORCEABLE OR IT'S ENTIRELY IRRELEVANT. THEY JUST SAID
THAT THIS IS AMERICAN POLICY, IT CONTINUES TO BE AMERICAN POLICY, AND
MAYBE IT WILL BE BROUGHT TO BEAR AT THE RIGHT TIME. NOW, WE DON'T

THERE WERE BASIC DISAGREEMENTS BETWEEN US AND THE ISRAELIS. AND WE
WANTED A RESOLUTION OF THE DISAGREEMENTS, OF IMPASSES, ON THE BASIS
OF THE LETTER OF ASSURANCES. AND THIS RESOLUTION DID NOT MATERIALIZE.
AND RIGHT NOW WE FEEL THAT WHAT I5 HAPPENING IN JERUSALEM IS5 ONE OF
THE MODST SERIOUS AND CRUCIAL AND DETRIMENTAL STEPS THAT ISRAEL HAS
TAKEN THROUGHOUT THE COURSE OF MEGOTIATIONS, AND THIS IS WHERE WE
FELT THE LETTER OF ASSURANCES HAS TO BE BROUGHT TO BEAR.

(0 HANAN, JUST A FOLLOW-UP IF I MAY. IN FACT, DO YOU EXPECT THE WHITE
HOUSE -- (INAUDIBLE) -- THE DAY BEFORE YESTERDAY, HE USED THE TERM,
IF I'M NOT TOTALLY OFF, HE USED IT ON THAT IT IS MOT ENFORCERBLE. S0
ACTUALLY THEY DID SAY THAT. IT'S NOT THAT THEY SAY IT MAY BE ENFORCED
AT THE RIGHT TIME; THEY SAY IT IS NOT ENFORCEABLE.

H5. ASHRAWI: YEAH, 1 HEARD THAT.

0 AND IN LIGHT OF THAT, THEN WHAT ARE YOUR -- 1 MEAN, SINCE IT IS A
BASIC ELEMENT, AS YOU SAID CRUCIAL, AND THAT HAS BEEN CHANGED. ARE
YOU REASSESSING, WILL YOU REASSESS YOUR POSITION? WHAT ARE YOUR
PLANS?

MS. ASHRAWI: WE HAVE BEEN CONSTANTLY NOT JUST TALKING TO THE

SEEKS ITS OWN INTERPETATION, AND THIS HAS BEEN. 50 THERE ARE ELEMENTS
WHICH --

M5. ASHRAWI: DISCREPANCIES YOU MEAN?
0 YEAH.

M5. ASHRAWI: WELL, IN THE LETTER OF ASSURANCES IT'S CLEARLY STATED
THAT THE PALESTINIANS CHOOSE THEIR OWN DELEGATION AND NOBODY HAS THE
RIGHT TO DECIDE FOR THEM WHO IS TO BE A MEMBER OR WHO IS PARTICIPATE
IN THE PALESTINIAN DELEGATION. S0 THAT WAS NOT OBSERVED. IT -- IT WAS
IN A SENSE A REQUEST BY THE AMERICANS AT THE BEGINNING NOT TO FORM A
DELEGATION IN A WAY THAT WOULD GIVE ISRAEL THE PRETEXT TO WALK OUT OR

FORMULATION WHILE WE DID WORK VERY HARD FOR MONTHS IN FORMULATING THE
LETTER OF ASSURANCES WITH THE AMERICANS. 50 WE HAD AN INPUT IN THE
LETTER OF ASSURANCES. BUT IN THE LETTER OF INVITATION, THE LETTER OF
INVITATION WAS PRESENTED TO US ONE TIME ONLY BEFORE ITS ISSUANCE AND
WE WERE TOLD WE COULD NOT DISCUSS IT OR CHANGE ANY OF ITS ITEMS
BECAUSE IT WAS AN AMERICAN- RUSSIAN INVITATION AND NOT A DOCUMENT
THAT I5 TO BE AGREED TO BY BOTH SIDES. BUT NOW IF IT BECOMES THE ONLY
TERMS OF REFERENCE, THEN IT CERTAINLY IS DEFICIENT.
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YES.

) DR. ASHRAWI, I WONDERED IF THERE HAS BEEN ANY DISCUSSION AT THE
NEGOTIATING TABLE YET OF GIVING JERUSALEM TO GOD TO BE GOVERNED BY
THE RELIGIOUS LEADERS OF THE THREE RELIGIONS, TO BRING THEM TOGETHER
(TO GIVE?) PEACE TD THE WORLD. HAS THAT COME UP YET?

M5. ASHRAWI: WELL, T BELIEYE THAT THE WHOLE WORLD BELONGS TO GOD, BUT
THERE ARE JUST -- (LAUGHS) -- CERTAIN GEOPOLITICAL REALITIES THAT
HAVE TO BE DEALT WITH. (LAUGHTER) AND I THINK JERUSALEM HAS A
DIMENSION THAT I5 MUCH HORE OF THE HERE AND NOW. AND IT'5 MORE THAN

GEOPOLITICAL RIGHTS.

KING HUSSEIN: (APPLAUSE.) GOOD MORNING, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN. AND 1'D
LIKE TO SAY AT THE OUTSET THAT IT IS A PRIVILEGE AND AN HONOR FOR ME
AND FOR QUEEN WOOR TO BE HERE AMONGST YOU TODAY OM BEHALF OF JORDAN,
ITS PEOPLE, ITS GOVERNMENT, AND TO SAY HON PROUD WE HAVE BEEN FOR THE
FRIENDSHIP THAT HAS SPANNED THESE LAST 12 YEARS BETWEEN OUR TWO
COUNTRIES, A FRIENDSHIP THAT WAS BASED ON MUTUAL RESPECT AND THE
DESIRE TO COOPERATE IN BRINGING ABOUT CONDITIONS THAT ARE ACCEPTABLE
AND ARE BETTER FOR THE COMING GENERATIONS. BOTH IN OUR REGION AND IN
THE WORLD.

HWE IDENTIFY WITH THE UNITED STATES. OUR FOREFATHERS WHO CARRIED ouT
THE GREAT ARABY (WORLD 7) IDENTIFIED CLOSELY WITH THE IDEAS AND
PRINCIPLES UPHELD BY THE AMERICAN FOUNDING FATHERS. "GIVE ME LIBERTY
OR GIVE ME DEATH." PATRICK HENRY'S FAMOUS AND ALWAYS LIVING WORDS,
ARE NOT STRANGE TO US.

HE ARE HERE AT AN INTERESTING MOMENT. WE HAVE BEEN WARMLY RECEIVED
AND WE HAVE BEEN VASTLY ENCOURAGED. I'VE HAD THE PRIVILEGE OF MEETING
WITH THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, THE VICE PRESIDENT,
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SECRETARY OF STATE. I VISITED WITH MANY FRIEMDS. IN THIS WORLD OF
VERY RAPID CHANGE, I BELIEVE THAT THE WARMTH HAS RETURNED TO OUR
FRIENDSHIP AND THE SENSE OF PARTMERSHIP AS WE SEEK TO ACHIEVE OUR
COMMON OBJECTIVES.

AND 1 BELIEVE THAT THESE RELATIONS WILL GROW AND BECOME STROMGER WITH
THE PASSAGE OF TINE, BASED ON MUTUAL RESPECT AND THE DESIRE TO SHARE
TOGETHER OUR EXPERIENCE AS WE MOVE AHEAD TO FULFILL OUR DUTIES TO THE
BEST OF OUR ABILITIES.

I WOULD LIKE TO SPEAK A LITTLE BIT ABOUT JORDAM AND TO SAY THAT I'M
FROUD TO BELONG TO IT AND TO ITS PEOPLE, A PEOPLE WHO HAVE GROWN
THROUGHOUT MANY DIFFICULTIES AND MATURED, I BELIEVE, THROUGH BITTER
EXPERIENCES AND CHALLENGES THAT THEY FACED BRAVELY THROUGHOUT THEIR
HISTORY. IT'S A COUNTRY WITH A PAST. IT'S AT AN IMPORTANT POINT IN
THE WORLD. IT'S A COUNTRY OF MANY TREASURES THAT EVERY CIVILIZATION
HAS LEFT US. IT'S A COUNTRY OF THE YOUNG WHO ARE LOOKING FORWARD TO A
BETTER FUTURE. IT'S A COUNTRY OF THE FREE AND THE BRAVE.

THE MAJOR ASSET HAS ALWAYS BEEN THE HUMAN DIMENSION IN JORDAN. AND WE
HAVE CONCENTRATED OUR BEST EFFORTS TO ENABLE JORDANIANS TO MAKE THEIR
FULL CONTRIBUTION WITHIN THE REGION AND THE WORLD, EDUCATION, HEALTH
CARE. BUT ABOVE ALL WE HAVE NOW ENDED FOUR YEARS SINCE WE RETURMNED TO
OUR FAVORITE WAY OF LAAT WE HAD TO RESPOND TO A PALESTINIAN, ARAB,
ISLAMIC DEMAND AND TO DISENGAGE LEGALLY AND ADMINISTRATIVELY WITH THE
WEST BANK. SINCE 1967, WE WERE UNABLE TO HOLD ELECTIONS IN A COUNTRY
(WITH A 7) PORTION OF IT UNDER OCCUPATION AND UNDER OCCUPATION TO
THIS TIME.

UNDER EXTREMELY DIFFICULT CONDITIONS, WE HAVE CHARTED OUR WAY,
DECIDED TO HAVE FREE ELECTIONS, AND WE STARTED ANOTHER PROCESS, HER
PEOPLE OF ALL SCHOOLS OF POLITICAL THOUGHT IN THE COUNTRY IN A ROYAL
COMMISSION TO FORMULATE A NATIONAL CHARTER. NINE MONTHS WAS SPENT IN
THIS PROCESS, BUT AS A RESULT, THE ENTIRE STAND, FROM THE EXTREME
RIGHT TO THE EXTREME LEFT, CONTRIBUTED TOWARDS GIVING U5 THE CLEAR
VISION OF ALL JORDANIANS AS REGARDS THEIR LOT BOTH NOW AND IN THE
FUTURE UNDER THE CONSTITUTION AND IN THE --

(AUDIOD BREAK) —-

I CAN'T SEE, NOR I'M SURE CAN ANYONE SEE A SOLUTION TO THE
PALESTINIAN PROBLEM WITHOUT THE FULL PARTICIPATION OF THE PALESTINIAN
PEOPLE, AND THEIR CONTRIBUTION TO THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A JUST AND
COMPREHENSIVE PEACE.

WE ALS0 DECIDED TO GO TO THE MULTILATERAL TALKS AND TO SEE HOW
FURTHER WITH THE REST OF THE WORLD, WITH THE REGION, COULD WE LOOK AT
ALL THE POSSIBILITIES THAT PEACE NOW OFFERS AS A FURTHER INDUCEMENT
TO ALL CONCERNED TO MOVE TOWARDS THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THAT WORTHY AMND
WORTHIEST OF OBJECTIVES. 1 LEARNED FROM THE OUTSET THAT IT WAS GOING
TO TAKE TIME AND EFFORT AND PATIENCE.
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I BELIEVE THAT THE LAST FEW YEARS HAYE BROUGHT A BASIC DIFFERENCE TO
THE REGION IN REGARD TO PEACE, THAT BEING THAT THE OVERWHELMING
MAJORITY OF PEOPLE ON EITHER SIDE OF THE DIVIDE HAVE A FEELING FOR
THE FIRST TIME THAT THIS MAY BE -- IN FACT, THIS IS THE LAST
OPPORTUNITY, AND THAT IT IS THE DUTY OF ALL TO STRIVE TO TRY TO
ATTAIN IT S0 THAT ONCE AND FOR ALL THE ROOT CAUSE OF INSTABILITY IN
THAT REGION AND BEYOND CAN BE ADDRESSED, AND 50 THAT, AT THE LEVEL OF
THE CHILDREN OF ABRAHAM, PEACE CAN FINALLY COME TO REIGN AND UNITE
THEM ONCE AGAIN IN THAT REGION OF THE WORLD AND IN THE WORLD AS A
WHOLE. WE HAVE MOVED, MAYBE SLOWLY, BUT I BELIEVE WE HAVE COVERED A
LOT OF GROUND 50 FAR.

THERE ARE STILL MANY OBSTACLES AND THE MOST SERIOUS OF THEM IS ONE
THAT ADDRESSES THE NEED TO RECOGNIZE PALESTINIAN RIGHTS ON
PALESTINIAN (AUDIO BREAK)

THE DIFFICULTY AS I SEE IT AT THE MOMENT IS THAT REGARDING THE
DIFFERENT STATES INVOLVED, THEY HAVE A CLEAR IDEA AS TO WHERE THEY
ARE GOING IN TERM3 OF THE IMMEDIATE CONCERNS, OCCUPIED TERRITORIES
AND EVERY OTHER ASPECT THAT MAY BE ON THE AGENDA OF EACH COUNTRY AND
ISRAEL. AS FAR AS THE PALESTINIANS ARE CONCERNED, I SALUTE THE
COURAGE OF THOSE WHO CAME OUT OF THE TERRITORIES BECAUSE THEY
EXHIBITED GREAT COURAGE, BOTH MORAL AND PHYSICAL, IN COWING FORTH TO
REPRESENT THE PEOPLE OF PALESTINE IN SEEKINE THE KIND OF SOLUTION
THAT FUTURE GENERATIONS CAMN ACCEPT AND LIVE WITH AND PROTECT. NOT
RELATED TO THE BALANCE OF POWER, NOT RELATED TO THE REALITIES OF
TODAY, BUT WHAT IS5 JUST AND THEREFORE WHAT IS5 LASTING.

I REFERRED TO A PROBLEM. I BELIEVE 1T IS IN THE MEED MAYBE TO CLARIFY
FOR THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE MORE WHAT THE END RESULT MIGHT LOOK LIKE
OF ALL THESE VERY WORTHY EFFORTS THAT ARE ONGOING. IF THAT WERE TO
HAPPEN, AND 1 HOPE AND PRAY IT WILL, THEN I'M SURE THAT PROGRESS WILL
BE RAPID ON TRANSITIONAL ARRANGEMENTS AND ON ALL OTHERS.

REGARDLESS OF THESE FACTS AND FACTORS, I'M MOST ENCOURAGED BY THE
FACT THAT THE UNITED STATES, THE PRESIDENT, THE ADMINISTRATION, AND I
BELIEVE THE AMERICAN PEOPLE, SUPPORT EFFORTS TO END THIS TRAGEDY ONCE
AND FOR ALL. WE HAYE HEARD THAT THE UNITED STATES WILL BE A FULL
PARTNER IN THE PROCESS. WE ARE ALL HOPING THAT WE WILL SEE THIS
MANIFEST ITSELF CLEARLY IN THE INMEDIATE FUTURE. WE ARE AT A VERY
CRITICAL MOMENT, AND THERE ARE FORCES ON EITHER SIDE OF THE DIVIDE
THAT, FOR WHATEVER REASON, DESPITE ALL EFFORTS THAT HAVE BEEN SPENT,
MAY BE SEEKING TO SCUTTLE THE CHANCES OF ARRIVING AT PEACE AND
DESTROY THEM. WHAT WE NEED I5 TO GIVE COURAGE TO THE OYERWHELMING
MAJORITY OF PEOPLE ON EITHER SIDE OF THE DIVIDE TO PERSERVERE IN
THEIR HOPES AND IN THEIR EFFORTS IN ENCOURAGING THE PROCESS LEADING
TO & JUST, COMPREHENSIVE SETTLEMENT OF THE ISRAELI-PALESTINIAN AND
THE ISRAELI-ARAB PROBLEM.

IN JORDAN, WE ARE ABOUT TO EMBARK ON DUR FURTHER STEPS TOWARDS
DEMOCRATIZATION. WE ARE PREPARING FOR GENERAL ELECTIONS. ON OUR
RETURN, WE SHALL DISCUSS WITH ALL THE ELEMENTS AND SCHOOLS OF
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POLITICAL THINKING THAT PUT TOGETHER THE NATIONAL CHARTER THE
POSSIBILITY OF MODIFYING OR IMPROVING THE ELECTION LAW ON THE BASIS
OF THE CONSTITUTION THAT STIPULATES THAT ALL JORDANIANS ARE EQUAL IN
TERMS OF THEIR RIGHTS AND THEIR RESPONSIBILITIES, AND THE AREA OF
DISCUSSION WILL PROBABLY CENTER AROUND THE ONE PERSON/ONE VOTE. THERE
MAY BE SOME OTHER MINOR CHANGES.

AND, OF COURSE, WE ARE ENTERING A NEW PHASE SINCE ALSD THESE LAST FEW
YEARS HAVE SEEN THE RETURN OF HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS OF JORDANIANS TO
THEIR HOMELAND, AND MANY OF THEM WILL BE PARTAKING OF THESE ELECTIONS
THAT ARE SCHEDULED FOR A TIME TOWARDS THE END OF THIS YEAR.

DEMOCRACY, PLURALISM, RESPECT FOR HUMAN RIGHTS, SHARING IN SAVING THE
FUTURE, SHARING IN RESPONSIBILITY AND SHARING IN LAYING THE
FOUNDATIONS FOR WHAT WE BELIEVE WILL INEVITABLY HAPPEN AND GAIN
STRENGTH WITHIN OUR REGION, SHARING IN TRYING TO CREATE OF JORDAN A
GOOD EXAMPLE TO OTHERS THE WORLD OVER, IN THE INTEREST OF CONTINUITY,
OF STABILITY, IN THE INTEREST OF PEACE AND SECURITY, IN THE INTEREST

EVERY JORDANIAN FEEL HIS WORTH AND ENJOY HIS LIFE.

I WOULD LIKE TO THAMNK YOU ONCE AGAIN FOR THE OPPORTUNITY OF BEING
WITH YOU, IT'S AN HONOR AND A PRIVILEGE TO BE AMONGST 50 MANY DEAR
FRIEND:, AND S0 MANY OF YOU HAVE GIVEN ME THE PLEASURE OVER THE MANY
YEARS THAT HAVE PASSED OF MEETING WITH YOU AND EXCHANGING VIEWS AND
IDEAS, AND I HOLD YOU IN VERY HIGH ESTEEM, AND I°'M PROUD TO BE HERE
WITH YOU AND THANK YOU FOR YOUR PATIENCE.

AND I'D BE MORE THAN HAPPY TO ANSWER ANY OF YOUR QUESTIONS, AND LET'S

0 YOUR MAJESTY, (MAME INAUDIBLE), JERUSALEM PRESS SERVICE. IT SEEMS
TO ME THAT THE ISSUE OF JERUSALEM AND THE ISRAELI SETTLEMENTS IN THE
OCCUPIED TERRITORIES ARE, ACCORDING TO THE PALESTINIANS, CONSIDERED
THE MOST IMPORTANT OBSTACLES IN THE WAY AND THE PATH TO PEACE, AND
THE AGREEMENT THAT THEY ARE GOING TO POSSIBLY SIGN BETWEEN THE
ISRAELIS AND THE PALESTINIANS MIGHT NOT INCLUDE THE ISSUE OF
JERUSALEM. DO YOU HAVE ANY COMMENTS ON THIS ISSUE, SIR, AND COULD
PEACE COME WITHOUT THESE TWO ISSUES DISCUSSED IN THIS WAY?

KINE HUSSEIN: AS FAR AS JERUSALEM IS CONCERNED, JERUSALEM IS VERY,
VERY IMPORTANT TO US ALL. THAT HOLY CITY IS, IN MY BELIEF, EQUALLY
IMPORTANT TO ALL FOLLOWERS OF THE THREE GREAT MONOTHEISTIC RELIGIONS.
I'VE SAID OVER MANY YEARS THAT WITHOUT AN ADEQUATE SOLUTION THAT
SATISFIES ALL, WE WOULD NOT BE FACING THE CHALLENGE OR POSSIBLY, IN
MY WAY OF THINKING, THE WISH OF THE ALMIGHTY WHEN HE MADE IT THAT
IMPORTANT TO ALL OF US TO MAKE IT THE ESSENCE OF PEACE, THE SYMBOL OF
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PEACE BETWEEN THE CHILDREN OF ABRAHAM. 50 JERUSALEM IS OBVIOUSLY
YERY, YERY IMPORTANT.

AND THERE ARE MANY OTHER INPORTANT ISSUES TO FOLLOW. BUT THIS IS NOT
FOR US TO DISCUSS IN DETAIL HERE. THIS IS FOR THE PROCESS THAT IS
ONGODING TO ADDRESS IN THE TIME AHEAD. AND I HOPE THAT THIS PROCESS
CONTINUES WITH SINCERITY AND DETERMINATION TO BRING US TO OUR GOAL OF
A JUST, COMPREHENSIVE PEACE.

Q YOU MAJESTY, I'M ORI NIR WITH HA'ARETZ, ISRAEL. I'D LIKE -- You
MENTIONED EARLIER THAT THE KEY TO PROGRESS LIES IN CLARIFYING TO THE
PALESTINIANS WHAT WOULD BE THEIR ULTIMATE FIMAL STATUS, AND I'D LIKE
TO ASK YOU TO ENGAGE IN SONMETHING SIMILAR IF YOU WILL, AND DESCRIBE
WHAT IS5 YOUR VISION OF THE FUTURE OF -- CENTRALLY THE THREE ENTITIES
-- ISRAEL, JORDAN, AND WHATEVER PALESTINIAM ENTITY WILL EMERGE -- IN
THE FINAL STATUS. HOW DO YOU SEE THE INTERACTION BETWEEN THOSE THREE

KING HUSSEIN: TO BEGIN WITH, 1 BELIEVE THAT PALESTINE AND JORDAN ARE

ALL OF Us.

M5. KIPPER: YOUR MAJESTY, IN 1985, WHEN YOU SPOKE AT ANOTHER
INSTITUTION, I ASKED YOU AT THAT TIME IN YOUR OPINION HOW WOULD PEACE
LOOK WHEN WE FINALLY GET TO THAT POINT, AND YOU SAID PEACE WOULD LOOK
G0OD.

KING HUSSEIN: (LAUGHS.)

MS. KIPPER: AND NOW THAT WE HAVE NEGOTIATIONS UNDERWAY, I'M WONDERING
HOW YOU -- IF YOU COULD GO INTO A LITTLE BIT MORE DETAIL IM TERMS OF
THE REGION -- DO YOU SEE A KIND OF REGIONALIZATION, OPEM BORDERS,
WHAT ABOUT, YOU KNOW, PASSPORTS, VISAS? ] MEAN, JUST TO GIVE US IN
OUR MINDS A LITTLE IMAGE OF WHAT YOU'VE BEEN DREAMING ABOUT ALL OF
THESE &40 YEARS.

KING HUSSEIN: WELL, ONE FINAL COMMENT ON THE PALESTINIAN/JORDANIAN
DIMENSION. I HOPE THAT OUR FRIENDS ARE LISTENING TO ME AND THROUGH
YOU WILL REALIZE THAT PALESTINIANS YEARN TO HAVE THEIR SAY REGARDING
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THEIR FUTURE, REGARDING THEIR RIGHTS ON THEIR LEEBITIMATE SOIL. AND 50

ALL ITS PEOPLE WITHOUT ANY OF THE BARRIERS OF SUSPICION, FEAR, HATE,
MAYBE BASED ON IGNORANCE IN 50HE CASES OR ON A FEELING OF INJUSTICE.
I CAN 5EE A WONDERFUL OPPORTUNITY FOR ALL CONCERNED, AND I HOPE IT IS
TAKEN.

0 YOUR MAJESTY., HAMDI FOUAD, AL AHRAM MEWSPAPER. 1 THINK YOU HAVE
TAKEN A COURAGEOUS STEP COMING HERE, NEGOTIATING AND DISCUSSING --

MS. KIPPER: LOUDER, HAMDI, PLEASE, AND BRIEFLY.

@ I CANNOT SPEAK ANY LOUDER. I MEAN, YOU HAVE BEEN COURAGEOUS ENOUGH
TO COME HERE AND TO DISCUSS RELATIONS BETWEEN JORDAN AND THE UNITED
STATES IN WASHINGTON. YOUR MAJESTY, ARE YOU TRYING TO DO THE SAME

CONTINUE TO TRY TO ACHIEVE, AND WE HOPE THAT THIS IS THE FEELING

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OF A SINILAR NATURE, AND WITHIN THE AREA FROM WHICH I COME, SIR, I
BELIEVE THE ABSENCE OF TRUE DEMOCRACY AND POWER SHARING AND THE WORTH
OF THE HUMAN BEING BEING RECOGNIZED MAY CONTRIBUTE TOWARDS GIVING
SOME THE OPPORTUNITY TO EXPLOIT ALL THIS IN A WAY THAT HAS NOTHING TO
D0 WITH ISLAM AS ONE OF THE THREE GREAT MONOTHEISTIC RELIGIONS, THE
LAST OF THESE RELIGIONS. ISLAM, WHICH IS MY FAITH AND MY RELIGION

A5 A JORDANIAN ARAB HASHEMITE, AND I AM DETERMINED, TO THE BEST OF MY
ABILITY TO PROVE THAT EVEN UNDER ALMOST IMPOSSIBLE CONDITIONS, IN THE
FACE OF TREMENDOUS CHALLENGES, AND I BELIEVE MY PEOPLE ARE, TO PROVE

MAJESTY, WITH THE HUMAM RIGHTS VERY MUCH IN FOCUS THESE DAYS, WHERE
00 YOU STAND IN THE DEBATE BETWEEN THOSE WHD SEE THE PRINCIPLE OF
HUMAN RIGHTS AS UNIVERSAL AND THOSE WHO SEE THAT CULTURAL DIFFEREMNCES
AND RELIGIOUS BACKGROUNDS SHOULD BE TAKEN INTO CONSIDERATION?
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KING HUSSEIN: 1 AM FOR IT EVERYWHERE. SIR. [LAUGHTER) AND I DON'T
BELIEVE THAT ANY RELIGION OR CULTURE SHOULD BE DESCRIBED AS ONE THAT
DENIES HUMAN RIGHTS TO PEOPLE, AND IN FACT, THIS IS WHAT IT'S ALL
ABOUT.

M5. KIPPER: OVER HERE IN THE BACK. BRIEFLY, PLEASE.

0 YES, YOUR MAJESTY, MY NAME IS JIM MATHACK (PH). WITH THE AMERICAN
(FOREIGN 7) SERVICE COMMITTEE. YOU MENTIONED EARLIER THAT MANY
JORDANIANS HAD RETURMED. THAT WAS A RATHER GENTLE REFERENCE TO THE
FACT THAT JORDAN, IN THE PERIOD OF THE GULF WAR, HAD TO ACCEPT
TRANSIENTS AND REFUGEES IN VERY LARGE NUMBER, AND I KNOW YOUR
GOVERNMENT ABSORBED CONSIDERABLE COST IN THAT, AND THAT IN FACT SOME
HUNDREDS OF THOUSANDS HAVE REMAINED AS RESIDENTS IN JORDAN.

COULD YOU SPEAK BRIEFLY ABOUT THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL BURDENS THAT
HAS PLACED ON JORDAM BECAUSE I THINK THAT IS NOT S0 WELL KNOWN IN THE
US, AND WHETF SUPPORT FROM THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY TO HELP CARRY
THOSE BURDENS?

KING HUSSEIN: THANK YOU VERY MUCH INDEED, SIR. DURING THE GULF
CRISIS, WE HAD TO COPE, TO T,000 PEOPLE, AND I WOULD LIKE TO BE VERY
CLEAR ABOUT THIS. THIS DID NOT START EIR LIFE THERE, HELPINE TO BUILD
AND CONTRIBUTING TOWARDS PROGRESS AND STABILITY AND ADVANCEMENT IN
EVERY AREA AND FIELD. IN 50ME CASES, WE HAD THREE GENERATIONS RETURN

PERCENT INCREASE IN THE POPULATION, AND THEIR IMMEDIATE NEEDS FOR

COULD BE DONE FOR THEM. FOR THE FIRST TIME, SIR, WE HAVE A NUMBER OF
OUR PEOPLE BELOW THE POVERTY LEVEL.

A5 REGARDS OTHER PROBLEMS, WE HAVE THE MATIONAL DEBT, WE HAD THE
PROBLEM IN 1989 WHICH WAS FURTHER EXACERBATED BY THESE EVENTS, BUT WE
HAVE WORKED WITH THE WORLD BANK, INTERNATIONAL WONETARY FUND, AND --
TO RESTRUCTURE, AND THE PRAISE THAT WE HAVE RECEIVED ENCOURAGES US TO

== IT I5 A DREAM, MAYBE -- BUT REALITY, I BELIEVE THAT IN A BETTER
FUTURE IN OUR REGION, WE SHOULD LOOK SERIOUSLY AT THE DEMOGRAPHIC
PROBLEMS AND THE PROBLEMS OF PEOPLE, AND IT SHOULD NOT BE IMPOSSIBLE
FOR AN ARAE LEAVING JORDAN TO ANY PART OF THE ARAE WORLD AFTER MANY
YEARS OF SERVICE TO ACQUIRE A DUAL NATIONALITY, THAT OF HIS COUNTRY
OF ORIGIN, BE IT PALESTINE OR JORDAN, AND THAT OF THE PLACE IN WHICH

RECONCILIATION. I HOPE THAT WE ARE. AND I WILL DO EVERYTHING 1 CAN TO
ACHIEVE AN ARAE RECONCILIATION, BUT A REAL ARAE RECONCILIATION. AND I
LODK INTO THE FUTURE WITH HOPE THAT THIS WILL BE THE CASE. WE HAVE NO
QUARREL WITH ANYONE, AND WE HOPE THAT THIS IS5 THE FEELING OF OTHERS.

THAT THERE HAS BEEN SOME CONFUSION OF STATEMENTS THAT HAVE BEEN GIVEN
RECENTLY. THE POSITION AS I KNOW IT I5 THAT SOME WHILE AGOD, WE
MAMAGED TO REACH A SATISFACTORY AGENDA FOR THE TALKS AND FOR THE
TOPICS TO BE DISCUSSED. THAT WASN'T RATIFIED, ALTHOUGH IT COULD BE AT
ANY MOMENT, ALTHOUGH DISCUSSIONS ARE ONGOING PENDING SOME REAL
PROGRESS ON THE PALESTINIAN-ISRAELI TRACK. AND ONCE AGAIN, WE ARE

ATTEMPTS TO GET SOMEWHERE. AND MY APPROACH, WITH ALL DUE RESPECT To
THE APPROACH OF OTHERS, HAS BEEN TO AVOID THE THEATRICALS AND GET ON

POSSIBILITY OF CHANGES IN THE ELECTION LAW. HOW DO YOU SEE THE IMPACT
OF SUCH A CHANGE ON THE POLITICAL FUTURE OF JORDAN?

KING HUSSEIN: VERY WELL. SEE, HE IS GIVING ME THE HARDEST TIME, THIS
PERSON -- (LAUGHTER) -- REPRESENTING JORDAN TELEVISION. {LAUGHTER)

WE ARE GOING TO GO INTO A DIALOGUE, AS YOU KNOW, WHEN WE GET BACK
WITH THE ELEMENTS THAT FORMULATED THE NATIONAL CHARTER. I THINK IT'LL
BE QUITE A BIT OF TIME, BUT THERE WILL PROBABLY, IN MY VIEW, BE

FIRST, LET ME COMGRATULATE YOU ON YOUR SON'S WARRIAGE

-- (LAUGHTER) -- AND THE SECOND THING, I WOULD LIKE TO ASK IF LOOKING
BACK ON YOUR REIGN -- AND, OF COURSE, I WISH YOU MANY MORE FRUITFUL
AND STABLE YEARS OF IT -- THERE IS SOMETHING THAT YOU REGRET THAT YOu
DID OR MAYBE DID NOT DO? (LAUGHTER)

KING HUSSEIN: I SUPPOSE THINKING BACK, YES, THERE WOULD BE MANY

THINGS THAT I'D REGRET HAVING DONE OR -- BUT AT ANY GIVEN MOMENT IN
MY LIFE, I DON'T THINK I COULD HAVE DONE ANYTHING DIFFERENTLY GIVEN
THE FACTS AND THE KNOWLEDGE AND THE COMMITMENT I HAD TO DO MY BEST.
