1. Pursuant to the discussion at the meeting yesterday we have
issued a statement regarding the Iragi invasion of Kuwait. Among
the points are:
- The invasion highlights the dangers facing Israel;
- the need for a coemprehensive peace in the Middle East;
= Israel's importance as a strategic ally;
= the need for international support for sanctions;
= the need to diminish the United States' growing reliance on
imported oil: ..
- the need for international efforts to limit the flow of
arms and technolegy to such volatile regimes.

2. President Bush responded today in a hand-written note to
Conference Chairman, Seymour Reich in which he said,

"I read your urgent letter about the Ethiopian Jews. I've
asked the NSC (National Security Council) to see how we can
help. We must find a way for these people to go to their
chosen land."

In his letter to the President, Seymour Reich said, in part,

"Knowing of your extraordinary efforts for and continuing
commitment to, the freedom of Ethiopian Jews, I am writing
to express my concern about the increasingly dangerous
situation which confronts them." ..."Mr. President, it was
you efforts and compassion that played so significant a role
in the redempticn of thousands of Ethiopian Jews through
"Operation Moses". We turn to you again now and ask your
assistance to complete this great humanitarian mission.”®

The situation in Ethicpia remains precarisus. In addition to
medical and other problems intensifying, the prospects for
immigration remain unclear. There have baen conflicting
pronouncements from various Government officials. We hope to
share an accurate, current assessment with you within the week.
In the meantime please keep your members apprised of the
seriousness of the situation and urge that they raise it with
members of Congress and sensitize other community leaders.

The President's efforts
reflect a recognition of the real danger posed by Irag not
only te U.5. interests but to the Middle East and the entire
world.

We support our President's efforts and urge him to take
whatever measures are needed to resolve this crisis. The
world cannot and must not be victimized by a brutal dictator
for whom human life and international law have no meaning. It
happened once before in this century. It cannot be allowed to
happen again."®

2. The Conference expressed its condolences to the families of
Lior Tubul and Ronan Karamani, who were brutally murdered in
Jerusalem over the weekend.

4. As you know, the visit of Foreign Minister David Levy has
been postponed due to Secretary Baker's trip to Turkey. A new
date has not yet been confirmed, but it is anticipated that he
will be here the week after Labor Day.

The State Department has HOT issued a travel advisory
specifically for Israel. However, on October B8th an advisory
for the Hiddlg Bast, Africa and South Asia advised Americans

by regional instability. a Separate advisory for the West
Bank, Gaza and East Jerusalen was revised in the wake of
recent disturbances in the 0Old city and elsewvhere, urging
Americans to aveoid cnly these areas. The West Bank/Gaza
travel advisory has been in effect since 1982. These
advisories may serve as an additienal deterrent to tourists.

The substantial decline in tourism has had an impaect on
Israel acnnnmically,.pulitically and psychologically. Jewish
leadership must demonstrate and communicate to their
coenstituencies that travelling to Israel shows solidarity and
commitment to Israel. We urge agencies to take immediate
steps to address apprehensions about tourism to Israel and to
convey the following messages te their members :

Since the outbreak of the Persian Gulf crisis the National
Committee has stepped up itz eafforts by initiating

activities, providing resource material and helping
coordinate between the Israel GCovernment Tourist Office, E1
Al Airlines, Jewish organizations, travel industry

representatives and the general public. In a letter to the
Committee director carolyn Greene, E1 Al indicated +that
cancellation charges would be waived.

Prasidents Conference Chairman Seymour D. Reich and Executive
Director Malcolm Hoenlein travelled to Israel to underscore
American Jewish solidarity with Israel. Messrs. Reich and
Hoenlein conferred with government ministers including
Tourism Minister Gideon Patt and visited the Western Wall
with Jerusalem Mayor Teddy Kollek and the Mayor of Frague.
They alsoc consulted with Jerusalem Hotel Association
president Yosef Hecht and executive director Jonathan Harpaz.

Committee Chairman Joseph Sternstein wrote an op-ed piece for
Angle-Jewish newspapers noting that Israel remained an
attractive travel destination. He wrote, ",...wea here in
America tend to take the often slanted and sensational media
reports of happenings in Israel quite literally, when life in
Israel remains very calm."

The Committee also arranged for messages of reassurance and
confidence about Israel's safety and the diversity of ongoing
events to be sent to rabbis across the country prior to the
High Holidays, giving clargy here the tools to help gquiet
apprehensicns in their communities. We acknowledge the
assistance of ARZIA, the Rabbinical Assembly and Religiocus
Zionists of America with this Project. Reports indicate that
many rabbis spoke from the pulpit about tourism and the
letters received wide publicity. Copies of these letters
from Prime Minister Shamir, Tourism Minister Gideon Patt, the
Chief Rabbis of Israel and the Israeli leadership of the
Conservative and Reform movement are available from the

National Committee.



An updated Gujde to Tourism Resoyrces has been produced
listing available program rescurces, promotional material,
travel aides, group planning resources and other information.
A copy is enclosed to help agencies strengthen efforts to
promote travel to Israel among their members.

National Committee leadership continues to emphasize the
importance of travel te Israel in local and national forums
and has helped arrange a special tourism workshop at the
Council of Jewish Federations General Assembly in San
Francisce. Model programs are being developed that can be
replicated on a synagogue or community level.

The Committee has also been working closely with the American
Zionist Youth Foundation and other youth groups to involve
their members in Israel in tourism promoticnal activities.

A recent letter from Mayor Teddy Kollek inviting travel to
Jerusalem is enclosed.

Last year the National Committee helped promote city-wide
"mega-missions" to Israel. The enclosed article from the

ISRAEL AND ARAB NEIGHBORS MUST AGREE
TO NUCLEAR-, CHEMICAL-FREE ZONE IN MID-EAST,
SENATOR SPECTER TELLS FRESIDENTS CONFERENCE

NEW YORK - [sracl, Syria and Iraq must negotate an agreement 1o make the Middle East
free from threats of nuclear, chemical and biological warfare, Senator Arlen Specter (R-Penn.) told
the Conference of Presidents of Major American Jewish Organizations here Friday (Sept. 7).

Senator Specter delivered his remarks in the context of a wide-ranging assessment of the

current situzton in the Persian Gulf,

“In light of rapidly-shiftung relationships, it is ~ssendal for the 1" § , without making
CONCEssions, 1o maintain ongoing dialogue with countmies like Syria, which has sent moops to help
contain Saddam Hussein's threat to the Middle East,” the Pennsylvania senator told the Jewish
leaders. He added:

“Israel must take advantage of these developments and seek o create a nuclear-, chemical-
and biclogical-free zone in the Middle East.”

End Talks With PLO

Al the same nme, the Pennsylvania lawmaker voiced firm opposidon 1o any resumption of
the American diaslogue with the PLO. “The PLO has a monstrous record of terrorism against the
U.S. s well as Israel. Its starure has declined significantly as a result of siding with Iraq.

“All talks with the PLO should be terminated.”

Noting that Congressional opposition 1o the annual 53 billion foreign aid package to lerael
was mounting, in part because of the cost of maintaining the U.5. forces now stationed in Saudi
Arabia, Serator Specter urged the Presidents Conlerence leuders to press for additional arms “1o

maintain Israel's qualitative edge in the region.”

Following Senator Specter’s talk, Conference Chairman Seymour D. Reich and Executive
Director Malcolm Hoenlein pressed him to explain why he opposed sanctions against Iraq last
April in the face of repeated warnings about the Iragi threat to Kuwait and Saudi Arabia and 1o
[srael,

He replied: "I had met with Istael’s Defense Minister Moshe Arens and Deputy Foreign
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu shortly before the proposal to impose sanctions came to the Senate
floor, and neither of them expressed concems about an imminent Iraqi antack. Many other
Senators shared my belief that we were achieving virtually the same goal by executive order in

suspending various arms shipments rather than through formal sanctions.

"On July 26, after the Iragi threat became apparent, I voted for sanctions,” Senator Specter
concluded.

Thomas J. Pickering, U.S. ambastador 1o the U.N,, told the Conference of
Presidents of Major American Jewish Organizations here this week (Monday, Sept. 10) ata
luncheon tendered in honor of Moshe Arad, Israel's outgoing ambassador to the U, S,

Leacers of the Jewish community and members of the Israsli diplomatic corps joined in

suluting the Israeli envoy, who is returning home after a three-year posting in Washington.

Presentations were made 10 Ambassador Arad by Conference Chairman Seymour D. Reich
and David Schein, president of El Al Airiines. Both expressed the community’s "affection and
admiration” for Ambassador Arad for having performed his task "with excellence and dignity at a
difficult time,"

Can't Link Palestinian Problem-Gulf Crisis
In joining the tribute 1o Ambassador Arad, Ambassador Pickering voiced appreciation of

Israel's “low-keyed" response to the situation in the Persian Gulf. He observed that “Israel was
among the first to wamn the U.8, about the Iragi threar,” and added:

"There must be no linkage between the Palestinian problem and the Gulf erisis.”

Ambessador Pickering also assured the Presidents Conference leaders of "America's
commitment to maintaining Israel's qualitative military edge and to repealing the odious 1975 U.N.

resolution equating Zionism with raclsm.”

In responding to the American diplomat, who formerly served as Washington's envoy to
Isruel, Ambassador Arad said: the Gulf erisis "underscores lstael's needs for additional weapons
for defense.” He emphasized Israel's "solidarity with the U.S." and its eagemess to cooperaie
with the Adminisration in bringing about & peaceful resclution of the crisis.

"We will never ask America 1o serd its soldisrs to defend Lsrael," Ambassador Arad
concluded.

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PRESIDENTS CONFERENCE EXPRESSES 'CONCERN'
REGARDING $20 BILLION ARMS SALE TO SAUDI ARABIA

The chairman of the Conference of Presidents of Major American Jewish Organizations
today (Monday, September 17) expressed "concern” that the proposed sale of $20 billion worth of
sophistcated American weaponry to Saudi Arabia would create long-term dangers 1o regional
stability as well as jeopardize the Bush Adminisration's repeated commitment to maintain Israel's
qualitadve edge so esstential to her gecurity,

Seymour D. Reich, chairman of the Conference, responded in behalf of the organization's
46 constituent member groups following the Pentagon's announcement that the Administration had
agreed to sell the newest weapons in America's arsenal -- including F-15 fighter planes, Pamiot
ground-to-air missiles, Apache anti-tank helicopters and possibly mobile missile launchers - to the
Saudis.

The complete text of Mr. Reich's statement follows:

“We are deeply concemned that the proposed sale of 520 billion of sophisticated American
weaponry to Saudi Arabia -- the most massive U.S. arms sale in history «- will have long-range
implications far beyond the immediate crisis in the Persian Gulf, will further endanger the stability
of an already voladie region and will inexorably erode Israel's qualititadve edge that our
Administration has repeatedly committed itself to maintain,

“"We smongly support President Bush's efforts 1o counter Saddam Hussein's wkeover of
Kuwait and to restore stability to the Gulf region. But we must register concern about the possible
long-term impact of this sale -- unprecedented in magnirude and sophisticadon -- 1o an unstable
area of theworld lacking in reliable and democratic regimes, with the excepton of Israel. We fear
that these weapons, intended for the defense of Saudi Arabia, may someday be used against
Israel, with whom Saudi Arabis remains in a state of war. Frankly we are worried that, despite
our Adminisoration’s firm assurances, it will become increasingly difficult -- if not impossible -- 10
meintain Israsl's qualitative edge 30 essental o safeguarding her sscurity.

“The sheer magnitude of this sale demands a careful and deliberative process to assure that
all possible implications are thoroughly considered prior to any final action."

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PRESIDENTS CONFERENCE CONDEMNS 'BLATANT PROVOCATION'
BY PALESTINIAN ARABS WHO ATTACKED JEWISH WORSHIPFERS
PRAYING AT WESTERN WALL, VOICES DEEP REGRET AT CASUALTIES

The Conference of Presidents of Major American Jewish Organizadons reacted with “shock
and outrage” this week at the “premeditated acts of violence” perpetrated by thousands of
Palestinian Arabs who hurled rocks, shards of glass and knives from the Temple Mount on Jewish

worshippers praying at the Westam Wall in Jerusalem in observance of the pilgrim festval of

Sukkot.

'The Conference also expressed "deep regret” at the loss of life and injuries.
Twenty Arabs were killed and scores of persons were injured in the rioting, described by

Jerusalem's Mayor Teddy Kollek as "the worst in recent history at the Western Wall," Judaism's

holiest site.
Speaking in behalf of the 46 national religious and secular organizations construting the

Presidents Conference, Seymour D, Reich, chairman, issued the following statement:

“We are shocked and outraged by this premediated and unprovoked attack on innocent
Jewish worshippers peacefully assembled at prayer in observance of one of Judaism's major
festivals, Sukkot, We regret the loss of life and the many injuries to Jews and Arabs alike.

' From the safety of the Temple Mount, where Arabs have always been granted freedom of
worship by the lsraell govemment, & mob of thousands of Palestinian Arabs, spurred on by calls
of "jihad,” pelted the unprotected worshippers with rocks, shards of glass and knives. They B
burned the police shelter guarding the entrance to the Temple Mount, beating and injuring the

patrolman on duty.

“Israeli police offered a deliberately measured response, utilizing rear gas first and then
rubber bullets. Only when their lives were threaiened did the police use live ammunition.

"We vociferously condemn this blatant provocation and vicious premeditated act of
violence This attack was instigated by Islamic fundamentalists and leaders in order to divert
attention from the Persian Gulf crisis, unite the divided Arab states, revive the faltering intifada,
restores some measure of credibility to a cause that has been damaged by its embrace of Saddam
Hussein and influence the current UN Security Council debate by linking the Gulf erisis with the

Palestinian problem.

As you know, because of a tachnical drafting error
ralating to the Foreign Military Financing Program the Forelgn
Operations, Export Financing, and Related Activities
Appropriation Act for fiscal 18991 will be subjected to a 1.3
per cent across the board sequester. it is our understanding
that in recognition that the drafting error caused a result not
intended by the Confarees, OMB will apportion funds affacted by
the sequester to the second half of the fiscal year, allowing
us time to correct the errer in the bill and reverae the
sequester before it actually affects programs.

As the managers of the Conference for the House and
Senate, we wish to emphasize that in preparing the 653 (a)
report we expect allocaticns to be made in conformity with the
intent of the Confereas without regard to the technical error.
All country and program funding allocations should be made in
accordance with the levels, terms and conditions reflected in
the final Confarance agreement, notwithstanding the error
concerning the Foreign Military Financing program, The intent
of tha Conferees is that Foreign Military Financing Program
grants for fiscal 1331 total &4,259, 920,800, of which
$27,920,800 is for military administration costs, and that
Foreign Military Financing Frogram credits total 5403,500,000.
