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ADDRESS BY THE PRIME MINISTER OF ISRAEL, MR. YITIHAK SHAMIR o
AT THE TONFERENCE OF THE COUNCIL OF JEWISH PEDERATTONS

ON THURSDAY 16 NOVEMBER 1989 AT § P.M. IN CINCINMATI, U & A
—

Mr. President, Leaders of the Jewish Community of the United States and
Canada, Our Ambassadors, Consuls, Ladies and Gentlemen, My Scothers and
Sisters,

Next wesk you, together with all Americang, will mark the holiday of
Thanksgiving. It celebratez the great promise of this land, perceived by the
pilgrims three-and-a-half centuries ago. This week, Iin mynagogques

.thm#ml; the world, we recall ancther promise, the promise of the Land of

Israsl made to the patriarch Abraham, over three and a half millenia ago.
Both thess promises were great milestomee in the history of our
civilization. Jewish nationhood in the Land of Israel gave birth to Western
morality, freedom and justice. American nationhood in this land made the
survival of these values poesible in cur time.

Viewing our time from the perspective of history, we have much for
which to be grateful. We are a strong, vibrant, dynamic nation. And, despite
pur differences; despite our rivalries, when it comes to the impoertant
isgues, we are & united pecple. We proved our unity last March, Iin the
Solidarity Conference in Jerusalem. Tonight, this assembly of leadars of the

'hl.’ﬂ'l. American Jewish community proves it again.

I balieve in unity. I know that the only thing that can defeat us 1s
dis unity. That is why I made all posgible efforts to establish a
government of unity in our country. At this crucial period in our history
unity is vital — not only in TIsréel but throughout the Jewish World.

We cannot afford to go again through the controversy of ™Who is a
Jew". That is why I launched an initiative, togesther with the dJdiffsrent
groups of American Jewry, to find a solution to the problem of the
cenversion of olim. We shall continue to devete all our efforts to this
problem until we find a solution acceptable to all. I call on you to help us
achieve this goal. United, we can remove all cbhstacles, we can overcome all
difficulties, we can achieve all that we must achieve.
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We cannot, we must not, forget what the world did to uz when we were
not united. The tragic fate of our people in Eurcpe was made possible by our
digpersal, our homelessness, our weakness. We wecw a psople without a land,
without a government, without an army. We were defenseless, and we suffered
the loss of a third of our pecple: six million men, women and l:hi.'!.fllrm. e
shall not let this happen again. Israel will not let this happen again.
Israesl is today the source of strangth for the entire Jewish pecple. It is
our security; it keeps us firm and united; it guarantees our future; it is
our destiny.

Our State is the instrument of an historical mission, It is sworn to
defend the rights of Jews wherever they may be, and to keep the gates of
Iscael cpen and to welcome all Jews.

When I =tood before you in past years, we toock an cath together. We
promised each other that we would not rest until the gates of the Soviet
Union are cpened to Jewish emigration, and until the Jews of Ethicpia were
reunited with their families in Israel. It was difficult to believe then
that we would witness the fulfilment of cur dreams so soon. The gates of the
Boviet Unlon are being opened now. It is ancther reason to be grateful, and
a time bo remember who made all this possible.

First and foremost the countless refuseniks and the heroic prisoners
of Zion who stood up to their oppressors. They kept the flame alive at great
.tlek to themselves, and somotimes paild with their lives.

But their seccifices might have been in vain had you, every one of
you, not committed yourselves to supporting their struggle. I want to thank
you now, I want to thank all the organizations and the thousands of
individuals whose tireless efforts made this possible. You spoke up for the
Jews of Silence. You demonstrated, you petitioned, you lobbiled, you wrote
letters, you travelled to the Soviet Unlon, you contributed, you gave your
time, your enecgy, your heart. Your crowning achievement - the great rally
in Washington two years ago - gave the ultimate expressicn to the strength
of our people’s resolve. You proved what unity, dedication and commitment
can do in bahalf of a great cause.
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But, we must alsc remember that these efforts were successful because
they were joined by efforts of successive United States Administrations. I
want to pay tribute tonight to theic understanding and support; particularly
to President Reagan and Secretary of BState Shultz who made a point of
caiging the Soviet Jewry isaue at the beginning of every mtirlsg‘xith Soviet
leaders.

. For more than a quarter century we have been dreaming of & time when
large numbers of Soviet Jews would come home to Eretz Israel. Por a shert
period in the seventies they were able to leave and, as a result, 180,000
Soviet Jews came to our country. They are an important, positive and
constructive component of our society. They have already made a significant
contribution to our national development. More important — they have
returned to the fold of the Jewish people. Their children are now proud
Israelis.

Today, wa are preparing for ancther wave of Allyah £rom the Soviet
Unien. They ars coming home, and they will be welcomed with feelings of

beotherhood and love.

The success of their absorption in Israel depends primarily om us in
Israel. But, I appeal to World Jewry - especially Morth American Jewry - to
join us in active partnorship to mest this challengs. If we are to attract
and keep this aliyah, we must provide suitable hewsing and create job
opportunities. We must do everything in the power of the Jewish people to
engure the success of this Aliyah. But we must act quickly. Experience has

taught us that, when dealing with the Soviet Unicn, rno one knows what
tomorrow might bring.
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My friends, such an opportunity occurs cnce in & generaticn. We must

grasp it. We must not lose it through inaction, debates on technicalitles,
or indifference.

Iscael cannot shoulder the immgnge financial burden of this wvital
project alone. It is imperative that Jewish leadership in America halp us
mobilize the necessary rescurces. It is not enly a question of money. We
need the involvement of industrialists, developers and builders. We need
dedication of Jewish heart and soul. We need American organizations and
compunities to adopt absorption projects in Iscasl. We need American f£irms
and corporations - especially in high-tech, electronics and computere - to
set up branches and plants in Iscael, to provide new employment
opportunities. We need the best that Jewish genius can offer and produce.

We dare not fail or falter. Thousands of Jewish lives depend on us. I
hope and pray - together with all of you - that in this particular chapter
in our history, Jewish brotherhood, solidarity and dedication will prevail.
We shall never forgive curselves if we do not ensure the success of this
gigantic Jewish enterprise of Shivat Zion, the Return to Zion. Our land
yearns for their return. Rachel, our mether, weeps for her children.

But Allyah is nmot only for Soviet Jews. It is for all Jews. Alivah is
central to our £aith, to our ideclogy and to our national program. It is the
prime cbjective of my presant wvisit.

I appeal all who cannot yet fulfil the mitzvah of aliyah to wvisit the
COUntry; to tour and to see how your pecple are building it and being built
in the process.

I would ask this great organisation, cepresenting the entire North
American Jewish community, to consider holding the next General Assembly in
Jarusalem!

By historic coincidence, the opening of the gates of the Soviekt Union
may ba followed with the end of the tragedy of Ethicpian Jewry. After years
of alienation, the Government of Ethiopia last week announced its decision
to resume full' diplomatic relatiens with Israsl. It was the culmination of
gustained afforcs on our part to rebuild the bridges between the two
countries and between Israsl and the Jewish commmity in Ethiopia,
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The saga of that Jewish tribe, which was cut off from mainstream
Judaiem for centuries, and the rebuilding of bridges to it, will cne day be
told. It constitutes one more chapter in the miraculous drama of Jewish
digpersal and redemption. We were not always able to tell the full story of

what was being done. But, I can tell you now that not far a "moment did we .

‘pause in our efforts to maintain contact; to encourage and assist them, and
to press for their return to Eretz Israel.

"Cperation Moses" brought almost half the community to Iscael, with
the help of the U.5, Government and American Jewry, We pay special tribute
to the Vice—President at that time - today President of the U.5. - George
Bush, who helped mchilize MAmerican assistance in bringing thousands of
stzanded, helpless Ethicplan refugees home to Israel.

Mow, we are locking forward to the understanding and
cooperation of the Ethispisn government in reuniting Jews who remained in
Ethicpis with their familise. Since the renewal of the diplomatic relations
between our countries, there has been an inccease in the numbsr of Ethioplan

Jews reaching Israel.

Here again, we will have to gtretch our rescurces in crder to provide
them with employment and new homes. The challenge goee beyond housing and
work. It is literally a question of rebuilding their lives in every sense of
the word. I have visited some of the Ethiopian families in absorption
centers and in their new homes. Words cannot adequately describs the
thrilling sight of their transformation. Within the span of a few years,
their children have become university graduates and cfficers in eour aomy.
Nothing has given me more faith in our future than this incredible
development .

Amyone who sees the plane-loads of Jews arriving in Istael from the
Soviet Union, or the groups of frail and tired Ethiopian Jews kissing the
soil of Eretz lIsrael, cannot but be overcome with emotion and excitement. We
are truly living the prophetic period as predicted by Isaiah - Chapter 43:
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"I will bring your offspring from the East and gather
you from the West. To the North I will say, "Give them up, "
and to the Scuth, "Do not hold them.” Bring 'l!ﬁ"_l"ﬂ'll from far
away, my daughters; from the end of the sarth.” &

Ladies and gentlemen, the Prophet Isaiah also gave Divine expression
to the fervent bellief that the day will come whan nation will not raise
sword against nation. Jewish thought, prayer, and traditien reject and
despise war.

We are, therefore, encouraged and relieved by the recent developments
in the internaticnal arena. We welcome tha removal of the walls that
separated East from West during the last four decades. We applaud the
reduction of weapons of mass destructicn by agreement of both world blocs.
We are encouraged by the spread of democracy and freedsm in countries that
were ruled by totalitarian regimes and by the fact that a number of regional Y,
conflicts are in the process of being resolved. New rays of freedom .
{lluminate the corners of the globe, and the Jewish peopla rejoice in their
glow, Governments in the Soviet bloc and in the third world are realizing
that dipolomatic boycott is counter-productive. Slowly but surely, they are
cpening a new page by resuming relations with Israsl.

There is, however, one corner of the globe that has not been touched
by these winds of change. Unfortunately, Israel is located in that
nelighborhood.

In the Arab Middle East, democracy is still unknown. Totalitarianism,
rellgicus fanaticism, viclence and terror still prevail there. Terrorism
remains an instrument of policy by governments, political parties and
organizations. Immense riches are wasted on armaments and weapons of
destruction, including missiles and chemical warheads.
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In this environment Israel is gtill being regarded as an alien entity
and ies-right to exist is denied. In spite of all this, we have never

anuﬂmud‘!mpn for psace. Our Peace Initiative of 14 May follows a long list
of attempts - some of them secret, which will become public, one day - to
break through the wall of enmity and cpen a process of peace.

¥We have streceed, over and over again, that the Palestinian question

is only cne of the problems that our Initiative ls secking to resolve - and
not the most important or the most dangerous. e

By thia technique of confusion, distortion and miscepresentation,
they have cbscured the fact that 19 Arab countries ace gtill in a stats of
war wikth Israel; that some of them continue to support terror attacks on
Igrael; and that their combined military potential pomeg an awesoms threat
to Isreel. With the exception of Bgypt, every one of the 19 Arab states
recently joined in the annual ritual to disqualify the credentials of our
delegation at the U.M, in order to deny lIsrael’s legitimacy. We had hoped
that at least soms of the Arab states would change to a more moderate
stance. The Soviet Union and other Eastern bloe countriss did change thelr
vobe. Buk not one Arab government followsd sult.

. Cur Peace Initiative is based on solid and realistic grounds. It is a
product of an extensive consensus in Israel. It is an attempt at sclving all
aspects of the Arab-Israel conflict. It includes the humanitarian task of
providing housing for the Palestinian Arab refugees; peaces agreements with
our neighbors; and deepening the wvital peace relationship with Egypt.
Finally, it offers a detalled plan for the sclution of the problem of the
Arab inhabitants of Judea, Samaria and the Gaza digtrict.

Some cbservers have interpreted our initiative ags the result of a
realizaction that, intreducing the PLO into the peace procese, is inevitable.
Mothing can be further from the truth. On this issue, we have a difference
of view with some of cur American friends. We maintain that the PLO is
totally disgualified as a partner to peace.
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We explained to our friends in Washington that the PLO has two basic
objectives: a Palestinian state west of the Jordan and the sc—called “right
of return” of the Palestinians. Both objectives constituts a mortal danger
to Israel. Another confremtation Gtate poised at the very heart.of Iscael
wWill act quickly to incite Israel's citizens, will render Isgrael’s borders
undefendable and will serve as a detonator of a future all-out War against
Israel. Allowing the resettlement of all these who claim to be Palestinian
refugees within Isrsel’s borders will gimply destroy our Stats. Therefore,
there can be no bridging the gulf between Israel and thf" FLO. And any
attempt at introducing the PLO into the peace process is harmfyul to Israsl’g
most vital interests.

My talks with prominent Palestinian personalities have led me to
believe that many Palestinian Arabs view our proposals favorably. But, the
FLO empleys terror and Intimidation against them to ensure that the Lo will
be their sole representative and spokesman.

We Lry to encourage the local populaticn to stand up and speak for
themselves. But our attempts are frustrated by consistent boosts to the
status of ‘the PLO, by governments that recognize thig organization and talk
to its representatives. This disregards not only lsrael's interests, but the
future and welfare of the local Arab populatian,

We know the meaning of PLO
rule. We remsmber the unspeakable brutalitieg of the PLO ministate in
Lebanon, and we witness overy day the horrible murders and mutilations
perpetrated against lnnocent Arabs at the hands of magked executicners.
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The main goal of our foreign policy, indeed the prin;;:.r abject of the
foreign policy of any modern state, is to achieve security for its citizens.
My friends, there are those who suggest that the best guarantee of security
is peace. But if the history of this century has taught us one thing, it is
that peace without security, is no peace at all. -

Yot this is precisely what many of our critics would have Tsrael
accept with regard to Judea, Samaria and Gaza., They would have us agree to
relinquish these areas, located in the underbelly of our State, nine miles
from our coast, and in the heart of ocur major population centers and
industry, surrcunding Jerusalem on three sides. They argue that the chance
of realizing peace s worth the extraordinacy risks to our naticnal security
that such an arrangement would entail.

More than once, we have demonstrated our readiness and capacity to
take risks for peace. But we cammot, and will not, take risks, sven' in the
name of peace, that put our security in jecpardy.

The Government of Israel will leave no stone unturned, no opportunity
untouched in our quest for peace in the Middle Bast. But we will not be
pressured into committing naticnal suicide.

wWe discussed these lssues with the United States government and its
representatives in recent weeks, and yesterday in Washington. On a number cf
occasions I have expressed to President Bush and to Secretary Jim Baker our
deep appreciation for their involvement and help in moving the peace process
forward,
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There are legitipats differences between us. After all it ig only
natural that the United States government wants to ses tranguility and peace
in the Middle East, and regards the ways and means to that snd as secondary
in importance. But, for Israsl every Btep towards that common ocbjective ig
fraught with risk. One blunder can be fatal. B

These differences cannot, and will not, change the wvery solid
friendship between our nations. Israsl iz a loyal and dependable ally,
whether in times of stress and need, or in times of tranquillity and peace.

My friends, I am often asked how I gses the future. While the
institution of prophecy died out with the end of the Babylonian Exile, lat
me say that I am an unshakable optimist abeout the future of the Jewigh
pecple. The remarkable resilience of this nation; its ability to rise from
the abyss to the heights of national tegeneration; the reunification of
Jerusalem; the in-gathering of the sxiles and the building and creation of a
state for the first time in 2,000 years are a source of Iinspiration and

great hopa.

If we stand together and look beyond our petty differences to the
real challenges that await us, this naticn will persovere and f£lourish.
dnitsd, ours is a nation, Strong in its moral foundations; sttong in its

~ Wwareness of itself and its mission; and strong economically and militarily,

fe can, and will, confront and overcome the uncertainties of the hour, as
1id the Patriacch Abraham when he set cut on his lonely journey to the Land
if 1sraesl nearly 4,000 yeers ago. I referred, at the beginning, to God's
romise to Abraham, which we read in last week's portion of the Torah., Let

Arfd we are now in such a relationghip —--
you know, the cogperation betwsen the United States and laraml is
essential, essential for the EMiddle EastF, ssrwntial for both
counirigs. And in order %o continue with this cosperation and to
make it useful for everybody, we have to be frank, we have to
understand each other very well. And now I think we are in this

Recently Secrelary of State Baker called on Israelis to
abandon the dream of "Greater Israel." You have responded by
stating that Israel will not give the Palestinians "one inch of
our land." This is not the way to peace,

If Iarael seeks Lo hold onto all of the land thers can be no
peace. You cannot give citizenship to the 1.7 million
Falestinians living in the Weat Bank and Gazm without either
giving up Iarael's democratic charmcter or giving up its identity
a8 a Jewish state. Yet if they are not treated as egquals,
Palestiniana will forever struggle to free themselves from
Israeli control. The only selution i=m to give up the ocoupied
territories, Otherwise, you forever condemn Israel to conflict
and to the inner destruction that eccupation brings to the
oooupying power.

For the good of Isrmel and in the spirit of the Jewish
tradition, turn to the Paleantinians, acknowledge them aas the
equal bearers of rights, and offer to withdraw from the
territories in exchange for peace and mecurity.
