I'd also like to extend my congratulations on a job
wall done to AIPAC's former President, my good friend, Ed
Levy. While I served ln the Senate, and as Vice President,
Ed and I enjoyed an exceptionally clese working
relationship., Incidentally, I can't hslp but notive that
poth Ed and his Buccessor are sclid Rapublicanms =-- that's
the way all Presidential successions should be handled!

As all of you know, we've jJust concluded the racent

U.8,~Soviet Summit, and we're looking toward the NATO

192 summit in July.
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Much is being made today of the amazing times in
which we live. Seme have compared cur ara to the and of
World War I -- "the war to end all wars." Others have gona
further back in history, to the year 1848 -- "the
springtime of nations" —- when democratie revolutions swept
aoroes Eﬁrupe.

But I'm struck by the comparison between the events
happening today, and the events in the Middle East after
the Six-Day War of 1967. The 8ix-Day War began on Monday,
June 5, and ended on Gaturday, June 10. On June 11 == that
is, exactly 23 years age today -- Israelis savored the
thrill of victery.

I think it's falr to say that not only Israalis, but
the entire Jewish pecple, were seized by a justifiable
exhilaration en June 11, 1967. Even non-Jews 1like mymelf
rejoiced. And why not? After all, the attempt teo destroy
the state of Israel had failed. Jerusalem was united, itno
holy places opsn to all, and Jews prayed befors the Wostern
Wall for the firet time in 19 years. In June of 1067, some
Israelis believed that the future would be unifermly sunny
and pbright == and many even believed that the suffering
associated with Jewleh history had perhaps come to an end.

I think the parallels to today's situation are
striking. In the aftermath of what President Bush has

called "the revolutionary year of 1989," it is the Wast
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that is seized with a justifiabla exhilaration,

Now, schelars epeculate about the "end of history"
and the universal triumph of freadom and democracy, And
some Americans are even declaring that having won the Cold
War, it's time for us to bring the troops home, disengage
from the ﬁarld, and enjoy the fruits of victory.

But unfortunately, Israel's great victory in 1967
did not bring peace. Instead of the approaches te diszocussa
peace that Israel confidantly expected, Israel got the
"three neo's" of Xhartoum: no peace, ne recognition, neo
negotiations, Then came the terrorism and the hijackings,
the War of Attrition with Bgypt along the banks of the Buez
Canal, the Yom Kippur War, Lebanon, the increasingly
expansive arms race, and, more recently, the Intifada,

There wera alsc some hopeful developments: the
peace treaty with Egypt, signs that some elements in the
Arab world have bheen coming te terms with Israel's
existence, increased soviet emigration, and the resumption
of diplomatic relations with many of the natieoneg that had
broken them off aftar 1967,

Clearly, history did not end for Israel in 1567,

l|91 And naither, I dare say, will it come teo an end for tha
U.8., despite the remarkable victories our values and

ideals are winning today.
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Let us 2ll bear in mind that the future of tha
Seviet Union is unclear; that regional confliete, in the
Middle East and elsevwhere, continua to fester; and that
chemical, nuclear, biological, and ballistic missile
preliferation pose a real threat not only to our allies,
but to us,

Above all, let's keep in mind that wa have been
surprised this past csntury by the rigse or Communism, the
rise of Naziem, and the rise ef radical Islamio
fundamentaliem, I'm sure history still has a few more
surprises in atere for us in the decades to come.

What lessons should Israel and the United States
draw from these events?

But even as Israel and the U.5. breaden the scope of
our strategic cooperation, we must never lose sight of the
raason behind this cooperation. And that reason can bhe
summarized in one word: Peace. Peace is what the Imraeli
pecple ysarn for. Peuu;ﬁz; whut”;hc hmariuun pecple yearn
for. And peace is what our close relationship will cne day
achieva.

Naturally, the road to peace can sometimes be a bit
bumpy. The U.S. and Israel don't always see eye to eye on
how hest to achieve peace, Quite frankly, I £ind thaesa
occasions of disagreement painful. But the fundamantal
news is good! when all is said and done, the fact remains
that the two allies, the U.S. and Israel, agree on many of

But proclaiming the right to emigrate is not
enough. Jews and others need the opportunity te exercise
that right,

The government of the United States has made ite
view very clear. President Bush ha; called on the Soviet
Union to normalize diplématia relations with Israel, and to
permit direct flights to Israel. And we have made it glear

block Israel's legltimate right to absorb Soviat an%:h
:EI;;anFl]

The 'government of the United States views the
emigration of Soviet Jewry to Israel as a basic human
rights issue, Wa consider the growing mxodus of Jews from
the Soviet Union nothing less than a dream come true.

I don't mind telling you that when I have eentacted
Soviet authorities in the past about this or that refusenik
=~ both as a Senator and as Vice President ~=- I sometimes
wondered whethar it would have any effect -- whether we

woulQ ever see Soviet Jews free. to enjoy their inalienable

rights. But when I now meet new Tsraelis like Natan

- »®
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Bcharansky and Viadimir Raiz, I know Lhat our arforts have
made a difference. We can be proud of these efforts.

As you know, the U.5. government does not agree with
Israel's settlement policy in the Occupied Territeries, At
the same time, however, the Unitad States strongly rejects
any threat to postpone ilmsuing exit permits to Soviet Jews
until Israel changes itm pelicy. The right to emiyrate is
net some privilege that a government can grant or withhold
as it pleases, Rather, it is a basic human right that must
be respected. We are pleased that Soviet Foreign Miniaster
Shevardnadze has now assured SBecretary Baker that the
Soviet Union's liberalized enigration policy will continue,
and will be codified in a new law.

Another area of close American-Israeli cooperation
is the atrﬁqglu against terrerism. Over the years,
Anerican and Israeli citizens have been the major victims
of international terrorism. We've suffered togethar and
we've worked together. And we will continue to work
together until the menace of terroriam is finally
eradicated,

To be sure, we've had our differences on this issue,
One area of particular concern to many of you has baen the
U.8. dialogue with the PLO, As you know, this dialogue was

bagun by tha Reagan Administration in Decamber 1988, after
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for such a dlalogue =- recognition of Israsel'as right te
exist, renunciation of terrorism and acceptance of Security
Council Resolutions 242 and 338,

The Bush Administration has continued this dialogue.
We have done eo because we believa that in the absance of
such a dialogue, Palestinians from the Occupied Territoriss
would be less likely to participate in the peaca procass.
But we have never pressed Israel to negotiate with the PLO;
we have nevar sought to bring the PLO into thae peace
process '"through the back door"; we do not support the
establishment of a Palestinian state; and we have continued
to thwart the PLO's efforts to advance its claim te
statehood in international organizaticns.

Of course, our dialogue with the FLO has rested on a
fundamental premise: that the PLO will adhere to the
conmitments it made in December 1%88. But on May 30, the
Palestine ﬁibarltibn Front, a group affiliated with the
PLO, sought to carry out a horrifying terrorist attack on
the beaches of Tel Aviv. We have condemned this attack in
the strongest terms., We take terrorism and this attack
veary sariously.

As President Bush said on Friday, "OQur dialogue is
predicated on a renunciation of terror." President Bush

will make a decimion on that dialogue soon. His decision
——

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counter terrorism, And President Bush will make the rignt
decimion,

There is yet another item on the agenda of the
American-Israeli alliance -~ our campaign to restora the
moral integrity of the United Nations. In Novembar 1875,
the United Nations' integrity was severely compromised whan
the Genaral Assenbly adopted Resolution 3379, equating
Zionism with Racism, When the General Assambly of thae
United Natlons passed this infamous Resolution, the U.B,
made it clear that we would never accept it.

Last December, I publicly called on the Boviat Union
to work with us to repeal it. This merning, I want te
renew my calli this infamous Remolutisn should be -- and
will be == repealed. And we will work to make this happen.

You know, lohg before this infamous Resclution, some
people -~ aven sympathetic paople =-- thought that Zienism
wag an impossible dream, But the peopls of Israel thought
otherwise. And the paople of America thought etharwise, as
well, Working together, we transformed the dream of Zien
into a reality. And working together, we will realize our
other dreams as well,

S50 let us continue our struggle side by side until

the dream we both shara -- the dream of an Israel that i=s

safe, secure and at peace -- comes to pass at last,

PLO does not take certain actions immediately.

The resolution is co-sponsored by Sens. Mitchell (D-ME),

Lautenberg (D-NJ), Grassley (R-IA), Graham (D-FL), and Nickles
(R-OK).

23 interview with Cable News Network in which he - M
referred to Iranian hostages held by the Phalangists in
Lebanon and to Sheik Obeid, as well as other Lebanese
and Palestinians held by Israel.

Referring to U.S. influence over the Phalangists and
Israel, Velayati said that it was now the turn of the
cther side to take some positive steps for the relzase
of Iranian, Lebanese, and Palestinian hostages if we
want to continue the process of releasing hostages.

This is the most authoritative of several signals we
have seen that the hostage holders and their patrons
will at some point press the demand for the release of
prisoners held in Israel or the Security Zone as a part
of a hostage release process.

o We have made clear publicly and privately to all that we
will not negotiate for hostages nor make concessions to
secure their release. Indeed, we believe Iran and Syria
are the ones feeling the pressure to secure the
hostages’ freedom and to distance themselves from
hostage-taking. There seems to be the potential for
further movement.

o Our consistent demand is that all those with influence
use it to secure the immediate and unconditional release
of all hostages. We continue to stress this in our
private as well as our public commmunications. We have
also made clear that we support humanitarian efforts to
free all in the region. We Mfunderstand your interests
in securing the release or an accounting of Israelis
missing in action.

o Further, as you recall, we both explored, last Fall, the
possibility of an ICRC role in moving forward the
general problem of hostages in the region. While we
have no operational information now, beyond the very
preliminary preview which Syrian Foreign Minister Shara’
mentioned to our Ambassador more than a week ago, that
communication did give us an indication of the kind of
approach we may get from the Syrians. With this in
mind, we believe it might be useful to make the ICRC the
centerpiece of any discussion of hostages. Accordingly,
we are considering approaching the ICRC in Geneva to
explore what role they might play. We would be
interested in any views you might have at this early
point.

o We will need to stay in close contact on this issue. We
see the need to have a channel to keep abreast of this
fast moving situation and would like to be in touch,
informally, with key individuals handling the issue on
your side on a regular basis.

In light of tha irresponsible and brutal attampt by the
palestine Liberation Front (PLF) to massacre civilians along
rgrael’s shoreline on May 30th, we are writing to strongly urge
the Administration to cease all dealings with the Palestine
Libliggian Organization (PLO) until it terminates all ties with
Abu- as. :

As you may racall, the current U.5.-PLO dialogue is
preconditioned upon the PLO’s commitment to rencunce terrorism.
T¢# the PLO does not abide by this policy, as this recent event
clearly indicates, any ¢ont nuation of a U,S5.-PLO dialogue will
be an embarrassment to the credibility of U.S. foreign policy.
The PLF, headad by Abu-Abbas -- a member of the PLO’s Executlva
committee, has flagrantly claimed responsibility for this helnous
act,

This act of terrorism is unequivocal evidence that
significant elements within the PLO continus to believe that .
terrorism is a valid instrument in the pursuit of policy
objectives -- an attitude unacceptable to the U.S.

In this light, the continuation of the U.S.-PLO dialogue
would undermine stated U.S. policy principles of eradicating
terrorism and promoting peaceful reselution of conflict in the
region.

Tha U.8. must be unbending in its policy and insist ‘that’
the PLO as a whole renounce terrorism and publicly denounce those
who are connected with terrorist activities. The current U.8.=
PLO relationship rests upon a firm set of conmitments which
cannot be abrogated.

The Senate woted 50-4% op May 23 tn asprpowve a4 measure which would
rlace a three-year ban on the sale: manufacture and distr ibution of
nine types ot semiautomatic assault 1+ les and plestdle.

The ban wauld apply to ftour catewar ies ot LH.S.~-made guns and i wve
types ot toreign-made weapons Ldlw entorcenent otticers contend that
the proscribed ritles are thaose moost treguently used in drua-related
crime: and that they have otten been wued o kill police ntticers .
Supporters ot the ban also note that Semi ~automatic weapans —— which
are built ta tire one shot at a time - gan be moditied to BPpray
bullets.

The narrow vote on the Senate floogr — which defeated = Fepub !l ican
move to delete the ban from an omnibus anti—-erime package —-- was split
largely along party lines; with seven Republicans and 43 Democrats

voting to preserve the restrictions.

Debate on the entire crime bill continued May Z4, and the PrOSpECtS
tor tinal Senate approval were uneclesar. Simiflarly unclear were the
Prospects for passage ot the measure on the House sides even though a
House subcommittee has narrow!y approved an even broader ban an
assault weapons.

Other controversial portions ot the Senate bill include a provision
which would authorize the death penalty tor 30 tederal otfenses
(primarily murder, espionage and treasnon)s and another which would bar
the death penalty it its use were faound to further *a racially
discriminatory pattern.”
