The roles of the vicbim and the atiacker durlng the wvlolent
disturbances In Judea-Sawarla and the Gaza Dlstrict have on
cccaslon been Inverted by media reports since December 1987. This
mlnrepresentation of the facts was especlally glaring in the
recent arblcle by Jack Anderson and Dale Van Alta (Washington
Post, June 15, 1989) on Lhe destructlion of trees. On the very day
that: Lthe artliele wenlt to print, the bemutifaul Hount Gllkoa aren
was the scene of ten Elres, lgnlted by Arab extremlists who dld .
not, apparently, read the article and who do not, apparently,
share Anderson and Van Atta's love of trees.

Yes, there ls a campalgn to desatroy trees and cultivated
land. But no, 1t is not a campaign that has been launched by
Israel against the Palestlinian Arabs in the territories; iiL ls one
that has been carrled out by the PLO and its operatives agalnst
Israel.

The Redemptlon ol the Land has been a cardlnal princlple of
Zlonism anpd the rebullding of the State of Israel from the very
beginning. A key element of this process has been the planting of
trees by the thousands In areas laid waste by centurles of neglect
and foreign plunder. The Jewish National Fund has been
instrumental In thls afforestatlon program, and there is hardly a
Jewlsh family, here, in Israel, or abroad, which has not
participated In this ongolng project. When Israel became |
independent In 1948, there were about 4.5 milllon trees; today
Lhere are about 195 mllllion, .

It 1s preclsely because the developnent of the land ls so
Integral a part of the reblrth of Israel and lts quest for
prosperity and peace that the PLO has borrowed a chapter from
destructive attacks cultivated by the Jewish ploneers. 1In 1988,
the PLO declded that the trees, forests, the pasturelands, and the
orchards were agaln to be targeted for arson. Around this tlme
last year, a wave of more than 450 fires devastated nearly 30,000

The arson attacks have been openly encouraged by the PLO.

Israel has not launched an attack on the trees, orchards and
fields of the Palestinlian Arabs. On the contrary, since 1967, the
number of acres used by the Arab residents of the territories has
increased tremendously with Israelil asslistance -- Lo more Lhan
140,000 acres. The PLO, however, cares neither for the verdant .
beauly of trees and orchards, nor for human 11fe. 1In certaln
locations, some trees have been used as places for concealing
those who attack passing vehlcles with deadly barrages of rocks
and flrebowmbs; remember, for example, the firebomb attack on a bus
near Jerlcho In October 1988, where a mother and her three
chlldren were burned to death? In cases such as thls, the trees,
regrettably have had to be removed from the roadside so that
buffer zones In those dangerous locatlons could be created and
uman 11fe may be saved.

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We remain deeply disturbed by the treatment applied to
palestinian Americans in the West Bank and Gaza by Israeli
security forces. This is a subject which was under
discussion between our two governments even before the

uprising. a;

The problem has clearly been exacerbated by the uprising, '
which has resulted in the arrest or detention of meny
Paleatinian-Americans.

Ambassador Brown raised this issue with Defense Minister
Rabin shortly before his departure for the U.S5.

M. SALEM: How can you Justify the United States vetao of
Becuriby Coungil resolutions calling on lsrael to respect human
riuhta in the occuplied territories?

M. KURTZER: As I said during my remarks, one of the key
elements in the US approach to negotiations to this process has been
to bring about a realistic workable approsch. HNow, the United
Mations plays a very important role in marshalling world public
opinion, and the United States participates actively in those
deliberations. It, however, has been of concern to the United
HSlates, parlicularly in bthe last decade, that the United Nations has
become an imbalanced forum for the discussion of issues related to
the Middle East peace process, particularly 1n an environment in
which we're dealing very intensively with both parties. We valus
ouy dialogue with lsrael. We value our dialogue with the PFLO and
with the Falestinian community. Efforts in the United Nations to
pul Toerward imbalanced resolutions don’t help this process. And
it'es our jJudgment that as we
approach a process that needs to be dealt with realistically, in
which welre trying 0 build a workable approach to dialopue, to
regotiations, this kind of effort in the international community
simply is not helpful. And so we told our friends in the UN that we
could not support an imbalanced resolution. Efforts were made in
Mew York Lo see whelher or nolb some balance could be into 16, and
Lthere was not a great deal of interest in that. And so the United
Btates did exercise a velbo,

At the same Cime, 1 would emphasize, as you know, our strong
concern aboul policies Israel pursues in the Territories which are

We fake it seriously,
and 1t's through that dialogue that we will seek to hear the real
views of the parties. But, you can't ask an American administration
to react to a public statement of one side, because [ can assure
youy, 1f you're attending these kinds of conferences from people who
suppart Israel, you're golng o hear the same kinds of concerns and
the same kinds of questions directed at Palestinian and FLD

leadership statements, .
Third question. If there's a dearllock, what will we da? The

This is the process that can wor k. It's a

Fourth question, elactions for what, representatives? We've
said often in public that our intention is naot to divide the
Falestinian community and we will not associate with efforts by
others to do so.

SIDE WAS CHAIRED 8Y AMB. POLYAKOV, AND INCLUDED MIDDLE
EAST ENVOY TARASOV. .

-- THESE CONSULTATIONS WERE PART OF A REGULAR, ONGOING
SERIES OF EXPERT EXCHANGES BEGUN IN 1985 TO PROMOTE COMMON
UNDERSTANDINGS ON KEY REGIONAL ISSUES IN THE MIDDLE EAST
AND ELSEWHERE. OURING THE MINISTERIAL MEETING IN MAY IN

I am writing to express my appreciation for the letter which
you and 93 other Senators have sent me in suppert of tha
Government of Israel's Proposal to hold free and democratic
elections in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. This Administration
wholeheartedly supports the Israell proposal. Elactions can
launch, as Prime Minister Shamir said, "a political negotiating
pProcess" which would deal with both interim arrangements and
permanent status issues. 1Israel and the U.&. agree that, in
those negotiations, all sides would be able to bring their
pPreferred positions to the negotiating table and that the

oeutcome of the negotiations must be acceptable to all concerned.

The Israeli proposal is an important first step towarg a
comprehensive, just and lagting peace betwean Israel and ite
Arab neighbors. We have undertaken a vigorous diplomatie
effort with Palestinians, the Arab States, our European allies,
the Soviets, and others to persuade them to say yes to peace by
agreeing to move forward to alections and negotiations, As I
heve said publicly, the Israeli Government's pProposal deserves
8 positive and construetive Palestinian and broader Arab
response,

As we continue our efforts to encourage the Arab side to engage
with the Government of ITarael, it ip heartening to know that
the Administration and the Congress speak with one voice in
support of thig initiative., Mueh work needs to be dene on both
sides.

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U.5. OFFICIAL URGES ARAB-AMERICAN SUPPORT FOR ELECTIONS
(Text: FKurtzer Speech Before NAAA)

| Washington -- Following is the text of a speech by
Dr. Daniel Kurtzer, a member of the Policy Planning Staff
at the U.S. Department of State, delivered June 19 before
the annual Political Action Conference of the National
Association of Arab Americans. The speech was followed by
a question-and-answer period, also transcribed below.

DR. KURTZER: Thank you, George, and thank you for the
opportunily to meet with you this morning. I was asked to present,
in about 15 minutes, some thoughts about the way the administration

looks at the peace process, and then to spend another 15 or 20
minules wilh you in discussing that.

As was mentioned, the authoritative statement made about a

mnnEh ago al the American Israel Public Affairs Committee Conference
by Secretary Baker. remains the authoritative statement of our
policy. And for those of vou ——

{Applause.)

And for those who haven®t had a chance to read it carefully, I
suggest you do, because 1l contains a wealth of insight into the way
we Lhink, and the kinds of principles and pragmalic approaches to
Lhe peace process that this administration intends to follow.

Our approach to negotiations, as Secretary Baker indicated,
remains constanl in this administration, as it was constant in the
Reagan administration. We base our policy on an approach which is
directed at the achievement of a comprehensive settlement, achieved
through negotiations based on Resolutions 242 and 338,
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and in which three principles will be achieved, the principles of
territory for peace, securily far all parties, and political rights
for the Palestinian people. Principles alone, however, don't
produce outcomes. And as we have found over the past decade, in
which has been a relative stalemate in the process of peacemaking,
Lhe principles alone don't produce negotiations. What the Bush
administration found when it entered office in January was a
situation in which the positions of the parties and the emotions —-
the gaps belween the posilions of the parties and the emotions
between them were so deep and so divided that il was impossible to
project a policy thal would bring about negiations quickly.

On the lwo key 1ssues in which Israel and the Arabs must deal
in order Lo bring aboul a negotiated settlement, namely the question
of Palestinian representation and the shape of a final settlement,
Lhe gaps are incredibly wide, as you know. And the violence and
other activities associated with the intifada and Israel's policy in
Lhe Territories have crealed an environment in which dialogue has
been conducted through violence rather than through political
discourse.

So, what the administration has tried to do over these first
five months has been Lo bring aboul a change in what we call this
prenegotiation atmosphere. And we fell that a change was needed in
order to creale confidence among the parties that there was
something Lo talk about, and confidence between them and among them
that once they began to talk, their interests would be best served.

In this respeclt. and i11's in this context that the American
administration acceplted and welcomed the initiative put forward by
the government of Israel about a month and a half ago
hecause whal lhe Israeli government has done is to make an important
statement for peace. There are problems with that approach, and we
are dealing with some of them. MWe are talking to the Israeli
government aboul gaps. But it's important, as we said to AIPAC and
as we say here loday, lo respond constructively to an approach which
1s designed to bring about a political process of negotiations, as
the Israel: governmenit has done.

Now, why 1s —— why has Lthe administration welcomed the Israeli
approach, and why are we seeking now Lo bring about a constructive
Palestinian-Arab response? As we know as Americans, elections are
Lhe quintessential political act. They allow people to organize, Lo
debate, Lo assemble, and Lo deal with political issues that are of
most concern to them. In the context of the Middle East, they
provide an entry way for Palestinians and Israelis to launch a
dialogue in which both sides can make known their concerns and in
which those concerns can be dealt wilh across the table. And they
offer a way to translate the undirected violence of the intifada
into a direcled course of political action, designed to achieve
realistic and achievable political goals.

I1"s towards this end that the administration has been working,
to bring about a dialogue, to bring about negotiations in which
Israel and Palestinians, Israel and ils Arab neighbors, can begin
talking aboul peace, and can beqgin talking aboul the interests that




motivate them, and to seek a solution which both sides feel protect
their vital interests.

Mow, in dealing with this problem, we of course need lo
pvercome some concerns that both parties have. MNumber one of
course is the concern about the modalities themselves of lhe
elections process. What will be the rights of Palestinians lo
campaign and to organize and Lo speak freely
during an election campaign? What will protect them during that
campaign? Will the international community find a way to have ils
concerns satisfied that Lhe elections will he fair and free?

In addition te the modalities i1ssues, there's a second related
1ssue as we deal with the elections proposal. And thal has Lo do
with what assurances can be provided to both sides that there will
be negotialions Lhat follow and that those negotialions will be
about the i1szues thal matter? Mow, as I mentioned, the Israeli
governmenl., i1n adopling its proposal, said quite clearly that these
elections would launch a political megoliating process. And in so
doing. the Israeli1 government indicated some of the views that it
intends to bring to the negotialions, views wilh which I imagine
sgme in this audience don't agree.

At Lhe same Lime, should Palestinians -- and we hope Lhey do --
should Palestinians agree lo participate in this process, to be
launched by elections and then Lo be followed by negotiations, we
would expect Palestinians to indicate also the views that they want
to see dealt with in the negotiations. So it is absolutely proper
for both sides to hold very slrong views about what the negotiations
are about. And it"s alseo absplutely proper for both sides to insist
that there be a negotiating process that protects and advances the
prospects of achieving those interests. It 1is not, however,
acceptable for one side to refuse Lo participale or to hold out for
a hetter deal.

Let me be clear aboutl this point. What's needed now, and what
we've been saying to both sides in the Middle East conflict, is
engagement. We need both parties to agree to engage wilh each
other, to agree to launch this engagement through dialogue, and to
work through what we see as a very valuable concept —-— elections Lo
launch negotiations, to work through that teo find a solution and a
settlement of the Arab-lsraeli conflit which will protect the
interests of boilh sides.

Palestinians cannot afford te obstruct this process.
Opportunities have presented themselves in Lthe past. Those
gpportunities have been missed. Indeed, Palestinians have nolhing
to lose by testing this process and by engaging in dialegue Lo see
whether or not in fact. this is a process in which their interests
and their objectives can be protected and secured.

Surely., we 1n the American administration understand that
Palestinians and other Arabs have concerns and have gquestions which
need to be answered, which need Lo be deall with. Bul there is no
better deal in the offing, and those questions can be answered and
those concerns can be dealt with. No one, including the United




States governmenl, 1s going to produce a hetter deal now. And no
one, including the United States government, is going to deliver a
selllement. A settlement will emerge from an engagement between the
parties themselves. And the pathway being offered now is a pathway
which should be walked upon, should be trod upon, and we should
pursue it as far as we can Lhrough a negotiating process.

And finally, preconditions won't work. Neither side can
eslablish as a precondition for dialogue, for engagement, for
negotiations, the kinds of i1ssues which are guaranteed to ensure
that the other party will not engage. This is not part of the
Israeli initiative and we don't expect i1 Lo be part of a
Palestinian initiative. So, the best advice that friends of the
Arab communitly, friends of the Palestinian community can offer to

. Ltheir friends in the region, 1s lto engage. To seize the opportunity
offered by a process which the American administration believes can
work, which needs to be elaborated, which cannot be elaborated by
Lhe United Stales alone. bul can work 1f both parties engage in
dialogue. Bolh parties make clear, as they engage in dialogue, what
Lheir interests are, what Lheir concerns are, and what their needs
are. And, through that dialogue, we can get this thing started, we
can bring aboul negotiations. And i1's through negotiations that
Lhe kind of outcome that both sides can live with can be achieved.

I1*d like to stop here and throw the floor open to questions. I
don’'1l know how you want to structure 1%, but I'm here to stay as
long as we have, lo deal wilh questions and concerns. And thank you
again for lthe opportunily to lalk Lo you, and it's now your floor.

(Applause.)

MR. SALEM: 1f you could bring those questions that you have
Lhus far. Why don't you jusl go ahead and stand, and 1I°11 read them
. sitting over here.

This first question: Why did Secretary of State Baker deny Imm
lithad, the wife of the assassinated Palestinian leader, Abu Jihad,
Lhe right te address this conference? Why deny her the right to
freedom of speech in Lthe United Statles?

MR. HKURTZER: The United States, as you know, six months ago
agreed Lo dialogue with the Palestine Liberalion Organization. And
since then, we have received and processed favorably a number of
applications by PLO officials to talk in Lhe United States. Each
application 1s treated separalely on the merits. Each application
qoes through a very extended vetling process. And in the case of
Imm Jihad, as you know, she has been to the United States 1o visilt
families. It was feltl, however, in this case, that the essentially
political! nature of her participation was one thalt we didn"1l want to
do. We have allowed other PLO spokesmen to speak, and we will
continue Lo process each application individually. And hopefully,
we'll continue to process many favorably to allow this kind of
debate to continue and intensify.

MR. SALEM: How can you justify the United States velo of
Security Council resolutions calling on lIsrael to respect human




rights in the occupied territories? Why isolate the United States
at the UN and show as if the United States is in support of Israeli
repressive policies in Lhe West Bank and Gaza?

MR. KURTZER: @As I said during my remarks, one of lhe key
alements in the US approach to negotiations to this process has been
to hring about a realistic workable approach. Now, the United
Mations plays a very important role in marshalling world public
apinion, and the United States participates actively in those
delihberations. 1It, however, has been of concern to the Unitled
States, particularly in the last decade, Lhat the United Nations has
become an imbalanced forum for the discussion of issues related lo
the Middle East peace process, particularly in an environmenl in
which we're dealing very intensively with both parties. We value
our dialogue with Israel. We value our dialogue with the PLO and
with the Palestinian communily. Efforts in the United Nations to
put forward imbalanced resolutions don't help this process. And
1i1's our judgment that as we
approach a process that needs to be dealt with realistically, in
which we're trying to build a workable approach Lo dialogue, to
negotiations, this kind of efforlt in the international communily
simply is not helpful. @&nd so we told our friends in the UN that we
could not support an imbalanced resolution. Efforts were made in
Mew York to see whether or not some balance could be into it, and
there was not a greal deal of interest in that. And so the United
States did exercise a velo.

Al the same Lime, 1 would emphasize, as you know, our strong
concern aboul policies lsrael pursues in the Territories which are
contrary to our concern about human rights and which are notl
conducive to the kind of peaceful settlement and dialogue which
we're pursuing in the peace process, so that our concerns for human
rights in the Territories and for a different approach to dealing
with the intifada and to dealing with Palestinian politial interesls
15 not necessarily reflected in the kinds of policies thalt others
try to pursue in the UN or 1n the response of this administration.

Q (O0Ff mike.)

MR. KURTZER: Yeah, 1 didn't bring with me the draft
resolution, but 1f I had, or if you had seen a copy of that drafl
resolution, the resolution only indicated that there were problems
in terms of Israeli1 response to violence and not in terms of
Israel's responsibilitly as an occupying power under inlernalional
law Lo maintain law and order.

Naw, let me make clear that the game that some people wanl us
to play in the United Nations 1s not a game that interests Lhe
American administration. #As 1 said, we value the United Malions
very seriously, but Lo the extent that the United Nations wanls 1o
make a contribution Lo peace. we're prepared to play a very actlive
role. If the UN i1s simply interested in putting forward resolutlions
which 1t knows are not in line with our own thinking about where the
problem in the Middle East -— how the problems in the Middle East
should be addressed, then we will, in gur role both as a member of
the Security Council and in our role as a promolter of peace in the




Middle East, do what we think we have Lo do.

MR. SALEM: Dan, I have five gquestions dealing wilh the
elections, and I want to read them, because I think they all touch
on various things, and then give you an opportunity to respond to
them all at once.

Will the State Department require a definitive statemenl from
Ilsrael that they are commilted to an eventual land-for—peace
process? If not, then why should the Palestinians participate?

In today's Washington Pest, Glenn Frankel writes, quote,
"Shamir says he 1is
offering Palestinians the chance to help shape their own political
destiny. But to Shamir's own right-wing Israeli constituentls,
Shamir sends a differenl message. He has told them in recent
speeches that his plan 1s largely a public relations exercise
designed to take the heat off of Israel," end gquote. Why does our
administration give support Lo this? What steps is Lhe Depariment
considering in the event thal we remain in a deadlock towards
getting the election process in place? .

Also, 1s there separate dialogue going on with officials of the
Israeli Labor Party? What do the elections inveolve? Is it a
process to find representatives to deal in the negotiations?

And the las! one dealing with the elections: If Lhe
Palestinians insisted on the return of their deported leaders as
part of their position, would our State Depariment support that
position?

MR. HURTZER: Let me Lry Lo deal with all of them, both
sequentially and in their totality. The —— as I menlioned, tlhe
United States is atlracted to the idea of elections to launch a
process, nol because we have answers 1o all of the specifics, and
nol hecause we have heard answers thal are satisfactory to us, as of
yet, from Israel. We are attracted, however, by elections as an
organizing principle, as a way in which to get to a doorway that has
heen locked for much too long.

MNow, let me deal with the questions one by one.

Will Israel be required %o articulate support for land for
peace —— 1 galher in advance of an elections process. RNow, as you
know, both sides in a process such as this have quite different
views aboult the two i1ssues that I think are most salient and that
most divide them: the issues of Palestinian representation, and the
issue af a shape of a final settlement. And both parties, as 1
said, will be required -- and i1°s a basis for proceeding in the
peace process —— to support Resolution 242. How a party defines its
gwn views on the issues thal relate to 242 will be one of the key
issues involved in the negotiations.

Now, as of now, Il'm nol going Lo establish, either for the
leraeli side or for the Palestinian side, the kind of preconditions
about issues thalt need to be negotiated, which each side might have




to agree. In fact, one of the most difficult issues in this
prenegotiation is to find bridges, bolh procedurally and
substantively belween the two sides, that we can build to launch a
pBFOCEsS.

We have nolt vel heard a Palestinian response from the PLO in
gur dialogue or from anyone else that we've talked te. And when we
starl to gel a Paleslinian response to some of Lthe issues we've
raised, if this is a Palestinian concern, we as our —— in our role
as Lhe =-— as 3 paritner in this process will bring it to Israel and
seek to determine from Israel what 11s views are, and whether or not
Lhe views that it expresses Lo us, and that il's prepared to express
directly to Palestinians, are sufficient to permit Palestinians to
come 1mn.

Second question, do we supporl Shamir when Shamir says in
loday's Washington Post,. "This is a public affairs gambit.'" You
know, I spoke last week Lo an audience in MNew Jersey —— al a
synagogue in Mew Jersey, and someone had done his homework in that
group and brought me a wvast array of quotes from PLO spokesman,
which seemed to undercut the kind of commitments that Mr. Arafat
made last December.

My response to Lthem in that audience is Lhe same as my response
to you. The United States can't and will nol base ils peace process
policy on -— necessarily on public statements made by either side.
We don't support public staltements by either side that are
excessive. MWe don"t supporit public statements by either side that
are designed not to advance Lhe peace process, and we don't react to
Lhose kinds of public statementls.

We now. fortunately, do have a dialogue with all sides. We're
using that dialogue as effeclively as we can. We take it seriously,
and it"s through that dialogue that we will seek te hear the real
views of the parties. Bul, you can't ask an American administration
to react to a public statement of one side, because I can assure
you, if you're attending these kinds of conferences from people who
support Israel, you're going to hear the same kinds of concerns and
Lthe same kinds of questions directed at Palestinian and PLOD
leadership statements.

Third question. If there's a deadlock, what will we do? The
United States has supported —— is supportive of this process and we
are optomistic thal we can make il work. The one guarantee that a
process will not work is to begin talking about an alternative. 5o,
there is no alternalive. There®s nolt a better deal waiting in the
files waiting to happen. This is Lhe proress thalt can work. It's a
process Lhat needs engagement and i1t°s a process Lhal we think can
be shaped into one thal will protect and advance the interests of
the parties.

& separale dialogue with Labor. We talked to authorized
representatives of governments. Labor is part of the Mational Unily
governmenl and so, when we talk to the Israeli government, we talk
Lo whomever we must in order to conduct a dialogque.




Fourlh question, elections for whatl, representatives? MWe've
said often in public thalt our intention is not to divide the
Palestinian communily and we w'll not associate with efforts by
others to do so. What we think, however, is thalt what elections can
do is Lo gelt a process slarted, whieh in the first instance, is
going to have a good deal to say about what happens on the ground.

Now, bolh we and the FPalestinian community and Israel
understand that even a first stage which deals wilh whalt happens on
the ground is not a peace process, and that there can be no peace
process Lhat simply stops with discussions and negotiations on
transitional arrangements.

How the
Palestinian representation issue is resolved in a subsequent phase
is up —— 1s going Lo be up lto the parties themselves. These

elections are designed te launch a process, and they're designed to
launch a process including people on the ground, including issues of
very great concern to the FPalestinian community, but they're not
designed Lo end thal process. The end of this process will be a
final settlement, a final status agreement which Israel,
Palestinians, and other fArabs will sign.

And the lasl question, which I didn't finish, which was: If
Palestinians ——

MR. SALEM: Hell, 1 don't know. (Laughs.)
MR. KURTZER: Okay. If any of you remember, I"11 take it -—-

MR. SALEM: Ah, 1f the Palestinians insisted on the return of
Ltheir deported leaders as part of lheir position, would our State
Departmenl supporl Lthat position?

MR. KURTZER: As I said before, when we hear a Palestinian
response and talk to Lhem about their concerns we can deal with
specific questions like this. We're not interested in negotiating
these kinds of 1ssues 1n public, and we'll have to see when the
Palestinian communily provides ils response on this kind of a —— on
this 1ssue, whelher or nol this is one of the things they would like
to see. .

MR. SALEM: hNext questiont: The present US policy is to state,
Mo state of Palestine." Is this only rhetorical, or will this be
the subject of negotiation?

MR. KURTZER: The United States —-—

MR. SALEM: Il should have said, "NMo independenl state of
Palestine."

MR. KURTZER: No independent state. The United States has
maintained consistently, and it was articulated most forcefully in
the Reagan initiative of 1982, that we believe slrongly thal neither
side can determine the status of these issues unilaterally. And
it's for that reason —— because neilher state can delermine the




status of the territories unilaterally —— that the United States
doesn't support two oulcomes. One oulcome is annexalion or
permanent control by the lsrael, and the other is an independent
Palestinian state for the Paleslinians. Both sides, however, in the
course of negoliations, are free and are encouraged to bring their
views, their positions, their interests, their goals to the table.
And there's a key difference in negoltialions between what the
parties are permitted 1o do and whalt the third party will support.

We, as a third party, believe Lhat there is a reasonable middle
ground to which the negotiation should be directed, but we don't
determine the course of negotiations, and we will not determine the
outcome of negotiations. And so, 1f Palestinians are successful in
bringing to the table their view of a state, and if they're
successful in negotiating that, Then that will bhe an outcome that
both sides will agree. If Israel is successful in bringing to the
Lable its views on annexation, and is successful in negotiating that
to an agreement, thal's an oulcome.

But, as a practical malter,
the American administration, now going into almost the end if its
first decade of this policy, believes that those outcomes will not
happen and thalt the reasonable middle ground is an outcome which
Israelis, Palestinians and Jordanians will find acceptable and which
will permit security for Israel and the realization of Palestinian
political rights. And that's the view of the United States, il has
heen the consistentl view and one which is consistent with the role
we hope to play in negoliations of trying to bring aoutl a
reasonable middle ground between the parties.

MR. SALEM: Last series of questions because you've been
generous with your time and we very much appreciale your
farthrightness in answering the questions. The Bush administration
rightly suspended 211 military support of Lhe Chinese governmentl
after the student massacre. MWhy does the administration conlinue Lo
economically and militarily support continued occupation and human
rights violations of the Palestinian people? (Applause.) Isn't
there a —— and then I1'm borrowing from another question, there are
several questions along this line —— isn'l there a similarily
hetween the Chinese governmenlt's repressive policies and those of
the Israeli government?

MR. KURTZER: I'm not going to deal with the Far East, I have
enough trouble dealing with the Middle East. (Laughler.) The
United States has for nearly —— for over 40 years been a constant
and firm supporter of the state of Israel, its exislence, ils
survival and its security. As part of our commitment to Israel's
survival, security and existence, we have provided economic and
security support. That support will continue. Al the same tlime,
the United States firmly believes that it 1s in our own interests as
well as the interests of Israel and its neighbors to bring about a
peaceful settlement 1in the West Bank and Gaza. Now, we will pursue
that objective as forcefully as we pursue Lthe objective of
maintaining Israel®s survival and security.

Sp, it's about time for all of us, and I speak here with both




an official hat on but also as a friend, il1's aboul time that we
direct our attention at trying to make a process work rather than
itrying to punish a party for past failures. #And what we all could
do as friends of this process, and as friends of both sides, is to
figure oul how, through engagementl, through dialogue, through
negotiations, we can reach an outcome which will not only support an
important American objective of making sure that Israel survives and
survives in securily, but will also provide an outcome that will
provide Palestinians with diaganity, with self-respect, with political
rights, and wilh the achievement of goals that they have
articulated. 1It's through thal process, and that's the kind of
process thal we can support that both Israel and the Palestinians
can enjoy security, polilical legitimacy and political rights. So,
that's the underpinning of our policy and it's the way our policy
will continue to unfold, hopefully successfully in the months ahead.

== The Prime Minister discussed the nuclear issue with
President Bush, the Director of Central Intelligence, and
Secretary Baker,

— The nuclear issue was also discussed by U.5. and pakistan
nuclear experts,

-— In these discussions, we reviewed in considerable detail

areas of pur concern about Pakistan's nuclear program that

cause concern about nuclear proliferation in south asia and

which present potential problems for continuing U.S. assistance. .

== In this regard, we suggested concrete actions Pakistan
could take to facilitate the annual presidential certification
that Pakistan does not possess a nuclear explosive device and
that U.S. assistance will significantly reduce the risk that
pakistan will possess such a device.

~~ We hope that Pakistan may be moving in a positive directioun
to restrain its nuclear program, although there continue to be
activities of concern.

-~ PM Dhutto has given private and public assurances on
Pakistan's nuclear program, including her statement before a
joint session of congress that:

Speaking for Pakistan, I can declare Lhat we do not
possess nor do we intend to make a nuclear device; that

is our policy." .

-— We believe that pakistan understands the need to restrain
their nuclear program in order to satisfy the provisions of
U.5. law required for continuing security assistance.

<~ We recognize, however, that Prime Minister Bhutto's efforts
to ateer Pakistan's program away from mililtary uses could [ace
domestic opposition in Pakistan by those who may accuse her of
bowing to U.S. pressure and who fear India's nuclear potential.

CONFIDENTIAL
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-- For these reasons, the U,S. and Pakistan agreed that the
best way to deal with the South Asia nuclear problem in the
long run is te pursue a regional approach.

--' India can help to create a favorable political climate for
PM Bhutto to maintain her efforts to restrain Pakistan's
nuclear program, which will help to avoid a nuclear arms race
in south asia.

-- Regarding the regional approach, PM Bhutto said:

"We are committed to a regional approach to the
nuclear problem and we remain ready to accept any
safeguards, inspection and verification that are
applied on a non-discriminatory regional basis."

== Following the Bhutto visit, the President discussed the
South Asia nuclear issue with PM Gandhi and encouraged him to
consider additional confidence building measures proposed by PHM
Bhutto to curb nuclear proliferation.

-- We will continue to encourage the government of India not
to miss this opportunity. Accordingly, we will be asking India
to agree to further discussions with Pakistan to reduce
tensions on the nuclear issues and to adopt additional
confidence building measures beyond the no-attack pledge.

== We hope that your government will also apptoach India and

Pakistan to encourage them to continue discussions on the
nuclear issue,
