VICE PRESIDENT BUSH: Thahk you all. Bood meorning, and 1 hope
averybody had a pood might's sleep. I did not. I have relatively
short cpening statement, and then I'd be delighted to take your
gueations.

Let me say at the outset, ornce again as I did last night, how
thankful I am for the nelp arnd support of cur family, of our
President, of my rurming mate and his family, and all those who
worked so hard on this long campaign, and particularly the:American
pecple. 1 also want to tharik Martin Van Buren for paving the way.
It's been a long time Marty.

Let me alsc add a word of thanks te you 1in the press,
particularly those in our travelling squad. We've had a bump in the
read here and there, and differerces, but that's rnatural. And I .
kriow —— I think —— as a result of this, the last couple of years,
better tharn most Americans, how hard you must work and the
dedication that it reguires, and how much the health of our whole
system depernds orn that, depends on that dedication. You may not
know it, but you wha've travelled with us are goirng to miss ARlex
Reed (sp?) and Bruce Anka (sp?) It's & little early, but I Know you
will.

Wa've just come frem a church service at our home parish, Bt.
Martin's Church, and I've just begun, as & result of that, or just
prior te that to think about the task ahead, and I am certain that
God's help is absclutely essential for anyone chosen to lead this

Toe my opporents, again == our opporents —— I offer my
csongratulations for a hard fought campaign.

find campaign Press Secretary Sheila Tate will now serve as the
Fress Secretary of the transition. The transiticon organization will
of necessity grow over time, but it is nevertheless my intantion to
return to the tradition of a somewhat leaner transition organization
than we had in 198@, just given the nature of what has te be done.

I'"ve asked my friends Bobby Holt of Midland, Texas, and Perny
Corth (ph.) of Washington to ce-chair the Inaugural Committee, and
they've gerercusly agreed to serve. .

And today I can inform you of my first decision regarding my
Cabivet. 1 talked toc Becretary of State Beorpge Bhultz this morning,
and he told me that he enthusiastically erndorsed my cheice for the
next Becretary of State. GBeorge Bhultz has given & great
deal of extraocrdinary service to this country, a distinguished
career, @And he's given us the hiphest possible standards for public
service, and he has helped our President achieve many foreign policy
successess. And I salute him.

A= his sucecessor, it is my interntion to name James A. Bakar
III. I first persuaded Jim Baker to leave Houston and come to
Washirgton many years age in the Ford administration when he first
cameg up to the Commerce Department. And since then, he has
distirguished himself in svery position that he has held. In the
Reagarn administration, he set a rew standard of excellence in his
four-year tenure as White House Chief of Staff and then cver three
years as Secretary of the Treasury in that experience. His saven
ard & half years as a member of the National Security Council, his .
proven skills as a negotiator and the persconal respect in which he
is held will allow him again to demonstrate the highe=t standards of
perfermarnce as cur next Secretary of Btate.

You're a perscn who writes notes all the time,
and you like to telephore all the time. FEut with the demand om your
time as Presidert, how are you going to talk to the people,

VICE PRESIDENT EBUSH: Reach cut an touch someconse, use &
telephene. fAnd, I'm not geing to change in terms of my belief that
the mere perscrnal contact you have, the better. I recogrnize there's
—— the parameters of this job are quite different, but I will
continue to do what I've dene in terms of contact. And I'm crne who .
works with —— clesely with the pecple that I've, you Hriow,
asscciated with on my staff, rnot just one person I talk to. I will
continue, just by way of example, what I've been deing as Vice
President, ard in terms of being briefed directly by the Central
Intelligerce Agercy every sirgle day. It's a little bit of a
departure, but that's the way I'm going to do it, and it puts me in
coentact more with the experts.

Well,
in the last month of this campaigrn, you've made our jobs a lot
harder by not holding rews conferences very freguently, certainly
not fregquently encuph for us to feel we can report on you as well as
we might., As President, will you be holding frequent or regular
rews conferences?

VICE FPREBIDENT BUSHr Well, first, I think vou've done a superb
Job reporting on me; and I kriow some of vou aren't going to believe
this, but this is cur E08th press confererce sirce 1 armounced for
FPresident of the United 8tates. And these arern't just shouted
questions; these are where vou sit there like this ard take them or
gc to & rope lane and have & microphorne there.

Would you make these all top priorities of your
administration by pushing either a constitutional amendment or, if
Congress rejects that, would you lesd an effort for a constituticonal
corvention that would adopt these provisions?

VICE FRESIDENT EUSH: I will be selling (sic) =-= setting cut
the priorities on these and many cther issues durirg the transition,
ard then I will wmake clear the major pricorities. Eut orn thess
issues that I've spoken on, I do feel very strongly about them, I
have some real reservatiorns sbout & constitutional corvertion,
however.

“do my level best to reach out and

“A campaign 15 a disagreement,
and disagreements divide, but an
election is a decision and decisions
clear the way for harmony and
peace,” Bifsh told several thousand
gheering supporters who came to

celebrate the triumph many of them
had been seeking for a decade,
' Mah, after recelving the conces-
sion of Demdcratic nominee Mi-
chael Dukakis, declAred, "I mean to
be a president of all the people” and
said he would try to earn the trust
of those who opposed him, “And my
hand is out to you, and [ want to be
your president too,” e said,

Bush’s conciliatory tone fore-
shadowed a major effort in the
weeks ahead to heal the wounds of
the campaign. In particular, Bush is
hoping to avert congressional road-
blacks to his appointments and pro-
REAmS.

Bush told reporters tonight that
he would not begin assembling his
administration until Wedneaday,
But a small eaterie of advisers has
been working to put his team in
place and re some of the stat-
ure loat in the Mleive campaign.

At a news conference. here Wead-
nesday, Bush #M" announce the
head of his t effort, and
name an inauguration chairman,
Within a week, Bush is expected to
name campaign chairman James
Baker Il as secretary of state and
Micholas Brady to remaln as Treas-
ury secretary.

A possible’ deputy iz Dennis
Ross, a former National Securlty Council
specialis. who advised Bush on foreign
policy in the campaign. .

Tonight, Bush used his appearance to
thank loyalists and to pay tribute to Pres-
ident Reagan: [ thank him for turning our
country around and being my friend and
going the extra mile on the hustings,”
Bush said.

He also said his controversial running
mamr &n- D‘H-" quﬂﬂﬂ {R'I“d.} hﬂd
“shown great strength under fire," Bush
also thanked Baker and campaign manager
Lee Atwater,

He recalled that he had made a promise
during the primaries that he wanted to
fulfill.

The advisers said one way Bush may
attempt to do this would be by making an
effort at healing the campaign wounds,
with particular emphasis on Cen
where Democrats could make trouble for
Bush nominations or block his programs.

“I'll work closely with Congress. | was
in Congress, 1 understand how Congress
works, | have respect for the institution; If
I win, I'm not gonna slways do it Con-
gress' way.

Bush repeatedly lambasted Congreas

for being a bastion of the "tax and spend”
Democrats during the campaign, but he
hag promised to call a summit with con-
gressional leaders to tackle the deficit
problem shortly after taking office.

Hush advisers have been mulling over
various options for an early strategy In
dealing with the deficit, the advisers said,
but have reached no conclusions. Bush
campaigned hard on a promise not to raise
taxes to lower the deficit.

Some advisers have said Bush could
move in early and seize control of fiscal
plans before his inauguration this winter,
but others have said it would be better to
let T resident Reagan submit his last bud-
get and then make modifications after
Bush is sworn in.

Busgh also is planning other moves in the
next few weeks to set the tone and direc-
tion of his new administration,

Sources said he intends to impose a

Issue: results and repercussions of Israeli Elections

The conference was held via satellite and was seen by major Jewish
organizations throughout much of the country. It contained a panel
of top Jewish professionals, and allowed the viewers to give input
over the phone. X

The key objective of the conference was to understand the results
of the Israeli elections, and to focus on what sort of PR efforts
were necessary in addressing the Jewish community, the media, and
the general American community. The discuesion followed the basic
premige that the ©Likud party would form the next government of
Israel.

Bill Berman, the president of CJF, introduced the moderator Al
Chernin, who is the Executive Vice=Chairman of NJCRAC. The panel
consisted of:

Malcolm Hoenlein, Executive Director of Conference of Presidents
Doug Bloomfield, Legislative Directur of AIPAC

Ken Jacobson, Director of Middle-East Affairs, ADL

Yra Silverman, Executive Vice President, American Jewish Committee
Vartin Raffle, Director of NJCRAC's Israel Task Force

Henry 5e{gman, Executive Director, American Jewish Congress

There were several topice which were the center of focus.

By far, the primary concern of the Jewish community was the power
of the religious parties, in particular, whether or not "Who 18 a
Jew ™ would be passed, Martin Raffle began the discussion with a
report on what the different Jewieh communities were thinking.
There was a broad consensus against possible "Who Is a Jew"

legislation, he reported. This concern relegated the concern for
peace to a secondary position.

These sentimente were echoed by many of the phone calls from the

Jewish communities around the country. Also of concern was how
fund raising for Israel might be effected as a result.

Henry Seigman said that while he sees Wwhat is perhaps an
"Intolerance” of the general public for the religious groups, he
recognizes a real danger in "Who is a Jew", which will create an

11
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alienation between Diaspora Jewry and Israel. Religious
legislation of that sort will create & restrictive, intolerant and
reactionary atmosphere in religious terms. This Will create a
Eense of distance between Israel and the Diaspora, where American
and Diaspora Jewry will no longer see Israel as "being like us".

Strongly agreeing with him was Ira Silverman, who added a concern
about the disproportionate influence o the smaller parties in
general. He felt "we mMust praise the democratic Process, but
perhaps Suggest electoral reform to counter the disproportionate
Power of the smaller parties."

Several Jewish communities calling in expressed the desire to
communicate +the Diaspora position te the government of Israel in
general, and the Likud in Particular. Al Chernin mentioned that
the CJF hag already expressed that view, and perhaps should
éXpress it more strongly,

Ken Jacobson felt that the igsue is "how to communicate our
sentiments on this issue. We should view this discussion Primarily
a8 a healthy evolution of Israel as both a democracy and a Jewish
state. Israel is not simply an American replication, it is also a
Jewish state, whatever that means,..to see this in negative terms
is to misunderstand what Ierael is all about."

Malcolm Hoenlein said that although the Conference of Presidents
will not ake a stand, it ig wrong to assume first that all
religious parties feel the same about the legislation and Becond
that Israel is unconcerned about Diaspora Jewry. There is no
reason to panic as a result of the election,

Both Jacobson and Hoenlein communicated that Shamir understands
the concerns of American Jewry. Seigman thinke that it is unlikely
to assume that the religious parties will encourage Likud to look
toward peace. However, Hoenlein feels that the religious parties
often take a dovish position and people do not understand this,

The secondary concern of the conference was the eace process -=-
how the new government will formulate its policy and how to
counteract the negative media image.

The general consensus by Doug Bloomfield and Malcolm Hoenlein that
eéveryone recognizes the need for a political solution to the peace

process,

iz
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According to Bloomfield, the basic feeling in Washington is that
it must take™ a conservative (like Begin) to continue the peace
process. Seigman Jjoins in this discussion by adding that the
problem in formulating a political policy rests with the lack of
é@n Arab partner. If a legitimate partner comes about Likud would
respond. Seigman sees the difficulty in relying on Likud to
indepandantI{ formulate a policy. Jacobson adds that it is
unlikely that the PLO will act positively in this manner.

There was much public concern with regards to the media image of
Israel and how to relate this specifically to the government.
There was consensus among the panel members that the negative
press is unjustified. Jacobson stressed that there has been a
proliferation of Israeli-United States interaction and cooperation
over the last six years. Hoenlein and Jacobson agreed that the
media has distorted Shamir's willingness and focused the question
on the Arab leadership, Ira Silverman looks at this problem from
& community perspective and feels 1t is wise to assume that any
Israeli government formed will move towards peace. The difficulty
continues to persist that no Arab partner has appeared on the
horizon.

Michael Pelavin, the Chairman of NJCRAC, concluded with a summary
of the discussion:

Political Issues:

* The recent election has reaffirmed Israel's éammitment to
democracy.

: * A Likud government does not represent an abandonment of the
peace process. This fact has been distorted by the media.

* A dramatic increase in the power of the religious parties

has been handed to them as a result of the recent election.

Public Relations Issues:

* The continued existence of the democratic system in Israel.

* The concern that Jewish unity not be undermined by the
political concessions being made in order to form a
government.,

* The continued wunwillingness of the PLO to compromise
meanwhile stressing the willingness of any Israeli
government to work towards peace.

(Excerpts: Bremer testimony to Senate committee)

kWashington -- States that support terrorism should be sanctioned
economically, rather than enjoving "business as usual." sars U.S.
anti-terrorism expart Paul Bremenr.

Bremer, the State Department's special ambassador for
anti-terrorism, told the Senate Foreign Relations Committese Ootober 7
that a House-passed measure to amend the Arms Export and Control act
-- now being considered by the Senate -- should be approved.

Thea amendment would provide for greater economic retaliation
against states that are on the State Department's list of supporters
af international terrorism.

Fallowing ars excerpts of émbassador Bremer's statement, as
praepared for delivery:

(begin eicerpts)

The legislation reflects a basic premise which we share and
indeed use 1n our fight against international terrorism. That concept
is: economic sanctions are an important tool in our fight against
terrorism and countries which support international terrorism shouwld
ot be able to engage in these criminal activities and enjory business
as usual with the civilized world.

As I noted in previous testimony to this committes nearly a vear
agoy i1n the administration's view, state-supported terrorists are
substantially more dangerous than those operating independently.
States which support terrorists provide these international criminals
with i1mportant assets, such as money, wsapons, training, documents,
logistic support, intelligence information, safe bhouses and =— as this
11l notes -- sanctuary.

For sxample:

The terrorists who attacked the Greek ferry boat City of Poros
this yvear belonged to the Abu Nidal Oraanization and at least one of
them used a Libyan passport. Passports which the Libyanzs confiscated
from Tunisian guest workers were used by the Abu Midal terrorists in
the UDecember 1985 Christmas season attack at Vienna airport. A& Svrian
governmant service passport was used by the terrorist Nezar Hindaw:
who was convicted in & British court in November 1985 for trying to

Thus it is particularly important that we kesp pressure on
countries which support terrorism so that thevy have to Fray a price for
their actions unless they change their behavior.

Libya remains a problem. As a result of the strong actions taken
by the United States and Western European countries in April 19846,
Libyan-backed terrorism had dropped sharply in 1984 and 1987. MNow
that Qadhafi is conducting a so-called “cihacm offensive, " soume
countries appear tempted to relaxr some of the diplomatic and ECoOnomic

.'II"I-_“.".-‘.-'nuT'F_‘E imposed by Western nations two vears ago. But earlier this
year, Libyan-backed terrorists such as the Abu Nidal Organization and
the Japanese Red Army became more active. For example, Abu Nidal
terrorists struck at a British club and hotel in the Sudan, killing
e2ight persons, staged the City of Poros attack in Greece in which nine
persons died, and a Japanese Red Army terrorist bombed a USO club in
Naples, killing an American service woman and four others. Terrorists
groups with ties to Libya also planted bombs at U.S. facilities in
three Latin American countries this April.

Taking and holding hostaoes is another form of terrorism and we
believe Iran has a major influence over fhose who are holding
foreigners hostage in Iran, including the nine AMET1Cans. We call on
Iran and any others who have influence over the hiostage-holders to use
that influence now to obtain the immediate and unconditional release
of all the hostaaes, L. 1= long past time for the hostage holders to
end this cruel and unprovoked terrorism against these innocent victims
and their families.

There is another situation which also is Causing concern.
Recently, evidence has become avallable that Libya is developing a

‘hemical warfare capability. This development is of particular
concern an the counter-terrorism community because Qadhafi has a3 track
record of providing powerful weapons to terrorist arodps. Aand the use

of chemical weapons in the Iran—-Irag war may tempt terrarists to
believe they could use the chemicals in terrorist attacks.

Thus 1t 15 1mportant to keep up the pressure against countries
like Librva and to take care that exports to them do not enhance their
ability to support terrorism and military operations. It is not an
easy effort. Our friends overseas are sometimes reluctant to
cooperate. But as shown in the steps taken by the European Economic
Community against Libya and Syria in 1986 and the condemnation of
North Harea for blowing up the South Korean airliner, a united
international front can be effective. I can assure you that this is a
major focus of our counter-terrorism diplomacy.

The pending bill, in 1ts anti-terrorism sections, has a focus on
sanctuary from prosecution. I would like to note that in recent vears
we have placed great stress on using the rule of law against
terrorists, to prosecute and punish them in courts. And this element
of our counter-terrorist policy is showing successes, as more
terrorists are being brought to trial and sentenced stiff prison

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terms. To cite some examples:
-- Early last year a French court sentenced a Lebanese terrorist

to life imprisonment for his part in the murders of an American
military attache and an JIsraeli diplomat.

-- A Spanish court in 1987 passed a 47-year sentence on a
Falestinian terrorist for his attempt to blow up an EI Al airliner --
and in 1984 a British court handed down & 4%-year sentence for another |
terrorist in a similar case at London airport.

== An Austrian court sent two Abu Nidal terrorists to prison for
life for their role in the 1985 assault on the Vienna airport;

-~ A West German court is currently trying Mohammed Hamadei, a
Lebanese terrorist implicated in the 198% TWA hijgackinay, which
resulted in the murder of an innocent American seaman.

-=- @And in Greece, authorities arrested a notorious Falestinian
terrorist named Muhammad Rashid at our reguest 1n May., We have asked
Tor Rashid's extraditions because he 1s believed to have masterminded
the 1982 bombing of a Pan Am airliner. The hearing on his extradition
has been rescheduled for this coming Monday, Cctober 16. Our
government hopes Greece will confirm its desire to help combat
terrorism by agreeing to Rashid's speedy extradition.

By singling out sanctuary from prosecution as a factor in
designating a country as a supporter of terrorismy, we are saving that
terrorists should be brought to trisl, that they should not be granted
sanctuary from prosecution.

These initiatives by some American officials are bound to be
interpreted as an attempt to take advantae of Israel’s
precccupation with the elections in order to achieve progress in

the peace process at Israel’s expense.

The present US Administration has a record of unparalleled
achievement in US-Israel relations and in bolstering the Americna
position and prestige throughout the Middle East. It would be a
great pity if this record will be tarnished unnecessarily toward

the end of its term.
