The 1947 United Nations Headquarters Agresment obligates the
United States to provide certain rights of entry, transit, and
residence to persons invited to the United Nations headguarters
district in New York City.

The Congress of the United States conditioned the entry of the
U.8. into the UN headquarters Agreement on the retention by the U.S..
government of the authority to bar the entry of aliens associated
with or invited by the United Nations "in order to safeguard its own
security.”

In this regard, U.3. law excludes members of the PLO from entry
into the United States by virtue of their affiliation in an
ﬂrgané;gtian which engages i . The Be [y of” State ia
vegte Y scretion to recommand to the Attorney

General that the prohibition against a particular PLO member be
waived.

The United Nations General Assembly in 1974 invited the
Palestine Liberation Organization to participate as an observer at
the General Assembly. The United States acknowledged that this UN
invitation obligates the U.S. to sccord PLO observers entry,
transit, and residence; therefore, visa waivers have been issued
to such individuals as a routine practice. As a result, a PLO
Observer Mission has been in operation at the UN since 1975. The
PLO therefore has had, end continues to have, ample opportunity to
make its positions known to the membership of the United Nations. .

Dear Ambassador Arad:

There is a devestating synthesis of today's news coming
from troubled Israel. This new nation of Israel flourished
as its doors opened wide for all prcfessing on practicing
the Jewish faith and seeking a "oneness” or community unity
despite the ignominies of stigmas, programs, and the reality
of thousands of years of anti-semitism, and more recently
the embittered memories of the Holocaust and its origins.

We observe a
traditionally distinctive Jewish Home and our children

are proud to be labeled Jews.

AL BAZ: The American elec-
tion will not affect the Middle
East significantly because the
change that can take place in
U8, policy under any admin-
istration is strictly limited.

If Yasar Arafats
followers are not satisfied with the results they perceive of in the near future they may be




pressed by some parties to resort to militarism again. It is my firm belief that the one Arab leader
who is in a position to have the most influence on Yasar Arafat to avoid any form of terrorrism
is King Hussein. King Hussein clearly has grown tired of war and he is interested in witnessing
 the economic growth of Jordan instead of the tearina down of his countries infrastructure. King

. Hussein has had a lang relationship to the Palestinian people,and even after the most un-expected
hreaks in relations,the Palestinians found themselves turning to King Hussein again for support
and guidance.

It is my hope that Jerusalem will consider the viability that King Hussein may be in a position
to assisst in negotiating an end to hostilities with seaments of the Palestinian movement for many
of the reasons alluded to.

Dear Senator Levin,

I would like to refer to your letter of March 3, 1988 to
Secretary of State Shultz, which was co-signed by some of your
colleagues in the US Senate and was published in the media.

Your letter came as a surprise, at a crucial moment in the peace
efforts that were being conducted by Secretary Shultz. We have been
doing our utmost to ensure the success of these efforts, because we have
sought peace relentlessly, but our Arab neighbours, except Egypt, still
have to prove in deeds that they are willing to negotiate peace with
us.

Although you correctly blame the Arab side for refusing wuntil
now to recognize Israel and make peace with it, we were astonished by
the words of criticism you levelled at us on the formula of "territory
for peace".

As you yourself state, Resolution 242 provided the basis for a
peace settlement. Israel has accepted this resolution and implemented it
in the Camp David Accords. These Accords, to which Egypt and the US are
committed, produced an agreed formula for settling the territorial
issue, and Israel made a considerable sacrifice to achieve agreement on
this very sensitive issue.

In accordance with this formula, Israel was required to withdraw
from the entire Sinai peninsula to the international border between it

and Egypt.

On the Eastern sector, President Sadat and Prime Minister Begin
devised an agreed formula that would grant the Palestinian Arabs
self-rule, following which the sides would negotiate the final status of
the territories in question in a wvastly - improved setting of
coexistence and cooperation between Jordan, Israel and the Palestinian
Arabs.

In other words, the government of Israel is committed to
negotiate the ultimate disposition of Judea, Samaria (the West Bank) and
Gaza in the context of the implementation of the Camp David Accords.

I must add that, whereas, the Sinai was uncontested Egyptian
territory and therefore it was returned to Egyptian sovereignty, Judea,
Samaria and Gaza were occupied militarily and illegally by Jordan and
Egypt and their status must, therefore, be determined in the peace
negotiations.

I, therefore, fail to understand the reasons for your criticism
which hurts even more because it comes from friends who have Israel’s
security and welfare at heart.

Are we now expected to wipe away the Camp David Accords, for
which we paid such a high price?

1f we are going to lose faith in solemn American and Egyptian
commitments under these Accords, how can we be assured of future
commitments that will require us to take even further risks to our
security and future?

Ina few days I shall be in Washington to continue our
deliberations with an Administration that has strikingly demonstrated
its friendship with, and support of, Israel. I am also looking forward
to meeting our numerous friends on Capiteol Hill.

Let me assure you: nobody yearns for peace more than the people
of Israel whom I have the privilege to represent.
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It is the free and democratic people and government of Israel
that will have to decide the issues of peace and security. It is their
future and wellbeing that is at stake and I shall endeavour to ensure

them to the best of my capacity.
