before a U.S5.-PLO dialogus could beain.

"The Palestinian Liberation Organization today issued a statement
in which it accepted U.N. Security Council Resolutions 842 and 338,
recognized Israel's right bo exist in peace and security, and
renounced terrorism, " Secretary Shultz said in a statement which
enumerated those conditions as he opened his news conference. "As oa
result, the United States is prepared for a substantive dialogue with
PLO representatives.”

Only a day earlier, State Department Spokesman Charles Redman
said Arafat's address to a special U.N. General Assembly debate on
Palestine in Geneva December 13 had fallen short of meeting the LS.
requiremants.

Shultz told guestioners that he did not change his mind 5
concearning the PLO position. "They made their statement clear, so
that it doesn't have the ambiguities in it that earlier statements
had," the secretary saild. "It was glear. It was not encumbered.”

Asked about the 1975 pledae not to deal with the PLO that former
Secretary of State Henry Kissinger made to Israel, Shultz pointed out
that Kissinger's promise only had to do with resolutions 242 and 338,
and with the recognition of Israel's right to exist. "Since that
tima, we have added our insistence on a renunciation of terrorism," he
noted.

ARAFAT FALLS SHORT OF CONDITIONS FOR DIALOGUE, U.S. SAYS

Your letter following up our October dinner meeting came while
I was on a trip around the werld. But I want to address very
specifically the concern which you raised - and in the frank
spirit of our earlier discussion.

1 believe that Saudi Arabia's support for the Palestinian

people, including their legitimate right of self determinatiecn,

and their dignity and quality of life has long been well known

both here and internationally. The amount which you cite as

having been paid - twenty eight and a half million dollars -

is actually a quite modest amount towards helping to meet the

Palestinians' basic health, educational, social and other human

needs,; especially in the light of their economically difficult

and beleaguered overall situation as well as the failure which %
yYou mention as to asasistance from other possible sources.

I believe everyone in the region and everyone in the interna-
tional community interested in stability and peace there has an
important stake in encouraging the everyday viability of the
Palestinian people and assuring the same human regard for them
that you and we seek in American and Saudi gociety - and for

the human family far more broadly. Even strongly felt politi-
cal differences do not justify discregarding fundamental decency.

Yes, Saudi funds were given through the Palestinian Liberatien
Organization to help meet the basic needs of the Palestinian
people. That is because all the independent evidence as well
2s objective studies in many countries throughout the world
make clear that organization is the only legitimate represen-
tative of the Palestinian people and is overvhelmingly looked
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to, supported and responded to by them. Surely that makes
it the proper channel for helping to respond to their needs.

Bringing our dialogue Up to date, I believe the recent PNC
decisions at Algiers_and Mr. Arafat'z gsubsequeul etatementcs,
including at Geneva, are positive, encouraging and forthcoming.
And that is clearly so in the eyes of practically all the
international community notwithstanding the current hesitance
©f the United States and Israeli obduracy. You and I undoubt-
edly can and will disagree on pPassing matters, of course. But
I deeply hope and pray that all parties with an interest in the
Middle East will not remain trapped in past differences and
difficulties, but will have the self-interested foresight

toe recognize and act on the basis of all our commen humanity
and shared stake in peace in that region and worldwide. Re-

We also do @ot belfeve that prompt consummation of such new military
sales would advance the Middle East peace process or other vital U.S,
interests in the region. Indeed, under prasent conditions, we would take the

lead in Congress to oppose actively an administration request to license
axport of such a major new Saudi arms package.

We would hope that a bitter battle so early in your tenure can be avoided. We
therefore encourage you and your staff to consu t very closely with Congress
before making any major new arms sales commitments to nations which remain in
a state of war with key U.S. allies in the Middle East.

Dear George,

Ambassador Pickering delivered to me your message concerning
the U.S. dialogue with the PLO. Of course, we heard about it before -

and were bitterly disappointed.

The new U.5. move will not, in our wview, contribute to the
promotion of the desired peace process. Rather, it may encourage the
instigators of viclence to feel that they are having their day. I can

only sadly reflect about Abu Abbas' cynical smile.

It is our conviction that the PLO has not fulfilled the U.S.
conditions, For instance, the renunciation of terrorism was accompanied
in Arafat's speech by the Cairo statement; it is well known that it
sanctions terrorism inside Israel and on its borders. Moreover, the
double talk, the ambiguity, the game that Arafat has been playing with
the conditions - and, judged by his record, came as no surprise at all,
to us - should have put question marks on his "final" press conference
statement. Even if the U.5. felt that the magic words have been
uttered, it could, basing itself on the PLO fishy record, allow itself

a testing period, in which the promises, both the political part and




the renunciation of terrorism — would be carefully reviewed, before
starting the dialogue. It will be a different, and much more difficult,
ballgame to go back on them once they started. As for us, we firmly
believe that no sincere meeting of the mind has been reached between

The PLO should be judged not, at least not only, by what it
says in western media. It should be judged, first and foremost, by its

I should sadly add that both the letter and spirit of our
relationship should have provided for consulting with us during the
Swedish exercise, since this is a matter of wvital importance to our
national interests.

It saddens me to think that at the final weeks of this U.S.
Administration, with which we have worked so closely and so
beautifully, basing curselves on mutual values and interests, this move
has been taken. It will not diminish our personal and national
affection for President Reagan and yourself - but it is a wound, and it
will not promote the process of peace. BAnd needless to say, our
determination to pursue any serious channel to peace remains
unaffected, and we shall re-embark upon it promptly with the

inauguration of the new government.

Taysear Aruri was imprisoned on 22 April, 1974and was held aw an administrative
detaines until his release on 19 January, 1978, This action against him was taken
after the discovery by the muthoritiss of the Falastine Natienal Front, the military
am of the Communist Party. Among the accusations agminst him at that timawag
searching for and attempting to stors weapons,which he did nos sudcesd in doing

by the time of his arrest,

AS a measure of the high organimational position he cooupias, we refer to his
activism and the role which he played in the uprising, such as signing the
Palestinian independance document. Although he danisd having autherized the use
©f his name, we know that he aetually signed it as a delegate and as a member of
the Palestine Naticnal council.

The mest dangarous threat +howaver, whioh Tayseer Azuri Presants to state security
appeas in the secret evidence which was presentad to us. It Also appears in the
Public accusations, which are of no less importanca.

Tayseer Aruri han responded to mest of the publig charges against his,but he declined
€0 respond to cgher charges. And in the course of his salf=dafenee against othar
chaxges, hs expressed a point of view assarting that his activism was within the
existing rules and the law. Regarding other matters, he corrected certain mincr and
some major details, and in genaral, he essentially responded to all the asousations
levied against hinm, .

Despite all this, however, Taysser Aruri totally ignered one centwal fack,making ne
refarence to it whatscevar, implicitly or explicitly: a notebook whioh was disccvesred
on his person at the tiws of the arvest, pursusnt to the daportation order against
him. This notabook contained among other information, raports about the popular
comnmittees, proposed plans for esoalating the uprising through these sommittecs, a
proposal for prison strikes and a list of parsons wanted by tha secuwxity forcas for
the purpose of insuring their safe hiding. The notabook alse contalned infermation
relating to axpenditures and such things, as well as thoughts about additional

means of sscalation, not preaviocusly utilized.

Subject: Proposal for Self-Determination on the "West Bank"

Dear Prime Minister Shamir:

First let me say that I support both the American
and Israel position in not recognizing the self appointed
PLO as the sole representative organization of the West Bank
pecople. I also think that the Palestine population should be
permitted self determination that would eventually lead to
state hood - "after" they have demonstrated the capability
to peacefully rule themselves over a period of time.

In the above regard I propose that a plan be
submitted by Israel to the United MNations as stated above.
The plan would be based on step by step conditions whereas
the initial action would be the establishing of districts
within the West Bank and the elections of true
representatives of those districts.

Should actions prevent the election of true
representatives then the start of the overall plan would be
delayed until such time as the elections are held. Once the
establishment of an orderly body has been attained, a future
pre-planned time and action schedule to gradually assume
authority will be instituted.

The above procedure if presented should give all
the answers to those who would force the acceptance of the
PLO as the Palestine representatives. If the Palestine
people truly want their own peaceful state without a
military force, then they will accept such a plan and work
for eventual statehood. If they choose not to want true self
determination then the world will know this and judge them

accordingly.

The prese conference hald today (Wednesday) in Stockholm by Yasir |
Arafat and the five American Jews who mat with him resulted in
the reiteration of tha inadeguate position adopted by the
Palestine National Council at its recent mesting in Algiers (see
NJCRAC memo of November 15th). A copy of the communique is
.attached. Regrettably, tha American Jewish delegation's
uncritical acceptance of the PNC position only underscores the

individual diplomacy whan so much involving Israal's

sacurity and American poliocy are at risk.

Discussions this afternoon with members of the Israel Task Force
Strategy Committes concluded that the following interpretive

should be made to the media and community leaders
regarding the communique emanating from Stookholn.

communities should econtinue to atress that the five
American Jews are in Stockholm in ne reprasantative
capacity and, indeed, their viewpoint does not reflect
the consensus position of the overwhelming majority of
Amariocan Jaws.

By indiocating that his remarks were an "axplanation" of ‘
the resolutiona adoptad in Algiers, Arafat made it
clear that the position of tha PLO has not changed.
