- . STATEMENT ON THE MIDDLE EAST

The special relationsh’  between lsrael and the United States has significan:
benefitted both countries over the past four decades. Based on shared values between two
democratic nations deeply committed 10 advancing the cause of freedom, as well as shared
opposition to radical, anti-Western cuux!.tr:;s, Tsrael and the United States have worked
together in a wide range of arcas, not lzas; in the geo.political, strategic, military and

intelligence spheres,

1t is against this backdrop of longstanding and deeply-rooted ties that the American
Jewish Committee expresses deep concern about recent tensions in the relationship which,
in the final analysis, can only advance the interests of the common foes of Israel and the
United States. To be sure, such tensions, even among the closest of friends, can occur
from time to tirne on significant {ssues, whether with Canada, France, Japen or other
American allies. But they are normally regarded es temporary irritants that do not
threaten the very foundation of the relationship. Moreover, where possible, these tensions

are addressed with an effort 10 minimize public confrontation and maximize constructive

communication.

So, too, we voice the hope that the US. and Israel will find the proper channels
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to deal with these current tensions If in & spirit of common purpose, as befits close friends.
To achieve this, however, surely will require steps, perhaps even drametic steps, on both
sides to put issues.of difference behind them, aithough it is true thaL on some specific

-

issues even close allies may beve differing interests that simply cannot be bridged.

The most recent round of tension was largely prompted by the tragic incident at
the Temple Mount which began when & large crowd of Palestinian Arabs threw rocks and
other dangerous objects at Jewish wm:shipp;ri and Israeli police, and which ended when ®
21 Palestinian Arabs were shot dead by the éa!ic:. Since what happened in between was
unclear, Israel, to its credit as a democratic country, and consistent with previous practice,
established an Independent commission of inquiry. Such Isracli commissions have, in the
past, proved credible and thorough. We expect the Israeli government to accept the
conclusions that emerged from the investigation, and, equelly importantly, urge the
government to seek ways to continue to improve the maintenance of law and order and
minimize casualties, At the same time, we recognize the added challenge in implementing
such a policy when lIsraeli-Palestinian Arab tensions again ere growing from day to day,
including a wave of attacks on Jews, among them the stabbing 10 death of three Israelis
earlier this week. Still, the experience of the past year, when lsreel managed to reduce
quite dramatically the Palestinian Arab casualty figures by pursuing & more effective

strategy of response to violent provocations, suggests that the possibllity exdsts,

We are shocked, however, by the hasty action of the U.N. Security Council, without
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an appropriate and just process to gather the facis, to condemn Israel and to ignore the
Palestinian Arab provocation. Most disturbing of ell wes the deeply troubling US.
participation in this one-sided process, and the absence of any refeiejie in the UN.
resolution to the Temple Mount, the Western Wall, or the thousands of Jewish
worshippers gathered at Judaism's holy site for the holiday of Succoth, who were the

targets of rocks and other dangerous objscts thrown by Palestinian Arabs,

Regrettably, it is hard not to bcliav; that the U.S, vote was largely e function of
our country's desire to placat2 those Arab leaders who expressed concern that a U.S. veto
of the resolution would lead to rioting by pro-3addam Hussein forces in their countries.
In the process, principle appears to have been sacrificed es the .S, did not insist on a
thorough investigation of the evenis before & vote was taken. Despite its stated -- and
welcome -- intention to reject any linkage between the Guif Crisis end the Israell-Arab

conflict, the U.S., in our view, participated in just such an cffort,

Ironically, one of our current partners in the Gulf coalition, Syria, has, at the same
time, completed its virtual strang chold on Lebanon, with an estimated 750 Lebanese
Christians killed last week alone. Vet not a word of disapproval, much less condemnation,
wes heard from the 15 members of the Security Council. Whatever our temporary
convergence of interests with Syria, we hope the U3, wil kesp in mind the brutal nature

of its leader, Hafez el-Assad, his support for internationsl terrorism, hostility towards

Israel, and unreliability as & long-term partner for the UsS.




The tragedy of the first UN. vote has now been compounded by a second vote In

which the U.S. again voted to condemn Israel. We call on the US. to reconsider its
position and to avoid participating in & skewed and morally hypocritical asseult on Israel
when other, and far worse, tragedies, in the Middie East and elsewhere, have long been

ignored by the world body.

L)
In addition, we reaffirm our Jong-held view that Jerusalem, where the Temple
Mount incident occurred, is one, indivisible city, the sovereign capital of the Stare of Israel,
Accordingly, we reject the UN. view that the eastern part of the city Is “occupled

territory."

Finally, we are greatly concerned that the US. erms sale to Saudi Arabia, now
planned for early next year, may go far beyond the legitimate and immediate security
needs of the Saudis, and thereby create serious negative long-term consequences for
regional stability and the Arab-lsraeli military balance. Although the US. has long
supported Israel's qualitative military edge, a position we have frequemtly applauded as
vital to Israel's security, the sheer scale and magnitude of the proposed Saudi sale,
including state-of-the-art offensive aircraft, creates additional strategic threats to an Israel
already struggling to meet the very res! and ominous military challenge in the region.
Deeply worried about the dangers faced by an incressingly isolated Israel, we urge the

U.S. to continue to do its utmost to insure Israel's qualitative edge, and to reconsider
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those parts of the Saud! arms package that are not intended for immedlate security needs

and which do pose a serious security threat to Israel

'i"hc American Jewish Committes has consistently supperted th: UTE. response (o
the lragi occupation of Kuwait since that tragic event occurred on August 2nd. We felt
then, and continue to believe, that the commitment and determination of the Unjted
States, joined by like-minded countries from arcund the world, is vital to insuring an Lraqi

At the same time, we strongly believe that this U.S. stance should not, in any way,
diminish the strong end enduring relationship between Isracl and the United States.

This repressive regime is under fire, not just from Iraq but from most of its own people as well. It may be
toppled at any moment, paving the way for an anti-American, anti-Western and even more fanatically anti-
Christian Moslem dictator. guch a dictator will quickly ally himself with 8addam Hussein, Muammar
Qaddafi, and Yasser Arafat. .

Such a move would H?Hire no new
appropriations and would mest Israel's urgent needs without harming US preparedness. In fact, it would
strengthen our position by insuring the availability of materiel in a safe and (riendly environment.

We must remind our Senators and Representatives of our nation's moral obligation to our embattled ally,
Isrnel. While our troops can come home, for Israel there is no retreat. They are on the front line with Iraq and
other fanatical, hostile neighbora.

We would 1ike to point out that the three majer weapons systems that are

a targat of this resolution would not have an impact on the Desert Shield

operation bscause they would not ba scheduled for delivery for months or aven

several years from now,

We believe that the Adninistration’s arms sales pnbklge should be scaled

back and that future prnguslit should be more 1imited and balanced. This

DEAR MR. SECRETARY:

1 APPRECIATED THE OPPORTUNITY TO DISCUSS WITH YOU IN DETAIL THE RANGE
OF ISEAELI CONCEENS REGARDING THE SITUATION IN THE GULF. IT WAS
REASSURING TO HEAR YOU REAFFIRM THE COMMITMENT OF THE UNITED STATES
TO ISRAEL AND TO THE MAINTENANCE OF ITS QUALITATIVE EDGE.

I WAS PARTICULARLY GRATIFIED TO HEAR YOUR VERY STRONG REAFFIRMATIN OF
AMERICA'S COMMITMENT TO ISRAEL'S SECURITY, AND THAT IN THIS TIME OF
DANGER, ISRAEL CAN COUNT ON THE UNITED STATES TO STAND BY ITS
COMMITMENT AND RESPOND AS APPROPRIATE.

JIM, I WAS IMPRESSED WITH YOUR UNDERSTANDING OF ISRAEL'S NEEDS AND
YOUR EFFORTS TO ADDRESS THEM IN AN ORDERLY, TIMELY, AND COORDINATED
FASHION.

IT IS A VERY HEAVY RESPONSIBILITY THAT WE BOTH SHARE, AND I LOOK
FOEWARD TO WORKING WITH YOU CLOSELY ON THIS.

IN THIS RESPECT, OUR DISCUSSINO ON THE ISSUE OF HOUSING INVESTMENT
GUARANTEES PRODUCED RESULTS. AS I SAID IN OUR MEETINGS, I CAN CONFIEM
THAT THE OFFICIAL POLICY OF THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL WITH RESPECT TO
THE ABSORPTION OF IMMIGRANTS FROM THE SOVIET UNION IS IN ACCORDANCE
WITH THE STATEMENT BY PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR IN HIS JUNE 27, 1990
LETTER TO PRESIDENT BUSH, AND THE STATEMENT BY MINISTER OF HOUSING
SHARON ON JUNE 25, 1990, NAMELY, THAT THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL'S
POLICY IS NOT TO DIRECT OR SETTLE SOVIET JEWS BEYOND THE GREEN LINE.

CONSISTENT WITH THE TRADITIONAL ASSURANCES WHICH THE GOVERNMENT OF
ISRAEL PROVIDES IN OUR ASSISTANCE AGREEMENTS, AS WELL AS THOSE IN THE
'IMPLEMENTATION AGREEMENT, SEPTEMBER 1980, BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF
ISRAEL ON BEHALF OF THE STATE OF ISRAEL, AND THE UNITED STATES OF
AMEIRCA ACTING THROUGH THE AGENCY FOR INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT',
USES OF THE HOUSING LOAN GUARANTEES WILL BE RESTRICTED TO THE
GEOGRAFHIC AREAS WHICH WERE SUBJECT TO THE GOVERNMNT OF ISRAEL'S
ADMINISTRATION PRIOR TO JUNE 5, 1967. I ALSO WANT TO RECONFIEM WHAT I
TOLD YOU IN RESPONSE TO YOUR QUESTION THAT NO SPECIAL INCENTIVES
EXIST TO ENCOURAGE SOVIET JEWISH IMMIGRANTS TO SETTLE BEYONMD THE
GREEN LINE, NOR ARE WE PLANNING TO PROVIDE SUCH INCENTIVES IN THE
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FUTURE.

AS I KNOW YOU WILL BE REPORTING TO CONGRESS ON THIS LOAN PROGRAM, LET
ME SAY FURTHER, I AM PREPARED TO AGREE THAT WE WILL PROVIDE YOU
PERIODICALLY WITH THE GOVERNMENT'S BUILDING PLANS FOR HOUSING FOR
IMMIGRANTS INCLUDING SPECIAL FINANCIAL INCENTIVES. I WILL ALSO USE MY
BEST EFFORTS TO PROVIDE ANNUALLY AS COMPLETE IMFORMATION AS POSSIBLE
ON THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL'S FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR SETTLEMENT
ACTIVITY, AND PERIODICALLY AS WELL TO INFORM YOU OF ANY GOVERNMENT
SETTLEMENT ACTIVITY.

I BELIEVE THAT THESE POINTS, THESE UNDERSTANDINGS, WILL HELP US
FURTHER THE GREAT CHALLENGE OF ABSORPTION OF SOVIET JEWS IN ISRAEL.

ON BEHALF OF THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL, I WOULD LIKE TO THANK
PRESIDENT BUSH AND YOU PERSONALLY FOR THE EXTENSION OF THIS HOUSING
LOAN GUARANTEES PROGRAM.

IN THE WAKE OF VARIOUS PUBLICATIONS, SOME OF THEM WITH DIFFERENT AND
PERPLEXING INTERPRETATIONS OF MY LETTER TO YOU OF OCTOBER 2, 1990

WITH REGARD TO THE HOUSING INVESTMENT GUARANTEES, I WISH TO DEFINE
OUR POSITION:

YOU ARE WELL AWARE THAT IN THAT LETTER THERE IS NO UNDERTAKING,
EITHER DIRECT OR INDIRECT, TO REFRAIN FROM CONSTRUCTION IN JERUSALEM
-— OR TO LIMIT CONSTRUCTION WITHIN JERUSALEM -- OR ANYWHERE ELSE,
INCLUDING JUDEA, SAMARIA AND GAZA.

THIS POSITION FINDS ITS FULL EXPRESSION, CLEARLY AND UNEQUIVOCABLY,
BOTH IN THE CONVERSATIONS WE HELD TOGETHER AND IN YOUR LETTER TO ME
OF SEPTEMBER 21.

PERMIT ME TO QUOTE MY WORDS FROM THE RECORD OF OUR CONVERSATIONS
WHICH WE HELD IN WASHINGTON ON SEPTEMBER 5, 1990, AS FOLLOWS: 'MY
GOVERNMENT HAS AN IDEOLOGICAL FOUNDATION. IF YOU THINK THAT WE WILL
CHANGE OUR CREDO ON THE BASIS OF WHICH THE GOVERNMENT WAS ELECTED
BECAUSE OF THESE INVESTMENT GUARANTEES, YOU SHOULD KNOW THAT THIS
WILL NOT HAPPEN.' ELSEWHERE IN THE RECORD, I REPEATED AND EMPHASIZED:
'IF YOU EXPECT THE GOVERNMENT TO DECLARE THAT IT WILL HALT THE
SETTLEMENT ENDEAVOR AND THAT NO ONE WILL SETTLE IN THE TERRITORIES --
THAT WILL NOT BE.' INDEED, YOUR REACTION WAS: 'YOU ARE NOT REQUIRED
TO TAKE ANY STEP WHICH CONTRADICTS YOUR PLATFORM AND YOUR POSITION.'

MOREOVER: IN YOUR LETTER TO ME OF SEPTEMBER 21, 1990, YOU WRITE INTER

ALIA: 'I LISTENED VERY CAREFULLY TO WHAT YOU TOLD ME IN
WASHINGTON.... YOU PLACED PARTICULAR EMPHASIS ON NOT BEING PUT IN A
POSITION ... TO GIVE UP THE PRINCIPLE OF SETTLEMENTS.' YOU CONCLUDED

YOUR LETTER BY REEMPHASIZING THAT YOU HAD MY COMMENTS TO YOU VERY
MUCH IN MIND. IN THE COURSE OF THE LTTER YOU SAID THAT YOU HAD
ISRAEL'S 'CONCERNS VERY MUCH IN MIND' ... 'AND NOTWITHSTANDING OUR
STRONG OPPOSITION TO SETTLEMENT ACTIVITY, I HAVE MADE AN ATTEMPT TO
AVOID PUTTING YOU IN A POSITION WHERE A BASIC PRINCIPLE OF YOUR
GOVERNMENT IS BEING OVERTLY CHALLENGED.'
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IN THE LIGHT OF THIS, JIM, WE AGREED THAT THE FUNDS DERIVING FROM THE
LOAN, WHICH IS GUARANTEED BY YOUR GOVERNMENT, WILL BE USED IN KEEPING
WITH THAT COMMITMENT GIVEN BY THE GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL, YEAR BY YEAR,
UPON RECEIPT OF ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE AND GRANTS FROM THE UNITED
STATES. THIS COMMITMENT STATES THAT '... USES OF THE GRANT SHALL BE
RESTRICTED TO THE GEOGRAPHIC AREAS WHICH WERE SUBJECT TO THE
GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL ADMINISTRATION PRIOR TO JUNE 5, 1967.'

THIS COMMITMENT HAS NOT -- AND HAS NOT HAD IN THE PAST -- ANY BEARING
WHATSOEVER ON THE QUESTION OF ISRAEL'S SOVEREIGNTY OVER JERUSALEM.

THE STATUS OF JERUSALEM WAS DETERMINED IN THE JERUSALEM LAW WHICH
STATES THAT JERUSALEM, WHOLE AND UNDIVIDED, IS THE CAPITAL OF ISRAEL.

JERUSALEM IS NOT DIVIDED EITHER BY A WALL OR BY ANY SEPARATING LINE.

MY DEAR JIM, THE TWO OF US AGREED AT THE OUTSET OF OUR TALKS THAT THE
BASIS OF OUR WORK WILL BE POSITED ON TRUST AND CREDIBILITY. HENCE I
THINK IT CORRECT TO HAVE TAKEN THIS OPPORTUNITY TO SET THE RECORD
ABSOLUTELY STRAIGHT, BOTH IN LETTER AND IN SPIRIT. ‘

LET US NOT PERMIT EXTRANEOUS INTERPRETATIONS TO UNDERMINE THIS BASIS,
WHICH IS S50 ESSENTIAL TO THE RELATIONS BETWEENOUR TWO COUNTRIES AND
BETWEEN US PERSONALLY.
