Donna E. Shalala was sworn in as secretary of health and human services Jan. 22, 1993, She was
nominated by President Clinton Jan. 20 and confirmed by the Senate Jan. 21.

She brings two decades of experience in management, social policy creation and analysis and
nationally recognized leadership skills to her responsibilities as head of the Department of Health and
Human Services, the government agency representing 40 percent of the federal budget and including more
than 250 programs.

Secretary Shalala oversees the "people's department,” the federal agency responsible for the major
health, welfare, food and drug safety, medical research and income security programs serving the American
people. HHS provides direct services or income support to more than one in every five Americans.

Before coming to HHS, Secretary Shalala had served since January 1988 as chancellor of the
University of Wisconsin at Madison, the first womnan to head a Big Ten university, UW-Madison, the
nation's sixth largest university, is the largest public research university and performs more biomedical
research than takes place in any other single site in the United States except HHS' National Institutes of
Health. Itincludes a 488-bed teaching and research hospital. Wisconsin also is one of the nation's premier
transplant centers and well known for nursing research.

In 1980, Secretary Shalala became the youngest woman 1o lead a major U.S. college when she
assumed the presidency of Hunter College, part of the City University of New York System.

Shalala was borm in Cleveland, Ohio, Feb. 14, 1941, She received her bachelor of arts degree from
Western College for Women in 1962 and her Ph.D from the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public
Affairs, Syracuse University, 1870.

in 1962 Shalala volunteered for the U.S. Peace Corps and spent two years teaching in lran. In 1870-
1972, she taught political science at Bernard Baruch College, and between 1872-1979 taught politics and
education at Teachers College, Columbia University. During that period she was a Spencer Feliow,
Mational Academy of Education, 1972-1973; John Simon Guggenheim Fellow, 1975-1976; and a visiting
professor at the Yale Law School, 1976. In 1987, she was a Leadership Fellow with the Japan Society,

From 1975 to 1977, Shalala was a director and treasurer of the Municipal Assistance Corporation which
helped reverse New York City's financial collapse. Her performance won positive reviews from Wall Street
to city administrators.

In 1877-1980, Shalala served in the Carter administration as assistant secretary for policy development
and research, Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Shalala has always been interested in issues inveolving health, children, families, minorities and women.
At HUD, she oversaw the establishment of funding for battered women's shelters and the commissioning
of special studies of the housing needs of families headed by women. At the University of Wisconsin she
promoted diversily in the student body and staffs, spearheaded a campus-wide smoking ban in 1891 and
moved to curb alcohol abuse among students,

For more than a decade she served on the board of the Children's Defense Fund, becoming its chair
in 1992. She was a member of the Committee for Economic Development that issued reports on strategies
to better meet the health and educational needs of disadvantaged young children.

Among her many directorships and trusteeships have been: Spelman College, the Braokings Institution,
the Carnegie Foundation, Spencer Foundation, Institute for International Economics, Council of Foreign

Relations, National Collegiate Athletic Asscciation Foundation, New York Urban Coalition and the National
Women's Law Center,

She also held memberships on the National Science Board Commission on the Future of the National
Science Foundation; Advisocry Committee to the Director of the National Institutes of Health, NIH Office of
Minority Program's Fact Finding Team; Carnegie Commission on Science, Technology and Government;
Higher Education Colloquium on Science Facilities; Knight Commission on Intercollegiate Athletes: and the
Steering Committee of the Bishop Desmond Tutu Southern African Refugee Scholarship Fund.

Shalala has received honorary degrees from 17 colleges and universities.

She has lectured and written extensively on matters dealing with education, urban, fiscal, political, tax,
social science and government financing issues.

In her spare time Secretary Shalala enjoys tennis, golf, reading and mountain climbing.

She is residing in Washington, D.C.

Donna Shalala, the secretary of health and human
services, has had a distinguished carcer in higher
education in the United Stares. Shalala says that she has
spent most of her adult life “working to get this nation to
understand thac our fiture is inextricably tied to the
health, welfare and education of our children and their
Families." Upon her nomination, Shalala said she was
glad to have the opportunity in the Clinton
administration to continue “working to ensure that no

child is left behind.”
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Before joining the administration, Shalala
was a professor of political science and the
chancellor of the University of Wisconsin at
Madison. During her five-year tenure there, she
launched efTorts to strengthen underpraduate
education; to become more competitive in
recruiting and retaining top faculty, stafF and
students; to upgrade rescarch facilities and
strengthen the university's research program; to
increase private support for the institution; and to
promote opportunities for women and minorities

In testimony to her success in leading the
nation’s sixth |.1rE{:st |.:||1i'.'1:rs:il.t:|.r1 Shalala was named
the 1992 winner of both the American Society of
Public Administration’s Mational Public Service
Award and the American Political Science
Association's Annual Career Achievernent Award
for Distinguished Scholarship in Urban Polirics.
She vas previously selected as one of the top five
managets in higher education by Business Week
magazine and identified as one of the 50 most
powerful women in the United States by the
magazine, Ladies Home Journal

Prior to joining the University of Wisconsin,
Shalala served fur seven years as the president of
Hunter College. Female laculty doubled at
Hunter during her tenure as did the number of
minority faculty. She served previously as
professor and chair of the program in politics and

education at Teachers College, Columbia

University, During the Carter administration,
Shalala was assistant secretary for policy
development and rescarch in the ULS, Department
of Housing and Urban Development.

Upon making the nomination, President
Clinton cited Shalala’s "administrative experience,
her analytical rigor...her successful and constant
devation o total quality management..and her
prior governmental experience.” These, he said,
complement her “astonishing natural leadership
ability."

Thete is :IIIG persan in this country more
capable of facing and conquering” the challenges
that the secretary of health and human services will
face than Donna Shalala, the president said.

For her part, Shalala said the key challenges
fur the Department of Health and Human Services
"are to build a national consensus for affordable,
qualicy health eare; 1o aggressively and stral:gis:ally_r
attack the AIDS epidemic; to expand and enrich
Head Start (a lederally funded preschool education
program for children from low-income families);
and to realfitm our commitment to basic

research.”
