IMMY CARTER came to Washington last

week to beat the drums for an international

conference on the Arab-Israeli dispute, It's a

widely discussed idea for reviving progress
toward peace—a process that surged ahead while
Mr. Carter was president and that has gone
nowhere in the Reagan years, President Carter
sees a conference as something with merit in its
own right and with appeal to an incumbent
president who is presumably eager to record a
visible diplomatic achievement and, in the Middle
East, to move beyond Iran.

What is the argument for such an international
conference? It is that the Arabs and Israelis
cannot make peace directly, The Arabs resist
following Egypt's state-to-state example lest once
again stateless Palestinians end up left out of the
play. As their price for entering the direct talks
Israel wants, they demand that talks be set in the
context of a conference. The conference they
seek, including Americans, Soviets, British,
French and Chinese, would be empowered to deal
with differences that arose in direct Arab-lsraeli
talks.

Israel is of two minds—that is, it's stale
mated—about a conference. The Likud side is
opposed to the territorial compromise demanded
in return for peace, and it rejects the idea of a
conference for fear that it will merely be & new
forum to gang up on Israel. The Labor side ia
ready for territorial compromise and open 1o &

tion standards: to win compromises from the
Soviets on the one hand and to exclude the PLO
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conference, if Israel can enforce certain participa-
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on the other. Labor, meanwhile, being no less
fearful than Likud of being ganged up on, wants a
conference to be not a court of appeals but merely
the occasion to begin direct talks.

AN INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE ON THE MIDDLE EAST

1. Israel is interested in negotiations with each of its neighbouring Arab states.
Israel welcomes any move by Jordan to enter the peace process. Israel has repeatedly
invited King Hussein to enter negotiations, in which Jordan could raise any subject
it wished.

2. However, Israel feels that the suggested framework of an international conference
on the Middle East is not an appropriate forum for negotiations. '

a. This view is based on Israel's accumulated negative experience in the past,
such as at the international conferences at Lausanne (1949) and Geneva (1973),
which completely failed to achieve their purpose and were consequently discredited
as a means of attaining peace.

b. It has been distinctly established that the Arab parties to a conference
involving Israel compete among themselves, presenting in the process intransigent
positions and arriving at the lowest common denominator, which is always the most

extreme.

c. The Soviet Union is the major force behind the efforts to promote the idea
of an international conference, its aim being to strengthen its political stance

in the Middle East, which was weakened by the success of the Camp David peace .
process under American auspices. Furthermore, the Soviet Union has consistently

taken one-sided positions regarding the Arab-Israel conflict ever since it
severed diplomatic relations with Israel nearly two decades ago.

d. The proposal to hold an international conference is in reality the way of
some Arab countries to avoid the challenge of direct negotiations, which have
proven to be the only way to achieve peace, as in the case of the Israel-Egypt

peace treaty.

"The idea of an international conference is rejected by all in Israel. It

is actually intended to deny Israel negotiations on terms of equality. A
conference in which the most extremist representatives of the Arab world
would participate would compel all the Arab countries to radicalize their
positions, to link any sort of move to a series of complicated and difficult
steps, and in effect to apply pressure on Israel, instead of holding nego-
tiations with it.

"Israel believes that there is no point in holding negotiations on negotia-
tions. It would be better for the sides to meet face to face.... What is
needed now is not another plan, nor more theoretical peace plans; what is
needed now is a partner and another partnership for dialogue under conditions
of equality and mutual respect.”

b. US State Department spokesman to the press, 4 December 1984:

Q. Any eurprise at President Mubarak's endorsement of the international
conference?

A. Well, I don't know if it is a question of surprise or not surprise. But,
as we have said before, we do not believe that such an international conference
would lead to productive results. We are in favour of what is realistic and
favourable, and continue to think that the most practical course is direct
negotiations between Israel and the Arab parties directly concerned, as
envisaged in the Camp David framework.

c. Egyptian Minister of State for Foreign Affairs, Butros Ghali, in an interview
with Reuter, when asked about the reference to the international Middle East
peace conference proposed by Hussein:

W ..it is not of immediate relevence.... It would be very negative to postpone
the peace process until we can obtain the participation of all concerned."

d. UN Secretary-General Perez de Cuellar, in his report on the situation in the
Middle East:

“In the 1ight of the consultations I have held with the parties concerned,
the members of the Security Council and other interested governments, it
is quite evident that the conditions required for convening the proposed
conference with any chance of success are not met at the present time."

I. Historiecal Background

S ——

l. Israel governments have always held that the only way to achieve peace is via
direct negotistions with no prier conditions. We insisted on this because in
our eyes, the very readiness of an Arab government to negotiate with us
directly, attested Lo its readiness to accept Israel's existence and its
readiness to assume public responsibility for the outcome of such negotiations.

2. The i1dea of convening an iunternational conterence for peace in the Middle
East was floated in the past by the Soviet Union, as well as by Arab states an.l
other elements holding similar stande. For our part, we saw an international

conference as an Arab excuse to evade direct negotfations with and recognicion
of Israel.

3. A sovereign state can never agree to allow its fate to be decided by

strangers, unless it has no choice in the matter. Only states that have been |
defested on the field of battle have assented to this. Indeed, internatlonal |
history knows of no case of a state agreeing to have its fate determined by an
international conference —— with rhe exception of Czerhoslovakia, which had ne
choice but to do so following a military defeat.

4. It is true that in the past Israel governments have twice resalved to
participate in an international conference, in 1973 and in 1977. However, in
both instances the government acted under heavy external pressure, and Israel
made its agreement conditional on certain terms and on recelving guarantees and
securities designed to reduce the harm that the conference was liable to cause
Israeli interests.

5. Sadat's visit to lsrael, the Camp David accords, and the peare treaty fForged
a rey reality which retrospectively justified Israel's adamant stand in favor of
dire :t negotiations as the only road Lo a peace settlement.

1T. "he Stand of the National Unity Government

The lasic Guidelines of the Natfonal Uity Govermment contain no reference to an

international conference. They state that our policy must be based on the Camp
David accords, which, as is known, determine the path for the continuation of
the peace process by means of direct nepotiations betweceo Tsrar]l and Joroan and
the Malestinians with the participation of Egypt and the Unlred Statea.

of the negotiations. However, the prospect of Israel's terms belng accepted is
meager, since it is the participants themselves who will determine the powers of
the conference and its mode of operation. It may be assumed that the 17.5. will
be very hesitant about torpedoing the conference and becoming involved in a
confrontation with the Arab states, should the majority of the confarence
participants conclude that the conference will have input regarding the content
and outcome of the negotiastions. The Soviet Unton has already learned a lesson
from the Geneva Conference of December 1973, when it was deprived of an
influential role in the conference dellberations.

The participants should
be the five permanent members of the Securlty Council, which are to play an
“"active role.” The ambassador added that "the adversaries can meet in bilateral
committees whose resolutions will be submltted te the cornference plenum.” ‘

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VI Stand of the United States

The United States continues to have resarvations about the possibility of an
international conference and the introducgtion of the USSR into the Middle East
in a central, influential role. During the prime minister's recent visit to the
UD.5., it emerged that the erosion that occurred in the negative stand of the
U«5. concerning the ides of a conference stemmed, inter alia, from efforts at
persuasion by Isrtaell elements vis—a-vis the U.S5. administration.

VII Role of the U.N.

The Arabs and the Soviets are insisting that cthe international conference be
held under 11.N. auspices, this to enable them to base their demands on U.N.
resolutions from 1947 to the present on the crucial issues of borders, return of
the refugees, and representation of the Palestinians by the PLO. An
international conference will constitute a replay in miniature of U.N. forums,
namely, a propaganda arenz and a place where the natural tendency will be to
align oneself with the extremists.

Since the first Geneva Conference in 1973, the PLO has been admitted to the U.HN.
with observer status; hence, should a future international conference be
convened, the U.N. secretary—general! will be unable to prevent PLO
participation, this in addition to the fact that all the other participants —-
with the possihble exception of the U.5. — will support PLO participation.

VIII The Precedent of Peace with Egwpt

An international conference will adversely affect the Camp David accords and the
peace with Egypt, as the Camp David accords state explicitly that negotiations
between Israel and the other Arab states will be conducted according to the sama
format. In a lettesr dated 20 April 1982, President Mubarak undertook to the
prime minister of Israel that the Camp David accords will continue toc be the
ONLY road for pursuing the peace process, in the FUTURE as well. A similar
letter was sent to the presldent of the United States.

President Mubarask is knwon to be stwiving for the effective abrogacion of the
gecond part of the Camp David accords, which relate to a settlement with Jordan
and the Palesticrian guestion. The internarional conference idea fseilitates
Mubarak's effoct to free himself from che path of Camp David and from his
commitment of 20 April 1942.

Should Israel agree to participate in an international conference, it will with
its own hands be undercutting the Camp David accords for which Israel paid such
a high price, and will forgo its right as a sovereign state to conduct
negotiations with other countries which are in a state of war with it, and are
ready to move to a state of peace. An international conferemce will bring about
a sitvation in which no Arab state will want to conduct bilateral negotiaticnsd
with us.

IX Results of an International Conference

An international conterence that deals with the Arab-Israell conflict -an lead
te only one result: an international consensus in favor of Israell withdrawal t
the 1967 linea and the establishmenc of a Palestinian entity in Judea-Samaria
and Gaza. Not even the 11.S., its friendship for Israel notwithsitanding, will »-
able, within this contexc, to disavew the Rogers Plan of 1969 which Iarsel
rejected cot of hand.

X The Inevitable Conclusion

Since its establishweni, Tsrael has advocated direct talks with its nelghbors,
and, Indeed, after 30 years the Ffirst Arab state recognized the justneis of this
demand, and peace with Egypt was attained. Israel must continue to in:ist on
direct talks until other Arab states, which truly aspire to peace with us, alse
recognize that this is the only way to achieve genuine peace.
