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Creative management of change has been the key challenge of human affairs
throughout history. Leaders have always peeded processes for accommodation,
renewal, correcting wistakes that people are bound to make, and adjusting
to clrcumstances.

Change is the accumulatien of nuance. When change must be organized, in a
public or private sector envircoment, it can be quite a headache to bring
the affected groups into accord on the justification, direction, pace and
ghape of that change.

It takes time and effort to find ocut what pecple really want.
It takes longer to make plans that take these Findings into account.
And even then, key players who [eel badly done by cam sabotase things.

Community View Exchange is a process for the creative management of change
that blends commonsensical group psychology approaches and state-of-the-art
electronic cemmunications technology. It is specifically designed to stimslate
the active involvement of people im geographically, socially and economically
diverse places.

The Community View Exchange (CVE) method e x £ @ n d s the involvement of
interested parties in actual policy discussion and development, while also
CONDENSING the time usually taken to ascertain constituency views. It doas
thia by synchronizing and integrating the stages of the consultative process.

CVE's greatest benmefir is that 1t cam build & tangible sense of commen purpose.

It does this by:

* demonstrating the reasons for the way things have developed until now,
and why change ls needed;

* Euggp_-gtj_ng options for possible future developments;

* getting groups in the “iaterest comsunity” to see themselves as part of
the larger reality;

* educating groups to a sensitivicy regarding other groups' situations;
* plarifyving thinking and disciplining argument;

* giving Interest groups a stake in making plans that have maximm
constituency-wide acceptability;

* producing support that is erueial for successful implementation of mecessary
changes, and preservation of what may have been wrongly thought to need change;

HOW CVE WORKS

CVE involves seven procedures: 1) identificatfon of groups and issues for
discussion; 2) clarification of issues per group; 3) documentation with
a video presentation of the subject; 4) setting up an audio/visual circuit
(network} Tinking participating locations; 5) group participation session
with use of computer model projections to indicate areas of agreement/
disagreement; &) summary of process leading to con:ensus or further steps
for reaching consensus; and 7) recommendations.

Stage I - Preparation

In consultation with aEprnpriate management personel, CVE experts
formulate the issues(s) to be presented, including detailed guestions and
outlines, assuring, so far as possible, that the treatment if issues will
be held to the defined subject areas. CVE experts also identify special
interest groups to participate in the process. In most cases, the groups
will be comprised of peers and will be ralatively small in size. The
individuals in each group will in most c¢ases be chosen to represent their
particular categories. Suitably prepared printed materials are sent to
the individuals concerned to familiarize them with the gEﬁEraI nature of
the project and their role in it.

Stage II - Clarification and Orientation

CVE consultants with the requisite qualifications in techniques of dispute
resolution, opinion analysis, industrial relations, community relations

and various technical areas of knowledge meet separately with each par-
ticular interest group. At these meetings, skilled CVE discussion leaders
explain the purpose of the project and its methodology, and enlist group
support. Utilizing data developed through CVE opinion research and anmalysis,
the discussion leaders guide the groups toward focus on specific aspects of
the issue, thereby eliminating extraneous and peripheral aspects, narrnwlng-
d1fferenﬂes and bringing approaches into closer alignment,



Stage II1 - Documentation

Gomghtewously with the foregoing orientation and preparation of the groups
+ ;0 11), CVE prepares a television presentation, setting out the issues
« ::scussion. This employs all communication techniques appropriate to
~=a subject - film, voice recordings and graphic representations. Addition-
. wideo segments may be prepared to be held in reserve as further aids as

A crucial aspect is the collection of all pertinent data - cpinion analysis
quantified as potential support or opposition, effects of projected plans
on programs, sources of material support, and other matters - and assembling
Tt 45 & computerized model program.

Stage IV - Instrumentation

A video network is set up, linking a central studie/auditorium (Central)
to a number of access centers depending on the number and geagraphic
distrubution of the groups involved. Each center is equipped to receive
full audio/visual communicatfon from Central, and to transmit back only
sound. The key feature at Central is the Simulator, a computer capable
of viden projecting the programmed model, and feeding new data in as it
is generated in the group participation session.

stage V - Group Participation Session

The groups assemble, as prearranged, at Central and at the access centers.
Also at Central is a panel of experts comprising management and/or outside
authorities. The groups have already been organized into discussion work-
shops in the preparatory phases. Each has a group dynamics/rescurce
leader, and has been briefed on when it is to be "on air". The prepared
TV stimulus documentary is transmitted throughout the network, and then
the expert panel briefly discusses aspects of it. MNext, the groups take
part in equal-time-based discussions with the panel or with other groups
within the network, aiming to form a definite position statement within

2 designated period.

The statement will be "processed" by a computer programmer at Central,

and fed into the model. The effect of the statement introduced will be
immediately visualized as a video image of the model's resulting config-
uration. Each group will thus know how its preferences will affect the
entire program. It will be possible for groups to "trade off" and reach
compromises via the ability of the computer to instantly recall any
particular "statement". The computer also has a program of the opinions
and factual data that can be retrieved as necessary for the conduct of the
session .

stage VI - Summary

CVE will summarize and diagram the interchange, providing a record of the
process by which the consensus that emerged was achieved.



Stage VII - Recommendation

Stage VI becomes the basis of the "recommendations" section in the
comprehensive report of the entire project which is submitted to manage-
ment.

The report and recommendations can be framed for dissemination to all

the participants in the project, thus providing the data and rationale
that they may be expected to use in interpreting the process and can-

clusions to their peers.

This entire process can be recorded on film or video and edited to be
suitable as a factual record, for training purposes, for public relations
or ather uses.

I have finally been able to give your CVE proposal the atteation it
deserves, and 1 am impressed.

There has been a general noting of the downward path of public apathy,
and a growing sense of political dissocistion. Omn another front, there
has been a grappling with the explosive media phenomencn, and indeed its

apparently negative effect on active public participation in publie
affairs.

It peems to me that the CVE proposal turns the communication phenoménon
on its head, and attempts to use it directly for broadening civic
involvement. It is an ambitious project, but it points in a direction
which, in seme form, society is going te have to take, in order to
stimulate public participation and use the communications technology
positively, both at the same cime.

It will be a valuable experiment, and if I can help in any way, given
the extent of sy distance and the limits of time, please let me know.

I have reviewed your presentation on the Community View
Exchange model, and find it very impressive, very
innovative and potentially important work.

The prospect of getting diverse interests together, in

a way that makes them able to set goals collectiwvely
instead of competitively, makes this method so interesting.
Fully developed and proved, it might have far-reaching
influence on customary ideas of how to get things done,
which at the moment involve the adjudication of demands
by groups in isclation from each other, simply because
it is more manageable. Community View Exchange would
make it possible to have the groups work ocut soclutions
among themselves, the method's inbuilt checks and
balances assuring effective communication and productive
discussion of the i1ssues.

Policy makers would still, of course, have to determine
the direction, but the pelicy consumers would readily
endorse and work for the success of plans they have

helped make.
